Morton to Sing
‘Peter Grimes’ —=

CTOBER 12 will be a big day for the CBC,

for opera lovers and, particularly for William
Maorton, who will be heard in the tenor title-role
in the CBC Opera Company’s production of Peter
Grimes by the young English composer, Benjamin
Britten. Of the part he is to play in this production,
Mr. Morton says it is “interesting, gratifying and
difficult.” He suggests that many who like opera
will have trouble with Grimes and that many
others who consider it beyond them will find their
interest thoroughly whetted.

* * *

A Busy Artist

William Morton, Toronto tenor, describes him-
self as primarily a radio artist. And with some
reason. His first professional success was in broad-
casting and although for some years he has been
much in demand for concert and oratorio work,
radio still takes up the greater part of his time.

Talking with Morton about his career soon
turns out to be a discussion of Canadians and
radio. An able and interesting talker, he dismisses
his own abilities with a remark about the necessity
of keeping in physical trim and of consistent prac-
tice and study. Then he goes on to illustrate the

many times that Canadian talent has proved itself
in actual performance, a lecture which he colors
with anecdotal material about everybody but
himself.

Morton has taken part in many memorable CBC
broadcasts. He sang leiding roles in the world
broadeast premieres of Transit through Fire
(1942) and Deirdre of the Sorrows (1946), two
operas by Healey Willan both of which were com-

e

missioned by the CBC. More recently, he has
performed the tenor leads in the Gilbert and
Sullivan presentations of the CBC Light Opera
Group.

As tenor soloist for ten years and more in the
Toronto Mendelssohn+ Choir’s performances of
Bach’s St. Matthew Passion and Ilandel’s Messiah,
he has taken part in the CBC’s complete broad-
casts of these two great works. (Turn to page2)

Maurice Bodington

A Former Trouper

Author Of Bod’s Scrapbook Has
Theatrical Background

When Maurice Bodington was grow-
ing up in New Westminster, British
Columbia, he decided that he wanted
to be an entertainer.

His father died suddenly and he was
faced with the problem of earning a
living. The stage loomed up alluringly
in his mind, but he decided to be prac-
tical and take a job in a bank.

“Adding and subtracting nearly
drove me crazy,” he recalls, “and
when I was twenty-one I could stand
it no longer, so I lit out for the bright
lights of Broadway with fifteen dollars
in my pocket.”

An Irish policeman and his wife
boarded him for two dollars a week,
and filled him up with colourful stories
of life in the old land, while he un-
obtrusively studied their brogue.

Then George M. Cohan offered him
a job and he travelled across the
country with him for two years, meet-
ing hosts of actors and musicians, and
storing up a fund of anecdotes about
back-stage life.

He worked with Flo Ziegfeld for
some time, too. Leon Errol, now in
films, was the stage manager, and
Lillian Tashman was in the chorus.
Maurice says Ziegfeld was a cold, cal-
culating man who seldom spoke but
had an uncanny faculty for spotting
future stars.

Stranded penniless in Chicago, hav-
ing just finished a short engagement
as a swimming clown in a tank of
particularly cold water for fifty cents a
day, Maurice was rescued by a kind
stranger, who lent him the fare to
Toronto. There, he enlisted in the
Canadian Army as a forester. That
was during the First Great War.,

After his discharge, he cashed in on
his experiences in vaudeville by doing
impersonations for Toronto theatre
audiences. He discovered he had a
knack for dialects—Irish, Cockney (a
year at School in England had helped
that along), Chinese, and about a
dozen others. He established himself
as a comedian and story-teller, and
then tried his hand at radio announc-
ing. He announced on Toronto stations
for twelve vears, and conducted suc-
cessful children’s programs.

Three and a half years ago, the CBC
suggested he do a program series of
poetry and prose readings, dialect
stories, and recollections of his days
in show business. Maurice was in his
element. After the first few broadcasts,
when listeners started writing in by
the dozen to say how much they liked
his wit, wisdom and friendly phil-
osophy, he decided his search for the
right medium had been worth the
effort.

Now, Maurice Bodington is heard
regularly on Sunday nights at 8:15
p.m. on CBC Dominion. His programs
feature serious and humorous readings
from the classics and from the works
of relatively obscure authors—and ex-
cerpts from Maurice’s huge store of
memories. Bod's Scrapbook includes
old musical favourites sung by John
Sturgess, who is currently subbing for
the regular singer, Jimmie Shields,
and organ music by Don Gordon.

Radio in Modern Life:
The Canadian National System

Filling The Dial

Radio fills up every second of the
broadcasting day. The British believe
that an occasional interval of silence
on the radio is no disgrace; in America
the show must go on—and on—and on.
This split-second timing becomes a
nuisance to discriminative listeners. A
song is cut off in mid-stanza because
the big studio clock announces it is
7:59:40, and that leaves just time for
the station announcement before
another song starts on another pro-
gram at 8:00:00. Or the last bars of a
piece of music composed by a master
and played by a superb orchestra are
faded out so that the station name and
time may be announced—as if the
listener cared about either in the
presence of such music!

This is summer, and the same num-
ber of hours turn up every day to be
filled to the brim with radio broad-
casts.

Sure to turn up in the hot weather
is a vocalist who will rocket to radio
fame with an inane verse about a
choo-choo, an ill-thymed quatrain
about how “She wasn't at the dance
Saturday,” each set to a nursery
arrangement of four or five notes.
There will be “give-away” shows,
too. Last vear the four major United
States networks distributed a total of
$4,297.557 worth of prizes. Singing
mice, preaching parrots and synco-
pating coyotes; sneezing contests for
hay-fever sufferers and yowling tests
for hog-callers—all these will blud-
geon our ears.

But for every bad program that’s
been on the air for years there are,
according to Henry Morgan, the radio
debunker of radio, five good ones that
had to be taken off because nobody

listened to them, or, if they did, they
didn’t write to the studio saying so.

News And Commentary

News reports get a high radio rat-
ing. Women seem to prefer hearing
the news read to reading it for them-
sclves. But persons who have a deep
interest in events continue to read the
newspaper because there they get the
whole story and not a fifty-word high-
light version.

The stream poured out in a fifteen-
minute newscast discourages a pulling-
together of events from past time into
a whole for contemplation, though as
everyone knows the past is nceded to
interpret the present.

How strong is the suggestive power
of the radio has been shown in several
instances. The Orson Welles tid-bit
about an invasion from Mars is well-
remembered. It was repeated recently
by a South American station. Troops
had to be mobilized to quell the mob
that marched out to meet the imagi-
nary invaders. When it realized it had
been hoaxed, the mob wrecked the
radio building.

It is not only in deliberate hoax
broadcasts that the power of sug-
gestion is seen: at the time of the
Nova Scotia mine cave-in which
buried three eminent men alive for
several days, a broadcaster played
Nearer My God to Thee as a fill-in
between news bulletins. It was after
midnight, but almost instantly every
light on the switchboard went on,
because listeners associated the hymn
with the Titanic, and assumed that
there was news of the death of the
buried men.

“Highbrow” Programs

This suggestibility of radio audi-
ences raises the thought that broad-
casters might, by little and by little,
lead listeners into appreciation of
better than today’s run-of-mill pro-
grams. As Mr. J. W. Barnes, who is
chief instructor in radio arts at the
Rverson Institute of Technology in
Toronto, said not long ago: “Give the
people what they want to the extent
that theyll keep listening with in-
terest; but slip in some things that
they wouldn’t immediately choose to
hear, in an effort to open new vistas
of experience and enjoyment.”

Response to the CBC pioneer
effort in broadcasting Handel's Mes-
siah and the St. Matthew Passion by
Bach demonstrated bevond doubt
that there is a worthwhile number in
Canada interested in such things. The
CBC Opera Company won so high
praise from listeners that another five
operas will be presented next season.
The Sunday night Sfages of the CBC
were five years old in January. During

that time they presented 169 different
plays, of which 119 were new original
works. Forgotten Footsteps, woven
around Canadian historical episodes,
won an immense number of compli-
mentary letters.

Latest addition is CBC Wednesday
Night. This new venture in North
American radio is designed to give
Canadian listeners programs of un-
usual interest in the realms of drama,
music, talks and readings, with works
by Canadian composers high on the
list. An article in the New York Times
gave this program high praise, and
remarked that it is attracting attention
of United States listeners.

Television

Television is the most dramatic of
the wireless inventions. Tt adds motion
to the pictorial content of facsimile,
and vision to the immediacy and inti-
macy of sound broadeasting. Having
extended his voice and hearing to the
ends of the earth, man seems about
to make his eyesight all-embracing.

Announcement was made this
spring that Canada is to have a tele-
vision system of its own. Montreal
and Toronto will be the producing
and transmitting centres. Although
this first effort is to be a CBC project,
financed by a loan of four million
dollars from the government, inde-
pendent stations are eligible for
licence and have been preparing for
years.

Television shows are expensive. Of
the fifty-five stations operating in the
United States in the spring, only three
had broken even on the cost of opera-
tion, and these had not yet started to
get back their capital outlay.

But there are great possibilities.
Business men and dreamers alike agree
on the large-screen program as a win-
ner, when it comes. Theatres will be
crowded, they say, with people watch-
ing events, transmitted instantaneously
from all parts of the world. Six west-
end London theatres are being equip-
ped. A New Jersey theatre has added
a television lounge. where a projector
throws a clear picture six feet by
cight feet. In Canada, plans have
been shaped for utilizing a system

which involves the recording of the
television image on film. The picture
can be picked out of the air, pro-
cessed within sixty seconds, and
screened immediately.

The Power Of Radio

History is not only written in
words, it is made with words. Wit-
nesses could be called readily from
the ranks of great and good men, but
let us look first at what was said by
a vicious man who nearly brought our
world down in ruins around us: “The
power which set sliding the greatest
historical avalanches of political and
religious nature was, from the begin-
ning of time, the magic force of the
spoken word alone.” That is Adolf
Hitler, in Mein Kampf.

If evil men recognize the power
in words, the good that can be done
by words is also amply demonstrated.
A competent leadership well expressed
has often raised group thinking and
actions to a high level. When Win-
ston Churchill told the British people,
“I have mothing to offer but blood,
toil, tears and sweat,” he aroused a
scemingly defeated nation to fight on.
That speech was one of the resources
of the British Empire, along with its
men, guns, planes and ships.

One of the greatest benefits to man-
kind, and one essential to democracy,
is to teach people to think—which is
the opposite of passive acceptance—
and to reason, which is far removed
from being led supinely toward some-
one else’s objective.

Perhaps another subject should be
added to the school curriculum:
teach children to demand evidence.
Teach them to ask their parents
“Why?” when they are told spinach
is good for them and late nights bad.
Teach them to challenge advertisers
to say plump and plain how good
their goods are, adding emotional
appeal if they like, but never omit-
ting the basic truths, Teach them to
challenge what they hear on the radio
in the way of news, comment, analy-
sis, and information: is it objective,
or is it loaded?

Qur Brains Are Buzzing

Our brains are buzzing more than
the brains of men ever buzzed before,
and the scale of events around us has
assumed a gigantic size. The buffer
area between individuals and be-
tween nations has shrunk, every man
feels called upon to react to the total
environment and to every incident
that affects his neighbours at the far
side of the earth.

The radio enters this picture as an
additional complicating force, be-
cause it distorts further our picture
of the world by diminishing our
opportunity to select and isolate the
things to which we shall give atten-
tion. We grow accustomed to the
weirdest of juxtapositions: the serigus
and the trivial, the comic and the
tragic. The idyllic report of a princess
holidaying on Capri is followed in a
split second by a twenty-word record
of the fall of Shanghai. Here is a
collapse of values, a fantasia of effects
that resembles the debris left by a
storm.

Board Rulings.

CBC Governors Report

The CBC Board of Governors, -
after a meeting in Ottawa on August
2, announced that it had declined a
request by the Canadian Association
of Broadcasters, representing privately
owned radio stations, that regulations
be changed to permit broadcasting of
“spot” announcements on weekdays
between 7:30 p.m. and 11:00 pan.—
the only periods during which such
announcements are mot already per-
mitted.

The Board noted that a number of
stations have been broadcasting “from
five hundred to two thousand an-
nouncements a week” and pointed to
the view expressed by the last Parlia-
mentary Committee on Radio Broad-
casting “against excessive com-
mercialization of time on community
stations.”

The Board also reported its opinion
that the “prohibition of spot an-
nouncements in the evening hours
should be continued, as providing
some check in the interests of listen-
ers against saturation of good listen-
ing time with commercial announce-
ments.”

Patent Medicines

The Board also decided against two
other requests from the Canadian
Association of Broadcasters—one to
permit the insertion of “spot” an-
nouncements during intervals between
network programs, the other to permit
stations to submit “continuity” for
the advertising of products coming
under the Proprietary or Patent Medi-
cines Act or the Food and Drugs Act,
directly to the Department of Na-
tional Health and Welfare, instead of
through the CBC.

In the first case, the Board said:
“It would not be in the interest of
the public when listening to network

broadcasting to have commercial spot
announcements inserted between net-
work programs, and . . . such a de-
velopment would not be in the general
interest of good listening.”

Concerning food and drug an-
nouncements, the Board noted that
the Association made its request “in
order that clearance of these con-
tinuities should be accelerated.” How-
ever, the Board said most such con-
tinuities had been cleared within a
few days and there was no evidence
of them being delayed to any great
extent by the CBC.

On the same point, the Board said
the Department considered the pres-
ent system satisfactory and that in
the event continuities were not
handled through the CBC, the De-
partment itself would still have to
require copies at least two weeks in
advance.

Licences
The Board recommended that the
licensing  authority should refuse

applications from La Societe St. Jean
Baptiste de Montreal, for a licence to
set up a new station, and from Sta-
tion VOWR of St. John's Newfound-
land, for permission to transfer its
licence from Wesley Church Radio
Board to The Pioneer Broadcasting
Association of Newfoundland and to
operate on a commercial basis.

The reason in both cases for
recommending denial was stated as
follows:

“Only a limited number of air
channels are available. There are not
nearly enough channels to accommo-
date all organizations or groups of
different viewpoints or interests which
might wish to have stations of their
own. If some groups had licences
they would be in partial monopoly
positions and channels would not be
available for licences to other groups.

“It is important to emphasize the
‘common carrier’ aspect of broadcast-
ing; to make it clear that licensees
controlling the use of air channels
should be in impartial positions and
should provide for the maximum fair
expression of different views and con-
cepts and the meeting of different

needs.

“It has not therefore been the policy
of the Board. and is not, to recom-
mend granting licences for com-
mercial broadcasting stations to non-
commercial organizations connected
with different social, economic, re-
ligious or political points of view,
beliefs or interests.

We do not blame radio for it all,
because much of our inability to com-
prehend is caused by failure of our
mental capacity to keep up with our
physical progress, but we do, surely,
need all the help radio can give
toward simplifying for us the chaos
to which it, itself, contributes so
much.

One way of assistance might be by
placing emphasis upon the facts which
underly the problems of the day.
Another effort might be directed to-
ward raising standards of criticism
and choice.

Shadows On The Wall

We are not discharging an un-
doubted responsibility by adopting a
scornful-eyed attitude. Educators who
organize radio programs have told us
that there is nothing more difficult

than to persuade people who aré fully
qualified by background, education,
experience and standing in the com-
munity to speak constructively on
subjects which others, less qualified
but more vocal and enérgetic, are
attacking destructively.

The radio is a tool, one of man’s
latest inventions. Just as the first tool,
a digging stick, was so readily con-
verted into a club with which to fight,
so radio is in danger of being per-
verted from its possibly high purpose.

This is not a time for watching and
waiting in ivory towers. A day may
come when man can go back into
silence again and be no less great on
that account; think more, bear his
own company better, settle his prob-
lems more honestly and more wisely.
But just now he must make his con-
tribution toward building a state of
affairs in which such an existence will
be possible.

Everything that any man can do in
managing radio or in using radio to
clarify the thinking of people is such

a contribution.

We recall the celebrated figure of
the cave given by Plato, There were
prisoners in the cave, chained with
their backs to the entrance so that
they could not turn around. Upon
the wall before them were cast the
shadows of persons and animals pass-
ing the mouth of the cave, lit in day-
time by sunshine and at night by a
huge fire. All they knew of life was
gathered from the flitting distorted
shadows.

The function of educated, experi-
enced people, surely, is to interpret
the shadows if they cannot turn the
audience around. It could be one of
the great functions of radio to supply
complete, accurate and wuncoloured
information about what is happening
to cast the shadows upon the wall; to
discriminate between what is a sig-
nificant movement and what is trivial;
to show that the distorted shadow
world is not precisely a reflection of
the real world.
