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ERIC WILD and CBC orchestra were in re-
hearsal at Trinity Hall, Winnipeg, when this

week’s informal cover picture was made. Mr. Wild
goes to Toronto in February to conduct the CBC
Symphony Orchestra in one of its Monday night
broadcasts. He is one of the few orchestral con-
ductors in Canada having early experience in
television. Sixteen years ago, when the BBC was
making rapid strides in this new medium, Mr.
Wild performed in and conducted its television
orchestra, specially created for the medium. He
was with the television orchestra for four years.

A Problem for Pianists
(By Habry Adaskin, head of the music depart-

ment, University of British Columbia).

ONE of the serious difficulties of concert-giving
in Canada, is the lack of good pianos in the

concert halls. This is particularly true in the smaller
centres, where the concert performer has to face
an upright piano, and a very dubious one at that.
They are seldom in good order, and one is lucky if
all the notes speak. There are quite a few works
which we can never play on tour. For instance the
Kreutzer Sonata has many fast-repeated notes. On
most of the uprights that you get on tom-

, the keys
won’t repeat that fast. Works that have many long
and short trills are also dangerous to take on tour.
The old uprights just won’t respond. You see the
pianist’s fingers trilling beautifully up and down,
but few of the notes speak!

We once gave a concert in the school auditorium

of Oliver, British Columbia. It was a new and very
beautiful school building, and the people who
showed us around were obviously proud of it. It
really was one of the most attractive school build-
ings we had ever seen. All the latest gadgets and
improvements, radiant heating, lots of light and air,
spacious hallways, tiled floors, “intercom” system
and everything you could think of. As we were
being shown around, my wife and I had the same
thought: perhaps this time they included a good
grand piano in the school equipment. We finally

came to the auditorium, which was a dream. Fine
proportions, good acoustics, delightful colour
scheme, and soft, comfortable, wide seats. On the
distant stage stood a ghastly old upright piano, and
our hearts sank. Nevertheless, clinging to a fast-
disappearing hope, we asked about the piano.
“Oh,” they said, “you’re going to have our best
one.” This was a little reassuring and by that time
we had come up on the stage. But when we asked
to see the piano they pointed to the horror before
us.

14, 1952.
Indoor Gardening (last in a series)
Growing House Plants from Seed
(continued from December 7)

1. African violets may be grown
from seeds in much the same way as
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tuberous begonias. See last week’s
summary for details.

Note: Whether grown from seed
obtained from your own plants or from
commercial sources, the gardener is
reminded that the chance of growing
plants from seed, as good as, or
superior to the parents, is very limited.
Choice named varieties must be
propagated vegetatively. Growing
plants from seed is good filn, but only
a very few of the seedlings may be of
real value.

2. Gloxinias are usually propagated
from tubers or leaf cuttings, but they
also may be grown from seed. In the
early stages the method is the same as
for tuberous begonias.

3. Cyclamens are usually grown
from seed but since special conditions
are required and it takes more than a
year of painstaking care to produce a
fine blooming plant, production is
restricted to professional growers. See
the bulletin House Plants written by
William Godfrey for the Experimental
Farms Service.

Summary of Broadcast of December
28. 1952.

Some Ways to Increase Garden Yields:
1. Chemical conditioning to improve

soil structure is in the experimental
stages and the necessary chemicals are
now available for every gardener to
do a little experimenting.

Krilium and other chemical soil
conditioners help to turn heavy clay
into porous loam. They also help to
bind sand together.

They add no plant food to the soil,
but help create conditions favourable
to root development.

2. Adequate water supplies for the
garden are essential. No conditioning
of the soil can make up for lack of
moisture.

Farm Dugouts in the garden area
have proved their value. They repre-
sent a permanent investment paying
dividends year after year.

3. Shelterbelts are essential in semi-
dry country to protect plants from
withering winds and loss of soil
moisture.

casts of an inspirational type be in-
cluded.

(g) That the religious telecasts be
provided by CBC as a general rule
without charge and that the com-
munion responsible for presenting
them be not paid any fee. (This would
be the same arrangement as has pre-
vailed in religious broadcasts.)

(h) That the above guiding prin-
ciples may be reviewed from time to
time in the light of experience.

On practical matters of television
broadcasting the council decided that
an early effort should Be made to dis-
cover persons of outstanding ability
in the religious television field. It was
suggested that each communion nomi-
nate one or more persons for favour-
able consideration of the CBC on the
understanding that in due course some
of those nominated would be televised
on a trial basis.

It was suggested that more study
be made of experience in television of
churches in the United States and in
Great Britain.

The council said that it had made a
good beginning in preparing for re-
ligious television programs.

The council also said that it will
continue in television its policy of al-
locating time on an equitable basis in
the light of the membership of re-
ligious communions. It drew attention
to the proportion of persons of the
different religious communions in the
areas served by the Toronto television
station.

The council also reported that it
wishes to study further the subject of
commercially sponsored religious pro-
grams.

Following this report from the Na-
tional Religious Advisory Council, the
CBC decided not to present the
Bishop Sheen program at the present
time and to await the further con-
sideration of the subject by the
council.

The National Religious Advisory
Council of the CBC has reported to
the Corporation following the request
that it consider the desirability of
presenting the Bishop Fulton Sheen
television program, sponsored by an
advertiser, on the Canadian stations.
In its report the council recommended
the following principles:

(a) That the policy concerning
religious television be regarded as a
national one in which the N.R.A.C.

(b) That the division of time as-
signed to the religious communions be
on as equitable a basis as possible and
that the council’s experience in assign-
ing radio time be considered as a
basis.

(c) That with such rare exceptions
as the council may approve, religious
televised programs be Canadian ones.

(e) That there be a place for posi-
tive presentations of the Christian
faith as held by the communions
represented on the council or asked
by the council to present religious
telecasts.

(f) That favorable consideration be
given to the CBC’s request that tele-

For the Time Being. W. H. Auden’s
“oratorio without music,” dealing with
the Christmas story, originally broad-
cast on CBC in 1948; Andrew Allan,
producer.

To the Georgian poets—de la Mare,
Trench, Housman—and the war poets
—Brooke, Grenfell, Owen—two of the
chief English successors in the age of
split atoms and international billings-
gate have been W. H. Auden and
Stephen Spender. Auden, particularly,
has typified the dernier cri of English
poetry, and has recently become the
subject of serious study, exemplified
in some of the work of Mr. Chester
Duncan of Winnipeg. Allan’s radio
production of Auden’s curious “ora-
torio” is deliberately experimental,
and reflects the opinion that radio as
a “stage for the word” can be interest-
ing and expressive. It is a religious
work, although Allan offers a warning
that some people may find it shock-
ing, or may even criticize it as lacking
in religion. It will shock only those,
he thinks, who mistake sentimentality
and convention for religion. In a coda
at the close of the work, Auden says:
“To those who have seen the Child,
however dimly, however increduously,
the Time Being is, in a sense, the most
trying time of all.” The Time Being,
the immediate present, becomes vital
in this work, even frightening. The
radio production is an attempt to pres-
ent a poetic work by using the text,
spoken by different voices in changing
perspective but unadorned by music
or sound effects. The adaptation for
radio has required the deletion of
some more obscure passages needing
the permanence of the printed word
for close study, and the clear setting
out of the poet’s main line of thought.
Emphasis and phrasing, especially by
the chorus, according to Allan, were of
first importance, and called for care-
ful study and rehearsal. The produc-

tion is preceded by a 15-minute
talk on Auden’s work by Professor
Northrop Frye of Victoria College,
Toronto.

The performances of the two satiri-

cal plays by Shaw and Moliere last

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Coronation Plans
Capt, W. E, S. Briggs Will Represent CBC On Commonwealth

Reporting Team

THE Queen’s broadcast on Christ-
mas morning to the people of the

Commonwealth, in the tradition
started by her grandfather and con-
tinued by her father, emphasizes the
imminence of the Coronation—little
over five months away, on June 2.

For many months broadcasters have
been working in preparation for the
occasion. On the day itself a Com-
monwealth team of reporters will give
a complete descriptive commentary
direct from the scene; this broadcast
will be repeated more than once so
that all may have a chance to hear,
and it will be available to all radio
stations in the country. In the weeks
leading up to the Coronation numer-
ous specially-planned programs on all
CBC networks will cater to the mount-
ing interest.

A special highlight will be the
presentation, on the Sunday evening
two days before the event, of the
Coronation Suite composed by Dr.
Healey Willan on commission from
the CBC. In the fields of talks, feat-
ures, music, school broadcasts and
children’s broadcasts, programs are
being planned to describe the prepara-
tions and explain the significance of
the Coronation.

CBC representative on the reporting
team, organized by the BBC and in-
cluding observers from all major Com-
monwealth countries, will be Captain
W. E. S. Briggs, CBC’s Maritime Rep-
resentative who played a key role in
Royal Tour coverage last year. Par-
ticipating also in the CBC’s coverage
will be Andrew Cowan and Matthew
Halton, and a team of reporters whose
special task will be to reflect to Cana-
dian listeners the human side of Lon-
don at Coronation time, particularly
during the week preceding June 2.

Plans are already well under way
for pre-Cofonation programs during
the months of April and May. In this
period there will be a series of six
half-hour features by well-knownEng-
lish writers covering the reigns from
Victoria onwards, and dealing with
the relationship between the throne
and the people of the Commonwealth;
and a series of talks or talks-features
on Coronation figures such as the
heralds, the Yeomen of the Guard, and
Her Majesty’s other bodyguards.

During the week before the Corona-
tion it is planned to carry several feat-
ure broadcasts prepared by the BBC;
a one-hour program describing the
route of the Coronation procession, a
program on Westminster Abbey, a
biographical study of Her Majesty, as
well as talks on the religious signifi-
cance of the Coronation.

Many of these programs will be
heard on the CBC Dominion network
as well as on CBC Trans-Canada, and
Dominion is setting aside an evening
period on Tuesdays, starting April 21,
for pre-Coronation programs. During
May the CBC Symphony Orchestra
will present specially-appropriate
choral and orchestral programs, thus
contributing to the momentum of
preparations, which will increase
steadily as the day approaches.

Vancouver Singer Is Gold Key
winner

TN conjunction with the Canadian
XRadio Awards a gold key, represent-
ing the Maurice Rosenfeld Memorial
Award, is presented annually to “the

most promising newcomer to broad-
casting.” The winner for 1951-52 is
Don Garrard of Vancouver, a 22-year-
old bass-baritone who began his career
as a boy soprano 12 years ago when
he toured Canada with the Elgar
Junior Choir to raise funds for the
Canadian Red Cross.

The first gold key was presented
last year to Jack Kane, who was musi-
cal arranger for the CBC network
series Startime.

Garrard sang the romantic lead in
the rousing Canadian musical. Tim-
ber! ! by Dolores Claman, which made
its debut in Vancouver’s Theatre
Under the Stars last June and was
broadcast on CBC Wednesday Night
two weeks later.

“Now,” Garrard says, “Miss Claman
is in England negotiating with some
people who are interested in produc-
ing Timber! I in London’s West End.
If the show ever does open over there
it will have an all-Canadian cast, and
I’ll sing the lead again. But all the
plans are still up in the air.”

In his last years at Brentwood Col-
lege, a boys’ school near Vancouver,

Garrard didn’t think much about his
voice, he recalls. “But after I gradu-
ated I decided to take some lessons
from Glindwyr Jones, a well-known
Fellow of the Royal Academy, and
see what would happen.”

What happened was that he was
offered a singing j’ob with the Theatre
Under the Stars, where he appeared
f°r f've seasons, and he began to get
Quite a few offers of radio work. Over
the years he had three CBC network
series of his own, and has made many
guest appearances in network and
local broadcasts. Between these en-
gagements he sang at banquets and
parties, and he was soloist for four
years at Canadian Memorial United
Church in Vancouver.
