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Four Producers
In Search of a Script
A discussion between CBC-TV producers Robert
Alban of Halifax, John Thorne of Vancouver,
Arthur Zigouras of Winnipeg, and Charles Jar-
rot of Toronto.

Arthur Zigouras

ALBAN: Before we talk about our
preferences in TV drama, I
think we’d agree that, given any
kind of a good script we would
do our level best with it. I mean,
that we draw inspiration from
the script: read it, see it, and
then try to bring it to life.

THORNE: That’s right. Whatever
the type, the director’s challenge
is to bring people alive. That is
so, vitally alive that the audience
is gripped by the content of the
play. The best compliment to a
director from a viewer should
be: “That was a short half-
hour!”

ZIGOURAS: And we’re not getting
enough good Canadian scripts
Everybody is influenced by the
mill of the U.S.A. The Canadian
writer is peeking over the shoul-
der of his American cousin and
copying! The results, like most
cribbing, are bad.

JARROTT: Of course, some types
of TV drama are easier to realize
successfully than others, aren’t
they?

ZIGOURAS: Agreed. Before com-
ing to the CBC, I directed thirty
or more stage plays. I felt then
that my forte was comedy; I en-
joy comedy much more than
heavy drama! But—and this is
the paradoxical point I don’t
think I like doing comedy on
television at this stage.

ALBAN: I most enjoy producing
comedy, too. But really funny or
clever comedy scripts are hard
to come by.

ZIGOURAS: Yes, either they’re
badly drawn situation comedy
farces, replete with burlesque
people and incredible situations,
or they’re too preciously witty to
be funny.

JARROTT: Give me the light
macabre! The kind of thing I’ve

been doing in The Unforeseen
series. I like the script that
doesn’t pretend to he anything
more than a fascinating little
story with several twists to it.

THORNE: What I look for, in any
kind of script, is richness of
characterization, whether it be
a large role or the most minor.
We are dealing always with
human beings, and the close-up
technique of the television
camera permits us to view this
in a miscroscopic way.

JARROTT: Effective dialogue—-
that’s very important. Make
every line count, and let the
lines add depth to the charac-
terization.

ALBAN: Well, a rich character
can bolster a rather insipid
story, but I feel there must be a
strong story-line to anything I
produce.

JARROTT: Yes, being involved
with people’s emotions is inter-
esting, but you can have too
much of it.

THORNE: But you don’t find that
many writers think of a good
story, but in plotting it they
more often force the situation
on the character, rather than
allow the character to create the
situation?

ZIGOURAS: The deus ex machina
type of resolution! I get so
many of those. I hate the “come-
to-realize” resolution, too. For
example, the man is a brute for
twenty-seven minutes of the
play; everybody tells him he’s a
brute but he ignores it, denies
it; and then in the final denoue-
ment he comes to realize sud-
denly (for no obvious reason)
that everybody is right.

ALBAN: I suppose we all have our
unfavourite plots. Currently,
mine is any script involving a
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young Canadian couple, a dog,
and a set described as “modern,
tastefully furnished apartment
of a light-hearted young couple.”
The man is always called Bob,
the girl Betty, or Toni.

ZIGOURAS: I seem to have been
slushing around in murder and
suicide plots recently. Something
surprises me and that is most
writers seem to be discovering
death for the first time, as if it
were something new! Td like to
see a writer write a half-hour
play about the mystery of living
rather than the mystery of dy-
ing. And writers seem more
interested in the crime itself
(usually a gimmick thing) than
in the murderer. What prompts
him? What kind of man is he?
Why does he kill? How does it
affect him? I wish the writer
would ask himself why before
he asks how.

THORNE; That brings us back to
characterization, doesn’t it? So
many plays, I feel, have a static
quality simply because there is
a sterility of thought in the
characterization. Some of the
greatest tragedies have the cen-
tral character unable to cope
with his situation: but man al-
ways has the brains to try. And
when a character can create a
new situation through intellec-
tual action, the moment is more
often exciting. That’s one ele-
ment I look for when reading
plays.

JARROTT: I’d like to see more
subtle characterization. To give
an example: in a recent Unfore-
seen script I produced (“The
Mask,” by Vincent O’Connor),
we had a police inspector. He
wasn’t just a man who asked
questions and wrote down the
answers. We saw him inces-
antly smoking, dropping ash all
over the place, and cooking his
supper on a grill in the comer
of his office. All little touches
that rounded off the character.

ALBAN: I tend to run from cops-
and-robbers stuff, well written
or not. It’s hard to fight a cliche,
even if the characters are good
stock It worries me that there
are more and more cliches every

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AT YOUR REQUEST
Readers will find in this issue of CBC Times a new method of

listing television programs. All station listings and program
notes pertaining to any one day’s viewing have been grouped
together so that the viewer has only to open his “Times’’ at one
place in order to see the entire day’s schedule.

This is, of course, not really a “new” method at all. Actually,
it is a return to the system used for the past 10 years in the CBC
Times (and for eight years before that in the CBC Prairie
Region Program Schedule). The system was changed last fall
when CBC Times began carrying program listings for all the
private stations. It was felt at that time it might he more con-
venient for viewers to be able to see at a glance their own
station’s listings for the week. Many readers have said, however,
that they preferred the day-by-day system of presenting program
information, and it is at their request that the change is being
made.

The methods used for presenting information on radio and
television programs are now the same in every respect.

Since CBC Times is simply a guide to radio and television
programs and personalities and carries no regular “editorial,”
we should like to seize this opportunity to thank our many
readers for their kind comments on the enlarged edition of the
“Times.” We feel that it has served the purpose for which it was
intended—to provide prairie viewers with an advance schedule
of CBC radio and television programs not available from any
other source. It is hardly necessary to add that a large part of
the success of the new “Times” is due to the magnificent co-
operation of the affiliated private television stations, without
which this venture would have been impossible.

Leonard Bernstein
The present conductor of the New York Philharmonic combines the

talents of two of his illustrious predecessors—Gustav Mahler and Walter
Damrosch.

Bernstein’s fame, like Mahler’s, rest equally on his ability as a serious
composer and as a conductor. And, like Damrosch, Bernstein has de-
voted much of his time and energy to promoting the cause of good music,
particularly among children.

Bernstein, however, has two decided advantages. As an immensely
popular composer for the Broadway stage (“Wonderful Town,” “West
Side Story,” etc.) he has become a well-known public figure, even among
the non-musical public, which Mahler never was. And as a music edu-
cator he has the miracle of television at his disposal—an unheard-of
dream for Damrosch, who in 1927 organized a regular music apprecia-
tion hour for school children throughout Canada and the United States.
These radio broadcasts were the culmination of Damrosch’s lifelong work
as director of children’s concerts in New York.

Bernstein’s “Young People’s Concerts” are presented once a month on
CBC-TV, direct from New York.

In a recent “Critically Speaking” review Constance Gameau admitted
that she didn’t care much for music on television—“not even symphony,
which I much prefer on radio.” Leonard Bernstein’s children’s concerts
were the exception, she said: “The Saturday performance of Leonard
Bernstein’s concerts for young people are full of unexpected delight, and
the television cameras seem wonderfully suited to his particular art.”

Bernstein’s “particular art” will be demonstrated again this Saturday,
March 28, in the fourth of this year’s Young People’s Concerts.
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Stations of the Cross
CBC Winnipeg film pro-
ducer FELIX LAZARUS
describes a special Good
Friday presentation on

CBWT
In the St. Boniface Basilica

there is a collection of religious
statuary that is probably unique in
Canada. Along the north and
south walls, the fourteen Stations
of the Cross are represented by
large seven by five-foot panels in
which the incidents of The Way
are depicted by half-size figures in
three-quarter relief. The statuary
are extremely lifelike, from the ex-
pression of suffering and sorrow on
the face of the figure of Christ, to
the veins standing out on the arms
of the man nailing Him to the
Cross.

Originally, the Stations were
paintings done by the artist
Bouriche in France. From these,
Maison Rouillard made molds for
casting the statuary in plaster. In
1919 they were brought over from

France and hung on the walls of
the Basilica.

In a film to be shown on CBWT
at 6:30 p.m. on Good Friday, de-
tail from this statuary is used to
illustrate selected passages from
Bach’s Passion of Our Lord Ac-
cording to St. Matthew. In order
to facilitate matching music to pic-
ture, large photos were made of
each Station, and over these trans-
lucent sheets of paper were placed,
with each shot delineated in grease
pencil. During shooting in the
Basilica, these pre-outlined shots
were followed in every detail. The
film was then cut to match the
rhythm and tempo of the music.
On the air, the film will be
screened silent, accompanied by
the music played back on disc. The
music is on Beaver Recording No.
LPSOO2. Sir Ernest MacMillan
conducts the Toronto Symphony
Orchestra and the Mendelssohn
Choir. Soloists are James Milligan,
Edward Johnson, Lois Marshall,
Mary Morrison, Jean Newton,
Margaret Stilwell, James Lamond,
Donald Brown, and Eric Tredwell.

one, or to understand the cause of
it himself. With the help of his
aunt, Agatha, he comes to know
the nature of his misery. He learns
that the remorse which tortures
him is remorse for sins committed
by his mother and dead father be-
fore he was born.

The responsibility to purge the
family of his parents’ guilt has
been passed on to him. With
understanding, Many finds peace
of mind and the Furies are trans-
formed into the Eumenides (the
Kindly Ones), instruments not of
blind vindictiveness, but of puri-
fication, who will guide him in his
search for redemption. In some
ways—chiefly in that one character
is responsible for purging the sins
of others—the drama parallels, al-
though on a smaller scale, the story
of Christ.

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For hockey fans—

Planning the Playoffs
Much behind-the-scenes activity

has gone into planning TV and
radio coverage of the Stanley Cup
hockey playoffs which start this
week. N.H.L. hockey’s annual
grand finale theoretically can in-
volve one or two teams in Canada
and two or three teams in the U.S.,
depending on the order in which
the six teams in the league finish.
As this is written, the finish of the
regular season is two weeks away
and the final order is thus not
established. Playoff broadcast plans
have had to be made as early as
possible, however, and all eventu-
alities have had to be taken into
account. Maple Leaf Gardens and
the Montreal Forum (home rinks
of the Toronto Maple Leafs and
the Montreal Canadiens respect-
ively) are known quantities, for
example, but what arrangements
might be made to bring “live” TV
and radio coverage by Canadian
commentators to the Canadian net-
works direct from the U.S. rinks
involved.

To get the answers, CBC’s sup-
ervising producer of sports, George
Retzlaff, embarked a month ago on
a fact-finding tour of Chicago, New
York, Boston and Detroit—each of
whom has a team in the N.H.L.
and could become a playoff site
should their particular team win a
playoff berth. Retzlaff found the
hockey brass in the various cities
reluctant to discuss possibilities -

seems they just didn’t want to talk
about the playoffs for fear of jinx-
ing their team’s chances of getting
into them. Eventually they got
down to it, however, and with this
hurdle cleared George turned to

Mary, the girl Harry’s mother
wished him to marry.

T. S. Eliot, the British poet-
playwright, won the Nobel Prize
for literature in 1948, three years
after The Family Reunion was first
produced in London. The play has
had two New York showings, in
1947 and again in 1958. Mario
Prizek will produce it for CBC
Folio.

been questioning some of the top
military and political thinkers in
the United States and Canada.
Their opinions, in specially filmed
interviews, form the basis of this
enquiry into Canada’s next big de-
cision in defence—if not the Arrow,
then what?

Defence Against Tomorrow be-
gins in Washington where CBC
correspondent James M. Minifie
examines where we stand now in
our defence preparedness. The
U.S. deputy secretary of defence,
Donald A. Quarles, explains Can-
ada’s integration with the United
States in the defence of North
America through NORAD. Film
released from the Pentagon shows
U.S. missile development and the
striking power of the Strategic Air
Command the threat of massive
nuclear retaliation on which our
strategy of deterrence is based.
Other Washington interviews in-
volve members of the Senate armed
services, preparedness and foreign
relations committees. Canadian film
from the Department of National
Defence shows Canada’s present
contribution to Western defence.

From this view of present West-
ern defence in Washington, the
program moves to New York for
an assessment of the threats of to-
morrow. CBC correspondent Stan-
ley Burke asks the question, “Have
we armed for the wrong kind of
war?” Several leading authorities
on Soviet strategy challenge the
present assumptions of defence
planners. They suggest that we are
not prepared to meet the real
threats posed by the Soviets. Soviet
ground forces and submarines, the
dangers of brush-fire war and non-
military aggression are some of
these threats.

With this background of in-
formation on film, the program
moves back to Canada where Blair
Fraser, Ottawa editor of Maclean’s
Magazine, sounds out Canadian
opinion. What are the alternatives
for Canada? Is there a distinct role
which Canada can and should play
in Western defence, militarily,
economically, or politically? Are
we free to plan our own defence

policy, or does the missile age mean
that defence integration with the
United States will gradually erode
our sovereignty and diminish our
freedom to choose?

The program will be assembled
“live” in Ottawa when Charles
Lynch, bureau chief for Southam
News Services, joins with the other
three to present their joint findings.

Defence Against Tomorrow is a
controversial program of authorita-
tive comment and opinion on the
most crucial decisions of defence
which Canada has had to make
since the Second World War.

Is Canadian sovereignty the price
we pay for integration with the
U.S. in North American defence?
A week after Defence Against To-
morrow, on March 29, the four
commentators will meet again in
Ottawa to assess the conclusions of
the program on Citizens’ Forum.
Fraser, Lynch, Minifie and Burke
each have sharply contrasting
opinions on the alternatives facing
Canada in our decisions on defence
and sovereignty.

Parliamentary News
An international group of broad-

casters met recently with the speakers
of the two chambers of Parliament—-
the Honourable Mark Drouin of the
Senate and the Honourable Roland
Michener of the Commons—to request
that radio and television representa-
tives be given facilities comparable
to those enjoyed by the Parliamentary
press gallery in providing coverage of
Parliamentary sessions. The spokes-
man for the delegation was acting
CBC President E. L. Bushnell. Also
present were Sir lan Jacob, director
general of the BBC (which wishes to
appoint its own news correspondent
in Ottawa) and other prominent fig-
ures in Canadian broadcasting.

The broadcasters said that the de-
velopments of modem times have
brought about the need for them to
improve and extend facilities to meet
the demands of their audience and to
provide full and balanced reporting
of Parliamentary proceedings. The re-
quest for equal facilities for broad-
casters was made, they said, not only
as an aid to reporting in Canada it-
self but also in reporting news of
Parliament abroad. Precedent for such
a plan had already been set at the
Parliament at Westminster and in the
U.S. Congress at Washington.

No less fantastic than its plot is
the reception Salad Days has had
from its audiences, particularly
from those in England. Julian
Slade and Dorothy Reynolds, the
authors, expected their hastily
written, thoroughly lighthearted
show to run no more than three
weeks. Almost five years later,
London audiences are still flocking
to it. Toronto theatre-goers, in
their turn, welcomed the Canadian
production with more than ordi-
nary enthusiasm, first in 1957
when it played at Hart House and
again in the fall of 1958 at the
Crest Theatre.

Bill Freedman and Barry Morse
took the comedy to New York last
fall where it played at the Barba-
zon-Plaza Theatre off-Broadway
from November 10 to January 18,
when it fell victim to high produc-
tion costs and the prolonged news-
paper strike which brought about
a general letdown in theatre at-
tendance. Its ten-week run was the
longest of any Canadian produc-
tion in New York to date.

Barry Morse’s 90-minute tele-
vision adaptation of the comedy is,
essentially, a shortened version of
the Crest Theatre and New York
productions. As much of the flavor
of the New York show as possible
is being preserved. Even the temp-
tation to enlarge the orchestration
has been resisted.

N.H.L. stardom. Only after seven
years of minor league success and
major league failure did he estab-

lish himself as a top N.H.L. per-
former. Along the route he had
been rejected by the Detroit Red
Wings, New York Rangers and
Montreal Canadiens.

After four good - but - not - out-
standing years in the American
Hockey League, Bronco was sent to
the Detroit farm team at Edmon-
ton in the Western Hockey League
in 1954. Playing with Johnny
Bucyk, he exploded for a league
record of 50 goals and 60 assists
and earned himself a crack at the
N.H.L. with the New York Rangers,
who bought his contract from De-
troit.

Bronco failed in New York, scor-
ing only 12 goals in the complete
1955-56 season. The following year
he was purchased by Montreal and
sent almost immediately to the
Canadiens’ American League farm
team at Rochester.

Horvath was disappointed but
kept hustling, and his 81-point
season earned him another N.H.L.
try with Boston. Teamed again with
Bucyk and Vic Stasiuk, he was an
immediate success as a Brain. He
scored 30 goals and added 36
assists to lead all Bruins in scoring
and led his line, nick-named “The
Uke Line,” to a total of 72 goals.
While Stasiuk and Bucyk are
Ukrainians, Horvath is actually of
Croatian descent.

Horvath, who possesses a terrific
wrist shot, has proved the theory
upon which coaches so often dwell
—“lf you shoot often enough, the
goals will come.” He is perpetually
firing rubber at the net as his husky
linemates dig out the puck and
feed it to him. Although he can
and does set up Bucyk and Stasiuk
(both over-20 goal scorers the past
two years), Horvath is more of a
scorer than play-maker.

Bronco started slowly this year
and was just getting in stride when
he lost an argument to the Leafs’
Bobby Pulford in a game in To-
ronto. He charged at Pulford, took
Bob’s elbow in his face, had his
jaw broken and, at the same time,
was assessed a minor penalty for
charging. Doug Mohns had his jaw
re-broken in the same game.

Both Horvath and Mohns missed
25 games and now wear masks to
protect their weakened jaws while

playing. When he returned Horvath
picked up the faltering fifth-place
Bruins and has led them into con-
tention for a second place finish.
With six games left to play he has
scored 18 goals and was almost cer-
tain to again enter the charmed 20-
goal circle.

original show, there will be only
four musicians.

“Fertility and Survival,” first of
four Explorations programs under the
general title “Tomorrow is Now.”
William White Howells, Harvard
University anthropologist, and F.
Clarke Fraser, McGill University
genetecist, speculate on the future of
the human race. (See story on the
series, “Tomorrow is Now” on this
page.

“The most obvious threat to the
survival of civilization today is
nuclear war between the present
world powers . . . but in the long
run it is not necessarily the most
serious one. Most of our problems
will be directly related to the
changes which are taking place in
the world as a result of the upsurge
of science and technology.” The
speaker is Harrison Brown, profes-
sor of geochemistry at the Cali-
fornia Institute of Technology. The
future he suggests forms the sub-
ject of a new series of four pro-
grams which begins this Thursday
on Explorations night.

In showing why Tomorrow is
Now, Explorations considers the
machines, drugs and wonders pro-
duced by the constantly expanding
technology by which we presently
live. Specifically, these programs
show how this technology breeds
new difficulties of its own as it be-
comes more complex. For example,
an antibiotic effective in the treat-
ment of a deadly bacteria is de-
veloped. But as time passes, some
types of the bacteria prove resist-
ant to the drug and new antibiotics
are required to treat them.

This sort of difficulty extends
through many aspects of our tech-
nological society: larger factories
produce more cars—the highway
builders must plan wider and
wider and, if possible, safer high-
ways. These difficulties will multi-
ply as technicians become more
ingenious.

Signs of such stresses are already
obvious. The more goods we want,
the more industrial wastes are dis-
persed into the air we breathe. In
this sense we already participate in
the technology of tomorrow.

In these programs, then, Explor-
ations looks at four aspects of
technology threatened by progress
itself. In each case, experts and
citizens have an opportunity to
change the future course of events,
if they are informed and willing.

This week, in Fertility and Sur-
vival, Explorations counts noses.

“Tomorrow is Now”
David Walker of the CBC Talks and Public Affairs Department,

Toronto, describes a new four-part series he has prepared
for CBC-TV’s “Explorations”

The world over, more and more
babies live longer and easier lives.
The easier life becomes, the more
our drugs and control over environ-
ment improve, the less fit for sur-
vival the human race becomes. The
question is no longer simply
whether in the long run we will
all be dead but whether in the long
run we will all breed or starve to
death. Speculating on our future
will be William White Howells of
Harvard University and F. Clarke
Fraser of McGill University. Mr.
Howells is a noted physical an-
thropologist and author of Man-
kind So Far. Mr. Fraser is one of
the most distinguished Canadian
geneticists.

Subsequent programs will ex-
amine the consequences of air pol-
lution, noise and the new field of
human engineering. All are sub-
jects which will be increasingly
important for Canadians to con-
sider as citizens. As Harrison
Brown commented in forecasting
the future of technology, “It is
quite possible that far more per-
sons would die in the chaotic after-
math of a nuclear war as a result
of the breakdown of the industrial
network than would be killed
directly by explosions.”

The host for “Tomorrow is Now”
will be Duncan Cameron of the
Royal Ontario Museum.

Blast of Hatred
Much hatred has been aroused

against the British owing to their love
of draughts.

brother George Howard fives in Hali-
fax and I have recently sent him CBC
Times. Would the play be given over
the maritime stations? I would like to
know who the author, Mort Forer, is,
and congratulate him. My father was
killed in the South African war where
he was a major in command of a com-
pany of scouts. Mort Forer might also
like to know that the working model
in silver and gold which was pre-
sented to my father by his Connecti-
cut regiment on his return is now in
the Archives in Ottawa.

Andrew Dawes
On “Concerto”

The last of three young prairie
musicians to perform on the CBC
radio network series, Concerto, is a
19-year-old Calgary violinist, An-
drew Dawes.

He will play Mozart’s Concerto
in D Major, K. 218, on March 25

awards in competitions sponsored
by the Federated Music Clubs of
the United States. He has appeared
as soloist with the Hood River
(Oregon) Symphony Orchestra,
the Portland Symphony Orchestra,
the Calgary Symphony Orchestra
and the Saskatoon Symphony Or-
chestra.

Since last year Andrew has been
studying in Saskatoon with Murray
Adaskin, head of the department
of music at the University of Sas-
katoon, and serving as concert-
master of the Saskatoon Symphony
Orchestra.

He has been heard earlier on
CBC in the Distinguished Artists
recital series.

Following this Wednesday’s per-
formance from Winnipeg Andrew
will leave on a recital tour of On-
tario, sponsored by the Registered
Music Teachers’ Association. This
will be the first time the Young
Artist Series, which originated in
western Canada, has been extended
to eastern Canada.

Other young prairie artists heard
earlier on the Concerto series were
pianists Ailsa Lawson and Diedre
Irons.

Andrew recently completed a
15-recital tour of western Canada
under the sponsorship of the Reg-
istered Music Teachers’ Associa-
tion. Reviewers in all cities from
Winnipeg to Vancouver commented
enthusiastically on his technical
accomplishments and his unusually
mature musical intelligence.

Since the age of seven, when
he started his violin studies with
Clayton Hare in Calgary, Andrew
has been a regular winner of exam-
ination and music festival awards.
He spent two years with Mr. Hare
at the University of Portland, and
while there won the highest state

This appears to be “Shostakovich
week” and we are to hear two of
his best works, both on Sunday. In
the morning we hear the Quintet
for Piano and Strings, opus 57, and
in the evening, the Symphony No.
1, opus 10.

The Quintet has already estab-
lished itself as one of the finest
works in this form since the great
quintet writers, Brahms, Franck
and Faure. It is a work of maturity,
easy to listen to and grateful to the
players. The First Symphony, on
the other hand, is a mature work
of immaturity and it is still aston-
ishing to hear this piece, which
seems to wear better and better,
and to realize it was written by a
boy of 19. It dates from 1924,
when Shostakovich and his family
were penniless and more or less
starving. His father had just died
and the composer with his mother
and two sisters were struggling to
keep body and soul together. Shos-
takovich played three times a day
in a movie house, accompanying
silent films, and presented the score

of this symphony as a graduation
composition at the Conservatory in
Leningrad. It was this work that
brought him fame and, we pre-
sume, more or less fortune, because
musicians in Russia are a rather
privileged society who can be ex-
tremely well paid.

One might think that a work
written under such stress would be
a solemn and rather portentous
composition, but anything livelier
and more full of high spirits it is
hardly possible to imagine. How-
ever, when one begins to know the
work very well, one realizes that
behind this cheerful facade there
is often a note of bitter satire and
I think we must remember this
when listening to the symphony in
order to appreciate it properly.
One of the more noticeable things
about this score is the large part
given to a piano. The fact that a
piano will not, and cannot, blend
with an orchestra (hence its promi-
nence as a solo concerto instru-
ment) has been used here by

Actually, this city is enjoying some-
what of a renaissance at the mo-
ment in the realm of stage produc-
tions.

We can hope that some
of this increased activity will grad-
ually make itself felt more and
more in the realm of radio and TV
drama originations from here. After
all, many of the actors are used in
the various mediums. However, it
must be realized that there are cer-
tain factors which attend broad-
casting-restricted rehearsal times,
etc., which makes it distinctive in
its own right. Actors who are at
home on the stage do not auto-
matically carry their abilities over
to another medium.

One of our problems at this
centre is the absence of any sizable

On the evening of November 28,
.1928, a drama went out over the
airwaves from a radio transmitter
in Winnipeg. This was the start of
radio drama in this city. Since that
time a great variety of radio plays
have been done from here—off and
on throughout the ’thirties, and on
a more regular basis throughout the
’forties and ’fifties.

Occasionally we who are in-
volved with radio drama in Win-
nipeg are given the opportunity to
do a “major” production a CBC
Wednesday Night, perhaps, or an
hour-length CBC Summer Stage.
For a fleeting moment we feel that
we are part of the “big time.” Then
we relapse once more into doing
the less ambitious, somewhat more
routine shows which make up our
normal stock-in-trade. In some
ways, it can be frustrating to be the
“poor cousin,” as it were, of the
large production centres. In other
ways it can be challenging as well.
With less experience in doing big
shows, and perhaps less resources
to work with, the triumph is that
much greater when we can come
up with a first-rate show.

It is usually considered thatradio
and TV activity are pretty closely
associated with drama activity gen-
erally in an area. Winnipeg has had
its ups and downs in general dra-
matic activity through the years.

corps ot professional actors. Since

there is not enough broadcast
activity to make it possible under
normal circumstances to earn a
reasonable living from acting alone,
we have to rely for the most part
on “part-time” actors those who
work at another job during normal
office hours. Performers, therefore,
don’t get the opportunity to de-
velop in the way they would were
they able to devote themselves to
it on a full time basis. Or, if they
do develop considerable proficiency
in radio acting, they are all too
prone to leave the city for more
distant and more lucrative fields.

Our principal problem so far as
acting talent is concerned lies in
the younger age group the very
group from whom you must fre-
quently draw your male and female
leads. With the more mature voices,
we still have a core of performers
who have been carrying the burden
of radio acting throughout the
years, and are still doing so. We
find ourselves much more limited
when it comes to finding suitable
performers to do the younger roles.

In the field of writing talent,
likewise, there is an absence in the
quantity of good writers. There
seem to be very few writers on the
prairies who are making any serious
attempt to write for radio. Our
most prolific writer through the
past few years has been Marian
Waldman, who is likewise one of
our hardest working actresses. It is
not uncommon in Canadian radio to
see writers doubling as performers,
and I think this is a good thing. A
direct working association with a
show is invaluable. If it is at all
feasible, I like to include the author
of a play as a member of the cast
of that play. It is convenient some-
times for the producer to be able

to discuss points of dramatic inten-
tion with the writer. Also I think it
helps the writer to be a performer
—particularly in the writing of dia-
logue. It gives him or her a feel as
to the kind of dialogue that “speaks
well.” If the writer is not an actor,
I like to encourage him or her to
sit in on a rehearsal of a show to
gain some idea of production prob-
lems. The closer a writer can feel
to the working problems of broad-
casting, the better.

A drama producer is frequently
asked what kind of scripts he pre-
fers doing. And the standard answer
to this is: any kind, as long as they
play well. Certainly I know that I
can become interested in a wide
variety of scripts, although I feel
that certain kinds fit our talent re-
sources better than others. Gen-
erally speaking, I think it more
desirable from an audience point of
view that each region should con-
tribute something which is distinc-
tive in the way of dramatic offer-
ings—plays which have a different
“sound” from that of the other
regions. For example, I have gen-
erally tried to include a rather
large proportion of scripts with a
prairie setting partly because it
seems appropriate, and partly be-
cause the other regions are not as
likely to be doing this. Not that we
have succeeded in developing a
distinctive “prairie type” of drama,
but I think it is something worth
working toward.

EUROPEAN DRAMA
Continuing its contemporary Euro-

pean drama series, CBC Wednesday
Night this week presents the North
American premiere of “The Word,”
a play by Danish clergyman of letters
Kaj Munk (1898-1944) who ranks as
one of the more striking figures of
contemporary Scandinavian drama.
Dealing as it does with religious con-
siderations, it is well suited to per-
formance during the Lenten season.
It will be produced by Esse W.
Ljungh, with music composed by
Morris Surdin. Leading roles will be
played by John Drainie and Douglas
Rain.

Munk’s literary production began in
plays, a travel book on Palestine, two
the late 1920’s and includes eight
volumes of verse, a sheaf of hunting
letters, a large batch of articles,
essays, and sketches for the daily
press, and a posthumous volume of
sermons. After the Nazi invasion of
his homeland in 1939 Munk became
one of the most outspoken critics of
the invader until he was murdered
by a band of Nazi assasins in January,
1944.

The year before his death, Munk
wrote his best historical play, “Niels
Ebbensen,” in which he employs as
the central figure a Danish national
hero who in the late middle ages had
defied the German oppressors of his
homeland. Munk is most successful,
however, in his one purely religious
play, tonight’s “The Word.” This play
not infrequently employs theatrical
devices of a not very subtle kind, and
yet it moves from scene to scene with
a sure dramatic touch and brings its
story to a close with an overwhelming
cumulation of dramatic power.

Central character in “The Word”
is a half-demented youth who is to
show “the way” to a group of self-
righteous religious sectarians who did
not have the courage of their con-
victions in the hour of crisis. Al-
though this youth has a role loosely
paralled to that of Eleanora in Strind-
berg’s “Easter,” Munk’s play seems to
be a wholly original dramatic con-

ception with its alternately satiric and
sympathetic treatment of religious
sectarianism and its final use of “the
miracle” to produce a logical drama-
tic denoument. “The Word” created
a considerable stir when first pro-
duced in Denmark, and attracted
many people who were not in the
habit of attending the theatre.

A Boy Confirmed
For life is waiting for him, to wrest

the innocence from his young
hoys eyes.

So I write urgently for this beloved
person, and indeed for all be-
loved persons,

I write indeed for any person, who-
ever may find something in
these words.

The writer is Alan Paton, a poet
and novelist {Cry, the Beloved
Country, Too Late the Phalarope )

who has spent the active part of
his life helping human beings. The
quotation is from his poem, Medi-
tation for a Young Boy Confirmed,
which will be read this week on
CBC Wednesday Night.

Meditation is a father’s cry from
the heart as he receives a letter
from his son telling of his confirm-
ation. “Life sees you coming,”
writes Paton. “She sees you come
with assurance towards her. She
lies in wait for you; she cannot but
hurt you.” And against the world—-
the enemies, dragons and appari-
tions, he calls them—he offers his
son one weapon—faith. He sees the
confirmation service as a commit-
ment, to be followed, each in its
turn, by dedication, apostasy and
restoration. He urges his son not to
be dismayed by the “thousand sins”
that will follow his acceptance.
They are a thousand holes to cap-

ture essence, a shell to house
the thunder of an ocean,

A discipline of petty acts to catch
creation, a rune of words to
hold One Living Word,

A ladder built by men of sticks and
stones, whereby they hope to
reach to heaven.

The Wednesday Night produc-
tion by John Reeves will include

arrangements of the Gregorian
chants, Veni Creator, VexiUa Regis,
Range Lingua, and Veni Sancte
Spiritus, arranged and directed by
Godfrey Ridout.

The life of South African Alan
Paton betrays two fierce drives: to
express himself as an artist and to
get out and help his fellow man in
a more active, physical sense. “It is
my conscience that urges me to
take some part in public life,” he
says, “whereas my inclinations urge
me to write, not articles but stories.”

On leaving university he got a
teaching job at Ixopo, the Zulu
country he wrote about in Cry, the
Beloved Country. His next step was
in the field of prison reform and at
South Africa’s Diepkloof Reforma-
tory he earned a reputation as “the
man who pulled up barbed-wire
fences and planted geraniums” for
a far-sighted experiment in gradu-
ated restraint. Working among
what might be called native juve-
nile delinquents he instituted a
system where varying degrees of
freedom and confinement became
the main rewarding and punitive
forces. His first novel, Cry, the Be-
loved Country, was written on
trains and in hotel rooms while he
was on a tour of penal institutions
in Sweden, England, the U.S. and
Canada.

Paton is one of a number of
people who formed the Liberal As-
sociation of South Africa which
challenges the racial theories of
white supremacy. He was recently
convicted (the conviction was later
set aside) of fraternizing with
natives because he attended a
mixed meeting of natives and
whites.

be done by American crews and
equipment with the play descrip-
tions and commentaries being
handled by Canadian announcers.

The biggest problem rink was
the Chicago Stadium where a small
press box, located at one end, is
barely adequate to accommodate
the press people in attendance. It
was finally decided to select a block
of seats in the first balcony there
to house the broadcast personnel,
cameras and microphones (the
American TV network coverage has
been done in this way).

An interesting note is that the
New York Rangers will be able to
to play their home playoff games
at home for the first time in a long
time. Heretofore their home rink,
Madison Square Garden, has been
taken over by a circus at this time.
The circus actually will be there
this year, too, but will be closed
during playoff games and, by some
incredible large-scale sleight-of-
hand, the animals, equipment,
props, etc., will be secreted in,
around and under the arena.

Madison Square Garden in New
York City and the Boston Gardens
in Boston do not present any physi-
cal problems since both arenas have
overhanging vertical balconies to
which are attached steel baskets to
accommodate broadcast personnel
and equipment. The Olympia in
Detroit is well set up, too, since
three U.S. stations and one in
Windsor regularly cover the games
there and it will just be a matter
of co-operating with the one cover-
ing a particular play-off game (at
the time of writing the Detroit Red
Wings, like the Toronto Maple
Leafs are down but not out).

Officials have also been busy
planning intermission features
which probably will include chats
with some old-time hockey players
as well as others who have retired
from the N.H.L. in recent years.

season, and that the need to do
a thing differently forces one to
go to such extremes that some-
times the value of the story is
completely lost in unnatural
angles and trick photographic
effects.

JARROTT: I like experimentation,
though! Of course, gimmicks can
be overdone, but a limited use
of new techniques is a way of
capturing audience interest. For
instance, using the camera as a
person—we see events through
the person’s eyes. Or stylized
treatment of sets—getting away
bom realism, so that we can ex-
plore reactions and emotions in
more depth.

ZIGOURAS: Yes. So far in Winni-
peg we’ve been using sparse
scenery mostly set pieces
against bare eyes. No attempt is
made at scenic reality. We’ve

been successful in adapting
plays to this, but I wish more
writers would write for our style
of producing.

ALBAN: We can certainly stand
novelty of presentation. But we
mustn’t lose sight of the classic
construction of any play.

THORNE; When experimenting
results in aping a movie scen-
ario, I’d say no to it. So many
writers are blind to the physical
limitations of the TV studio.
They hand in scripts which,
when you count the sets in-
volved, make production utterly
impracticable.

JARROTT: Yes. A case in point is
the script which asks the camera
to follow too closely. I mean, we
can’t follow a man from his liv-
ingroom, all the way upstairs,
and into his bedroom, without
constructing an enormous and
involved set. The camera must
cut from livingroom to bedroom
—and give the actor time to get
from one set to the other.

ZIGOURAS: If you get away from
realistic sets, of course, there’s
more freedom of construction.
But if a script does shift in
time, for instance, I must feel a
reason exists for it. Too often,
a writer does it to jazz up an
insipid story. A bad story told
backwards is still a bad story.

THORNE: I’d list as the most
common weakness in playwrit-
ing an unawareness of the im-
portance of movement towards
its end. Once a playwright be-
gins his play, he has one goal
and that is to arrive at his
climax. And the climax (in a half-
hour play) is inevitably a half-
hour from the beginning. The
playwright who knows his craft
knows the value and purpose of
every tiny scene of his play. The
constant question should be—-
how does this scene help to
propel the play towards its
climax? Scenes that have no
function other than to amuse the
playwright must be cut out.
When each scene inevitably
leads to the next, then the play-
wright can say his play has
movement.

ALBAN: What we’ve been saying
applies to all TV drama, of
course. Any last thoughts about
the half-hour play in particular?
I’d say; keep away from too
many short scenes.

THORNE: I’d like to see all
writers think of the half-hour as
something very special—an unin-
hibited, undivided length of
time where there can be unity
of form and thought.

ZIGOURAS; I think if the writer
were to think of half-hour TV
as a form of arena staging, and
write accordingly, we might get
a highly-charged, imaginative
script. A man talks to the
camera, say, setting up the expo-
sition quickly and economically.
He turns and we’re in the set-
say a livingroom, only it’s just a
chair or table in limbo. The
scene finishes, the narrator car-
ries on. He walks onto another
set piece, and the play goes on.
I know this “Our Town” con-
cept isn’t new—but I don’t think
it’s been explored enough on
TV.

JARROTT: And why aren’t our
writers essaying romance any
more? We tend to forget that
the prime motive of drama is to
entertain. Everybody seems to
have a message to shout nowa-
days.
