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IF the old saying that variety is
the spice of life still holds true,

then the CBC’s Outside Broadcasts
and Special Events Department
could probably be compared to a
bowl of chili from Joe’s Diner . . .

hot, spicy, and full of surprises.
Certainly, none of the dozen-

odd “O.B.” producers spread
across Canada from Vancouver,
B.C. to St. John’s, Newfoundland,
have ever been heard to complain
that their jobs were dull or routine,
for what other department of the
CBC can lay claim to such diverse
activities as spending a week in
an igloo with an Eskimo family,
travelling at the speed of sound in
a jet interceptor, feeling one’s way
through the narrow corridors of a
gold mine a thousand feet under-
ground, or dodging an enraged
Brahma bull at the world’s largest
stampede?

On Monday, an 0.8. producer
could very well be rubbing shoul-
ders with patrons of the arts at the
opening of a new gallery. On
Tuesday, the same person, clad in
flying suit and parachute, might
be in an unheated bush plane en
route to a rendezvous with a
northern prospector or fur trapper.

One of the difficulties that fre-
quently beset a member of the
Outside Broadcasts Department is
not the travelling or the change of
food as you might imagine, but
instead, the problem of formulat-
ing an answer to the person who
asks, innocently enough, “What
exactly do you do in Outside

Broadcasts?” If there is a stock
answer to such a query, most of
us haven’t discovered it. Instead,
the reply is usually that Outside
Broadcasts is responsible for the
coverage of events and happenings
that occur outside of our studios.
Under “events and happenings”
you could include anything from
the Calgary Stampede and the
Opening of a Provincial Legisla-
ture to a spectacular fire or a curl-
ing bonspiel. When I speak of
these events occurring “outside” of
our studios, they could be coming
from an arena on the next block,
or happening eight hundred miles
away from home.

Winnipeg is the headquarters
for Outside Broadcasts on the
Prairies. From here, the two pro-
ducers in the department “fan
out,” if two people can do that, to
cover Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta, as well as most of the
North-West Territories, and on
occasion, the Arctic. On the aver-
age, the mileage totalled up by
these two runs between twenty-
five and thirty thousand a year,
and during the busy periods, which
usually are from June to Septem-
ber, they might be away from
home for four days out of five. A
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suitcase is probably just as fami-
liar to them as a microphone.

Much of the work of this depart-
ment could probably be classed
under the heading of “docu-
mentary” broadcasting, which is
something quite different to de-
scribing a parade, or reporting on
the opening of a new multi-mil-
lion-dollar hydro-electric project.
These are the “events” mentioned
earlier, that are broadcast “live,”
or tape-recorded for release shortly
after the actual happening. A
documentary broadcast, on the
other hand, requires extensive
planning and forethought before
the producer ever leaves his office.
As an example, we might pick
just one of the dozens of Canadian
Scene programs that were broad-
cast to the Trans-Canada network
during the past five years until the
series ended last fall.

The one we are using as an
example centred around the south-
eastern corner of Saskatchewan
where recently found oil fields
have changed the entire face of
that part of the Province. After
deciding that this particular sub-
ject would be of sufficient im-
portance to interest a nation-wide
audience, the producer went to
work gathering material from
numerous sources . .

. boards of
trade, chambers of commerce.

government agencies, etc. all by
correspondence. After going
through the reams of printed mat-
ter, he arrived at a “theme,” or in
other words, a peg upon which to
hang the story. In this case, it was
of the changes that came overnight
to this typical farming area, which
had been going its way, quietly
and unnoticed, for many years. All
of a sudden, with the discovery of
oil, the whole countryside found

itself the focus of attention.
Farmers who before had barely
managed to eke out a living from
their land suddenly found them-
selves part owners of half a dozen
oil wells. Towns suddenly began
to burst at the seams with the in-
flux of oil workers and suppliers.
This was to be the “peg” . . . the
feelings of the farmers, the towns-
people, and others concerned . . .

to this sudden, overnight change.
After arriving at this “theme,”

the producer left for the scene of
activities Estevan, Saskatchewan,
in company of a technician with
his recording gear. On tape, he re-
corded the comments, reactions,
hopes and fears of a cross-section
of the people concerned with the
story. He went into the field to
record the sound of oil rigs drill-
ing deep into the farmlands, and
to talk to the oil people who had
wrought this change. And then,
after a week on the scene, he was
back in Winnipeg with almost four
hours of tape-recorded material,
all of which had to be listened to
again, edited, re-arranged, and
timed. The producer then wrote a
script to link the various parts of
the program together. The final
program was edited to fill exactly

29 minutes and 40 seconds of
radio time. This tape package was
then played back to the full net-
work the following Sunday in
the Canadian Scene period, to lis-
teners from Vancouver to Halifax.
Two to three full weeks of the
producer’s time were tied up in
this half-hour broadcast, through
which listeners from coast to coast
were able to hear, through voices
and sounds recorded “on the
scene,” of this economic and social
upheaval taking place in a comer
of their country.

A few months later, TV viewers
across the country were able to
see these changes and develop-
ments at first hand through one of
the Here and There TV docu-
mentaries. The Outside Broadcast
Department is responsible for this
series as well, although from an
editorial, rather than performing
standpoint.

Next week: An 0.8. producer
must be a “triple threat” man to
meet many of the challenges that
come his way during the course of
an assignment. Sometimes these
challenges may be humorous, and
at other times, exciting. Several of
these happenings will be described
in next week’s article.
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WHILE the “Berlin Crisis” con-
tinues to make the headlines,

normal life in this great city con-
tinues very much as usual. “Nor-
mal,” however, is an odd word to
describe life in a divided city
which reflects in a very dramatic
and painful way the division of
the world today. An hour-long
documentary program Monday
evening on radio will attempt a
kind of political profile of Berlin
today.

Island in the East is not another
round-table discussion on the im-
plications of the crisis, the reasons

for the Russian demands, and the
reasons for the Western opposition
to them; nor will there be a great
deal of speculation as to what pos-
sible solutions a summit meeting
may evolve. Instead, it will de-
scribe the way a completely arbi-
trary line has split the city and
created a sharp contrast of the

standards and ways of living in
the western and eastern parts of
it. At the same time the program
will examine the limits to this divi-
sion. Various western and eastern
officials in fact do co-operate; a
subway, for example, runs right
through the borders, and the ques-
tion is raised: to what extent is
co-operation on a practical day-to-
day level possible between com-
munist and non-communist bodies?

Interviews with refugees and
experts of various kinds will throw
some light on the conditions in the
eastern zone of Germany. One of
the questions which comes up is
whether the Russians are really
prepared to surrender their author-
ity to their German friends. There
will be a sequence on the theatrical
and musical rivalries between East
and West, and an examination of
the general mood of the Berliners,
their attitudes towards Bonn,
Washington and Moscow. The
narrator and interviewer is Stanley
Burke, CBC’s U.N. correspondent.

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The Jacksons Keep Growing

When Ricky Withrow and Vivian Silver are acting in “The Jacksons and their
Neighbours” on the Prairie Farm Broadcast, Margaret Brown and Ed McCrea,
who play the roles of their parents, get some waist-bending exercise. Vivian,
who is 10, is in Grade 4 at Peretz School in Winnipeg; 12-year-old Ricky is in

the Grade 6 major work class at Grosvenor School.

For the past 13 years rural
listeners throughout the prairies
have followed with affectionate in-
terest the doings of a group of
people who live in the mythical
community of Little Coulee, and
who are usually referred to as “The
Jacksons.” The colourful “Dollar
Dick” Jackson (played by Moray
Sinclair) still appears frequently on
these daily programs, and his son
Buddy is preparing to take over
more and more of the responsi-
bilities of the family farm.

But it is Colleen Jackson who, as
Mrs. Bill Davis, more frequently
appears on these daily “visits” with
“The Jacksons and Their Neigh-
bours.” Bill Davis is the son of one
of Dick’s neighbours, and interest
was high after his discharge from
the army which led to the blossom-
ing of his childhood romance with
Colleen Jackson. Listeners of long
standing will recall that Bill and
Colleen were married in June of
1947.

Bill, in common with a lot of
other men, tends to forget this
memorable anniversary now and

again. Their first child, Jack, was
born in November, 1948, and Sally
followed less than three years later.
Both children have the usual capa-
city for creating a host of minor
problems for theirparents, although
their doting grandparents can see
them as nothing less than perfect.

The roles of Bill and Colleen in
this daily radio serial are played
by Ed McCrea and Margaret
Brown. Young Jackie is played by
Ricky Withrow and Sally by Vivian
Silver. For years Sally was only
heard as an “offstage voice,” but
about a year and a half ago it was
felt necessary to have her actually
appear as a speaking personality.

For the Bill Davis family, time
does not stand still as it does with
comic strip characters. They are
like any other normal Canadian
family. They grow older—Jack and
Sally are both now of school age—-
they change and develop, theyhave
their hobbies and interests, some of
which they outgrow. To many
listeners this family is as “real” as
the family who live over on the
next section.

This is how Rashe, widow of
Israel the healer, sees Kasrilevke—-
a shtetl or small Jewish town in
eastern Europe—as she sits deep in
thought at a Passover meal pre-
sided over by an orphan boy.

Around this Passover setting
evolves The Littlest of Kings a
simple tale of life in Kasrilevke, as
seen through the separate eyes of
Rashe, Pessie, and Sossie, three
widows who have pooled their bad
luck and adopted an orphan who
some day will be a great scholar.

Tuesday on Television

“The Littlest of Kings”
It was written by Sholom Aleichem
who was bom Solomon Rabinowitz
in a small Russian town, Peryaslav,
on March 3, 1859, and died in
1916. His name was been ranked
with those of such literary masters
as Mark Twain, Ralzac and Chek-
hov. The pseudonym Sholom Alei-
chem comes from the traditional
Hebrew greeting, “Peace be unto
you.” With it, the author hails his
readers: “Let’s be friends, I am one
of you.” The laughter-through-tears
that is the essence of Jewish humour
is the soul of his work. Centennial
celebrations marking his birth were
held throughout last month.

The Littlest of Kings will be pre-
sented this Tuesday evening in a
TV adaptation by Charles E. Israel
with production by Harvey Hart
and sets designed by Rudi Dorn.

Of Aleichem’s writing, Charles
Israel has said, “If he was not the
greatest of Jewish writers, Sholom
Aleichem was certainly the best
loved. He was a typical Jewish
story teller and wrote of Jewish life
in the simple, clear language of the
people. He argued with his audi-
ence, tantalized them, forced them
to participate in the stories he told
them. He often deserted the thread
of his narrative to ask questions
which had nothing to do with any-
thing, answered these questions,
didn’t answer them. And yet, out
of this seemingly artless method of
communication sang a series of bit-
ing, vital portraits of the shtetl.

“He made his readers see the
cluster of tiny houses with their
thatched roofs, the teeming market-
place, the synagogue, the narrow
main street clogged with people,
goats, chickens, and an occasional
cow. In the town Sholom Aleichem
created, the people were, to use
his phrase, ‘packed together as
tightly as herring in a barrel.’ This
was Kasrilevke into which Alei-
chem put people from every stra-
tum of Jewish life, and a boy, the

closet. Thereupon she shut the
door and turned the key. That is
embarrassment, but I didn’t think
so. I thought it was funny as the
dickens.”

Thurber tells this story to Elaine
Grand in a two-part interview on
Close-Up, April 22 and 29. Pro-
ducer Daryl Duke shot the inter-
view in a suite in the Hotel Con-
tinental in Paris.

“Despite that location,” says
Duke, “Thurber seemed to carry
Columbus, Ohio, with him. One
could see him in the forefront of
the Thurber album with his family
and friends, past and present, on
all sides of him. His memory is
fantastic. At one point in the inter-
view he tells Elaine he has just 68
special memories in his mental
‘album’ of the house at 915 South
Champion Avenue, Columbus,
where he lived from 1899 to 1900.”

This photographic memory is
now essential for Thurber’s writ-
ing. He has been totally blind since
1951. Well, not quite totally blind.
“I live in light,” he says to Elaine.
“I live in a suffusion of light. As
one of my friends said, ‘What is it
—the white radiance of eternity?’
And I said, well, I doubt that but
it is. Even in a pitch dark room
there is a soft suffusion of light.”

Thurber lost his left eye when
he was six. An infection theoreti-
cally took the sight of his right eye
as well—yet for forty years he saw,
and saw well enough to draw his
famous cartoons.

“All the great eye doctors that
ever examined me told me I was
stone blind in both eyes since 1901,
and that for forty years I saw with-
out the apparatus of sight, as eye
surgeons know it in their textbooks
. . . apparently the thing called
sympathetic ophthalmia had de-
stroyed my sight. When I was a
boy of seven I heard them say that,
but I thought they were crazy. I
could see so I went right on see-
ing.”

The sight of his sightless eyes has
helped confirm Thurber’s belief in
the existence of supernatural phe-
nomena. Of his personal “miracle”
he says, “You can call it God, or
extra-sensory perception, depend-
ing on your viewpoint.”

But even when talking seriously
about his beliefs, Thurber does it
in a uniquely Thurberish way. He
tells of two friends whose New
York apartment contained a ghost,
a woman with a yellow dress, green
beads, and blond hair.

“My friends told me, “You know,
I can never walk through that
woman. I always say pardon me
and walk around her’.”

Most of Thurber’s friends and
family seem to have this habit of
treating abnormal situations in a
normal manner. And Thurber has
used them in his stories. During the
Close-Up interview he insists that
events like The Night the Bed Fell
on Father and The Day the Dam
Broke are all factual. He only re-
arranged the facts a little, and that
to make them believable.

“I didn’t do full justice to my
mother,” says Thurber. “She said
to me, T am sorry you put in the
book about my feeding the mice
and the dog on different saucers
during the party out in the kitchen.
Those three mice each had a
saucer.’ But I said, ’For goodness
sake, mom, you don’t think anyone
would believe that, do you?”

Much more of Thurber, his self-
critical attitude to writing and his
free-expression in his drawings, his
family, his blindness, and his belief
that humorists are “tremendously
troubled people with maladjust-
ments, imbalances, fears”—all this
and more comes out in the Close-
Up interviews this Wednesday and
next.

Of all the professions, medieval medi-
cine has come in for the biggest

share of guffaws from the miracle-
dmg-protected modems. In their

ignorance they allowed countless lives
to slip through their germ-laden

fingers. They had perhaps only one
characteristic that they could share

with their skilled successors of to-
day—their inability to cure a common

ive and comfortable place for her
husband (or in this case her in-
tended husband). But that’s not
so, says Dr. Crissey. As a wife, the
ash-tray emptier will be a dicta-
torial housekeeper whose home is
kept spotlessly clean at the expense
of her family’s happiness.

Is the solution, then, to choose a
poor housekeeper, one who is re-
laxed about the whole thing? Well,
Dr. Crissey doesn’t seem to have
much use for them either. This is
how she describes “the floor sitter”
who apparently doesn’t even make
sure she has a clean floor to sit on.
“When everyone else is sitting on
chairs, she chooses the floor,” the
psychiatrist says disapprovingly.
When the evening calls for an eve-
ning dress, she turns up in dun-
garees or a peasant skirt. (I’ll go
along with Dr. Crissey on that; it
could be disconcerting for the poor
male to have to pin his orchids to
a tartan shirt topping dungarees
and moccasins.) The floor sitter has
few women friends and runs
through them quickly, Dr. Crissey
continues. As a wife she’ll be a poor
money manager, an irregular cook,
a slovenly housekeeper—and proud
of it. (Isn’t science wonderful?
Imagine being able to deduce all
that from the fact that she sits on
the floor.)

Well, here are a few other
women to steer away from, men—-
if you’re listening:

• “The clothes horse” ... I
imagine she’s a fairly familiar type.

keep her husband poor paying for
them.

• The pigtail wearer (I wonder
if this included pony tails), well,
she’s the innocent type, Dr. Crissey
contends. She doesn’t smoke or
drink, and she’s embarrassed by off-
colour jokes and profanity. “She’ll
give you the feeling you’re robbing
the cradle,” Dr. Crissey says
dourly. Often she’s an only daugh-
ter who has been babied by her
parents, and she’ll demand house-
hold help in a two-roomed apart-
ment.”

• The pass-receiver on the other
hand is not nearly so innocent.
She’s beautiful and tempting and
everyone makes passes at her, she
complains.

Even the
author of “The Jacksons and Their
Neighbours,” Mary Rogers Pattison of
Saskatoon, was amazed when she first
met Mr. Sinclair and discovered that
he and Dick Jackson were, to a
greater degree than she realized, the
same person.

Bertrand Russell
• May I trespass a little further on

your space to reply as briefly as I may
to the correspondence aroused by my
comments on the Close-Up interview
with Lord Bertrand Russell. I am
from firm conviction an intolerant
bigot. The only word I hate in the
dictionary is “tolerance.” Tolerance
implies the surrender of principle, the
negation of reason, the denial of
truth in practice for expediency. (Be-
fore some readers grow too apoplectic
let me add in haste that I am speak-
ing strictly in the context of intellect
and morality).

Christ taught us tolerance, it is
true—but with the clearest definition
of its meaning in terms of our rela-
tions with our fellowmen. We must
always tolerate and love the sinner;

we must never accept the sin. Lord
Russell’s sin in his public address to
Canadians was to submit an unskilled,
unprotected audience of ordinary folk
to a subtle attack on religious beliefs
by a skilled, if shallow, user of words.
CBC-TV in fairness, should have pro-
vided a capable and vigorous expo-
nent of Christianity on the same pro-
gram with him to counterbalance his
attack. This was the substance of my
comment. My letter, I admit, was de-
signedly provocative; its purpose was
simply to stir people against too ready
an acceptance of what they may hear
from ill-informed and hostile sources.
If it has succeeded somewhat in its
aim I am left with a modest sense
of achievement.—R. A. Nolan, Wain-
wright, Alta.

MUSIC OH RADIO
hy Boyd Neel, Dean, Royal Conservatory of Music, Toronto

I see that the New York Philhar-
monic concert on Saturday evening
(April 18) commences with Con-
certo No. 13 in F major by Handel,
This I presume to be Opus 6. No. 2,
die second of the 12 concert! grossi
most commonly known. This num-
Bering of the Handel concertos has
led to the utmost confusion in the
past and I am sorry to see that it
is still being used. The trouble all
stems from the edition of Handel
published by Breitkopf and Hartel
some 50 years ago. In that edition
some 28 concertos were numeri-
cally listed and they included such
works as the Water Music, which
are not concertos at all. The 12
concertos of Opus 6 were listed
under numbers from 12 to 23
hence Opus 6, No. 2 became No.
13 in the B. & H. list. This unfor-
tunate system has caused and will,

I am afraid, go on causing, endless
confusion among musicians and I
can see no solution until somebody
does for Handel what Kochel did
for Mozart. The F major Concerto
is rather shorter than the remainder
of Opus 6 and starts with a most
beautiful slow movement. It is a
pity it is not more often heard.

On Sunday morning the Piano
Quartet of Richard Strauss is to be
played. This was his Opus 13 and
was written around 1883 when it
won a prize in Germany. When we
listen to it, we realize how very
much under the influence of
Brahms the young Strauss was at
this time, but the music is none the
worse for that and it remains one
of the best piano quartets of the
late 19th century.

On Sunday evening I am de-
lighted to see the Violin Concerto

of Arnold Bax is to be played. This
is one of the later works of the
enigmatic Irish-English composer.
It is very hard to assess the value

Sidney JvatZ IfOnes
Traffic “Suicides”

A SURVEY of fatal traffic acci-
il dents in New Haven showed
that four out of five fatalities were
definitely suicides. In Detroit, the
psychiatric ratings of chronic traf-
fic offenders were found to be
worse than those of criminals,
These are two of the startling
points that Sidney Katz learned
recently in interviews with groups
in the U.S. doing research into the
causes of traffic accidents. He de-
scribes his findings in Tuesday
night’s Post-News Talk on radio,
At Cornell University, Katz talked
with the personnel of the Auto
Crash Injury Research Unit, the
group who first advocated the

Len Breau, winner of the Feb-
ruary 15 Trans-Canada Talent
Show in Winnipeg is a talented
young guitar player who has been
strumming professionally since he
was eight years old. Born in
Auburn, Maine, in 1941, Len
spent his early years travelling
with his showbusiness parents. It
was when Mr. and Mrs. Breau
(better known to country music
fans as Hal Lone Pine and Betty
Cody) moved to New Brunswick
that Len began playing in his
father’s travelling show.

Len’s parents have made many
records for RCA Victor, both as a
team and as soloists. One of their
best sellers, an original by Lone

Pine called Good-hye and So Long
For You was later recorded by Burl
Ives.

Len came to Winnipeg with his
family over a year ago. When he
arrived he was persuaded to join
the musicians’ union, and through
it he met some of the city’s jazz
musicians. Although he had al-
ways played western guitar, he
now prefers jazz. “I play western
for a living, and jazz for fun,” he
says. Len describes his style as “an
adaptation of the Chester Atkins
technique to jazz.”

At the February 14 competition,
which won him his spot on this
Sunday’s semi-final competition in
Toronto, Len felt that his chances
against the vocalists on the show
were slim. Since his win he’s had
many offers to play in Winnipeg
clubs and cabarets, but he’s had
to turn them down; he’s under
age.

Like the other Winnipeg semi-
finalists on the Trans-Canada
Talent Show, Len will be visiting
Toronto for the first time when he
appears on the semi-final.

you’re broke. You’ll think she’s
pliable, even-tempered and agree-
able—what every man wants in a
wife. (Those are Dr. Crissey’s
words not mine; far be it from me
to try to guess what every man
wants in a wife). But, warns the
psychiatrist, unfortunately she’s en-
dured all this because she wants to
marry you. Beware! She may turn
into a screaming, oversensitive
shrew who thrives on scenes, quar-
rels and tears.

Well, it’s a good thing that Dr.
Eleanor Crissey’s cold-blooded
cynical warnings will go unheeded
by the average love-blinded male,
or there would be a dreadful fall-
ing-off in the marriage rate in our
country. Who is there left for them
to marry if they turn down ash-tray
emptier s, floor sitters, clothes
horses, pigtail wearers, pass re-
ceivers and good sports?

I wonder what Dr. Crissey
would make of Meta Brevoort,
another woman I saved a clipping
about. I suppose she’d fit into the
“good sport” class, and perhaps it’s
just as well she remained a spinster.
In the 1870’s Meta Brevoort made
history by climbing Mont Blanc in
Switzerland in a hoop skirt. And
when she got there she refreshed
herself with some champagne, sang

the Marsellaise, and danced a
quadrille with her Alpine guards.

Although mountain climbers in
those Victorian days wore clothing
and carried equipment that would
appear ludicrous to today’s climbers,
Meta Brevoort’s hoop skirts must
have seemed odd even then. Rough
tweeds and Scottish plaids were
more in order. But Miss Brevoort
was an inventive woman who liked
to experiment with mountain cloth-
ing. To facilitate climbing in hoops,
she passed a cord through the rings
in the hem of her dress so that her
billowing skirts could be drawn in
quickly when she came to a narrow
ledge. But the experiment was a
flop. When she was descending
snow slopes she complained that
the snow entered the rings, stuffed
up the hem, and made her heavy
and wet.

Miss Brevoort wasn’t the only
woman of those days to make his-
tory by mountain-climbing. Lucy
Walker was another of the pioneers.
She was the first woman ever to
climb the Matterhorn. That was in
1871. She had unusual ideas on
the subject of nutrition, too. She
took with her only sponge cake and
champagne which she insisted was
ideal for mountain sickness. Then
there was Miss Straton, a British
heiress. After she made the first
winter ascent of Mont Blanc in
1876, she shocked London society
by marrying her Swiss guide. If
Dr. Crissey had been alive in those
days, she’d no doubt have been
shocked at the marriage, too.
Imagine that poor man marrying
not only a “good sport,” but also
an heiress. When she wasn’t weep-
ing or being screamingly shrewish
she was no doubt demanding
household help in their two-room
Alpine cabin.

a re-appraisal of drama in the so-called
blind medium, with some remarks upon
a new series called “Four’s Company”

I have sometimes been asked
whether radio drama has any use-
fulness left now that television is
here. This question seems to me to
beg several other questions which
must first be answered. In the
course of answering them, I think
it becomes clear that radio drama
can still be very useful and enjoy-
able.

In the first place, what is radio
drama? It can be divided into two
major categories which, for want of
less cumbersome terms, one may
call the theatrical and the radio-

phonic. The theatrical works are, of
course, stage plays adapted to the
microphone and performed with
maximum fidelity to the original.
These works, in turn, fall into two
categories: the highly conversa-
tional stage play (Shaw’s Man and
Superman, for instance) in which
the loss of the visual element is not
serious, and the more physically
active stage play (Shakespeare’s A
Comedy of Errors , for instance) in
which the adapter faces a serious
problem in the loss of the visual
element. On the other hand, there
are the radiophonic works: these
are dramatic works written espe-
cially for the radio medium and
fully exploiting it; the more faith-
ful they are to their medium the
less well they will adapt to the
screen or the stage—David Jones’
In Parenthesis, for instance, could
not be done except on radio and
Dylan Thomas’ Under Milk Wood
suffers enormously from being tele-
vised or staged, as has recently
been shown.

Is radio drama, of either sort,
useful? The theatrical sort has cer-
tainly been useful in Canada in
past years. Our true theatrical life
is still only in its infancy and
people in many areas would have
no contact with stage plays at all
if they did not hear them on the
air. It is likely to be many years
before all our sizeable cities have
their own fully professional theatre.
Until that time, the public appe-
tite for plays will still have to be
fed by television and radio. Tele-
vision can handle much of this task
better than radio can, so it is likely
that radio has exhausted its useful-
ness in presenting the more physi-
cally active stage plays; but the
more conversational plays, the
plays of ideas, will probably con-
tinue to be presented, for the good
reason that on television they tend
to seem wordy and dull. Moreover,
even when Canadian theatrical life

reaches maturity, radio can still
play a part in it by presenting ex-
perimental plays and winning
enough public acceptance of them
that they can then be profitably
staged—this was demonstratedsome
years ago in London, when the
CBC Third Program paved the
way for the works of Jean Anouilh.

However, it is in the radiophonic
sort of play that broadcast drama
can best survive. Here it is a valid
art in itself and so long as writers
continue to serve it well there will
always be an audience for it: not
perhaps the huge audience that
television can command, but any-
way a faithful and appreciative
audience. To expect this sort of
radio to be submerged by tele-
vision is to adduce the irrelevant,
like suggesting that the invention
of photography will abolish paint-
ing. This view is particularly absurd
when you consider that in the last
20 years in the English-speaking
world no indisputably great drama
has originated on the stage or tele-
vision, one has originated in the
cinema, and two (some would say
three) have originated in radio, one
of these last being, in my view, the
greatest play since Aeschylus.
Listeners will have a chance next
season to listen to radiophonic
drama at its very best, when CBC
Wednesday Night hopes to present
a series of works that have won the
famous Italia Prize.

I believe that radio has a sure
and useful future in drama along

“The Exiles” by James Joyce
A 90-minute production of Exiles,

a play by the Irish author James
Joyce, will be presented from Mon-
treal this week on CBC Wednes-
day Night. Written in 1914, it is
Joyce’s only surviving work in the
dramatic form. The play was first
published in 1918 and has been
reprinted several times.

Described as an Ibsenesque play,
Exiles is largely autobiographical,
as are all Joyce’s works. Although
it is not necessarily factual, the
play does contain in one of its cen-
tal themes a concrete problem
with which James Joyce himself
was faced. This is the problem of
the exiled writer seeking to recon-
cile himself with his native Ireland.
The play is set in Dublin in 1912,
the year of Joyce’s own last visit to
his native city.

Exiles is a study in human rela-
tionships. The central character in
the play is Richard Rowan, an Irish
writer who returned to his home
near Dublin after spending several
years in Rome. Should he try after
all to settle in Ireland and try to

influence the cultural fife of his
country; or would he, in doing so,
be driven further into spiritual exile
than he would by settling abroad?

The other leading characters in
the play are Robert Hand, a journa-
list and Richard’s worldly friend;
Bertha, the mother of Richard’s
son, Archie; and Beatrice Justice, a
music teacher who is Richard’s
friend and Robert’s cousin.

The powerful influence of Rich-
ard’s mother and his attitude to-
wards her death haunt him. The
writer recalls how his mother died
alone, having harboured contempt
for his affairs of the heart, and
without forgiving him.

In retrospect, Richard sees his
many ignoble actions and sins
against Bertha and their young son.
He is surrounded by their inno-
cence and his own guilt, and rea-
lizes that he has wounded his soul
—a deep wound which can never
be healed.

Exiles will be produced for CBC
Wednesday Night by Rupert Cap-
lan.

of his music with any accuracy.
One always feels that it should be
so much better than it really is, and
he again and again disappoints us
by an inability to carry his ideas
clearly through an extended work.
The Violin Concerto is certainly
one of his more successful efforts,
and I am delighted to see that the
soloist is to be Frederic Grinke,
who was for ten years concert-
master of the Boyd Neel Orchestra,
leading it through some of its most
exciting experiences, including ap-
pearances at the Salzburg Festival
and the tour around the world in
1947. Grinke, who hails from Win-
nipeg, was one of nine Canadians
who played for many years in the
orchestra and it is good to be able
to welcome him back to his native
land.

At the same concert, Schumann’s
First Symphony is in the program
and this sunny and cheerful compo-

sition has been aptly nicknamed
Spring Symphony. Schumann’s
symphonies are always a problem
for the conductor because the com-
poser helps him not a jot with ob-
taining clarity and balance. Or-
chestration was not one of Schu-
mann’s strong points and Mahler
became so exasperated with these
scores that he actually re-orches-
trated all four of them. Today, we
often hear them played in Mahler’s
orchestration, but I have no idea
if this will be the case on Sunday
evening. When I refer to Mahler’s
“re-orchestration,” perhaps I am
not using exactly the correct term.
What Mahler did was really to
alter the texture and balance,
rather than to change the actual
instrumental colour used by Schu-
mann. He was too good and con-
scientious an artist to do anything
else.

On Tuesday evening from Mon-
treal (Dominion and French net-
works) we should hear the Mass in

B minor of Bach sung in mag-
nificent fashion, as the four soloists
could hardly be bettered today.

Readers will be beginning to
wonder whether I am playing fair
in this column by asking for per-
formances of certain works which,
by the most strange coincidence,
appear, as if by magic, a week or
so later! I can swear that these
truly are pure coincidences, as I
myself have no idea what the pro-
grams for the coming weeks are to
be. You will remember that one
week I put in a plea for the Men-
delssohn Sextet and, sure enough,
it appeared two weeks later. This
time it is the Spohr Nonet, which
I asked for a week or so ago, and
here it is on CBG Wednesday
Night from Vancouver! This is
something not to be missed if you
enjoy, as most of us do, music
superbly put together and full of
the joy of life.

On Friday afternoon (Vancou-
ver String Orchestra) I see down
for performance the Serenade for
Strings by Leonard Berkeley. This
is a work of which I had the
pleasure of conducting the first
performance in London, since when
it has achieved quite a popularity
all over the world. Here again is
clear, sane music, written by one
who has a mastery of the string
medium. It shows the French in-
fluence to a certain extent (Berke-
ley studied with Ravel), but is
none the worse for that, and we
could do with more string works
today which are written as grace-
fully as this one.

Home-building is one of Canada’s

growing industries; in many Canadian
cities, the supply of new housing
doesn’t keep up with the demand.
And almost every Canadian thinks, at
one time or another, of building or
buying a house. Today, to usher in
the summer upsurge in the house-
building industry, Barrie Clark of
Vancouver introduces a new Matinee
series, “The House That Barrie Built.”
In six broadcasts, Mr. Clark will
examine every facet of home-building,
from financing through selection of a
builder, specifications and actual con-
struction to decorating and landscap-
ing. He will include interviews with
a Central Mortgage and Housing Cor-
poration official, a real estate agent, a
compliance inspector, a color dynam-
ics consultant and a landscaper. In
his first broadcast, Mr. Clark discusses
financing of a house, selection of an
agent and a builder, the benefits to
the builder from the Central Mort-
gage and Housing and the National
Housing acts, subdivisions and the
selection of a building lot, and talks
to some experts in the industry. Mr.
Clark is a young Vancouver radio an-
nouncer, has written for a weekly
newspaper, and does freelance writ-
ing and broadcasting. He is married
and has two children.

Today’s program also features a
talk by Cecil Woodham Smith entitled
‘“The Father of Modem Cooking.”
The availability of large quantities of
well-cooked food in modem restau-
rants, industrial cafeterias, and in in-
stitutions is taken for granted by
people today. But in the early 19th
century, when Alexis Soyer moved to
England from France, cooking on
such a large scale was non-existent.
Mr. Soyer was a cook, an artist, in-
deed—but he recognized the need to
develop techniques which provide
large numbers of people with nourish-
ing, palatable foods. His theories
were put to the test during the Crim-
ean War and he earned the following
lasting tribute from his famous con-
temporary, Florence Nightingale: “His
death is a great disaster. Others have
studied cooking for the purpose of
gourmandizlng (that is, of greed),
and others for show, but none but
he for the purpose of cooking large
quantities of food in the most nutri-
tious manner for large numbers of
men. He has no successor.” Cecil
Woodham Smith, author of “Florence
Nightingale” and “The Reason Why”
talks about Alexis Soyer. The talk has
been re-recorded for the CBC by the
BBC.

these lines. However, it is not
necessary that our productions
should always be embroidered with
the full trappings of music, sound
effects, and microphone gimmicks
(indeed, these devices should
never be used unless they serve an
essential artistic purpose, and all
too often they’re used as cliches).
There remains a place for a less
elaborate style of presentation, a
style that concentrates entirely on
the value of the text and the skill
of the reading. It is possible for this
style, if the text is well chosen, to
be truly dramatic, in the sense of
suspending disbelief; but it is also
a good style for broadcast play-
reading, as distinct from play-
performances.

With this in mind the CBC has
asked me to produce a weekly
series of programs based on this
technique. The series, which begins
on April 18, will be called Four's
Company and will feature a newly
founded Toronto drama quartet: its
members are Diana Maddox, Ruth
Springford, John Drainie, and
Mayor Moore; and they will be as-
sisted each week by guest artists.

Four’s Comany cannot be called
a drama series in any strict sense
of the term. Admittedly, we hope
to include such plays as The Im-
portance of Being Earnest from
time to time, but much of the series
will be less like a drama than a
good conversation, a sharing of
books. For example, we are start-
ing with the Book of Job; in May
we shall devote a program to the
Art of Courting, illustrated with
scenes, advises, warnings, and
reminiscences from Ovid to today;
in July we shall examine a hysteric-
ally controversial cause celebre
through the scrupulously objective
eyes of a Supreme Court Justice;
and in August we shall do some
scenes from picaresque novels. This
will give some idea of the variety
we are aiming for, both in the
source of the material and in its
content. As Mayor Moore says on
the opening program: “Quite often
we hope the material will be amus-
ing: sometimes it’ll be serious; but
when it is we hope it won’t be
stuffy.” That seems to me to sum
the matter up.
