In last week’s article, I brought
out the point that an OB producer
has rarely been heard to complain
that his work is getting to be of a
routine, or boring, nature. The
reason behind this is probably that
each assignment is completely dif-
ferent from the last, and therefore,
the producer is offered a complete
change of subject, faces, and loca-
tion every time he undertakes an-
other project. To give some idea of
the variety that is encountered in
working for Outside Broadcasts, I
might just run down the highlights
from the past year’s schedule that
saw Outside Broadcasts participa-
tion.

During 1958, the two producers
based at Winnipeg covered, for
national, regional and local audi-
ences, such events as:

The Calgary Stampede. For the
first time in history, “live” tele-
vision originated from this world-
famous attraction. Outside Broad-
casts was primarily concerned with
this “first,” and as well was re-
sponsible for daily ‘live” radio re-
ports and broadcasts that brought
all the colour and excitement of
this famous Outdoor Show to
listeners from coast to coast.

The Churchill Excursion. An OB
producer - commentator travelled
along with a trainload of tourists
and vacationers from every part of
Canada and the United States to
this far northern port to present a
program based on this famous ex-
cursion special, as well as another
on the port of Churchill itself.

Gold Rush Jubilee. The Yukon
called late in 1958, and Dave
Cruickshank travelled to the far
north, visiting such places as
Whitehorse, Dawson City, Alaska,
and the many other romantic
centres associated with the famous
Gold Rush many years ago.

In the second of two
articles, RON HUNKA

and visiting places out of the reach
of the average person, it is also
true that he must endure a good
deal of discomfort, frustration, and
set-backs in carrying out an assign-
ment.

As an example of this, I might
cite the "Case of the Nickel-Mining
Eskimos.” Far up on the coast of
Hudson Bay, several hundred miles
north of Churchill, there is a com-
munity known as Rankin Inlet,
where one of the North’s largest
nickel mines operates, manned al-
most entirely by Eskimo residents
of the area. This seemed a “natural”
for the Canadian Scene series, so
late in November the writer, in
company with a technician,
boarded an airliner for Churchill,
where connections would be made
for Rankin Inlet. The day after our
arrival at Churchill, a full-scale
Northern blizzard set in, com-
pletely stopping further travel.
Even to venture outdoors was a
risky business, for the wind-
whipped snow cut visibility down
to a few feet, and to wander off
one’s path invited, at the least, a
frozen nose or fingers. So, in the
company of a deck of cards, we
waited it out. One day passed, two,
three, four. Almost a week went
by, and we were no further along
with our story than when we had
left Winnipeg.

Then the weather cleared, but
other setbacks took its place. The
aircraft that was to take us to Ran-
kin smashed a ski on landing, and
was put out of action. What others
that were available were booked to
capacity. Time was rapidly running
out, for the broadcast deadline was
rapidly approaching. After a week
had gone by, and we were no
further along on our way to Ran-
kin, we decided to forget about the
story on the Nickel Mine, and con-

Christmas in the North. Outside
Broadcasts boarded an R.C.A.F.
aircraft in November, and stepped
out a few days later in one of the
farthest north centres in Canada-
Resolute Bay, N.W.T., to record
Christmas greetings and material
from the hardy people who make
their homes here.

Princess Margaret’s Visit. Both
OB commentators from Winnipeg
were involved in this Royal Visit,
accompanying H.R.H. to points
from Banff, Alberta, to Hamilton,
Ontario.

These are just a few examples,
picked at random, that will serve
to illustrate the variety in both
subject matter, and locale, for Out-
side Broadcasts features. By and
large, these various assignments are
carried out in a fairly routine man-
ner, but occasionally there will be
a project different from the rest,
and it is here that an OB producer
must call upon all of his reserves,
so to speak. These “reserves” may
include anything from the ability
to assist the technician in some
problem in equipment or set-up, to
the fortitude required to roll up in
a sleeping bag under a flimsy para-
chute tent, while a raging northern
blizzard whips the elements about
his head. Certainly, the life of an
OB producer would not be relished
by a goodly number of people, for
while it might appear that his job
entails nothing but travelling about
the countryside, taking in events
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centrate instead on a story we
could do out of Churchill itself.
Here, too, we ran into difficulties.
A $6OO recording machine, set
down along the side of a road
while we offered our aid to a stuck
automobile, was run over by an-
other car that slid off the highway.
(Luckily, no serious damage, thanks
to the deep snow.) The Churchill
Eskimos, several of whom we
wished to interview, were just as
shy as their northern cousins, abso-
lutely refusing to have anything to
do with us despite pleas, threats,
and bribery. To cut a long story
short, we returned to Winnipeg
with about 12 minutes of material
on tape, and with a 30-minute pro-
gram to fill. Rather than forget

about the whole thing and “beg
off” the assignment, we went
through miles and miles of tapes
recorded months and years before
in other parts of the north, hoping
to find the material we hadn’t been
able to get in Churchill. The end
result the program went on as
scheduled, completely different in
subject and context than had been
planned before—and the fat was
safely out of the fire once again. 0

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Politics on the Air
A brief summary of the rules governing
political broadcasts on CBC, with special
reference to the current election
campaign in Manitoba

qualify for free program time a
party must have run candidates in
at least a quarter of the constitu-
encies, have a recognized leader,
a full range of policies, and a prov-
ince-wide organization.

In practice the way this works
out is as follows: When a legisla-
ture is dissolved the Supervisor of
Broadcast Regulations in Ottawa
is notified immediately. Working
with other network officials and in
consultation with private radio and
TV stations concerned, he draws
up a schedule of available network
time. These schedules are pre-
sented to representatives of the
political parties, who are asked to
reach a common accord on the
proportion of time going to each
party. (During the present cam-
paign the parties agreed to split
the time in a 4-3-2 ratio).

CBC TIMES

TIME CHANGE
Many parts of Manitoba and

Saskatchewan go on Daylight-sav-
ing time at midnight, Saturday,
April 25. Listeners and viewers
living in areas remaining on
Standard time must deduct one
hour from program listings in
the CBC Times.

Since the entire province of Al-
berta remains on Standard time
no mental arithmetic is required
of Alberta listeners and viewers.
However, most radio programs
(and television programs o n
CHAT - TV, Medicine Hat and
CJLH-TV, Lethbridge) will be
heard one hour earlier than usual
in Alberta.

After agreement has been
reached, attention turns to prob-
lems of production. Advice is
made freely available to those ap-
pearing on television or broadcast-
ing on radio. Producers hold meet-
ings with the candidates and ad-
vise them on how to get their
points over to the public.

And, as the campaign grows in
intensity and pace as election day
draws near, so are the broadcasts
likely to, until, for different reasons,
those involved at CBC are as
keyed-up as the candidates—and
just as relieved when it’s all over.

During the current Manitoba
election campaign the CBC will
provide a total of 4Vz hours of free
time on three networks for politi-
cal broadcasts. (In addition there
will be three-quarters of an hour
on CBWT only). This makes a
total of twenty-one 15-minute
broadcasts. The networks include
both the Trans-Canada and Do-
minion radio networks and the
television network as far as Bran-
don,

You might be interested in
knowing why this time is provided
and how it is organized.

Under the regulations of the
Board of Broadcast Governors is
the following section, headed

Controversial Broadcasting:
1. The air belongs to the people,

who are entitled to hear the prin-
cipal points of view on all ques-
tions of importance.

2. The air must not fall under
the control of any individual or
groups influential by reason of
their wealth or special position.

3. The right to answer is inher-
ent in the democratic doctrine of
free speech.

4. Freedom of speech and the
full interchange of opinion are
among the principal safeguards of
free institutions.

When it comes to political
broadcasting the CBC has found
it easiest to apply these principles
by providing a certain amount of
time, free of charge, to be divided
by agreement among the parties.
Time cannot be bought. This gives
all parties an equal chance,
whether or not they are well sup-
plied with campaign funds. To

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Glamorous-maybe-but not easy
19-year-old Judy Shaw says a
TV dancer’s career is one of the toughest,
most demanding a girl can choose

CBC dancer Judy Shaw has
dispelled the illusion that a TV
dancer’s life is a glamorous round
of parties, mink stoles and con-
vertibles.

In a recent interview she- re-
vealed that the favourite after-
show pastime of many CBC
dancers is to soak their aching
feet in a basin of epsom salts and
hot water!

The 19-year-old blonde, who
dances regularly on Cross-Canada
Hit Parade and on The Wayne and
Shuster TV specials, claims that
dancing is one of the toughest and
most demanding careers a girl can
choose.

“Rehearsing for a show like Hit
Parade, we work five days a week,
often from 10 in the morning to
seven or eight at night. It’s hard
work physically and you have to
be in perfect condition all the
time.

“You have to be on your toes
mentally, too. For instance, during
Judy is only 19,
but it's five years
since she spent a summer
on tour with the Royal
Winnipeg Ballet.

a dance sequence several cameras
may be used at different times.
When you finish a complicated
manoeuvre like a pirouette, you’ve
got to end up facing the right
camera and be sure that you’re
presenting your face and not your
posterior to the camera.”

There are some advantages in a
dancer’s life, according to Judy.
She is pretty well her own boss.
There is no nine-to-five grind. If
she doesn’t feel like working she
doesn’t have to. And the pay is
good for dancers who work regu-
larly.

But the road to success is one of
continual training and grinding
practice. Judy began taking danc-
ing lessons when she was eight
years old and has been dancing
ever since.

In 1952, when she was 12 years
old and attending Earl Haig Pub-
lic School in Toronto, she danced
on Canada’s first TV show. “That
was the most exciting thing that
ever happened to me,” she says.
“I couldn’t get over the size of the
studio. It seemed huge to me then.
It was all so new to me and when
the producer yelled, ‘let’s take it
from the top,’ I thought he meant
us to start dancing from the top of
a staircase or ramp.”

She got her first big opportunity
when she was 14. One of the
dancers in the Royal Winnipeg
Ballet corps was injured and Judy
was asked to replace her on an
eight-week tour. She got leave of
absence from school and went on
tour in Eastern Canada and the
U.S. Highlight of the tour for Judy
was a performance before the
Canadian ambassador at Washing-
ton’s National Theatre, with the
famed Alicia Markova as guest
ballerina.

Judy lives at home with her
parents in Toronto. Despite a

heavy rehearsal schedule she man-
ages to average about three dates
a week. “I often have to cancel a
date at the last minute when an
unexpected rehearsal call pops up.
The boys are nice about it. They
say they understand, but I don’t
think they really do.”

Judy’s other interests are read-
ing and collecting records. “My
favourite composers are Rachman-
inoff, Grieg and Offenbach. The
only books I won’t read are mys-
teries. I’ve read Somerset Maug-
ham’s novels several times and I
enjoy Shaw and S. J. Perelman.”

And Judy has one other hobby-
soaking her feet after every show!

HIS FATHER was an unstable,
gambling but parsimonious

actor; his mother was a morphine
addict; his elder brother was a
drunkard. He himself was just 18
when the Princeton University
authorities asked him to leave; his
wild excesses had completely dis-
rupted his studies.

He married and had a son, then
he left his wife to go prospecting—-
unsuccessfully—in Honduras. He
alternated between long voyages
to South America (in a sailing
vessel), South Africa and Britain
with drunken bouts lasting up to
six months in the Sailors Opera in
Buenos Aires (where there were
cards and beer and women down-
stairs and pornographic movies
above) and in a dive on the New
York waterfront called Jimmy the
Priests where he occupied a room
for three dollars a month: “The
house was almost falling down and
the principal housewreckers were
the vermin,” he later said.

Then he gave up his life as a
drifter but contracted tubercu-
losis and while in hospital began
writing plays. He married again
and interspersed his writing with
drinking bouts with his brother.
They drank their liquor “neat” at
nights and in milkshakes in the
morning.

His plays were produced and
brought him honour and over a
million dollars. He gave up drink-
ing totally. But the police and
censors attended those first nights
and the powerful themes and
crude dialogue made him many
enemies.

The author, of course, was
Eugene O’Neill and his best plays
are probably the finest in Ameri-
can theatre literature. Despite the
background from which they
sprang, the author of Emperor
Jones, Desire Under the Elms and
Mourning Becomes Electra could
say; “Most modern plays are con-
cerned with the relationship be-

tween man and man, but that does
not interest me at all. I am only
interested in the relationship be-
tween man and God.”

At their worst, O’Neill’s plays
become pessimistic melodramas;
at their best, great tragedies. The
constant tragic note, originating no
doubt from his own upbringing
and youth, sounded in his own
life: one son committed suicide,
another drifted aimlessly. His own
health broke down in 1940 and
tremors of the dreadful Parkinson’s
disease prevented the physical act
of writing and he lost control over
his voice; though he carried his
illness with gentleness and courage
till his death in 1953, those 13
years must have confirmed O’Neill
in his tragic view of life.

In his posthumous Long Day’s
Journey into Night, which tells the
story of his own pathetic family,
O’Neill makes the hero (himself)
say, “It was a great mistake, my
being bom a man. I would have
been much more successful as a
seagull or a fish”—this from a man
who won three Pulitzer prizes and
a Nobel prize for literature. But
perhaps this very success was a
cause of his pessimism. For he
also said, “It is the dream that
keeps us fighting, willing, living.
Achievement, in the narrow sense,
is a stale finale.”

Naturally, O’Neill’s friends see
him in different ways. He was
“shy and inarticulate in conversa-
tion”—he was “a sarcastic so-and-
so.” He was emotional but sensi-
tive he was a self-dramatist,
always careful to see that pub-
lished pictures should give him a
tragic look. He was highly attract-
ive to women but what he wanted
in a woman (so he told his second
wife) was “a wife, a mistress, a
mother and a valet.”

The stature of Eugene O’Neill
as a dramatist is perhaps only now
becoming clear. In the twenties

One of a Kind is embarrassing.
Its popularity is enormous. In less
than a year, it has become the
fourth most popular Canadian TV
show. It is nosing up to Hockey,
Cannonball, and neck and neck
with Front Page Challenge.

Yet critics have called it; “the
worst new show of 1958” (Pierre
Berton); “a suburban cousin of
What’s My Line” (Kildare Dobbs);
and a show “where there isn’t
much in it for the viewers” (Denis
Braithwaite).

Now that is embarrassing. Espe-
cially for the critics. Because
viewers have found so much in
One of a Kind, that during its first
year of life, it has had the greatest
audience increase of any live CBC
show ever. That is what the audi-
ence research figures say. It has
even outstripped the popularity-
growth-record set by Front Page
Challenge (with Pierre Berton)
during its first year. It’s all very
perplexing. For the critics.

Take the way the audience is
made up. Letters flood in to One

of a Kind at the rate of up to 2,500
letters a week. They come from
children. And housewives. And
doctors, and lawyers, and shop-
girls, and members of parliament.
I received a letter from the premier
of Nova Scotia, saying how much
he enjoyed One of a Kind. I’ve re-
ceived similar comments from a
Montreal Art Gallery curator, and
the chairman of the National Men-
tal Health Association. Also from
the Federal Minister of Finance.

I have also received a letter
from a businessman saying; “Why
are you wasting your time and
mine with a child’s parlour game.”
It is true that basically, One of a
Kind is a parlour game. And chil-
dren love it. But almost three times
as many men watch it, too. Over
three times as many women. Why?
Some say they learn such a lot, it’s
educational; some say they like
the dresses; some say they like
us; most, I suspect, just like par-
lour games; and some people say
they like it because it’s so sophisti-
cated. What! This romp of a par-
lour game, sophisticated? Celeste
Holm, the Broadway actress, said
to me: “I think it’s more sophisti-
cated than any show we have in
the United States.” A television
producer from England called it
the same thing.

It’s all very perplexing.
And then, of course, there is

the constant embarrassing charge
levelled at us that we are “fixed.”
In the newspapers we read sar-
castic letters to the editor: “Did
the One of a Kind panel really get
to George Bernard Shaw’s beard
through their brilliant question-
ing?” How can one answer that?
Except by saying again and again:
“we’re not at all fixed.” And by
quoting two of our defenders:
Yvon Durelle, the boxer, was a
guest on our show, and afterwards
said: “Nobody would believe down
home that you weren’t fixed. But
now I’m going to tell them. You
sure are not fixed. I know. Now I
know.” Ron Poulton, the critic and
columnist explained it this way:
“the successful answer is really the
work of the whole panel since
each question adds to the chain of

level, to “level 6,” grade 5 equiva-
lent), went off “without a hitch.”

Dr. L. J. LeVann, medical sup-
erintendent, said, “I felt the pro-
gram and the manner in which it
was presented rated with some of
the best seen on CBC-TV.”

For all involved it was a heart-
warming experience, and for the
teaching staff of the P.T.S. it was
a definite achievement in the pub-
lic education of retarded children.

Many viewers, surprised at the
ability of the children, commented
on the efficiency of the production,
its educational value, and its enter-
taining aspects.

For the remaining 750 students
at the training school, it was
“Television Day.” Class programs
were arranged so that all could
enjoy the performances by their
friends.

And for the performing children
themselves . . . (who rushed to
Marilyn with excited comments)
... it was one of the most im-
portant and memorable occasions
of their lives.

In reviewing the production
with the directing teachers (Mrs.
Velma Garden and Mrs. Kay Mc-
Phail) it was learned that Dr. Le-
Vann plans to commemorate the
occasion with a souvenir trophy
and a party for the children.

“The excitement is over, but a
fond memory remains of a Chan-
nel 6 first, and it is our hope that
this beginning will lead to bigger
things to enrich the lives of these
retarded children and to broaden
the outlook of all Parkland
viewers,” a CHCA-TV official has
stated.

and early thirties he was the most
powerful force in American theatre.
Actors, directors and designers
clamored to do his plays, which
he turned out rapidly and in large
numbers. In 1934 Days Without
End appeared—then no new plays,
though he did not take ill for

another six years. A few revivals
were not successful. Critics stop-
ped measuring young playwrights
against him.

In 1946 The Iceman Cometh
went into rehearsal. O’Neill’s star
had declined so far the Theatre
Arts magazine of October, 1946,
thought it necessary to run an
article reintroducing him to a new
generation of theatregoers. But the
new play did little to restore
O’Neill to his former place.

In 1953, O’Neill died. Then
three years later his posthumous
work. Long Day’s Journey Into
Night, the story of his own family,
had a triumphant reception, first
in Sweden, then in New York.
Critics called it another O’Neill
masterpiece and the public flocked
to see the drama. At the same time
his The Iceman Cometh was suc-
cessfully revived, and the New
York Times wondered if an O’Neill
revival had started.

At the very least, O’Neill has
great historical importance in the
American theatre. As the Theatre
Arts magazine said, “.

. . how
badly we stood in need of a fear-
less, gifted, passionate, hard-hit-
ting iconoclast to break through
the conventions of every kind-
spiritual, literary, social and tech-
nical—that hedged us in. It was the
blare of O’Neill’s trumpet that
cracked the fortress walls.”

But O’Neill’s importance is much
more than historical. His dramas
are great theatre. The plays may
be rough-hewn; but perhaps this
is better than the slickness of some
later American “realists.” And the
tragic element in his finest charac-
ters transforms them beyond the
inverted sentimentality of a Stan-
ley Kowalski.

Of all O’Neill’s plays, only one
can be called a comedy. He him-
self described Ah! Wilderness! as
“a comedy of recollection.” The
play tells of the editor of a small
town newspaper and his wife, and
their problems in bringing up a
family, particularly the youngest
son, a brash but poetic young man
who is in love and rebelling against
his parents. One critic said of the
play, “Unlike any other play
O’Neill wrote, he put aside his

MUSIC ON RADIO
by Boyd Neel, Dean, Royal Conservatory of Music, Toronto

Anniversaries come thick
and fast. Besides the Handel

celebrations this year, we are com-
memorating the 150th anniversary
of the death of Haydn. Maybe the
whole business is being stretched
to rather absurd limits, because if
one really sets about it, there is
hardly a year where some sort of
anniversary cannot be located.

However, the powers - that -be
have decreed that Haydn be hon-
oured this year, with some inter-
esting results; one of them being
performances of his opera II mondo
della luna, which I see is turning
up at many of the summer festivals
in Europe, including Salzburg.
Usually we hear little of Haydn’s
operas and his chief fame has, of
course, been as a composer of or-
chestral and chamber music. A few
years ago, however, chiefly, I think,
owing to the activities of the ill-
fated Haydn Society which pub-

fished records of his works, it was
suddenly realized that this com-
poser had also written great vocal
works and the “rediscovery” of his
Masses was an exciting experience.
I think we are now generally
agreed that the Masses have no
superiors among works of their
kind and belong to the very great-
est music every written. I doubt
whether the operas will follow suit.
Although they contain much
charming music, they are un-
dramatic and suffer from bad lib-
retti.

On Tuesday (replacing Montreal
Symphony on Dominion and
French networks) we shall be able
to hear extracts from two of the
operas: II mondo della luna and
L’Anima del Filosofe, which actu-
ally is the alternative title of
Orpheus. This latter opera had a
stormy beginning. During Haydn’s
visit to London in 1791, it was to

have been performed at an Opera
House run by an impressario
named Gallini, but owing to the
feud between this opera house and
another one nearby, it never re-
ceived a performance. Apparently,
Gallini was unable to secure a
license for his theatre and during
the first rehearsal of Orpheus, offi-
cial arrived to stop the proceed-
ings. Hadyn had already been paid
for the opera, so came out of the
affair rather well, but it was a sad
occurrence in a city in which
Haydn was worshipped by the
musical public and one can sympa-
thize with him for stating that he
found the noise of London streets
insufferable and that he would
move to the seclusion of Lisson
Grove, a district immortalized, as
you may remember, by Professor
Higgins in Pygmalion and at that
time far outside the boundaries of
the city.

The other opera, II mondo della
luna, is most typical in this satellite
age and no doubt many of the pro-

Indian Conductor
On CBC
Symphony

After hearing about the awards
and critical acclaim that Zubin
Mehta has acquired in his musical
career, it comes as a bit of a shock
to learn that this Parsee Indian con-
ductor is only 24 years old.

His father is India’s leading
violinist, so it’s not surprising that
the musical education of young
Zubin began early. He continued
his training in Vienna, home of the
classics, and there created quite a
stir last year when he conducted a
concert devoted entirely to the
music o f Arnold Schoenberg,
founder of the New Viennese
school. Although the young
conductor has actively promoted
20th-century music, he has also
been praised for his interpretations
of the old masters, in which he has
been given a thorough grounding
by Professor Hans Swarowsky, a
close associate of Richard Strauss,
and an authority on Viennese
classics.

To broaden his education Mr.
Mehta attended the famous sum-
mer schools in Sienna, Italy, and
Tanglewood in the United States,
where he developed his interest in
contemporary music. His awards
include the Austrian State Prize,
and the First Prize at the Inter-
national Conductors’ Competition
in Liverpool a year ago, which
consisted of the post of assistant
conductor for a season with the

Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Or-
chestra.

On Sunday night he will con-
duct the CBC Symphony Orches-
tra, and on this occasion the solo-
ist will be another brilliant young
musician, Canadian pianist Ray
Dudley.

Mr. Mehta is married to a Cana-
dian musician, daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. Paul Lasky of Saskatoon.

clues leading to the solution.
Sometimes viewers miss some of
the questions which set the an-
swers up. I have no reason to sus-
pect any panel show for this basic
reason: producers recognize that
a fixed show would be less spon-
taneous and entertaining than an
honest one.”

I think the most perplexing
thing to most critics about One of
a Kind is that they can’t pigeon-
hole it. What exactly is it? Is it a
half hour of clowning? If it is, it
shouldn’t be. If it isn’t, it should
be. We have been criticized for
being like Front Page Challenge
and for not being like Front Page

Challenge. We are criticized for
being like What’s My Line, and
for not being like What’s My Line.
We are criticized for being humor-
ous, and for not being humorous.
We are criticized for bringing in
high-priced foreign guests, and for
not bringing in high-priced guests.
In fact, I think the critics have
criticized everything, the set, the
panelists, the moderator, the pro-
duction, everything. But the em-
barrassing thing that perplexes the
critics to distraction is that the
audience grows and grows and
grows.

tragic mask and wrote it with a
twinkle in his eye.”

According to one story, O’Neill
had just completed writing another
play and decided to take a rest.
But he woke one morning with
the plot and characters so clearly
in his mind he wrote Ah! Wilder-
ness in a month and with only one
draft.

Ah! Wilderness! was first pre-
sented in 1933. This Hall of Fame
TV presentation, a salute to the
playwright which illustrates his
comeback, has Lloyd Nolan play-
ing Nat Miller, the editor; Helen
Hayes playing Essie Miller, his
wife (Helen Hayes is currently
starring in O’Neill’s A Touch of a
Poet on Broadway); and Lee Kin-
solving playing the rebellious
young son who no doubt is based
on O’Neill himself. Robert Har-
tung wrote the adaptation for TV.

ductions this year will be geared
in this direction.

On Sunday (CBC Concert Hall)
we can hear six pieces from the
Fitzwilliam Virginal Book. This
book is so-called because it was
left to Cambridge University by
Viscount Fitzwilliam in 1816. It
was known as Queen Elizabeth’s
Virginal Book, as at one time it
was thought it might have be-
longed to her, but it was later
proved that this could not have
been so. It is one of the greatest
treasures of English music and ap-
parently belonged to an amateur
virginal player named Francis Tre-
gaim of the early 17th century. It
is in manuscript and is a kind of
musical diary which gives us a
complete cross section of the music
of that period.

Tregaim’s name will go down in
history, as not only was he the
compiler of the Fitzwilliam Book,
but also of a collection of over
1,100 madrigals and instrumental

pieces which are in the British
Museum and another smaller col-
lection which is in the New York
Public Library. He had a stormy
life and ended up in prison where
he died. The pieces we shall hear
on Sunday are by a variety of
Elizabethan composers including
William Byrd and John Bull.

Also on Sunday (Chamber Music)
we can hear an extreme rarity in
Beethoven’s Octet in E flat for
wind instruments. Beethoven’s
works for wind ensemble, of which
there are several, are very seldom
played. This Octet is Opus 103
and came at a time in the com-
poser’s life when he was writing
some of his greatest music. All the
wind music of the 18th and early
19th centuries was written for per-
formance outdoors and it is under
these conditions that it should be
heard for its full effect. The usual
place of performance was the out-
door beer garden or public park
and it is extraordinary how much
immortal music was originally
written for performance in such re-
creational locations.

On CBC Wednesday Night we
can hear Handel’s Samson from Ot-

tawa. During this Handel year Sam-
son has had quite a revival and
was put on at Covent Garden as an
opera with great success—our Jon
Vickers taking the leading part. It
contains much magnificent music
and is such a welcome change
from the everlasting Messiah.

Evelyn Rothwell
—Lady Barbirolli

When her school orchestra
needed an oboe player, Evelyn
Rothwell decided to become one,
and that fortunate decision led to
a brilliant international career that
has taken her to Austria, Australia,
Denmark, France, Germany, Hol-
land, Italy, Norway, Sweden, and
Switzerland. Recently she accepted
invitations to play in South Am-
erica, Finland and Canada, in-
cluding a CBC Radio appearance
in the Distinguished Artists recital
series this Monday night.

In her native Great Britain Miss
Rothwell broadcasts regularly, ap-
pears on television, is a busy con-
cert artist, and has given numerous
lecture-recitals with piano, includ-
ing one called Round the World
with an Oboe. From 1931 to 1939
she played with several famous
British orchestras and with the
Busch Chamber Players. She gave
up her orchestral career in 1939
when she married conductor John
Barbirolli. They share a love of
collecting the 18th-century drink-
ing glasses and furniture, and of
watching cricket. He appreciates
her photography, and she the fine
art of his cooking.

“The Littlest of Kings”
Hotv Rudy Dorn designed

the sets

The visual setting of the story
within 500 sq. ft. of Studio 7 floor
space presented quite a challenge
to those involved, particularly de-
signer Dorn. At Harvey Hart’s first
production meeting the idea was
considered of using a fully abstract,
“in limbo” approach, with light
only. It was later decided that be-
cause of the importance of environ-
mental factors in the story, a semi-
realistic approach would be best,
providing a glimpse of the struc-
ture of the village with low-key
lighting emphasizing its time-worn
quality.

Dorn pointed out that his sets
have been designed as a series of
pictures which together will convey
the atmosphere of the story, not as
an attempt to recreate the entire
village in the TV studio which
would be impossible, let alone im-
practical. He has made the Pass-
over setting the nucleus of the de-

sign. The women ’round the table
mentally relive their lives in the
village and the story-teller speaks
their thoughts. The cameras are
able to move freely, viewing the
table group and following the
women’s thoughts through the vil-
lage from various angles and in
various types of shots close-up,
wide - angle, medium and long-
range. Various cameras will be
used; The Monster (a TV camera
mounted on a crane), two pedestal
cameras, and the monorail camera
first used last December in CBC-
TV’s presentation of The Nut-
cracker ballet.

Dorn said that the woodcuts in
Sholom Aleichem Panorama, pub-
lished as a labour of love by M.
W. (Melech) Grafstein, editor and
publisher of The Jewish Observer,
London, provided great inspiration
for his set designs and were invalu-
able as regards his achieving au-
thenticity. The sets, however, are a
reduction all around, with an eye
to technical and budgetary limita-
tions. Some of the charmingly
curved roofs in the woodcuts would
have been very expensive to con-
struct, for example, so Dorn
straightened them out without los-
ing the essential character of the
buildings. Another important part
of the setting is a hill constructed
in the centre of the studio over
which a funeral procession proceeds
in the story.
