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First Award for School Telecasts CBC Winnipeg’s “The Elizabethan Theatre”
“The Elizabethan Theatre,” a joint project of the CBC

and the Manitoba Department of Education, was one of six
CBC television programs which received Ohio Awards. The
program, produced by Len Weinstein, was lauded for its
“lively and engrossing presentation . . . and for converting
theatre history into living theatre.”

CBC television programs won six
of the seven first awards given in
the network TV class at the 23rd
annual American Exhibition of Ed-
ucational Radio and Television pro-
grams. The exhibition, sponsored
by Ohio State University, was held
in Columbus May 6 to 8. The only
other first award presented in the
network TV class went to the
American Broadcasting Company.

One of the first awards went to
The Elizabethan Theatre, a CBC
Winnipeg production prepared in
co-operation with the Manitoba
Department of Education. The pro-
gram, one of the “experimental”
school telecasts seen on CBWT and
CKX-TV, was praised for “intelli-
gent and imaginative planning”
and for “bringing such awareness
into functional focus in a lively and
engrossing presentation of a sub-
ject too often blighted by pedantry
.

.

.” The citation stated that the
producer (Len Weinstein) has
done an “exemplary job” in con-
verting theatre history into living
theatre through the effective, col-
ourful, and knowing blend of the
elements needed for sound and
vital teaching in this area at this
level, and in the skilful integration
of content.

Most honoured series at the exhi-
bition was CBC-TV’s Explorations

which won first awards in three
categories systematic instruction
(for “The Origin of Life”), public
affairs (for “Men at the Top”), and
cultural programs (for “Li-Po: the
Banished Immortal”).

The citation for Explorations
described the series as “near-per-
feet use of television” and praised
it for “excellent technique, wonder-
ful continuity, exceptional editing,
and imaginative production.” The

"CLOSE-UP ON KRESTOVA" on the Sons of Freedom sect won the "Close-Up"
series a first award in the "personal and social problems" category. The citation
described the program as "brilliant—a distinguished achievement in the field of
the television documentary." The series as a whole was described as "dealing
frankly and boldly with controversy." Runners-up in this category were CBC's

"Open House" and CBS's "The Twentieth Century."

Summer replacement for the New
York Philharmonic will be a series of
recordings made at European festivals.
Tonight—an all-Sibelius concert from
Finland, played by orchestras which will
participate next month in the 1959 Sibel-
ius Festival the Helsinki City Sym-
phony and the Finnish Radio Symphony,
the latter conducted by the composer’s
son-in-law, Jussi Jalas. The program will
open with an almost-forgotten little
piece, "Andante Festivo,” which Sibelius
composed to celebrate the 25th anni-
versary of the founding of a factory in
1922. It was also the last work which
Sibelius conducted, on New Year’s Day,
1939, when it was broadcast to the
United States as Finland’s contribution
to the opening of the New York World’s
Fair. Jan Sibelius’ Symphony No. 6,
Op. 104, conducted Jussi Jalas, will be
followed by two symphonic tone poems,
"The first conducted by the
composer in the United States in 1914,
and "Lemminkainen and the Island
Maidens,” based on the 29th canto of
the great Finnish epic, "The Kalevala.”

citation continued: “By presenting
this series over a national network
during prime evening time the
CBC has set an example meriting
wide emulation.”

A Close-Up documentary on the
Sons of Freedom won the series a
first award in the “personal and
social problems” category. The cita-
tion described the program as “bril-
liant—a distinguished achievement
in the field of the television docu-
mentary.” Runners-up in this cate-
gory were CBC’s Open House,
CBS’s Armstrong Circle Theatre,
and CBS’s The Twentieth Century.

CBC-TV’s The Farmer on Trial
series won a first award in the
“programs for special interest
groups” class. Runners-up were two
religious series CBC’s Heritage
and NBC’s The Catholic Hour.

CBC -TV programs winning
runner-up awards or honourable
mention were Folio (for “Death of
a Salesman”), Guilty or Not Guilty,
and Junior Magazine.

First awards for radio programs
went to the following CBC pro-
grams: Summer Fallow (for the
fourth time and for the second con-
secutive year), Narrated Junior
Stories (Ontario school broadcast).

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Dr. Boyd Neil discusses the music of Handel which will
be featured daily next week in special radio broadcasts

marking the 200th anniversary of his death

During the last few weeks, at
Halle in Germany, there has been
held a Festival of Handel’s operas.
Halle was the great composer’s
home town and he was an under-
graduate at the university there.

It has been said that Handel’s
operas should be to the singer what
Bach’s “48” are to the keyboard
player. The only trouble is that the
operatic scores are so inaccessible.
It has now been discovered that
the famous Handel Society edition
of some eighty years ago is incor-
rect and incomplete, while the
English vocal scores which are
available are complete travesties
and are outdated in matters of
scholarship. All this is gradually
being straightened out, but it will
take many years before we begin
to hear Handel correctly.

The Halle Festival was appar-
ently a revelation and those who
were lucky enough to be present
are loud in their praise of the per-
formances and productions and
thrilled with the realization that
they heard four of the world’s
greatest operas in wonderful per-
formances. The works given were
Admeto, Julius Caesar, Toro and
Ariodante. How many of us could
hum one single melody from any
of these works? Possibly at some
time we may have heard one song
from Julius Caesar, but that is all.
What a tragic state of affairs that
this, perhaps the greatest of all
composers, should be practically
unknown.

Although it is two hundred years
since Handel died in London, he
certainly needs a bicentennial cele-
bration to teach us something
about his music. It is estimated
that nine-tenths of his music has
not been performed at all since he
died and the tenth which is per-
formed, is usually presented in a
manner which would have appal-
led the composer. The chief trouble

is that the intimate feeling of his
work was completely wrecked dur-
ing the century that followed his
death and the works were pre-
sented in a pompous, stilted man-
ner, with orchestral and choral
forces badly balanced and much
too large. Correct and pious
singers, wholly deficient in passion
and intimacy, tried to deal with the
difficult arias. As one critic has put
it very well; “The Handel legend
seemed to be that his music was all
empty show, pompous colonnades,
noble and cold statuary.”

Things are coming along and we
are beginning to hear this mighty
composer in a more suitable style
than hitherto. For instance, at the
Halle Festival the orchestra in-
cluded 2 harpsichords, 2 harps, 1
contra bassoon, 1 bass flute, 4
oboe d’amore, 2 viole d’amore, 1
viole da gamba, 4 theorbos. All

Three Types
Of Criminals

There are three types of crimi-
nals who can’t be helped by the
traditional system of prison treat-
ment, says Dr. Howard Jones of the
University of Leicester, England.
A social psychologist, Dr. Jones is
currently Visiting Professor at the
School of Social Work at the Uni-
versity of Toronto. He is particu-
larly interested in modern develop-
ments in penology, the branch of
criminology dealing with prison
management and the reformatory
treatment of criminals. He’ll de-
scribe the three types of criminals
requiring a special approach in
radio talks on the Monday, Tues-
day and Thursday Post-News Talk,
under the title of Criminals I Have
Known. Each talk will take the
form of a biographical sketch.

Dr. Jones says that for obvious
reasons he wouldn’t want to tell the

these instruments were used for
the continue parts, which was per-
fectly correct. So that it will be
seen how far from the truth we are
in our usual feeble efforts with this
composer.

Apart from the operas, I think
there is little doubt that Handel’s
greatest works are the dramatic
oratorios to which he turned when
his opera company went bankrupt.
Messiah is by no means typical of
these; most of them are non-relig-
ious in tone and two of the finest,
Semele and Hercules, are not even
Biblical. In Handel’s time they
were nearly always given in a
theatre, although without stage ac-
tion, but they are essentially
theatrical music and the one build-
ing they should never suggest is
the church. In the past, especially
at Cambridge during the 1930’s
there were magnificent theatrical
productions of some of the great
oratorios. These, again, were revel-
ations of the dramatic force of
these works and the recent per-

formances of Samson at Covent
Garden have once more shown
what the musical world has been
missing for two hundred years.

Probably the one and only work
of Handel which was conceived on
a big scale was the Fireworks
music which he wrote in 1749 to
celebrate the Peace of Aix-la-
Chapelle. At various festive occa-
sions, including Edinburgh Festi-
val, this has been given in the
correct style with lots of brass and
dozens of oboes and bassoons.

intimate story of actual criminals,
so he has made his three people
composites of types he has worked
with. The first is The Punishment
Seeker. His mixed-up mind craves
punishment, and he’s going to go
on committing crimes as long as
they result in the prison term he
wants. The second type is The
Empty Man who, through his early
experience, is socially isolated, cold

and callous, and incapable of nor-
mal relationships. “His case points
up the importance of taking a close
look at what is happening to the
family unit in our social scheme,”
Dr. Jones says. Disturbed people
are the result of unsatisfactory
family life. The third, less danger-
ous type, is the Sheep in Wolfs
Clothing, or the garden variety of
criminal. He’s a follower, drawn
into crime by associating with
other criminals. This talk illustrates
the importance of not compound-
ing the difficulties of the sheep by
confining him with the wolves, who
would only serve to teach him new
tricks. While lecturing at the
School of Social Work in Toronto,
Dr. Jones is doing research on alco-
holism. He returns to England in
the summer. A graduate of the
University of London, he has been
attached to the University of
Leicester for five years, and has
done considerable research among
child delinquents and disturbed
adults. He is the author of several
books: Crime and the Penal Sys-
tem, Prison Reform Now, and Re-
luctant Rebels, soon to be released.

To use the word “sincerity” of good
artistic performances is, I think,

always wrong. In fact it usually im-
plies some sort of deficiency in

technique which has to be covered
over by a suggestion that the hearts

of the players, if not their fingers,
are in the right place.—Chester

Duncan, on CBW’s “Tossing Show.”

Everyone knows them—but they
aren’t really the words, they are a
translation of the original text, al-
beit a translation much loved
throughout the English speaking
world. Consequently, some TV
viewers of this Tuesday’s CBC
Folio will be surprised to hear the
familiar melody with unfamiliar
lyrics:

Vilya, O Vilya, my nymph of
delight.

Haunting the woodland, enchant-
ing tire night.

“Operetta-goers loved the old
words of The Merry Widow, and
with justification,” says Folio pro-
ducer Norm Campbell. “But I’m
sure they will also enjoy the fresh
directness and simplicity of this
new translation by the German
author Christopher Hassall. Mr.
Hassall, of course, went back to
the original text by Franz Lehar.”

The Merry Widow (played by
Helena Scott) is a rich and beauti-
ful widow living in Paris. She is a
Pontevedrian subject who must be
stopped at all costs from marrying
a Parisian, because then she would
take her money from Pontevedra
and leave that country flat broke.
Danilo (David Atkinson) is hired
to charm her away from the most
likely Frenchman (Frank Poretta)
who is actually flirting with the
wife (Marie Gauley) of the Ponte-
vedrian ambassador (Louis Zorich).
Meanwhile, back at the Embassy
. . . Well, the story may not be very
deep, but it’s funny and it lends
itself to some of the most charming
songs in operetta.

The Merry Widow also contains
some famous dances: The Merry
Widow Waltz, the Polonaise, the
Grisettes of Paris doing the Can-
can and so on. This provides some
first rate spectacle in the operetta

and producer Campbell intends
using his chance. He has 14 mem-
bers of the National Ballet for the
show with staging and choreo-
graphy by David Adams.

“We’ll be using the overhead
monorail camera which allows
quick transitions from one set to
another,” says Campbell. “This will
allow us to make the most of the
spectacular aspects from above and
also to move in quickly for the more
intimate singing which, after all, is
the essence of TV.”

The Merry Widow was Lehar's
third operetta. The first failed, the
second had considerable success
limited to Vienna, while The
Widow spread his fame throughout
the world. In one year alone before
World War I it had 19,000 dif-
ferent performances; at one time in
Buenos Aires it ran in five different
theatres in five different languages.
It led to a long string of successes
broken by World War I. Not until
he met Richard Tauber in 1924 did
Lehar pick up again with another
string of successes. He wrote his
last work, an opera called Giudetta
in 1935, was left alone with his
Jewish wife by the Nazis during
World War 11, and died in 1948.
In all he wrote 32 operettas, two
operas, two symphonic poems, two
violin concertos, three sonatas for
piano, about 100 songs and about
100 smaller orchestral pieces.

Montreal-born David Atkinson,
Helena Scott, and Frank Poretta
have all recently been in the opera
season at the New York City
Centre. Other cast members, be-
sides Marie Gauley and Louis
Zorich are Tom Kneebone (Njagus),
Bill Cole (Cascada), Alan Crofoot
(St. Brioche), Ber n i e Johnson
(Bogdanowitsch), Harry Mossfield
(Kromow), Alex Gray (Pritschitz),
and Natalie Butko (Olga).

WHERE will they go? Frank
Willis asks this question

Wednesday night when Close-Up
takes us to meet the forgotten
debris of the Second World War,
the refugees.

The United Nations counts two
million refugees today, living with-
out hope on the rooftops of Hong
Kong, in the tattered tents of the
Gaza strip, in the hill caves of
North Africa. For all of them fife
is hard.

But for 160,000 derelicts in
Western Europe, it is a different
kind of hardship. These people
have been refugees for 14 years.
Some of them were bom in refugee
camps. Most of them can hardly
remember anything else.

These are the people nobody
wants. The maimed, the tubercular,
the sick in body and spirit. They
have watched as others have gone
off to make a new fife in Australia,
in Belgium, in Canada. But for
them, the call never comes.

This year, beginning June 1, the
United Nations will make a new
effort to close out the refugee
camps and resettle their victims.
They call it World Refugee Year,
dedicated to this proposition—that
we cannot make speeches about
liberty and human rights so long

Wednesday on “Close-Up”

“Close-Up” takes a look at the lives of five of the 160,000
derelicts who are “the debris of World War II” in Europe

as we leave people rotting in refu-
gee camps around the world.

One camp where they are rotting
is Kapfenbergg, somewhere in Aus-
tria. Here Close-Up examines their
problem. Writer George Robertson
describes it this way:

“It’s a peculiar sort of village.
An invention of the 20th century,
a collection of wooden barracks
housing a thousand people who
come from different countries,
speak different languages, have
little in common except for one
fact. They are all refugees.”

Allan King of Vancouver, who
produced and directed the film for
Close-Up, warns that the refugee
story as he found it in Austria is no
stark, overt tragedy.

“Before we came to grips with
individual refugees, that was what
we expected,” he says. “But the
truth of the matter is, people do
not five for 14 years, day in, day
out, with tragedy without coming
to terms with it.

“This is not to say that tragedy
disappears. It simply takes on more
subtle forms, cropping out in a
look, a reflection on a bitter past,
a wrecked future, a useless present.
It is this we have tried to capture
on film.”

The Close-Up film is the story of
five people.

It is the story of Alexey Smirdlov,
who can never be accepted for
emigration to Canada, or anywhere
else, because his youngest child is
blind in one eye. Alexey says he is
happy. He is certainly courageous.

It is the story of Elfi, 14 years
old, attractive, sexually precocious.
Elfi was born in the camps, has
never known any other life. Now
she is old enough to leave, but she
is ill-prepared for the world into
which she must plunge.

It is the story of Vassili, whose
wife is dying of cancer, who has

nothing left but the faded photo-
graphs of the happiness they once
knew; of Yukiewicz, who has only
eight children now because he
threw the ninth into a snowbank
one night when he got drunk; and
of little Yurko, who celebrates his
fourth birthday and opens his first
present.

The film is a study of people,
and differs considerably from the
usual Close-Up in featuring visual
images rather than interviews. U.N.
refugee workers who have seen it
describes it as “completely faith-
ful.”

It follows the pattern Allan King
established in his earlier films Skid

Roto, The Yukoner and The Pem-
berton 'Valley. Skid Row, a docu-
mentary study of Vancouver’s alco-
holics, won the Canadian Film
Award for television films in 1958
and was the CBC entry in several
international film festivals.

The refugee film was photo-
graphed by Rolph Blakstad, a Can-
adian painter now living in the
Balearic Islands off Spain.

Ever since the establishment of the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization
the International Service has broad-
cast many programs dealing with the
work of NATO as a whole and with
Canada’s part in it in particular.

The latest series of broadcasts re-
lating to NATO was carried out last
month. Following the 10th anniver-
sary celebrations and meeting of
Ministers in Washington, the NATO
Permanent Council visited Canada
from April 8 to 10. During the visit
to Montreal, representatives of eight
of the NATO countries were inter-
viewed by the International Service.
These included the foreign ministers
of Denmark and Belgium, and the
Permanent Representatives of the
United Kingdom, the Netherlands,
Norway, Italy, the Federal German
Republic, and Canada.

Arrangements for these interviews
were made possible through the co-
operation of the Department of Ex-
ternal Affairs in Ottawa and with the
help of Canada’s Permanent Repre-
sentative to the North Atlantic Coun-
cil.

Listeners in the various countries
concerned were able to hear the
broadcasts over shortwave and in
some instances it was possible to ar-
range for additional re-broadcast of
the interviews over local radio facili-
ties. In the United Kingdom, in
France, and in Italy the broadcasts
were heard over shortwave, while lis-
teners in Germany were able to hear
the German interview not only in the
regular transmissions but also twice
over RIAS Berlin by way of the
Trans-Atlantic cable; NCRV in Hil-
versum and the Danish State Radio
in Copenhagen had also asked for a
direct Trans-Atlantic cable connec-
tion in addition to the shortwave
transmissions, and the interview with
the Foreign Minister of Belgium was
recorded on tape and shipped to INR
in Brussels for their Flemish broad-
casts.

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MUSIC ON RADIO

The programming for the CBC
Symphony Concert on Sunday eve-
ning is most ingenious. It consists
of three Concerti Grossi, one by
Vivaldi, one by Papineau-Couture
and one by Norman Symonds. The
Vivaldi work is, of course, the
usual 18th century type of con-
certo grosso and the other two
works show how this form has
been adapted by modern com-
posers to suit instruments in an
orchestra that Vivaldi never
dreamed of. The Concerto Grosso
by Papineau-Couture, a well
known Montreal composer, dates
from 1943 and is written for a
small orchestra more along the
lines of the combinations used by
the 18th century composers. The
work by Norman Symonds, a To-
ronto musician, is entitled “Con-
certo Grosso for jazz quintet and
orchestra.” The solo group in this
work is trombone, saxophone,
guitar, string bass and drums. The
work has been heard before on
CBC and proved to be exhilarating
enough for a repeat performance
this week.

Bluenose Songs,
Stories, on Radio

Over 30 years ago a young Nova
Scotian author was looking for ma-
terial. Someone told her to go to
the home of Enos Hartlen at South
East Passage, near Halifax. “The
People down there will not only
tell you stories, they’ll sing you
songs as well,” she was told.

Helen Creighton knew little
about folk songs, but she went to
see Enos Hartlen, and stated her
business. “You see those stars up
there,” said Hartlen. “Well, as
many stars as there are up there is

as many songs as I used to be able
to sing, but now me teeth is gone
and me voice is rusty.”

After hearing him sing. Dr.
Creighton knew she could not al-
low such songs to die with the
people, now growing old, who sang
them. And that started a career of
collecting folksongs which has
brought her international acclaim
and scholarly recognition, includ-
ing fellowships and appointments
by the United States Library of
Congress and the National Museum
at Ottawa.

Recently the CBC has been pre-
senting a Friday night radio series
by Helen Creighton, Bluenose
Ghosts.

OUT OF THE bayous and sugar-
cane plantations of the deep

American South in pre-Civil War
days came a new, pure form of
music with a beat that stirred the
emotions like nothing before. Flav-
ored with the traditions of African
Negroes, Creoles, French and
Spanish it ripened into an uncon-
ventional, distinctive style in the
back alleys of New Orleans, and
gradually worked its way up the
Mississippi, evolving still further
in Chicago until an untamed, re-
bellious spirit had become a full-
blown force. Its name was jazz.
Why? Nobody knows for sure.

One school of thought insists
that the word jazz was derived
from the French verb jaser, to gos-
sip or chat together, as the jazz
instruments certainly do in any
jam session. Another explanation is
that it comes from the nicknames
(Jas. or Chas.) of popular Negro
musicians. But these are trivial
points. The important thing is that
jazz has emerged from a fog of
misunderstanding (for some people
it has symbolized moral and crimi-
nal anarchy) and the stultifying
effects of over-commercialization,
and established itself firmly as a
fluid art, rich in possibilities.

A few composers have experi-
mented with jazz within the frame-
work of an old traditional form,
and one of the most successful of
them is bearded, 38-year-old
Norman Symonds of Toronto. His
Concerto Grosso for Jazz Quintet
and Symphony Orchestra will be
performed on CBC radio Sunday
night by the CBC Symphony Or-

chestra conducted by Victor Feld-
brill, and the Ron Collier Quintet.
For contrast the program will in-
clude examples of other types of
concerto grosso—one by Canadian
composer Jean Papineau-Couture,
and another by Antonio Vivaldi,
the early 18th-century Italian com-
poser who standardized the three-
movement form of the concerto
grosso.

The Symonds concerto was writ-
ten at the suggestion of Terence

ductor Feldbrill for arranging such
an interesting evening.

In the concert by the Vancouver
Chamber Orchestra on Thursday
evening we can hear A Short Sym-
phony by Howard Swanson. This
is an American composer who
hails from Atlanta and is one of
the many who made some of his
studies in Paris with Nadia
Boulanger. Since 1941 he has lived
in New York and seven years ago
he won the New York Critics
award with this Short Symphony,
which was conducted by Dimitri
Mitropoulos at Carnegie Hall. He
is probably best known by his
songs which have been sung by
many famous singers, chiefly
Marian Anderson. Actually the
Short Symphony dates from 1948
and since then has been played
several times by the New York
Philharmonic Orchestra. It is one
of the most interesting of modern
compositions for chamber orches-
tra.

On Wednesday evening there is
a concert of chamber muse by the
famous Spanish composer Turina,
who died some ten years ago.

one of his earliest works dating
from 1911 and the Piano Quartet
was written in 1931, when the
composer was writing his best
music. Here we have music with
as strong a nationalist flavour as
any ever written. At the beginning
of this century the three famous
Spaniards, de Falla, Albeniz and
Turina, were all in Paris and had
dreams of establishing a great
Spanish school of music in the
nature of those of France and
Russia. Turina writes at that time
a rather naive description of the
aims and ideals of this group.
“There we realized,” he wrote,
“that music should be an art and
not a diversion for the frivolity of
women and the dissipation of man.
We were three Spaniards gathered
together in that corner of Paris and
it was our duty to fight bravely
for the national music of our coun-
try.” The group were much en-
couraged by dTndy, Debussy,
Ravel and Schmitt, whose friends
they all were. It is strange that the
great Spanish school never really
eventuated, although each of these
men wrote fine music, and it is
somewhat ironical for us to have
to admit, as has so often been
stated, that “the best Spanish
music has been written by French-
men.”

Bernard Shaw’s
Don Juan in Hell

EVERY playwright has his own
tricks for getting his ideas into

dramatic form. Some writers pre-
pare the last act first, and thenstart
at the beginning and work up to it.
Others write a series of scenes and
then relate them, and some, of
course, begin with Act I and breeze
right through. With Man and Su-
perman George Bernard Shaw
wrote the middle first, the scene
known as Don Juan in Hell, a phil-
osophic dialogue comprising most
of Act 111. It sums up his feelings
and observations about life, death,
society in general, and the battle of
the sexes in particular. He wrote
it at the suggestion of a friend, and
then liked it so well that he de-
cided to build a play around it,
making the Hell scene a dream
sequence involving some of the
principals in the rest of the play.
Because of the length of Man and
Superman—five hours—this scene is
usually left out of modern produc-
tions, with the author’s permission
. . . one of the few triflings with
his works he allowed.

Since Don Juan in Hell is com-
plete in itself, with few characters,
it makes an admirable vehicle for
a drama quartet. Elaborate sets,
costumes and other theatrical trap-
pings are unnecessary, as the scene
is a meaty, brittle dialogue rather
than a stage piece. That makes it
ideal for radio, as listeners hear on
Tuesday afternoon, when Four’s
Company presents it with Diana
Maddox as Dona Ana, John Drainie
as Don Juan, Tony Van Bridge as

Shaw pictured woman as the
pursuer, and man as the pursued,
victimized by the cunning schemes
of the female. “Why,” he says in
his preface to the play, written
shortly after his own marriage, “the
whole world is strewn with snares,
traps, gins, and pitfalls for the cap-
ture of men by women.” He goes
on to say: “My Don Juan is the
quarry instead of the huntsman.
Yet he is a true Don Juan, with a
sense of reality that disables con-
vention, defying to the last the fate
which finally overtakes him.” He
points out that in Shakespeare’s
plays women always take the in-
itiative. “In his problem plays and
his popular plays alike the love in-
terest is the interest of seeing the
woman hunt the man down ... I
find in my own plays that woman,
projecting herself dramatically by

Gibbs, assistant to the CBC’s di-
rector of music. Symond’s Octet
performed one of his works at the
Stratford Festival in the summer
of 1957, and Gibbs was so im-
pressed with Symonds’ composi-
tional approach to jazz that he
urged him to write something for
symphony orchestra and small
jazz group. The Concerto Grosso
is the result—22 minutes long, in
two movements, the first slow, the
second using two tempos, medium
and fast, and including an im-
provised section and solo portions
against an orchestral background.
It made its debut on CBC radio
two years ago with the same per-
formers. Gibbs describes it as “the
most satisfactory symphonic jazz
I’ve ever heard, better than that of
Rolf Lieberman and others who
have experimented along the same
lines.” Victor Feldbrill is just as
enthusiastic. “Symonds has really
found the secret of writing sym-
phonic jazz. His concerto isn’t
gimmick-ridden,” he says, “not a
battle of jazz versus symphonic
music, and much superior to any-
thing else of its type I’ve heard.”

Symonds has this to say about
his work: “I try to incorporate all
the elements of jazz—improvisa-
tion, consistence of jazz beat and
instrumentation—in the framework
of traditional forms, without losing
the feeling and vitality unique to
jazz. The jazz field has enormous
possibilities, and Canada offers me
all the stimulus I need. My main
ambition is to write a jazz opera,
if I can find a librettist .

thing more directly associated with
jazz than Porgy and Bess . . . and
I’m greatly interested in writing
jazz for solo dancer.”

After studying piano, clarinet
and harmony at the Royal Con-
servatory of Music in Toronto, and
considerable experience playing
clarinet and saxophone in dance
bands, Symonds became interested
in jazz composing six years ago,
and formed his own group of eight
musicians (among them Ron Col-
lier) who were willing to rehearse
his experimental work.
