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Canada’s only pre-war television conductor recalls some of his
early experiences on two continents and considers the develop-

ment of orchestral playing in Winnipeg

ERIC WILD’S long career as a
conductor of broadcast music

is possibly unique in that it began
in television and is now very
largely centred in radio.

In 1936, with the shadow of the
Great Depression still hovering
about, Eric went to Europe as
trumpeter with a small orchestra.
After a season in Monte Carlo,
where he heard Richard Strauss
conducting a ballet, he returned to
London for an engagement at the
Savoy Hotel. It so happened that
at this time the BBC was just
launching its television broadcasts
(first in the world), and was au-
ditioning musicians. Eric was au-
ditioned by Sir Henry Wood, Sir
Adrian Boult, and several other
prominent musicians.

“It was the toughest session I
ever went through,” he says. “I be-
lieve I sweated more blood in those
few days than I have ever done in
music before or since but I got
in.”

The result was that he found
himself sitting for hours under
glaring lights and in tropical heat,
pounding out all sorts of music.
But it was fascinating, and to this
day Eric insists that it was his
greatest thrill. The BBC was am-
bitious, and the TV broadcasts
were often spectacular. The or-
chestra accompanied performances
by famous comedians like Tommy
Handley of 1.T.M.A., songs by
Gracie Fields, and ballets by the
great Sadler’s Wells troupe.

Before long Eric was assigned to
musical arrangements and conduct-
ing.

“This was my first introduction
to thoroughgoing professional
work,” he says. “There is really
nothing like it, and I’ll never regret
those years. We had to meet all
sorts of demands for popular
music, dance music, accompani-
ments, concert work, symphonic
work, everything, I believe I was

fortunate to get such experience so
early in my career, and I think
most professional musicians will
agree that it is good training for
any musician.”

But there was a long period of
training behind Eric Wild when
he joined the BBC orchestra in
1936. It began in his home town
of Sault Ste. Marie, Ontario, when
he was a boy in high school. Even
then Eric was a union musician,
playing trumpet, violin and clarinet
in concert and dance bands. But
music became more and more ab-
sorbing, and 1928 found him at
the University of Michigan in Ann
Arbor, studying for a musical de-
gree. Four years later—four years
of unbroken work, because Eric
had no capital and had to work his
way through —he was graduated
with the degree of Bachelor of
Music. A variety of jobs followed,
chiefly playing with orchestras on
Great Lakes ships including the
ill-fated Noronic. A scholarship
from the University gave him the
chance to play with the Chicago
Civic Orchestra, but he had to
turn down the invitation when it
came, because a big event inter-
vened his marriage to another
musical graduate of Michigan. For
a time, Eric went back to the Uni-
versity studying for his Master’s
Degree and working as a student
instructor, but family responsibili-
ties drove him out to the working
world, and back to Canada. In To-
ronto, failing to get a place as an
instructor in Ontario schools, he
worked as an arranger with Geof-
frey Waddington at the old CRBC
station, doing a lot of conducting
also. His European trip and work
with the BBC followed, and at the
outbreak of war, having sent his
wife and family home to Canada,
he worked at troop entertainment
in England and France, including
a trip with Gracie Fields up to the
front lines just before Dunkirk.
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ERIC WILD
is currently conducting two national
network programs — “Dancing Story-
book" (Wednesdays on CBC-TV) and
“Winnipeg Summer Concert” (Sun-

days on CBC radio).

The following year found Eric
back in Canada, working now
with the CBC in Toronto, and con-
ducting shows on which Alan
Young, Wayne and Shuster, and
others now prominent in the enter-
tainment world appeared as guest
artists. Then the Navy commis-
sioned him as a lieutenant and con-
ductor of the Navy Show, and a
few months later he was back
again in England. He travelled all
over the British Isles entertaining
troops, worked again with the BBC
as arranger and conductor, and
ended up with Navy Show visits to
Paris, Brussels, Amsterdam, and
Germany.

With the war over, Eric returned
to Toronto, but in 1947 he was
offered the job of building up a
CBC concert orchestra in Winni-
peg, and acting as general music
advisor to the CBC in the Prairie
Region. The Concert Orchestra re-
mains his central interest, though
he has been associate conductor of
the Winnipeg Symphony, and is
today conductor of the Royal Win-
nipeg Ballet and the Rainbow
Stage.

Looking back over his years with
the CBC Concert Orchestra, Eric

remembers not only the distin-
guished artists who were his guests,
but also the fine young artists of
the west, many of whom made
their debuts under his baton.
Among prominent performers he
named Donald Bell, baritone; An-
ton Kuerti, pianist; Joseph Pach,
violinist; Albert Pratz, violinist;
Joan Maxwell, mezzo-soprano; and
Ruth Watson Henderson, pianist.
Others were Peter Koslowsky, tenor;
Rolande Gamier, mezzo-soprano;
Orville Derraugh, baritone; Gladys
Kriese, contralto; Marilyn Duffus,
contralto; Norman Chapman, Bran-
don pianist; Carlina Carr, Calgary
pianist; Florence Faiers, mezzo-
soprano; Evelyn Anderson, soprano,
Gerald Stanick, violist; Peggie
Sampson, ’cellist, and many others.

Memorable performances Eric
recalled were The Lowland Sea, by
Alec Wilder, with Marilyn Duffus
and Orville Derraugh in lead roles;
The King and I, on Rainbow Stage,
with Evelyn Anderson and Rolande
Gamier; Poeme de Tamour et de la
mer, (Chausson), with Rolande
Gamier; Joan Maxwell in The Sea
Pictures (Elgar), and Kurt Weil’s
Down in the Valley.

But Eric thinks that his two radio
productions of Gabriel Faure’s
Requiem, with the Winnipeg Con-
cert Orchestra and the Winnipeg
Choristers, in 1949 and 1958, have
been high points in his career.

“I have learned more in Winni-
peg than anywhere else,” he says,
“and the two performances of the
Faure Requiem seem to illustrate
better than anything else the de-
velopment of the standards of
musical performance in this city.
Many of the musicians working in
the second performance were heard
in the first, but the standard of per-
formance had risen tremendously,
and it made me feel proud and
happy to have been associated with
music here in those ten eventful
years.”

While he has remained pretty
steadily in Winnipeg for the past
twelve years, Eric has done some
travelling—in the United States on
tour with the Royal Winnipeg
Ballet, and to Toronto to conduct
the Toronto and CBC Symphony.
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One of the CBC Wednesday
Night highlights this week will be
a half-hour feature called Fanfare
for Two Elizabeths, prepared by
Jean Gow of Toronto, who de-
scribes it as “a device of docu-
ments. history, fact and informed
fancy, with some music, spanning
400 years from the first Elizabeth,
Queen of England, to the second
Elizabeth, Queen of Great Britain
and the Commonwealth overseas.”
Mrs. Gow goes on to say that
“exactly 400 years ago this year
Elizabeth Tudor, daughter of King
Henry VIII, was crowned Queen.
She was well educated, beautiful,
and 25 years of age. Six years ago

Sensitivity
to music must be developed, and
we hope to develop this sensitivity
and interest in children, and in
that way to erase the prejudice.”

Back in Ontario, cowboy star
Smiley Burnett saw his act and
recommended him for the Main
Street Jamboree show over CHML
Hamilton. He spent a year and a
half with the show and then joined
the Golden Prairie Boys, a radio
group in Wingham, Ontario.

In June, 1956, Country Hoedmon
began and Tommy became a key
member of the cast. He has been
on the show ever since. Adulation
contained in 2,000 fan letters a
week, many of them proposals, is
heady stuff for a 21-year-old. But
Hunter is still a refreshingly modest
and level-headed young man—and
still single.

Between Friday night Country
Hoedown shows, Tommy has been
making personal appearances with
King Ganam in Southern Ontario
centres, and recently had an album
released on the RCA Victor label.

Aga Khan IV, honourable chief
and spiritual leader of 20 million
Ismaili Moslems, will be a guest
on Close-Up Wednesday, June 10.

It will be his first informal tele-
vision interview for the 22-year-
old grandson of Aga Khan HI,
who is an undergraduate at Harv-
ard University and 50th in a direct
line of descent from the prophet
Mohammed.

Khan, as he is known to class-
mates at Harvard, is a handsome
six-footer who plays outside left
on the Ivy League soccer team,
lives in a regular student dormi-
tory and occasionally rides the
subway from Cambridge into Bos-
ton. He dates co-eds from nearby
Radcliffe College. With a reputed
income of a million dollars a year
from the tithes of his followers, he
is one of the world’s most eligible
bachelors.

But the Aga Khan IV is a seri-
ous student. He will graduate this
spring with a straight “A” in ori-
ental history and economics. He
regularly studies until two or three
a.m., devotes all his spare time to
the welfare of the worldwide re-
ligious sect which considers him
its spiritual and temporal leader.

With his grandfather’s secretary,
who lives in a Cambridge hotel not
far from the Harvard Yard, Prince
Karim (his given name) conducts
the affairs of state for the wealthy
merchants and traders who make
up the largest part of his Ismaili
sect.

“We get messages from every-
where,” he told a reporter. “Bom-
bay to Zanzibar to Zurich. People
all over send me regular reports.
But I must make the final decision.
When letters say things are work-
ing well, that the efforts of the
community are going ahead, my
day is made.”

Prince Karim, faithful to the
Moslem creed, does not drink or
smoke. But he is no lonely aesthete.
To his classmates he is a likeable
fellow. He declines to discuss his
personal affairs, but when asked
about girls was once quoted as
saying; “I thank God for women.”

Althought his grandfather was
one of the world’s richest poten-
tates, most of his fortune went to
his fourth wife, a former French
beauty queen known to Ismailis as
the Begum. Prince Karim inherited
mostly mosques and burial grounds,
but the two and one-half per cent
tithe paid by his followers has been
estimated to bring in a million
dollars a year. Most of it goes to
the world charities established by
his grandfather.

Classmates describe Karim as
“no playboy.” His studious nature
and sense of responsibility may be
the reason why Karim, instead of
his father Prince Aly Khan, was
chosen by Aga Khan HI to inherit
the spiritual leadership following
his death in 1957.

RITA GREER ALLEN
takes her place on the “One of a
Kind” panel again Wednesday night
on CBC-TV. After first giving up the
idea of becoming a painter, Rita has
written about 200 scripts for CRC.

Aly, best known as an ex-hus-
band of actress Rita Hayworth, is
the chief delegate of Pakistan to
the United Nations. Young Prince
Karim was the child of Prince
Aly’s first marriage to Joan Yarde-
Buller Guiness Khan, daughter of
a British peer. It ended in divorce
in 1949.

Karim was enrolled at Harvard
during the period when his grand-
father attracted world attention by
matching his weight (243 pounds)
with diamonds during the Bombay
celebration of the 60th year of his
ministry. As the fabulous Imam
sat on the golden scales, the faith-
ful contributed $2,200,000 i n
diamonds for aid to the sect’s poor.

He had other original schemes
for raising funds. Blessings were
telegraphed to new business ven-
tures for $5,000 each. After his
death a wealthy merchant paid
$36,000 for 25 ounces of the holy
water used to annoint him.

Prince Karim is said to frown
on such practices, and shuns the
ostentation and self-indulgence
which brought much criticism on
his father and grandfather. But
his philosophy and attitudes to-
wards other aspects of his inherit-
ance have never been publicized.

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MUSIC ON RADIO

This week’s musical offering is
not remarkable for its novelty, but
it does contain one new work
which is of particular interest to
me, though I have never heard it.
It is a Prelude and Fugue by
Leslie Mann, to be played in the
Winnipeg Summer Concert this
Sunday afternoon. I’ve been lucky
enough to have had some experi-
ence with the compositions of Mr.
Mann in the smaller forms, and I
have found them all very con-
genial and attractive, and some of
them very touching in their un-
slicked directness. It is pleasant to
see a Winnipeg radio orchestra,
among the others across the land,
giving itself, even occasionally, to
one of its most important responsi-
bilities, the performance of the
music of our own country. Of
course, this is the time.

I was delighted to see that the
Sunday Morning Recital (with
violinist Andrew Svilokos and
pianist Charles Reiner) includes
the Mozart Sonata in B flat
(K. 454), not because it is this
particular one, strong, humorous
and full of character though it is,
but because all the violin and
piano sonatas of Mozart badly
need more performances. Why
they are so unstudiously avoided
by fiddlers I really don’t know,
but I could perhaps suggest a
couple of mean reasons: first, the
piano part is rather too important
for a “soloist’s” comfort; and.

second, at all times the character
of the music demands the quali-
ties of sophisticated musicians
rather than those of unsophisti-
cated actors. Everything shows in
Mozart, even the fact that you
haven’t played any good chamber
music lately, or the sound of that
whisky voice that comes from too
much popularity. Anyway, I can’t
imagine any better, more peaceful,
or more edifying occupation in
the few hours before the holocaust
than to be playing over these de-
lightful sonatas. It would be a
kind of preparation too. But per-
haps the “solo” fiddlers have made
other arrangements, more devil-
ishly difficult.

More Mozart is to be heard on
Prairie Concert (Thursday on CBW,
Friday on CBK and CBX), this
time five songs more often heard
separately than together. This re-
cent tendency in radio program-
ming to present a number of songs
by one composer, even in 15-
minute periods, is to be com-
mended. One song by each of say
six composers doesn’t give you a
good idea of anybody, and is also
very hard on the singer, who is
generally no dextrous anthologist
anyway. A group of Mozart’s songs
for voice and piano, for example,
is a far better idea, doubly so be-
cause the writing, as usual, is
delicate and fine, and cleverly ap-
preciative of the medium. Hearing
the songs in this way, the listener
should be able to avoid that idea
of vocal Mozart as a sort of sim-
pering simplicity ripe for parody.
The problem Mozart constantly
poses in his slighter pieces is how
to be clean and innocent without
giving the audience the idea that
you are some kind of a coy 18th-
century idiot.

The Romantics are always with
us. I notice that the excellent Cana-
dian pianist Neil Chotem is to play
the Schumann G Minor Sonata,

opus 22, in his Distinguished
Artists Recital on Monday evening.
This is a grandiloquent work, full of
sound and fury, signifying, among
other things, an excellent ear for
sonorities and general pianistic
know-how. If its intensity means
less in these days than it did in
1835, it still has a lot more musical
point than the extra-musical “pro-
fundities” of the romantic Liszt
with his stupifying meno-pauses
and literary sensationalism. And it
is not necessary to be enthralled
by the personality of Schumann to
like his music, though I suppose
even with his it still helps. This
sonata is broad and brilliant, and
Mr. Chotem’s temperament is just
right for it. I can’t say that Tm
fond of the second movement, the
Andantino, where a simple and
rather banal melody is made to
bear the weight of the world, but
everything else is engaging and
bustling, and in the fine conclud-
ing Rondo, though there’s a certain
strain for the listener in the two
slower semi - recitative passages,
even they have a charm of authen-
tic 19th century sentiment that is
very close to the atmosphere of the
songs, where this composer is, after
all, at his simple best. Reading
through the sonata (at a reduced
pace) I resolved once more to
learn it, but that, though a com-
pliment, is perhaps going a little
too far in appreciation, particularly
if, as seems certain, Mr. Chotem
makes such a labour clearly super-
fluous.

A garland of Romantic delights
is offered in the all-Chopin pro-
gram of Ada Bronstein on CBC
Concert Hall on Wednesday morn-
ing, but of course it is a Romanti-
cism purged by French delicacy of
the excesses of Lisztian Byronism.
Naturally it is Chopin the Pole who

Andrew Svilokos was bom in Yugo-
slavia in 1934 and began his musical
training when he was 11. Since 1949,
when he came to Canada, he studied
at the Quebec Provincial Conserva-
tory in Montreal. Later, he held

scholarships at the Juilliard School of
Music, New York, from which he
graduated in 1955 and returned to
Montreal to join the Montreal Sym-
phony.

LESLIE MANN

Edmonton-born musician Leslie
Mann says that writing music is
one of his “hobbies” along with
camping and gardening in the
summer, and reading in the winter,
and that his works are performed
“at rare intervals” in both Canada
and the U.S.

One of these “rare” occasions
comes this Sunday afternoon when
Eric Wild conducts the CBC Win-
nipeg Orchestra in Mr. Mann’s
Prelude and Fugue on Winnipeg
Summer Concert.

Mr. Mann, who is 35, married,
and the father of two boys (5 and
9), lived in Toronto for 11 years
before returning west less than a
year ago. In Toronto he worked as
a free-lance orchestral clarinettist,
playing with the Toronto Sym-
phony, the CBC Symphony, the
National Ballet, and on many CBC
radio programs. He has also per-
formed in public and on radio as
both soloist and chamber music
player.

A member of the Dirk Keetbaas
Players, Mr. Mann will be heard
with this woodwind group this
week (June 10) on CBC Wednes-
day Night.

Mr. Mann’s wife, Irene, is a
pianist. The Manns have been
heard in several chamber music
programs from CBC Winnipeg,
some of which included perform-
ances of Mr. Mann’s compositions.

Each summer, along with warm,
lazy Sunday evenings, mosquitoes,
concerts in the park and home
runs, comes Summer Stage, offer-
ing tops in warm-weather radio
listening. And this season, like a
long, cool soft-drink, it will effer-
vesce! says R. S. James, supervisor
of CBC radio drama.

“Were going to offer completely
different drama fare,” he says.
“There won’t be any heavy ma-
terial. Just entertaining, intriguing
plays designed to give our listeners
a lift. We’ll feature a variety of
treatments, in both technique and
approach. For instance, some plays
will be presented with music, some
without.”

is more evident in the Polonaise in

E flat minor, published in 1836,
but even in its dark and sinister
rhetoric the poise and elegance of
his writing makes finally invulner-
able what otherwise might be dam-
aged by the whims of emotional
fashion. There is generally a period,
soon after youth, when one reacts
against one’s infatuation for Chopin,
like the sudden disapproval of one’s
weakness for the sweets of Tenny-
son and Keats, but then later on
the reappraisal is inevitable, and
blessedly received, as all the fresh
sadness and strangeness of univer-
sal human experiences which the
“mature” scoffer has missed, come
flooding back. I remember, when I
was twelve, asking for the Noc-
turnes of Chopin at Christmas.
Tennyson said “deep as first love,”
and he was right. Ada Bronstein is
going to play the Nocturne in B
major. Since there are three in this
key, the jaded anti-romantics can
interest themselves in the game of
guessing which one it is. However,
all three are meticulous, proud, and
beautiful.

The evening concert of the Van-
couver Chamber Orchestra on
Thursdays has earned its reputation
as the embodiment of enterprise
and novelty in programming. But
this week, under the guest con-

ductorship of Sir Ernest MacMillan
and with pianist Edwin Heller, the
program has, for me, simply the
long-established attraction of one
of my favourite piano concertos,
the Ravel in G. Here again, as in
Chopin, we have that curious mix-
ture of elegance and pathos—crafts-
manship so brilliant that it dis-
courages the amateur on a tech-
nical level, but with a piercing
compassion that makes the artist
and listener one. I like all three
movements of the concerto, but it
is the slow second that I find un-
forgettable. It has a very long
piano introduction, very slow and
with a strange gangling French
charm, the charm of awkwardly
beautiful childhood I think. No
one but Ravel could have written
it or could have got away with it
without introducing more obvious
excitements and delights. And yet
when the orchestra finally enters
lightly with a delicious falling
phrase of the flute, one recognizes
the strength and rightness of the
opening measures. This is one of
the great moments in 20th century
music, a donnee used by a master.

some delightful surprises up his
sleeve. The first is The Wells of
the Saints by the Irish poet and
dramatist John Millington Synge,
adapted by Mac Shoub.

On July 5 there’ll be a show
from Winnipeg, then one from
Halifax, and after that the series
settles down in Toronto as a pro-
ducer’s showcase. Mr. James says
he has arranged for a number of
guest producers to direct plays of

their own choice, and their choices
are scintillating enough to keep
even the most energetic of listeners
from straying very far from their
radios for an hour on Sunday eve-
nings.

its effect on himself and his com-
rades. As the play opens, Borchert
(played by Michael Kane), looks
back on the death and destruction
of the war and tells about his
friends, the dead generation, and
himself, the youngster who was re-
cruited and told to kill. He hears
the voices of the few who were
“half alive” after the slaughter in
the snows of Russia, those who re-
turned to Germany and to a door
they couldn’t open. “We are the
generation without a God, because
they gave us no God,” he says.

There was Radi, a soldier who
died in Russia; the Corporal who
said the work must be done; Jesus,
the meek one who measured
graves; the Sergeant, who heard
Christmas carols in February; Bill
Brook, a Canadian soldier in Ham-
burg who went for a walk in the
borough of Billbrook.

And there was Beckmann (played
by John Hempstead), who came
home to no home and decided to
adopt the River Elbe, only to have
its waters refuse his suicide.

Borchert’s friends haunt him as
he sits in his bed awaiting release
from life. He sums up the futility
of it all as he says, “Before we
understood, it was over, and now
we are spewed out at night, se-
cretly, contemptibly, on to the in-
comprehensible coast of space,
and no one, no one recognizes us,
20-year-old, old men, so has the
roaring ravaged us.”

ravages of war on mind and body
in the dramatization of Wolfgang
Borchert’s prose works The Man
Outside. The drama, So Has the
Roaring Ravaged Us, has been
adapted by Boyce Richardson,
former Winnipeg newspaperman
now living in Montreal.

Wolfgang Borchert was bom in
Hamburg, Germany, in 1921. At
the age of 20 he was a private in
the German Army invading Rus-
sia. In 1942 he was wounded and
repatriated and, in the same year,
spent six months in solitary con-
finement under sentence of death
for plain speaking in private let-
ters. The sentence was commuted
because of his youth but he was
again imprisoned in 1944 after
more service on the Russian front.
After the war, he had small posi-
tions in theatres and cabarets for
a few months but his health was
ruined. From the end of 1945
until his death two years later, he
was in bed with fever.

It was in hospital in 1946 that
Borchert wrote about the war and

He
says the art of distraction, as prac-
ticed by salesmen, statesman, jour-
nalists and advertising men, is the
knack of attracting attention to
things that don’t matter, to conceal
the faults of things that do. For
instance, advertising for a new car
may announce proudly that the
tail fins are several inches higher
this year, while no mention is made
of improvements to the engine, the
part that really counts; or the
superior quality of the bonus dish-
towel enclosed with detergent may
be played up in advertising, in-
stead of the qualities of the de-
tergent itself. “But,” says Mr. Parr,
“we’re the ones who let this hap-
pen, We contribute to this fright-
ening joke. We buy the coffee with
the horrible taste because the ads
say its aroma is so bewitching!”
