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Winnipeg writer and actress Marian Waldman tells how she
adapted Gabrielle Roy’s “Street of Riches” for presentation

this Sunday on “Summer Stage”

Usually, in adapting a novel to
radio drama, I have had a fairly
straightforward job. It was, largely,
a cutting job—a matter of deciding
what is essential to leave in to tell
the story, to clothe the characters,
to bring life-in-sound to the at-
mosphere of the book.

In Street of Riches I was faced
with a somewhat more complex
task. In general, as is stated in the
program notes on page 21, it is the
story of a girl’s early years on a
street in St. Boniface . . . thickly
populated by her interesting family
and a few passers-by. The diffi-
culty for the adapter arose in the
manner of wilting - organization:
Gabrielle Roy wrote her book in
chapters, each one almost com-
pletely devoted to the develop-
ment of a different character. Thus,
a chapter devoted to one sister, a
chapter devoted to another—carry-
ing us through to the end of her
life, a chapter devoted to an aunt.
And rarely do these people fully
enter one another’s story.

I could therefore approach the
adaptation in one of two ways: I
could follow the style of the novel,
or I could attempt to make a more
conventional radio play from it.
The producer and I agreed that to
do the former would be to create
too episodic a form for sustained
listener interest. When you read
the book, you can finish with one
chapter, pause, think about it, and
when you have absorbed it as you
wish, turn to the next page. In a
one-hour show, which has to tell
so much in so little time, the only
pause you can have is a few seconds
of music to bridge from one episode
to another.

In choosing the second alterna-
tive, my job became one of taking
all these separate stories and inter-
weaving them to form one whole
connected play. The cutter had to
turn to tapestry-making.
I began, as always, by making a

list of the events which would have

to be left out, the events which
might be left out, and the events
which could not possibly be left
out. I then made what I called a
“chronology of climaxes,” listing
the time in the play when I thought
each story should hit its high point.
Then, working backward and
struggling forward, I made my
scene-plan. I had to keep the vari-
ous characters developing side by
side, yet be careful that the listener
would not lose the threads of the
narrative.

I had the usual terrible spells of
suffering—for, if the book is be-
loved, the adapter bleeds with the
author for what what must be left
out. Some of the most delightful
episodes and people had to be
ignored, for they would take us on
a tangent and we had no time for
tangents. I sought to find an essen-
tial story line, to begin at the
proper place (which, in the book,
was actually p. 170!)—to end at
the true resolution.

And one thing over which I pon-
dered long and hard was the ques-

Gus first joined the CBC in
1948, shortly after graduating from

Lome Greene’s Academy in To-
ronto, where he studied under a
DVA grant. During the war he
had served as a Lieutenant in the
Royal Canadian Navy, and before
the war he had taught high school
in rural Saskatchewan, where he
was born.

He doesn’t remember just how
his interest in drama originated,
but neither can he recall a time
when he wasn’t secretly play-act-
ing or dreaming of the stage,
screen, and radio.

true western brand, Prairie Play-
drama show from Winnipeg, has
and fascinated listening audience.

For a while, in 1946, Gus tried
supporting his growing family from
the hazardous earning of a free-
lance writer, broadcaster and actor.
His early successes in Toronto were
reasonably frequent, but the
monthly bills were even more regu-
lar than the work.

Nevertheless, within that hectic
free-lance year Gus managed the
lead in an award-winning National
Film Board production and wrote
and narrated a children’s series on
the national radio network.

Still, when he was offered a job
as script editor for the CBC in
Toronto, the steady income was
too tempting to refuse. So, for the
next five years Gus pored over
thousands of radio script submis-
sions, encouraged, met and ad-
vised hundreds of fledgling authors,

and taught radio writing at the
Ryerson Institute and at his alma
mater, the Lome Greene Academy.

Looking back on those days, Gus
now feels that this long stint in
the CBC script department was
excellent training for work in ac-
tual drama production. His next
assignment, as radio drama pro-
ducer in Winnipeg, seemed a most
logical step.

Gus recalls vividly his first days
at the Winnipeg studios. Television
had recently burst forth on Winni-
peg, and in the excitement all
radio, and especially radio drama,
seemed mild and middle-aged.

Winnipeg’s radio drama produc-
tion had, besides, lost much of its
magnificent reputation of the past
decade, during which many pro-
ducers, writers and actors who had

Only a handful of people knew
Thomson, and some of them are
no longer living. “That has made
the work of preparing this program
particularly fascinating,” says Pro-
ducer Devlin. “Other famous
people whose lives have been pre-
sented in this series, such as Lea-
cock, Laurier, Osier and Agnes
Macphail were of course known
well by dozens of people. Thom-
son was known only to a small
group of artists, forest rangers and
the surviving members of his
family.”

Those who have contributed
their memories, besides Lismer,
Jackson and Harris of the Group
of Seven, include an older brother,
George Thomson, himself a painter
living in Owen Sound, Ontario; a
younger brother, Fraser Thomson,
who lives in Toronto; Mrs. George
Dodds, the daughter of Dr. James
MacCallum, who was Tom’s great-
est sponsor and patron and whose
collection of Tom’s pictures was
bequeathed to the National Gal-
lery; Mark Robinson, who became
chief ranger of Algonquin Park
and whose memories were recorded
a year before his death; and Pete
Sauve, a lumber camp cook who
was a fishing companion of the
artist.

To obtain Sauve’s reminiscences.
Producer Devlin was directed to
Camp Ahmek on Canoe Lake,
where Sauve had spent the sum-
mer of 1957 as chef, and thence
to his home in Hull, Quebec. Be-
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“West Wind” by Tom Thomson.

fore an Ottawa microphone he
recorded his memories of Tom as
fisherman and artist. He recalls
Thomson’s sketches on which he
based The Log Drive and The
West Wind.

Tom Thomson was born in 1877
in the Georgian Bay district and
was brought up in the village of
Leith. He began to paint seriously
and effectively in the last five or
six years of his life. He spent far
more time in the woods and lakes
of Algonquin Park than he did in
the studio. In July, 1917, he was
drowned under mysterious circum-
stances in Canoe Lake, Algonquin
Park.

Thomson left about 30 large
unfinished canvases and over 100
oil sketches. They hang, or are
stored, in the National Gallery,
the Toronto Art Gallery, the

Montreal Museum of Fine Arts,
and in private collections. His
Jack Pine, West Wind, Northern
River and Spring Ice are among
the most familiar pictures painted
in Canada.

The program was compiled
with special advice and help from
Miss Blodwen Davies of the Sas-
katchewan Arts Board, who has
written the only book devoted to
Thomson, and Dr. Arthur Lismer
of the Montreal Museum of Fine
Arts.

Mrs. George Dodds, in her
memories of Tom Thomson, leaves
us with a poignant glimpse of the
artist whom she knew as a young
girl: “He loved the rocks and the
wind and the water so passion-
ately that he got the very feel of
the wind in his pictures.”

The Rhythm Pals
Are Real Pals

Things started for the Rhythm
Pals back in North Dakota where
a Mr. Wald and a Mr. Welk used
to barnstorm around the state. After
some years of this Mr. Wald took
his family, including son Marc, up
to Wilkie, Saskatchewan, while
Mr. Welk went on to fame in show
business as Lawrence Welk.

Young Marc Wald grew up in
Wilkie, where his father kept on
playing the piano and organ. Marc
himself turned to playing the ac-
cordion, buying himself an instru-
ment by selling newspapers. When
he was 16 he joined and toured
with the Sleepy and Swede band,
“You got a dollar-eighty a week,”
he recalls, “and all the milk and
bologna you could eat.”

Next step came in 1939 in Sas-
katoon. Sleepy and Swede needed

a bass fiddler, and a 15-year-old
lad out of the local Junior Sym-
phony applied. It was Mike Ferbey
and, explains Marc, “His parents
said he could go along if I looked
after him.” Marc and Mike toured
with the band until they hit Van-
couver. There they decided to stay.

The war took them travelling
again, but separately. Then they
crossed paths on a Vancouver street
just after the end of the war, and
they decided to team up once more.

Meanwhile hundreds of miles
north of Vancouver, in Prince
Rupert, a young man named Jack
Jensen practiced his guitar while
earning his living as a welder in
the shipyards there. (“I got my
guitar in 1936 and had one lesson,”
he recalls. “The rest I learned by
listening to Wilf Carter records.”)

By 1944 Jack had quit welding
and shifted to Vancouver where he
appeared regularly on private radio
with his guitar. Hanging around the
same station were Marc and Mike.
One day someone suggested that
they three have a workout to-
gether. And that started the West
Coast’s most popular western trio—
The Rhythm Pals.

Since then they have had their
own radio and television programs
out of CBU Vancouver. They were
among the first Canadians to ap-
pear on U.S. television (as guests
of Spade Cooley); they’ve made
recordings; and they’ve appeared
with Marc’s distant relative, Law-
rence Welk.

Since moving East to Toronto a
short time ago they have gained
themselves a leading role in the
daily Tommy Hunter Show on CBC
radio (Monday through Friday)
and now on TV’s Swing Easy (Sat-
urday nights) with singer Ruth
Walker, Billy Richards’ orchestra
and emcee Alan Millar of Van-
couver.

Although the Rhythm Pals have
been best known for their western
songs, they handle pops with equal
skill. “In general, on Swing Easy,”
says producer Bob Jarvis, “we’re
after a simply presented but im-
aginative show with standard pops
and novelty numbers.

formed their early dramatic tastes
in the small theatre groups of the
depression were on the rising
meteor of success. By the time Gus
arrived in Winnipeg people like
Tommy Tweed, Paul Kligman,
Jean Tweed, Beth Lockerby and
Neil Leroy—all of whom had been
pouring their hearts out over the
airwaves from Winnipeg during
the eras of producers Esse Ljungh,
Archie McCorkindale, Jim Kent,
and Emrys Jones—had left for To-
ronto. A small nucleus of seasoned
accomplished actors people like
Moray Sinclair, Jean Murray,
George Secord, Bill Seller, George
Waight, Marian Waldman, Helene
Winston, Arch McDonell and Gee
Montgomery remained, but even
so, Gus realized that it had be-
come increasingly difficult to com-
pete with the soaring world-
famous standards of Toronto radio
drama.

Gus also knew from his years of
eastern experience that Winnipeg
drama production standards could
not be raised by the miracle of one
producer’s magic wand. What was
needed was a forceful resurgence
of supporting talent from a region
which had already given so many
famous names to Canadian drama.
New writers were needed; new
actors were needed; but above all
a “basic idea”—a plan of action that
would give meaning and purpose

to the weekly drama shows was
needed.

Gus immediately set out on a
wide talent search. In order to
discover and develop talent he re-
turned once again to teaching—an
adult extension course in radio
writing at the University of Mani-
toba, and radio acting classes at
CBC.

Soon this first part of the plan
was rolling down a smooth road,
but the necessary working out of
the “basic idea” required some
rough travel.

“It took us well over a year,”
Gus admits, “before this ‘idea’ was
firmly established. Looking back
on it now it seems so simple that
I wonder it wasn’t immediately
obvious.

“We knew it was pointless for
us to try to compete with the
major centres for scripts, or to try
to better them in production stand-
ards. They had already collected
some of the best people in Canada.
So our only hope was to give our
show its own unique character.”

The “idea:” to present to Can-
ada a dramatic radio picture of
the Canadian prairies, past and
present. And before long it began
to work. Canadian prairie themes,
in scripts by prairie authors, began
filtering onto Gus’ desk and were
soon presented on the air. Often
at his own suggestion radio adapta-
tions of Canadian prairie novels
were written. Historical plays,
short-story adaptations, and plays

with modern prairie settings soon
became the hallmark of Prairie
Playhouse.

The following few years of
work were intensely exciting, and
the rewards came quickly. In spite
of the fact that some of the more
experienced actors and actresses
left for the big-time of Toronto
(Helene Winston, Arch McDonell
and Judy Sinclair are some of
Prairie Playhome’s latest gradu-
ates), production standards were
raised, new and exciting talent was
developed, and the inevitable
grand bloopers were forgotten.

Gus is now approaching the fifth
anniversary of his experiment. The
writings of such prairie authors as
Frederick Philip Grove, Gabrielle
Roy (see page 21), Sinclair Ross
and Edward McCourt have been
introduced to the listening audi-
ence. Original scripts by Marian
Waldman (who also did many of
the adaptations), Edward Mc-
Court, Elsie Park Gowan, John
Burke-Gaffney, and Mary Rogers
Pattison, historical plays by Mort
Forer, and adaptations by Ben
Lepkin and others have formed
the recent basis for Gus’ radio
drama productions from Winnipeg.

And the blossom of the old
“basic idea” is finally bearing fruit.
A series of articles now being
planned in a western newspaper
was inspired by an original Prairie
Playhome production; the great
revival of interest in Grove’s novels

EARLY IN THIS century phy-
sicists saw the universe as a

huge system of material bodies, all
moving on predestined courses ac-
cording to immutable laws. The
general laws were known; only the
size and complexity of the uni-
verse prevented omniscience.

Today the story is very different.
The physicist cannot tell you the
future of even the smallest particle
of matter since it acts haphazardly,
at random. He cannot even fully
describe such a particle because
his measuring instruments con-
stantly intrude on the situation he
is trying to measure, as if he tried
to measure the distance between
two piles of iron filings with a
magnetized ruler.

More than this, the physicist of
today is using concepts he does not
fully understand to explain a mic-
rocosm of whose existence he is
doubtful. This, of course, is an
exaggeration, but the paradox con-
tains an important element of

truth. Perhaps it can be stated as
follows:

With the Renaissance the physi-
cal sciences burst into activity.
Scientists used their eyes and ears
as well as their reason to observe
nature and generalize about her
ways. Men like Galileo not only
observed; they learnt how to ex-
periment. And as the new experi-
mental sciences grow, mathematics
grew with them and provided a
universal language in which scien-
tific hypotheses could be expressed
and enlarged.

Into the scientists’ orderly sys-
tem came the atom; not the specu-
lative atom of the Greeks but a
new and powerful concept based
on observation and experiment
which enabled scientists to predict
the behaviour of matter and there-
by to control it.

The earliest model of this atom
suggested a lump of dough (a posi-
tively charged substance) with
raisins studded through it (the

negative electrons). Then a physi-
cist found by experiment that he
could shoot particles right through
an atom without disturbing it. This
suggested an atom with space in it,
and the next model gave the atom
a positively charged massive nu-
cleus with electrons revolving round
it like a miniature solar system.
More experiments gave a new
model; this one a nucleus as before
but with a series of shells round it,
each shell with a maximum capa-
city for electrons.

Thus far, we find nothing to con-
flict with our common sense. The
layman is vague as to just what
these positively and negatively
charged particles might be, but the
models themselves seem quite un-
derstandable. However, more ex-
periments forced physicists to
introduce the new notion of waves
surrounding the nucleus rather than
particles encircling it. But we must
not think of these waves as made
up of electrons, as drops of water
make up an ocean wave. The elec-
tron is the wave, and if we ask
the physicist what the wave is in,
as the ocean wave is in the water,
he will not answer the question. He
can describe the wave mathemati-
cally, and this mathematical de-
scription is all he needs to pursue

his physics. If we cannot translate
the mathematical description into
ordinary language, this does not
affect its validity in the theory of
physics.

Outside of his laboratory, of
course, the scientist might be very
interested indeed in the philosophic
interpretation of his scientific con-
cepts. Thus we find Max Born writ-
ing a book on the Philosophy of
Cause and Chance. And Einstein,
confronted by the principle that
the movement of a particle is ran-
dom, unaffected in principle by
any general laws, can speculate
that this is a passing phase of
physics and say that he does not
believe in “a dice-playing God.”

To return to the theme: can we
expect to translate the mathemati-
cal formulas of modern physics into
ordinary language.

Some philosophers say no. And
the violence which the notions of
physics seem to do to common sense
has led them to deny the reality of
the so-called ultimate particles (at
least in the sense that tables and
chairs are real); they are but
“hypothetical entities,” useful de-
vices with which scientists correlate
certain observable phenomena, even
though those hypothetical entities
have no corresponding reality. In
this way they try to bypass the
problem of how scientists can talk
about entities which are apparently

quite outside the experience of
their senses.

Other philosophers, however, say
there is no real problem here other
than our reluctance to give up tra-
ditional ways of thought. We per-
sist in thinking in terms of classical
physics in a completely new situa-
tion, they say, and hence find the
new concepts most puzzling. But a
man brought up in mediaeval ways
of thought must have had exactly
the same difficulties in thinking and
speaking about what has come to
be classical physics. In time, many
of the notions of classical physics-
gravitation, for instance— have be-
come imbedded in our thinking and
in our language. Perhaps too the
new and puzzling notions of quan-
tum physics and relativity will also
become part of our way of looking
at the universe.

To help achieve this is, in part,
the motivation for the new pro-
gram, Two for Physics. Doctors
Donald Ivey and Patterson Hume
will discuss, with illustrations and
experiments, some of the concepts
of physics from its experimental
beginnings to the present day.

tion of how much I had a right to
add of my own. In an adaptation,
you have to add a certain amount
of material; of course, you make
dialogue from narrative, change
dialogue to narrative, write in

speeches to bridge gaps. You try to
make these additions as unobtru-
sive as possible, as indistinguishable
as possible from the author’s style.
With Street of Riches, I felt that
Roy’s prose was beautiful and mov-
ing and that it might be presump-
tuous of me to add more than
absolutely necessary to keep the
story straight. Yet I had, also, a
responsibility to the listener; and
in the end, to unify the story, and
hold together all the threads, I had
to preface the play with some ex-
planatory narration about the
Street of Riches itself, and what
the jewels were on the street, so
that I could refer to these jewels
from time to time as I stitched
away on my literary sewing ma-
chine.

When I had it all done I read
and timed it and found I had to cut
about eighteen minutes of script.
I had suggestions and sympathy
from the producer . . . but this is
the real pain, when characters, at-
mosphere, precious bits of thought
have to be snipped out to lie cold
and dead and never-to-be-heard on
the unfeeling floor.

You never know until you hear
it, afterwards, whether you have
captured this whole book in your
brief hour on the air .

.
. and most

authors, afterwards, are too polite
to tell you what they really think
of you and your hacked-up effort.

But if Gabrielle Roy forbears,
the adapter will nevertheless weep
for every missing word.

scale aggregations, the emphasis
now is on the smaller, more inti-
mate forms of music-making on
the solo recital, and on chamber
music, as it is still called, although
the gilded salons of the aristocracy,
its original setting, whence the
name was derived, are now hardly
even memories; and chamber music
today is performed in much the
same kind of surroundings as any
other. The word has largely lost its
meaning, except as a convenient
label—if, indeed, it ever did evoke
quite the sense of intimacy we have
come to associate with it. Some of
the “chambers” of the socially elite
of bygone days seem to have been
as large as many a smaller modern
concert hall. However, as we sit in
our own minute “chambers,” listen-
ing to broadcasts of trio and quar-
tet, and enjoying their still-char-
acteristic flavours, we can feel, per-
haps, a pleasant sense of continuity
with the past, since these, unlike
the larger organizations, have
changed but little with the passing
of the years.

One curious relic, which may or
may not enhance this feeling for
us, is Adalbert Gyrowetz’ Diver-
tissement for piano, flute and cello,
to be played respectively by John
Newmark, Mario Duschenes and
Walter Joachim in Sunday’s Cham-
ber Music Concert. Gyrowetz flour-
ished about 150 years ago. For a
time he certainly flourished; with
his symphonies (60 of them),
church, theatre and chamber music,
he was acclaimed throughout
Europe. But alas! The word went
round that he was a mere imitator
of Haydn, and he went the way of
all imitators, dying eventually in
poverty and obscurity. That, at any

rate, was the contemporary judg-
ment of him; but opinions change,
and our verdict on Sunday may be
different.

In her Sunday morning recital of
English songs, Belva Boroditsky,
soprano, accompanied by John
Newmark, is to include two by
18th century Thomas Arne, another
composer regarded with somewhat
mixed feelings by his contem-
poraries, and known to posterity
chiefly for “Rule Britannia.” His
fame has endured better than that
of Gyrowetz; his songs in particu-
lar, and notably his Shakespearean
settings, have qualities of both con-
tent and idiom that have kept them
green. The recital also includes
songs by Purcell, Bax, Walton and
Delius.

Winnipeg’s Western Artists con-
cert on Monday night features the
violin playing of Frederick Grinke,
a native of that city, trained and
long resident in England, where his
fame is considerable. (Listeners
will doubtless remember his out-
standing performance with the
CBC Symphony Orchestra last
season.) With Chester Duncan at
the piano, he is to give, among
other things, the first Canadian per-
formance of Gordon Jacob’s Sona-
tina. The work of this English com-
poser is of great interest, displaying
as it does a blending of “modern”
techniques and traditional methods
in a way that may well indicate the
trend of future development of the
art.

Items ... In her song recital
on Wednesday evening Maureen
Forrester includes the lovely “Bist
du bei mir” of Bach, for which he
also wrote the words, and Schu-
mann’s Liederkreis .

. . An un-
usual sort of item in Friday eve-
ning’s Concert Hall is a concerto
for two cellos by Couperin, played
by Walter Joachim and Lotte Brott,
with Kelsey Jones at the harpsi-
chord.

Graham Bell

He was superbly eccentric, su-

perbly sane, warm-hearted and
charming—tbough people were not
really necessary to him—and even
in his old age had more vitality
and enthusiasm than the average
boy. He was a bit of a showman
but scorned sham. He was never
bored and never boring. He
wouldn’t accept other people’s
conclusions or do things other
people’s way, and out of his life-
long, passionate devotion to scien-
tific truth came the telephone,
when he was only 27.

Britain, Canada and the United
States all claim him as a son. The
truth is that he was bom in Edin-
burgh in 1847, came to Brantford,
Ontario, for his health in 1870,
and lived there while he was ex-
perimenting with his telephone
apparatus. Later he moved to the
States, became an American citi-
zen, and for the last 37 years of
his life spent his summers in the
bracing atmosphere of Baddeck,
Nova Scotia, where he built a
large summer home and laboratory.
He was a familiar sight in the
district, a tall figure with flowing
white beard, bushy white hair
under a tarn o’ shanter, striding
about in homespun knickerbockers
and Norfolk jacket, directing his
experiments in flight, sheep breed-
ing, speed-boat racing, etc.

Alexander Graham Bell is the
first of five outstanding Canadians
featured in Portraits from Memory,
a radio program series produced
by Edward Devlin of the CBC
International Service.

tractive. She also had a large inter-
national private clientele, many of
whom still keep in touch with her.
“Before the coronation of Elizabeth
II I spent the gayest night of my
life,” she remembers. “I worked
right through till dawn, making up
Coronation guests many of whom
had to be in the Abbey very early
in the morning. I’m sure some ol
them slept with their make-up on!”

Then, on the Queeh’s last visit to
Canada, Mrs. Kalantarow spent
what she considers the most excit-
ing 20 minutes of her life, apply-
ing Her Majesty’s television make-
up for a CBC-TV appearance. “I
had so little time to do it,” she
says, “ but the Queen was charm-
ing about it, and I think she found
it rather fun. She really does have
the gorgeous English complexion
you hear about, and uses very little
make-up for ordinary occasions. I
had made up many people she
knew in Britain, and we chatted
about them as I hurriedly worked
with my TV kit. After her telecast
the Queen waited to thank me.”
Many viewers commented on how
natural Her Majesty looked on the
screen. Mrs. Kalantarow will also
be in charge of the Queen’s make-
up for CBC-TV appearances on
her Canadian visit this summer.

If you’ve wondered who has to
wear make-up on TV, the answer
is everyone—except perhaps, some
lucky devil with a healthy tan, al-
though if he has a bald head he
must have its shine toned down a
little, tan or not. TV make-up has
a yellowish cast which makes it
unsuitable for street wear, in addi-

Monday on “Summer Fallow”

Some time ago a gigantic cattle
drive hit the headlines when it
followed the Fraser River away up
to Quesnel and into Prince George
in the northern reaches of British
Columbia. Some of the animals on
that drive, the longest in North
America, belonged to Pan Phillips
of Home Ranch below Williams
Lake, in a valley stretching wide

between mountain chains along
the old Cariboo Trail.

It’s a wild, beautiful region, at
the back of beyond, about a mile
high, quite open, and well irri-
gated. Twenty years ago Pan Phil-
lips left the Oklahoma Panhandle
and trekked north. He and a part-
ner (whom he later bought out)
settled in the northern B.C, wil-
derness and experienced hardships,
excitement and danger that would
make the hardy pioneers of a cen-
tury or even two centuries ago
look over their shoulders. Today,
although Phillips has civilized his
immediate living area, built a large
log bungalow and now ranches
about 5,000 acres with two or three
times that area leased from the
Government for grazing, he is still
as far from 20th-century living as
he ever was—so miles on pack-
horse from the nearest neighbour
and supply post.

Recently Canadian freelance
writer and broadcaster Lyn Har-
rington and her husband Richard,
the well - known photographer,
spent several weeks on the ranch
with Phillips, who is around 50,
his wife, Betty, and their children:
boys aged 14 and 3, and a girl of
12. Lyn took along a tape-recorder
and captured an unusual sound
picture of their pioneer life, which
Summer Fallow presents on Mon-
day night on CBC Trans-Canada.

Producer Mike Sevan describes
it as “one of the finest document-
aries of its kind, with actual sound
of how pioneers five today and
how they had to live 50 years

“A taste for dirty stories may be
said to be inherent in the human
animal.” That was Irish novelist
George Moore, explaining, perhaps,
why he wrote Esther Waters (1894),
which certainly isn’t on any Sunday
school list, though whether it
should be classed today as a filthy
story is widely debated.

one knows what Rabelaisian tales
went round by word of mouth be-
fore the invention of the printing
press, or who objected to them!
The definition of ribald has had a
strange career.

On Tuesday night on CBC Trans-
Canada the new summer series
Voices of the Past will take a look
at the situation. It’s prepared and
presented by Canadian novelist
and broadcaster Ronald Hamble-
ton, with the aid of various actors.
Each week he selects an interesting
topic and ransacks the literary
world for entertaining comments on
it.

He’ll refer to
Esther Waters, to Henry Fielding’s
Tom Jones, Richardson’s Pamela,
to Sappho and poets like her who
were free in their description of
love and sexual feelings. He’ll be
assisted by a small group of To-
ronto performers, including Alan
King and John Bethune.

tion to the fact that most people
consider it a little too elaborate for
private life. Women performers
wear eye-liner, mascara, some-
times false eyelashes, enough
pencil to define their eyebrows
well without making them over-
powering, lipstick, and a special
kind of water-soluble pancake all
over their face and neck. “Rouge,”
says Mrs. Kalantarow, “ is abso-
lutely no use on black-and-white
TV, but it makes our feminine per-
formers feel gorgeous, so on it
goes. In fact, we do everything we
can to help the cast feel right for
their roles. For character make-up

we do a lot of research, and many
actors and actresses have told us
how much more confident they felt
in the authentic faces and hair
styles we gave them.”

Pressed for some of her make-up
secrets Mrs. Kalantarow said most
of them are too complicated for
use in private life, but here are a
few of her tips for home make-up

. . . Use a darker make-up base on
a double chin, heavy jowls, droopy
eyelids, bags under the eyes, or
any features you don’t want spot-
lighted. Those depressing lines
down from the nose or mouth
should have a lighter shade ap-
plied to them. Edges should be
blended carefully, and then the
normal make-up finish applied over
all. Mrs. Kalantarow emphasizes
that this shading should be done
very delicately, to avoid a hard
effect. In fact, all make-up should
be applied to enhance the wearer
without making it obvious—no one
should look like a caricature of her-
self!” As we grow older, eye and
mouth muscles are inclined to sag,
so eye and lip-liners should carry
the natural lines up at the comers,
to give a more youthful effect. Mrs.
Kalantarow says she can’t over-
emphasize the importance of mas-
sage for keeping muscles firm.
“With all the inexpensive beauty
products on the market these days,
no woman need look plain. And
when massage and creams fail,
there’s always plastic surgery!”

The Shoemaker’s Holiday,
Thomas Dekker’s play about a
young gentleman who disguises
himself as a Dutch shoemaker in
order to win the hand of a daughter
of the Lord Mayor of London, will
be presented this week on CBC
Wednesday Night from Vancouver.

The play, which has been
adapted by George Woodcock and
will be produced by Gerald New-
man, was written in 1599, when
Dekker (sometimes written Decker),
English dramatist and pamphleteer,
was about 27.

Dekker is believed to have lived
from around 1572 to about 1632.
In collaboration with Ben Jonson
he wrote plays for the English
theatre manager Philip Henslowe
as early as 1598. But by 1601,
when Dekker had quarrelled with
his fellow-dramatist, he answered a
vitriolic attack by Jonson in The
Poetaster with an equally brilliant
satire called S atiromastix, or The
Untrussing of the Humorous Poet.

It was during this period that
Dekker wrote some of his best
work, including The Honest Whore
(written in collaboration with
Thomas Middleton), If It Be Not
Good the Devil Is In It, and Old
Fortunatus.

Among the most famous pamph-
lets by Dekker were The Wonder-
ful Year (1605), a description of
London during the plague, and
Gull’s Hornbrook (1609), which
satirizes the dandies of his day.

In his staged introduction to The
Shoemaker s Holiday, Dekker places
his thoughts in the character of The
Proclaimer, who says:

“Take all good in good worth
that is well intended, for nothing is

Osier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Agnes
Macphail, and Stephen Leacock.

Bell’s character and work will
be pictured through the memories
of his two daughters, one of his
granddaughters, older people who
were children when he was de-
veloping the telephone in Brant-
ford, and others who worked with
him in his later years in Canada.
Many of the memories in this por-
trait were recorded by the older
people in Baddeck, who speak in
the soft, musical accents they have
inherited from the Scottish High-
lands.

Listeners will learn about the
Bells’ home life in Baddeck from
family servants, about the first
flight in the British Empire from
the man who piloted the plane (J.
A. D. McCurdy), and about the
later experiments with speedboats
from Bell’s chief boat builder.

The program includes a repro-
duction of the sound of the world’s
first long-distance telephone call in

August, 1876, from Paris, Ontario,
to Brantford. It is recorded on the
Bell Telephone Company’s replica
of Bell’s original membrane-tele-
phone.

Bell left Brantford to continue
his great work of teaching speech
to the deaf in the United States,
and to lecture on vocal physiology.
A particularly revealing episode,
recalled by his daughter, is his
meeting with the famous blind and
deaf woman, Helen Keller, when
she was a child. Bell married Miss
Mabel Hubbard of Boston, who
had been deaf since childhood,
and pursued his work in medicine,
eugenics and electrical science in
Boston and Washington. But he
spent many months of each year
with his family in Nova Scotia.

The July 14 portrait is of Sir
William Osier, one of the most in-
fluential, most respected medical
figures in the English-speaking
world. His personality and work
will be recalled by his contem-
poraries, one of whom, Dr. Wilder
Penfield, director of the Montreal
Neurological Institute, says of Sir
William: “He devoted his mind to
the study of clinical problems, to
teaching, and the lore of medical
history. In all of these fields he
was a leader. And yet it is not
altogether because of these quali-
ties of the intellect that Osier be-
came a hero of medicine, a source
of Canadian pride, like Sir Fred-
erick Banting. The unique quality
of Osier had to do with the heart.”

Sir Wilfrid Lauder will be feat-
ured on July 21. The program isn’t
a formal biography of Canada’s first
internationally - recognized states-
men, but rather a sketch of his
career and achievements, based on
selected memories of surviving
contemporaries, with a linking
narrative written by Professor John
T. Saywell of the department of
history at the University of To-
ronto. Passages from his speeches
and letters will be read by well-
known French - Canadian actor
Francois Lavigne.

Agnes Macphail, champion of
the underdog and first woman to
be elected to the Canadian House
of Commons, is the heroine of a
July 28 profile written and narrated

by Anne Francis, Ottawa journalist
who followed Miss Macphail’s car-
eer for many years, and admired
her humour, salty tongue, and fight
for the things she believed in. Miss
Macphail fought for many causes
in which the welfare of people
and the principles of justice were
uppermost. These included the
rights of farmers, rural education,
prison reform (which brought her
world-wide recognition) and world
peace. Among those taking part in
the program are her sisters, her
private secretary, old friends and
associates in public life.

Stephen Leacock’s working
habits, enjoyment and favourite
stories are recalled by his friends
and family on August 4. Former
students remember the popularity
of his lectures, his niece describes
family life in Montreal and at
Orillia, the country town where
he spent his summers, and which
was the model for one of his fun-
niest books, Sunshine Sketches of
a Little Town. A distinguished
younger contemporary, Gladstone
Murray, talks about a billiard
game in London at which Leacock
tried out his definition of humour
on English author G. K. Chester-
ton. The program ends with Lea-
cock’s own voice reading one of
his pieces, taken from a recording
made late in his life.

ago.” Lyn illustrates what they do
on the ranch, what is expected of
the children, how they entertain
themselves, and how they react to
various emergencies. Listeners will
meet their friends, including an
Indian Chief who dropped in for
a visit one day.

Although the valley knows the
tang of wood smoke, the clean
sound of a hand-saw, harness bells
and the gay cries of children at
play, it is still a wilderness. Re-
cently Betty Pan, with the assist-
ance of a merchant at Annaheim
Lake, put through the only road
in the area which, says Lyn,
“might be good two or three days
of the year.” To reach the ranch
she had to ride horseback for two
days over the Itcha Mountains on
this rocky, swampy trail winding
through the bush and over the
ranges. But it’s the one vital link
with the outside world, used
mostly by cowboys and Indians
going to the Annaheim Stampede.

Although the region is isolated,
the Phillips and others receive mes-
sages fairly often from friends by
radio, do most of their shopping
by mail, and the children get their
education by both radio and mail.
It takes four days to make a trip

to the nearest store by buckboard.
Phillips has everything and every-
body on the ranch organized to
make up for lack of facilities and
equipment. With no doctors avail-
able they concentrate heavily on
keeping well, and never take
chances.

Recently the two older children
made their first trip “outside”—to
the stampede. This experience,
says Lyn, left the boy “mixed up
inside,” and he wasn’t sure whether
he wanted to go back to the ranch
or not. The girl, a proficient horse-
woman, and already an authority
on cattle grading, had no doubts.
Ranching suits her fine, just as it
does her parents, who have spent
the roughest and happiest years of
their lives on this backwoods
homestead.

Men collectively, if they will allow
human sympathy to extend beyond

the narrow bounds of creed or colour
are capable of contributing to each

other’s happiness, and not only to
terror and death. Why should we use

knowledge to destroy each other?
It can equally be used to bring hap-

piness to all. The darker our
world becomes, the more imperative

is our duty to keep hope alive, to
hold before the weary spirit of man

a shining vision of populations freed
from ancient excess of toil and from

the modem nightmare of fear,
developing what is splendid in human
faculty, in knowledge, in the creation

of beauty and in the emotions of
friendship in which happy societies

can flourish.—Bertrand Russell, on the
BBC’s General Overseas Service.
