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’Cross-Canada Hit Parade star
Wally Koster arrived in Winnipeg
on July 6 to play the leading male
role in the musical Guys and Dolls
for a week (July 20-29) at Winni-
peg’s outdoor theatre, Rainbow
Stage.

The engagement in Winnipeg
will bring back many memories of
the early days of his career to
Wally—days when he divided his
time between being a semi-profes-
sional entertainer and a semi-pro-
fessional athlete.

It was in Winnipeg, his home
town, that Wally, at the age of 15,
got his first break in what turned
out to be his career. For ten weeks
he sang with Joe DeCourcy’s band
at The Cave, a nightclub, wearing
an oversized blue suit that be-
longed to his brother, and some-
times wearing patches on his face
—acquired in a hockey game earlier
the same day.

A CBC radio producer heard
Wally at The Cave and hired him
to replace George Murray, another
Winnipegger who had left for the
east, on Woodhouse and Hawkins,
a network comedy show. He
worked on the show with Albert
Pratz (now concertmaster of the
CBC Symphony) and Geoffrey
Waddington (now director of
music for CBC).

The following summer Wally
went to Jasper as vocalist with the
DeCourcy band. Here he learned
to play both golf and the trom-
bone. He is still “a golf addict of
the worst type,” and he still ac-
cepts an occasional engagement as
trombonist in Toronto dance bands.
During the war Wally discovered
that his hockey and football in-
juries had rendered him unfit for
active service, and he spent his
entire service career—until 1945-
playing the trombone in the Army
band in Winnipeg.

After the war Wally went to
Toronto at the invitation of band-

leader Ellis McLintock, and soon
he was singing professionally again.
In 1949 he sang and chatted with
Terry Dale on The Happy Motor-
ing Show which featured Howard
Cable’s orchestra and was pro-
duced by Jackie Rae. It was Rae
who developed Wally’s individual
vocal style through many months
of coaching.

In 1952 Wally joined Mr. Show-
business, also produced by Jackie
Rae, and appeared as a regular on
Down Dairy Lane, a 15-minute
radio show featuring Wally, a girl
trio and an orchestra conducted by
Morris Surdin.

When television arrived Wally
became one of Toronto’s first TV
stars. In 1953 he joined Cue for
Music, a variety show which star-
red Pat Patterson and Marilyn Kent.
Its producer, Don Brown, found
Wally to have an amazing ability
for memorizing lyrics, a free-and-
easy style, and “a big voice with
tremendous quality.”

The co-star (with Joyce Hahn)
of ’Cross-Canada Hit Parade, has
not abandoned other media since
the advent of TV. He has made
several recordings, performed at
the Canadian National Exhibition,
and toured Canada with Mart
Kenney’s band.

Wally says he would be lost
without the help of his wife, Win-
nipeg-born Myra (nee Symes), his
business manager, to whom he
gives a large share of the credit
for his arrival as one of Canada’s
top ballad singers.

In a Maclean’s Magazine profile,
June Callwood described Wally’s
face as “a battered testimonial that
he was once a lineman, a lacrosse
player and a defenseman in a
tough hockey league.”

“His features,” she said, “appear
to have been lovingly arranged
with a sledgehammer, an act of
fate and fists, but no real draw-
back in a profession overcrowded
with weakly handsome men.”

Even if he cannot count on the
weather during his home-town en-
gagement at the outdoor theatre

ON WINNIPEG’S venerable Main Street, once a prairie trail leading to Fort Garry and the fork of
the Red and Assiniboine Rivers, J. B. Hawkins and Son, taxidermists, have been busy preparing

two Canadian Elk heads.
And in the fur department of the Hudson’s Bay

Company on Dorchester Street in Montreal, Mr. A.
Cleven and his assistants have been carefully work-
ing over two black beaver pelts.

The pelts and the heads are for presentation—or
more accurately, for payment—to Her Majesty the
Queen during her visit to Winnipeg on July 24. The
ceremony will be carried on the national radio net-
works of the CBC.

Nearly all of Western Canada—all of that part
which drains into Hudson Bay—was once the prop-
erty of the Hudson’s Bay Company, granted to it
for fur trading by a royal charter in 1670, when
Charles II was king. And specifically set forth in
that charter is the following:

... in free and common S occage and not in
Capite or by Knight’s Service, yielding and Paying
yearely to us our heires and Successors for the same,
two Elkes and two Black Beavers whensoever and
as often as wee our heires and successors shall hap-
pen to enter into the said Countryes, Territoryes and
Regions hereby granted. (Please turn to page 9)

BRITISH novelist Evelyn Waugh
does not like interviewers.

For Close-Up interviewer Charles
Templeton the dislike is mutual.

“He’s the only person I ever in-
terviewed who made me mad,”
said Templeton recently. “Inter-
viewers shouldn’t get mad, of
course. I hope it doesn’t show in
the film—but I’m afraid it’s going
to.”

Waugh himself does not deny
the qualities which Templeton dis-
liked. “His books are often rude
and arrogant,” says the writer of
a Waugh profile in the London Ob-
server, “and he himself delights in
these qualities.”

In his semi-biographical book
The Ordeal of Gilbert Pinfold
Waugh describes the hero (admit-
tedly based on himself) as having
“the eyes of a drill sergeant in-
specting the awkward squad, bulg-
ing with a wrath that was half-
facetious, and with half-simulated
incredulity; like a drill sergeant he
was absurd to many but to some
rather formidable . .

.; the part for
which he cast himself was a com-
bination of eccentric don and testy
colonel . .

.”

First warning of dangers ahead
came for Close-Up when Waugh
replied to the request for an inter-
view. “He agreed,” said Temple-
ton, “but warned us that if we
turned his house into ‘a beer gar-
den’ as a previous film crew al-
legedly did, we would have to pay
for any damage. Then during the
interview he just refused to co-
operate, cutting the ground from
under my feet with every question.
It was like trying to climb a wall
with each handhold crumbling
when I put weight on it I just
couldn’t get off the ground.

“Throughout the interview,”
Templeton went on, “he kept in-
sisting I hadn’t read his books
though of course I had done so,
both in my general reading and,
four of them, specially for the in-
terview. Once I asked him why, if

he hated interviewers, he consented
to be interviewed for Close-Up. He
gave a one-word answer; ‘Money’."

If Waugh can accept charges of
arrogance with equanimity, he has
other chinks in his armour. He
sued the Daily Express and its book
critic Miss Nancy Spain (and won
£.2,000) some time ago for al-
leged defamation. The article in
question erroneously implied,
among other things, that the novels
of his brother Alec outsold his,
leaving him “embittered.”

Evelyn Waugh was born in
Hampstead in England in 1903.
His first book. Decline and. Fall,
written in 1928, was an immediate
success. There followed nine years
of wandering in Europe, the Near
East, the Arctic, and tropical
America. During the war he
served with the British forces, in-
cluding the British military mission
dropped into Yugoslavia by para-
chute. He now fives in England
with his wife and six children; one
story has a notice on his housegate
saying, “No admittance on busi-
ness.”

Waugh has an intense admira-
tion for physical courage (of
which he has plenty) and for blue
blood (of which he has none).
Both are tied in with that romanti-
cism which makes him hate the
20th century. But if he is a snob
about blood, he makes high de-
mands on his aristocracy. It is said
that on one occasion he turned a
visiting grane dame away from
his door because she had not
brought her maid.

A powerful influence in Waugh’s
life is Roman Catholicism to which
he is a convert. This has to some
extent turned him from his early
comic and satiric writing to some-
thing more serious. Some critics see
this as a growth in stature; others
see the loss of a truly great comic
writer: says a Times Literary Sup-
plement review, critics have “in-
sisted on treating any reference to
Eternity, any evidence of cosmic
disquiet, as evidence of profund-
ity,” with the implication the evi-
dence is too slight.

However Waugh’s novels may
stand up to time, he has had great
influence on young novelists. The
same review finishes by saying,
“After all, many years ago, he in-
vented the contemporary novel.”

Sunday on “Long Shot”

Comedian Jonathan Winters is
special guest this Sunday night on
Long Shot, the new program of
comedy and comment which Close-
Up’s Ross McLean produces.

This is Winters’ first TV appear-
ance since his recent breakdown
in health. Jonathan Winter’s habit
of mimicry was with him from his
early childhood in Dayton, Ohio.
He constantly imitated his family
visitors and carried the habit with
him into the Marines (with whom
he saw action in the Pacific), imi-
tating the brass.

After the war he enrolled in the
Dayton Art Institute where he
trained in cartoon drawing, and
also got married. When a local
amateur show took place in town,
Winters’ wife suggested he enter—-
and win the woman’s watch that
came as first prize. He did just
that. This led to a job as disc
jockey with a local radio station.
He included interviews in the pro-
gram, and when he had no one to
interview he went ahead and inter-
viewed himself, changing his voice
as needed. That led to his TV
debut as an announcer, a job to
which he brought his own odd
sense of humour. Then came New
York, no success in TV but spots
at night clubs like the Blue Angel
and Le Ruban Bleu. This finally
took him onto the Jack Paar Show
where he was a hit.

Today, The Garry Moore Show,
the Steve Allen Show and many
others followed. Winters’ humour
is perhaps unique on TV since it
has a macabre quality. It also has
a quality of freshness; as one critic
said, “It is unusual when you can

listen to a comic and not recognize
a single word or situation that has,
been presented here before.”

Synge’s “Playboy”
On Playhouse U.K.

The Playboy of the Western
World, by the famous Irish author
John Synge, will be seen on Play-
house U.K., this Sunday night. The
play, produced by Granada TV,
stars a hitherto little-known Irish

girl, the 28-year-old Sligo-born
Joan O’Hara, along with an all-
Irish cast of 12.

Today, The Playboy of the West-
ern World is recognized as a classic
of the Irish theatre. But when it
was first seen in Dublin in 1907,
its reception gave no hint of its
great future. For on its opening
night at the Abbey Theatre, Dub-
lin, it was greeted with boos, his-
ses and jeers. And at the second
performance police had to be called
in to prevent a riot.

Why? Even the critics had dif-
ferent opinions. Synge used the
word “bloody” in the
years before G. B. Shaw—and some
said this was partly the reason.
Others thought that the theme of
the play itself was to blame. There
were objections that it libelled the
Irish character. Yet others claimed
that paid agitators had been
planted in the audience to cause a
disturbance, for political reasons.

Synge himself merely described
“Playboy” as “a piece of life.”
When he was asked what purpose
he had in writing the play, with
its strange young “hero” who
claims to have murdered his father,
Synge replied: “None. I pleased
myself in writing it.”

CHAB-TV goes on the air

From Sioux Lookout, an eleva-
tion 17 miles west of and 1,300
feet above the town of Moose Jaw,
Indians used to transmit smoke
signals.

A new kind of signal—that from
a television antenna—is now being
transmitted from the same point.
Source of the signal is CHAB-TV,
Moose Jaw, which went on the air
at 10:28 a.m., Tuesday, July 7,
after many months of careful plan-
ning.

Program listings for the new sta-
tion are included in this week’s
CBC Times.

CHAB-TV is the prairies’ 13th
television station, and there must
have been times during the past
few months when station officials
began to think they should have
let someone else become unlucky
13. Inclement weather and delay
in receiving some of the building
materials had caused some set-
backs during construction of the
430-foot tower and 150-foot an-
tenna, but the opening day’s pro-
gramming went smoothly, with
good reception reported from
viewers over 100 miles away.

First person to appear on camera
at CHAB-TV was the station’s
president, owner and general man-
ager, Jack Moffatt, who spoke for
three minutes. His opening remarks
were followed by a 15-minute dis-
cussion of the first network pro-
gram to be carried on CHAB-TV

the All-Star Baseball game which
followed immediately. Taking part
were the station’s sports director,
Ken Newans; CHAB’s sportscaster,
Pallie Pascoe; local sports expert
Bill Libby; Moose Jaw Baseball
Club past-president Jack McGib-
ney; and Regina sports expert
Charlie Aid. The group made pre-
dictions, and Ken Newans recalled
highlights of past All-Star games
and showed pictures of the stars.
After the game the same group did
a 10-minute follow-up on their pre-
dictions.

Until August, when it will join
the microwave network, CHAB-
TV will pick up network programs
from CKCK-TV, Regina.

Manager of the station is Sid
Boyling, who has been with CHAB
radio since 1931. Other officers—
Jay Leddy (program director),
Merv. Pickford (chief engineer),
Jack Johnson (business manager),
and Joe Lawlor (sales manager).

At one stand at the Audio Fair in
London, where a British manufacturer

In other words, the company
was obligated to pay rent for the
vast territory covered in its grant,
on any occasion when the ruling
monarch should set foot in these
western domains. The last time
(and only time in 289 years) that
this ceremony took place was in
1939, during the visit of King
George VI and Queen Elizabeth
(now the Queen Mother).

Mr. Ashley Cooper was then
Governor of the Hudson’s Bay
Company, and the payment was
made at the old Fort Garry Gate
in downtown Winnipeg near the
site of the present Fort Garry
hotel.

This year the payment will be
made again, this time by Mr. W.
J. Keswick the present governor,
who will come out from England
for the ceremony. The ceremony
will take place in Assiniboine Park,
Winnipeg.

The matched elk heads, taken
on Elk Island, Alberta, will be
mounted on massive birch shields.
The two beaver skins have been
chosen from more than 50,000 in
the company’s Montreal ware-
house. Sterling silver plates under
the elk heads bear this inscription:

Yielded and paid to Her Majesty
Queen Elizabeth the Second by
the Governor and Company of Ad-
venturers Trading into Hudson Bay
under the terms of their Charter
granted by King Charles the Sec-
ond to their first Governor Prince
Rupert 2nd May 1670. Winnipeg,
Canada, 24th July, 1959.

now, and, walking down Waterloo
Road, I was reminded of the many
times I used to be called to the
Old Vic to attend to some casualty
—usually on Macbeth nights!

The rebuilding, however, has its
tragic side. The architects are ap-
parently trying to make London
look like Toronto and, of course,
this just won’t do. Buildings, which
would look superb on University
Avenue or Bay Street, look ludi-
crous with St. Paul’s as a back-

ground. I cannot think what the
effect will be in a few year’s time.
The beauty of the old buildings
will be quite lost when set against
the new, and the new will merely
look ridiculous against the old.
There appears to be no overall
scheme—just wild building in any
form on any site.

The other thing which strikes
the returning visitor is the astonish-
ing renaissance of the London
theatre during the past year or
two. A couple of years ago the
West End stage was artistically
moribund. Pretty well the only
choice was between farces of stupi-
fying mediocrity and that most
vapid of all entertainments, the

English “Drawing Room” comedy.
But in an amazingly short time
all is changed, and there are at
least half a dozen superb plays,
and another half dozen almost
superb, to be seen at present. It
all seems to have started with Look
Back in Anger, the first night of
which, although nobody realized
it at the time, may turn out to
have been one of the historical
dates in the English theatre.

Whether one liked it or not, and
I was among the “nots,” one can
see its influences everywhere. True,
the tea cups still clink, but no
longer in “Lady Wallingford’s draw-
ing room,” and they clink to the
accompaniment of dialogue which
would have made our ancestor’s
hair curl. And the clink is now
more often that of the tumbler
than the tea cup. I would not be
so foolish as to say that this neces-
sarily means a better play, but it
is now, for the first time in two
hundred years, competely unin-
hibited. The hypocritical shackles
of “respectability” have, at last,
been shaken off. A play like Five
Finger Exercise makes up, in one
evening, for all the suffering we
have endured in the West End
since the war.

I wish I could say the same
about the musical world, but I can
discern little change here. The
Beethoven - Tschaikowsky festival,
which has been going on ever since
the war, is still with us. There is,
however, a gleam of hope in the
opera houses, where such works as
Cherubini’s Medea and Poulenc’s
Carmelites are being given. Callas
sang in Media and so did our Jon
Vickers—superbly. The production
was that used recently at Dallas,
Texas, and an exchange had been
arranged with Covent Garden,
Dallas, lending its Medea, and
London reciprocating with its
Lucia. What an excellent idea!
This is something we must think
about for the future in Canada if
we ever have opera companies es-
tablished across the country, be-
cause it seems a great saving of
time and money. Expanding this
idea, one might conceive a kind of
“Scenery Pool” for the whole of
Canada which the Canada Council
might one day establish.

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THIS WEEK ON RADIO

In the week’s broadcast music,

the smaller forms continue to pre-
dominate, with chamber concerts
and solo recitals. Sunday’s Cham-
ber Music brings us the Bernardi
Trio of Toronto in works by Mozart
and Schumann. Before this, is the
Sunday Morning Recital, positiv
organist0 Bernard Legace of
Montreal plays compositions by
Gabrieli, Sweelinck, Frescobaldi,
Buxtehude, and J. S. Bach. CBC
Concert Hall, on Friday night, has
Winnipeg flutist Dirk Keetbaas and
pianist Chester Duncan in a Baga-
telle by Rakov and a Sonata by
Prokofieff; and, as though to pro-
vide a more robust contrast,

Western Artists on Monday eve-
ning presents an unusual program
(page 23) by the Kenneth Hop-
kins Brass Choir and organist
Frank Johnson of Edmonton.

As originally understood, cham-
ber music meant any kind of
small-scale music making, suitable
for private, domestic surroundings,
as opposed to public places, espe-
cially churches. A favourite dis-
tinction was between “camera”—
chamber, and “chiesa”—church, as
in Sonata da Camera and Sonata
da Chiesa (though this, perhaps,
was as much a matter of style as
of scale). It could, of course, and
originally did include any kind of
combination, instrumental or vocal,
of small numbers, and the “cham-
ber” opera. Indeed, the boundaries
of chamber music were probably
not very firmly drawn in the be-
ginning.

As time went on, however, the
term became restricted to small en-
sembles of solo instruments (i.e. one
to a part) and more especially to
the style of music suited to such
groups. Foremost among them is
the string quartet, the chamber
music vehicle par excellence, and
some distance behind it comes the
piano trio—piano, violin and cello.
Because piano tone contrasts,
rather than blends, with string
tone it is a rather less flexible and
tractable medium than the quar-
tet, and calls for a different ap-
proach. There are some magnificent
examples, like Beethoven’s Arch-
duke trio, but not all composers
seem equally happy with it. Some
tend, for example, to make the
string parts mere frills on the piano
part, or vice-versa.

Mozart’s pre-eminent technical
skill and unfailing sense of the ap-
propriate made his piano trios as

successful as all his other work, as
will be apparent on Sunday when
the Bernardi Trio plays his E.
Major Trio (K. 542), considered
one of the most characteristic of
all his chamber compositions.
Somewhat less satisfactory in its
scoring is Schumann’s Fdntaisies-
tuecke, the Duett and Finale from
which are also on the program;
but it contains some delightful
music nevertheless, reminiscent of
his piano works at their most
poetic.

Opposed to the chamber music
ideal of a single instrument to each
strand of the musical texture, is
the conception of the choir of
having each such strand rendered
by a group, with the corresponding
effect of rich and massive (though
not necessarily loud) sound. We
usually think of the term in con-
nection with voices, but it is also
used of instrumental groups, when
similarly constituted—the “string
choir” of the symphony orchestra,
for example. I have no information
about the Kenneth Hopkins Brass
Choir, of Edmonton, which is to
be heard in the Western Artists

WHAT is jazz?” someone once
asked trumpeter Louis Arm-

strong, the celebrated King of Jazz.
“Man,” he replied, “if you gotta
have words, you’ll never know.”
And he was right. Volumes have
been written about jazz, its history,
how to understand it, etc. It’s easy
to verbalize intellectually about it.
But every serious jazz artist agrees
that it’s too primitive, too emo-
tional a thing to put into words.
Jazz should be enjoyed without
thinking about it, and that’s how
composer - arranger - conductor
Michel Perrault hopes listeners will
approach his Black Chamber Music
series on CBC Dominion and
French networks Thursday nights.

Musicians have been jazzing the
classics for years, but Perrault and
his nine jazzmen are reversing the
process. Each week they’re present-
ing serious, classical arrangements
of pop tunes, within the melodic
and rhythmic framework of jazz.
But Perrault emphasizes that this
is not juke-box jazz. He hopes to
attract some of the long-haired
classicists who turn thumbs down
on standard interpretations of light
music.

ORPHEUS IN UNDERWORLD
From the Stratford Festival—

Jacques Offenbach’s witty operatic
parody on the Greek myth about Or-
pheus who plays his lyre so beauti-
fully that he moves the gods to re-
store him to his lost Eurydice. His
adventures in Hades, where he has
gone to reclaim his bride (more
through the pressure of public opin-
ion than desire) treat the old legends
with such hearty irreverence that the
classicists accused Offenbach of “blas-
pheming sacred and glorious an-
tiquity.” The translation by Robert
Fulford and James Knight of To-
ronto, to be used tonight, has re-
tained this saucy disregard for an-
tiquity. “So amusing are the situa-
tions in the opera,” they say, “that
the humour is easily understandable
to a modem audience with little or
no acquaintance with the legends and
myths of ancient Greece.” First pro-
duced at the Boffes Parisiens in Paris
in 1858, the opera had an unprece-
dented run of 228 consecutive per-
formances.

Tonight’s performance will be con-
ducted by Louis Applebaum. Leading
singers will be the French baritone
Martial Singher, American soprano
Irene Jordan, John McCollom, Jan
Rubes and Eric House.

in Kent, had waxed eloquent over
the larger and more colourful
temptations, of which he had so
far had little experience. Like most
smug people he was fascinated by
other people’s weaknesses. Then,
much to his astonishment, he was
visited by the Devil himself, dis-
guised as the head of a large ad-
vertising agency, and found he was
faced with decisions as grave as
any his more shady parishioners
had ever battled with.

This urbane and extremelyknowl-
edgeable gentleman with the well-
hidden horns introduced himself
as a Mr. Gideon, and the connota-
tion was enough to make hardier
creatures than Mr. Dryden reach
for the aspirin bottle. Then with
suave assurance he offered the
rector the traditional temptations
of wealth, wordly power, prefer-
ment (he made a Bishop’s ring
wink tantalizingly in the offing),
and like bounties.

What would you have done in
the rector’s place? It’s easy to grin
and say you’d have grabbed the
lot and run, or to pull a long face
and say you’d have sent the old
boy packing. But faced with the
easy accessibility of all you’d ever
dreamed of having and being,
what then?

We won’t give away the rest of
the story, but the solution to Mr.
Dryden’s temptations turns upon
an unexpected literary device in
The Demi and Mr. Dryden, which
John Reeves will produce this
week on CBC Wednesday Night.

It’s a lighthearted fantasy by
Hugh Laming, an English journal-
ist who, until a few weeks ago,
was a senior editor in the CBC
radio newsroom in Toronto. Now
he’s trying his luck in Australia.
During the Second World War he
served with the British Army in
France, Libya, Crete and Italy,

he is far from ordinary himself. The
son of an Amsterdam professor of
philosophy, he ran away from
home at the age of 10 and joined
a fishing fleet. When the long arm
of parental authority eventually
rounded him up, he was enrolled
in a naval college, but three months
later was dismissed with a note say-
ing “This school is not for pirates.”
He was heard from next on ocean-
going tugboats, where he served
until he became a sub inspector
with the Amsterdam Harbor Police,
aged 18. During the long night
watches he wrote to pass the time,
drawing on his seagoing experi-
ences.

Some of his stories, published in
local papers, reached the attention
of the directors of the municipal
theatre, who asked him to give
some technical advice on a sea
play they were rehearsing. That
brief taste of the theatre bore fruit
in several plays of his own, but his
writing career was cut short by the
Second World War. He was one of
the earliest underground resistance
fighters in Holland, was sentenced
to death by the Germans, but es-
caped to England. Now he writes
fluently in English—novels, plays,
short stories. He’s married to the
eldest daughter of J. B. Priestly,
and at last report was living on a
houseboat in Europe.

Joseph Furst, who directs The
Fourposter, is a graduate of the
University of Vienna, plays 10
musical instruments, sings, speaks
fluent German, French and Eng-
fish, and is a gifted fencer and
horseman. Before coming to Can-
ada in 1952 he acted in or directed
over 600 stage plays in Europe, and
made 30 movies in Germany, Swit-
zerland and France. His Canadian
career has included dozens of
radio, stage, TV and movie appear-
ances in character and straight
roles. In the fall he plans to con-
tinue his career in Britain.
