BBC Introduces
New TV Technique

The new BBC system which en-
abled viewers in Canada and the
United States to see television
newsfihn of Queen Elizabeth and
the Duke of Edinburgh leaving
Britain for their tour of Canada in
a matter of two hours after their
departure from London, and in the
reverse direction brought pictures
of their arrival at St. John’s, New-
foundland, to BBC—and European
—television screens within three
hours of their arrival, adds another
proud “first” to the achievements
of the Engineering Division of the
BBC, which gave Britain the first
public television service in the
world, sent the first television pic-
tures across the English Channel,
and has been responsible for many
other technical advances in sound
and television broadcasting.

The British Prime Minister, Sir
Harold Macmillan, visited the BBC
Television News studios at Alex-
andra Palace and saw the new el-
ectronic equipment demonstrateda
few days before the public saw the
first newsfilm pictures on their
screens. He said “This latest de-
velopment is obviously going to be
one of great importance and I give
my warmest congratulations to all
those both on the scientific and ad-
ministrative sides who have con-
tributed to it.”

This significant development,
which makes use of an entirely new
technique, follows an earlier pio-
neer effort made by BBC Tele-
vision News in 1957, and has been
made possible by the transatlantic
telephone cable which is regularly
used for sound radio broadcasts.
There are as yet no facilities for
transmitting live television pictures
across the Atlantic either by cable
or by radio, which is much more
difficult than sending speech or
photographs. The new BBC system
enables pictures from film to be
transmitted over the transatlantic
cable at slow speed within its cap-
acity, and re - assembled at the

other side of the Atlantic on an-
other film from which they can be
transmitted at normal speed by the
television service in the receiving
country.

Half a minute of film can be
transmitted in rather less than 50
minutes and can be reproduced on

television as soon as the film has.
been developed about 20 minutes
later.

In introducing this new tech-
nique the BBC’s Director of En-
gineering, Sir Harold Bishop, said
that it brought a step nearer the
transmission by television to the
whole world of some major event.

The British General Post Office,
the Canadian Overseas Telecom-

munications Corporation and the
American Telephone and Tele-
graph Company co-operated in
putting transatlantic cable circuits
at the disposal of the BBC for their
experiments, and very great help
was given by the Canadian Broad-
casting Corporation.—BßC London
Letter.

CBC Music Director
Wins U. of A. Award

The University of Alberta has
presented its National Award in
Music for 1959 to Geoffrey Wad-
dington, the CBC’s Director of
Music. The award, for his out-
standing contribution to the music
in Canada over the past 20 years,
was presented to Mr. Waddington
at the Banff School of Fine Arts
on July 24.

The award is one of a series of
three national awards in music,
letters and painting and related
arts, established five years ago by
the University of Alberta.

Previous winners of the award
are composer Healey Willan, Sir
Ernest McMillan, Saskatoon pian-
ist and teacher Lyell Gustin, Dr.
Claude Champagne of Montreal
and Dr. Arnold Walter of Toronto.

An engraved gold medal was
presented to Mr. Waddington.
The award was accompanied by
the following citation:

“In Geoffrey Waddington we
honour one who for nearly forty
years has laboured for the ad-
vancement of music in Canada.

“His career may be said to have
begun with the award to him in
1921 of a violin scholarship at the
Toronto Conservatory. It has
brought him to the Directorship
of Music of the Canadian Broad-
casting Corporation; to member-
ship of the Boards of Directors of
the Canadian Music Council and

the Canadian Music Centre, and
of the Board of Honourary Ad-
visers, Canadian Bureau for the
Advancement of Music; and to a
position of high eminence as a
conductor both in Canada and
abroad.

“His influence as director and
adviser reaches back to those
years between 1927 and 1936
when he was on the staff of radio
stations CKNC and CRBC; and
continues through the period 1947
to 1951, in which he served as
music adviser to the Canadian
Broadcasting Corporation. Among
his achievements are the organiza-
tion in 1947 of the CBC Opera

All-Canadian
Englishman

Rex Loring is often called the
“Englishman with the all-Canadian
accent.”

Born in England in 1926, Loring
came to Canada in 1947, deter-
mined to become an announcer.
To do this, he went all out to get
a Canadian accent. He had got
good practice by mixing with
Canadians while serving with the
RAF during the Second World
War and by taking parts with
American accents in British dramas.
He did part-time acting in South-
ampton, and in London before
joining the RAF. After the war he

was an announcer in London on
the BBC forces network.

On his arrival in Canada he
joined the National Film Board as
a technician, but was soon doing
film commentary. Before joining

Rex Loring
the CBC in Toronto in February,
1955, he was an announcer at Ot-
tawa and Peterborough.

Loring reported the party stand-
ings for the CBC television cover-
age of the federal election held in
March, 1958. He is seen regularly
on the CBC National News Tele-
cast and is the host on Playhouse

mass media analysts. With the
pooling of these many talents at the
head office in Ottawa and in offices
at the two major production centres
of Toronto and Montreal, audience
research is geared to relate vital
audience information back to the
decision makers behind the desks,
as well as in the control booths.

When the final reports are
written on the Halifax study CBC
audience research may well make
a major contribution to the better
understanding of life in Canada in
this “age of television.”

“Researching the audience for
the local Toronto program Stereo
Style was also quite an exciting
task,” said Johnston, “because here
we were trying to evaluate the im-
pact of something completely new
in radio broadcasting. We had
some indication from the letters
that were sent in that the experi-
mental stereo broadcasts were
being received quite enthusiastic-
ally. However, we wanted more
systematic data than the letters
provide. For example, we wanted
to learn among other things, about
the kind of radios used and the
quality of sound that was being re-
ceived. We had Bill Bessey recruit
survey participants for us by asking
the listeners to the ninth program
in the series to call audience re-
search and leave their names and
addresses so we might send them a
questionnaire. Well, we soon
learned for certain that Stereo Style
had built up an enthusiastic follow-
ing. Seven phones were kept busy
for two hours and we received a
total of 1,050 calls in addition to
over 100 letters which arrived from
out-of-town the next day.

“When the questionnaires were
returned and tabulated we found
a number of interesting facts about

this group of enthusiastic listeners.
First, they were found to be a
rather special kind of people with
rather specialized mass media
tastes, since percentagewise there
were many more who owned FM
radios and fewer who owned TV
sets than would be found in the
general population. In addition,
over half owned either hi-fi or
stereo phonograph equipment; an
overwhelming majority considered
the stereo effect a notable improve-
ment in hi-fi reproduction. The
most frequently used set combina-
tion during the series was a table
model and a console model; the
program dealing with serious music
and with music from Broadway
musicals were best received, and
with the exception of Broadway
show music, the sample preferred
‘serious’ to ‘light’ music. This de-
scription of the tastes and opinions
of the really eager stereo fans will
be, we feel, an important contribu-
tion for future planning of stereo
broadcasting on CBC.”

While across the country, col-
umnists, pundits and self-appointed
radio and TV critics continue to
sound off about audience tastes and
opinions, CBC’s audience research
team, with its emphasis on the
scientific measurement and analysis
of audience data, stands as a neces-
sary link between the great Cana-
dian audience and CBC adminis-
trators.

REBECCA WEST, says Time
magazine, has “unusually acute

instincts and intuitions.” Twentieth
Century Authors hints at even
greater sensitivity (in its own
cryptic, rather disjointed way):
“Early in 1941, after a series of
experiences during the London air
raids that seemed to suggest she
possessed clairvoyant powers, she
(Miss West) went into hospital for
a serious operation.”

Whatever these experiences may
have been, there is no doubt but
that Miss West showed remarkable
insight into the minds of traitors in
her famous work, The Meaning of
Treason. In this book which was
originally written as a series of
articles in the New Yorker, Miss
West described the trials of Lord
Haw Haw and others for treason.
With her “unusually acute instinct
and intuitions” she managed to
give remarkable depth to these
studies of the psychology of treason.

Rebecca West was born Cecily
Isabel Fairfield in Ireland. For a
short time she worked on the stage
and took her pseudonym from the
name of the heroine in Ibsen’s
Rosmersholm. She joined the staff
of Freewoman in 1912 and the fol-
lowing year, aged only 20, was
made political writer on the Clarion.

At this time she was very active in
the fight for woman’s suffrage.

Her first literary work was a criti-
cal biography of Henry James, but
she then went on to write novels,
subtle psychological probings of the
moods and motives of a wide range
of characters, from a shell-shocked
soldier to a woman obsessed with
wealth. Each novel seems radically
different from its successors. One
critic sees this as something of a
limitation: “Rebecca West is per-
haps too changeable to be a really
great novelist, but her resources are
much too rich to enable her to be
merely mediocre.”

Until 1930, Miss West had made
a reputation as an iconoclast to-
wards marriage. She had, in fact,
had a son by H. G. Wells. In 1930,
however, she surprised her friends
by marrying a prominent banker
and, says Twentieth Century Au-
thors, continued to surprise them
by staying happily married.

In the thirties and forties Miss
West turned from writing novels,
believing there were more impor-
tant literary activities for those dis-
turbed times. From this period
came her most ambitious work: a
two volume “diary” of her trip
through Yugoslavia. Some scholars

criticized Black Lamb and Grey
Falcon for errors and omissions, but
critics generally hailed it as a great
study of a country.

In 1957 Miss West published a
fascinating book called The Court
and the Castle which took a new
look at Shakespeare’s famous Ham-
let. Why do scholars and producers
so often treat Hamlet as a weak
and vaccilating creature? asks Miss
West. After all, Hamlet not only
kills three people with his own
hand, he is sufficiently forsighted
to send Rosencratz and Guilden-
stern to England with a sealed
letter containing their own death
warrants.

Miss West suggests that, though
we all see part of ourselves in Ham-
let, it’s a part that we don’t like to
face—our own taint and corruption
—so we guild the whole thing, turn-
ing the ruthless Hamlet into a pro-
crastinator and the disreputable

Ophelia into a sweet girl who has a
nervous breakdown.

In 1956 Miss West published her
first novel in twenty years. The
Fountain Overflows, which again
met with considerable acclaim, told
the story “of a family of artists,
good and bad, disciplined and
eccentric, but all tumultuously ar-
ticulate” and seen through the eyes
of a child. The book “looks with
steady, unintimidated eye at the
huge, humorous, disturbing spec-
tacle of human experience,” said
the Saturday Review . . . “the firm,
uncompromising vigour of Rebecca
West’s thought, eluding the dread-
ful by association with the gener-
ous, is proof of her quality.”

Miss West herself has been de-
scribed as “slender, dark-eyed, tern-

peramental, extremely femining,
moody, but with a delightful sense
of humour. The only thing that
may be infallibly expected of her
is the unexpected.”

On Wednesday Charles Temple-
ton interviews Miss West on Close-
Up. Daryl Duke produced this film
in England.

Understatement has its virtues; it
makes for caution and accuracy.

Yet it can, I think, in its own way, be
just as extreme and impoverishing as

overstatement. Words, after all, are
meant for communication, and if we

cannot be free and easy in our
words, we will never be free or easy

in our relations either to God or
man.—The Irish poet W. R. Rodgers,

on BBC.

A WORK such as Mendelssohn’s
Octet (to be played in Sunday

morning’s Chamber Music program
by the Montreal String Octet),
from' the circumstances of its gen-
esis and creation, is of great inter-
est to the student of psychological
and anthropological phenomena,
no less than to the musician. For,
with its high level of creative in-
spiration, conveyed with mastery
of technical resource, it is the work
of a boy of 16—one of the very
small group of acknowledged
master-works, which have passed
into the standard repertory, com-
posed at such an age (It is not
really any derogation of it to point
out that works for string octet are
scarce, anyway; so are string octets,
and it is not too much to assume
that such groups have been
brought into being before now ex-
pressly to play it-m itself a tribute
to its quality).

Now those among us who are,
or have been teachers (not to say
parents), are aware of both the
general level of achievement of
even bright 16-year-olds, and the
time it takes to acquire even an
amateur degree of skill, in artistic

and technical activities; so we can,
perhaps arrive at a more immedi-
a
,

te appreciation of the power of
the mysterious force of genius, as
manifest in a youngster like Men-
delssohn, than when we encounter
it in a more mature person, at a
period of development more re-
mote from our observation. This
circumstance of early development,
moreover, prompts speculation
about the nature of musical gen-
ins, lending colour to the theory
that it involves a faculty for the un-
reflective, intuitive summing up of
the requirements of the art, and for
unconsciously making the neces-
Sary physical and mental adjust-
ments to meet them.

John Reeves presents “Three’s Company,” a chamber opera

for three singers by Anthony Hopkins

Three’s Company is a chamber
opera—three singers and a piano.
It tells of a small business with a
domineering senior partner, Mr.
W. Three (baritone); a Mr. Love,
a lovably inefficient junior partner
(tenor) and a sweet secretary, Miss
Honey.

The story takes place in a series
of flashbacks in the mind of Mr.

English village called Tilden, and was
a staunch monarchist.

Love. He first appears on the verge
of suicide, a rope around his neck,
a revolver in one hand, poison
bottle in the other, and standing on
a high balcony. Desperately search-
ing for “One Last Word”—the first
line of the opera—he recalls scene
by scene the events, happy and un-
happy, which have brought him to
this sorry condition. Thus, the first
scene takes place a month ago, the
second a week ago, and the third
when the two time planes converge
with dramatic and startling results.

“This,” someone once remarked,
“makes a change from Tristan.”

Anthony Hopkins wrote Three’s
Company for the British Intimate
Opera Company. The BBC tele-
vised it some years ago and now
Canadians can hear the radio ver-
sion on CBC Wednesday Night.

In an article in the BBC Radio
Times, Mr. Hopkins told of the
beginnings of Three’s Company.

“When I took over the direction
of Intimate Opera, a company
which has been in existence over
twenty years, the main change in
policy which I initiated was to
arrange for the provision of a new
sort of opera specially tailored for
our measurements. The greater part
of our engagements take place in
small halls all over the country and
our opportunities of working with
an orchestra are practically non-
existent. Why couldn’t we have
operas written to be performed
under these circumstances, and in-
tended by the composer to be ac-
companied by piano only?

“With this in mind I approached
several other composers as well as
deciding to write such a work my-
self. The idea of the story came to
me largely as a result of thinking
of the most economical set avail-
able. Singers usually possess black
jackets and striped trousers men
singers that is—and this made me
decide that my opera should take
place either in a doctor’s consult-

ing room, a bank, a lawyer’s office,
or a business concern. Any of these
could be represented on the stage
with a minimum of furnishings.
We only travel with a few small
props; furniture is borrowed as we
go.

“The company works with three
singers and my perverted sense of
humour started to play around
with the words ‘Company,’ ‘Three,’
‘Company equals business concern,’
‘Three singers, three’s company’
and so on . . .

“Any similarity between Three’s
Company and a normal opera is en-
tirely co-incidental,” Hopkins con-
cludes. “It is virtually an attempt
to create a new form, an opera that
steers an erratic course between
revue, musical comedy, and the
dramatic aria. If approached with-
out operatic bias I think I can
safely promise an hour of musical
entertainment of an unusual kind.
Certainly, audiences all over the
country have responded with en-
thusiasm and, I am happy to say,
loud laughter.”

CBC radio producer John Reeves
will produce the Wednesday Night
presentation of Three’s Company.
“This is one of those rare operas
with only one set,” says Reeves,
“and hence is particularly suited to
radio presentation. Perhaps the last
thing done on CBC at all compar-
able to Three’s Company was the
television presentation of Menotti’s
The Telephone. The singer who
played the role of the woman in
that opera, by the way, was Evelyn
Gould. Miss Gould will also play
the part of Miss Honey in Wednes-
day’s Three’s Company. I am par-
ticularly pleased to have her in the
opera along with William McGrath
(who plays Mr. Love) and Alex
Gray (Mr. Three).”

Company and in 1952 of the CBC
Symphony Orchestra.

“As conductor, his beginnings
lie in the years 1923 to 1926, in
which he taught at the Toronto
Conservatory and trained in the
ranks of the Symphony. During
the decade which lay between his
two periods of service to broadcast
music he conducted a number of
orchestras which included, from
1938 to 1940, the Winnipeg Sym-
phony.

“As director, adviser and con-
ductor he has over the years made
an outstanding contribution to
the recognition and the perform-
ance of the work of Canadian com-
posers.

during and after the bombing in
one of the most gripping, intimate
records of the Second World War.
In spare, sure style he pictured the
lives and feelings of these people
as they moved through the horror
of attack to the long, painful, sad
period of recuperation and read-
justment. So compelling was his
tale, in which not a scene, fact or
character was invented, that the
New Yorker devoted a whole issue
to it. It was later published in
book form under the title of Hiro-
shima. And starting Saturday,
August 15, the radio series Four’s
Company will present Hiroshima
in three weekly instalments, read
by the four regulars on the show
. . . Mavor Moore, John Drainie,
Ruth Springford and Diana Mad-
dox, joined on this occasion by two
guests, one of whom will be A 1
Pearce. The rebroadcasts will be
heard Tuesday afternoons (August
18, 25, and September 1).

The BBC’s Third Program pre-
sented Hiroshima some years ago,
and parts of it were featured on
American television, “but,” says
producer John Reeves “this is its
first full presentation in Canada,
as far as I know. It’s a good and
important book, extremely timely
with our present concern about
fall-out, and lends itself excellently
to the style of Four’s Company.
It’s interesting that the date of our
first reading, August 15, falls on
the anniversary of the day Em-
peror Hirohito broadcast to his
people for the first time, to an-
nounce the decision that Japan
would surrender to the Allies.”

John Hershey knows the Orien-
tal character from first-hand ex-
perience. He was bom in Tientsin,
China, in 1914, the son of a
Y.M.C.A. secretary, and spoke
Chinese fluently before he knew
English. When he was 10 the
family returned to the United

States, where he graduated from
Yale and then studied for a year
at Cambridge. His burning ambi-
tion was to work on Time maga-
zine. While waiting for an open-
ing he was secretary and assistant
to novelist Sinclair Lewis, then
wrote for both Time and Life, and
was war correspondent for them
on both fronts. His first novels all
had war settings . . . Into the Val-
ley (’43) took place in Guadal-
canal; A Bell For Adano (’44) was
set in Italy, won the Pulitzer Prize
in 1945, and was made into a stage
play and a movie; and Hiroshima
(’46) was described as “a tour de
force, and model of objective and
accurate reporting.”
