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Maori Girl
An unusual story of a romance between a Maori girl and an
American boy Monday and Tuesday on Trans-Canada Matinee

When Bill Tribole first met her,
Henauri Strongman was a slender,
attractive Maori girl living in
Whangaruru South, a small seaside
resort in New Zealand’s northland.
He was a big, husky American on
a visit “down under,” and mutual
friends were anxious that they
meet. But Hinauri pictured him as
a cocktail - drinking, fast - talking
smoothie, and said she wasn’t in-
terested. Eventually, of course,
curiosity wore her resistance down,
and they were introduced. Their
romance, and the unusual story of
the Iranian boy who helped to bind
their lives together, will be related
on Trans-Canada Matinee on Mon-
day and Tuesday by Hinauri her-
self, on CBC radio. This is a de-
lightful tale, told in a warm
charming style, with bright touches
of humour.

To set the scene Hinauri has
provided a short background pic-
ture. From her home in Bountiful,
Utah, she writes: “My Bill was
bom in Milford, a small town in
southern Utah. He attended West-
minster Junior College in Salt Lake
City. It was his ambition to be-
co m e a school teacher, so he
majored in English and social
sciences and received his B.Sc. de-
gree in education from Miami Uni-
versity in Oxford, Ohio. Shortly
after his graduation he was called
into the armed services with the
U.S. Transportation Corps and sta-
tioned in a lonely desert outpost
in Iran, where his battalion was
operating the Trans-Iranian Rail-
road from the port of Khorramsahr
on the Persian Gulf to the northern
ports on the Caspian Sea. The ex-
treme desert conditions were al-
most intolerable, for the men were
barbecued by day and went into a
deep freeze at night. The daily
monotony of life was broken only
by waging a battle royal against
the sandflies which nearly drove
the men beyond sanity. At this
point Bill felt a desperate need for
some outside activity to prevent the
disintegration of his spirit. He
began to observe the Persian boys

who frequented the camp looking
for work, food and other items of
salvage, and singled out a fine-
looking lad of 14 with intelligent
features and a keen alert manner.
Something about him appealed
strongly to Bill, and it wasn’t long
before he and Reza were buddies.
The G. I.’s nicknamed him Ronnie,
and he became the camp mascot
and Bill’s devoted shadow. Here at
last was something Bill could live
for in all the wilderness and heat.
Life took on new meaning for him,
and his inborn love for people, ir-
respective of race, colour or creed,
and his compassion for the under-
privileged gathered new momentum
through Ronnie. That is one of the
countless reasons I fell in love with
Bill when I met him many years
later in 1950, on his return trip to
New Zealand. That is why all who
have met him in my country and
in Ronny’s love him, too. To those
who don’t know him he is just an

New BBC Head
On “First Person”

H. Carleton Greene, the first
man from within the ranks of the
BBC to be named director-general
of the corporation, will be heard
on CBC radio, August 30.

Greene’s appointment takes ef-
fect next year. He succeeds Sir
lan Jacob, who will retire.

Freelance broadcaster John Lerch
interviewed Greene in London.
Their talk will be heard on First
Person, on the Trans-Canada net-
work.

Formerly head of the BBC’s
news and current affairs depart-
ment, Greene has become known
as an outspoken champion of com-
plete freedom from commercial and
political interference in broadcast-
ing. He spoke recently to a group
of German business men on the
topic: “Two threats to Broadcast-
ing; Commercial and Political In-
terference.” Text of the address
was widely published.

The Journals and Letters
of Napoleon

H. G. Wells saw him as a “dark
little archaic personage, hard, com-
pact, capable, unscrupulous, imita-
tive, and neatly vulgar.” He was
certainly unimposing, but in that
thin, yellow-faced and often badly-
dressed person glowed a fire that
made him the master of kings and
peasants from Spain to the borders
of Russia, and changed the face of
Europe in the space of only 15
years. Historians and romanticists
have long squabbled over his claim
to genius and place among history’s
greats. Napoleon himself was never
in any doubt, though even he was
amazed at the swiftness of his rise
to fame. From St. Helena he wrote:
“Centuries will pass before the
unique combination o f events
which led to my career occur in
the case of another ... If I had
succeeded, I would have been the
greatest man the world has
known.” But deity though he may
have been in his own eyes, his ul-
timate fate was determined by a
power stronger than his. As Victor
Hugo put it: “God was bored by
him.”

Success was as necessary to Nap-
oleon as bread, but not because of
a humble origin. His father, a law-
yer who raised a large family in
trying times, came of a good family
established on the island of Corsica
in the 16th century. His mother
was very beautiful and of strong
character. The island had just be-
come French, and the Bonapartes
accepted their new nationality re-
luctantly at first, later with com-
plete loyalty. Young Napoleon
began his French education with
none of his fellow Frenchmen’s tra-
ditions or prejudices, with more or
less an open mind. He had a solid
education (showed a strong apti-
tude for science) ending at the
Ecole Militaire in Paris. Even after
his commissioning he studied hard,
gradually building up a reputation
for cool objectivity coupled with
ardent enthusiasm. “The whole art

three hours at night. He wore
everyone out. He was not a man,
but a machine.” Aptly, he chose
the bee as his symbol. He filed his
ideas in neat little mental rows.
“When I wish to interrupt an af-
fair,” he wrote (and in this case the
affair was political rather than
amorous) “I close the drawer,which
contains it, and open that which
contains another. They do not mix
together and do not fatigue me,
nor inconvenience me. If I wish to
sleep, I shut up drawers and I am
asleep.”

Eventually, of course, his
“method” included marriage and a
son to inherit his empire. He chose
Josephine, a beautiful Creole
widow of Viscount de Beauharnais,
who was guillotined during the
Terror. She was six years older
than Napoleon, and no better than
she had to be. When she married
him she was down to her last sou
and living mostly by her wits.
Theirs was a romantic association,
but after some years, when no son
had appeared and Josephine’s looks
were far from dewy. Napoleon took
another wife, Marie Louise, daugh-

of war,” he said, “consists of a
careful and well-thought-out de-
fensive together with a swift and
bold offensive.” He soon had ample
opportunity for putting thought
into action. Simplicity and rapidity
were the keynotes of his campaigns
and battles.

Occasionally he returned from
anticipated victories with no more
than the itch, but gradually his
military method began to pay off
. . . for it was a method, rather
than a system, that stretched the
borders of his empire. He studied
the psychology of his opponent to
the most minute detail. He dele-
gated as little authority as possible,
saw to every detail himself. Ana-
tole France wrote; “A galley slave
has a happier life than Napoleon.
He worked everywhere and always,
at table, at the theatre, in his car-
riage, in his bath. He hardly slept

erica range from the growing in-
terest in science and technology
(increased but not created by
Sputnik) to the transformation of
the book industry by the appear-
ance of millions of paperbacks an-
nually.

Television? It’s difficult to tell
what influence TV played. But one
thing is certain: TV did not stop
the interest in books. And if that
seems a negative approach to the
subject of TV and children, it is
because in this first article we
want to do little more than chal-
lenge some popular notions.

Let’s take some of them—
Television reduces the amount

of time the individual spends read-
ing. In many surveys people ac-
quiring TV report a drop in reading
time. How does this square with
increases in library circulation and
book publishing? There may be
several answers.

First, in North America, despite
circulation increases, relatively few
people belong to libraries. Hence
selected samples of individuals may
not reflect the increase. Secondly,
the novelty effect of television may
be an influence. Here, it may very
well be that the novelty affect lasts
longer—perhaps even permanently
—with adults than it does with the
young children who have grown
up with TV. A recent English sur-
vey suggests that TV has not sig-
nificantly affected either the read-
ing ability or the amount read by
children.

This suggests the great difficulty
in studying the effects of TV on
children. The TV set becomes part

OVER the past 10 years the
circulation of the children’s

department of the Toronto Public
Library has increased by 15 per
cent. During the same period the
school population has increased by
10 per cent.

Two years ago the Vancouver
Public Library had enrolled about
67 per cent of the Vancouver
elementary school population, with
each child borrowing on an aver-
age 20 books a year. (Of the adult
population of Vancouver, less than

30 per cent were members of the
library.)

Since the so-called “TV drop
years” of 1950-51, the Los Angeles
Public Library, reputedly having
the largest circulation department

in the world, has seen a “sky-rock-
eting spiral” in circulation.

The causes of the increased in-
terest in books across North Am-
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of the child’s social background,
contributing to his general cultural
level, for good or bad, and is al-
most inextricably mixed with the
influences of books, radio, films,
parents, boy scout organizations,
and young Johnny next door. The
most frequent verdict in literature
on the subject of TV and children
is not proven though all authori-
ties agree that in some way it is a
very important factor in growth.

It is fairly clear that TV does
have an effect on what people
read. In general, the tendency is
towards non-fiction in reading.
Librarians and publishers report a
great interest in non-fiction of all
types biography, do-it-yourself
projects, history, science and so on.
These adult interests are reflected
in children’s titles. Newspapers and
magazines offering information
have won much more of an in-
crease in circulation than maga-
zines offering purely escapist fic-
tion. Thus people turn to TV to
supply their fantasy needs.

Beside the diffuse effect that TV
probably has on reading, there is
also a more direct (though less
important) effect. Books on a sub-
jects treated on TV will often be
asked for in libraries. One librarian
has suggested that whereas form-
erly children got interested in a
subject by coming across it in
books now they approach books
because TV or something else has
aroused their interest in a subject.

TV reduces viewers (adults and
children) to passive automatons,
taking them from more creative
and healthy activity. In April and
May of this year, nearly 9,000
children wrote the CBC asking for
a cut-out offered them on The
Friendly Giant. Again, 800 people
—adults and young people—wrote

in about two high-level educational
series on physics and chemistry.
Still again, 2,500 viewers of Close-
Up, the CBC-TV interview pro-
gram, wrote asking for a pamphlet
which listed summer guests; pre-
sumably they wished to arrange
their Wednesday evenings suitably.
In short, the CBC finds its audi-
ences anything but passive.

Critics do not always clearly de-
fine “creative” and “passive.” Pre-
sumably the charge is accompanied
by a mental picture of a child in
the allegedly typical viewing atti-
ture; slumped back glazed eye,
vacant face. But if we confined
creativity to physical movement,
our most creative people are all-in
wrestlers.

(Many parents report their chil-
dren do act like all-in wrestlers
while watching TV, constantly on
the move and tusseling with one
another, even though interested in
the program.)

The point, surely, is this: knowl-
edge must be absorbed through
the senses in an act of concentra-
tion. And whether it be screen,
book or blackboard the back can
be slumped, the face vacant and
the eye glazed during concentra-
tion. But with book and black-
board our attitude changes from
disapproval to approval, and with
our attitude, our choice of adject-
ives changes too: relaxed back,
rapt face, intense eye.

An admittedly sketchy survey of
officials of half a dozen youth clubs
in Vancouver last year suggested
that TV at first adversely affected
attendance and membership. But
this temporary setback has long
since been overcome. The Van-
couver Boy Scouts, for instance,

doubled its membership in seven
years.

Oddly enough, the critic most
likely to attack TV for engender-
ing passive traits is also likely to
attack it for encouraging juvenile
delinquency. Yet delinquent be-
haviour is anything but passive be-
haviour. But this is another ques-
tion.

Crime and violence programs on
TV harmfully affect the child, even
stimulating it to delinquent action.
First let’s distinguish three types
of violence programs:

1. Good - guys - and - bad - guys,
clearly distinguished, with virtue
always triumphant. Prototype is set
in the American West but Sher-
wood Forest or Mars will do as
well. Plot is stereotyped.

2. At the other extreme lie the
“adult” crime programs and west-

erns which are designed for adult
viewing and presumably treat
crime and violence in a mature
way.

Some parents and educators see
these distinctions as unreal and
all treatment of crime and violence
as harmful. Other educators, and
perhaps most parents, see no harm
in the first type. These westerns
may even promote socially desir-
able traits of honesty and courage;
perhaps even act as harmless out-
lets for aggressive impulses. As for
“adult” westerns and crime pro-
grams, some see the term as a pure
euphemism for “brutal;” others
claim that adults (as well as chil-
dren) have rights, the right to

choose, for instance, and that at
least after a reasonable hour it is
up to parents, not broadcasters, to
decide what children should see.

We cannot discuss this fully. But
again, there is a slim point of
agreement. Some violent programs
will harmfully frighten the well-
adjusted child and even trigger de-
linquent behaviour in the malad-
justed child. This is most likely to
happen in programs showing set-
tings similar to the child’s own
environment and people with
whom he might identify himself
and family and friends. It is least
likely to happen in clearly make-
believe land; for instance, west-
erns.

Here again, the position soon
gets complicated. Some children
will shrug off the most violent
scenes; others equally normal-
might be frightened by the mild
adventures of a bunny, by the
close-up of a face, or by the ridi-
culing of a member of a quiz panel
(the last two being quite common
causes of fear in young viewers).
Again, if we remove all violence
and crime from the diet of an older
child, we give him a distorted pic-
ture and one which in all likeli-
hood he knows to be distorted;
hence, boredom with this “kid’s
stuff.”

One psychiatrist quotes ex-
amples of mentally sick adults
overwhelmed by TV addiction,

then says, “Those traits which sick
adults now satisfy by television
can be presumed to be those traits
that children, exposed to TV from
childhood (infancy really!) and all
through the character - forming
years, may expect to develop.”

We have ignored elements like
the native curiosity of the child
and make no attempt to offer proof
of this astonishing inference from
mentally sick adult to normal
child. (Psycho-analysts have long
been criticized for transferring ab-
normal mental processes to normal
persons). But the quotation does
bring up a more subtle criticism
of television:

Television, so the argument
runs, even more than most mass
media, helps mould the outlook
and create the values of growing
children. So even though TV may
seldom directly stimulate delin-
quency, it may yet be creating
attitudes not consistent with demo-
cratic ideals—ridicule of the egg-
head, lauding of the strongman,
acceptance of brutality, and so on.

But the argument is not against
TV as such, it is an argument
against bad programs. If TV can
lower ideals and appeal to baser
instincts, it has exactly the same
power to do the opposite. The
responsibility of broadcasters to
provide sane programs is as great
as the responsibility of parents to
guide their children’s viewing.

Impostor Ferdinand Demara
Describes His Escapades

FOR eight months during the
Korean war Ferdinand Waldo

Demara, Jr., acted as a surgeon
lieutenant in the Royal Canadian
Navy off Korea. He served as
medical officer on a destroyer and
once operated on several South
Korean soldiers during an emer-
gency. Back in Canada newspapers
carried stories of his heroism and
his charity work in a Korean vil-
lage. That was the cause of his
exposure as a complete fake and
probably the basis for his biog-
raphers claim that he is “the great-
est rascal of them all.”

Demara is now engaged in what
he calls “the greatest caper of them
all.” Recently he came to an un-
disclosed city in America and
filmed an interview with Pierre
Berton. That interview will be seen
on Close-Up, Wednesday. Natur-
ally, Demara did not discuss his
present activities, but somewhere,

arrives in Leadville, Colorado, to
tangle with the beautiful and charm-
ing editor of the paper, who had
branded him as a notorious gunman
who must be eliminated.

Part of this special one hour edition
of “Close-Up” consists of a filmed
interview between Pierre Berton and
Ferdinand Waldo Demara Jr., a man
who has impersonated Catholic priests,
doctors, prison reformers and college
officials.

probably in the United States, a
large, cheerful, hard-working man
is not what he seems to be.

In the interview, Demara tried
to explain to Berton why he has
impersonated, often with extra-
ordinary success. Catholic priests,
doctors, prison reformers and col-
lege officials. But he can give no
reasonable account. Sometimes he
calls himself a saint, sometimes a
“completely rotten man.” On one
occasion he did admit cheerfully
that what drives him is “pure ras-
cality.” His biographer, Robert
Crichton, who has compiled the
only lengthy account of his many
activities, believes Demara is the
greatest rascal of the present
century.

If his motives are hazy, his
methods are not. Demara once
said of himself, “I am a superior
sort of liar. I don’t tell any truth
at all, so that my story has a unity
of parts, a structural integrity, and
that way sounds much more like
truth than truth itself.”

Demara bases his hoaxes on cer-
tain definite philosophies. For in-
stance, he believes that in any big
organization there are great chunks
of unattached power lying around.
The expert hoaxer moves in and
picks up that power; he never tries
to wrest power from those who al-
ready have it.

Demara’s borrowed lives are
often useful. He leaves friends be-
hind him but almost never returns
to the scenes of his escapades.

A Texas prison official announced
that he would be proud to re-hire
Demara if he had the proper cre-
dentials. Demara has revamped the
prison’s maximum securtiy system
and laid the groundwork for re-
vised penal laws in the state’s
prison system.

A delegation of citizens from
Maine Island, where Demara was
the only “schoolteacher,” visited
his trial and asked that charges

against him be dropped and that
he return to the island. The
charges were dropped, but Demara
did not go back.

Years ago Demara remarked to
a surprised policeman who took
him into custody: “We imposters,
sir, are an unaccountable people.”

On Close-Up Demara will speak
on behalf of Frater Mary Jerome,
a Trappist novice; Brother Robert
Copernicus, of the Pious Society of
St. Mark; Robert Linton French,
Dean of the School of Philosophy,
Cannon University; Brother John
Payne, a teacher; C. B. Hamman,
a student; Dr. Joseph, once of the
Royal Canadian Navy, and prob-
ably many others.

Demara is a many sided person.

ordinary fellow working as a train
conductor for the Union Pacific
Railroad, but to me he is the most
extraordinary person in the whole
world.

“For eight years Bill sent money
and clothing to Ronnie’s family.
Then through his sponsorship Ron-
nie was able to begin a new life in
America in 1952, and take up his
studies where he had left off in the
sixth grade ten years before. Ron-
nie is studying to become an elec-
trical engineer and has two more
years in college before he gradu-
ates. Bill was able to give Ronnie
formal lessons when they were to-
gether in the sweltering sands of
Iran, and also when Ronnie en-
rolled in a high school in Utah, at
the age of 22. Their friendship is
the most beautiful manifestation of
the David and Jonathan story I
have ever seen.

“Five years after we were mar-
ried our son, Mark William, was
born. He is an adorable, round,
brown bundle with eyes like Tokay
grapes, a wide, generous smile, and
a wider, more generous nose!
When we took him home to visit
my people in New Zealand last
winter they fell in love with him
on sight because he is all Maori.
We coined a new word and call
him our A-maori-can. My people
honoured him with two Maori
names: Rererangi (because we flew
home and the word means to
cleave the air), and Ngatihou,
which is my sun-tribe. He was
christened with these two names
in the Church of England built by
his great-great grandfather. The
christening ceremony was per-
formed in native tongue by the
Archdeacon, the Rev. Paki Tipene,

and it was one of the most beauti-
ful I have ever attended. Bill is an
amateur photographer and has a
priceless collection of colored pic-
tures of my people and my country.
Because of his love of people he
was able to win the absolute con-
fidence of the Maoris, many of
whom had never before permitted
their pictures to be taken. The old
Maori lady with the tattooed bps
is almost a thing of the past in New
Zealand now, but Bill was able to
photograph several of them.

“Here in Bountiful we collect
people from all over the world and
from every walk of life. We feel
that by sharing our home with
them we are enriched by their fel-
lowship, we benefit from cultural
exchanges, and cement a ‘family
oneness’ around the world.”

Hai, I am sure you’ll be as disap-
pointed as I was when the voice
didn’t match her wonderfulface . . .

which is . . . thank God ... in the
movie.

But it is bothersome to detect
these things when you want to be
drawn into the story and are will-
ing to believe. Mitzi Gaynor plays
Nellie Forbush, the girl from Little
Rock, Arkansas, who falls in love
with a middle aged French planter.
However, she cannot completely
give up some good home-grown
prejudices which tell her that she
oughtn’t marry a man who was
once married to a coloured woman
and had children by her. Miss Gay-
nor is no Mary Martin, who made
the part immortal in the annals of
American theatre ... as they say
in theatre magazines . . . and I
wouldn’t hold it against her if not
for the feeling all the way through
the film, that Mr. Logan who di-
rected Miss Gaynor must have tried
awfully hard to get a good imita-
tion of Mary Martin from the
talented, but not that talented Miss
Gaynor.

Rossano Brazzi plays the French
settler, who ran away from a world
which he found to be full of hate,
and does a very good and properly
passionate j o b. Sometimes one

wonders why a man who reads
Proust and Anatole France falls for
the corn and blueberry charm of
the healthy milk-fed Nellie . . .

but as I said before .
. . this musi-

cal comedy on film manages to sail
wisely between the rocks of reality
and illusion and besides . . . any-
thing, but anything can happen on
a South Pacific island. Anyone who
has ever heard of Gaugine knows
that.

John Kerr makes a very nice and
sensitive Lt. Cable who takes a
pleasure trip to Bali Hai and loses
his heart to Bloody Mary’s daugh-
ter who ... in the film emerges as
a beautiful character .

. . what I
really mean is that she is abso-
lutely beautiful and to see her is
worth the price of admission alone.
Luther Billis, the crazy sea-bee, is
played by Ray Walston, an ex-
tremely comical gent whose
stomach muscles are a wonder to
behold when they are put to work.
If you remember, Billis does a belly
dance in a straw wig at a Thanks-
giving concert.

The film is photographed in some
new process or just the lenses are
new ... I am not sure which. It is
as colourful as the best postcards
you can buy on Tahiti ... I am
sure. But I am not so sure that all
the scenery and a mad succession
of Wagnerian sunsets and sea-
scapes do help the show. It is just
a bit too dramatic. And every time
someone sings a song they all turn
yellow or green or just plain lead
c lour. I used to think that writers
of musical comedies spent the last
ten years figuring out how not to
draw attention to the “I feel a
song coming on” sort of business

and then in this film you are
blinded every time someone starts
to vocalize. On the whole it was a
pleasure to hear the songs again . . .

even if they did blare a bit too
much. The romantic Bali Hai is
still very attractive . . . the char-
acters still fairly believable.

The keystone on which Scouting is
built is always up to date and is the

same now as it was when Scouting
started and will still be the same

in fifty years time. By that I mean the
promise and the Scout Law.—Sir

His expressions
are dubious: “beautiful Suez.” He
seems to have placed the cameras
badly for the closing scene in the
U.S.S.R, and the opening scene in
Egypt. Nor does he tie in camera
and dialogue very well, as when he
says about the Nile “a lovely river,
isn’t it?” and all the viewer is al-
lowed to see is an indistinct shot of
a man in a boat. Tourism shows all
through the U.S.S.R. visit and comes
out in the Egypt visit in such shots as
the long dance sequence in the night
club. Political immaturity underlies
both visits and shows strikingly in
the bad taste in making so much of
the fellow going up Cheops pyramid
(I wonder if Berton can understand
why that sequence was inexcusable?)
and in asking the question what would
happen if Nasser was “shot in the
back?” He’s a nice man but, if you
can, try to keep him out of one of the
finest programs in the history of the
CBC. He might ruin it.—R. P., Cal-
gary.

MUSIC ON RADIO
by Frank Haworth of Toronto

Musical offerings this week em-
phasize the conservative aspects of
things, ranging as they do from old
English song (in the Sunday
Morning Recital ) to an early violin
sonata by Szymanowski, a “mod-
ern” touch being supplied by Mal-
colm Arnold’s Concerto for Organ,
Trumpets, Tympani and Strings.
Conservative, however, does not
mean dull, for the items include a
Cantata by J. S. Bach, an early
example of the symphony from the
pen of his son Johann Christian
Bach, and a symphony by a little-
known Austrian composer, Ignaz
Holzbauer. None of these works
can be truthfully described as
hackneyed.

The Bach Cantata, Vergnugte
Ruh (numbered 170) for contralto,
organ and orchestra, figures on the
same program as the Arnold work,
that of the concert of the Canadian
College of Organists, in CBC Wed-
nesday Night, and is one of a prodi-
gious number of such compositions
that Bach produced—including no
fewer than five complete sets, for
each occasion of the church’s year
(of which only some 200 have sur-
vived) . These works, which were
performed before the sermon in
the marathon services of those
days, range in duration from 10 to
35 minutes, and vary much in
their demands in the way of per-
sonnel, although all use an orches-
tra. Developed from the anthem or
motet, they are sectional works,
embodying recitatives and arias,
instrumental interludes, and (usu-
ally) concerted vocal numbers—the
“chorale” being a characteristic feat-
ure, though not an invariable one.
Perhaps only those who have some
experience of writing out music-
even if only copying it—can ap-
preciate the sustained effort in-
volved in such an achievement, on

Tidal Wave
On November 18, 1929, the

most severe earth tremor ever felt
from Rhode Island to Newfound-
land toppled chimneys and swayed
buildings for two minutes. No
tragedies were reported, and it
was thought that damage was only
incidental. Then, three days later,
the wireless of the little coastal
steamer Portia flashed out the
news to St. John’s that the quake
had brought terror and destruction
to part of Newfoundland.

Burin, Nov. 21, 1921. Burin ex-
perienced very severe earth tremors
5:05 p.m. 18th. Followed by an
immense 50-foot tidal wave which
swept away everything along the
waterfront. Sixteen dwelling houses
with nine lives, mostly women and
children. Four bodies recovered.
All connections by wire cut off.
Report is that 18 lives have been
lost, Lourdes Cove and Lemoine.
S.S. Daisy rendering every assist-
ance. St. Lawrence also swept. No
lives lost. Destruction of property
terrible and many people left desti-
tute and homeless. Doing all pos-
sible to relieve suffering. Daisy now
at Lemoine. Writing particulars.
Signed: Magistrate Hollett.

Ten of the 21 cables connecting
the eastern and western hemi-
spheres were severed. Tides eight
feet higher than normal were re-
ported along the Atlantic coast.
But it was Burin Peninsula that
took the brunt of the crashing wall
of water that snarled in unexpect-
edly and gobbled up the homes
and livelihood of a 30-mile stretch
of fishing coast. (The Peninsula is
a stocking-shaped neck of land on
the south shore of Newfoundland,
about 80-miles-long, and from 10
to 20-miles-wi,de.)

A northwest hurricane had
hurried the fishermen ashore.

Shortly afterwards an earth tremor
had been felt and discussed, and
the fisherfolk were just settling
down for an early supper when the
aftermath of the quake thundered
in, fifty feet high and travelling
fast. Homes, stores, fishing stands,
boats and the winter’s provisions
were swept off the rocky shore and
chewed to bits by the growling sea.
Cries for help mingled with the
roar of tumbling buildings and
rush of water. Afterwards there

The second, how-
ever indirectly, is a finely con-
trived commentary on the first.”

THERE’S an old saying that you
never know who your friends

are until you leave them. And it
was this that led to an experiment
that caused quite a scandal some
time ago and would have con-
vinced anyone but a skeptic. It
began in a discussion between two
old friends deep in leather chairs
at their club . . .

the mechanical side only. Inevit-
ably in so vast an output, there are
variations in the quality of the
inspiration, if not in the technical
excellence; but at their best, they
are monuments of human accom-
plishment.

The symphony by Johann Chris-
tian Bach, to be played in the
Little Symphonies program on
Monday, reminds us that Johann
Sebastian by no means exhausted
all the supply of genius in the
Bach family. Eleventh son of his
illustrious father, Johann Christian
was known as the English Bach,
from his long residence in London.
Like his no less celebrated brothers,
he developed the then-new forms
of sonata and symphony, of which
he may be regarded as one of the
founders. His attitude to the art
differed somewhat from that of his
father, as is illustrated by the re-
mark of the historian Burney, that
his harpsichord music is “such as
ladies can execute with little
trouble.” Nevertheless, no less an
authority than Mozart revered him,
and the best of his music is fine by
any standards.

Szymanowski, whose early son-
ata for violin and piano is to be
played by Arthur Poison (violin)
and Harold Brown in CBC Concert
Hall on Friday, is a somewhat
mysterious figure of the recent
past (he died in 1937). Connnois-
seurs sing his praises, and his
Polish compatriots regard him as
the greatest composer their nation
has produced since Chopin (to
whose work he himself was de-
voted). But his music is rarely
heard. He began as a traditionalist,
in the manner of the later 19th
century he was influenced by
Strauss and Scriabin, as well as by
Chopin; but as his career pro-
gressed he was further influenced
by oriental, and later by folk
music; while towards the end of
his life he experimented with
“modern” techniques like poly-
tonality and atonality. An enter-
prising gentlemen altogether, it
would appear, and worth an occa-
sional hearing.

Script by Richard Pennington,
librarian of McGill University and
specialist on Napoleon Bonaparte’s
writings. The story begins with Nap-
oleon in his St. Helena exile and pre-
sents samples of his writings through
a series of flash backs. The reflections
are taken from the Emperor’s private
and official correspondence, his edicts
and stirring addresses to the troops,
and from his memoirs especially. Mr.
Pennington notes that Napoleon “was
one of the great memoir writers of
history.” He passed much of his exile
in reliving his former active life and
his memoirs are detailed and well-
written. Through his writing, the man
himself is revealed; his enormous
common sense, his knowledge of the
human heart, his humour, lack of
rancour and his love of literature and
the arts. Above all, he reveals his
passion for reform and a good society.

were thrilling tales of last-minute
rescues from moving houses, of
lightning searches made in float-
ing buildings, of a motorist’s race
to cross a bridge before the surg-
ing water reached it, and of his
safe crossing a second before the
bridge collapsed.

Eight houses were lifted from
their foundations and carried to sea
with the speed of fast motor boats.
At Corbin a family was sitting
down to tea when their house was
suddenly lifted high and washed
into the bay. It returned to land
and then to sea again. The third
time it came back to land the
father smashed a door open and,
taking a child in each arm and his
wife on his back, jumped to
safety. His house disappeared be-
yond the waves. The Honourable
George Bartlett, a prominent Burin
merchant, was aboard the S.S.
Daisy when the giant wave crashed.
He dashed up on deck and saw the
land disappearing under the rush
of water. “The place is sinking!”
he cried. And that was just what it
looked like . . . the village seemed
to sink into the sea, drowning in
the water that had meant life to it
for decades. The sea cut a hole

five feet deep and ten feet wide
through a solid wall of bluestone,
and created a harbour where there
hadn’t been one. A large store was
swept inland a quarter of a mile
without damage to its stock. Sec-
onds after the crew of a little
coastal steamer had been looking
up at the shore cliffs, they found
themselves lifted high on the crest
of the wave, looking down on the
tops of the cliffs, and a moment
later they were helplessly aground.
A home forty feet above sea level
filled with water up to three feet
on its first floor. The startled
owner waded outside and saw the
harbour filled with houses and
wreckage. Damage was estimated
at over a million dollars, and 27
fives were lost. Recently freelance
writer-broadcaster Anthony Greene
Ayre of St. John’s visited the scene
of the Burin tragedy and talked to
some of the Newfoundland fisher-
men who survived the tidal wave.
Their stories and his impressions
will be heard on Summer Fallow
Monday night on CBC radio.

Farm Forum
At the Farm Forum Conference

this summer it was decided to take
the theme Adjustment Key to
Farming’s Future for this year’s
Farm Forum Broadcasts. These
start on November 2 on CBC radio.

“The greater capital needed to
run a farm efficiently, the greater
efficiency of farming, the resulting
trend to larger units these and
many other factors make major
adjustments necessary,” says Frank
Nicholson, production supervisor of
radio farms and fisheries broad-
casts for the CBC. “The first pro-
gram on November 2 will
originate from the convention of
the Ontario Federation of Agricul-
ture in Toronto.
