RICK HART
As host of Background on Sunday

nights on CBC-TV, Rick Hart gives
viewers a closer look at the people
and events in the world news of
the week, and examines the politi-
cal issues behind it. Often he has
personal knowledge of the country
in question, for he visited many
foreign places in his long career
with the British, Indian and Cana-
dian armies.

Bom in Folkstone, England, he
ran away from home to join the
army at the age of 17, at the out-
break of the Second World War. In
1949 he came to Canada and joined

Lord Strathcona's Horse Regiment
(the Royal Canadians).

Six years later he decided to
leave the army, began studying for
a degree in political science and
history at the University of Sas-
katchewan, and graduated two
months ago.

To help support his wife and
family while he was at university,
he worked part time as a weather-
man, disc jockey, and announcer on
CFQC-TV in Saskatoon, and on
vacation played bit parts in radio
dramas on CJCA, Edmonton.

That taste of broadcasting and
on-camera work made him decide
to try his luck in a showbusiness
career. Last March he borrowed a
couple of hundred dollars, took two
days off from classes and flew to
Toronto to audition on the CBC.

He clicked at once, and his ap-
pearance on Background is the
result.

was Came Bray, bass player and
spokesman for the Ron Collier
Quintet, a group of jazzmen who
have been treating Canadians to
a new sound since 1954. They use
no piano. Their musical relation-
ship is provided by the individual
instruments in a horizontal blend-
ing, as opposed to the more vertical
one in the usual piano-controlled
integration. Some of their most
interesting work has been within
the old, traditional musical forms,
though they have done some bold
and startling things “a way, way
out.” Says Bray: “We’re trying to
find where both schools overlap
and riding on that peak. It’s a very
narrow and demanding road. We
have to play jazz with the finesse
and delicacy of chamber music.”
This sets them apart from run-of-
the-mill jazz groups. Much of their
music is written by leader Ron
Collier and by Norm Symonds,
who frequently joins the group as
instrumentalist, “making it the
largest quintet in the world.” Says
Bray: “At first Ron’s writing was
so far off centre that a couple of
musicians refused to play with him.
But now he’s placing greater re-
liance on the basics in music, on
the simple things that count in art.
He won’t work under pressure,
but when he puts down an idea he
does it with skill and insight hard
to match.”

The old conception of a jazzman
as someone rather shady, shaggy,
unwashed, on dope makes Bray
laugh. One of the first things you
notice about him and the Collier
group is how clean-cut they are.
Bray feels that “jazzmen have no
need for the stimulation of dope
if they have an outlet for their
music, and our big outlet is the
CBC.” All members of the quintet
are studio musicians in CBC radio
and television .

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Long Term Contracts

CBC Talent Development
Pays Dividends

The long-standing CBC policy
of developing Canadian talent is
showing dramatic results.

One result which benefits the
CBC, performers and viewers is
the signing of long-term contracts
between the CBC and top tele-
vision personalities, said a CBC
spokesman.

He said, that through this, the
CBC is assured of being able to
continue to present high-quality
programs. The performer bene'fits
from the security a longer contract
gives, and is encouraged to remain
in Canada and build his reputation
and career here. The viewer will
see the best Canadian talent on
his TV screen.

Already signed in the long-term
contract group are Wayne and
Shuster (five years), Jack Kane
(three years), Sylvia Murphy (two
years) and Joan Fairfax (option
for two years). Under contract
for the fall are Juliette, Fred Davis,
Anna Cameron, Bill Walker, Wally
Koster, Gordie Tapp, Joyce Hahn,
Allan Blye, Tommy Common and
the Hames Sisters.

These stars are the product of
CBC’s “Canadian talent develop-
ment plan.”

In the three main categories of
entertainment—variety, drama and
talks talent development differs
slightly.

“You guide someone like Joyce
Davidson or Peter Whittall,” said
talks producer Ross McLean, “but
you are only trying to make the
fullest use of what they were in
the beginning.”

Variety talent development starts
with such shows as TV’s Talent
Caravan, scheduled again for the
fall, and radio’s Trans-Canada
Talent Show.

Less obvious are auditions held
regularly throughout the year and
the constantly-scouting eyes of pro-
ducers, supervisors and casting

officers at night clubs, drama fes-
tivals and amateur and professional
theatre.

Once talent is recognized, the
CBC can advise and assist the per-
former in developing it. Should a
vocalist try group singing, work-
ing in a night club or with a band?
Does his voice need further train-
ing? Who is the best teacher for
him?

The CBC can give advice and
opportunity. After that it is up to
the performer.

A yardstick for Canadian stand-
ards is the reaction from other
countries to CBC variety stars,
actors, producers and dramas.
Television networks in the United
Kingdom and the United States
constantly extend invitations to
CBC talent. Critical acclaim is
high.

The flow of talent to other
countries is considered a healthy
sign by CBC producers. It shows
a maturity in performers and re-
flects well on their training ground.

The new long-term contracts
will not stop this flow. The CBC
indicates it will continue to help
performers obtain guest engage-
ments in other countries.

Television ...

A New Language

Our language shapes our thoughts
and the content of our thoughts is
shaped by the world around us.
With a different language we
would have different thoughts and
a different way of looking at the
world. The outlook imposed on us
by our language we call the meta-
physic which is built into that
language. And when we say that
television is a new language, with
its own built-in metaphysic, we
mean that television imposes on us,
or at least on our children, a new
way of looking at the world.

Consider an analogy. A person
who has lived all his life in a vil-
lage is suddenly put down in a
large city. At first he is confused
by the buildings, neons, cars, shop
windows, policemen, crosswalks,
and hurrying people. But if he is
adaptable in time he sorts out the
confused kaleidoscope of impres-
sions. He now sees the same things
—buildings, neons, cars, shop win-
dows, policemen, crosswalks and
hurrying people—but he sees them
differently, with an order imposed
on them.

A Trobriand Islander (New
Guinea) learning English would
have the same sense of disorienta-
tion that the village boy has in the
city. The Islander would be puzzled
by the fact that an apple is an
apple whether it is over-ripe or
under-ripe, that it remains an apple

from its first appearance on a tree
till it becomes apple pie.

For the Trobriand Islander this
continuity of the apple is a novel
concept which he would find diffi-
cult to express in his own language.
For instance, to the Islander a
taytu is a type of yam. When it
gets to what we would call an over-
ripe taytu it ceases to exist for the
Trobriand Islander. In its place
appears a silasata. Although when
pressed the Islander will recognize
the lineal development of yam to
over-ripe yam to sprouting yam,
his language forms make it diffi-
cult for him to express the concept.

One difference in the two
languages rests on the fact that
English is based on the concept of
the continuity of objects in space-
time. Despite its changes in form
from the branch to the pie, the
apple remains the same apple be-
cause its history can be traced in
space-time. This notion of an un-
derlying substance whose appear-
ances change—so difficult for the
Trobriand Islander to express—has
been essential to our whole western
way of thinking. Impressive phil-
osophic systems from Plato to Marx
have been constructed with the aim
of explaining what this underlying
unchanging substance is. Modern
science has presupposed the con-
cept—until recently when quantum
physics has seemed to undermine
some of the corollary assumptions.

That is one reason the theories of
quantum physics are so difficult to
express in ordinary language.

One educationist, who speaks a
number of languages, put it like
this: “Just as the study of a new
language, if adequately practised,
demands the use physically of new
facial muscles never used for Amer-
ican English (my students used to
complain that their ‘faces ached’),
it also demands the use of parts of
the brain and personality not used
in English. Each language thor-
oughly learned (like any other dis-
cipline such as science or mathe-
matics) opens up a new dimension
of the mind, personality and spirit,
demanding nerve connections and
concepts not otherwise or previous-
ly used. Not only does one realize,
after learning to use ether
languages, that there are certain
things you cannot say in one
language, though you can in an-
other, but also that you can’t even
think certain thoughts—for there is
no ‘carrier’ or vocabulary to bear
them.”

This might seem a long way
from child r e n and television.
But the connection is direct. For
theorists will often call television a
new language. By this they mean
that, in addition to the information
that television might give to a
child, it also imposes on him a way
of looking at the world, a meta-

Before he left he
promised to keep us posted on the musical scene on that side
of the Atlantic. In this third of his “London Letters” he talks
about two works performed by the New Opera Company.

or two ago, we were told that it
was “something to do with Vaug-
han Williams.” Anyhow, whatever
its inspiration may be, the import-
ant fact is that it gives the most
interesting works which would
never be heard at any of the
routine theatres and gives them in
a most efficient and highly profes-
sional manner. The sets are always
excellent and well known singers
are usually heard in the leading
roles. The conductor is a young
man calledLeon Lovett, who never
seems to be heard of at any other
time of year, but who tackles any-
thing from The Rake’s Progress to
the Tale of Two Cities without
turning a hair, and makes an ex-
cellent job of it all.

I have heard this company in
Sir John in Love and the Tale of
Two Cities in former years and
have been most impressed on each
occasion. This year they are giving
Dallapiccola’s The Prisoner and
Carl Orff’s Die Kluge. I always
thought that the CBC’s production
of The Prisoner, some seven years
ago, was one of the best things
Canadian radio had ever done, and
musically, it was certainly better
than the present Sadlers Wells per-
formance, which seemed to be a
little over - enthusiastic at times,
with the result that our ears were
assaulted with overpowering vol-
umes of sound. But there is no
doubt of the enormous power of
this little masterpiece when seen
on the stage and I do hope that
we can soon see it in Toronto.

The Orff work is a complete
contrast and provided an excellent
foil for the grim and gloomy
“Prisoner.” I think the knock-
about farce of Die Kluge (The
Tale of the Wise Maiden) was
rather overdone and the endless
repetitions of the music began to

physic. And what is this new tele-
vision metaphysic? The question
will not be answered even sketch-
ily until this new generation of
children, born since TV has be-
come an integral part of everyday
life, has grown up. But how will it
affect a child’s notion of space and
time to see events at the other side
of the world, almost at the moment
they occur? What will it do to a
child’s sense of belonging —to a
place or a group—when at the age
of three he can flip a switch and
go from a Spanish bullfight to a
market place in Tokyo?

Some observers already claim
new trends caused by television.
For instance, television dramas,
they say, are constructed on one
basic formula: first the problem is
posed, then a climax is reached,
and finally a solution is offered with
the ends more or less neatly tied.
The constant reiteration of such a
pattern is alleged to be condition-
ing children to expect the same
pattern in life. Such a pattern is
not forthcoming, of course, since
the life of an individual is a loosely
organized affair in which few inci-
dents have this sort of beginning,
middle, and end.

Nevertheless, the general point
is valid: TV does have its own
metaphysic. The child of book-film-
radio culture differed in many ways
from the child of book culture
alone. Television is likely to make
as fundamental a difference. There
seems no inherent reason why this
must be bad.

of The Young and the Fair, and
in Dark Eyes with Yul Brynner and
Irina Baronova. In January, 1954,
she and her brothers, all of them
then under 30, founded Toronto’s
permanent rep. company, the
Crest Theatre, which has helped to
sustain the upsurge of interest in

Canadian theatre sparked by the
Stratford Festivals. That summer
Tyrone Guthrie chose Miss Chil-
cott to play Katharine in The Tam-
ing of the Shrew at Stratford,
where she won wide acclaim, and
later appeared there in Julius
Caesar. In 1955 she played Zeno-
crate in Guthrie’s staging of Mar-
lowe’s Tamburlaine the Great in
New York’s Winter Garden.

Her vivid, gypsy-like face has
been seen from time to time on
stage at Toronto’s Crest Theatre,
as the wife in The Fourposter,
Emilia in Othello, and Dr. Maria
Sobieska in Hunting Stuart by
Robertson Davies. From 1957 to
1959 she was in London with the

British production of The Glass
Cage, written for the Crest Theatre
by J. B. Priestley, returning to
Canada briefly in 1958 for the
Folio production of Corinth House.
She also played the title role in
Hedda Gabler, the CBC’s first tele-
vised Ibsen production. Miss Chil-
cott is married to actor Max Help-
mann, brother of the Royal Ballet’s
Robert Helpmann.

Janet Reid, who plays Addie
Garth’s daughter, is a veteran of
more than 50 CBC productions.
She’s a Winnipeg girl who studied
at the Royal Academy of Dramatic
Art in London, and after several
years in British repertory and tele-
vision dramas, returned to Canada
in 1954. Ed McNamara, who plays
Addie’s brother-in-law, got his act-
ing start in Vancouver’s Theatre

Under the Stars, which led to a
series of dramatic roles for CBC
radio, and permanent residence in
Toronto.

ON SEPTEMBER 13 200 years
will have passed since the

armies of Wolfe and Montcalm met
on the Plains of Abraham in a
battle that changed the entire
course of history on the North
American continent.

Jacques Cartier had made his
first trip to the new world 225
years before that momentous day
in 1759; La Nouvelle France had
existed for 151 years and held in
the name of the Mother Country
vast possessions that extended over
a good part of the continent.

The battle of the Plains of Abra-
ham marked the beginning of the
end of French rule. The two com-
manders, Wolfe and Montcalm,
were soldiers of great distinction
and both fell mortally wounded.

General Wolfe has been de-
scribed as “a desperately ill mili-

tary genius.” From his earliest
years he was determined to pursue
a military career regardless of very
poor health. At 32 he was chosen
by Pitt to attempt to take Quebec
because of the brilliant and con-
spicuous part he had played at the
seige of Louisburg a year earlier.

General Montcalm, Louis-Joseph
De St. Veran, Marquis de Mont-
calm, was sent to Canada in 1756
to take command of the troops and
despite numerous handicaps such
as incompetence and corruption in
the French regime, he was remark-
ably successful. In his private fife,
he was a man of integrity and
honour and a good husband and a
good father to his 12 children.

What happened at the battle ol
the Plains of Abraham and after-
wards is recounted in every school
history book. The facts are all there
but there are different sets of facts,
even some conflicting ones. Above
all, there are discrepancies between
the history books used in French

Canada and those used in English
Canada.

How exactly, today, in 1959,
does French Canada and English
Canada look back 200 years to
those facts? How do historians of
the two language groups regard the
battle, its consequences and its
gallant generals and how do they
evaluate them?

This is what two television pro-
grams will attempt to summarize
on Thursday, Sept. 10, in a novel
experiment. The same program will
b e presented i n French on
Premier Plan, over the French
network, and in English on
Explorations under the title
The Fall of Quebec: A battle
for Historians. The programs are
the result of film shooting in dif-
ferent parts of the country and live
studio inserts from Montreal, under
the supervision of two Montreal
producers, who will have collabor-
ated every step of the way from
creation of the idea to the pro-
grams’ appearance on the air.

The same leading Canadian his-
torians will answer similar ques-
tions on both programs—questions
put to them in English by Explora-

MUSIC ON RADIO

Broadcast music this week
reflects the continuation of

summer in a variety of works sug-
gesting relaxation in the open air-
serenade, divertimento and the like.
(Perhaps we should put this in the
past tense, and refer to open-air
music that used to suggest relaxa-
tion; for some of the “music” cur-
rently considered suitable for open-
air dissemination, via the portable
radios now so appallingly popular
with the teenage population, sug-
gests anything but relaxation. Alas,
alas, that the beneficial activities of
science should be so persistently
diverted to unsocial ends.)

Particularly intriguing is the title
of American Serenade, a program
to be played by the McGill Cham-
ber Orchestra, under Alexander
Brott, on Wednesday evening. That
the serenade should have come to
be associated almost exclusively in
the public mind with amorous
ditties addressed by ardent gentle-
men without to eager ladies with-
in, is rather unfortunate. Actually,
the term implies no more than
music suitable for performance out
of doors, in fine weather, with a
suggestion of evening Italian
“sera” and French “soir,” though
the term is derived mainly from the
Latin “serenus,” meaning calm; and

it is in this sense that it is usually
understood in the musical world.

The numerous serenades of
Haydn, Mozart and their contem-
poraries were commonly written for
the entertainment of the guests at
outdoor social functions, and were,
in fact, suites of pieces in light
style, designed for easy listening;
and the many later composers who
produced similar works followed
the same general pattern. Two
compositions both by American
writers, make up the program on
Wednesday evening. The first is a
Suite in E, by Arthur Foote, who
died in 1937—0ne of the most dis-
tinguished American composers of
his day, who enjoyed the distinc-
tion of being the only American
composer of eminence, of his gen-
eration, to be trained entirely in
the U.S. The second is the Sere-
nade of George Antheil, American
born, of Polish extraction, and long
resident in France—famous forever
for his Ballet Mechpnique, scored
for airplane propellers, anvils, elec-
tric bells, motor horns, pieces of
tin, and other media of artistic ex-
pression. (This gentleman of parts
has also, I understand, written
crime stories, and conducted a syn-

dicated “advice to the love-lorn”
column—among other enterprises.)

Another colourful character is
Marcel Foot, a Belgian composer
whose contributions to the tonal art
include a symphonic poem about
Charlie Chaplin. He is represented
this week, however, by a Diverti-
mento, to be played at the Winni-
peg Summer Concert on Sunday
afternoon, in the staid company of
Haydn’s Symphony No. 104—better
known as the London symphony,
although actually it was no more
“the” London symphony than the
eleven others that he wrote for that
city. It was Haydn’s last symphony.
The program also features a sym-
phony by that boon companion (or
hete noire, according to point of
view) of our school days, Muzio
dementi. The twelve little piano
sonatinas, on which so many of us
cut our musical teeth all those years
ago, were for long the only items
of his considerable output by
which he was generally remem-
bered; but the revival of one of his
many symphonies by the BBC in
England did something to restore
his one-time prestige.

indeed, they are a good deal bet-
ter than those of the majority of
Englishmen. He certainly takes
great liberties with the letter “h,”
but his accent is not a Cockney
one. He pronounces almost every
word in an odd, outlandish man-
ner, and when he becomes excited
in conversation this accent becomes
stronger. He speaks in that low,
wheezy tone which is peculiar to
those who have had much to do
with horses, and generally before
commencing a sentence, he pants
like a seal.” That was one man’s
description of a fat butcher from
Australia who claimed, in 1868, to
be college-educated Sir Roger
Tichborne, believed lost at sea in
1854, and heir to a fabulous for-
tune.

The Tichborne family declared
the claimant an impostor, with the
important exception of the Dowager
Lady Tichborne, mother of the
missing heir to the title, who em-
phatically held that in the gross,
semi-literate gent from Wagga,
Wagga, New South Wales, she rec-
ognized her slender son. He was

brought to trial. The case lasted
188 days, cost a quarter of a mil-
lion dollars, and shook Victorian
England as no non-political case
has ever done, before or since. For
more than ten years the country
was split into passionate partisan-
ship, with issues of class conflict
Australia, that a man answering
the description of her son had

DIANA MADDOX

and religious prejudice arising from
what had at first appeared to be
a simple claim by a long-lost travel-
ler to his family’s title and estate.

In 1853 at the age of 24 the
real Sir Roger had sailed from Le
Havre to Valparaiso, crossed the
Andes, and reached Rio de Janeiro
in 1854. In April of that year he
sailed from Rio on the Bella. The
vessel floundered with all hands.
His insurance was paid and his
will proved the following year,
the baronetcy and estates passing
to his younger brother Alfred
Joseph. The Dowager Lady Tich-
borne refused to believe that her
son had drowned, and welcomed
every tramp sailor who might have
news of him. When Sir Alfred died
in 1866 she advertised widely for
Sir Roger, and eventualy heard,
through an agency in Sydney,

turned up as a butcher in Wagga
Wagga. After an exchange of let-
ters and snapshots, the butcher
and Lady Tichborne met in Paris,
and she accepted him uncondi-
tionally as her son. But suspicious
members of the family scouted
around and obtained evidence that
the claimant was none other than
Arthur Orton, son of a Wapping
butcher, who had deserted ship in
Valparaiso in 1850 and drifted
eventually to Australia.

There was much to support
Lady Tichborne’s belief. The claim-
ant was able to answer scores of
questions about intimate details of
the real Roger’s younger life, put
to him by family servants and
others, over a hundred of whom
contended that they recognized
him, in spite of great changes in
his appearance. On the other hand,
he muffed all questions about his
years at college, and there was
great mystery about an important
tattoo mark which he claimed to
have but would not display. The
gullibility of witnesses, the jury,
and the public was almost unbe-
lievable, and it looked for a while
as if the butcher would win out,
but in the end Arthur Orton was
sentenced to 14 years in jail.

From a transcript of the evi-
dence and the contemporary press,
Alan King has reconstructed the
case for CBC Wednesday Night
this week. He presents some of the
most interesting cross-examining
ever recorded at an English trial,
and some colourful sidelights on
the butcher-baronet, one of the
boldest and most determined im-
personators ever to gamble with
British law. Henry Comor will be
heard as the claimant, with Diana
Maddox as Lady Tichborne and a
cast of leading Canadian per-
formers.
