John Reeves—
Poet-Producer

WHEN you ask a wide variety
of people about a rising

young artist, you expect to hear at
least one snide remark, which you
can usually dismiss as sour grapes
or indigestion. When you hear
nothing but accolades you grow
suspicious. You ask more people.
When they confirm what the others
said, you hot-foot it around to see
the subject of all this detective
work, and, in the case of John
Reeves, you find that he is extra-
ordinary. Unconventional, perhaps,
but not aggressively so if you
don’t mind an Apostle’s beard and
a shirt unbuttoned to the waist—-
and also charming, and brilliant
enough to win for the CBC the
coveted Italia prize with his verse-
drama A Beach of Strangers, which
he wrote and produced for CBC
Wednesday Night last spring.

“John Reeves is one of the great
producers in the drama field,” says
R. S. James, assistant supervisor
of CBC radio drama. “This man
really has something, and I feel
he’ll become one of the outstand-
ing Canadian writers whose work
will be recognized all over North
America and Europe. He’s de-
veloped amazingly in the last few
years and is a tremendous credit
not only to the CBC but to Can-
ada as a whole.”

In his sunny bachelor apartment
across the street from the CBC’s
main Toronto studios Reeves slung
his legs over the arm of his chair,
tinkled the ice in a long drink and
settled down with an amused look
to help—or hinder—this reporter’s
aim to find out more about the
man behind the beard. His ap-
pearance is misleading. Bearded
Eros? Beatnik? Shy Ariel? Seraph?
Genius? He could be any or all.
Something of the rake lurks be-

hind his wicked grin when he talks
about the women in his life. Beat-
nik? Not according to Scots engi-
neer Tom Prentice who has worked
with him for three or four years
on many shows, including A Beach
of Strangers. Says Prentice: “John
likes informality because he’s a
man of free feeling, free thinking
and free movements. He doesn’t
dress that way to impress people—-
they’re impressed enough by the
mental skill of the man, not his
skeleton form showing through his
shirt. And as for work he’s no
Beatnik slouch. He doesn’t like
loiterers—works like mad to a dead-
line and expects his technical
operators to know their business.
He has a sharp way of telling off
guys who don’t. I’m always argu-
ing with him about various sound
techniques. He’ll make snap judg-
ments, and he’s dead right every
time. He’s a lot of fun—has a great
sense of humor but he’s a real
professional. I’ve nothing but
praise for him.” Prentice says he
has heard A Beach of Strangers at
least 20 times, “and it’s so very
human that I get something new
out of it every time. It’s like mod-
ern Charles Dickens—personalities
of the street are moulded into un-
forgettable characterizations.”

Reeves covers a hint of shyness
with a crisp manner. This, coupled
with his slight physique, a per-
petually alert air, and a sometimes
disconcertingly candid gaze give
him the appearance of an intelli-
gent gazelle. He moves as quickly
and delicately as the boxer he once
was. Now his athletics are limited
to what he calls “armchair boxing.”
He likes to watch the fights on
other people’s TV sets— stubbornly
refuses to own one himself and
reads every track report he can

secret.
get. Seraph? He would snort at
that. But Diana Maddox—whom
he considers one of the best ac-
tresses he has ever directed—says
“He’s good in the true sense of the
word. He hasn’t a mean or tem-
peramental bone in his body. He
has no axe to grind and he’s not a
pusher. My husband and I have
always felt great things are in
store for John. He should write as
much as he can ... I know it’s
exhausting on top of his produc-
tion job, but we keep saying ‘work
on! work on!’ As a director he
doesn’t waste people’s time, has
an extremely high standard but
makes it easy for his performers to
give their best. It’s wonderful to
find that sort of person rewarded
with the Italia Prize.”

Reeves insists that just because
he may write interesting things it
does not mean his own story is
equally enthralling. He quotes W.
H. Auden’s poem at the grave of
Henry James: All will he judged.
Master of nuance and scruple, pray
for me and for all writers living or
dead; because there are many
whose works are in better taste
than their lives, because there is
no end to the vanity of their call-
ing: make intercession for the
treason of all clerks.

After serving in various western
Canadian parishes, Newfoundland-
born George Reeves, an Anglo-
Catholic clergyman, and his Eng-
lish wife, a relative of the poet

The true pheasant, together with
partridge and quail, comprise the
family Phasianidae. Some members
of the family are particularly
beautiful: the striking green pheas-
ant of Japan, for instance, and the
crested short - tailed bird from
India, China and Tibet whose
plumage is brightly iridescent with
blue, green, purple and shining
gold. Other members of the same
family are not so beautiful; for in-
stance, the barnyard fowl. The
more than 180 kinds in the general
family have in common naked feet
and toes. The true pheasant is dis-
tinguished by his brilliant plum-
age and graduated long tail of 18
feathers.

The Common Pheasant is a na-
tive of the old world, from the
Black Sea through to the Orient.
Alexander the Great is supposed
to have , had the birds cultivated to
supply his army; certainly the
Greeks and Romans knew the bird
and the Romans probably intro-
duced it to Great Britain.

Individual sportsmen probably
introduced the pheasant to Canada
before 1895, but certainly a suc-
cessful liberation was made in
1895. As the bird nests on the
ground, the eggs are susceptible to
damage from human activities such
as the use of agricultural instru-
ments as well as natural predators
like hawks and foxes. Hence the
need for pheasant farms.

This program is one of a num-
ber of mobiles from across Can-
ada to be seen at this time on Sat-
urdays on CBC-TV during the
winter months. Following is a ten-
tative list of dates and programs:

October 24: Vancouver mobile
trucks visit the farmers market at
New Westminster.

November 7: National Survival,
a program on Civil Defence, from
Ottawa.

November 14: A visit to the
Royal Winter Fair at the C.N.E.
grounds, Toronto, on the opening
day to see an RCMP musical ride.
Prior to the ride, which takes
almost 20 minutes, viewers will go
behind the scenes to meet some of
the riders and to see their horses.

Later programs will include one
from Vancouver about a buffalo
hunt.

A preview of some TV specials

THROUGHOUT Ontario about
eight pheasant farms are breed-

ing this famous game bird for the
hunting season. On Saturday, Oc-
tober 10, CBC will send a mobile
television truck to one of these
farms at Zephyr, near Mt. Albert,
Ontario. Thom Benson, Supervisor
of outside broadcasts for the On-
tario region* will conduct viewers
round the farm.

“We’ll tour the farm and show
various aspects of gamebird con-
servation and hunting,” says Ben-
son. “We’ll show something of the
care of pheasants, the use and
training of dogs, something about
guns, and perhaps a discussion on
hunting by some well known sports-
writers. And of course, we’ll show
something of an actual hunt and
how hunters set about it.”
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International Celebrities
On CBC Recital Series

An unusual feature of the Dis-
tinguished Artists series which re-
turned to CBC radio October 6
is three guitar recitals by interna-
tional celebrities. The first of these
was the opening broadcast featur-
ing the brilliant young English
artist JULIAN BREAM who
played work by Mozart, Bach
and Villa-Lobos for the guitar and
also lute pieces by early English
composers. An even more unusual
recital will be given on November
10 by the world famous duo guitar-
ists IDA PRESTI and ALEXAN-
DRE LAGOYA from France. Dur-
ing the past few years they have

toured Europe, North Africa, Aus-
tralia and Indonesia, and made
many recordings. Their program
will include a work specially writ-
ten for them by Daniel Lesur. REY
DE LA TORRE, to be heard on
December 29, is a guitarist well
known to Canadians through both
public appearances and recordings.
Born in Cuba, he was a child
prodigy and studied in Spain be-
fore earning an international repu-
tation.

Two outstanding Canadian vio-
linists will be heard: BETTY JEAN
HAGEN from Toronto on October
13, and FRANCIS CHAPLIN from
Halifax on November 24.

The series also included three
piano recitals. On October 27 KEN-
DALL TAYLOR from England will
conclude his program with a sonata
by the Saskatoon composer Murray
Adaskin. Mr. Taylor is well known
in Europe as a recitalist and con-
certo soloist. MARIO BERNARDI,
one of Canada’s most brilliant
pianists, has chosen Liszt’s Sonata
in B Minor for his recital on De-
cember 1, and on the 15th one of
the greatest American pianists of
today, LEON FLEISHER, will
give the Canadian premiere of a
sonata by a fellow American, Leon
Kirchner. In 1952, at 24 years of
age, Mr. Fleisher won the most
coveted piano competition in the
world—the Queen Elizabeth Com-
petition of Belgium. Since that time
he has played at such festivals as
Salzburg and Berlin, made exten-
sive international tours and, in ad-
dition, become a prominent record-
ing artist. The great conductor
Pierre Mont e u x has described
Fleisher as “the pianistic find of
the century.”

Other instrumentalists perform-
ing in the Distinguished Artists
series are Vancouver ’cellist ERNST
FRIEDLANDER on November 17
and the remarkable flutist JEAN-
PIERRE RAMPAL on December
8. Mr. Rampal will be accompanied
by the French pianist and harpsi-
chordist Robert Veyron LaCroix.

JEAN-PIERRE RAMPAL

Together they will give the North
American premiere of a work
specially written for them by the
French composer Jolivet. Both
Jean-Pierre Rampal and Robert
Veyron LaCroix are internationally
renowned and have made record-
ings for three companies.

In addition to instrumentalists,
three fine singers have been in-
cluded in the series. On October
20 Canadian baritone NORMAN
FARROW, who has been widely
acclaimed in the United States, will
sing an unusual recital which in-
cludes works by composers from
Grandi to Purcell. The Swedish
contralto KIRSTEN MEYER will
broadcast a recital from Vancouver
on November 3. Miss Meyer made
her North American debut at the
Vancouver International Festival
earlier this year. In Europe she has
sung in the opera houses of Stock-
holm, Vienna, Venice and Ham-
burg. On December 22 the Cana-
dian baritone DONALD BELL will
give a recital from Montreal. At 26
years of age Mr. Bell has been
hailed by critics in England, Europe
and Canada as one of the greatest
singers of our time. This year he
sang in 26 performances at the
Wagner Festival at Bayreuth and
at the Lucerne Festival. During his
next tour of North America Mr.
Bell will sing in every major city in
Canada and appear with the Mon-
treal Symphony under Thomas
Schippers and the Philadelphia Or-
chestra under Eugene Ormandy.

Eye-To-Eye, a new public affairs
television program, makes its debut
on CBWT October 20. The new
program, three-
quarters of an
hour in length,
will be seen
each Tuesday,
10:15 to 11:00

p.m.
The basic aim

of the new pro-
gram will be to
delve into ques-
tiions, issues and
problems of
public concern and controversy in
the CBWT area. The program will
tackle current issues through the
use of interviews, film stories, and
panel discussions and on occasion
will originate from locations out-
side the CBWT studios to make
on-the-spot enquiries into import-
ant and significant events and de-
velopments in Manitoba. The
opening program October 20 will
provide viewers with a three-way
sampling of the kind of production
they can expect several inter-
views, a film story, and a discussion.

The first program, coming just
a week before the civic election in
Winnipeg, will feature a discussion

on the ills of city government and
the apathy of voters. Archie Micay,
chairman of the Civic Election
Committee, will be one of the
panelists. The other Walter
Young, political scientist at the
University of Manitoba, and author
of a recent article in Maclean’s
magazine advocating party politics
in civic elections. Mr. Young will
be seen frequently on Eye-To-Eye
as chairman of discussions, but on
the first program he will take the
role of a participant. Also on the
first program: a film round-up of
the kind of stories viewers can ex-
pect to see given the full treat-
ment in later weeks.

TV and film producer Felix
Lazarus has enlisted Warner
Troyer, City Hall reporter for the
Winnipeg Free Press, to assist in
searching out questions and issues
for enquiry on Eye-To-Eye, and
Mr. Lazarus will work with Ken
Black of the CBC Public Affairs
Department in developing program
material. Announcer Harvey Dawes
will introduce each subject.

“We hope to provide fair, bal-
anced comment on issues of local
concern,” said Mr. Lazarus, “but
we won’t back away from contro-
versy. We hope to put enough bite

in our programs to provide stimu-
lating perhaps even provocative
entertainment for the viewers.”

All-Star Jazz
Show Friday

The third Canadian All-Star Jazz
Show, this Friday on CBC-TV, will
trace the development of jazz
through the three basic instru-
ments—the drums which beat out
the intricate basic African rhythms
of mid-19th century New Orleans,
the trumpets of the New Orleans
marching bands which added an
overlay of borrowed European
melodies, and the piano which
added the final sophistication to
jazz when it came up the Missis-
sippi to the northern cities.

Taking part will be the Peter
Appleyard Quartet, the Jimmy
Coxson Quartet, Mike White and
his Imperial Jazz Band, Eddie
Karam, and vocalist Phyllis Mar-
shall. Fred Davis will again be
host.

Each member on the program
will illustrate a phase in the de-
velopment of jazz.

Peter Appleyard will foresake
his favoured vibes to play the tym-
pani (instruments seldom used in
jazz) with four drummers in an
extended number reminiscent of
the New Orleans jam sessions called
“bamboulas.”

He is convinced that
Canadian poetry has a national
identity, and is impatient with the
idea that it is nothing but a pale
colonial offshoot. A Gathering of
Days confirms his theory, as will
be heard on Wednesday night.

Fan’s Complaint
• In general I am an ardent fan of

CBC and frequently I become quite
violent in the presence of those who
advocate more and more American
TV programs for Canadian viewers.
However, I have two specific beefs
about particularly annoying character-
istics of the CBC television and radio
presentations: First—could you please
tell me whether there is any rational
reason why commercials must come
on at a volume much higher than the
programs? Second—it does get very
annoying to have the sequence and
mood of a good movie constantly in-
terrupted by a bunch of banal blurbs
about products in which I have little
or no interest. Would it not be pos-
sible to limit the number of times
during a program that the commer-
cials are presented?—/. Greenway,
Winnipeg.

Our engineers tell us that the re-
cording techniques (type and position
of microphone, etc.) used by sponsors
sometimes make a commercial sound
louder than the program in spite of
the fact that both measure the same
on the operator s volume metres. The
operator can minimize this psycho-
acoustic phenomenon by turning
down the level of the commercial and
turning up the level of the program
material, but since this can only be
done to a limited degree if a good
signal is to be maintained it is some-
times impossible to overcome this
problem completely. Regarding the
second question', there are rules “lim-
iting the number of times during a
program that the commercials are
presented.” The Board of Broadcast
Governors has ruled that “. . . . no
station shall broadcast paid, spot, or
flash advertisements that exceed five
in number or four minutes in total
time during a 15-minute period . .

CBWT has limited itself to a maxi-
mum total of 10 one-minute com-
mercials during a 90-minute feature
film, which is well within the limits
imposed by the BBG. Further, in
order to prevent breaking the contin-

velopment the tendency of the
higher and deeper voices to dimin-
ish in the frequency of their occur-
ence, leaving a predominance of
the medium voices the mezzo-
soprano in women and the baritone
in men. This tendency has been
particularly marked since the latter
end of the 19th century, and in
some places has had adverse effects,
a dearth of true contraltos and high
tenors having upset the balance of
choral forces. It is interesting to
speculate on what the result may
be for the standard vocal reper-
tory, in opera and oratorio, if it
continues. (The virtual disappear-
ance of the male alto has elimi-
nated a vast repertory of vocal part
music which required that voice.)

The programs of the two singers
are agreeably diversified. Mr. Far-
row turns to the 17th and 18th
centuries, from Purcell through
Bach and Handel to Haydn; while
Mr. Rubes gives the first perform-
ance of a work by the Toronto
composer Paul Mclntyre Amor
Triumphans.

About the nature or content of
Mr. Mclntyre’s song I have no in-
formation, nor, at the moment of
writing, do I know what else Mr.
Rubes is to sing. But I would
hazard a guess that, of the two
singers, he has set himself the
hardest task, modern songs (like
most other modem music) not
being exactly notorious for the ease
with which they can be rendered.

By the same token, his accom-
panist, Mario Bernardi, is likely to
find the going somewhat tougher
than when he plays Purcell, Bach
and Haydn with Mr. Farrow. De-
spite the fact that about seven-
eighths of the musical texture and
substance of a song are in the
accompaniment, the accompanist is
almost inevitably the minor part-
ner in song performance, in the
eyes of the public; and even with
the much greater public knowledge
and understanding of such matters
that obtains today, it is doubtful if

the generality of music lovers
really appreciates how important
and onerous his job is. It has been,
ranked, with justice, next to con-
ducting, in the exacting nature of
its requirements, and the calibre of
musicianship for which it calls..
That Mr. Bemardi is fully equal to
all demands is attested by the num-
ber of times his name appears ini
programs.

Immediately after his stint with
baritone Bernard Diamant, in a
recital heard only in eastern Can-
ada, pianist John Newmark, surely
one of our busiest musicians, will
be heard again, in the Sunday
Morning Chamber Concert, as a
member of the Montreal Piano'
Quintet, playing works by Handel,
Gluck, Loeillet, and the contempo-
rary British composer Edmund
Rubbra.

On Sunday afternoon in the
Winnipeg Sunday Concert, Eric
Wild conducts a performance of
Haydn’s celebrated Farewell Sym-
phony, in the last movement of
which the players leave one by one
(a hint to the princely employer of
the first players that they needed
a holiday) —an effect that would be
better appreciated on TV than on
radio. We can enjoy the delightful
music for its own sake, however.

Particular interest attaches to the
organ recital on Wednesday night
by the French organist Andre Mar-
chal, in view of his recent appear-
ance in Toronto in the golden jubi-
lee convention of the Royal Cana-
dian College of Organists. Apart
from Bach’s D Minor Toccata and
Fugue, his program is an all-
French one—Clerambault, Daquin,
Franck and Gigout. Also on Wed-
nesday night there will be a con-
cert of contemporary music from
Vancouver, in which will be heard
compositions by the British com-
posers lain Hamilton and Racine
Fricker, the German Hans Werner
Hentze, and the Canadian Robert
Fleming.

Algernon Swinburne, settled in
Merritt, 8.C., “a small place
within spitting distance of Kam-
loops.” There were two children
. . . first a daughter now married
to a chicken farmer on Vancouver
Island, and in 1926 John, who
was a small, bright-eyed three-
year-old when the family decided
to pull up stakes and move to Eng-
land. The world of poetry with its
vivid images, its “talking on tip-
toe” (George Meredith), opened
up for him shortly afterwards, and
by the age of seven he had begun
scribbling in rhyme. In the next
few years he became proficient in
every verse form, writing about
all the subjects that attract a small
boy’s curiosity; people and things,
and later—ideas—He describes this
period as “wonderful technical
training.” A few bits of verse ap-
peared in school magazines, but
mainly he wrote for himself and to
read aloud to family and friends.
He is a great believer in verse be-
ing heard—that is why he so en-
joys writing and producing poetry
for radio and recordings. . .

. Hall-
mark pressed a record of his poetry
in 1954, read by himself, Katherine
Blake and Barry Morse. He has
never gone after a publisher, but
hastens to add that he would not
say no if a publishing offer came
his way.

He quit writing when he was
18, because “ever since the age of
15 I had been hot on trying to

become a composer of serious
music. I concentrated on it heavily
for the next five years, took lessons
in composition, lived and breathed

music. Then at 23 I woke up to
the fact that I hadn’t written any-
thing worth performing. I was a
better critic than a composer, and
the results weren’t worth the heart-
ache.” Getting back to writing
mitigated the pain of realizing he
had wasted five years that could
have been practice in this field,
which he was confident he could
handle. “My parents were open-
minded and generous about my
choice, and glad to see me doing
what I wanted.”

Meanwhile he had gone through
Cambridge University on a choral
scholarship, which he says paral-
lels the athletic scholarships of-
fered in North American colleges.
A few English universities have
cathedral status in English church
music, but St. John’s, instead of
hiring lay clerks for its choir, as
the cathedrals do, offers choral
scholarships. Reeves sang tenor for
three years at St.. John’s. Later he
almost ruined his voice by choral
conducting in Vancouver, “shout-
ing out all parts from soprano to
bass for those who couldn’t read
them well enough.”

After graduating in classics in
1948 he disappeared into the
whirlpool of National Service, and
when next heard from was driv-
ing a truck in the Service Corps.
Later he transferred to special
duty in Intelligence. Visiting Cam-
bridge on leave he strolled by the
bulletin board at St. John’s and
noticed that a teacher at the Uni-
versity of British Columbia wanted
to exchange for a year or two with
a Cambridge man capable of
teaching classics. The offer would
expire the next day. Reeves whip-
ped in his application at once and
got the job. The only fly in the
ointment was the British Army; he

Business Barometer
WHETHER you’re a bull or a

bear in the stock market, on
the management or bottom level in
labour or business, or involved
only indirectly with the vast
machinery that keeps this big
country ticking, you are ultimately
affected by the ups and downs in
Canadian economic affairs. And
understanding the “whys” of busi-
ness and labour developments is
made easier by Business Barometer,
a lively half-hour series on CBC
radio Tuesday nights. Each week
it reviews current major concerns
of management and labour, and
discusses developments in the
vast fields of industry, trade and
economics generally.

There are two regular services,
a roundup of the week’s business
and labour news, and a report on
activity in the stock, bond and
money markets. The news is pre-
pared in the CBC Toronto news-
room, and the market report is
compiled by Frank Herbert of the
CBC, in co-operation with the
Toronto Stock Exchange and the
Investment Dealers Association of
Canada. Special features and short
reports on matters of current in-
terest make up the balance of the
program. Regular attention is paid
to activities of various groups such
as the Canadian Manufacturers
Association, the Canadian Cham-
ber of Commerce and the Cana-
dian Labour Congress, and senior
officers of all these and many other
organizations give their views on
the program from time to time.

Besides reflecting business trends
in all parts of Canada, Business
Barometer offers reports and feat-
ures from other parts of the world,
such as London, Washington and
New York, when events there re-
flect on economic activity in this
country. Recent special features
have included a study of the St.
Lawrence Seaway, a close look at
the future of uranium mining and
refining in Canada, and a survey
of the market for small cars.

Changes and developments in

government fiscal and monetary
policy are carefully assessed by
economists and other experts from
universities and the financial world.
They make a special effort to ex-
plain these complex subjects in
terms easily understood by the
average listener.

Because Business Barometer con-
centrates on week-to-week happen-
ings in the wide field it covers, not
many programs can be forecast far
in advance, says program organizer
Reeves Haggan. This is also one
of the program’s strengths. It has
been receiving a lot of favourable
attention lately for its concise, up-
to-the-minute reporting, made pos-
sible by the number of alert,
highly-trained reporters Haggan
can call on for fast roundup jobs.
Among them are Clark Davey, Ot-
tawa correspondent for the To-
ronto Globe and Mail; Norman
DePoe of the CBC-TV newsroom;
Clive Baxter of the Financial Post;
John Meyer, financial editor of the
Montreal Gazette; Wilf List, labour
reporter for the Globe and Mail;
Knowlton Nash, Canadian free-
lancer in Washington; Doug Col-
lins of the Vancouver Sun, and H.
A. Hampson, Toronto research
economist.

Nothing that affects the eco-
nomic fife of the country is over-
looked by Business Barometer.
Many regular listeners report that
they find the series a painless,
highly interesting course in eco-
nomics.

still had about nine months to
serve. He discovered that compas-
sionate grounds offered the only
loophole for an early release. It
was Canada’s good fortune that
the Army board looking into his
problem was a sentimental one.
Reeves pointed out to them that he
was Canadian-born and really did
not know what he was doing in
the British Army, but more im-
portant, that his father was Cana-
dian-born, and although he had
long wanted to retire to Canada,
his pension could not be taken out
of England. Hating to see his
elderly father pining for home, he
felt it his duty to take his parents
to Canada and support them there.
Before long he was on a boat
headed for Montreal, and fortun-
ately nobody from the Crown was
on the dock to note that he was
travelling alone!

“I enjoyed the people and the
beautiful campus at ÜBC,” he re-
calls. “They asked me to stay on
when my year was up, but I
realized I wasn’t a bom teacher.”
To keep himself alive he free-
lanced as a choral conductor, did
a few broadcast talks for the CBC,
and became an expert humbug
spinner in a candy factory. Though
Cambridge had hardly equipped
him for the humbug field, he seems
to have enjoyed it—his eyes flash
with amusement as he describes in
detail how he yanked and shoved
the candy into the required con-
sistency and shape for cutting—-
“rather like a taffy pull.” Although
he lists sleep as one of his favour-
ite pastimes, he got little of it
then worked a full shift and
rehearsed a choral group far into
the night. “That was when I first
grew a beard—not having to shave
saved a whole ten minutes in the
morning!” Why does he wear it
now? With an engaging grin he
admits that it is “pure vanity.” I
like myself in it.”

He gave up humbugs to “chase
a woman all the way from Van-
couver to Europe.” Dashing
through Toronto he applied for the
first available opening in the

CBC’s new producer-training pro-
gram. He liked the brief tastes he
had had of broadcasting in Van-
couver. After nearly three months
in Italy, France and Britain he ran
out of money and spent a month
as a monkey-keeper in the London
zoo to earn his passage back to
Canada. He arrived in Toronto
jobless with $9 in his pocket, and
went round to the labour exchange
to enquire about openings for
candy-makers, but no one seemed
dying for a humbug spinner so he
spent the night in a flophouse con-
sidering his future. It looked grim
until the “bum” next to him sug-
gested he apply for work with a
construction outfit. He was signed
on next day.

A few weeks later September,
1952—he became a trainee pro-
ducer for the CBC, and was pro-
moted to full producer the follow-
ing year. Since then he has been
the guiding hand behind a wide
variety of musical programs, in-
cludings Songs of My People, Ap-
pointment with Agostini, Dixieland
Jazz, and the first concerts and
recitals from the Stratford Music
Festival, as well as many of the
CBC’s major drama productions—
CBC Wednesday Night features,
the popular summer series Four’s
Company, and others. One of his
favourites was a 1955 effort called
Focus ... “a producer’s dream:
85 minutes every Saturday night
with no station breaks, and all the
freedom in the world to create
something distinctive in drama,
music or talks.”

He divides all his programs into
two categories—chores, and inter-
esting jobs into which he can put
something of himself, such as CBC
Wednesday Night productions. He
conscientiously studies each script
before going into rehearsal and
makes up his mind what should be
done with it. Unlike some pro-
ducers he believes in letting his
cast go over the script beforehand.
He has a little chat with them,
and insists that the first read-
through should not be slipshod.
Each performer is encouraged to
interpret his part as he conceives
it right from the start, so Reeves

can tell whether they’re contribut-
ing to his overall feeling for the
production.

“I’m always prepared to adjust
my ideas,” he says, “but we can’t
have a soloist sticking out like a
sore thumb. Most performers at
their peak turn in about 75 per
cent of what you’d like to hear. Of
course there are exceptions. John
Drainie and Budd Knapp, for ex-
ample, are extremely sensitive and
articulate. You can count on 90 per
cent from them. But sometimes
you can turn a little switch in their
minds—and then you get fireworks!
It happened with Knapp when he
played poet John Donne in a
Focus production in 1955. That
night he turned in 150 per cent!”

Reeves says he used to like pro-
ducing drama and music shows
equally well, but now he is 70 per
cent in favor of drama, providing
the scripts are really good. He dis-
misses much of his own writing as
unimportant, but he is justifiably
proud of A Beach of Strangers. His
winning of the Italia Prize was an-

nounced Monday, September 14,
but Reeves was notified confiden-
tially on the Thursday before. He
flew to Sorrento on Saturday, and
stayed in a colourful old hotel high
on the lip of the Mediterranean,
where many illustrious men of let-
ters have stayed and left their
subtle auras behind them .

. .

Goethe, Browning, etc. . . . and
where you descend to the inde-
scribably blue water in a frighten-
ing little elevator that descends
slowly through solid rock. All the
eight prize-winners (six firsts, two
seconds) were on hand for the
awards presentation, one having
flown from Australia. “But,” says
Reeves, “Thank God I didn’t have
to make a speech!” Normally the
prize money (15,500 Swiss francs)
would be divided between the
script’s author and its producer.
Since Reeves was both, he is now
some $3,410 richer. He returned
via England, where he visited with
his parents, who were “very ex-
cited and proud.”

In London he was disappointed
to learn that his friend, BBC
writer-producer Douglas Clever-
don was away on holiday. Clever-
don has been one of the most
important artists in the Italia
competition for several years, and
a great inspiration to Reeves, who,
when he felt he had reached a
dead end in 1956, went to London
and studied with him. Now, in the
peace of the late night hours,
Reeves is at work on a 1,500-line
philosophical poem. Autumn Noc-
turne, designed for reading and
broadcasting. Jimmie James, who
has read the first half, describes it
as “extremely beautiful.” Probably
it will be presented soon on CBC
radio.

And as CBC Times goes to press
he is beginning the libretto for an
exciting new venture—a jazz opera,
in collaboration with composer
Norman Symonds (also bearded).
The setting is San Francisco, and
the conflict is between the atti-
tudes to life of seafarer and lands-
man. Composer and writer met a
few months ago when Reeves pro-
duced The Age of Anxiety, a jazz
setting of W. G. Auden’s poems,
for which Symonds wrote the
score. Each was greatly impressed

by the other: Reeves by Symonds’
depth of feeling as a composer and
his insistence that jazz and serious
music are not inseparable, and
Symonds by 1 Reeves’ understanding
that a jazz text hot be primi-
tive and earthy, but can be sensi-
tive, imaginative and thoughtful.
In venturing into the relatively un-
touched field of jazz opera they
have few letters of precedent to
bind them and the results of theii
collaboration are eagerly antici-
pated.

As his future opens wide for him.
Reeves says his philosophy of life
is: live for the present. He could
not be happier in his choice of
career.

His only complaint about any-
thing is that modern apartments
do not come equipped with gas
stoves. He loves cooking steaks,
and cannot get theresults he wants
with electricity. Omelettes are
another of his specialties. He be-
lieves that nothing should go into
them but farm-fresh eggs. The
flavouring should be provided in
a side-dish or in the fat used to
cook them —he prefers goose-
grease. Where on earth can you
find goose grease? His eyebrows
shoot up in surprise at such a
mundane question. “Why, get a
goose and cook it, of course;” He
has other cooking theories, many
of them unconventional which
he will expound at the drop of a
crumb. But if you are interested,
do not go round before noon. He
sleeps late.
