“In a trice, nay in a thrice”
(this Thursday in fact)

THEBE may be some people
listening to this program who

have never heard The Goon Show.
Many will have heard it and made
nothing of it. And there will be
others who, like me, consider it
almost the ultimate triumph of
radio.

The Goons have used sound with
such originality that they have
created something like a new
language, in the same way that A1
Capp has created a new language
in the comic strip, Li’l Abner. In-
deed, one of England’s best literary
critics has said (albeit lightheart-
edly) that in their extraordinary
use of language the Goons are the
sole successors to James Joyce.

But what they have also done is
to bring into the living room the
sort of crazy inverted logic that one
finds occasionally in the best stories
of James Thurber. Thurber man-
ages to be both funny and tragic.
His characters are worked upon by
a cruel Providence that turns the
logical sequence of events upside
down, and leaves them (since they
are normal men and women)
stranded and confused.

There is none of this tragic note
in the Goons. They create then-
own crazy environment and are
always in complete mastery of it.
Nothing catches them unawares. If
some word in the dialogue catches
their fancy they are quite likely to
rush off on some mad tangent, nag-
ging at a new idea until they leave
it helpless on the ropes.

On one program, for example,
the Goons found that one of their

characters, Moriarty, was lying on
the road. Someone asked, “What is
that piece of junk lying in the
road?” and the word “junk” was
enough to set them off. Neddy Sea-
goon set off, as a matter of fact,
“in a flash, in a trice—nay, in a
thrice,” pointed north, riding a
water buffalo in search of the
identity of the junk.

The next thing we knew we
were in a court where the junk was

officially declared treasure, and
then it was being stolen from the
official safe of the Bank of Eng-
land by Moriarty himself. Seagoon
bought up all the junk in England
and stored it in a monster ware-
house where a man had formerly
kept his wife. Why his wife? Be-
cause, said the man, she’s a mon-
ster. Seagoon finally traced the
piece of junk he sought to a cave
three miles from the Corsican
coast where it was on sale for eight
pounds, six feet four inches. At
this point British junk was de-
valued, Seagoon was ruined, and
the half hour was up.

Now this, of course, is nonsense.
But it is inspired nonsense, and the
Goons are as fertile in their use of

language as in their plots and ex-
traordinary sounds. “I was nearer
to him than you,” claimed one
character, and then he added with
loony irrelevance, “and you were
further away.”

“This junk has only a sentimental
value,” said a character. “Yes,” said
Seagoon, “but that sentimental
value is worth money.”

“Odds bodkins, how can we sink
so low? A low sink is the right
height for you, sir.”

In short, if you are one of those
people who appreciate wild irrele-
vancy, slapstick, upside-down non-
sense; if you like Chaplin, the Marx
Brothers, Jacques Tati, and some-
times a little corn, do try the
Goons. I feel sure you will find
that they have a rare and wonder-
ful genius.

The three Goons are Spike Mil-
ligan (who is co-author of the
script with Larry Stephens), Peter
Sellers and Harry Secombe. Milli-
gan plays the roles of Eccles, Miss
Minnie Bannister, and Moriarty.
Born in India, where his father
was an officer in the British Army,
he later moved with his family to
Burma (where his schoolboy activi-
ties included climbing his school’s
300-foot steeple) and Ceylon. His
first job in England was in an engi-
neering works, but after getting
his hair caught in a machine he
lost his enthusiasm for industry
and tried being a van boy,
draughtsman and salesman before
becoming a double-bass player in
a dance hall. Writing music, paint-
ing and gardening are his favourite
hobbies.

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He didn’t intend to be
an entertainer, his own
guests often outshine him in
versatility, his voice plays
tricks with him, he
has no sense of rhythm,
and he’s almost 50. Why
is he the most popular of
ail male vocalists?

PERRY COMO is the seventh
son of a seventh son—a legend-

ary sign of good luck. Lady Luck
is a gal he often quotes, although
his fans believe in a thing called
talent. But whatever it’s called, it
has made Perry Como a million-
dollar-a-year star.

Born 47 years ago to Italian
immigrants who had settled in
Canonsburg, a small Pennsylvania
mining town, he was the first of
their 13 children to be a citizen of
the U.S. by birth.

Perry’s first ambition, it’s well
known, was to be the best barber
in Canonsburg. At 10 he became
an apprentice, and by the time he
was 14 Perry opened his own shop
as an after-school money maker,
and when he graduated from high
school he turned it into a profitable
enterprise. It was a small town
where he knew all his customers
by name, and where it wasn’t
strange for a barber to sing while
clipping hair or stop to strum a
guitar because he was in the mood.

In 1933 Perry went to Cleve-
land on a two-week vacation.
While there his friends urged him
to audition for Freddy Carlone, a
bandleader well known throughout
Ohio. Perry agreed, more as a con-
cession to his friends than from
any desire to get into showbusi-
ness. A few weeks later he was
offered a job at $2B a week. It was
a hard decision for the young
barber. During a good week his

own shop was bringing in $125 a
week. The depression years had
just begun, and security was a
hopeless word. But his parents con-
vinced him he could always pick
up where he left off at the shop if
the singing business folded.

So Perry married his childhood
sweetheart, Roselle Belline, and
moved to Cleveland where, during
the next two years, he built up a
following and learned poise, the
intricacies of sheet music, and how
to adjust to the strange night-time
life of a musician.

In 1936 Perry almost doubled
his salary—to an overwhelming
$5O a week by joining Ted
Weems and his band. The tie-up
with Weems marked Perry’s first
tentative steps toward the top. It
was with him that Perry reached
Broadwav, made his radio debut
and his first recordings.
Back to Barbering?

As recently as 1942, when the
Weems band broke up, Perry seri-
ously considered going back to
barbering. Since the birth of his
first child, Ronnie, two years
earlier, travelling with a band had
its drawbacks. In an attempt to
maintain family life Roselle and
Ronnie joined Perry on the road,
but the parents knew that this was
not the way to raise a boy. When
the Weems band folded, Perry was
flooded with wires and phone calls
from booking agents and band-
leaders, but Perry was more inter-

ested in trying to work out a deal
with a Canonsburg real estate man
for a barber shop. General Artists
Corporation offered Perry a deal
two hours earlier than the real
estate man—sloo a week for a CBS
radio show and an RCA Victor re-
cording contract.

It was not long until those
who had known Perry Como only
as “Ted Weems’ vocalist” woke up
one morning to find that Perry
was one of the hottest properties
in showbusiness. In 1945 he estab-
lished a record by selling over a
million copies of ’Till the End of
Time, and in a single week during
1946 four million Como record-
ings were turned out, surpassing
the output of any artist in the his-
tory of record-making.

Perry’s popularity was not only
immediate, but also lasting. He
stayed with his first sponsor for 11
years—five years on radio (five
times a week), one year on radio
and television (half-hour of each
per week), and five years on TV
alone (three 15-minute programs
a week).
12-Year Contract

The five-year-old, 15-minute TV
shows on CBS ended in May,
1955, when Perry signed an un-
unprecedented 12-year contract
with NBC-TV. He is also under
two-year contract with his present
sponsor.

In spite of the fact that he no
longer does cross-country tours,

long), Perry is consistently voted
the most popular male vocalist in
polls throughout the continent.

Today Perry operates in luxuri-
ous offices high up in the Americas
Building of New York’s Rockefeller
Centre. A recent count of the staff
involved with the production of a
Como show totalled 248. The
Ferry Como Show is owned and
“packaged” by Perry in the name
of Roncom Productions an ab-
breviation of his eldest son’s name
—Ronnie Como.

Although in spite of his heavy
schedule he’s relaxed and easy-
going, Perry once told a news-
paperman who commented on his

casual manner: “Tm not relaxed.
Tm just tired!”

Perry and Roselle (he met his
wife at a weiner roast in his home
town) live with their three chil-
dren (aged 19, 13, and 12) in a
rambling home on Sands Point,
Long Island.

The Comos prefer the no-tie, in-
formal type of entertaining in the
kitchen or at the outdoor grill.
The food is prepared by Roselle or
Perry, or both. (True to his Italian
heritage Perry loves spaghetti, but
has to watch the scales.) His heavy
rehearsal schedule doesn’t allow
him to get home until 7:30 or 8:00
p.m. But he considers having
worked half a day if he can be
home in time for dinner with his
family.

The Como vacations are simple:
golf, fishing, motor trips. An ardent
golfer, Perry shoots in the 70’s
and will play in any kind of
weather. Perry once compared his

golf game to his general attitude.
“I walk slow, take it nice and easy.
I’m not going anywhere.” A fre-
quent foursome on the golf course
is Perry, his conductor Mitch
Ayres, brother-in-law Dee Belline,
and Mickey Glass, manager of
Perry’s music publishing business.

Perry’s mother still lives in
Canonsburg, and when the family
gathered around the table last
Thanksgiving Day they tried to
explain to her how much financial
success Perry had gained. This was
because, like all mothers, she
thought the children had bought
her gifts that were far too extrava-
gant. She listened calmly as one of
Perry’s brothers explained the
huge record sales and his large
television salary. She nodded and
then said precisely: “Any man who
makes seventy-five dollars a week
steady, that man makes a good liv-
ing.” This was her gentle rebuke
to the boys for what she thought
was youthful exaggeration.

His wartime
documentary, Desert Victory, won
him an Oscar award.

“The Logic of Life”
A three-part series by LISTER SINCLAIR

on the survival of the fittest

THE INDIVIDUAL mates and
has its young, then dies. But

the species goes on. If the species
fails in adapting to change, it dies.
But life itself goes on, working
through more successful species.
The logic of life is ruthless: a se-
quence of migration and courtship
whose failure can lead to extinc-
tion.

Courtship involves finding a
mate, and, for the male, the fight-
ing off of rivals. The deer, for in-
stance, grows his antlers each year
anew, at first wrapped in soft, pro-
tective velvet. But when fall frosts
bring the rutting season the velvet
has been scraped off and the antlers
will attract a mate by their massive
branches, or lock savagely with a
rival; sometimes they lock perma-
nently and the two struggling ani-
mals starve slowly to death.

The marine worm called Platy-
nereis also does its courting. Great
numbers of male worms dance
around the female till eggs are
ejected and fertilized. The male of
the fiddler crab beckons with its
enormous claw and the female fol-
lows into the mud hole. Crocodiles
bellow loudly in front of the female
and exude a smell of musk. And
the lapwing makes its courtship
flight in the air.

Successful courtship involves the
right mate in the right place at the
right time. To mate successfully,
many creatures must migrate.

Each fall the delicate Monarch
butterfly mass migrates to the south
from Ontario—at least as far south
as Galveston, Texas. An Arctic
tern, tagged in the polar north, was
seen in Africa, and scientists found
the species makes an annual flight
to the Antarctic and back.

The so-called muttonbird mi-
grates from Stewart Island, the
most southerly of the three islands
of New Zealand, to Siberia. On its
return it flies to above its last
season’s nest, then simply stops

flying, plummets maybe fifty feet
to the ground (accurately but vio-
lently) and waddles, unperturbed,
to its nest a few feet away.

The very young salmon leaves
its West Coast stream, moves down
into the larger rivers and out into
the Pacific. Maybe three years
later, sexually mature, it returns up

“Close-Up” on “The Jew in Canada”

“T DON’T KNOW what he
-i- thought a Jew was,” says Alec

Richmond, a young London, Ont.,
lawyer, in the one-hour film to be
shown November 5 on Close-Up.

It had come up in conversation
that Richmond was a Jew. His
friend was amazed.

“He must have thought to be
Jewish I would have to have a long
beard and a long hooked nose and
greasy curls, curly sideburns. I
don’t know what he expected.”

Richmond’s story is typical of
the experiences reported by many
of the 40-odd Jews in the Close-Up
film.

All feel the pluralistic Canadian
society is the best possible for any
minority group. But most report
special difficulties, “polite” anti-
Semitism, blunt discrimination as
a part of their lives.

Only one says nobody discrimi-
nates against him—“it may be be-
cause of my size.” He’s A 1 Pass-
man, a six-foot-four, 245 pound
centre for Kitchener - Waterloo
Dutchmen of the O.R.F.U.

But Mrs. Shirley Strauss of Kit-
chener, Ont., tells:

“When I was in school I was
running for president of the school
council and a friend of mine was
on the committee. And she was
asking some of the students who
they would vote for and one of
them said, T guess I’ll vote for
Shirley, but my father would have
a fit if he knew I was voting for a
Kike.’ And that happened.”

And Jack Pascoe, of Toronto, re-
calls an incident in the Air Force.

“I was billeted with a French
boy. We got to know each other

very well. A little while later I
noticed he was very cool to me
and I asked him why he wasn’t
talking to me any more. He finally
comes out and says to me, ‘You’re
a Jew, aren’t you?” I said, ‘Yes, I
am; what about it?” He says, ‘You
killed Christ’.”

That, says Pascoe, was the end
of the friendship.

But Close-Up’s report on The
Canadian Jew is no mere recital of
discriminatory thought and action.
Jewish men and women tell of the
rich significance of the Jewish faith
and religious holidays, the strength
the Jew draws from his deep sense
of humor, and the great importance
he attaches to home and family.

The report makes clear the de-
sire of most Canadian Jews for
integration, rather than assimila-
tion. And they find in Canada a
climate which favours integration
instead of the melting-pot.

Says Rabbi Reuben Slonim, a
Toronto newspaperman:

“In Canada there are many
groups of people and cultures, like
a diamond. And the Jew makes up
a small facet of that diamond. But
the more brightly he shines, the
more brilliance does he add to the
sparkle of that diamond.”

. Saul Hayes, of Montreal, national
executive director of the Canadian
Jewish Congress, puts the same
thought a different way; “.

. .

Everyone is part of a great or-
chestra. And the beautiful music
that’s produced is because the vio-
linist isn’t anything else but a
violinist, and the trombone player
is only a trombone player.”

Still-young Canadian Jews recall
that only 20 years ago—as Rabbi
David Monson, of Toronto, says
“my grandfather on his wagon,
with his beard, would be stonedby
Christian children.”

They see the dramatic decline in
anti-Semitism as a result, in part.

Forty Canadian Jews tell of their rich heritage and of the
discrimination—both “blunt” and “polite”—

experienced by all but one of them

of the war. Hitler helped people to
see anti-Semitism for what it was.
The birth of the state of Israel
helped too; it gave the Jew a new
honour and dignity.

Ralph Hyman, a Toronto news-
paperman, sees a third factor;
“There’s been a different type of
Jew growing up in this country.
Third or fourth or fifth generation.
He’s a Canadian of the Jewish
faith. He lacks, in many cases, a
Semitic appearance, or what is
called ‘Jewishness.’ He is part of
the community. And it’s difficult
to hate people when those people
in their everyday life are no dif-
ferent from others.”

But, as Rabbi Stuart E. Rosen-
berg, of Toronto, puts it, the Jew
is “empathetic.”

“Somebody else’s face is slapped
somewhere else,” he says, “and the
Jew feels it. . . We’re thin-skinned,
you see, morally thin-skinned.

And Rabbi Rosenberg says of
the anti-Jewish feeling that still
exists:

“We’re not concerned about the
chap who is a ‘no-gooder,’ as it
were, (but) about the fine people,
the lovely people, the wonderful,
the generous people who still have
not yet been educated morally.
There’s something missing in the
education of their hearts; they want
to destroy themselves not only
those whom they would victimize.

“That is something that hurts
very deeply.”

MUSIC ON RADIO
by Dr. Boyd Neel

AVERY interesting program is to
be given on Saturday evening

(Oct. 31) by the New York Phil-
harmonic, in which Schoenberg’s
Klammersymphonie is to be played.
This work has very few perform-
ances these days, which is a great
pity because it is one of the his-
torical monuments of music. Prob-
ably, as it is really chamber music,
the large orchestras fight shy of
performing it for economical rea-
sons, as it leaves many of their
players idle.

It dates from 1906 when it was
given for the first time in Vienna
and when Schoenberg was very
little known outside inner musical
circles. It is an historic document
for several reasons. First, because
it marks the first signs of Schoen-
berg’s transition from 19th century
romanticism, as it was then known,
to his “new music,” which was to
become the great achievement of
his later life. Secondly, it makes
history because it was the first at-
tempt by a composer to reduce the
size of the orchestra which was
then in fashion. The symphony or-
chestra had grown to such an ex-
tent that it was becoming, in the
first place, uneconomical, and sec-
ondly, it had also become a kind
of rule that composers were forced
to write for this enormous body of
players. Works such as Wagner’s
Siegfried Idyll and Regers Sere-
nade were conspicuous in their
employment of small forces and
Schoenberg’s Rammer symphonic
joins these in employing only fif-
teen solo instruments.

The composer has minute instruc-
tions at the beginning of his score
as to how these players should be
set out on the platform. Schoen-
berg remarks that, when played in
a small hall, there would be only
one player to each part, but when

performed in large halls, he insists
that a specially arranged score be
used, which will be “supplied by
the publishers on request.”

The work is played in one con-
tinuous movement and yet it has
clearly defined sections as in the
ordinary symphony. The arrange-
ment of these is, however, curious.
For instance, the development sec-
tion of the first movement is placed
between the Scherzo and Adagio,
so that we get in effect the first
movement with two episodes oc-
curring during its course: the first
being the Scherzo and the second
the Adagio. The music is very com-
plex, but extremely beautiful, and
a listener who wishes an introduc-
tion to the mysteries of Schoen-
berg cannot do better than start
with this very approachable mas-
terpiece.

At the same concert we shall
hear Also sprach Zarathustra of
Richard Strauss. This gargantuan
composition dating from 1896 is
one of those works written towards
the end of the 19th century which
I just mentioned as using so vast
an orchestra that things had be-
gun to get out of hand. The title
is taken from Frederick Nietzsche’s
great philosophical work of the
same name and it has been criti-
cized as being too flippant in its

centre section for the deep pro-
fundities of the German philos-
opher’s masterpiece. It seems to
me that the critics of the work
have entirely missed the point of
Strauss’s idea in making this centre
section a lively waltz. After all,
Man has his carefree moments of
recreation and the exuberance of
the Strauss music at this point ex-
presses such emotions extremely
well.

The work has a celebrated open-
ing section which consists of a
huge crescendo ending on a chord
of C major for the entire orchestra
and organ, which instrument has
an important part in the score.
Strauss has, however, for some
reason, made the organ hold on
the chord after the rest of the
instruments have stopped. At a
certain performance which I once
attended, the crescendo duly took
place, and the chord of C major
was duly held with deafening up-
roar, the organ, of course, being
inaudible in the general hubbub.
The conductor cut the chord off
with a flick of his baton and the
organ was left alone playing a
fortissimo chord of D flat major!
So excruciatingly funny was this
effect that the whole orchestra
and audience burst out laughing,
thus ruining the solemn effect of
this impressive prelude.

On Wednesday night I am de-
lighted to see that there is a pro-
gram devoted to the memory of
Ernest Bloch, in which the Piano
Quintet is to be performed. I well
remember the first performances of
this work in the 1920’5, when the
composer’s use of quarter tones
caused quite a sensation at the
time. In his score he has a special
indication as to where he wishes
these to be played. Today, of
course, we hardly notice the
quarter tones at all, so used have
our ears become to far stranger
sounds than these.

20th season begins with a 90-minute study of the farmer’s

problem of adjusting to rapid technological changes
and new agricultural policies

through the network of rivers to
the same gravel beds in which it
was hatched. There it spawns and,
the species continued, the indi-
vidual rots to death. Only the
young are important.

The young European stork mi-
grates before its elders, the New
Zealand cuckoo not till some weeks
after. Both arrive at their destina-
tion, yet neither knows what that
destination is. More accurately:
naturalists cannot explain how the
birds know their destination.

Some say chance and trial-and-
error. But too many birds home too
quickly and too accurately over
vast distances to make this plaus-
ible. Others say the creatures fol-
low sensory clues, such as prevail-
ing cloudbanks, thermal gradients,
the colour of ocean water. But
where could the European stork
learn such clues without its
parents?

Some say migrating animals have
a sixth sense, yet no corresponding
sense organ has been found. Others
say birds home by using the earth’s
magnetism, but no one has man-
aged to prove how.

The right mate in the right place
at the right time; sometimes a
creature requires conditions too
strict for mating, and when some
natural process interferes with
those conditions, mating cannot
take place.

A type of warbler must migrate
to one and only one island in the
Caribbean. Let a storm force it
down elsewhere, and the bird will
surely die. The koala bear of Aus-
tralia can eat only one kind of leaf.

When a creature gets too special-
ized, changing conditions can ex-
tinguish the species. And often, the
arrival of man is one of those
changing conditions. The passen-
ger pigeon, the bison, the whoop-
ing crane, the dinosaur, the moa,
the dodo—all are extinct or near to
extinction.

There are no insects on this list.
They breed in very large numbers
and if the individual cannot adapt
rapidly, the species can. Often the
largest animals fail to survive. One
dinosaur stood nearly twenty feet
high, with a stride of nine feet.

The Face of Violence
A modern parable by J. Bronowski, winner

of the 1951 Italia Prize

THE CULT of violence is ex-
plored this week in The Face

of Violence, the second of the
Italia Prize-winning dramas to be
presented this season on CBC
Wednesday Night.

The Face of Violence won the
famed international radio drama
award for J. Bronowski in 1951. It
was originally produced on BBC
by the distinguished drama direc-
tor Douglas Cleverdon, friend and
teacher of CBC’s John Reeves, who
will direct the CBC production
from Toronto this week.

Dr. Bronowski, 51, lives in Eng-
land where he combines the seem-
ingly dissimilar careers of mathe-
matician and poet. He knows the
effect of violence from first-hand
experience; after the Second World
War he led an expedition of in-
vestigators to Hiroshima. In the
foreword to the published edition
of The Face of Violence he writes:
“The notion of drawing a portrait
of the motives and manifestations
of violence in modern society first
grew in my mind in 1947. From
that time I began to put together
material for it, mostly from records
of anthropology and literature, be-
cause my plan was to unfold the
drama of violence in the historical
growth of society itself.

“Then, early in 1950, I saw that
this was not the way to present the
theme in speech, and that instead
the portrait, though informed by
history, must be shown more di-
rectly and passionately. When this
came home to me, I wrote the play
of The Face of Violence headlong,
in less than a month.”

After its successful radio pre-
miere, a critic writing in The Ob-
server said: “This poetic explora-
tion of human behaviour is a land-
mark in wireless revelation . .

.

The sheer invention of the narra-
tive is matched by a brilliant
image, epithet and association that
transforms the topicality of the

theme into a vivid philosophical
narrative.”

The Face of Violence is ex-
tremely listenable, much of it being
written in a loose-rhythmed, sar-
donically humorous style, changing
from realism to symbolism, from
generalities to specifics with a
swift grace particularly suitable for
the medium of radio.

boys beat up a woman in a train;
the judge was very grave. There’s
a bigger bomb. A man’s been found
dead; they haven’t got his head.
You can make your own guess
about Lake Success. They’re set-
ting up a Royal Commission on
crime, and the forecast says rain.
Does it matter?” And the other
Twin answers: “It fixes the time.”
And the time is definitely the
present.

Dr. Bronowski tells his tale in
the form of a parable. The hero,
Mark, cannot find inward peace
because he is oppressed by an act
of brutality he saw in a German
prisoner-of-war camp some years
before. He has a strong compul-
sion to hunt out the evil-doer, even
though he cannot remember his
face clearly, and is not sure of his
name—it may be Crump. Because
his memory of Crump is dredged
with brutality and bitterness, he
decides he must seek him in places
where violence is at home.

He journeys into an alien so-
ciety, to the haunts of criminals,
and then into the company of cir-
cus freaks, and people whose minds
and bodies are warped and twisted
into hate. But slowly he sees that
these forms of violence cannot

answer the questions he has begun
to ask: What is violence, and why?
Now he knows that it is not “the
venom of a pervert or a hunch-
back’s spite,” but the thwarted
passions in every human heart that
rise and strike. He turns to ordi-
nary people, and there finds
Crump. And he finds, too, that
Crump has learned the only real
lesson there is to learn in life,
whereas Mark himself has been
turned into a creature of hate and
violence.

The moral is finely but plainly
drawn: “Life stares at the man out
of the stony eyes of his boyhood
and the man shivers to think what
he has become. If the stony face
will not flinch under his pleading
look, forgive the man his violence,
for violence has a human face.”

But in 1948,
after fifty years of “extinction,”
colonies of the bird were found in
lonely Fiordland. Maybe small
varieties of the “extinct” flightless
moa (largest variety stood about
15 feet) still hide in the vast,

rugged, thick rain-forests in the
south of the South Island.

Given man’s failure to kill off
the notornis, he may also fail to
extinguish himself. This, suggests
Lister Sinclair, in Logic of Life, is
also a matter of adaptation, though
cultural rather than biological.

Sinclair will be host on this three-
part Explorations series, in which
he will talk with John Livingstone,
Executive Director of the Audubon
Society of Canada. Producer is
Norman Caton, program organizer,
David Walker. The program will
use stills and film.

Brachiosaurus, the bulkiest land-
living animal known, may have
weighed around fifty tons.

But the dodo was no larger than
a turkey. It lived in great numbers
on Mauritius. Early explorers took
at least 15 dodo to Europe, includ-
ing one exhibited in London in
1683. But the same voyagers killed
the clumsy flightless bird for food;
by 1680 the dodo was extinct.
Having himself killed off the
species, man gave it the name
Didus ineptus and also a sort of
immortality by preserving a dodo’s
foot in the British Museum.

Man is not always successful in
wiping out species. The Maori sup-
posedly killed off all the New Zea-
land flightless bird called the no-

Sports Final’s
Regina Reporter

Among the regular contributors
to Prairie Sports Final is Harvey
Dryden of Regina.

Born in Winnipeg 38 years ago,
Harvey’s sports-writing career dates

back to his Uni-
versity days,
when he was
sports editor of
the student
paper The
Manitoban. (He
later became
editor - in -

chief). After
receiving his
B.A, he joined
the news staff

of the Winnipeg Free Press. When
he returned to that paper follow-
ing war service with the Royal
Canadian Navy he switched to the
sports staff as night sports editor.
In 1948 he became sports editor of
the new Winnipeg Citizen, and
when that paper ceased publica-
tion he moved to Regina to join
the sports staff of the Leader Post.

He was sports editor of the Re-
gina paper at the time of his
appointment to the position of
Tourist Director for the province
of Saskatchewan in 1953. In this
job he is well-known for his work
in promoting Saskatchewan’s sports
fishing.

Harvey’s interest in sports dates
back to his school days, when he
was active in hockey at St. John’s
Tech in Winnipeg. Throughout his
career he has been active in cover-
ing the development of big-time
football on the prairies. He is co-
founder of the popular Quarter-
back Club in Regina, a regular

commentator on all sports activi-
ties for CBC, and Saskatchewan
correspondent for both Football
News and Hockey News.

Harvey is married and is the
father of two children.

More About
Faerie Queen

The radio adaptation of Purcell’s
The Faerie Queen, to be heard Oct.
28 on CBC Wednesday Night from
Vancouver, was made specially for
this performance by the British musi-
cologist and conductor Denis Stevens.
Mr. Stevens has aimed at including
the best of Purcell’s music and the
best of the two versions of the
opera libretto, printed in 1692 and
1693.

Since the libretto, far from im-
proving on Shakespeare’s Midsummer
Night’s Dream, lowers both poerty
and prose almost to the level of dog-
gerel, the original Shakespearean text
has been used wherever possible. The
proportions of drama and music have
been adjusted to the requirements of
radio, but very little of Purcell’s
vocal music has been cut. The
dances, on the other hand, make
little sense without visible choreog-
raphy, and these have been curtailed
throughout.

The cantata Singers and the or-
chestra will be conducted by Winni-
peg-bom organist Hugh McLean.
The singing cast includes Kay Mor-
rison, Margaret McCrae, Donald
Brown, William Reimer, and Audrey
Famell. Actors taking part are Derek
Ralston, Peter Haworth, Christine
Best, Pat Williams, lan Thome, Nonie
Stewart, Jack Ammon, Ivor Harries,
and Roy Brinson.
