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SHE WORE a chic brown en-
semble that complemented her

small, neat figure, greying hair and
finely freckled skin. When she set-
tled down in the radio lounge at
CBC Toronto to talk about cook-
ing, Eustella Langdon looked more
like someone who had just come
from her couturier and had noth-
ing more to worry herself about
than a series of pleasant social en-
gagements, than a culinary expert.
But she can pop into an apron and
put together a meal that would
make the most finicky gourmet kiss
her fingers and roll his eyes to
heaven in delight—and yet would
satisfy the down-to-earthtaste (and
pocketbook!) of an ordinary joe.
And starting this Monday afternoon
she will pass on some of her cook-
ing tips to Trans-Canada Matinee
listeners in her 29th Cooking
School of the Air on CBC radio.

“The idea that you have to be a
born cook to be a success in the
kitchen is nothing but a fairy tale!”
says Mrs. Langdon. Would-be kit-
chen queens who have been fight-
ing a losing battle for years with
poor recipes and recalcitrant ovens
will probably disagree with Mrs.
Langdon, but she is firm in her
belief, and points to herself as
proof. As a girl she knew next to
nothing about cooking, so her
parents enrolled her in a home-
making class, where she was given
a thorough grounding in the chem-
istry of cooking—“that’s all it is,
you know, an exact science. Good
recipes have been very carefully
worked out scientifically, and if you
follow them to the letter and use
good ingredients, it’s hard to go
wrong. The trouble starts with
shortcuts, or when you begin
throwing in this and that, working
on the assumption that if a little
of something is good, a lot will be
better!

“Even the finest product can be
made more appealing with a little
dressing-up and garnishing,” says
Mrs. Langdon. (As if to illustrate
her point, baritone Bernard John-
son, then strolling by, asked leave
to interrupt the interview to tell
Mrs. Langdon how delightful he
thought her furry brown Borcellino
hat!). “A good cook needs imagi-
nation and inventiveness for put-

ting the stamp of her own person-
ality on her dishes,” she says. Mrs.
Langdon does this with herbs, not
only because of their fine, tanta-
lizing flavours, but because of their
boquet and decorative beauty. “I
like them because they haven’t
been tinkered with since the be-

ginning of time—the ones we use
are the same as the ones Moses
looked at. They were used for bar-
ter and tithes by ancient Greeks
and Romans, and murder was even
committed for them and with
them!”

It was herbs that introduced her
to CBC listeners. Early in the Sec-
ond World War her fine little Eliza-
bethan herb garden attracted the
attention of Elizabeth Long, then
in charge of CBC programs for
women listeners. Miss Long dined
with the Langdons and had a
whole new “taste world” open up
for her. Until then herbs to her had
meant only parsely. Because of
wartime restrictions on spice im-

ports and the prevalence of coarser
and cheaper cuts of meat, it
occurred to Miss Long that herbs
might be the answer to the problem
of making food taste better and
look more glamorous than it was.
She asked Eustella Langdon to do
three series of broadcasts on grow-
ing, harvesting and using herbs.
Now Mrs. Langdon is starting her
20th year of annual broadcasting
about cooking. She gets letters and
tatted handkerchiefs from listeners
all over Canada and the northern
States, who write her for advice on
anything from making milk pud-
dings to organizing mammoth
church bazaars.

Each of her programs is pre-
pared in collaboration with Dr.
Elizabeth Chant Robertson, well-
known Toronto nutritionist, who
has very definite ideas about the
importance of good food in ward-
ing oif illness at any age, and get-
ting the most out of life.

Of course good food is not neces-
sarily expensive food. Cheap cuts
can be made into gourmet dishes
with a little time and trouble, and
that is where Mrs. Langdon comes
in. This season she will give lis-
teners some timely tips on trans-
forming pork and fish into tender,
succulent dishes that cost little but
have great taste and visual appeal.
And she will offer hints on using
meat substitutes such as eggs,
cheese, dried peas and beans. Of
course she tries out all her recipes
on her own family, “and,” she says,
“after 27 years of sampling my ex-
periments they’re still thriving!”

Mrs. Langdon is not one of those
cooks who looks back longingly to
the good old days when her grand-
mother did all her egg-beating by
hand and thought nothing of stir-
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ring up a dozen eggs or a pound
of butter at a time. She champions
electric mixers and pressure cookers
—especially for the business girl in
a hurry. “A pressure cooker won’t
do justice to a fine roast of meat,
but it does wonders for an old ham
long past its prime, and for stew
and vegetables.”

Is modern cooking better or
worse than it was in grandma’s
day? “Much better!” says Mrs.
Langdon. “Look over old cook-
books and you’ll see that their
recipes are extremely elaborate and
dressy, but basically not sound
cooking. In the old days the rich
ate richly and the poor poorly.
Nowadays look at all the fine home
economists and dieticians guiding
and guarding the food and diets
everywhere. Tasty food is not so
much a matter of money. It takes
time and thought and starts with
shopping. But what a variety we
have to choose from compared with
grandma!”

Mrs. Langdon’s great interest
outside cooking is music she is
president of the Women’s Musical
Club of Toronto and antique
Canadian silver, a subject on which
her financier husband is considered
a leading authority. Some of Mrs.
Langdon’s culinary specials are
served on old silver dishes with a
fascinating history.

Recently the Langdons spent a
holiday in Europe. How does Cana-
dian food rate with the Continental
variety? “Really good food is the
same everywhere,” she says. “I
think some of the best continental
food I had was served in small, in-
expensive restaurants. It was basic-
ally simple and prepared with great
care by experienced people not in
a hurry. That, to me, is the essence
of good cooking.” She approves of
cooking with wine, but warns that
“it can be overdone, and wine
wonl cover up bad cooking. The
stress should be on a little wine.
Marinating food in wine before-
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hand is just as good as tossing it
into the pot while it’s on the stove.”

We asked Mrs. Langdon for one
of her famous herb recipes and one
for a dessert “a way, way out.”
Here they are:
A Grand Beef Stew
Hungarian Style

Cut 2 lbs. raw, lean, 1-inch thick
round steak in 1-inch cubes. Peel

SHE sings, writes her own ar-
rangements for the orchestra,

plays the piano and the accordion,
keeps house, flies her own plane,
and if those weren’t enough ac-
complishments for one small,
glamorous blonde, she is now
emerging as a graceful dancer on
her own CBC-TV show.

She is, of course, songstress
Joan Fairfax, who can be seen
Sunday nights in a program of
romantic songs, music and choreog-
raphy, the latter inspired by
dancer Alan Lund.

Joan has been appearing on
CBC shows since 1951, but the
start of her showbusiness career
dates back to the Second World
War, when she travelled with a
concert party as a 16-year-old. A
year later she married Tommy
“Pinky” Higgins of the RCAF. For
a while after the war she gave up
singing to help her husband in his
fish-an-chip shop, but when he
went into real estate she had more
spare time and used it to study
singing at the Royal Conservatory
of Music in Toronto. Later she
sang with Art Hallman’s orchestra
and soon had all the dance band,
radio and nightclub work she
could handle.

Since the advent of TV in Can-
ada she has been a frequent per-
former on CBC shows—’Cross Can-
ada Hit Parade, The Denny
Vaughan Show, and Wayne and
Shuster Show, and this summer she
appeared weekly in her own CBC-
TV show,
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BEETHOVEN'S ROOM AT THE SCHWARZSPANIERHAUS IN VIENNA, where he lived his last 18 months.
The scene was reconstructed by the English artist, Batt, from visitors' descriptions of the apparent
simpleton, living in squalor amid a litter of pathetic ear trumpets, scraps of food, broken piano strings
and crudely scrawled manuscripts. It was during this period that Beethoven wrote some of the famous

last quartets.

The Best of Beethoven
His nine symphonies—Fridays on radio, starting this week. His only
opera this Sunday on television. His late quartets coming soon

IN 1951 CBC Times printed a survey showing that
during the previous season Canadian symphony

orchestras devoted more time to Beethoven than to
any other single composer. A few issues later some
prominent Canadian musicians explained why, in
their opinion, Beethoven’s works were the most
popular in the concert hall.

Sir Ernest MacMillan said, “Perhaps Beethoven’s
music is supreme in popularity chiefly because it
bears the stamp of a noble and interesting person-
ality—a personality all the greater for its underlying
simplicity and directness.” Also, he said, “Beethoven,
for all his crotchety disposition and brusque man-
ners, must have been imbued with a warm and
open-hearted love of humanity. Humanity may per-
secute and even crucify the great lovers of man-
kind but it returns to them in the end because it
needs their love and their inspiration.”

Conductor Desire Defauw, of the Montreal Sym-
phony, agreed: “The music of Beethoven is the

music of men. It echoes their innumerable aspira-
tions, their joys, their loves, their sorrows, and all
that sings in their inner beings. Beethoven’s love for
mankind is always at the root of his thoughts. His
inspiration ever awakens in him the need of com-
forting humanity. More than any music, Beethoven’s
is above all human. No one can escape the tremen-
dous majesty of his work, and men will always be
under the spell of the genius who gave his art and
his life to those he loved so profoundly.”

Composer Barbara Pentland said: “Beethoven is
the first composer to reflect a social consciousness
more closely related to the present day. In his
popular works his dramatic and dynamic expression
is more obvious to the layman than the more subtle,
albeit profound, utterances of some of his predeces-
sors. Nevertheless, however subjective his musical
thoughts and however dramatic their treatment, they
are controlled by a master builder whose great

and shook the American educa-
tional system at its roots when he
announced “we have confused
science with information, ideas
with facts, and knowledge with
miscellaneous data, and students
must come to college primarily to
think.” He objected to “uneducated
specialists,” and set about doing
something to raise standards, no
matter who felt the pinch. Among
other things he abolished intercol-
legiate football in 1939—he ascribes
his own excellent health to the fact
that whenever the impulse to exer-
cise comes over him he lies down
until it passes. He believes in edu-
cating as many people as possible,
rather than an elite segment of
society, and to this end edited the
Great Books of the Western World,
a series of 54 volumes containing
443 works by 74 authors from
Homer to Freud, which offered the
man in the street a smattering of
the great tradition.

John Gunther described Hutchins
as “a man who boils with vision,
likes idiosyncracies, and is com-
pletely fearless and independent.”
As Nathan Cohen, too, has some
extremely strong feelings about
education, and is not loath to speak
his mind, their conversation Sunday
night on TV (Wednesday morning
on radio) should spark some spirited
arguments and possibly some
Fighting Words.

architectural sense dominates the
material. How nobly his ideas em-
bodied in such structures have
withstood time and stress and
many a mangled performance—is
apparent to us now.”

Composer John Beckwith
simply quoted the novelist E. M.
Forster who (in Howards End)
says that no matter who you are or
how you approach his music
Beethoven somehow “makes the
passion of your life more vivid.”

CBC radio this season will pre-
sent two series devoted to per-
formances of some of Beethoven’s
greatest music the nine sym-
phonies and the last five string
quartets.

The former starts this Friday
night when Efrem Kurtz conducts
the CBC Symphony Orchestra in
the first of six programs devoted
to the symphonies.

“It’s a tremendous undertaking,”
says Dr. Geoffrey Waddington,
CBC’s director of music. “We first
discussed the idea with Mr. Kurtz
a year ago when he was in To-
ronto to conduct the first CBC
Symphony concert before an audi-
ence. He is one of the finest

interpreters of Beethoven we have
met, and we are fortunate in be-
ing able to persuade him to con-
duct the cycle, which we feel will
be a treat for all music lovers.”

The intermission host will be
another oustanding authority on
Beethoven Ir-
ving Kolodin,
who has been
on the editorial
staff of the Sat-
urday Review
since 1947, and
assistant editor
since 1952, and
has written
numerous books
and magazine
articles on musical topics. During
each intermission he will talk
about the Beethoven symphonies,
perhaps interview a musical guest,
and give impressions of the first
performances of the symphonies—-
how they were interpreted and
how they were received.”

Two symphonies will be per-
formed on each of the first four
Friday night programs. The fifth
Friday night program will be an
analysis of the Ninth (“Choral”)
Symphony by Mr. Kurtz and Mr.
Kolodin. It will take the form of
a rehearsal at which listeners will
hear portions of the symphony per-

formed and discussed. Then on
the following Sunday the Ninth
Symphony will be performed in
Toronto’s Massey Hall by the CBC
Symphony Orchestra, the Men-
delssohn Choir, and four outstand-
ing soloists: soprano Lois Marshall,
tenor Alan Crofoot, contralto
Maureen Forrester, and baritone
Donald Bell.

The symphonies will not be pre-
sented in the order of their com-
position. Some of them pan off

particularly well, and the pro-
grams have been designed to take
advantage of this fact and to show
the development of Beethoven’s
art in more easily appreciated se-
quence than the natural one.

one suitable for television and for
this particular series.

“"VT'OU’VE got to see it, feel it,
-I smell it, hear it” to make it

come alive on paper, said Ernest
Hemingway when asked to ex-
plain his mastery of violence in
books and short stories.

His extraordinary gift for writ-
ing the way frightened and fright-
ening people think, talk and act is
well illustrated in his tale of The
Killers, which appeared in a 1927
collection of short stories titled
Men Without Women. The side-
of-the-mouth dialogue of its forlorn
characters, pitched in staccato-
paced violence, lifts the reader
into the centre of the action with
shocking reality. It describes a
relentless search through the back
alleys of a dead man’s past. Two
hired gunmen come to a small
town to hunt down and kill Ander-
son, an ex-prizefighter, a man who,
many years before, had been
mixed up in a gang killing. His
evidence could hang the murderer,
who has since become a tycoon of
sorts. The killers wait for their vic-
tim in a lunchroom, where Nick
Adams, an innocent bystander,
overhears their plot to kill Ander-
son and runs to warn him at the
boarding-house where he is hid-
ing. But he is passive and de-
tached, has run away for the last
time and will not run again.

A. E. Hotchner has adapted the
story for a CBS-TV production
that will be seen on CBC-TV this
Thursday night. The cast includes
Dane Clark as Al, one of the
killers; Ingemar Johansson, world
heavyweight boxing champion, as
Anderson; Ray Walston, whose
credits include the stage and
screen success Damn Yankees and
the upcoming film Tall Story, as
the lunchroom proprietor; Diane
Baker, soon to be seen in the film
Journey to the Centre of the Earth,
as the young girl who, with Nick
Adams (played by Dean Stock-

well), attempts to warn Anderson;
Glenda Farrell as the rooming-
house landlady; and Frank Mc-
Hugh, veteran stage and TV star,
as a deliveryman.

There has been a movie version
of The Killers; it launched Burt
Lancaster’s film career back in the
1940’5. Asked whether he enjoyed
movies based on his books, Hem-
ingway said: “I usually can’t stand
them. The only one made by
Hollywood I liked was The Killers.
I had to walk out on all the others
except The Old Man and the Sea.
I was responsible for that one.”

Hemingway makes his home in
Cuba, but lives from time to time
in Spain and France. A year ago
he rented a log house in the tiny
Idaho town of Ketchum, a mile
from Sun Valley, so he could go
bird hunting with friends and be-
gin work on a new novel. One day
he attended a meeting of high-
school boys and girls in a nearby
church and answered their ques-
tions about himself and his work.

MUSIC ON RADIO:
by Dr. Boyd Neel

WE do not often get a chance of
hearing the chamber music of

Vaughan Williams, for the simple
reason that he wrote so little of it,
but, even then, performances of his
String Quartet in G minor are ex-
tremely rare these days. The work
is well worth hearing every now
and again though, as it is very
typical of the period in which it
was written. The original version
dates from 1908, but the version
generally played today is the re-
vision made by the composer in
1921. It shows the influence of
Brahms to a certain extent and

now and then there is a distinct
touch of Debussy. It has been very
well described by an English critic
as “a delicate piece of work,
shaded in colours of subdued bril-
liance.” It can be heard on Sunday
morning (Tuesday night on CBW)
played by the Vancouver String
Quartet.

The New York Philharmonic
concert on Nov. 14° starts with a
Concerto for Orchestra by Durante,
who was a Neapolitan composer of
the early 18th century. Quite a big
figure in his time, he is almost for-
gotten today, but his music is well
worth an effort at revival. The
Concerto to be played on Saturday
•This is a change in the program listed in last
week’s CBC Times.

has been edited by Adrian Lualdi,
an Italian critic and conductor who
has done a great deal in reviving
the music of the past. Lualdi has
founded a chamber orchestra which
has given many performances of
unpublished old Italian music and
I have no doubt that this concerto
by Durante is one of the pieces in
this orchestra’s repertoire.

The life of Durante was full of
incident and he will always be re-
membered for one astonishing feat.
This was the writing out again,
from memory, of all his composi-
tions which his third wife had sold
while he was away from home. On
finding that she had disposed of
all his precious manuscripts, he just

sat down and rewrote his entire
output. The only parallel in his-
tory that I can think of, is Carlyle
rewriting the whole of his “French
Revolution” after it had been in-
advertently thrown on the fire by
the chambermaid.

The stories connected with Dur-
ante are endless and Rousseau
called him “the greatest harmonist
of Italy, that is to say, of the
world.”

Also in the Philharmonic concert
on November 14 we can hear
Samuel Barber’s Knoxville: Sum-
mer of 1915. This dates from 1947
and was commissioned by Eleanor
Steber and first performed by her
with the Boston Symphony Orches-
tra the following year. Later
Barber made a version of the work
for soprano and chamber orchestra.
The text of the work is part of an
autobiographical essay by James
Agee and it speaks of the twilight
hour “when people sit on their
porches, rocking gently and talking
gently and watching the street and
the standing up into their sphere of
possession of the trees, of birds’
hung haven, hangars.”

On Sunday evening Geza Anda
is to play the 2nd Piano Concerto
of Bela Bartok with the Vancouver
Symphony. This Concerto has
never become as popular as the
number 3, but, when they become
familiar with it, I think most people
will agree that it has even more to
offer than the other masterpiece.
It dates from 1930, when Bartok
was deep in his discovery of Hun-
garian folksongs. The solo part
needs a virtuoso performer of the
very first order and a good per-
formance can be a most exciting
experience.

and slice thinly 8 medium onions.
Cut 2 large green peppers in small
chunks. Cut 4 carrots and 4 pota-
toes in cubes. Have ready 2 large
tomatoes fresh or canned, 2 cloves
garlic mashed in 1 tsp. salt, % tsp.
caraway seed, 6 tsps. Hungarian
paprika, 1 cup strong consomme or
other meat stock, or bouillon made
with cubes or essence. Melt 3 tbsps.
lard in heavy cooking pot or Dutch
oven. Cook onion in lard over low
fire until clear and golden. Put
meat cubes in strainer. Dunk
quickly in pan of cold water. Drain
off excess water. Sprinkle with salt
and put in cooking pot with onion.
Do not add water. Cover pot. Sim-
mer gently 30 minutes. Then add
remaining ingredients to cooking
pot. Mix contents well. Cover and
simmer one hour longer or until
meat is tender. Serve from a casse-

role with tossed green salad and
whole wheat bread. (Serves 6 to 8.)

Simple and Lovely Dessert
Two lbs. seedless green grapes,

stemmed; 1 pint commercially
soured thick cream; dark brown
sugar to be added with discretion;
cognac or rum with great discre-
tion. Use rubber spatula to stir
grapes into sour cream, to which
had been added 2 tsps. sugar at
the most, and 2 tsps. cognac or
rum. Pile high on flat serving dish
and allow to stand in refrigerator
2-3 hours. Before serving time
sprinkle lightly with thin film of
brown sugar. Serve with plain
almond-flavoured cookies.

Their conversation was written up
recently in This Week magazine
by his friend A. E. Hotchner. The
students wanted to know how he
developed his style of writing, and
did he do it to be commercial or
to create a public demand? He re-
plied: “In stating as fully as I
could how things really were, it
was often very difficult and I
wrote awkwardly and the awk-
wardness is what they called my
style.”

Many people have wondered
whether the harshly colourful
people in his books are based on
studies of actual persons, but
Hemingway says: “I don’t go
where I go for that purpose; I
just go where my life takes me.
There are things you do because
you like to do them, other things
becasue you have to do them. In
doing these things you find people
you write about. ... You put
down the words in hot blood, like
an argument, and correct them
when your temper has cooled.”

He usually writes “no more than
six hours” at a time. “After that
you’re too pooped and the quality
goes. When I’m working on a book

I try to write every day except
Sunday. It’s very bad luck to work
on a Sunday. Sometimes I do it,
but it’s bad luck, just the same.”

His long-time friend, Marlene
Dietrich, describes him as “the
most fascinating man I have ever
known. He has found time to do
all the things most men only
dream about.” Hemingway says
that all he asks from life is “to
write, hunt, fish and be obscure.”
His formula for getting the most out
of life is “never look for excitement
—let excitement come to you.” And
he has had a large helping of it in
his time, attracting unusual people
and circumstances with his ripely
interested and interesting person-
ality. Miss Dietrich says “he is the
most positive life force I have ever
encountered. I hate anything nega-
tive, and I hate waste. In Heming-
way nothing is wasted.” Except,
perhaps, the four months he spent
as a reporter in Toronto in the fall
of 1923, when he intended to stay
two years. Shaking the dust of the
city off his feet with a few well-
placed expletives, he announced
that Toronto had taken five years
off his life. But he seemed to re-
cover rapidly, and (who knows?)
perhaps the fact that Toronto
failed to recognize his literary
talent was the spur that made pos-
sible such brilliant, frightening
stories as The Killers.

Hitting the moon with a rocket is
