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ABOUT a year ago a Gallup poll
showed that, despite the con-

troversy over the admission of Red
China to the U.N. and its subse-
quent publicity in Canada, nearly
50 per cent of those polled believed
that Red China was already a
member of the U.N. Hence the
relevance of the question: How
Public Is ‘Public’ Opinion? the first
in a series of University of the Air
lectures. Dr. Paul Fox, assistant
professor in the department of
political economy at the Univer-
sity of Toronto, will give the lec-
tures, starting this Monday on
CBC radio. Title of the series is
Politics, Personality, and Public
Opinion.

“I begin with public opinion be-
cause it is one of the myths of
democracy,” says Dr. Fox, “a tin
god which many worship.” He is
critical of the concept of “public
opinion” because in the first place,
no one ever defines what the term
means: pill pushers, editorial
writers and politicians all assure us
that their particular line of wares
is what the public wants, but their
assertions are seldom based on any-
thing more than their intuitions.

In the second place, public
opinion can hardly mean majority
opinion, because it seems that all
too often the majority do not have
an opinion. Witness the number of
“I don’t knows” in any public
opinion polls. And while between
75 and 80 per cent of Canadian
voters turn out for federal elections
this often sinks into the 30 per cent
figures for some local elections.

Yet there is obviously some force
that calls itself “public opinion”
and which politicians constantly
worry about. What is it? Dr. Fox
suggests the answer is pressure
groups.

Lobbying has perhaps reached
its highest peak at the U.S. Con-

gress which requires that all per-
sons representing pressure groups
must register as such. Fifteen hun-
dred active lobbyists spending up
to $lO million a year (that was the
figure registered in 1950) repre-
sent pressure groups as diverse as
retired lighthouse keepers and the
American Medical Association.

Canada and Britain, supposedly
more free of these pressures, are in
fact also involved. Yet we have the
Native Sons and trade unions, tem-
perance groups and hobby clubs.
And recent work in Britain has
shown the influence of lobbyists at
work at Westminster.

“I do not wish to leave the im-
pression that pressure groups are
always a bad thing,” says Dr. Fox.
“.

. . The fact that it is a minority
that makes public opinion and runs
the world does not disturb me un-
duly. It does not jibe with the cher-
ished belief in democracy as the
rule of all by all, but personally I
think that this is an idealistic no-
tion which never has corresponded
to reality and probably never will
. . . Normally we are better off
with the informed minority shap-
ing opinion and policies, provided
the majority always have a check
on it at election times, and pro-
vided that the governing minority
is intelligent and just.”

It is clear from Dr. Fox’s first
talk that he does not hold an otho-
dox view of democracy. Nor does
he, in these talks, take a scholastic
approach to his subject.

“Politics is the most marvellous
study in the world,” he says. With-
in the wide purview of men’s at-
tempts to rule themselves humanity
in all its glory and all its folly
comes streaming by. Love, hate,
nobility and baseness, crude am-
bition and self-sacrificing idealism
—the whole spectrum of human

George Salverson
One of Canada’s most success-
ful playwrights doesn’t like

the writing business
“XT’S TOO LONELY. I sit in
A isolation with my typewriter,

waiting for an idea or fighting with
words. This can go on for days or
even weeks and no one can help
me. And when I finally emerge
from solitary confinement, I don’t
even know whether what I’ve writ-
ten is any good! That’s why I don’t
like the writing business.”

A surprising remark from one
of Canada’s free-lance radio-TV
dramatists, but George Salverson,
who says he was shanghaied into
writing 20 years ago, is now so
fascinated by the game that he
would not be happy doing any-
thing else, lonely as his working
life may be. He turns out his
warmly entertaining scripts (there
are two scheduled on CBC radio
and TV Sunday night, but more
about them later) in an office he
fixed up in the basement of his
Toronto home. He keeps his FM
radio tuned in to soft, relaxing

J. S. Mill

A CBC Wednesday Night
feature by Marion Smith

HE was brought up to put rea-
son before sentiment, but he

was deeply in love with a married
woman for over 20 years. He had
one of the finest minds the world
has ever known, but he was never
a boy, and missed out on the warm,
imaginative childhood that was a
cherished possession of his
contemporaries in middle - class
Georgian - Victorian England.
Raised by a father who preached
the importance of free-thinking, he
suffered parental dominationfor 30
years.

John Stuart Mill’s education and
upbringing seem shudderingly
severe to modem parents and
teachers. That is not to say that he
was an unhappy little person. He
could not long for a carefree ex-
istence because he had no notion
of what it was. Certainly his family
life was close, but he never ex-
plored the world of make-believe,
of hilarious romps with Papa or
painfully-kept Christmas secrets.

When he was three his mother
was not, like most mothers, proud
of the fact that he was thoroughly
house-trained at last and could
lisp Mary Had a Little Lamb: she
boasted that he knew the Greek
alphabet and could recite long lists
of Greek words with their English
equivalents. His father, James Mill,
Scots historian and economist, a
shoemaker’s son who had acquired
an important place in London
through literary industry alone,
was determined that the Mill chil-
dren should not fritter away their
time at play. In fact, fun seems to
have been a word left out of his
vocabulary. He did not believe in
schools and kept all nine of his
youngsters plugging away at their
lessons at home all day. Their only
recreation was a walk with father,

during which he lectured them on
philosophy, history or some other
subject. In the evening he read
aloud to them from the English
classics. He taught them, that reli-
gious books were full of fairy-tales
and they grew up agnostics.

Instead of clmibing into bed
with a copy of Grimm or Andersen,
seven-year-old John staggered up-
stairs with a volume of Xenophon’s
Anabasis, 01 Millar’s Historical
View of the English. Although it
seems incredible, by the time he
was eight he had read not only
those two, but also the whole of
Herodotus, Robertson’s Essays,
Hook’s Roman History, Langhorne’s
Plutarch, and a list of similar tomes
as long as your arm. At eight he
began to study Latin, geometry,
algebra, and to teach the younger
members of the family. Two years
later he could read Plato and De-
mosthenes with ease. At 12 he
made a thorough study of scholas-
tic logic, reading Aristotle’s treat-
ises in the original, and began the
philosophical writing that later
made him famous. The following
year he was introduced to political
economy. The personality and vig-
orous intellect of his father con-
tinued as the most powerful forces
in his life. From him he learned
the importance of weighing all
evidence and accepting no opinion
as authority, a legacy that helped

personality is revealed in the never-
ending drama and comedy of poli-
tics . . .

“Yet despite the throb of human
passion which animates the politi-
cal scene,” he continues, “the pro-
fessional students in the field, the
political scientists, manage often to
make it a deadly bore. Too much
law and too much history. Not that
political science does not owe them
a debt, because it is from their
loins that it sprang . . . (but) poli-
tics is alive, one of the most lively
subjects in the world, full of the
vibrancy and pathos of person-
ality.”

In an interview, Dr. Fox sketched
some of the later talks in Politics,
Personality and Public Opinion.
The second deals with some of the
powerful forces moulding public
opinion, in particular, the press.

“I raise some technical points
here,” says Dr. Fox, “in regard to
the headlines placed on stories, the
possibility of slanting stories so
that two newspapers can take the
same set of facts and make some-
thing completely different out of
them.”

Dr. Fox is no believer in the
theory of the inevitability of his-
toric events. “That’s not to say that
I accept any ‘great-man’ theory of
history either,” he says. “But the
longer I watch political processes,
the more I believe in the impor-
tance of personality rather than
policies and beliefs, in shaping
events.”

In his third talk Dr. Fox ex-
amines some of the great figures of
recent years in Canadian and
world history: Churchill, Roose-
velt, Attlee, Truman, Eisenhower
and Diefenbaker.

“I am fascinated at the change
power can make in a man,” says
Dr. Fox. “Truman was completely
changed by assuming the Presi-
dency. while Eisenhower seems a
new man in the past few months.”

Dr. Fox draws one main con-
clusion: it is impossible to predict
how a political figure will turn out
in the long haul. “What chance

get to the core of their thoughts
and attitudes without seeming to
probe. He has just spent nine
months preparing 16 scripts for
the R.C.M.P. series for CBC-TV.
“Only a very few of the stories
were taken from files,” he told us.
“The rest were all gathered from
conversations with R.C.M.P. men—-
fascinating fellows. We’d get a
couple of them talking around a
tape-recorder. One would stimu-
late the other to recall incidents in
their careers and away they’d go.
We’d examine their stories for
script possibilities. A writer would
work up a treatment, and then sit
down with the Mounties and dis-
cuss the whole thing again. They
would sometimes get so enthusi-
astic about the creative method
and dramatic problems in the
script that we had to hold them
back—their ideas were dashing off
away ahead of ours! The scripts
were scrutinized by the R.C.M.P.
at every stage of development, and
an officer was always on the set
during filming. They never inter-
fered with poetic problems,
though, just helped to prevent our
stepping into the ridiculous or ex-
treme.”

We asked George what were
some of the problems he encoun-
ters in adapting from one medium
to another. “Say you’re dramatiz-
ing a novel or short story,” he
said. “A fiction author frequently
uses the stream of consciousness
method—freely moving in and out
of his characters’ minds. Some-
times he tells his story almost en-
tirely introspectively. The whole
drama is in the mind of the lead-
ing character, and none of the
others know it exists. It makes
exciting reading, but the dramatist
has to search for a logical way to
let the introspection emerge with-
out damaging the story. Or take
the story with a rather complex
plot and a large number of char-
acters. The adapter has to com-
bine in one character the aspects
of three or more. Switching from
fiction to drama you have to pull
free-wheeling action into dramatic
unity of time and place. A story
spun over weeks must be confined
to one evening or weekend. It re-
quires mechanical thinking—a mat-
ter of architecture. You must
empathize into the basic feeling,
characters and statement while
pulling the story from its original

shape and means of expression.
It’s quite a gamble, really.”

“Sometimes,” he says, “you’re
haunted by censorship.” He struck
an “irreverent problem” when he
was asked to adapt Bruce Mar-
shall’s book Father Malachy’s
Miracle for CBC Stage this Sunday
night. It involves some highly
amusing and controversial shenani-
gans between a Roman Catholic
priest and a Protestant clergyman
in Scotland, who have a kind of
bet involving the elimination of a
dancehall. “The book is extremely
erudite, witty and irreverent in a
good-natured way, probing deeply
and respectifully into the logic be-
hind the actions of the two clerics.
The Stage play took a different ap-
proach—it was just fun.”

George had written exclusively
for radio until four or five years
ago, when he became the first
CBC-TV drama editor; he took the
job to learn the mechanics of writ-
ing for television. He held the job
for three years, and “it was fun,
but heartbreaking when I had to
hand out a disappointment to a
writer who had almost written a
good play, or to one whose work
was good but didn’t fit into any
market.” He left to take on the
R.C.M.P. assignment.

Although he grew up in a home
where writing and markets were
discussed almost daily, George
says he had absolutely no interest
in a writing career when he fin-
ished school. His mother, Laura
Goodman Salverson, is a well-
known Canadian novelist of Ice-
landic background. His father, of
Minnesota Norwegian extraction,
was a CNR dispatcher in Western
Canada for many years. George set
out to be a radio newscaster—first
in Flin Flon, Manitoba, and then
in Winnipeg. He soon found that
because he had a mother who
wrote, he was consulted on writing
problems, at the studios, and be-
fore he knew what had happened
he was writing commercial copy,
continuity, and finally, plays. He
discovered that he liked the work
he had once thought he would not
touch with a ten-foot pole. He

haunted the CBC studios where
Esse Ljungh was producing net-
work dramas. Ljungh encouraged
him and he was given a job of pre-
paring a series of war documen-
taries for the Canadian Army. One
day he woke up to the fact that
Fate had made him a free-lance
writer in spite of himself. Today
he is a highly successful one.

He is subject to hobby rashes,
and he finds when the hobby bug
has bitten him that he has far more
enthusiasm for his writing gets
really excited about his scripts.
Recent hobbies have been hi-fi
building and constructing a model
railroad, with routes for 10 trains,
six main lines, and 1,000 feet of
wiring in the control “brain.”
George was highly amused when
his father, who had dispatched
CNR trains successfully for years,
had his first head-on collision when
he tried to operate his son’s base-
ment railroadl Eventually the
thing go so big and complicated
that George decided it had no-
where else to go except in com-
petition with the CNR, so he cut
all the wires leading to the brain.

He is between hobbies now, so
when he gets steamed up over a
script or hits an unclimbable
dramatic wall, he goes for a long
walk, takes his family to the super-
market, or makes a trip downtown
to see someone at the CBC. We
hoped this interview would be the
catalyst that would start his type-
writer humming again.

The Great Adventurer
A first-person “Scrapbook” on Robert Edwin Peary, who

may—or may not—have been the first to sail
to the North Pole

IN 1909 the ship Roosevelt re-
turned to Battle Harbour, Lab-

rador, after a voyage into the far
north. Aboard her was an Ameri-
can naval officer, 53 years old,
several of his toes missing from
frost bite, a man who had failed
several times previously in an at-
tempt to reach the North Pole.
Now he reported success.

The man, of course, was Robert
Edwin Peary. And waiting to greet
him in Battle Harbour was a ship-
load of newspapermen. One of
them, Delt Edwards, of the New
York Herald, tells the story of that
famous return on The Great Ad-
venturer Sunday on radio.

“Mr. Edwards, who is now 86
years old, is one of a number of
men who speak about Peary from
their personal knowledge,” says
Dick Halhed, producer and narra-
tor. “The oldest speaker is George
Carr of Prince Albert, Sask., now
93, who recalls dramatically the
privations he suffered with Peary
on an earlier expedition to the
north in 1893.

“We also have representatives of
the famous Bartlett family of New-
foundland,” says Halhed. “Bob
Bartlett who navigated the Roose-
velt for Peary is dead but his
brother William, a crewmember
and his nephew, Rupert, who has
made a study of Peary, will speak.”

Highlights of the broadcast will
be a recording of Peary himself de-
scribing the epic journey. “As
Peary died in 1920, the recording
technique in use when this was
made was not the best,” says Hal-
hed, “but the record is quite fasci-

nating.” Halhed learnt of the disc
when he asked the CBC in St.
John’s, Newfoundland, to find
people who remembered the Peary
expedition. CBC’s Director for
Newfoundland, William Galgay,
heard of the search and offered
Halhed the record which he has in
his large record library.

The story of Peary involves a
strong element of controversy
which could not properly be
omitted from a portrait such as
this. In his final dash towards the
Pole, Peary took only his personal
servant and some Eskimos, none of
whom could navigate. This meant
he had no confirmation that he
had, in fact, reached the Pole.

This, coupled with many puzzling
features of the trip)—the last phase
must have been covered in almost
superhuman time has led some
Arctic historians to doubt Peary’s
claim of attaining his objective.
One such is John Fuller of Buffalo
who will speak on the program.

Peary’s character is also complex.
He admitted to a powerful ambi-
tion, a burning desire to achieve
world wide fame. Yet without ex-
ception, the speakers on this pro-
gram who best knew and worked
with Peary are firm in their belief
that he was not capable of making
the false claim with which he has
been charged. The strongest criti-
cism was that he was unwise not
to have taken with him a man
capable of confirming his calcula-
tions. And even here, Peary gives
his reasons.

Another speaker is Geoffrey Hat-
tersley-Smith, a Canadian glaciol-
ogist who a few years ago found
the tattered remains of an Ameri-
can flag in ice in the North. Peary

The fourth talk discusses the
question: Was Plato right? Dr. Fox
concludes that philosopher - kings
may be less impressive as mem-
bers of parliament than decent,
honest, industrious men. In the
fifth talk he tells why he can see
no fundamental differences be-
tween the major political parties.

outweigh the theft of his child-
hood.

At 14 he was sent to France to
live for a year in the home of
Samuel Bentham, brother of Jeremy
Bentham, father of utilitarianism,
where he studied chemistry,
botany, French (for nine hours a
day), tackled complicated mathe-
matical problems, kept a diary full
of notes on French scenery, people
and customs, and was so over-
whelmingly impressed by Ben-
tham’s doctrine of the greatest
happiness for the greatest number
that he became a convert to utili-
tarianism for his lifetime, though
in his later years he somewhat
modified his ideas. On his return to
London he found that his father
had determined on a law career for
him, and he set about studying
psychology and Roman Law. But
shortly afterward it was decided he
should enter the East India Com-
pany instead, where his father’s in-
fluence found him a clerkship in
1822. He was there for 33 years.
It was inevitable that there would
be a clash between the quiet, over-
educated youth and the stiff mould
into which he had been cast. His
health had been permanently
ruined, and when he was 21 he
w'ent through what was called “a
spritual crisis.” He saw that in his
attack on the bondages of conven-
tion his happiness lay in working
for the end, not in the end itself.

“I seemed to have nothing left
to live for,” he wrote. He saved
himself from despair by reading
the romantic poetry of Words-

worth. He suffered brain exhaus-
tion at 30 which left him with a
constant twitching over one eye.
Again at 33 and 51 his constant
study brought on long sieges of ill-
ness. It is rather ironic that the
great advocate of liberty achieved
his own personal freedom only
when his father died in 1836.

The other most important event
of Mill’s life occurred when he was
25. He met Harriet Hardy Taylor,
an invalid and probably tubercular.
It was love at first sight. She ad-
mired the tall, thin, blond young
man with the brilliant mind, and
he was equally impressed by her
intellect. Unfortunately there was a
Mr. Taylor, a drysalter of small in-
telligence, who, realizing that he
could not compete with a mind
like Mill’s, and that an English
divorce was impossible, quietly
slipped into the background, leav-
ing the field to his utilitarian op-
ponent. For 20 years Harriet and
John were lovers. When Mill
visited her home the gallant but
simple drysalter slunk off to his
barrels of fish with his heart in his
pocket, erasing himself from the
scene as much as possible. Finally
he erased himself altogether, but
for some reason hard to define,
Mill and Mrs. Taylor waited two
years after his death before mar-
riage. The terrific Victorian scan-
dal that ensued came as something
of an anti-climax, but it meant that
they did not go about socially and
had few friends. Mill adored her.
He never tired of extolling her
nobility and inspiration. She cer-
tainly influenced his emotional at-

titudes towards the subjects he
studied, and encouraged his ad-
vocacy of reform and economic
and political rights of women.

Unfortunately it was also she
who was responsible for allowing
a servant to burn the only manu-
script of their friend Thomas Car-
lyle’s History of the French Revo-
lution, either through carelessness
or jealousy because Mill had
thought of working on the same
theme. Fortunately, after Carlyle’s
roars had died down and he had
read Captain Marryat for a week
to steady himself, he sat down and
wrote the whole history over again!

After Harriet’s death in France
Mill was inconsolable, bought a
house as near her grave as possible,
and spent a good part of every day

by her tombstone. Her daughter
(by the drysalter), who lived with
him, finally shook him out of his
self-pity, he returned to England
and became M.P. for Westminster
for three years, but his political
views were so unprejudiced that
many in the House of Commons
found him tiresome, and he finally
left Parliament to spend his re-
maining years in France.

Carlyle called him “a logic-chop-
ping machine.” But he had much
more personal warmth than is
usually associated with logicians—-
highly emotional, tender-hearted,
generous, quiet and self-contained
except when he championed the
cause. (He was once in trouble for
poking pamphlets on birth control
down area railings). It was in the
field of political philosophy that his
greatest work was done. As Lord
Mosely put it. Mill in his time set
the problems and defined the chan-
nels for all people with a taste for
thinking.

His most famous work is prob-
ably his Essay on Liberty

,
pub-

lished just a century ago in the
same year as Darwin’s Origin of
Species

, in which he, too, preached
the doctrine of revolt against the
tame acceptance of conventional
opinions. Short and easy to read,
his Essay is filled with a nobility of
thought, feeling and language that
make it one of the greatest ex-
pressions of the human spirit. He
held that liberty is the condition of
progress, that a strong, happy na-
tion must also be a free one, in
which the pricelessly few men and
women of vision can be heard and
honored, even though what they
stand for is unpleasant to some.

MUSIC ON RADIO
by Dr. Boyd Neel

FOR ME, by far the most inter-
esting program of the week is

the group of arrangements which
we can hear Friday on CBC Con-
cert Hall.* It is not clear from the
information I have as to just what
each arrangement is. I notice that
there is only one flute player in the
program, otherwise I would have
looked forward to that incredible
arrangement of the Hallelujah
Chorus from Messiah as a duet for
two flutes, but maybe we shall
have it for flute and violin. The
Ave Maria of Gounod is, of course,
another type of arrangement, being
a melody superimposed on the C
Major Prelude from Book 1 of
Bach’s 48. The Quadrille on themes
from “The Ring” was written, I
believe, by a group of French com-
posers of which I am fairly certain
Chabrier was one, but there is no
indication as to whether this is the
piece I am thinking of. I sincerely
hope it is, as it is one of the fun-
niest pieces of music I know, That
is, of course, if you know your
“Ring” well, which I am sure all
readers of this column do.

The question of arrangements in
general has formed one of the chief
debating topics in music through-
out the ages. Arrangements can be
horrible or tolerable. I don’t think
anyone really likes them; a lot of
the the time they are completely
unnecessary, but have become a
kind of habit —so much so, that
many people are quite surprised
when a piece is not an arrange-
ment. I recently conducted a con-
cert, after which someone from the
audience came around and asked
“who did your arrangements?” All
the compositions we had performed
were played exactly as the com-
posers wrote them and the ques-
tion of arrangements never entered
into it at all, but so prevalent has
this arranging business become,
that many people seem to imagine
that to play a piece in its original

form is quite unusual—a really ter-
rible state of affairs.

One can hardly blame listeners
for this attitude, when virtuoso
pianists who never perform Bach’s
48, have no hesitation in playing
Liszt’s arrangements of Bach’s or-
gan pieces at their recitals. Could
stupidity go further? All great
composers have suffered from ar-
rangers. The wretched E flat Noc-
turne of Chopin has, among many
other arrangements, been published
for four pianos, for mandolin, and
for saxophone with guitar accom-
paniment. Why? His E major, opus
10 comes off even worse, and
arrangements of this lovely piece
for trombone solo with jazz band,
singing saw, violin, and voices can
be found.

Other famous compositions have
had a terrible time the Dead
March in Saul was once published
as a four-part glee; Chopin’s “Fu-
neral March” became a comic song
about Li Hung Chang. Some inci-
dental music to Macbeth written
by Locke appeared as a “Sacred
Cantata, Praise God on High” and
it is in this arrangement that we
get the superb transformation of
the words of the fourth witch in
Macbeth “My little merry, airy
spirit, see, sits in a foggy cloud and
waits for me” into “The cherubim
and seraphim continually do cry
Holy! Holy!”

It is by no means only the hacks
who have gone in for arrangements.
Bach himself was the arch-arranger
of all time and his passion for
Vivaldi expressed itself in an enor-
mous number of arrangements of

that composer. Even Bach has been
criticized by no less a person than
Schweitzer for arranging the slow
movement of the C minor oboe and
violin concerto for keyboard in-
struments.

“Additional” accompaniments are
a kind of arrangement and who

has not heard Messiah with
Mozart’s added accompaniments?
Scorn has been poured on this
version of musicologists in recent
years. “Stucco ornaments on a
marble temple” was one of the
famous criticisms.

The case for or against arrange-
ments will never be brought to any
kind of satisfactory conclusion and
it is fairly certain they will be with
us until music ceases to exist.

On Sunday evening in the con-
cert by the Vancouver Symphony,
we can hear the London Symphony
of Vaughan Williams, which re-
ceived its first performance in 1914.
After that date it was extensively
revised by the composer and the
version we hear today differs in
many respects from the original.
To a Londoner, it is extraordinary
how well it conveys the atmosphere
of the city. The other famous “Lon-
don” composition of a great Eng-
lish composer is, of course, the
Cockaigne Overture of Elgar and
it is most interesting to compare
the two works and to note how,
although so utterly different in
musical material, the atmosphere
of London is so strong in each case.

records leaving such a flag at the
Pole. Though Hattersley - Smith
found the flag far from the Pole,
this neither confirms nor refutes
Peary’s story; the shifting of polar
ice would inevitably remove the
flag.

Two famous Arctic explorers also
speak on The Great Adventurer.
One is Vilhjalmur Stefansson, now
80 years old, who recorded an in-
terview at his home in Hanover,
N.H. The other is Donald B. Mac-
Millan, a member of the crew of
the Roosevelt on Peary’s voyage to
the Pole, who later became an
Arctic explorer in his own right.
Also on the program, CBC Wash-
ington correspondent James M.
Minifie will report on the observ-
ance in the United States of the
50th anniversary of Peary’s trek to
the Pole.

“Trouble is, the story (of Peary)
doesn’t end,” says Tom Fairley,
writer on the Arctic who researched
and wrote for The Great Adven-
turer. “And you are left with the
feeling it probably never will.
While Peary’s story is probably one
of the most intriguing, it is also the
most infuriating I know of in polar
annals. You finish up with more
questions than you started with.”

This being so the people in the
program say their piece, and the
program lets it stand. “It will be a
scrapbook rather than an orderly
montage,” says Fairley, “but it will
be a very vivid scrapbook and the
listener should get enough to
begin his own evaluation of the
story.”

Peary was born at Cresson
Springs, Penn., and entered the
U.S. Navy in 1881. In 1884-85 he
was engaged in surveys of a pro-
jected canal in Nicaragua to which
he returned in 1888. But in 1886
he had made a trip to the Cana-
dian north and saw there a tre-
mendous challenge. That began his
series of exploratory expeditions
and his determination to reach the
North Pole.

Regardless of the ultimate con-
troversy and the ethical question
involved, Peary remains one of the
great adventurers of this century.

“Even to attempt the final dash
at his age and with the physical
handicap of the loss of his toes is
a thing to be wondered at,” says
Halhed.
