Some Thoughts on TV Drama
—from an actor, an actress,

a producer, and a critic

IT HAS BEEN SAID that the
stage is an actor’s medium,

that TV by giving control of
the complex technical apparatus
to the director—has become a di-
rector’s medium.

“Sometimes it makes you mad,”
says stage and TV actress Corinne
Conley with wry honesty, “when
you see a brilliant TV director get
a fine performance from someone
with no acting experience at all.”

We interviewed Barry Morse,
an actor well established on both
stage and TV, on the set of Heaven
Can Wait. As we arrived he was
doing a scene where he finished a
telephone conversation, put the
phone on the dresser near the bed,
walked across to the table from
where he took a gun, and began
to move back to the phone.

“I’m losing you off camera,”
said TV producer Norman Camp-
bell on the intercom. “You better
put the gun in the drawer of the
dresser then you won’t need to
move at all.”

Later Morse used this to illus-
trate a point. “On stage the direc-
tor must use such opportunities to
create movement; but on TV,
with the limited scope of the
camera at any one time, camera
movement must often replace
actors’ movement.” But not al-
ways—

“ln a long shot, the actor might
have to exaggerate his action even
more than on stage,” Morse says.
“The challenge in TV acting is not
so much in scaling down as in the
constant change in scale corre-
sponding to the movement of the
cameras.”

“I used to go along with the
view that TV needed introspective,
naturalistic acting,” says Miss
Conley. “As I’m not by nature
introverted I often got a sore face
through trying not to be too ex-
pressive on TV. Now I’m not so
sure. I’m beginning to suspect that

under certain conditions larger
gestures can be used on TV.”

Are the fundamentals of TV and
stage acting the same?

“The differences are not as
great as many actors think,” says
Barry Morse.

“The differences are much greater
than is often claimed,” says Miss
Conley.

Says producer Campbell; “Cer-
tainly the TV actor must learn
special techniques. He should
know how to move so that per-
spective remains correct for the
camera. For instance if he’s walk-
ing toward, and then from away
the camera he should know to
slow down for the close-up, then
speed up again as he moves
away.”

“TV has taken the place of stock
companies as training grounds for
young actors,” says drama critic
Nathan Cohen. “They pick up
some good things, some bad. They
don’t learn how to project, for in-
stance, or how to move in large
areas. And I suspect they tend to
substitute mechanical tricks for
characterization. On stage, an
actor must develop a full charac-
terization and sustain it for a long
period.”

How important is a live audi-
ence to an actor?”

“The stimulation of a live audi-
ence is as useful as cocaine,” says

Morse. “A good actor should be
able to act alone in a barnyard.”

Miss Conley said: “A camera,
with a million people looking
through it, has its own stimulation.”

“A periodic performance before
a live audience is important,
though,” says Morse, “in order to
learn and test acting techniques.
How do you know how effective
your work is without seeing
whether it makes people laugh or
cry?”

The so-called “keyhole” or kit-
chen sink” type drama tells of
ordinary people in every day
situations. It has been said that
TV can effectively handle only
such keyhole dramas, not the larger
themes of, say, classical theatre;
that TV can successfully portray
only a Marty, never a Macbeth.

Said Cohen, TV drama is limited
by its nature to keyhole drama—-
and thrillers.

Said Morse: If TV has been
most successful with keyhole
dramas, this is because of the small
size of the TV screen. Larger
screens will allow actors to make
larger gestures with a consequent
broadening of acting style, as on
film.

Campbell agreed: Providing
certain technical difficulties can
be overcome, like the elimination

A Murmuration
of Starlings

A few weeks ago a Vee’d forma-
tion of Canada geese flew over our
garden, and son Greg referred to
them as a fine flock. Just as an
item of interest, I told Greg that
the proper term for a group of
geese was a gaggle. The word has
a fine sound; you can almost hear
geese honking softly together in a
conversational way.

But it turned out to be mislead-
ing information; next day I came
across a carefully hoarded list of
names for birds and animals when
they are in plural numbers. And
while gaggle is the correct word
for geese when they are on water
or land, when the birds are flying,
then they become a skein of geese.

The list was compiled several
hundred years ago by sportsmen
of Merrie England, whence comes
our language. Therefore we must
defer to this authentic wording,
and personally I found the list of
great interest.

Some terms are quite well
known, such as the word pride
when referring to a number of
lions—a pride of lions. When we
come to leopards—well. I’d gallop
away in all directions, but if you
want to know the right word for
a plurality of leopards, it’s a lepe
of leopards. I’d still be tempted to
run if we encountered a number
of huge hairy apes, but it’s nice to
know that we’re escaping from a
shrewdness of apes.

Farmers may know company
terms for domestic animals, but
most of the names were strange to
me—a harras of horses, a rag of
colts, a pace of asses, and a baren
of mules.

A drove of cattle has a familiar
sound. So has a flock of sheep—-
but if the sheep number more than
five or six hundred they are no
longer a flock but a band of sheep.

It was a young co-ed who was
wearing Bridges’ fraternity pin
(and whom he later married) who
encouraged Lloyd to join the hun-
dreds of young actors pounding the
pavements of Broadway. For sev-
eral years he “did the rounds” of
agents’ offices, played bit parts in
stage plays, worked with an off-
Broadway group, acted in summer
stock, and taught dramatics at an
exclusive private school.

Lloyd was finally discovered by
a Hollywood producer, and since
then he has played important roles
in such films as A Walk in the Sun,
High Noon, Home of the Brave,
and The Rainmaker. He has also
played leading roles in almost all
of the TV drama series in the U.S.,
and was nominated for an Emmy
award for the “best single per-
formance of the year” in 1957.

Sea Hunt, which is seen on most
television stations in the prairies,
is the first TV series based entirely
on underwater adventure, It is pro-
duced through the co-operation of
the Marineland Studios of the
Pacific, the Scripps Institute of
Oceanography, Commander Fane
of the U.S. Navy Underwater
Demolition Teams, and Submers-
ible Operations Corp., a group of
marine scientists and divers.

In the series, Lloyd Bridges plays
the role of Mike Nelson, ex-Navy
frogman who now works as a
deep-sea investigator and diving
instructor.

Strangely enough, Lloyd Bridges,
who glides through the water like
an Olympic star in the TV series
Sea Hunt, didn’t include swimming

gram while studying at U.C.L.A.
in his native California. He played
baseball, basketball and football.

Music to See
Another “Explorations” series

by Helmut Blume on the
music of the church

Music of the church, developing
through the sweep of the centuries
from ancient plainsong to liturgical
compositions by such contemporary
composers as Stravinsky and Villa
Lobos, will be illustrated by Hel-
mut Blume in a new series of four
Explorations TV programs starting
this week.

The project will be the second of
Helmut Blume’s Music to See series
to be presented on Explorations.
The first series of eight programs,
produced in 1957, won the Ohio
Award.

The history of western art music
was the history of church music up
to 1600, and it is only in the past
200 years or so that the main body
of musical activity ceased to draw
its inspiration chiefly from tradi-
tional Catholic and Protestant
sources. But a good deal happened
in music in the pre-secular period,
as Blume hopes to show.

Moving rapidly through the cen-
turies he will trace the main fines
of development, the emergence of
polyphony, the struggle between
the senses and the spirit, the in-
cursions of secularism, the ascend-
ancy of Tudor England (when a
Duke of Milan sent to England
for singers!), the strangely liberal
attitude of Martin Luther, the
grandeur of Bach, and the unortho-
doxy of some contemporary com-
posers.

The first program, on December
16, will come from the beautiful
chapel of le Grand Seminaire of
the Roman Catholic Archidiocese
of Montreal, where Blume will talk
about Gregorian chant and the de-
velopment of polyphony. Musical
illustration will be provided by the
Pius X Choir of 25 men’s voices,
and the 25-voice boys’ choir of
I’Ecole Meilleur. Directed by
Father Clement Morin, Dean of
the Faculty of Music of the Uni-
versity of Montreal, the choirs will
sing, unaccompanied, excerpts from

of lines, larger screens will enable
TV to treat larger themes.

Miss Conley disagrees with all
three. Keyhole dramas have suc-
ceeded not because of any tech-
nical factors but because the audi-
ence, casually watching in the liv-
ing room, demands easily identifi-
able people in familiar situations.
The stage audience which has paid
and dressed up to see a play will
make more effort of imagination
than the casual viewer.

Can an actor be seen too much
on TV?

“Actors needn’t worry about
their face being over-exposed,”
said Cohen. “It’s over-exposure of
their techniques that count. One
style would last an actor on stage
all his life. But TV bums up tech-
niques as it burns up everything
else.”

Says Miss Conley: “It’s much
easier to disguise your own per-
sonality on stage than it is on TV.
The close-up sees to that. And the
more apparent your personality,
the more you limit yourself to one
type. That’s why there is so much
type-casting on TV.”

Television drama has not bred
a generation of stars—names known
to every household in the way
films do, or in the way that TV
comedy or musicals do. Neither
Cohen nor Miss Conley discussed
this question, but perhaps their
previous comments provide a clue:
the essence of a star is his public
personality; the essence of a good

TV actor—and one who wants to
work in enough dramas to earn a
living—is his ability to disguise his
personality. An actor cannot have
it both ways.—Brian Stewart.

RAOUL ENGEL settles some burning questions about the
psychological make-up of some favourites of the funnies

TO SAY that Thursday night’s
edition of Soundings on CBC

radio is off-beat is putting it mildly.
Montreal free - lance broadcaster
Raoul Engel will escort Blondie,
Pogo, Mary Worth, Orphan Annie,
Dick Tracy and countless other
comic strip heroes and heroines to
the psychiatrist’s couch, to be ana-
lyzed by a group of learned psycho-
sociological pundits amateur and
professional, youthful and adult,
sacred and profane.

Six main categories of comic
strips will be dissected: political
and social criticism, as in Lil Ab-
ner, Pogo, etc.; the American myth,
as in Mary Worth, Orphan Annie,
Blondie and Jiggs (and this cate-
gory sub-divides into the homely
small town and middle-class mor-
ality); the guts and violence, as in
Dick Tracy and others; the jingo-
istic-cum-adventure as in Terry and
Steve Canyon; the sneaking-in-the-

educational, as in Rex Morgan,
M.D., and Mark Trail; and the

mad or the zany, which is some-
times hilariously nutty, sometimes
embarrassingly sick.

Some burning questions will be
settled, says producer Herbert
Steinhouse. Does Mary Worth suf-
fer the guilt feelings of a trans-
ferred father-fixation? Does Blondie
reflect reality, the American dream
or just “momism”? Is Orphan
Annie puerile, or dangerous? Does
Terry follow or formulate Ameri-
can foreign policy? How effectively
does Togo score in social satire? Is
Dick Tracy a homicidal sadist, and
is Steve Canyon emotionally mal-
adjusted? Should the xenophobic
Daddy Warbucks be investigated
by the United Nations Human
Rights Commission?

Apart from such psycho-social
analysis, the program will also ask
whether the comic strips are cred-
ible, whether they are artistically
drawn and whether they can be
treated as a subsection of literature.

A few general questions will be
posed; Are today’s strips amusing?
What myths do they perpetuate?
Are some of them retrograde and
vicious? Or are they all simply and
truly a pure waste of time?

MUSIC ON RADIO
by Boyd Neel

Pal Kadosa is a name we do not
often hear of today and yet this
Hungarian pianist-teacher and com-
poser is quite a considerable figure
in the music of our time. I see that
his Quintet for wind instruments,
opus 49A, is to be performed on
Sunday morning by the CBC
Woodwind Ensemble. Kadosa
studied his composition with Ko-
daly and has also appeared on the
concert platform as a pianist, a role
in which he achieved much dis-
tinction. For many years he was on
the staff of the Fodor School in

Budapest, but became one of the
many victims of politics and was
forced to resign in 1943. Since the
end of the war he has been piano-
forte professor at the Academy of
Music in Budapest.

Kadosa can be compared to Bar-
tok in the way he uses Hungarian
folk music in his compositions. Al-
though he never took part in the
collecting of folk tunes, he has
been decisively influenced by this
music, especially the Magyar folk
music. Hindemith has also been an
important influence on him, but his
style remains individual in the last
resort. The Quintet for wind in-
struments dates from 1953.

On Sunday evening Thomas Rol-
ston of Edmonton is going to play
the Violin Concerto of Jean Coul-
thard, one of the best known of
contemporary Canadian composers.
She hails from Vancouver where
she is on the music staff of the Uni-
versity of British Columbia. Her
studies were at the Royal Conserva-
tory of Toronto and also at the
Royal College in London. She has
won many prizes in the Interna-
tional field, one of the most notable
being the Olympic award in 1948
for her oboe sonata. She is also a
pianist of distinction and has given
many recitals and appeared as

soloist with the Vancouver Sym-
phony. The greater part of her
musical output consists of songs
and chamber music, and the violin
concerto is her first essay in this
form. It was commissioned by the
Canada Council.

At the same concert we can hear
the King Lear Overture of Berlioz.
Berlioz was one of the most ardent
Shakespeareans who ever lived and
King Lear was one of his favourite
plays. The Overture can be con-
sidered as a kind of commentary
on the tragedy which follows it
and there is nothing in the nature
of “illustration.” It is the atmos-
phere created which is all-impor-
tant. We can, I suppose, if we wish
to carry the process to extremes,
find elements in the Overture
which can be related to various
episodes of the play and it is often
said that the startling pizzicato pas-
sage towards the end of the Over-
ture may have been the way in
which Berlioz thought of the snap-
ping of the old King’s mental con-
trol, but this belongs chiefly to the
realm of the program—note writer’s
fantasy. A vivid imagination can
read all sorts of “meanings” into
the simplest piece of music—mean-
ings which it is quite certain the
composer himself never dreamt of.

The only clue that Berloiz has
given us as regards this Overture is
its title, and the dissection of each
bar as representing something in
the play is a tedious and stupid
process which we find all too often
in writings on music. The only
thing music can do better than
anything else is create an atmos-
phere or emotion which can be co-
related to a dramatic story. Apart
from the overall emotion, there re-
mains only literal representation,
and this music can also do, as wit-
ness for instance, the bird calls in

Beethoven’s Pastoral Symphony, or
the braying of the donkey in Men-
delssohn’s Midsummer Night’s
Dream Overture. Music cannot
“describe” any material objects and
this can be easily proved by play-
ing any simple piece with a title
to a group of people and then ask-
ing each one what the title is. You
will get an astonishing variety of
replies and certainly nobody will
guess the correct title, which
proves at once that, apart from
literal representation, music can
only be music.

mixed company of domestic pork-
ers is a drift of swine.

Let’s suppose the farmer keeps
a number of cats around the barn;
would you call them a scat of cats
as I used to do? Well, we’re
wrong, because the correct word
is a clowder of cats. When there
are more than one kitten they be-
come a kendel of kittens. A num-
ber of hounddogs should be called
a mute of hounds. If your canine
friends are of mixed breeds—please
don’t sue me, but the proper term
for them is a cowardice of curs.

Let’s leave the farm yard and
go into the wilds, where we may
find a herd of deer. Herd is the
correct plural name when applied
to bucks, stags, and all male vari-
ties of deer. But if we see female
deer, does or hinds, then the word
is a bevy of does. Suppose we go
around the bend and meet a batch
of bears; apparently the approved
term is a sloth of bears. Surpris-
ingly, a group of wolves is not a
pack, but a route of wolves. When
you sight rabbits, you’ve seen a
nest of them, believe it or not.

Names for company groups of
birds are even more interesting.
Most of us are used to saying flock
when referring to numbers of
ducks, geese, swans—in fact, al-
most any variety of bird. To be
strictly accurate we shorrld refer to
a sord of mallards, a spring of teal,
a plump of waterfowl, and a bade-
lynge of ducks. If swans, cranes or
curlews fly over, we’ve seen a herd
of these birds.

I like the term for a number of
plover. Every part of the prairie
provinces has spring and autumn
visitations of large numbers of
migrating plover. Well, the proper
name for more than two plover is
a congregation of plover. If you’ve
ever seen golden plover on a
ploughed field, all facing the same
way, you’ll appreciate that word.

Perhaps the strangest word on
this old list is the group term for
that abundant pest known as the
European Starling. During the last
fifteen years starlings have spread
all over western Canada, where
they oust valuable purple martins,
tree swallows, and bluebirds from
bird-boxes set up in our gardens.

Starlings are exceedingly messy
around public buildings, they pil-
fer swathed grain, puncture ripe
cherries, and hi-jack tree cavities
drilled by beneficial woodpeckers.
But they’re here, for worse rather
than better, and the company
name for such birds is a murmura-
tion of starlings. A murmuration—-
can you tap that. Starlings squawk,
wheeze, cackle, and produce a din
of cacophonous noise when in
large numbers. But if we want to
be absolutely correct about them,
we must refer to them as a mur-
muration of starlings. Some mur-
mur!

Oh, well, perhaps we should al-
low ourselves a little liberty in the
use of such terms. For example, I
greatly prefer that gaggle word to
skein when talking about wild
geese flying over in a sightly
group. Son Greg still calls them a
flock, but from now on I’m a
gaggle man, myself.

At present we have a life span
which, on the average, doesn’t ex-

ceed about seventy years. It is quite
possible that by suitable use of

drugs, or by selection, using deliber-
ately controlled mutation, the span

of life could be doubled. Indeed,
there are many reasons for thinking

that it may be possible to extend the
span of life by much more than this.
