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Earle hooker is a good
farmer, hardworking and in-

telligent. But his farm, which has
been in the Hooker family for gen-
erations, is not an efficient eco-
nomic unit. It is too small, it is
under-capitalized. Many farmers,
good farmers, are in the same posi-
tion as Mr. Hooker. They continue
to operate mainly off their depreci-
ation. When the barn needs $5OO
in reconstruction work, they patch
it for $5O.

Many such farmers are fully
aware of the deficiencies of their
farms. They also know the hard
fact that whereas 20 years ago a
family farm could operate effi-
ciently on a capital of $15,000,
today good farming practice may
require capitalization of up to
$lOO,OOO. Few small farmers of
middle age and over are willing to,
even if they could, borrow the
money necessary to introduce mod-
ern farming techniques. Nor are
such farmers, men who have been
their own bosses for 40 years, will-
ing to throw in their holdings and
move to town—even if they could
get jobs.

So Earle Hooker and many
farmers like him continue to oper-
ate their farms, often fully aware
they are bad businessmen, fully
aware they are accepting a stand-
ard of living materially below their
urban fellows. They do so either
because they know no other life,
or because they want no other life.

It is easy to wax sentimental over
the virtues of the simple life—par-
ticularly easy from the comfortable
boredom of a suburban villa. It is
equally easy to condemn rural life
as back-breaking stupidity—partic-
ularly easy after some hard dig-
ging, in a suburban garden. But
men like Earle Hooker are neither
more virtuous nor more stupid than
the city dweller. They simply like
doing what they do, and there is
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Starts Wednesday

The Road to Adjustment
A new four-part CBC-TV series on the dilemma

faced by present-day Canadian farmers
nothing particularly virtuous or
stupid in doing what you like to do.

This week a new Wednesday
series of four farming programs
called The Road to Adjustment
starts on CBC-TV. (It replaces Ex-
plorations temporarily.) The first
program, The Old Road, concerns
farmers like Earle Hooker who,
judged purely in* economic terms,
have not adjusted to the tremen-
dous changes in Canadian farming
since the war.

“This is the largest single group
of Canadian farmers,” says Keith
Russell, who is researching and or-
ganizing the programs. “In some
cases the lack of adjustment is due
to lack of capital, available land,
or available market. In other cases
it may be due to lack of incentive,
lack of initiative, or even the in-
ability to recognize change and do
something about it. In many cases,
like that of Earle Hooker, the farm
family places such a high value on
the aesthetic value of farm life they
are willing to forego the material
rewards that might come from
changing the operation.”

In the first program, viewers will
see, on film, Mr. Hooker’s farm at
Ormstown, P.Q. Then a team of
studio guests, including a sociol-
ogist, an economist, and a farm
leader will discuss the conditions
which placed this farmer in his
situation, and what might be done
to make that position an easier one.

The causes for the plight of the
small farmer are many. “Since
World War 2 tremendous advances
in production technology have
madepossible almost limitless agri-
cultural production. This rapid pro-
duction expansion in many parts of
the world, combined with protect-
ive tariffs and quotas and the
vagaries of foreign exchange rates,
has placed Canadian farmers in a
position where their production of
most major commodities is greater

parts of the world to justify tran-
scription production costs running
into tens of thousands of pounds a
year. Sample episodes of The
Archers were distributed on tape
by air to likely customers; there
were long discussions with script-
writers Edward J. Mason and Geof-
frey Webb on the question of pro-
ducing a number of programs to
introduce The Archers to listeners
overseas. Arrangements were made
to cut the normal fifteen - minute
program to twelve and a half
minutes to suit overseas stations,
and this shortening enabled pro-
ducer Tony Shryane to cut out
topical and other references unsuit-
able for overseas.

Finally, the Canadian Broadcast-
ing Corporation, the New Zealand
Broadcasting Service, and a large
group of broadcasting stations in
Australia, Hong Kong, Jamaica,
Kenya, and Tanganyika, agreed to
carry The Archers and share in the
cost.

The Archers programs are re-
corded in Birmingham about two
weeks before the date of broadcast
to listeners in Britain. As soon as
the domestic version is on tape,
the producer and his staff settle
down to produce the overseas
edition. Several copies are made
on tape, one of which is immedi-
ately transferred to disc, from
which long-play records are rapidly
manufactured. Another copy is sent
by air to Canada so that each epi-
sode of The Archers can be broad-
cast from coast to coast on the vast
Trans-Canada network of the Cana-
dian Broadcasting Corporation on
the same day as it is heard by
listeners in Britain. A second copy
of the tape is despatched immedi-
ately across the Pacific to New Zea-
land by Canadian Pacific Airlines,
and on arrival in Wellington is sub-
jected to a massive tape-copying
operation, which makes quick and
widespread transmission possible.
In the meantime, discs are shipped
to Australia and elsewhere.

Thus the program which in Bri-
tain has done so much to entertain
and help farmers and give the
towndweller a better understand-
ing of country life, is now heard in
the far corners of the world.—BßC
London Letter.

How “The Archers”
Came to Canada

poration at lunch in Toronto in the
summer of 1958.

Mr. Frost had felt some fears
that the emphasis on British agri-
culture and the earthy accents of
such characters as old Walter Gab-
riel and Ned Larkin might lessen
the appeal of The Archers for
audiences overseas. In addition,
topical references might date a pro-
gram which could not be heard
until some weeks later than its
broadcast in Britain.

But on his return from Canada
he set about finding out whether
there was sufficient demand from
broadcasting organizations in other

Each year the BBC Transcrip-
tion Service records more than a
thousand different programs, which
are offered for use by local broad-
casting stations in more than 70
different countries. In a recent
article, Malcolm Frost, head of the
BBC Transcription Service, ex-
plained how he was—very willingly

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Take One Sleepy Announcer . . .

. . . and a cosmopolitan
pianist, add an on-air audi-
ence of women and a girl
vocalist, and you’ve got
CBWT’s “Ladies First.’’
Here are the stories of its
stars-

FROM La Paz (Bolivia), where
he started his broadcasting

career as a boy, to Le Pas (Mani-
toba), where he was a Trappers’
Festival star last year, Jose Poneira
has always been a leading light in
popular music circles.

Jose, who now lives in Winni-
peg, and announcer Ken Dunstan
are co-hosts on Ladies First,
CBWT’s Wednesday afternoon
audience - participation show for
women. Ken was well known to
Alberta listeners as the morning
announcer in Grande Prairie, then
Edmonton, before he came to
Winnipeg.

Jose plays the piano and sings,
and Ken and Jose both talk with
the ladies, who are on camera dur-
ing the program. On February 17
the program began featuring
weekly guest vocalists.

“This is just an unpretentious
half-hour of living-room entertain-
ment,” says Jose. “There’s nothing
sophisticated about it.”

“Everywhere I go,” he explains,
“people ask me to play the piano,
and I just think of each Ladies
First program as another such oc-
casion.”

Unpretentious though Ladies
First may be, Jose considers it the
most difficult job he has ever done.
This may sound strange coming
from someone who has worked in
radio, television, and night clubs in
all parts of North and South
America and in Europe. Jose ex-
plains; “It’s the first time I’ve had
to work with my audience. In the
past all I’ve had to do was play
to it.”

Ken and Jose find their audi-
ences willing to co-operate, excited
about the idea of being on TV,
and sometimes even a little fright-
ened at the prospect. It is their
job to get them relaxed before on-

air time. This, they find, is not so
difficult, but unpredictable hap-
penings can sometimes destroy all
their efforts. On one occasion the
huge ceiling lights began to come
loose and almost fell on a group
of ladies while they were being in-
terviewed on the air. Seasoned per-
formers expect this sort of thing,
but it can be unnerving, to say the
least, to others.

Jose was born in Germany,
brought up in South America
(Bolivia, Argentina) and Spain,
and educated in South America,
Europe and the U.S. He began his
piano studies in South America,
went to the Conservatory in Zurich,
Switzerland, for further training,
then to New York for private
studies in piano, voice, and arrang-
ing. Jose’s training, like that of
most good popular musicians, was
almost entirely in the classics. Al-
though he now refuses to play the
classics in public, Bach’s Well-
Tempered Clavichord is still his
musical Bible, and he plays part
of it every day. The influence of
his training occasionally comes
through, however, even in his per-
formances of popular music. On

Jose is also heard alternate Mondays on
CBC radio’s afternoon Variety Hour. Ken is well known in Alberta as morning

announcer for 10 years in Grande Prairie and Edmonton.

a recent CBC Variety Hour, for ex-
ample, he played his own setting
of All the Things You Are in the
styles of Bach and Mozart. (Jose
is co-host with Georges LaFleche
on the Variety Hour alternate Mon-
day afternoons on CBC radio).

Jose says he doesn’t choose any
special type of music for his all-
women audience on Ladies First.
He just plays what he likes best
and what he thinks he plays best,
which is what he has always done
—in radio, clubs and television, in
South America and the U.S., and
on his recordings (on the Rainbow
label).

While he was in the States, Jose
toured the night club circuit from
coast to coast, wrote and recorded
commercial jingles for South Am-
erican use, and appeared as a
regular on The Robert Q. Lewis
Show from New York. He came to
Winnipeg in 1957 to fill a night
club engagement. He is still filling
it.

Jose has lived in the midst of
one civil war (in Spain), and two
revolutions (in Bolivia), and dur-
ing World War II he served in the

than world and domestic market
demands.

These factors have resulted in low
prices for farm produce. Low
prices, in turn, linked with grow-
ing production costs, have nar-
rowed the profit margin for agri-
cultural products to the point
where it is impossible for the small
volume producer to maintain his
standard of living. The situation is
aggravated by the fact that the
business of farming and farm liv-
ing requires much greater amounts
of cash than it did 15 years ago.

How can the farmer, who was
the desire and capital resources to
do so, adjust to the new situation?
That is the concern of a later pro-
gram in the series (the third, en-
titled The Thru Way.)

“The group of farmers who have
successfully adjusted is small but
increasing,” said Keith Russell.
“They run their farms more as a
business than a way of life, and
make it pay off. In this program
we will look at a successful farmer

and seek out the personal charac-
teristics and details of his farm
operation which have made the ad-
justment possible. We take the
farm of John Murta, Graysville,
Man.”

At any one time, about 10 per
cent of Canadian farmers are sup-
plementing their income by part-
time or full-time work off the farm.
Second program in the series—The
Detour— studies these men.

“We look at the farm of Allar.
Beare, Bethany, Out, for this ex-
ample,” said Russell. “Again, a
team of studio guests will discuss
the part-time farmer: whether his
adjustment is a good one for him-
self and his family, his community,
the Canadian labour force, and the
Canadian agricultural industry. If
it is a good adjustment, what
should be done to help part-time
farmers, and who should do it?

Last program in the series—The
Seventh Wave— moves from agri-
culture to fishing, and particularly
the Atlantic fishing industry. Here
the problem is two-fold. First, until
recently the individual fisherman
was producer - processor, catching
his fish then drying, salting or
smoking it himself. The recent de-
mand for fresh fish, fish sticks, and
ready-to-cook packaging has put
processing and marketing into the
hands of a few big plants with high
capitalization, and the fisherman
must now make a living solely by
producing. This, in turn, has forced
greater investment in bigger boats,
electronic gear, and so on, all of
which requires a bigger outlay of
money or greater credit.

Secondly, the Canadian fishing
industry faces great competition
from foreign countries who fish in
Atlantic waters and sell in the U.S.
market. Most foreign fleets are
heavily subsidized by their govern-
ments.

“In this last program we show
how these factors affect Port Bick-
erton, N.S., and how one group of
fishermen has gone a long way to
solving its problems,” said Keith
Russell.

MUSIC ON RADIO
by Boyd Neel

ON MONDAY evening from Van-
couver there is a performance

of Haydn’s Symphony No. 39.
The old numbering of the Breit-
kopf edition is still being used be-
cause it is probably the best we
shall have for many years. We
have got to know the numbers so
well by now that it would be con-
fusing to change them. Alfred
Einstein in his edition of the
Kochel catalogue of Mozart’s works
caused a great deal of confusion
by trying to change the numbers to
which everybody had become so
accustomed, and I am glad to
see that people are sticking to the
familiar numbers in Mozart’s works
as well.

The 39th Symphony of Haydn
in G minor must have influenced
to a great extent Mozart’s work in
the same key, No. 183 in the
Kochel catalogue. The orchestra-
tion of both works is very similar
and not at all usual for the period.
In both symphonies four horns are
used which, at the time, was ex-
tremely rare. Haydn also has two
oboes to make up his wind comple-
ment. Mozart adds two bassoons,
but neither composer uses the
flutes. It is interesting that, at this
period in his life, Haydn uses the
flute only in one symphony. No.
41, and he obviously thought that
the rather sweet tones of this in-
strument were not fitting to the
sombre sound which permeates this
very dramatic work. As to the four
horns, this is the only time that
Haydn used this number in a sym-
phony in a minor key and it is also
the last time he uses four horns at
all; the only other symphonies
where we find them are Nos. 13,
31 and 72 (72 was written before
39, but we stick to the old num-
bering). The first and last move-
ments of this work are among the
finest compositions of Haydn, but

the two middle movements hardly
come up to the same level. If they
had done so, this would have been
one of Haydn’s great masterpieces.
As we have it, it is probably the
best of his earlier symphonies.

I have had a letter from a reader
asking me if I could write a
little about the composer Goring
Thomas. This was an English com-
poser who died in 1892, and was
originally intended for the Civil
Service, only taking up music in
his twenties. He studied under
Sullivan and Prout and later with
Max Bruch. Towards v the end of
the nineteenth century his name
was extremely well known in musi-
cal circles, his operas becoming
almost popular. The most famous
of them was Esmeralda which, I
think, Beecham used to give quite
a lot in his old Covent Garden
days. This is an opera which might
well be looked at again because, as
far as I can remember, it contains
a lot of beautiful music, of which
we occasionally still hear the aria
O Vision Entrancing at concerts.
The story is based on Victor Hugo’s
Notre Dame de Paris and the work
exists in two versions a French
and an English. His other great

operatic work was Nadeshda. May-
be the CBC will let us hear some
of Thomas’ music in the near
future, as he certainly had his
place in English music of the nine-
teenth century.

The Britten version of Purcell’s
Dido and Aeneas, to be heard on
Wednesday night (see story page
27) is another instance of this
composer’s brilliance in reviving
the music of his great English pre-
decessor. Although many may not
agree with Britten’s ideas, they are
always interesting and very often
extremely stimulating. His version
of The Beggars Opera was prob-
ably his masterpiece in this line
and shed a completely new light
(probably the correct light) on
this famous masterpiece. Britten’s
admiration for Purcell is un-
bounded and his enthusiasm for
this music seems to increase as the
years go by.

There is a view rather prevalent
in England, perhaps in America, that

an opera cannot be dramatic unless
half a dozen people are slaughtered

on the stage .

The Business
Of Beauty
JOHN BARRYMORE once com-

plained that “the trouble with
life is that there are so many beauti-
ful women and so little time.” He
said that over 30 years ago, and since
then the “problem” has grown steadily
worse. With all the cheap, easily-
applied cosmetics on the market,
nearly every woman can make even a
small claim to loveliness, and statistics
show that Canadian women are going
mad about beauty. In the last three
decades the beauty industry in Can-
ada has increased over 10 times a
faster rate than in the United States,
where the emphasis on youth is even
greater than in this country.

Why this Canadian stampede for
beauty? Are the results worth the
sacrifices? Are some beauty products
dangerous? Can you believe the
claims of the advertisers? Trans-Can-
ada Matinee intends to get to the root
of the beauty business in an hour-
long “spectacular” this Monday after-
noon.

Producer Christina McDougall got
the idea for the show when she read
a newspaper account of a litigation
between a Toronto hair-removal firm
and a dissatisfied customer. Miss Mc-
Dougall did a little investigating on
her own, and found that there does
not seem to be any government con-
trol of hair removal firms in Canada.
She grew curious about the control of
salons treating baldness and other
beauty problems, and this prompted
her to plan a grand-scale investigation
of the whole beauty picture in Can-

ada. Writer-interviewer Gwen Grant
did the field work, and the result is a
frank look at the practices and tradi-
tions, both good and bad, in the
beauty business. Miss Grant con-
sulted cosmeticians, chemists, physi-
cians, dermatologists, psychologists,
officials from the firms of Elizabeth
Arden, Helena Rubinstein, Yardley’s,
Slenderella, the Bruno School of Hair
Design, and the Dermat Clinic of
Hair Removal in Toronto and New
York, and she talked to officials of
the Food and Drug Directorate of the
Department of National Health and
Welfare in Ottawa to determine what
control the government exercises over
the manufacture and sale of cosmetics.
She tape-recorded her interviews and
chose the most informative and
provocative of them for the show.

Is Royal Jelly strictly for the bees,
or can it take 10 years off your face?
Can vitamins and hormones be ab-
sorbed by the skin? What are the
new placenta creams, and what can
they do? What is a moisturizing
cream? These are typical of the ques-
tions Miss Grant asked when she set
out to investigate creams. She sifted
fact from fancy about the relations
between creams and allergies or skin
cancer. She uncovered some interest-
ing information about sun lotions, the
true value of facial massage, and soap-
and-water versus cold cream cleansing.

On her round of the beauty salons
in Toronto, Gwen Grant was told of
several husbands who drop in to dis-
cuss a new hair colouring job for their
wives, and then send the wives
around to have it done. Miss Grant
went very thoroughly into the whole
subject of hair colour and care. First
she found out—from customers, beau-
ticians and doctors—the psychological
advantages of having hair styled,
tinted and curled. What are the dan-
gers of hair dyes, tints and sprays?
What will various shampoos do for
you? What control does the govern-
ment exercise over the training of
hairdressers? What are the latest re-
search facts about permanents? Miss
Grant got all the answers, and some

of them may surprise you. Then she
went on to investigate the problems
and advantages of hair removal. Is
waxing preferable to shaving? Is it
painful? Is electrolysis inefficient?
What are the dangers of X-ray treat-
ment? Along with expert answers to
these questions Miss Grant presents
some interesting facts about high-
frequency current, which can remove
hair permanently without scars, and
she looks for the truth about whether
creams and tweezing stimulate hair
growth.

Miss Grant also looked into every
aspect of the current fad for slim-
ming. First she consulted doctors for
the facts about overweight and diet-
ing dangers, and the causes of over-
weight, and she came up with the
blunt statement that fat people can
stop making excuses for themselves.
Overeating is the thing that puts on
those extra pounds, and dieting is the
only thing that will take them off.
Pills, she found, can help curb appe-
tites, but no mechanical device can
reduce weight, although it can take
off inches.

She elicited some pretty frank
opinions from operators of reducing
salons and their customers. Some of
their remarks will be discouraging for
listeners who are looking for a magic
formula for shedding bulges. But to
counterbalance this Miss Grant offers
news about a recently-introduced
machine for permanently firming
facial contours.

Many of the men and women she
interviewed disagreed violently about
the value and dangers of various
beauty products and treatment, but
from their discussions emerges an in-
formative picture of what science can
and cannot do to make a woman
lovelier. Beauty may be only skin
deep, but, as American humourist Kin
Hubbard said, “it’s a valuable asset,
if you’re poor and haven’t any sense.”

Dido and Aeneas
A Purcell manuscript in a Tokyo library leads to the most

authentic performance of a famous opera to date
their teeth while fashion applauds
the efforts of foreign artists. That’s
how it was in Henry Purcell’s 30th
year, 1688, and he made up his
mind to grab the first opportunity
to show what a British composer
could do. Up until then he had
written many things for the stage,
but they were all separate num-
bers, composed to order. He had
never had the chance to write a
stage work from beginning to end,
exactly the way he wanted it to
be, sacrificing nothing for anyone
else’s whims.

Then he met up with Josiah
Priest, a dancing master who asked
him to write a work to be per-
formed at his select Chelsea school
for young gentlewomen. Purcell
agreed, and composed Dido and
Aeneas, a one-act opera in minia-
ture and one of the supreme works
of all music.

Dido and Aeneas will be pre-
sented on CBC Wednesday Night
this week in a new realization by
Benjamin Britten, who will also
conduct. The performance was re-
corded by the BBC recently to
celebrate the 300th anniversary of
Purcell’s birth. It features the Pur-
cell Singers, the strings of the Eng-
lish Opera Group Orchestra and
distinguished soloists. In leading
roles are Claire Watson as Dido;
Peter Pears as Aeneas; Jeanette
Sinclair as Belinda; Patricia Clark
as the second woman; Arda Man-
dikian as the Sorceress; Rosemary
Phillips and Jean Allister a s

Dido and Aeneas is Purcell’s
only real opera. His librettist was
the poet laureate, Nahum Tate,
from whom one might have ex-
pected something better than dog-
geral like: “I attempt from love’s
sickness to fly in vain, since I am
myself my own fever and pain.”
But the music—some of the most
poignant ever written more than
makes up for the uninspired words.

English theatre audiences of the
late 17th century were not ready
for a real opera, and so Purcell
had to be satisfied with the Chel-
sea school’s amateur production
(with 11 dances thrown in to show
off the result of Mr. Priest’s course
in dancing). But this does not
imply that there is anything ama-
teurish about the opera. Purcell
makes brilliant use of dramatic
rise and fall, skilfully extending or
compressing phrases in a very
modem way. Each character has a
musical personality immediately
recognizable, which makes the
opera ideal for broadcasting. Cos-
tumes and scenery are quite un-
necessary.

This is the story: Dido, Queen
of Carthage, is in love with Aeneas,
Prince of Troy. She fears that Fate
is against their romance, but her
kindly waiting-woman, Belinda,
persuades her that all will be well,
and the courtiers are atwitter at
the prospect of a royal wedding.
But they haven’t reckoned with a
wicked Sorceress and her attend-
ant witches.who are plotting the
downfall of the lovers. These hor-
rid creatures put their unkempt
heads together, conjure up a thun-
derstorm, and tell Aeneas that the
gods command him to return to
Troy. He falls for their story, and
ships are prepared for the long
journey. Aeneas is about to set sail
when Dido appears and accuses
him of deserting her. Moved by
her tears he says that he will risk
disobeying the gods to stay with
her. But she sends him away, and
when he is gone she dies of a
broken heart.

“Dido and Aeneas has done more
than any other work to bring

about the renaissance of English
music in the 20th century,” says
Imogen Holst in a BBC publica-
tion. “The music has an astonish-
ing way of sounding contemporary.
This is partly owing to Purcell’s
genius for expressing the energy
of English words. It is also owing
to the extraordinary unexpected-
ness of his harmonies, and to the
economy of his musical structure.
Benjamin Britten has described the
form which Purcell perfected as ‘a
continuous movement made up of
independent short sections, mysteri-
ously linked by subtle contrasts of
key, mood and rhythm’.”

The CBC Wednesday Night
edition of Dido and Aeneas con-
tains music for the missing end of
Act 11. The original autograph
manuscript of 1688 or ’B9 was lost
soon after Purcell’s death. Only
two copies exist, both written in
the late 18th century, and neither
contains the music for the last six
lines of lyrics in the second act.
To fill this gap, Britten borrowed
other music by Purcell: a trio from
The Indian Queen, a chorus from
the Welcome Song of 1687, and a
dance from Sir Anthony Love.
Some important details in Britten’s
edition are taken from the later of
the two 18th-century manuscripts
which has been in a Tokyo library
for over 40 years. The present
owner of this manuscript, Mr.
Kyuhei Oki, recently allowed it to
be studied, and this performance
is the first occasion on which this
particular version of the music has
been given.
