Starts In Manitoba

national officers of the Corporation
will take part in this Sunday’s in-
augural program. Premier Duff
Roblin will declare the station offi-
cially open, and leading members
of the French-Canadian community
will assist in the opening cere-
monies.

Taking part in the musical por-
tion of the program will be three
French-Canadian artists who are
well known to viewers of the CBC’s
English television network—pop-
singer Georges LaFleche, bass-hari-
tone Paul Fredette, and mezzo-
soprano Rolande Gamier. Victor
Feldbrill, conductor of the Winni-
peg Symphony Orchestra, will con-
duct the orchestra, and Marius
Benoist will conduct the St. Boni-
face Choir.

Later the same day, actors from
Le Cercle Moliere of St. Boniface
will be featured in a new play—
Dernier Acte, by the well-known
Montreal writer Francis Lemal.
The play, written especially for
this occasion, will be produced by
Jean Faucher, producer of the
French Network’s top drama series
Teletheatre. (See page 7 for de-
tails).

CBC TIMES this week contains
listings and notes for a new sta-
tion CBWFT, western Canada’s
first French - language television
station.

The station, located in the CBC
Building on Portage Avenue in
Winnipeg (where it shares the
CBWT tower and antenna), will
begin operations at 3:00 p.m. this
Sunday, April 24.

As a basic station of the CBC
French network, CBWFT will bring
the full service of that network to
Manitoba. Programs will be pre-
sented on film or videotape after
they have been seen “live” in east-
ern Canada. This Sunday’s inaug-
ural program, however, will be
produced “live” from the Notre
Dame Auditorium in St. Boniface,
the “Cathedral City” across the
Red River from Winnipeg.

CBWFT will be on the air for
about eight hours daily, 10 hours
on Sundays. It will operate on
Channel 6, with a power of 2.87
kw. video and 1.72 kw. audio. The
French language programs formerly
seen on CBWT on Saturdays and
Sundays will now be replaced on
CBWT by English language pro-
grams.

The CBC’s French television
network is unique. It leads the
world in the volume of “live” pro-
gramming in French, and is the
third largest producer of “live”
programming in any language. It
is noted for the high quality of its
dramatic productions and musical
programs, and the latter are ex-
pected to be of special interest
even to many Manitoba viewers
who do not speak or understand
French.

As an integral part of the CBC
Winnipeg operation, CBWFT will
be under the general administra-
tion of J. R. Finlay, CBC’s Director
for the Prairie Provinces, and W.
G. Carpentier, Director of Tele-
vision for the Prairie Region. Leo
Remillard, formerly co-ordinator of
French programs at Winnipeg, will
become program director of the
new station.

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CANADA’S
VOICE

ABROAD

TO a business man in Auckland,
a housewife in Manchester, a

boy in Texas, a farmer in the fer-
tile fields of France, and a student
in Buenos Aires, the mention of
Canada may immediately bring to
mind interesting hours of listening
to shortwave radio. In all parts of
Europe, Latin America, Australia,
New Zealand, and North, Central
and South America, thousands of
people hear the programs broad-
cast by the CBC International
Service, which is celebrating its
15th anniversary this year.

The first official broadcast was
on February 25, 1945, but test
transmissions were carried out dur-
ing the latter months of 1944, and
a special Christmas Day broadcast
was sent to Canadian forces in
Europe on December 25, 1944.

In the first official broadcast, the
late Prime Minister, Mackenzie
King said, in part:

“The establishment of this serv-
ice in Canada is of historic im-
portance. It will serve both a
national and international purpose.
It will bring the voice of Canada

to her own sons and daughters in
other lands. It will also bring Can-
ada into closer contact with other
countries.

The CBC International Service
began in an atmosphere of war.
Thousands of Canadian men and
women were far from their homes
and the world had yet to end its
tragic conflict and start the task of
reconstruction.

Between those days and now,
many changes have taken place in
the temper of the world—cold war,
a war in Korea, temporary thaws
in the cold war, revolutions, disas-
ters of many kinds, vast immigra-
tion to Canada and undreamed
economic growth in Canada.

Two things, however, have not
changed. They are the need for
constant communication with the
people of other lands and the need
for the continual sending of in-

formation about Canada to peoples
all over the world. These needs are
predicated on the accepted premise
that understanding leads to a bet-
ter international climate which, in
turn, could lead to some relief from
the burden of armament.

It is this note which was struck
by Prime Minister Diefenbaker in
his message of greetings to listen-
ers around the world on the 15th
anniversary of the CBC Interna-
tional Service. He said:

“On the 15th anniversary of
Canada’s International Service, I
wish to extend personal greetings
to all listeners. This service is one
of the means by which we have
been able to tell the world not only
about Canada’s vigorous growth at
home, but of her increasing influ-
ence abroad. Canada’s traditions of

Not the least of those interested
in the secret pouring of beverages
was The Old Soak, a charming,
romantic, rascally, shrewd old
tippler dreamed up by American
novelist, poet and dramatist Don
Marquis. And when we tell you
that Marquis was also the author
of archy and mehitabel, a series of
hilarious sketches about the doings
of a cat and a cockroach, you will
realize what fun is in store for you
Sunday night when CBC Stage
presents Jack Blacklock’s radio ver-
sion of The Old Soak. Esse W.
Ljungh is producer.

As Clem Hawley’s wife puts it,
“Clem used to work at one time.
Since Prohibition set in, he’s stuck
to haul liquor more than he’s stuck
to hard labour.”

“Hard labour!” snorts Clem. “A
man can’t set down to rest under
his own vines and fig trees without
someone brings up the subject of
hard labour. Ain’t I always been a
goodpervider to you Matilda? Ain’t
I pervaded you with a couple of
children to work for you? Three
things I hold by—the old-time re-
ligion, and calomel and straight
whiskey. They got more kick in
’em than any of these here new-
fangled notions.”

A lazy, talkative, good-for-noth-
ing? The Old Soak seems like that
to most of his family. But he solves
some tricky situations for them
with the combined techniques of a
diplomat and a thug. He is one of
the most appealing characters to
turn up on radio for some time.

It never ceased to annoy Don
Marquis that he had worked 10

years on The Dark Hours, a drama
about the Crucifixion, and it was
a flop, but spent only three days
on his howling success, The Old
Soak. To all appearances he was a
born wit, bubbling with humour
most of the time. But, like most
clowns, he was sad at heart, an
embittered cynic. He spent his last
six years as tragically as a “penni-
less and jobless cripple.”

Christopher Morley, a friend of
Marquis, once described him as “a
careful blend of Falstaff and
Napoleon III.” Before his final ill-
ness Marquis looked like a pros-
perous mid-Westem farmer, heavy-
set, with a cheerful round face.
Benjamin De Casseres called him,
“Shelley trying to lasso the Golden
Calf: a born poet and bitter satir-
ist.”

Marquis was born in Walnut,
Illinois, in 1878. After he left high
school he taught school in the
country for a while, clerked, and
baled hay, then studied for a year-
and-a-half at the Corcoran School
of Art in Washington, but left be-
cause he felt he did not have what
it took to succeed as an artist. Next
he landed a job with the Census
Bureau and reported part time for
the Washington Times. After that
he had a fling with a third-class
touring stock company which, of
course, went broke on the road.

Marquis did not begin to hit his
stride until he got a job as editorial
writer on the Atlanta Constitution.
Editor Joel Chandler Harris, author
of the Uncle Remus stories, grew
interested in him, offered him a
job as assistant editor of the Uncle
Remus Magazine, and encouraged
him to try his hand at creative
writing.

In 1912 Marquis went to New
York and began his celebrated Sun
Dial column in the Sun, where
many of his colourful characters,

MUSIC ON RADIO here a new cerebral type of har-
monic audacity in the moving
voices which produces a stimula-
tion found only in the last of
Beethoven’s sonatas and quartets.”
The strange thing is, that the com-
posers who directly succeeded
Schubert and Beethoven never
seemed to have followed up the
new world of sound which was in-
dicated to them by these great
masters. Weber, Wagner, Chopin,
and their contemporaries seemed
to have turned a blind eye to this

rather self-denying asperity, and
preferred to wallow in the lush
pastures of romanticism. The pos-
sible exception was Berlioz, who
was always a law unto himself any-
way.

The tune of the Andante in
Schubert’s G major Quartet was
said to have been taken from a
Swedish folk song which had been
set by Isaac Berg, who is known
to have sung Swedish songs to the
composer during his visit to Vienna

PROBABLY no series of works
by a famous composer is as

generally unknown as the string
quartets of Schubert. Apart from
the overplayed D minor (“Death
and the Maiden”) Quartet and oc-
casional performances of the A
minor, the quartets are hardly ever
heard. Why this should be, I have
not the slightest idea, since they
contain much very beautiful music
by a great master. I see that on
Sunday the Vancouver String Quar-
tet is playing the G major, Opus
161, and we shall have a chance
to hear this amazingly original
composition.

First, a word of warning. When
you prepare to listen to this work,
do not expect to hear the Schubert
whom you know from the sym-
phonies, songs and odd pieces
commonly heard. Instead, you will
hear a composition much more like
the later quartets of Beethoven
than anything else I can think of.
Gone are the lilting Viennese melo-
dies and gay dance rhythms of his
better known works. This extra-
ordinary quartet would seem to
indicate that when the composer
died at his tragically early age, he
was on the threshold of a com-
pletely new style of composition,
which, if he had lived, might have
taken him into realms which even
he was only vaguely conscious of.

It has been said that most com-
posers write their best songs dur-
ing the early part of their lives,
and this, strangely enough, would
seem to be true of a great number
of famous men. Apparently, when
Schubert offered his last C major
Symphony to the Philharmonic
Society, he told them that he had
no intention of writing any more
songs, and the G major Quartet
would seem to indicate the line he
intended to pursue. As one critic
has written: “We appear to find

With Leggat

An old friend of CBW listeners
returns to the air for a week this
Monday.

He is Donald Leggat, former
conductor of the Winnipeg Phil-
harmonic Choir, the Winnipeg
Male Voice Choir and the Winni-
peg Boys’ Choir, whose Listening
With Leggat programs became es-
sential listening three times a week
for many prairie residents a few
years ago.

Since returning to England in
the fall of 1955, Mr. Leggat has
been busy as a conductor, adjudi-
cator, church musician, and radio
commentator.

“I have been broadcasting regu-
larly for the BBC on Music to Re-
member (rather similar to Listen-
ing With Leggat, except that a
large number of us take turns at
introducing the music, which is
performed live), and on Music
Masters, Let the People Sing, and
the school broadcasts,” writes Mr.

One of his most interesting
achievements, he says, has been
the founding of a new orchestra in

in 1827. There seems, however, to
be a certain confusion as regards
this story, because we feel that it
must relate to the second move-
ment of the Piano Trio in E flat,
Opus 100, which undoubtedly has
this origin. Altogether, this Quar-
tet is one of the monuments of
chamber music and will certainly
never be “popular” with the music
public at large.

This leads me once more to the
subject about which I have written
at some length in the last few
weeks. What is “popular” music?
What are “pop” concerts? The
reader who informed me last week
that the “pop” referred to the open-
ing of the champagne bottles during
the concert, has a point, but, on
going further into this matter, I
find that the most famous series of
“pop” concerts of all time, were
those held during the 1880’s and

’9o’s at the old St. James Hall in
London, and I am quite certain
that no champagne bottles ever
popped off in those austere sur-
roundings. You will remember that
W. S. Gilbert refers to these con-
certs in the Mikado’s song as the
“classical Monday Pops” and I
have been looking up some of the
programs that were played during
the series.

To my astonishment, the first I
came across consisted of the
Joachim String Quartet playing the
Schubert G major Quartet, Opus
161, which I have just been dis-
cussing, and the Beethoven, Opus
130, with the fugal ending! If this

ranks as a “pop” concert, then we
shall obviously never arrive at a
suitable definition. And the other
programs were all of this nature,
so this was apparently the kind of
fare deemed “popular” in the later
Victorian era. That is, of course, if
“pop” is short for “popular.”

THE first cousin of Glenn Gould’s
mother’s grandfather was com-

poser Edvard Grieg, the only
known professional musician among
Gould’s ancestral connections. Wil-
liam Lyon Mackenzie was also a
distant relative, “which is perhaps
where I get my interest in things
avante garde,” says Gould. But
that seems about as far as heredity
can be stretched to explain the
extraordinary phenomenon that is
Glenn Gould.

Gould was perhaps three or four
years old when he learned to read
music, before he could read words,
and his mother began teaching him
the piano. He was six when he
heard his first orchestral concert,
and as he rode home late at night,
drowsing on the back seat of the
family car, he conjured up from
his sleepy imagination “incredible
orchestral sounds.”

It was not for several years that
he knew, in a vague way, that he
wanted to make a career out of
music. At 12 he graduated from
the Toronto, Royal Conservatory;
at 14 he gave his first piano re-
cital; at 15 he made his first ap-
pearance as soloist with the Toronto
Symphony Orchestra.

Today, at 28, Glenn Gould has
a world-wide reputation as a pian-
ist. Canadians will get another
chance to appreciate the solid foun-
dation of that reputation when he
plays with the CBC Symphony on
Friday. (See page 33 for details.)
In addition listeners will get a fasci-
nating insight into Glenn Gould,
the man, on Project ’6O on Tues-
day. This is a repeat of the highly
commended interview last Novem-
ber with Gould by Vincent Tovell.

Most publicity about Gould
paints him as an eccentric genius.
And certainly, the special but
rather battered chair which he in-
sists on carting with him where-
ever he plays, the gloves, the over-
coat, the singing and the beating
time with his spare hand—all this

At Home With Glenn Gould
A repeat broadcast of Vincent Tovell’s illuminating interview

with one of Canada’s outstanding young musicians
has caused much comment. Neville
Cardus, for instance, music critic
of the Guardian of Manchester,
wrote that Gould would be an
even better pianist “if he were to
build up his strength so that he
could sit up erect on the austere
piano stool of common usage.”

Someone once asked Dr. Leslie
Bell just what he should do at a
Glenn Gould concert—listen to him
or look at him. In his Toronto Star
column, Dr. Bell suggested that the
best way to appreciate Gould’s
mastery of the piano was to listen
only to his records. Yet perhaps
music lies in its performance, and
perhaps watching is part of the
enjoyment of that performance.
Certainly, Gould can give reason-
able explanation for each of his
idiosyncrasies. However that may
be, Gould’s genius is hardly ques-
tioned.

In his interview, Tovell de-
liberately all but ignores the idio-
syncracies of Gould. But on several
occasions Gould’s lack of interest
in publicity shows through. When
talking of his relationship with
Grieg he remarks that it would
make a very good publicity stunt
“but I don’t happen to like Grieg”s
piano concerto.” It does not even
occur to Gould to play the piano
concerto, like it or not, for the
sake of publicity.

Again, when commenting on the
vociferous approval of Russian
audiences—and they showed plenty
when he toured there—he remarked

that of course it was very pleasant
while you were in the middle of it
but afterwards you wondered just
how much it meant, artistically.
“It’s a sign of warmth (on the part
of the Russians) but not necessarily
of musical erudition.”

The interview shows clearly that
Gould prefers the recording studio
to the concert hall. “I don’t notice
audiences. They are there only to
listen ... I hope to found a con-
cert hall where all audience reac-
tion, cheering o r jeering, i s
verboten.” He is patiently sincere
when he insists that this is not an
attitude of disdain towards audi-
ences but a “healthy indifference.”

The microphone worries him not
at all. “For many years I only gave
performances on the CBC, who
were extremely good to me. I got
used to the mike and thought of it
as a friend.”

Gould is still nervous at public
recitals; in fact he is more nervous
now than he was at his first recital
when he was 14. “I was then bliss-
fully unaware of the responsibili-
ties” that playing music imposes on
the performer. The responsibilities,
of course, are to the music. Gould
shows up as intensely serious
when he talks of these responsibili-
ties. His attitude is perhaps crystal-
lized in a remark he makes about
the musician he most admired
when he was a teenager; Artur
Schnabel. “Schnabel didn’t seem
to care much about the piano it-
self. For him it was just a means
to an end and the end was
Beethoven.”

But Gould’s seriousness of pur-
pose does not exclude a delightful
sense of humour. Gould, for in-
stance, has an intense admiration
for Anton Bruckner. But the Proj-
ect ’6O interview opens with
Gould’s hilarious explanation, de-
livered in a thick Austrian accent,
and illustrated on the piano, as to
why the romantic and stormy

Bruckner does not like the bright
and shining key of G major.

During the interview, Gould
makes many interesting comments
on his highly successful Russian
tour. He met a number of Russian
composers, mainly the less well-
known ones, as the best-known fig-
ures seemed to be out of the coun-
try on a cultural mission. Gould
felt that some of those he met were
actually better craftsmen than
many of the contemporary Russian
composers well-known in the
West. He heard rumours of young
composers, meeting secretly at
night and playing one another their
compositions in the 12-tone idiom,
but those composers he met kept
solely within the traditional idiom.

Even in the playing of Bach he
found Russian musicians about 40
years behind the West (and he
performed Bach with a Russian or-
chestra). The Russians revere
Bach so much, he says, that they
are afraid of him. And certainly
the Russians were delighted with
Gould’s playing of Bach. The
Soviet Literary Gazette wrote of
him; “Until now we knew com-
paratively little about the musical
life and musical culture of Canada.
... It is with great satisfaction
we can now state that in the per-
son of Mr. Gould we have met one
of the most outstanding and origi-
nal contemporary musicians . . .

(playing) Bach in his immutable
historical objectivity and sincerity
and yet as if enriched with the sub-
sequent two centuries of musical

, »>art. . .
.

Although Gould was conserva-
tive in his concert selections (by
choice, and not by any Russian
suggestions), he did give a lecture
in Russia on music which concen-
trated mainly on the modem Vien-
nese school of 12-tone composers.

When Beyond Our Ken first
went on the air in July, 1958, it
proved to be one of the wittiest
and most diverting BBC comedy
programs of the year.

It is as impossible to describe
the exact ingredients of this hilari-
ous mixture as it is to define ex-
actly what makes people laugh, and
scriptwriters Eric Merriman and
Barry Took will go no further than
saying it is “a sort of radio show
which includes this and that with
bits and pieces from here and there
on one thing and another.”

“Prime ingredient in its success is,
of course, Kenneth Horne himself,
well-known to listeners in Britain
and overseas as one of the most
polished artists in radio ever since
he and Richard Murdoch estab-
lished their long-running partner-
ship in the BBC comedy series
Much-Binding in the Marsh.

Beyond Our Ken was one of the
first BBC programs Kenneth Home
undertook after recovering in 1958
from a sudden illness which made
him decide to give up some of his
heavy business commitments. For
years he has successfully combined
the role of radio and television
comedian and master of cere-
monies with important posts in
British industry. One engagement
he keeps with the BBC which com-
bines something of both occupa-
tions is a broadcast in the Enter-
prise program, broadcast monthly
in the BBC’s “Calling East Africa”

service, in which he presents, in a
light-hearted, but well informed
manner, news about inventions,
industrial achievement and enter-
prise of all kinds as they particu-
larly affect East Africa.

Two professors walked out of the
lecture, but the younger people
showed considerable interest.

Gould seemed to find the young
Russian people as most friendly.
But he also found “troublesome” a
tendency to respond to questions
with automatic, stereotyped atti-
tudes. On seeing a bust of Tur-
genev, Gould asked his interpreter
—a pleasant young lady—what she
thought of the writer. “We say he
had the most beautiful lyric style
of the 19th century,” she replied.
And of Dostoevsky, “Well of course
he was a great man—but he was a
pessimist.”

Gould has much more to say to
Tovell—

Of music in Canada: since the
war the climate for Canadian
musicians had changed greatly by
the influx of European musicians.
These newcomers were valuable
not only for the individual influ-
ence, in teaching and composing,
but also collectively, in showing
Canadians the rich variety of con-
temporary idioms and traditions.

sense.” But critics serve a function
that is “well-nigh irreplaceable.”

Of composer Richard Strauss:
musically “my great God of the
twentieth century.”

. . . come close to loathing it” and
“I’m not a very good tourist.”

Of his String Quartet: “It didn’t
completely come off as I didn’t
fully know what strings could do.

justice, tolerance, and individual
liberty shape the role she plays in
international affairs. They also
stand as an example for millions of
people behind the Iron Curtain.

“Canada speaks not only in the
tongues of the two great nations
from which she sprang but, as
well, in the languages of many
other races.

“It is my sincere hope that lis-
teners to the International Service
will find Canada’s voice one of
continuing moderation and under-
standing, a means of working to-
wards that goal for which Cana-
dians all pray: an international
order based on freedom and
justice.”

At the present time, broadcasts
are sent by direct shortwave trans-
mission in 16 languages English,
French, German, Dutch, Italian,
Danish, Norwegian, Swedish,
Czech, Slovak, Russian, Ukrainian,
Polish, Hungarian, and in Spanish
and Portuguese to Latin America.
Recorded programs are sent to
radio organizations in Austria, Fin-
land and Greece. In a number of
countries, as well, the local radio
organizations rebroadcast material
transmitted from Canada by short-
wave.

The Policy Coordination Depart-
ment of the CBC International
Service is in constant consultation
with the Policy Coordination Divi-
sion of the Department of External
Affairs. These consultations are
essential in the matter of broad-
casts to Eastern Europe. Other
governmental departments, espe-
cially those with their main interest
abroad, such as Immigration and
Trade and Commerce, consult
with, and are consulted by, the
CBC International Service. In an
indirect way, then, the shortwave
broadcasts further the interest of
Canada on the trade level, in mat-
ters of immigration, in matters that
help to create the true image of
Canada in other lands.

The CBC International Service
also produces music and spoken-
word transcriptions which are pro-
vided free of charge to radio or-
ganizations outside of Canada.
Spoken-word transcriptions in Eng-

fish, French and Spanish include
folklore, biographical material,
narratives about historical events,
plays and literary excerpts.

The music transcription service
makes available to radio organiza-
tions in other countries the works
of Canadian composers, arrangers,
conductors and performers. To
United States educational stations
goes a weekly program called Over
the Back Fence, excerpts from the
press of Canada, particularly those
dealing with Canada-United States
relations.

The various language - service
staffs are familiar with the type of
listening audience to which they
are broadcasting, and programs
sent to Poland, for example, will
differ from those sent to Western
European countries. In all services,
however, the basic news bulletin is
virtually the same coverage of
the day’s news, both international
and Canadian. From time to time,
language services have a period
dealing with mail from listeners.
The English-language service has
a program called Announcer’s
Choice, which permits the pro-
ducer to introduce many of the
CBC International Service music
transcriptions to audiences through-
out the world.

The French-language service of
the CBC International Service has
a wide audience in France and in
French-language areas in North
Africa and other parts of the world.
In this work, the French-language
staff, in addition to originating
many programs, utilizes to the full
many of the best programs broad-
cast on the French network in
Canada. In return for this, French-
language listeners in Canada hear
many of the programs produced by
the French section of the Interna-
tional Service programs which
frequently hold as much interest
for Canadians as for listeners in
other lands.

Since the start of the CBC Inter-
national Service, more than 400,-
000 letters, cards and reception
reports have been received from
listeners. These are answered in
the language in which they are
written. Questions deal with every
conceivable topic. Listeners do not
confine their queries to program

matters. Therefore, CBC Interna-
tional Service supplements answers
with printed information from pro-
vincial and federal bureaus and
departments and from a host of
other sources.

To keep its listeners posted, the
International Service distributes a
printed and illustrated Program
Schedule to some 200,000 listeners
seven times a year. This Schedule
tells of the times and frequencies
of the programs and also provides
some information about program
content. Each issue deals with
some timely aspect of life in Can-
ada. Many listeners in other coun-
tries also learn about Canada and
the radio programs through articles
and photographs in their own pro-
gram schedules and in newspapers
and magazines. This material is
made available by the Language
Services and the Information Serv-
ices of the CBC International
Service.

The International Service of the
CBC is operated on behalf of the
people of Canada and is financed
through annual grants by Parlia-
ment. Headquarters and studios are
located in the Radio-Canada build-
ing in Montreal. The Service’s two
50-kilowatt transmitters are located
in Sackville, New Brunswick.

Shortwave, transcriptions, tapes
and discs are all part of the tech-
nical ingredients that go into this
service. Even television has been
employed to convey Canadian life
to viewers abroad. Employing ex-
isting TV facilities, the Interna-
tional Service has filmed several
interesting events for its contacts
abroad. One of the most gratifying
results was a recent cable from
Moscow TV saying that a filmed
concert by a prominent Russian
artist in Montreal last fall had been
shown twice over the TV facilities
in Russia.
