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A portrait of the owner
of one of Canada’s
best-known voices

“This is Earl Cameron...”
YOU will see a very happy man if you tune

in to the late CBC-TV newscast Monday to
Friday nights. When we asked Earl Cameron
how he feels about his relatively new job as na-
tional TV newscaster on weeknights, he flashed
a big grin and said: “I’m as contented as a clam.
It’s a fascinating business, and I wouldn’t want to
do anything else.” He feels that his 20 years in
radio announcing and newscasting were just a
dress rehearsal for his exciting new TV job.

How does TV newscasting differ from reading
radio news? “It’s a much more complicated busi-
ness,” he told us. “In radio newscasting the
whole production is your baby. But in TV so
many people are involved—audio, camera and
lighting men, news editors, copy boys, reporters,
script assistants—that it’s a real team job, and
there’s something very satisfying about being
part of a big bustling unit. Of course you can’t
lounge in, wearing an old sports shirt as you
could in radio. You’re conscious every second of
the camera’s eye, and of the frantic signals of
the floor director to straighten your tie arid pull
your jacket down from behind your ears. And
you have to remember not to cup your hand
over your ear to check on your voice production
the way you always do in radio. And believe me,
habits of 20 years are hard to break.”

Cameron’s deep, resonant voice and easy de-
livery have been an important part of CBC
broadcasting for so long that it is hard to believe
he was told in no uncertain terms that he was
not radio material when he first auditioned for
the CBC back in 1938. But in 1939 his home-
town station, CHAB, Moose Jaw, offered him a

job as summer relief announcer. “After three
weeks,” he recalls, “I was told the job would be
permanent—at $2O a month. After a couple of
months I figured I should be paying them to
teach me.”

What attracted him to radio? “It seemed nice
work after what I’d been doing—working as a
section hand with the CPR, selling hardware
and groceries, and driving a hearse.”

In 1943, with four years of announcing, op-
erating and writing behind him at CHAB, Cam-
eron moved to the original CKY, Winnipeg, as
announcer-emcee, and in 1944 transferred to the
CBC’s Toronto studios, where he was assigned
to reading the national news bulletin several
days a week—a job that was to last 16 years and
make his voice one of the best-known in Can-
ada. Cameron prefers the late shift. It gives him
time to putter around his well-equipped work-
shop in Richmond Hill, just north of Toronto.
He has just finished off a basement recreation
room and a bedroom, and he and a neighbour
helped their friend Peter Whittall (CBC-TV’s
Mr. Fix-It) to build boats for all three of them.
Cameron’s 16-foot job gets lots of use at his cot-
tage on Lake Simcoe, where he and his wife
Adelaide and two sons, Clark and Hal, spend
the summer, with Dad commuting to the To-
ronto studios each weeknight.

Cameron thinks himself lucky. “I’ve enjoyed
broadcasting all the way along,” he says, “and I’d
like to think (maybe it’s just a wild dream) that
on the day before I retire I’ll still be signing-off
with ‘This is Earl Cameron saying goodnight for
CBC television news’.”

LADY GODIVA probably started
it all. In her day and commun-

ity a notorious ancestor of Emerton
Court’s hit the news when his
curiosity got the better of him. And
this ambition to see as much as
possible of the world has been
cropping up in the family ever
since. But none of the Courts has
been such an unusual hobo as Em-
erton. He has tried it two ways—as
a bum and in elegance. Either way
he travels lightly.

After
seeing Emerton Court decked out
in his travelling outfit, nonchal-
antly leaning on his cane, suave,
flftyish, greying and debonair, we

“Hedda Gabler”
“Ford Startime” presents Lister
Sinclair s adaptation of the play

by Henrik Ibsen

HEDDA GABLER will probably
make your flesh creep, but

you will never forget her. No one
who watches her can fail to be
fascinated by what she will do
next. She is a beautiful, clever,
restless young woman married to a
stuffy man, with no outlets for her
talents and energies, and no ideals
to sustain her frustrated, jealous,
and bored. A dangerous situation
which, as you might expect, ex-
plodes.

Hedda is a real psychological
study, and many fine actresses
have considered her role the plum
of their careers. It takes a clever,
sensitive portrayal to do justice to
the nuances of Hedda’s strange
personality, and Mario Prizek,
producer of CBC-TV’s Ford Star-
time performance this Tuesday, is
delighted with the performance of
his star English actress Joan
Greenwood. “Besides being a
highly intelligent, sensitive ac-
tress,” he told us, “she is untem-
peramental in the right sense of
the word, devoting all her tem-
perament to her work rather than
to her personality. This is evident
in her approach to the role of
Hedda Gabler. Although she had
just played it in England in an
entirely different translation, with
different players and producers,
she never once said: ‘This is the
way we did it before.’ She was
very excited about having a fami-
liar play come alive for her in a
completely new way.”

Lister Sinclair, who adapted
Hedda Gabler for television, also
did his own translation. Among his
many accomplishments is the
ability to read Norwegian.

Dipping into some of the reviews
of Hedda Gabler since its first per-
formance in 1891 it is striking to
note the way the heroine’s per-
sonality seems to have fascinated

the critics. One wrote that she is
“so repulsive in her cold, clammy
spiritual sterility that we are at-
tracted to the phenomenon as we
are to a poisonous snake.” Another
critic wrote: “Ibsen’s greatest play,
and one of the most interesting
women he has created, with all the
vices, all the virtues of woman-
hood.” Here are some other
opinions:

“One of the most poignant
character tragedies in history. . . .”

“What a hopeless specimen of de-
generacy is Hedda Gabler! A
vicious, heartless, cowardly, un-
moral, mischief-making vixen.” And
then, striking a different note:
“Hedda Gabler is the girl we take
down to dinner in London 19
times out of 20.”

LEO CICERI and JOAN GREENWOOD

Hedda Gabler is a character
study; the well-knit plot is second-
ary to her portrait. In a letter to
his French translator. Count Prezer,
in 1890, Ibsen wrote: “It was not
my desire to deal in this play with
so-called problems. What I prin-
cipally wanted to do was to depict
human beings, upon a groundwork
of certain of the social conditions
of the present day.” The action
takes place in only two days, and
involves only seven characters.

Ibsen based Hedda on a young
woman he knew who confided to
him one day that she delighted in
luring other women’s husbands
away from them. Ibsen’s version
makes her an extremely sensitive
woman who hates things gross and

stodgy, craves power, but onl> if
it avoids ugliness. Evil does not
make her blink an eyelid as long
as it isn’t violent. Few heroines

have been more movingly or more
revealingly portrayed.

Ibsen’s earlier play concentrated
on exposing some of the shame and
conventions of society as he knew
it. You can imagine the sensation
they created among his Victorian
audiences, used as they were to
either classical tragedy, music-
hall farces, or dramatic situations
involving gorgeous ladies or dash-
ing bandits. Then suddenly Ibsen
jolted them in their orchestra seats
with the suggestion that they
think. Think? At the theatre?
Shocking what some of these writer
fellow were up to nowadays! “Fes-
tering sores” a London critic called
An Enemy of the People, Ghosts,
A Doll’s House. But a Dubliner
with a red beard, a tongue as
sharp as his wit, and an intense
interest in the play of ideas, took
up the Ibsen cause, used it as a
shillelagh to beat old conventions
like the Lycaeum tradition, and
moved a few boundary posts.
Ghosts, for instance, was banned
here and there for some years be-
cause it dealt with the problem of
venereal disease. But before long
George Bernard Shaw had whip-
ped up a fair Ibsen following that
soon grew to enormous propor-
tions, and revolutionized theatre
art all over the world.

Ibsen spent most of his writing
life outside Norway, first because
he had become involved in con-
troversy over the new-found labour
movement there, later because his
plays provoked the prudish, and
he was a retiring sort of individual
who shunned verbal unrisings, and
still later because he liked the life
abroad Italy for four years, then
Germany. Perhaps because he was
away from home he was able to
see his people and their problems
in clear perspective. Hedda Gabler
is the product of his later years,
when, at 62, he was less a crusader
and more interested in the new
flurry over psychiatry. He grew
fascinated with the causes and re-
sults of frustration. What would
happen to a beautiful, neurotic
young matron with no purpose in
life, as she drifts deeper and
deeper into boredom? Hedda Gab-
ler was the result.

Children Like

Film expert is guest on “Mary
Liz Show” this Tuesday

CHILDREN, says Dame Mary
Field, have naturally good

taste. They will not tolerate bad
production in films, bad story-tell-
ing, or, worst of all, bad acting.
Until they are 10 they cannot do
much with dialogue; beyond that
age they can both look and listen.
All children like action pictures,
and they love cartoons, but 10
minutes is about enough. They are
primarily interested in children,
next in animals. They have little
interest in adults except, perhaps,
the very old. “Few cowboys would
be popular if deprived of their
horses,” says Miss Field. “All
whom you would like to be re-
spected by an audience of children
must be under 30. If you are a bad
man you can be middle-aged.”

DAME MARY FIELD

Miss Field is on a lecture torn
of Canada, sponsored by the
United Kingdom Information Serv-
ice, the National Film Board, the
Canadian Film Institute, and the
CBC. Purpose of the tour is to
acquaint interested groups with
the mechanics involved in setting
up a Canadian centre of children’s
films.

She came to work in films al-
most by accident when she was a
post-graduate student at London
University. Her professor received
a batch of films on Commonwealth
subjects to check for accuracy and
passed the job on to her. Thus be-
gan her association with instruc-
tional films.

Determined to learn her subject
thoroughly, Mary Field held a
variety of posts, from continuity
girl to editor, producer and direc-
tor. Although she directed dramatic
films she found she preferred in-
structional films. “They cost so
little that you can experiment,”
she explains.

Many of the films became clas-
sics and won international awards.
During the Second World War she
made documentary films for the
Ministry of Information, and fol-
lowing the war she was given the
job of establishing and building
up J. Arthur Rank’s Children’s
Films Department. During her six
years on this job she produced
hundreds of films for children.
Since 1951 she has been Executive

most unusual—and the most ele-
gant.

When did this attack of itchy
feet hit you? we asked. “Well,” he
said, “I was sitting at home looking
at an atlas, and recalling that re-
mark of Rabelais about one half of
the world not knowing how the
other half lives. Suddenly I said to
myself: ‘Emerton, what’s the sense
of sitting in an armchair imagining
how the other half lives?’ So I got
up and went!”

But it was a trip with a differ-
ence, as you will hear on CBC
radio’s Venture this Sunday after-
noon. Emerton Court has an ear
for the unusual, and what his tape-
recorder brought back was not the
ordinary travelogue. With wit and
a deft, delicate touch he will re-
create for you some of the charm-
ing, weird, amusing and senti-
mental sounds he heard along the
way. From London he flew to Ber-
lin, then to Moscow, Tashkent,
Afghanistan, Pakistan. India, Hong
Kong, Tokyo, Vancouver and back
to London.

Tell us more about yourself, we
urged. Every hobo had roots to
start with. Where did you first put
yours down?

“There’s a little place in Sussex
called Pevensey Bay,” he said. “It’s
famous for two things. William the
Conqueror landed there in 1066,
and I landed there in well, the
early part of the century. This one,
of course. As a matter of fact I
landed in a theatrical family.
Father, Wallace Court, was the
original general in The Desert
Song—he’s still going strong too.
Mother’s stage name was Olive
Eltone. And an uncle, Ray Emer-
ton starred for a season here in
Canada at Stratford. So you see
there was no hope for me.”

Child actor? His parents had too
much sense. Schooling first and
then they’d see. But from school
young Emerton went straight into
stock, and within three months was
playing in London’s West End. He
was in the original production of
Alfs Button by W. A. Darlington.

EXPERT ON
RUSSIA

Douglas Leiterman interviews
Edward Crankshaw Thursday

on “Close-Up”

RUSSIA is becoming less of a
rigidly ideological state, and

more of an authoritarian state
struggling to manage an industrial
society with flexible and practical
policies. The United States and its
western allies are coming to have
less private enterprise and more
central control of their economies.
In time, the two systems may be-
come sufficiently similar to align
with one another against an ever
more powerful communist China.

Edward Crankshaw, a leading
British writer on Soviet affairs, puts
forward this thesis in an interview
with Doug Leiterman, to be seen
on Close-Up this Thursday on
CBC-TV.

Crankshaw’s interest in Russia
began in 1941 when he went to
Moscow on a British mi’itary mis-
sion. Since then he has written four
books on Russia, and many articles
for British and American news-
papers and magazines including
Life, the New York Times, and the
Atlantic Monthly. He has a re-
search staff whose members all
have a wide knowledge of Russia,
he himself travels to Russia at
least once a year, and above all “I
read a vast amount of material,
from Pravda to obscure provincial
publications, military and scien-
tific journals, and books and plays
published in Russia. It’s all there
if you take the trouble to dig,”
Newsweek quotes him as saying.

All this has enabled him to
make some astonishingly accurate
predictions about Russian successes
and failures in science and eco-
nomics, and about Russian political
trends. He also admits to his blun-
ders.

Why did he forecast Malenkov,
not Khrushchev, as the strong man
who would emerge after the death
of Stalin? Leiterman asks.

“Because I didn’t value Khrush-
chev highly enough,” says Crank-
shaw. “It’s just as simple as that.

It was obvious Khrushchev was
coming up very fast before Stalin’s
death. He was given a tremendous
position at the last Party Congress
in October, 1952; Stalin died in
March, 1953. And Khrushchev was
more or less given the party to
clean up. . . . Malenkov is an ex-
tremely clever and gifted man and
I thought he’s been so long in the
central apparatus that he’d be able
to manoeuvre around Khrushchev.”

Crankshaw believes we misun-
derstand Russian tactics in foreign
affairs if we look at them as mani-
festations of revolutionary zeal and
enthusiasm. Russian power “simply
fills up spaces and goes on filling
up spaces, and then it comes
against a blank wall and stops, and
then it tries to flow around the
blank wall. .

.

.”

The interesting thing about this
description is that it applied to
Russian policies (says Crankshaw)
long before the Communist revo-
lution. “The other day I was read-
ing a letter of Lord Palmerston,
who was Rritish Foreign Secretary
in the 19th century, at the time of
the Crimean war. . . . (He gives)
a half page description of the char-
acter of Russian expansion. As I
read this thing I thought; Good
heavens, I’ve written this. Then I
realized I hadn’t and Palmertson
had written it a hundred years be-
fore. Then I realized that anyone
who had read this thing of Palmer-
ston must have thought; ‘goodness
me, Crankshaw must have copied
this thing direct from Palmer-
ston’. . .

.”

Other quotations in the inter-
view:

“Russian motives and ideas are
as mixed and muddled as ours
. . . Our great mistake has always
been to assume that not only Rus-
sians but all foreigners have abso-
lutely clear-cut ideas, years ahead,
of exactly what they’re going to
do. All foreigners think we have
the same thing.”

“I always think that much too
much importance is laid on the
idea of a summit as such. ... If
you just take a summit in your
stride, if when Khrushchev had
first asked for it two years ago,

“That won’t mean much to people
out here,” he said, “but it was quite
the thing at the time.”

In 1924 he joined his mother in
Vancouver and she arranged for
him to become a juvenile lead with
the Allan Players. Verna Felton
was the leading lady. Now she ap-
pears with Spring Byington in the
TV series December Bride. When
the company closed down for a
month in the summer, Court had
his first taste of the hobo life that
has taken him to far-away places
off and on ever since.

“First I hied me off to Lake
Louise,” he recalled, “and worked
as a ‘cowboy’ guide, dug graves—-
anything to get a taste of life,
(rather incongruous, we thought),
and then I decided to go further
afield, and I finally landed in
Chicago on the back of an engine
at the Grand Union Station.”

Before long he was working on
the lake boats as a deck hand. “My
shoes lasted until the day I was
paid off. With two dollars in my
pocket and a new pair a size too
big I bought a loaf of bread, a can
of sardines, and went to see Chap-
lin in A Dog’s Life, and then
started hoboing south. I hopped
the Illinois Central Railway as far
as Memphis, Tennessee. Because
Td ridden blithely into Chicago on
the back of an engine, I thought I
could make my triumphant entry
into Memphis the same way, but
the authorities didn’t see it my
way. I was arrested as a vagrant,
spent time in the city and county
jails, and was shipped eventually
to New Orleans as an undesirable
alien. I was hustled aboard a ship
bound for Germany, and had, of
course, to work my passage.”

Undaunted by his luck so far.
Court decided to hobo in Germany,
and drifted to Hamburg, where he
played the piano in pubs for his
meals and beer. When the locals
had had enough of his talent, and
he had worn out the publicans’
generosity, he shipped out on an
oil tanker for Houston, Texas,
made another trip to Europe, this

In 1950 she demon-
strated children’s films in Scan-
dinavia. In 1954 she toured Aus-
tralia, New Zealand and India,
and in the latter country she as-
sisted in the setting up of the Chil-
dren’s Films Society of India. Fol-
lowing the Brussels World Fair of
1958, where the British exhibition
of children’s films aroused world-
wide interest, she was invited to
Poland to advise on children’s
films and television.

time to Rotterdam, then headed for
Mexico, ending up in Tampico as
an “assistant engineer” in the oil
fields, which amounted to nothing
grander than hammering the stakes.
But he managed to save enough
for a trip to Baltimore, and there
he decided that, much as a hobo’s
life appealed to him, it was time
he got back to greasepaint and
buskins. So he made his way to
Vancouver, and bearded, dirty,
hungry and healthy as a coon, re-
joined the repertory company.
Later he threw in his lot with the
British Guild Players, with Basil
Radford as leading man played
with them for four years in Van-
couver. “And I got into radio at the
very beginning—used to write my
own scripts, and I’ve had five plays
done by the CBC.”

He has been back to England 25
times, usually for stage, film or
television roles, and has appeared
with some famous English per-
formers, including Cicely Court-
nidge, Peter Ustinov (see pages 30-
31), Ivor Novello, and Sir Lewis
Casson. His last big film was A
Night to Remember, in which he
played the chief engineer. Recently
he appeared on CBC-TV in two
G.M. Presents dramas: Murder,
Anyone? and The Death Around
Us.

Which medium does he prefer?
“Oh films, decidedly. You can get
perfection in a film, but in a long
run on the stage it’s hard to sus-
tain it, because so many things in-
fluence you, like the weather, the
way you are feeling, or the bill that
just came in the post.”

What sort of role does he usu-
ally play? “I always get cast as a
titled gentleman or a villain—if
there’s any difference,” he replied
with a wink. We asked if he liked
seeing himself in movies. He puffed
on his cigarette and squinted
through the smoke as he thought
for a minute. “Yes, I do,” he said.
“You know, an actor has an awful
lot to learn. Acting is more a men-
tal process than anything, so it’s
invaluable to be able to see
whether the thought has registered

on the screen as you intended it
to.”

We asked him about his stage
work in England, where he was in
Ivor Novello’s last play, Gay’s the
Ward. “One of the highlights of
my career,” he said, “was being
directed by George Bernard Shaw.
It was in 1933, in On the Rocks,
and the title was appropriate, be-
cause it ran only nine weeks. Actu-
ally the director was Lewis Casson,
but sometimes Shaw would take
over, with different instructions.
When I asked G.B.S. whom I
should follow he said; ‘Listen to
us both, then do what you like, my
boy. They all do’.”

We mentioned that we had read
that Shaw used to pop up on stage
to act out the roles himself when
a performer couldn’t grasp his in-
structions quickly enough. Was
that true? “Oh yes,” Court told us.
“And what’s more, when he and
the cast first met, he always read
his play straight through for the
performers, instead of the other
way around. When he read the wo-
men’s lines he’d put one arm
akimbo, prance around and read in
a high voice that would have con-
vulsed the cast if everyone hadn’t
been so intent on grasping from
him all we could of his intent.”

We wondered if Court’s career
allowed any time for outside inter-
est. “I like fishing,” he said, “but I
always end up feeling so sorry for
the fish!” What he prefers more
than anything though is travelling.
Where is he off to next? “Timbuctu!
And don’t laugh,” he cautioned us
as we began to. “I’m going primar-
liy because so many people have
said to me when I’ve been away
for some time: ‘Where on earth
have you been, Emerton? Tim-
buctu?’ I want to see the expression
on their faces when I say ‘Yes’!”

Most girls suffer greatly, in my
opinion by being educated

unsuccessfully as boys. Not so
noticeable when they are young, but
ridiculous for adolescents. We simply

must give more thought to the
proper education of girls.

Oliver Cromwell
The play by John Drinkwater,

adapted for CBC Stage by
Diana Pearce

OLIVER CROMWELL has been
bandied about by so many

unsympathetic historians that most
people are inclined to agree with
critics who described him as “a
brave, bad man with all the wick-
edness for which hell fire is pre-
pared,” who “lived a hypocrite
and died a traitor.” And, of course,
if you mention his name to an
Irishman, fur flies.

But playwright John Drinkwater,
realizing that Cromwell must have
had a wonderful understanding of
“the nature and humour of men,”
to achieve the success he did,
peeled off the historical trappings
surrounding the man, sifted through
the facts and fancies about his
personality and private life, and
put together a sympathetic portrait
of one of the most controversial
figures in British history. The
action is set in Cromwell’s early
years, before he became Lord
Protector.

Diana Pearce of Toronto adapted
Oliver Cromwell for radio, and
CBC Stage presents it this Sunday
night.

Drinkwater’s Cromwell is under-
stood and beloved by his family,
his friends and the people of his
own community, God-fearing, reso-
lute and courageous, a good son,
father and husband, not greedy or
lustful—in other words, a solid citi-
zen. He believed that his whole
career was directed by God and
that “his deeds and inspirations
were crowning mercies of the

Most High.” Occasionally h e
would wallow in a deep religious
depression, feeling that his sins
were unbearably heavy. But basic-
ally his nature was cheerful, and
he was usually back to his normal
self again before long. He could
be quite merry at times, loved
horses and music, and in his home
setting was quite a different figure
from the cruel, hard, shrewd tac-
tician he is pictured in the field of
military or political battle.

He is the man who says in the
play, before he has come forward
to fulfil his historic destiny: “I am
a plain Burgess of this city. I farm
a few lands and am known to none.
But I have faith that the people of
this country are born to be, under
God, a free people. That is the
fundamental principle of this Eng-
lish life. If your masters, be they
who they may, forget that, then, as
you say, there will be lessons to
be learnt. Here in Ely it is my
part to see that my fellows do not
lose their birthright. You shall not
find us ignorant nor afraid. I
would have no violence; let all be
by persuasion and tolerance. But

MUSIC ON RADIO
By Boyd Neel

ON MONDAY evening the Van-
couver Chamber Orchestra

plays Richard Strauss’ Le Bourgeois
Gentilhomme. This is the music in-
cidental to Moliere’s famous play
and preceding the opera “Ariadne
auf Naxos which was written to
follow the condensed version of
the “Gentilhomme” by Hofmann-
sthal. The original idea was that
there should be a little opera last-
ing about half an hour which
would be introduced into Moliere’s
play, taking the place of the usual
Turkish ballet. In the end, how-
ever, Hofmannsthal and Strauss,
who never did anything by halves,
got so interested in the opera, that
they almost forgot the play and
the final product was found to play
about an hour and a half! The re-
sult was that, if the opera and the
play were performed on the same
evening, it made an almost impos-
sibly long entertainment, and the
theatre was saddled with the prob-
lem of employing a complete
theatrical and a complete operatic
company on the same evening,
which, of course, proved to be
beyond the means of most manage-
ments. So Strauss had to revise
the opera, which he did by sub-
stituting a musical prelude, lasting
about half an hour, for the Moliere
play, and making a few alterations
in the body of the opera itself. It
is in this revised version that we
usually hear Ariadne today. Sir
Thomas Beecham, in his autobiog-
raphy, states that he much prefers
the earlier version and, in fact, he
revived it at the Edinburgh Festi-
val in 1950.

The result of all these changes
was that the incidental music to
the play, which we shall hear on
Monday, became rather forgotten
and submerged during the changes

these just liberties must not be
touched.”

Cromwell was bom in 1599 to
an old Huntingdon family. His
father was a brewer and gentle-
man farmer. Oliver was educated
locally under a Dr. Beard who
pounded into the boy his fear of a
wrathful God, and further educa-
tion in the puritanical atmosphere
of Sidney Sussex College at Cam-
bridge established the trend of
Cromwell’s intensely religious life.
When he was 18 his father died,

and Cromwell went home to look
after family affairs, as well as his
mother and five sisters. He was
active in protecting his humbler
neighbours from injustices and
legal entanglements, but little is
known of him until he was elected
Member of Parliament for Hunt-
ingdon in 1628. When Parliament
was dissolved he sold his land and
moved to St. Ives, near Cam-
bridge, as a grazier, and in 1640
was elected Burgess of Cambridge.

A contemporary described him
at a public debate in those days as
“very ordinarily apparelled in a
plain cloth suit made by a country
tailor, his linen plain and not clean,
his hat without a hat-band. His
stature of a good size, his sword
stuck close to his side, his coun-
tenance swollen and reddish, his
voice sharp and untuneable, and
his eloquence full of fervour, for
the matter would not bear of much
reason yet he was very much
harkened unto.”

Drinkwater’s play brings him
into focus at this point, before he
had achieved his purpose, when
England was just beginning to
know him as a great leader.

Humanistic
Values In
Literature

A new “University of the Air”
series starting Monday

on CBC radio

OF what value is the study of
English? Everyone admits it

is “a good thing” for students of
engineering and commerce to be
able to express themselves clearly
and fluently. And no good organi-
zation man will make the grade
without the ability to write memos.
Certainly, these are practical values
of studying English.

But why study imaginative lit-
erature of the present and the past
—novels, short stories, essays, plays
and particularly poetry? These
may, of course, amuse or interest
or excite during an idle moment.
But why spend (waste?) time in
thoughtful consideration of them?

Dr. William Robbins asks this
question in the opening sentences
of the new University of the Air
series, starting this Monday night
on CBC radio. The five lectures
themselves provide an answer. And
a clue to that answer lies in the
title of the series: Humanistic
Values in English Literature. For
imaginative literature illuminates,
places in specific contexts, those
general values which men find in
their diverse activities:

The Psychological (May 9): The
poet, the novelist and the drama-
tist long before Freud gave us in-
sights, often fragmentary perhaps,
but nonetheless valid and impor-
tant, into the meaning of our emo-

tional life. These insights may even
have therapeutic value.

The Social-Political (May 16):
The passion of political idealism
and of social reform can move us
in poem, play or novel, in tones
ranging from fervent appeal to
bitter satire. Shelley even sug-
gested that imaginative writers are
the “unacknowledged legislators.”

The Scientific (May 23): “To
the modern mind,” says Dr. Rob-
bins, “science as knowledge has
been overshadowed by science as
technology.” But if science is taken
as the search for knowledge, in-
spired by the “shared intellectual
passion,” then it is another aspect
of humanism and finds its way into
literature.

The Religious (May 30): Nie-
buhr said that man must believe in
“something greater and more in-
clusive than himself.” And the be-
lief in that something—sometimes,

but certainly not always, expressed
in Christian terms—permeates lit-
erature.

The Moral-Philosophical (June
6): Men of letters may not be
philosophers in the sense that phil-
osophers seek a complete and con-
sistent expression of reality. But
men of letters often do exhibit the
philosophic mind in a search for
wisdom. The elements they derive
from philosophy are usually of
moral or ethical nature, they bear
on how we live and how we should
live, they arise from an impas-
sioned interest in man, his experi-
ence, and his total environment.

In his opening lecture. Dr. Rob-
bins suggests that imaginative
writers "have made use of the raw
mass of psychological data, for
literary purposes, which the modern
psychologist attempts to analyze
scientifically. Freud himself called
attention to this aspect of literature
when he said, ‘The poets and phil-
osophers before me discovered the
unconscious. What I discovered
was the scientific method by which
the unconscious may be studied’.”

Dr. Robbins goes on to suggest
that this insight into human na-
ture operates in many ways. “One
of these is the way of theoretical
knowledge, or theory, when our
awareness of what the writer is
saying about life is in part an
awareness of the particular psycho-
logical belief he holds. It may be
the old doctrine of humours, which
referred to a man’s dominant char-

acteristic. It may be the associa-
tionist psychology favoured by
Wordsworth. Many modern works,
naturally, are influenced by Freu-
dian analysis and reflect an in-
formed interest in the workings of
the unconscious mind.

“From the challenging complex-
ity of Hamlet to the baffling sim-
plicity of Lord Jim, the imaginative
writer confronts us with the psy-
chological subtleties that can fas-
cinate or irritate, that compel many
questions and evade final answers.
But . . . the writer is psychologi-
cally useful to us when he per-
ceives with unusual clarity the
sources of thought and action in
the feelings, whether of himself or
of others, and exposes these to us
with uncompromising honesty.”

Perhaps the case of John Stuart
Mill is the most striking example of
the therapeutic value of literature.
Born in 1806, Mill was brought up
under a strict regimen of solely in-
tellectual stimulation. He began
studying Greek when he was three,
by 14 had read widely in Greek,
Latin, mathematics, and English,
and had begun courses in logic and
political economy.

Under this regimen “His goal
was to realize the Utilitarianheaven
of the greatest happiness of the
greatest number, by the maximiz-
ing of pleasures and the minimiz-
ing of pains,” says Dr. Robbins.
“In the autumn of 1826, at the age
of 20, Mill suffered a prolonged de-

pression of mind, ‘a dull state of
nerves,’ in which he asked himself
this question: ‘Suppose that all
your objects in life were realized;
that all the changes in institutions
and opinions that you are looking
forward to, could be completely
effected at this instant: would this
be a great joy and happiness to
you?’ The honesty and clarity of
his disciplined intellect compelled
him to answer ‘No!’ ‘And,’ says
Mill, ‘at this my heart sank within
me: the whole foundation on which
my life was constructed fell down.’

“The perfect description of the
resulting state of mind, which
lasted for several months, Mill says
he found later in a few words from
Coleridge’s poem Dejection:

A grief without a pang, void,
dark and drear,

A drowsy, stifled, unimpassioned
grief,

Which finds no natural outlet or
relief

In word, or sigh, or tear.”
For two years Mill suffered from

this depression. Then he opened a
book of Wordsworth’s poems, not
with any great expectations:

“What made Wordsworth’s
poems a medicine for my state of
mind,” Mill later wrote, “was that
they expressed not mere outward
beauty, but states of feeling, and
of thought coloured by feeling,
under the excitement of beauty.
They seemed to be the very culture
of the feelings, which I was in
quest of. In them I seemed to draw
from a source of inward joy, or
sympathetic or imaginative pleas-
ure, which could be shared in by
all human beings; which had no
connection with struggle or imper-
fection, but would be made richer
by every improvement in the phy-
sical or social condition of man-

undergone by the opera. It is now
rather coming back into its own as
a concert suite and contains some
of Strauss’s loveliest music, espe-
cially his setting of some of Lully’s
original tunes. The original ver-
sion was performed at Stuttgart in
1912, and the following year
Beecham did it in London (in
English) with Sir Herbert Tree as

Jourdain. The translation on that
occasion was by none other than
Somerset Maugham. In the 1950
revival at Edinburgh, also in Eng-
lish, Miles Malleson did the trans-
lation and played Jourdain.

On Wednesday evening we have
a most interesting choral concert

during which we shall hear Con-
stant Lambert’s Rio Grande. This
is one of the best choral works to
come out of England in the last
fifty years and has a most elaborate
part for solo piano, which I see is
to be played by our old friend
Walter Susskind. I remember in
the original performance (I think
it was around 1930), Sir Hamilton
Harty played the piano part with
the composer conducting, and the
work caused a sensation. The poem
is by Scheverell Sitwell and the
music is full of jazz idioms. There
are no woodwind instruments in
the orchestra, only brass, percus-
sion and strings. The composer
asks for five percussion players and
weird, exotic instruments are in-
cluded in this department. Lam-
bert specifies, among many others,
Jeu de timbres (keyed glocken-
spiel) a small Cow-Bell (without
clapper), a Chinese tom-tom,
Chinese block, and a Turkish crash
(this is one large suspended cym-
bal). He also directs that the Side-
drum player should be provided
with a wire brush as used in jazz
bands. This stimulating work con-
tains music of great beauty in the
central section where a solo quar-
tet sings of the calm of the night
descending over the town. There
is also a long and most exciting
cadenza for the solo piano and the
percussion instruments. This is al-
together one of the masterpieces
of the music of our time.

I don’t really care about being
remembered.

kind. From them I seemed to learn
what would be the perennial
sources of happiness, when all the
greater evils of life shall have been
removed. And I felt myself at once
better and happier as I came under
their influence.”

A word on the title chosen by
Dr. Robbins: “While speaking of
imaginative literature in general
terms, I have limited myself to
examples from English and Ameri-
can literature but only for reasons
of familiarity and ease of reference.
Nor does including American writ-
ing mean that I do not regard it as
a great and independent literature;
merely that I have used the phrase
‘English literature’ in preference to
a clumsier description such as ‘lit-
erature written in English!”

Born and educated in British
Columbia, William Robbins gradu-
ated from the University of B.C. in
1930. High school teaching and a
year at the University of London
on an lODE Overseas Scholarship,
were followed by college teaching
in Winnipeg and Victoria. After
taking his Ph.D. degree at the Uni-
versity of Toronto, he joined the
English department of the Univer-
sity of B.C. where he has taught
for the past 15 years. Dr. Robbins
is co-editor with Professor E. Mor-
rison, of a book of essays, As a Man
Thinks, and author of many articles.
His most recent book, The Ethical
Idealism of Matthew Arnold, was
published in September, 1959.

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The Canadian Navy
After Fifty Years

Some background facts for viewers of the special R.C.N. anniversary
programs on CBC-TV, starting this Saturday

THIS YEAR the Royal Canadian
Navy celebrates its fiftieth

anniversary. The story begins on
May 4, 1910, when Royal assent
was given to the Naval Service Act.
By 1914, the Royal Canadian Navy
consisted of two ships and less
than 400 officers and men. During
the First World War about 9,600
Canadians served in the navy.

During the 1920’s the RCN
shrank to two destroyers and 366
officers and men, but gradually ex-
panded again in the ’3o’s until, in
1939, it had six destroyers, another
about to be commissioned, and five
minesweepers.

Then began a remarkable war-
time effort by the nation to build
up what became the third largest
Allied navy: from 11 ships and
3,657 personnel on active service
at the declaration of war, the RCN
expanded to 392 armed ships and
95,000 officers, men and Wrens.
The major RCN effort centred on
the Battle of the Atlantic. From
1943 onward, the RCN was re-
sponsible for nearly half the con-
voy work in the North Atlantic.
And in mid-1944 it undertook the
close escort of all North Atlantic
convoys, and at the same time pro-
vided 110 ships and 10,000 men
for the invasion of Normandy. The
Canadian warships were wholly or
partially credited with sinking 29
enemy submarines, and with the
capture or destruction of 42 enemy
surface vessels.

Canadian ships and landing craft
also took part in landings in North
Africa, Sicily and Southern France;
destroyers and motor torpedo
boats fought in the English Chan-
nel and other narrow seas; Cana-
dian operated aircraft carriers es-
corted convoys to North Russia,
and raided the enemy-held Nor-
wegian coast; in 1945 a Canadian
cruiser took part in Pacific opera-
tions against Japan. After the war,
of course, came peace-time reduc-

tions. In 1950, however, the RCN
again went into action, this time
in Korean waters where, for the
next three years, eight Canadian
ships and 3,500 officers and men
saw service. And again in 1957 the
United Nations called on the RCN
to transport troops, supplies and
vehicles to the newly-created U.N.
Emergency Force in the Middle
East.

Today the RCN has 60 ships
and 150 aircraft in operation, with
about 20,000 officers, men and
Wrens. Following the Second
World War naval planners saw
the RCN’s best role as an anti-sub-
marine force. This belief was con-
firmed by the post-war develop-
ment of atomic-powered sub-
marines capable of firing missiles
with atomic warheads. And with
the formation of NATO’s Allied
Command Atlantic in 1952, the
RCN was asked to take the special
anti-submarine role.

The largest unit of the fleet at
present is the aircraft carrier
HMCS Bonaventure, with a dis-
placement of 20,000 tons and a
ship’s company of more than 1,000.
From her deck fly Canadian-built
Tracker anti-submarine aircraft.
Depending on the mission, the
Bonaventure may also carry either
anti-submarine helicopters or Ban-
shee twin-jet all-weather fighters
armed with the side-winder missile.
With the carrier providing the
essential aerial element, the surface
strength of the RCN is spear-
headed by four squadrons of de-
stroyer escort. The majority of
these ships are new, designed and
built in Canada with a reputation
as the best ships of their kind in
the world.

These destroyer escorts are of
two classes: St. Laurent and Resti-
gouche, both designed essentially
for the anti-submarine warfare.
Their main armament consists of
electronically - controlled mortars

that fire high-explosive projectiles
with great accuracy in any direc-
tion, and homing torpedoes that
pursue and destroy an enemy tar-
get on or below the surface of the
sea. Radar-controlled high-velocity
3-inch guns form their anti-aircraft
and surface armament.

Making up the rest of the fleet
are two squadrons of frigates, two
minesweeper squadrons, two es-
cort repair ships, some local patrol
craft, and two British submarines
on loan to the RCN for training
purposes. Future plans include
construction of six more destroyer-
escorts and a large tanker-supply
vessel.

The modern navy, with its
highly complex electronic basis,
seems radically different Horn the
sail - propelled navy of a century
ago. Yet, in an article written just
two years ago, Rear-Admiral Wal-
ter Hose, CBE, RCN (Ret’d), a
man who started his naval career
in sail in 1889, argues that certain
things stay the same:

“I must refer to seamanship in
modern sea-going,” he wrote. “Sea-
manship means being the master
of your ship, and the ability to be
prepared for, and to cope with, any
of the peculiar contingencies and
difficulties which arise at sea, and
the lore of the sea calls for all the
resourcefulness and initiative that
it it ever did.

“During my trip in the St.
Laurent (which Admiral Hose
took in 1957) the ship refuelled at
sea five times. I had the greatest
admiration for the seamanship dis-
played. It requires just as good
seamanship to gauge the right de-
cree of helm, and the correct in-
crease or decrease of revolutions
to maintain the ship in position,
under such conditions, as it did to
watch the weather leach of the
main-top sail, when sailing close-
hauled, to prevent its going flat
aback, and the results of an error
in judgment might well prove
worse today than it would have
then.”

MacMillan and Eisenhower and
everyone had said, ‘by all means
come and talk whenever you like,’
then the whole thing would have
been deflated at once. If you say,
‘no, we must prepare for the sum-
mit, this is a very difficult thing,
everything depends on it,’ then
everything does depend on it.
When it fails you lose heart as they
did after Geneva...

“If one takes a fairly rigid view
of how civilizations rise and fall
I should say the Russian one is the
one coming up. It’s got the vitality,

it’s making all the immense mis-
takes (but) it’s on the move. . .

Leiterman: Looking ahead then
you see us in danger of becoming
an isolated island of freedom in a
sea of Communism?

Crankshaw: I see a very very
great danger of it but the fault is
ours, not theirs.

Leiterman: Can we do anything
to prevent this happening?

Crankshaw: Just go on trusting
God and education, I think.
