Joan Fairfax Guest
—Georges LaFleche
“I was very glad to hear your

program again on the air in the
evening,” said a Saskatchewan lis-
tener in a recent letter to Georges
LaFleche, our cover subject this
week. “I have never seen a pic-
ture of you, but even if you are
only half as nice looking as my
blind mother thinks you are, you
are still very handsome. Her image
of you is thus: tall, dark, not too
wavy hair, quite fair complexion,
quite a short straight nose, brown
eyes, and age about 36.”

Well, Georges is only 24, and
not really so tall. Otherwise, as this
week’s cover shows, his blind fan’s
mental picture of him is fairly ac-
curate. Georges’ face is a familiar
one, of course, to most television
viewers; he was emcee on the re-
cently concluded Stage Door series,
and has been guest in many Win-
nipeg stage and TV productions.

Bom in Winnipeg, Georges
Edouard LaFleche received a thor-
oughly classical training as a ’cel-
fist, and could have been a profes-
sional musician of an entirely
different sort if he had so chosen.
However, he decided to make an
early start in broadcasting, and
when he was only 18 he joined
station CKSB, St. Boniface, the
CBC’s French network affiliate in
Manitoba, as an announcer. After
two years at CKSB Georges moved
east, spending six months as a bi-
lingual announcer at a Montreal
radio station, and another six at a
TV station in Quebec City.

Since returning to Winnipeg,
Georges’ voice has become a fam-
iliar one to CBC listeners. He has
been singing host on Georges La-
Fleche and the Minstrels, the CBC
Variety Hour, and two series of
The Georges LaFleche Show, all
on radio, and on Stage Door on
television.

Georges did double duty on the
opening day of CBWFT, the
CBC’s French television station in
Winnipeg. He was one of the guest
stars on the inaugural broadcast in
the afternoon, and he played a
leading (and completely non-
singing) role in the play written
especially for presentation by Le
Cercle Moliere in the evening.

This Sunday (May 15), during
a two-week visit to Toronto,
Georges will be guest singer on a
program of French music and
dances to be presented on The
Joan Fairfax Show.

With British actress-writer
Diana Hamilton, Aiken dramatized
the story, but it ran only four
weeks in London before folding.
Still believing in its dramatic pos-
sibilities, Aiken rewrote the play
himself. And of this version, Time
magazine once wrote, “Subtle, in-
triguing, and full of originality, the
play recalls other writers who,
steering by Freud with a list to
Oedipus, showed a man haunted
by the ghost of his mother and
combines the pursuit of love with
a longing for death.

MR. ARCULARIS is a sad, in-

Toronto Drama Quartet (Mavor Moore,John Drainie, Diana Maddox and Ruth

Springford), with Dr. Charles Fielding,
dean of divinity at Trinity College, To-ronto. This week—a documentary pre-
pared from Father Trevor Huddleston’s
controversial book on racial segregationin South Africa “Naught for Your
Comfort.” Father Huddleston fought a
one-man crusade for the coloured people
of South Africa for 12 years, mainlyamong the shanties of Sophiatown, adistrict of Johannesburg. He battled
against all the apartheid laws enacted
in recent years, and against the bru-
tality with which they have been en-forced. The coloured people loved himand called him “the dauntless one.”Eventually he took out South African
citizenship papers. Occasionally he wasable to modify some gross miscarriages
of justice, and although he was uncom-promising in his fight for simple justice,
the odds against him were tremendous.
In '[Naught for Your Comfort” he tells
straightforwardly but very movingly ofthe problems he encountered in his
ministry, and the radio adaptationweaves in many touching, amusing and
and horrible examples of injustices and
Indignities he witnessed among his com-
munity. When his book was publishedfive years ago the “Guardian” of Man-
chester called it “a noble book, a su-
perb book, to be read by anyone whocares about race (or any human) rela-tions. It vibrates with humanity.”

Father Huddleston was persecuted by
the South African police, who seized allhis papers, but fortunately it was theday after he had posted the manuscript
of his book to England. Shortly after-
ward he was recalled to England by theArchbishop of Canterbury. Many things
were said about Father Huddleston
then. An Englishman wrote that “in the
middle ages people like Huddleston
would have been burned at the stake.”
A South African said that he “deservedto be drummed out of the country orstrung up from the nearest lamp post
as a renegade.” When he left his people
in the shanties of Sophiatown, he said
nothing, but the oath of obedience
which he had taken as a member of his
Order could have taken him away from
Africa. Now his name is a legend there.
But of all the things that have been
said about him, the one he cherishesmost is a remark by an African student,
who said: “I wish he was black.”

vision. Andrew Allan, who pro-
duced the radio version of Mr. Ar-
eolaris, once said of John Drainie,
“I don’t know of a better radio
actor anywhere, and I know of
very few better actors in any
medium.” In fact, Drainie is rec-
ognized both by members of his
profession, and by drama lovers as
one of Canada’s top-flight actors.

Vancouver - bom Drainie began
his career in drama when he was
seven; in the back chorus of a
school production he shouted,
“Soldier, soldier, will you marry
me, with your musket, fife and
drum?” From the ranks to stardom
was but a step, and in the next
school production of Robin Hood,
he played Allan-a-Dale.

As a boy he was fond of ath-
letics and scouting. But at the age
of 14 a car accident led to a dis-
located hip which left him with a
limp. From there he channeled his
interests into the theatre, school
drama, little theatre groups, until,
at 21, he earned top marks in a
CBC audition. The next day a call
came from the CBC, but Drainie
had another commitment; he was
playing—for no pay—in a Stanley
Park production of A Midsummer
Night’s Dream.

In the late thirties, Drainie be-
gan concentrating on radio rather
than theatre because there was
more money in radio. Pay ranged
anywhere between one dollar and
two dollars for a half-hour show.

“However, things were brighten-
ing,” he has said. “I was hired by
the CBC to do 13 shows at the
phenomenal rate of $3.00 for 15
minutes.”

A brief holiday in Hollywood in
1939, staying with his aunt, led to
no film contracts, and he returned
to Vancouver’s station CJOR as an
announcer, with acting jobs on the
side. Among those acting jobs were
some with Andrew Allan with
whom later Drainie was to do so
much famous work.

In 1941 he joined CBC as an-
nouncer and sound effects man, the
following spring he married actress
Claire Murray, and in 1943 he
went to Toronto, first as a CBC

the future of Germany is bound to
be discussed. Even if Germany
were not even mentioned at the
Conference table, it would still
necessarily form the background
of talks because it is on the prob-
lem of a German settlement to
liquidate the Second World War
that some of the main conflicts be-
tween the Western World and the
Soviet bloc have developed. With
this in mind on the eve of the Con-
ference, Venture this Sunday after-
noon on CBC radio presents a
composite study of the German
nation and its problems as they
look to a hand-picked group of ex-
perts. This is just one of the many
CBC radio and television programs
this week giving special reports
and background information about
the Summit Conference, in addi-
tion to news and views on all the
major news broadcasts in both
media.

The Venture feature was re-
corded in Cologne through a
hookup with Bonn, the federal
capital, and Hamburg, one of West
Germany’s principal press centres
and her main port and window on
the outside world. The contribu-
tion from Bonn was recorded in a
studio in the Bundeshaus, the West

German Federal Parliament. Cast
in the form of a 90-minute discus-
sion (the program has been ex-
tended a half-hour for this occa-
sion), Venture makes a searching
study of selected, vital aspects of
contemporary German life and
problems as they affect both the
Germans and the rest of us. Sub-
jects include the psychological
condition of the German people at
this moment; the state of German
democracy; the flourishing econ-
omy and the question of its sound-
ness; anti-semitism; an examination
of the charges of reviving mili-
tarism; reunification; and Berlin it-
self. A great deal of ground is
covered in a free-wheeling but
coherent debate.

CANADA has more than 3,000,-
000 citizens between the ages

of 13 and 19. They are not what
their fathers were at that age.

This criticism may mean that
today’s teenager lacks initiative,
lacks drive, lacks any desire for
anything except the pensions and
health plans of a comfortable job
with a large organization. It may
also mean that today’s teenagers
are a bunch of ill-mannered and
undisciplined delinquents, con-
stantly seeking trouble and excite-
ment.

The two blanket criticisms are
contradictory. But this does not
prevent adults making both in the
same breath.

Other people, accepting that
teenagers have in fact become a
new social class, ask Why? without
necessarily applying any moral
judgments. Marshall McLuhan, pro-

fessor of English at the University
of Toronto, suggests such an an-
swer on The Teenager, a thirty
minute documentary, sometimes
funny, often serious, and occasion-
ally alarming, on the CBC-TV pro-
gram Explorations this Wednesday.

Producer Daryl Duke wrote the
script. “Marshall McLuhan, pro-
gram organizer Eric Koch, and I
spent hours discussing this whole
question,” says Duke. “This is just
a fragment, meant to stimulate
some ideas.”

Central concept of McLuhan’s
answers lies in the nature of the

new electronic society in which
young people are now growing up.
Just as the invention of movable
type revolutionized the medieval
world, producing a mass of people
with new values, new habits, even
new ways of thinking, so elec-
tronics are bringing their own im-
mense changes.

“I think the best distinction
might be found in the phrases
‘with it,’ meaning we’ve under-
stood completely,” says McLuhan,
when talking to Alan Millar, host
with John O’Leary of The Teen-
ager. “In the older book or print
culture people weren’t with it, they
were away from it, by themselves
with their own point of view . . .

Electronics has made the world
like a continuously sounding tribal
drum where everybody gets the
message all the time. A princess
gets married in England and boom
boom boom go the tribal drums
and we hear all about it; an earth-
quake in Africa, a Hollywood film-
star gets drunk . . . away go the
drums again. I use the word ‘tri-
bal’; it is probably the keyword in
this half-hour.”

We are all affected by this tend-
ency to turn away from the indi-
vidual to the group, to the tribe,
McLuhan suggests. But the teen-
ager, brought up in a period when
television and radio and record
players and tape recorders are be-

coining as influential as books, at
least in his informal education, is
moulded more than his elders. The
effect is more startling.

Watching rehearsals of The
Teenager, it struck us that, quite
apart from its content, the struc-
ture of the program illustrated an
important thesis of McLuhan.

To take but one example, with
a flip of a controlroom switch, the
producer can take the viewer from
a 1960 appliance store full of elec-
tronic gadgets, to a couple court-
ing in a 19th century garden full
of roses, to a modem apartment
very much full of a Brigitte-Bar-
dot—like teenager.

“I wonder what it really means,”
asks Millar, “to be able to flick a
switch and to bring in any part of
the world, or to see the personal
relationships of mankind acted out
before us.”

The Teenager uses dramatized
sketches in realistic settings, docu-
mentary techniques, straight dis-
cussions, sound effects and pic-
tures, film and artwork to make its
points. And so vivid are all these
techniques we need only describe
a character as “Bardot-like” and
the whole western world under the
age of 75 knows what we mean.

McLuhan stood beside us watch-
ing some youngsters jiving. “You
know,” he said, “I’ve been lectur-
ing on these matters for years. I
don’t expect viewers to get these
points solely from this half hour
program. But this script of Duke’s
—in some ways it’s way ahead of
many sociologists.” He walked
from the modern apartment through
the appliance store and sat down
in the 19th century garden.

The teenagers went on with their
tribal dance to the tribal music of
rock ’n’ roll. A pretty teenager
standing alongside us, clicking her
fingers, grinned a friendly grin and
asked, “Do you dance?”

We looked at the rock ’n’ rollers,
shook our head, and said that we-
didn’t dance, thanks; we just
waltzed. Then we tottered off to
write our story.

Actor From
Saskatchewan

Scott Petees returns from

WHEN he strolled into the CBC
Times office the other day,

the first thing we noticed about
Scott Peters was that he had the
deepest tan we have seen north of
the 49th since September, a casual
manner but a direct look, and he
called us “ma’am.”

And Sun-
day night on G.M. Presents he
plays his first CBC-TV role in
Substitute Soldier, an original tele-
play by Montreal writer John
Whelan. It unearths a little-known
facet of the American Civil War—-
the fact that Canadians were hired
to fight in the Northern army.

We were anxious to know how
this particular Canadian drifted
south, and whether it was much of
a fight to break through the Holly-
wood phalanx.

down there in December and
January so I head for home.” Does
he like Hollywood?

Four’s Company
Returns May 14
Producer John Reeves promises

no “gimmicks” in Toronto
Drama Quartet series

WE have just been talking to
radio producer John Reeves,

who tells us that the drama quar-
tet he formed last spring with such
success for the warm-weather
series Four’s Company is getting
ready to present more off-beat
dramatic entertainment, starting
Saturday, May 14, on CBC radio.
Reeves is lining up an exciting pot-
pourri of material that will often
be amusing, sometimes serioils,
but he hopes never stuffy.
Some of it you would probably
never hear on any other radio pro-
gram.

This year the group will be a
genuine drama quartet. Last year,
Mavor Moore acted as host, and
the quartet was really a trio, but
this season Moore will be heard
regularly as part of the acting
quartet, alonlg with John Drainie,
Diana Maddox, and Ruth Spring-
ford. Reeves will introduce each
program himself. There will be no
background music, sound effects
or other microphone gimmicks
Reeves calls them “cliches.” In-
stead, he says, they will concen-
trate entirely on interpreting the
words of the text. The result, he
hopes, will be like “a good con-
versation, a sharing of books.”

The series begins May 14 with
something that will probably touch
and shock you with its tale of grim
injustice, the more so because of
the straightforward way it is pre-
sented. It is a documentary pre-
pared from a most controversial
book, Naught For Your Comfort,
by Father Trevor Huddleston.
C.R., one of the world’s most
ardent opponents of racial segrega-

tion. The main part of the reading
will be by a guest, Dr. Charles
Fielding, Dean of Divinity at Trin-
ity College, University of Toronto,
with the drama quartet assisting in
the dramatized portions of the
script. (See Late Notes, page 4,
for details).

The May 21 program will pre-
sent Mavor Moore’s adaptation of
Aldous Huxley’s Brave New World.
On May 28 Evelyn Waugh’s
The Loved One, adapted by Alan
King. Later in the series there will
be an examination of the Spanish
Civil War, with particular refer-
ence to its effect on writers, pre-
pared by Dr. Alan Wilson, of the
department of history at Acadia
University. Actor Barry Morse is
putting together what promises to
be a highly entertaining study of
the Olympic Games, apropos of
the Olympics being held in Rome
in August. Although Morse is not
active in athletics himself, he has
always been intensely interested in
them. He has a brother who is

MUSIC OH RADIO
by Boyd Neel

THE New York Philharmonic
concert Saturday (May 14) in-

cludes Acts 111 and IV of Four
Saints in Three Acts, the famous
opera by Gertrude Stein and Vir-
gil Thomson. That this is no ordi-
nary opera can be gathered from
the fact that Miss Stein described
it as “an opera to be sung.” Just
what other sort of operas there are,
nobody knows, but evidently she
knew. It was first given in concert
form at Ann Arbor in 1933 and it
had the first stage performance at
Hartford, Connecticut, the follow-
ing year by the Society of Friends
and Enemies of Modern Music. It
has been heard quite a few times
during the last 25 years.

The text has little meaning and
has been described as “partly
evocative, partly satirical.” Virgil
Thomson has told us that “the lack
of expected dissonance is the most
striking characteristic of the score.”
This idea of making the expected
the unexpected is, as far as I know,
quite original. The composer de-
cided on a negro cast because of
their wonderful diction and be-
cause of their natural approach to
religious subjects, but he has noted
in the score that “this precedent
need not be considered binding.”

On Saturday we shall hear only
Acts 111 and IV. Act II is headed
“Saint Ignatius and one of two
literally,” and the scene is a garden
in a monastery on the sea coast.
It is in this Act that the well
known aria Pigeons on the Grass,
Alas occurs and also an off-stage
chorus singing the words: “Let
Lucy Lily Lily Lucy Lucy let Lucy
Lucy Lily Lily Lily Lily Lily let
Lily Lucy Lucy let Lily. Let Lucy
Lily.” Act IV has the sub-title
“The sisters and saints reassembled
and re-enacting why they went

operative that we got through
without any large headaches.”

Peters passed across a pamphlet
publicizing the film and we saw
that it had won the top award for
1960 by the National Committee
on Films for Safety in Chicago, as
“the finest documentary to be pro-
duced in Canada in recent years,”
and then Peters told us he had just
received word that it had won the
Chris Award at the Ohio Institute.
Already the film has been shown
to over 2,000 groups in Canada,
and while he is up here Peters is
making public appearances with
it. “But the nicest part of it all,
ma’am,” he said, “is the fact that
a New England mother was able
to save her child from drowning
because she had seen the film.”

well-known English long-distance
runner, and Barry used to cycle
beside him on some of his training
runs, feeding him glucose and tim-
ing his speed.

Funnybone ticklers include John
Bethune’s adaptation of The Edu-
cation of Hyman Caplan by L. Q.
Rose, the amusing account of an
American immigrant who attends
night school, has a wonderful
philosophy of life, but never man-
ages to get anywhere. Diana Mad-
dox has dramatized Through the
Looking Glass, and if you have not
looked at your dog-eared copy
since nursery days; now is the time
to sample it again, and this time
really enjoy its satire. “This,” says
Reeves, “will be a real virtuoso
showpiece, because there will be
no guests on the program. All the
voices will be done by quartet.”

Somebody has asked what is the

exact definition of “sacred” music.
I am afraid I haven’t the slightest
idea. I would say that, to musicians,
all great music was sacred, but I
have looked at the programs of
some so-called sacred concerts
and I see very little there which
any musician would regard as such.
ine Oxford Dictionary tells us

.c J .that the meaning or sacred is:

“Esteemed especially dear or ac-
ceptable to a deity” and I cannot
imagine something like Gounod’s
“Nazareth” being especially dear to
any deity, nor to any musician, for
that matter.

If sacred music means music to
do with Biblical subjects, then we
must include such works as Saint-
Saens’ Samson and Delilah, with
its voluptuous love scenes, Wal-
ton’s Belshazzaz’s Feast, with its
wildly pagan choruses, Verdi’s
Nabucco, and Strauss’ Salome,
which was at one time banned
from the stage by the censor, so I
don’t think that gets us very far.

Yet, I have seen music at con-
certs and in catalogues described
as “sacred” music, so somebody
evidently has a fixed idea as to
what it should be.

This subject occurred to me be-
cause I should say that Four Saints
in Three Acts might be considered
“sacred,” dealing as it does with a
religious subject, but I am quite
certain that it would not be con-
sidered as such by the purveyors
of so-called “sacred” music. Could
we get a definition? Any sugges-
tions?

rope, Norman DePoe in Canada,
Michael Maclear in Africa. Their
reports on film and direct by TV
microwave and radio lines gave
Canadian viewers and listeners a
vivid, fast-moving account of the
world-shaping events a s seen
through the eyes of Canadian
newsmen for Canadians.

Plans have been made to con-
tinue this intensive coverage of
what is probably the most im-
portant story since World War II
at the Summit meetings in Paris.
LaChance and Gordon will be on
hand to report for CBC’s English
television and radio news and
other programs. O’Leary will be
there for the French network.

Television camera crews will be
on hand; radio lines will be booked
from Paris to Montreal and To-
ronto for immediate coverage from
the conference scene. Much of the
television news coverage on film
will be sped across the Atlantic by
jet aircraft to provide Canadians
with visual coverage in a matter of
hours. Even faster TV news cover-
age will be provided on occasion
by the use of the “slow scan”
method of transmitting TV film
across the Atlantic by cable. This
can bring TV newsfilm across the
ocean to Canada within minutes of
the actual event.

Same-day coverage in daily TV
newscasts will be augmented by
reporting in greater depth on
Newsmagazine, the Sunday TV
news program, and in special news
programs which will be scheduled
as necessary. The first such special
program is already being arranged,
with Douglas LaChance doing a
report on the current situation in
Berlin and Germany. This special
will be televised to the CBC net-
work immediately following the
regular Newsmagazine program on
May 15, the day before the open-
ing of the Summit meeting.

CBC Radio News will have re-
ports direct from Paris throughout
the day and evening. Enlarged
coverage will be provided by Radio
News specials as Summit develop-
ments warrant.

Similar Summit coverage will
be supplied to the CBC French
networks.

No agenda has been made pub-
lic for the Summit Conference.
Nor has it been announced how
long the meetings may last. Ex-
perts are suggesting at least a
week.

Observers agree that Berlin and
the whole problem of the future
of Germany could be high on the
agenda. World disarmament and
an end to the testing of nuclear
bombs are also expected to oc-
cupy much of the time at the con-
ference table. From there, they
could move to a discussion of a
code for East-West co-existence,
co-operative economic aid to the
under-developed countries of the
world, and other items vital to
world peace.

In any event, there is no doubt
that Paris in the Spring of 1960
will be very much more than
flowers, sunshine and sidewalk
cafes, for the world leaders and
the tremendous corps of newsmen,
without whom no Summit Confer-
ence is complete.

Time was when the director of an
orchestra was a pianist, an organist,

a violinist; a composer with a club
which he banged on the floor, and I
can myself remember, in an important

south-European capital, a man
who helped the conductor at

the royal opera house by striking up
on a wooden clapper the moment
the chorus began, and going on

all the time they were singing. The
silent conductor came in in the

early nineteenth century, and seems
to be a fixture for present.—Sir Adrian
