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Skipper of the
Prairie Schooner

Richard Seaborn, conductor of
the CBC’s Prairie Schooner series,
lives today in the house at 594
Arlington Street, Winnipeg, in
which he was born; and this un-
broken sojourn may be in a sense
symbolic of his long, steady, and
industrious career as a musician.

Dick played Mozart’s difficult D
Major Violin Concerto in public
recital at the age of ten. He won
the open violin competition at the
Manitoba Musical Festival and the
Gold Medal of the Toronto Con-
servatory in 1926-27. As events
proved, music was to remain the
central motif of his life, but other
plans and purposes stirred him in
his student years, and he did not
settle down to his main vocation
at once.

After graduation (8.A.) at the
University of Alberta, he spent two
and a half years studying theology
with the definite intention of enter-
ing the ministry. But he could not
leave the violin alone, and his
technique advanced with such
rapidity and brilliance that it car-
ried all before it. Hearing him play
the famous Paganini Concerto in
D in Edmonton in 1932, Harold
Samuel, celebrated pianist, pre-
dicted an outstanding career for
him.

Sometime later during his studies,
Dick happened by chance to meet
Jacques Thibaud, eminent concert
violinist, and was asked to play for
him. That settled all doubts. Thi-
baud recommended that he should
go to New York and study there
with Louis Persinger at the Juil-
liard School of Music. Feeling that
he was not yet ready for this, Dick
went instead to Calgary to con-
tinue work with a pupil of the
famous Leopold Auer Gregori
Garbovitsky, who was then per-
manent conductor of the Calgary
Symphony Orchestra. But before a
year was out he had put all doubts
behind him, and was on his way
to New York. He spent four years
at the Juilliard, studying violin
with Persinger and conducting with
Hans Letz.

As concertmaster of the Winni-
peg Symphony Orchestra, and
formerly of the Calgary Symphony
(at the age of 17), as performer
and conductor in many CBC pro-
grams ( Classical Strings, Prairie
Schooner, CBC Concert Orchestra,
etc.), Dick has remained since his
return from New York at the fore-
front of western Canadian music.
Yet mid-course in a busy profes-
sional career, he has never aban-
doned his studies. Only two years
ago he took his Bachelor of Music
degree at the University of Chi-
cago. For the past eleven years he
has been assistant conductor as
well as concertmaster of the Win-
nipeg Symphony.

One new interest has attracted
Dick recently. In June, 1958, he
was elected to the Manitoba Legis-
lature for his home constituency,
and during sessions of the house
he has pressed quietly, but per-
sistently, for government attention
to the cultural needs of the com-
munity. A provincial grant to the
Winnipeg Symphony Orchestra has
been one of the results of his
efforts, but he has not confined his
advocacy to music. Art, literature,
museum antiquities, and many
other things of cultural importance,
have found in him an equally
strong advocate. He wants a proper
cultural centre built in Winnipeg,
and has no hesitancy in speaking
out for it.

A warm supporter of national
radio and television, Dick feels that

The Strange Story of The Queen’s Plate
(Details on other Royal Visit broadcasts this week—page 5)

On June 30, Her Majesty, Queen Elizabeth,
will attend the 100th running of the Queen’s
Plate at the New Woodbine Race Track in
Toronto. This is the oldest stake race run con-
tinuously in North America. Queen Victoria
donated the first purse in 1860. A horse named
Don Juan won it over a mile and a-half.

The stakes have risen since then and the dis-
tance shrunk. Today a winning horse will pick
up $50,000 (plus the Queen’s 50 guineas) for
racing over a mile and one-quarter. Neverthe-
less, the 50 guineas are obviously of more attrac-
tion to most owners than the $50,000. One man,
for instance, paid a reported $30,000 for a prom-
ising horse to win the Plate. Another recent
winner failed to win the Plate with 23 horses
before succeeding; and at that time, breeding
and training a horse for the Plate might cost
around $lO,OOO. There are better ways of making
money than this.

The Queen’s Plate is limited to Canadian-bom
three-year-olds. Decision to enter a horse for the
Plate must be made before its first birthday,

two-and-a-half years before the actual race. All
horses have their official birthday on the same
day, January 1, regardless of their actual birth
date). A $5O fee on its second official birthday,
another $lOO on May 1, the year of the race, and
a final $5OO on the eve of the race complete the
long process. At any stage a horse may be in-
jured or fail to show form; but if the owner
withdraws, any money he has paid (including
the $500) is forfeit.

Although local and Royal Household records
indicate the Queen’s Plate started in 1860,
rumours persist that its history goes even further
back. Encyclopedia Canadiana, for instance, re-
ports that the Plate was “originally endowed by
King William IV in 1836.” Perhaps the reference
here is to a Quebec race which apparently was
abandoned years ago.

Then again, back in 1909 a Mr. E. King Dodds
published a book called Canadian Turf Recollec-
tions in which he looked back over 40 years of
racing. He quotes a program of the Newcastle
Turf Club of (Please turn to page 5)

CBC radio and TV cover three
major events of the Royal Tour
live this week while radio carries
a fourth and fifth. The events are:

Sunday (radio only): Church
Service from Kingston.

Tuesday: 100th running of the
Queen’s Plate at New Woodbine.

Wednesday: Address to the Na-
tion from Ottawa.

Wednesday: Unveiling of the
Commonwealth Air Forces mem-
orial.

CBC technicians will be taking
special precautions during Her
Majesty’s address to the Nation on
Dominion Day. As with the very
successful 1957 broadcast, a com-
plete set of spare cameras, micro-
phones and lines will be standing
by, ready for use in the event of
technical difficulties.

To cover the Queen’s Plate,
producer George Retzlaff will have
eight cameras including one on a
hydraulic lift at the starting gate
to get a birdseye view of the
Queen going round the track and
of the start of the race. When the
Queen arrives at the track CBC
cameras will record the event on
videotape. An hour later, the ac-
tual program will open live, at
the track, and then in a few min-
utes go to the video tape to show
the arrival of 60 minutes earlier.

After about 25 minutes the
cameras will return, live, to Wood-
bine and show the Royal Party in
the paddock area meeting owners
and jockeys as the horses parade.
The Plate starts about 15 minutes
later. After the race, cameras will
show the Queen making the pres-
entation to the winner, and stay
until the Queen leaves.

June, 1841. It advertises “The
Queen’s Plate of £- 25”—three-
year-olds to carry 9 stone 7 pounds
and on up to six years and aged to
carry 11 stone 7 pounds. “Gentle-
man riders. Entrance, £.5. (Signed)
A. G. Allan, Secretary.” This,
presumably, was a Queen’s Plate
the Queen never heard about.

It was, we hope, one of these
unofficial Plates which Mr. Dodds
describes; “I once saw a Queen’s
Plate awarded to a horse when to
allow him to win it was necessary
to pull another horse all over the
track . . . with the pulling and
yanking done all down the
stretch. . . .”

Mr. Dodds also tells of a trainer
of the time who just would not
allow his horses to be pulled. His
honesty did not perturb the gambl-
ing element. They bet on his horses
and pulled all the other contestants
in the race. When he entered a

slow horse, the race apparently,
came down to a jog.

A desire to clean up such situa-
tions led to the founding of the
Ontario Jockey Club at Woodbine.
An innkeeper and sportsman named
Duggan originally owned this
property. About 1874 two men
called Pardee and Howell acquired
half of the property and built an
inn and a harness racing track.

Unfortunately, the patrons were
a pretty rough bunch; fortunately
the inn burnt down and the track
went broke. Messrs. Pardee and
Howell disappeared, and the prop-
erty reverted to Mr. Duggan. In
June, 1881, at Mr. Duggan’s sug-
gestion, a group of interested
people decided to form the On-
tario Jockey Club and race at
Woodbine. The club flourished,
and in 1884 Queen Victoria stipu-
lated that the Queen’s Plate should
be held there permanently. (Pre-
viously, it had wandered round
Ontario, with its first four years at
the Carlton Course of the Toronto
Turf Club).

Down through the years the
Plate has caused immense excite-
ment among racing fans, and some
controversy. Mr. Dodds, for in-
stance, back in 1909 recalled the
1873 Plate, won by a horse named
Mignonette. “Some miserable
kicker” (recalls Mr. Dodds in his
usual vigorous style) started a
whispering campaign that Mignon-
ette was foreign bred and hence
should be disallowed the Plate.
The owner, a Mr. Pringle, stopped
this nonsense by offering his oath
and a thousand-dollar bet that his
horse was a true Canadian.

(One last irrelevant quote from
Mr. Dodds’ Recollections: “I do
not mean to imply that the latter
class of vehicle—automobiles—has
not its uses, but I do unhesitatingly
declare that any vehicle that costs
$l,OOO a year to keep in repair
and for supplies is not an article
that will ever replace the horse in
public favour”).

After this example, it is danger-
ous to make predictions. But it
seems likely that no other race in
Canada will replace the Queen’s
Plate in the favour both of owners
and of the racing public.

Twenty years ago this Sunday a
frightened little Maritime school-
marm wearing a large, eye-catch-
ing hat stepped up to a CBC
microphone in Toronto, and in a
friendly voice proceeded to charm
the first of the thousands of young
listeners who were to fall under
the spell of her stories of make-
believe.

Now, well over two thousand
scripts and several dozen hats
later, Mary Grannan is opening up
the world of fantasy for the chil-
dren—and even grandchildren—of
of some of her original listeners.
Just thinking about her tremendous
output of scripts over the years is
enough to make most writers ran
screaming from the room, but
Mary takes it all in her stride. “I
rarely repeat a script,” she told a
CBC Times reporter. “It’s a bit of
a challenge to me; Td hate to think
I was drying up!” There’s small
chance of that. If there’s an adven-
turesome flea-about-town or enter-
taining bee, mouse, chipmunk, dog,
cat, elf or goblin who hasn’t made
the acquaintance of Miss Grannan,
he must live in a part of the world
exceedingly remote. But chances
are she’ll get around to him soon.

We asked her if she followed a
strict writing routine. She raised
expressive eyebrows. “I most cer-
tainly do. I line up each of my
scripts at night after I get into bed
—sort it out in my mind; and then
I get up very early the next morn-
ing, six or sevenish, and put it
down on paper in my apartment.
In the afternoon I go over to my
office in the CBC Radio Building
and edit it, catch up on my letters
from listeners, etc., and that’s my
day.

Where do all those fantastic
ideas of hers come from? “Well,

children to entertain children.

In describing the fall schedule
and giving the reasons for drop-
ping Howdy Doody, Dr. Frederick
Rainsberry, supervisor of children’s
programs, said:

“We have brought back several
programs that have been very suc-
cessful in the past. It is our policy
to get producers to build upon
what they have already done suc-
cessfully. We have also introduced
new, creative, entertaining and
educational programs. We have
now developed sufficient Canadian
talent to build a schedule of our
own. This is one of the reasons why
we have dropped Howdy Doody.

“This is no discredit to the
people who have played in it or
worked on it in other ways. It was
originally an American idea and
was made to be a commercial pro-
gram.

“We now feel we will have
greater freedom for creativity and
imagination in using the time, pre-
viously occupied three days a
week by Howdy Doody, to give us
a broader basis for program de-
velopment. We intend to use those
who have served Howdy Doody in
other creative ways.”

Two new live half-hour drama
series, one from Toronto and the
other from Vancouver, will prob-
ably have children playing leading
roles. A showcase of young talent
will be a new feature of Junior
Magazine and children will partici-
pate in a number of other programs.

“We have planned the schedule
to meet the wide and varied tastes
of children in all age groups,” said
Dr. Rainsberry. “We are trying to
build a truly national network
schedule with contributions from
all parts of Canada for young
Canadians.”

The hour given to live children’s
television programs on weekdays
will be split in two. The first half
hour will be mainly of interest to
four- to eight-year-old youngsters

Johnny Holmes
Back on CBC

Johnny Holmes, whose dance
band was the idol of young Mon-
trealers during the 1940’s and the
spawning ground for such top
musicians as Oscar Peterson, May-
nard Ferguson, Art Morrow and
Ted Elfstrom, is back in business.

visited the CBC Montreal studios
recently to hear Art Morrow’s band
on Meet Mr. Morrow.

“The most important thing to
me is to have a relaxed sound,”
Johnny says. He wants a good
beat, a mellow band that is pleas-
ant to the ear. He shuns rock ‘n’
roll.

these media have been the strong-
est unifying forces in Canada in
recent years.

“They link us from coast to
coast,” he says, “and the chain
they make is genuinely a cultural
one. Without the CBC we could
not have our symphony orchestra
in Winnipeg. Many cities in the
United States twice our size have
no comparable cultural develop-
ment.”

Though essentially a virtuoso,
Dick likes conducting, and sees the
conductor primarily as an inter-
preter of the composer’s work.
Having played under many of the
world’s leading conductors, he has
noticed how compositions may be
vastly changed by the personality
of the man conducting them, al-
though the musical page may re-
main the same. Sir John Barbirolli
is the leader to whom he pays
greatest tribute.

in black. When the street car
passes away some people feel the
way others have felt when a faith-
ful old horse died.

Trolley buses are more efficient;
they’re faster quieter, they pull up
to the curb to load. I’m quite satis-
fied to have them—and at the same
time to keep that nostalgic affec-
tion for the street cars.

When we were small, taxis were
something to be used at weddings
and funerals. Calling a taxi at any
other time was simply wild extrava-
gance. When our relatives came in
from the country to visit us, loaded
with luggage, all available mem-
bers of the family were at the sta-
tion to meet them, to stagger to
the street car with the luggage. 1
can still see the old street cars
merrily loaded with half a dozen
cousins, their “grips,” and many

large brown paper parcels. At
bonspiel time, after the year of a
good crop, we could just about fill
half a street car with relatives and
their belongings.

The earliest street cars I remem-
ber were two-man cars, each with
a motorman and a conductor. They
had long seats facing each other,
covered in green plush dusty
green plush. They weren’t as good
for eavesdropping as the buses
with two rows of double seats, but
they were excellent for staring at
the people on the opposite seat.

One of our cousins had de-
veloped a technique of staring.
None of us had much money, but
she and her husband may have
been a little more hard up than the
rest of us. She had a very shabby
muff she used to carry during a
cold winter, but she hated it as a
woman can only hate a piece of
clothing that is useful but ugly.
She was sensitive about it. When
she went out she felt everyone was
looking at that ratty old muff. On
the street car it was bad because
there were people sitting opposite
who had nothing to do but stare
at her muff. So she said, “When-
ever I see anybody looking at my
muff I just start looking at their
feet. I look hard at their feet, and
sometimes I pretend Tm trying not
to laugh. After a while they begin
to shuffle their feet and I know
they’re wondering what’s the mat-
ter with them.” She knew some-
thing about psychology even if she
did have a ratty old muff.

In the hot summer in Winnipeg
the street car company used to put
on a few open cars, enclosed not
by wooden walls, but only by rails,
so that the breezes blew delight-
fully through them. When the
blazing hot days of summer arrived
we took excursions in the open cars
to the end of the line and back. No
wind in the palms in a tropic para-
dise ever stirred more deliciously

A New Quiz Who Knows?
A new TV panel show called

WJio Knows? starts on the CBC
network this Friday (July 3).
Moderator James Bannerman will
present an object—anything from
a Chinese musical instrument to a
South American backscratcher—to
a panel of scientists who must
then say what it is.

Regular panelists will be Walter
Kenyon, anthropologist, and John
Lunn, archeologist, both of the
Royal Ontario Museum. First
guest will be William Mayer-Oakes
of the University of Toronto.

The combination of science and
the “Voice of Wednesday Night’s”
James Bannerman, has led some
people to think Who Knotcs? will
be a highbrow show. Producer
Vincent Tovell disagrees strongly.
“It will be about as highbrow as
a n Agatha Christie detective
yarn,” he says.

The comparison is apt. Previous
experiments with this format on
CBC Toronto’s Tabloid (under the
title What in the World?) showed
how detectives and anthropologists
have similar lines of reasoning.

On one occasion Tabloid pre-
sented the panel with a stick,
broken at one end and pointed at
the other. Within minutes the

panel correctly identified the stick
as being part of a fishtrap built by
the Huron Indians and mentioned
by Champlain in his diary.

The deduction took four steps.
(l)The kind of wood showed the
stick was North American. (2) A
ring just above the point separat-
ing different colourations sug-
gested the stick had been in water
with the point protected, presum-
ably by being stuck in mud. (3)
This suggested to the panel a fish-
trap of the kind Huron Indians
used to make. These were widely
used after the white man brought
metal tools to North America. The
only known fishtrap built prior to
the white man was mentioned by
Champlain in his diary. (4) The
axe marks that sharpened the
point of the Tabloid stick were,
to the expert eye, obviously made
not by metal but by a stone axe.
Therefore, the stick probably came
from Champlain’s fishtrap.

The panels are not always so
sharp. On one occasion the mem-
bers turned a Roman meathook
into a backscratcher. “We’ll be
trying to catch the panel members
out by using objects which look
like something else and even by

Harpsichord Music
• I want to express my apprecia-

tion for the airing of Bach’s Chromatic
Fantasy and Fugue in D as played by
Fr. Clayton Barclay recently. This
was a completely new insight into
this tremendous work. Our antiquated
text-books all tell us that the harpsi-
chord was a feeble instrument with
no sustaining power. This perform-
ance certainly gives the lie to the
books! After hearing the broadcast I
wonder what ever made people of the
19th century lose all interest in this
fascinating instrument. I should like
to know why we don’t hear more of
this kind of music. It seems to me
that Bach’s keyboard works are sadly
neglected. It would be of great help
to students of these works to hear
what they sound like on the instru-
ment for which they were written. I
have taught music for many years
and it has been my experience that
students who have difficulty with
Bach change their attitude after hear-
ing his music played on the harpsi-
chord. There must be 50 other good
composers whose music is never
heard simply because most pianists
don’t know what to do with them on
the piano. We hear so much of the
standard works of Beethoven, Chopin,
Schuman, Schubert, etc. Why don’t
you give us a relief with some of the
delightful music of Handel, Tele-
mann, Rameau, Couperin, Scarlatti,
Frescobaldi, Gabrieli, Byrd, Gibbons,
Froberger, Sweelinck ... to mention
only a few whose music is by no
means tame or dull as some may
think?—M. J. H., Winnipeg.

Harpsichord music is being heard
with increasing regularity on CBC
radio, played by Hugh MacLean in
Vancouver, Fr.

MUSIC ON RADIO
By Chester Duncan, Winnipeg

musician, teacher and critic

The particular Hell reserved
for music critics, I imagine, must
be the endless performances of
pieces that audiences love not
wisely but too well, or of pieces
that are so good they become
übiquitous, not to say iniquitous.
Needless to say such a sticky end
is hardly the fault of the composer,
who has built his own abode of
the blessed and who is now, we
hope, occupying it. It is no one’s
fault really, but merely the result
of the fact that adults, like chil-
dren, want to hear what they like
again and again, until familiarity
itself becomes a friend in a world
full of dangerous and unfamiliar
things. But in the midst of these
extra-musical enjoyments or disas-
ters one thing remains—the work
itself, unspoiled, brilliant, outlast-
ing us all.

Take the Mendelssohn Violin
Concerto for example, to be per-
formed by Howard Leyton-Brown
in the program by the CBC Sym-
phony on Sunday night. All the
things that one might write about
it after years of intrusive repeti-
tion and fading hope, all the bright
or learned things that would seek
to revive one’s dead taste—are as
nothing to a new listener. It is he
whom the critics forget about, the
one who is coming new this week
to Mendelssohn, to Beethoven, to
Brahms, with the joy and strength
of the stranger. I like to think of
these encounters, as the music of
the week, some of it apparently
so hackneyed, makes itself heard.
If there are enough of them the
music will truly live, and in them,
vicariously, the critic will find his
hope of seizing upon that which
is imperishable, and, incidentally,
of avoiding that Hell of the pain
of extension. If he listens with the

good ears of the young enthusiast,
he will hear the ever-young Men-
delssohn of this concerto, with the
clean, effortless flight of the first
movement, the pure Victorian ten-
derness of the Andante, and the
midsummer magic of the Finale.

Beethoven’s music also, at times,
has to deal with the peculiarly
modern circumstance of the jaded
ear. However, in his case there is
so much good music that some of
it is always turning up as compara-
tively fresh, even though the idiom
is easily recognizable. The Second
Symphony in D (to be played this
Sunday in the Winnipeg Summer
Concert) is an example of the
freshly old. Nobody is going to
claim that it is as “great” a work
as the Third, the Fifth, the
Seventh, or the Ninth, but con-
stant listeners are going to bless
this unpretentious number i n
which Beethoven, still working

with ingenuity and energetic skill
the Haydn-Mozart plot, turns up
some extraordinarily rich humus.
It is more proper to think of it as
buried treasure, I suppose, be-
cause, as is often the case with
this composer, you often wonder
how anything could come out of
the bare, even at times stony,
ground of his initial materials.
Yet, by a kind of dogged persist-
ence, the composer settles to the
task, and before one knows it, the
shape and beauty of a Beethoven
discovery has appeared. One has
to have a little time for Beethoven
because, unlike flashier writers, he
never gives it all away at the be-
ginning. However, from the very
beginning the music has plenty of
vitamins there’s never any “at-
mospheric” lolling about—and soon
the brilliant and subtle decoration
is making all the details shine. On
the whole this Second Symphony
is a serene and happy work, with
an undeniably pastoral character,
but this serenity and bubbling
happiness seem merely the natural
result of good construction, which
is quite enough to make anyone
happy, poets and architects tell
me, without introducing “philo-
sophy” where no one asked for it.

At the other extreme from the
case I first mentioned (the music
that is falsified by repetition) is
a program of piano music played
by Earl Moss, in the Distinguished
Artists period on Monday evening.
I am not familiar with the Sonata
by Herbert Elwell, but, luckily
for this assignment, I have the
other pieces Mr. Moss is playing-
all these by French Canadian com-
posers. They are all printed, a fact
about Canadian music that is al-
ways worth mentioning. The Rondo
by Jean Papineau-Couture was
published in 1951 by BMI, that
perennial champion of Canadian
composers. It is an icily clear and
brilliant exercise, whose rather

slim materials would buckle if not
played in glittering fashion. It has
a cocktail zest not unlike that of
Lennox Berkeley. I first saw Fan-
gois Morel’s Etude de Sonorites
No. 1 in an anthology of Fourteen
Pieces by Canadian Composers,
published by Frederick Harris in
1955. I mention the publisher be-
cause this book offers a very con-
venient assistance to those who
wish to alleviate their ignorance of
Canadian music, a group that in-
cludes many knowledgeably musi-
cal people. The Morel piece is the
most difficult to read in the volume,
being a complicated Debussy-
like experiment in sound and at-
mosphere, but it is very reward-
inp if played correctly on a finely-
tuned piano, a happy circumstance
that is, strangely enough, not al-
ways possible even on the CBC.
The Quadrilha Brasileira, b y
Claude Champagne, was written

in 1942 at the request of the Cana-
dian Ambassador to Brazil, and
first performed in Rio de Janeiro.
It is a very gay number, very
rhythmic, full of brio, yet at a
considerable distance from the
exoticism one might expect. All
these pieces are summer-weight
music, but none the worse for that.

I notice that the Vancouver
Chamber Orchestra, on Thursday,
is playing M. Morel’s Esquisse and
two- other Canadian works, “The
Swallow’s Nest,” from Rocky
Mountain Sketches by Bob Mc-
Mullin, and Two Sketches for
String Orchestra by Sir Ernest
MacMillan. Though all this sounds
engagingly national, it is not the
sort of patriotic push that is, for
one reason or two, more in our
ears this summer. The heroic patri-
otic note is sounded on this pro-
gram by a Pomp and Circumstance
March. I must say that the more
obvious forms of art as bursting
love of country are not attractive
to me, though I think that Rus-
sian music manages that challenge
better than most (RCMP please
note). However, I think most
people would agree that the best
sort of patriotism in music is to
try to recognize the best we have,
read it, practise it, and play it as
often as possible.

The principal thing I’ve gained by
success is the right to work, and that

for an artist, and working in, this
profession, is a very difficult thing to

than did the wind through the
street car. As summer passed there
was a rivalry among the children
on our street . . . “How many rides
have you had on an open car? How
many have you?”

A Regina man I was talking to
the other day remembered a prac-
tical use he and his small buddies
used to make of cars that ran on
rails. At that time, he recalled, the
five cent piece was smaller than it
is now (although considerably
more powerful!), but the movies at
this period charged a dime admis-
sion for children. So he and his
pals used to put their small nickels
on the track and wait for a car to
pass over them and flatten them
out to the size of a dime.

I can remember putting fire-
crackers on street cars—and then
holding my ears so I wouldn’t hear
the lovely racket I had helped to
make.

After a while the one-man car
appeared. Instead of a man at each
end of the car, one to drive and the
other to take tickets and help pas-
sengers with babies and baby car-
riages, there would be only one at
the front. What a lot of head-
shaking this provoked. I remember
my father stating pontificially, “One
man can’t drive a car, take the fares
and look after his passengers.”
Some predicted that all kinds of
loose-living characters would be
sneaking on the street cars without
paying their fares and that women
with babies and baby carriages
would be dragged helplessly for
blocks because the motorman had
too much to do to help hoist them
on. Or else the man would be col-
lecting tickets and getting babies,
baby carriages and mothers aboard
while the street car ran beserk. But
progress marched quietly on and I
can remember no run-away street
cars, no fascinating collection of
dead-beats, no families mangled
with their equipment.

So a great many of us know how
those people in Ottawa felt when
they draped a street car in black.
It wasn’t the street car that was

vanishing; it was part of childhood
and youth.

When the street cars give way
to trolley buses the company
usually sells the body of the old
cars. Some of them have turned
into chicken coops, some of them
into hot dog stands, some into
beach cottages. It seems a rather
sad end for them. Rut that’s getting
sentimental, and you can’t get
sentimental about a street car. Or
can you?

using fakes occasionally,” says
Tovell. “Remember the Piltdown
fraud?”

Members of the museum staff
are co-operating in the search for
objects to confound their col-
leagues on the show. And they
certainly have enough objects to
choose from: well over three mil-
lion pieces in the Royal Ontario
Museum and the promise of help
from other Canadian and Ameri-
can institutions.

“The show should get across
some interesting information,” says
Tovell, “but that’s not the main
thing. What we’re after is some
entertaining conversation and the
chance to see some off-the-cuff de-
tective work.”

leaving no stone unturned in their
search for the truth about Canada’s
pioneers and moulders, and what
they were really up to.

Almost everything and every-
body in Canadian history will turn
up in one way or another. Says
Mr. Moore: “You will hear how
the early explorers got lost, how
many of them returned home as
soon as possible, and how the In-
dians handled those who were left.
You will hear how General Wolfe
won Quebec accidentally, and—-
brace yourself the lamentable
story of the cow that led Laura
Secord to safety. Interspersed with
these military and political events
will be landmarks in our cultural
history. The public will for the
first time have the opportunity of
hearing the original (or scrapped)
versions of poems by Pauline
Johnson, Robert W. Service, etc.,
and several recently-discovered
folk songs which show French
Canada in a new light.”

Well, as you can see, Moore and
his bunch of satirists are going all-
out to put you straight about this
big country of ours and how it got
that way. If, at the end of the
program, you have any illusions
left, you’re made of sterner stuff
than the delighted listeners who
wrote to the CBC after they heard
Mr. Moore’s last bit of satire, Old
Moore’s Almanack. It’s been said
that we Canadians take ourselves
too seriously, that we’re a trifle
smug, and—shiver the thought-
even a little stuffy. The Moore
gang is out to kill this rumour for
once and all, and please don’t trip
over the scalps.

imagination and reminiscences of
my own childhood, and there it is!
One thing I make a point of doing
is this ... I always bring my lis-
teners back from the realm of fan-
tasy to reality at the end of each
script. It gives the children a feel-
ing of security. And that reminds
me of one of the nicest fan letters
I ever received. It came from a
little boy in Ottawa, who said:
“Some stories make me dream.
Yours don’t.”

Meeting Mary Grannan for the
first time brings a bit of a shock.
Like most people, this reporter
had pictured her (because of her
very young, gay voice) as some-
one petite, rather shy, and de-
murely attired. Instead, she’s a
fairly tall, well-built, sophisticated-
looking woman who wears ex-
tremely chic gowns, large, beauti-
ful hats, and oversize earrings and
bracelets. She’s the sort of person
who stands out in a crowd. But
don’t let that fool you. Talk to her
for five minutes and you’ll find
that a little girl lives under those
striking hats. A little girl who loves
circuses, the Wild West, the
theatre and folklore; who, in spite
of many years of big-city life and
nation-wide popularity, still has a
wide-eyed interest in small things,
who’s down front every time the
Big Top hits Toronto, watching
the elephants and acrobats with as
much delight as the youngsters
who make up her large and de-
voted following. And therein lies
her charm.

Even away from the microphone
Mary has few equals as a racon-
teur. It’s a pity listeners can’t see
and hear her talking about the
funny people and experiences in
her long career. She could make
the saddest sack dissolve in a sea
of giggles. Originally she wanted
to be an actress, and the stage lost
a great comedienne when she took
up teaching (“It was there so I
got into it”) in her home town,
Fredericton, N.B. On the side she
wrote comedy and commercials for
the local radio station, CFNB, and
in 1939 she got her big break—an
invitation to broadcast regularly

for the CBC from Toronto as Just
Mary. The show is still a Sunday
highlight.

A year later the first Just Mary
book was published by Thomas
Allen, and there have been nine
others. Next came the Maggie
Muggins books (there are now
eight of them), and in 1947 Mary
introduced radio listeners to that
little freckle-faced red-head who
then romped through countless ad-
ventures on CBC Trans-Canada for
seven' years before becoming a
CBC-TV series.

This spring Mary acquired an
American publisher, Pennington
Press, and she was greatly feted
on publicity visits to Chicago and
New York with young Deanne
Taylor, who plays Maggie in the
TV series. But the Grannan claim
to fame isn’t based entirely on
Just Mary and Maggie Muggins.
She has written many other adven-
ture series, mostly for radio, in-
cluding The Land of Supposing,
The Childrens Scrapbook, Jubilee
Road, Karen Discovers America,
The Cotton Sprouts and others.
And she has won several Colum-
bus and Beaver Awards for the
high quality of her work.

Looking back over the highlights
of the last 20 years, Mary said
what she treasures most of all is
her acceptance by the public. It
has never ceased to thrill her
when people speak to her on the
street, write her letters and ’phone
her to tell her how much they en-
joy her shows.
