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WHILE Columbus’ three little
ships were plowing their way

across the Atlantic to unlock the
door of the mysterious New World,
what sort of Old World had they
left behind? On Oct. 12 CBC Wed-
nesday Night takes a look at it with
the help of one of Canada’s ablest
playwrights, Lister Sinclair.

The Renaissance with its excit-
ing new vistas of man’s potentiali-
ties has intrigued Sinclair for a
long time, and he has spent much
of the last eight months exploring
it for this program, which he calls
The Age of Columbus. It was a
giant - sized undertaking, but not
the first large-scale work Sinclair
has done for CBC Wednesday
Night. His others were A Day in
the Life of Dr. Johnson, and The
Age of Elizabeth.

The year 1492 was a marvelous
one in an age of great, many-sided
men with the impulse to the high-
est individual development. Not all
of them were admirable. But they
all made a lasting impression on the
civilization that would soon stretch
its fingers across the Atlantic in the
wake of Columbus. Sinclair will
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Thi MEVffOLUMBUS
bring these people and their “age
of gold” alive for us in a variety of
ways, with dramatizations, music,
and readings from works of the
time.

“People in 1492 were most en-
thusiastic about their own cities,
and quite pleased with themselves,”
he says, so their writing was usually
highly entertaining, and often
amusing and witty. There will be
glimpses of culture at the time,
politics, economics, religion, family
life. “In 1492 the Renaissance was
in full swing in Central Italy,” Sin-
clair says. “The further north you
went the more you drifted back
into the Middle Ages. By the time
you had reached the Netherlands
and England you were away back.”

It was an exciting age because
of three recent inventions that
opened up unlimited mental and
geographical horizons: moveable
type, the mariner’s compass, and
the cannon. In 1492 Ferdinand and
Isabella had completed the recon-
quest of Spain from the Moors by
taking Granada on New Year’s
Day, and had expelled the Jews

SIX ESSAYS BY
EX-COMMUNISTS

After the first of the year Project
'6l will present an important quin-
tet of shows involving the people
who contributed to a book pub-
lished 10 years ago under the title
of The God That Failed. It includes
six essays by distinguished men of
letters who once personally, emo-
tionally and spiritualy embraced
Communism as man's last hope,
and then became completely and
bitterly disillusioned. They are
Arthur Koestler, Andre Gide, Ig-
nazio Siloni, Louis Fischer, Stephen
Spender, and Richard Wright.

With the exception of Gide, who
has died, the others, along with
Richard Crossman who linked their
remarks in the book will be heard
on the program. Excerpts will be
read from their writing when under
Communist influence and from their
essays in The God That Failed
when they had disavowed Com-
munism; then each will reassess
the book in the light of the present.
Program planner Frank Freedman
calls the program "a sort of oral
edition of the book, updated.

"These men have no axe to grind.
But through them we hope to give
the listener a picture of the true
nature of Communism, seen from
both inside and outside, and of
what must be lacking in our society
when men of such stature as these
get so fed up with it that they turn
to Communism."

topsy-turvy world their elders
have provided for them.

Freedman referred to the cur-
rent widespread protest in the
United States by young people
against the kind of society they
have inherited. “They have noth-
ing but contempt for the social
structure they have grown up in.
And they’re not alone. There have
been similar youth demonstrations
in Japan, Turkey, Korea, and other
places.” John Hamilton, who pre-
pared our show on beatniks last
season, will interview four Ameri-
can students who refused to take
loyalty oaths. Indirectly we will
hear from another couple of young
people who refused essay awards
from the American Legion for
patriotism. There will be inter-
views with students at the Univer-
sity of California at Los Angeles
involved with student protests in
connection with un-American ac-
tivities investigations, and one with
Professor Brinnon, the spiritual
leader of a West Coast student
movement. The narrator is to be
Irving Layton of Sir George Wil-
liams University in Montreal, who
sympathizes with youth’s revolt
against what it calls the decadence
of modern society, and who will
make a personal summation of the
situation at the end of the show.

“The central fact which dominates
the horizon of the 1960’s is that it

has now become technically possible
to eliminate poverty and create a

world of plenty by the end of this
century. What is short is not the

physical supply of material resources
in any given country; the real ques-
tion is whether the skills of a society
and its capacity to organize itself for
producing plenty are sufficiently ad-
vanced.”—Andrew Shonfield, Eco-

nomic Editor of “The Observer" on
BBC.

lection of an era by men and
women who have reason to remem-
ber it well ordinary people from
coast to coast, mothers who tried
to feed their families with no in-
comes, doctors who were hardly
ever paid but kept on anyway, the
unemployed, members of the Sal-
vation Army who cared for them—-
as complete a panorama of that
hungry era as possible.

The narrator will be Canadian
novelist Morley Callaghan, who is
identified strongly with the thirties.
At the end of the program he will
contribute his personal recollec-
tions of that period. The program
will move along like a ballad,
reminiscences being interspersed
with sounds of riding the rails,
steamboat whistles, songs of the
soup kitchens, and other noises and
melodies of the decade. The show
has been prepared by Ron Krantz,
who wrote two of last season’s out-
standing CBC broadcasts: The In-
visible Rain, and Canada 1980.

“We feel,” said Freedman, “that
there are certain rough parallels
between the economic picture just
prior to the crash of ’29 and the
one today, and we hope to draw
some of them on the program. For
many of our younger listeners the
depression is just a lesson in a
school book. We want to bring it
alive for them. Undoubtedly an
era when there was little in the
larder and little in the future left
some traumatic scars on the people
who survived it. Perhaps an evoca-
tion of that time will help the new
generation to understand their
elders and their mistakes, a little
better.

The second program, on Oct. 16,
deals with The Frightening Sixties
from the point of view of the young
North Americans leaving schools
and colleges and going out into the

Peter Sellers
On "Close-Up"
PETER SELLERS, the Rritish
comic and character actor has been
described as another Alec Guiness.

Certainly, in the
past few years
he has become
one of Rritain’s
best known film
persona lities
through the
English speak-
ing world.

Yet everyone,
including Sellers,
agrees that off-
stage he is not

a particularly impressive person.
Life magazine described him as
“not a memorable figure. He is
neither tall nor short, young nor
old, handsome nor homely. . .

.”

The London Sunday Times said
of him: “A quiet, slightly gloomy
man, descended from the family
that produced Disraeli and Men-
doza (the prize fighter), Sellers is
the unlikeliest of funny men.”

And the Toronto Star: “A quiet,
introverted man who worries about
maintaining his success. . . .”

Sellers himself says: “But I find
that if, for example, I were to play
myself (which I cannot do because

And again: “As I said once be-
fore, personality actors, such as
David Niven or Cary Grant, are
themselves on and off the screen.

Sellers makes these points in a
conversation with Elaine Grand to
be seen in this week’s Close-Up,

Tuesday night on CBC-TV. The
Close-Up interview shows that this
opinion of Sellers and others about
himself is only partly true. As
Close-Up producer Ross MacLean
said of the interview, “Something
of Sellers’ humour, something of his
mysticism comes through.” And
the result is an interesting and re-
vealing thirty minutes.

A member of a theatrical family,
Sellers was a professional drummer
before the war. After service in
India, he found an over-abundance
of drummers in post-war Britain
and turned to vaudeville where he
was unhappy and unsuccessful.

One story has it that he broke
into radio by phoning a BBC pro-
ducer and, using the voices of the
BBC personalities, Kenneth Home
and Richard Murdoch, recom-
mended himself highly. This, per-
haps, is mythical. However, Sel-
lers doe* suggest that the BBC
probably did not quite know what
it was getting when it began The
Goon Show with Sellers, Spike
Milligan and Harry Secombe. It
is quite impossible to describe this
program to anyone who has not
heard it. And we will not try. But
its fans claim that The Goon Show
proved once again that at its best,
nonsense becomes mysticism, and
the absurd becomes sublime.

Although Sellers admits playing
along for laughs at the expense of
the extremists who saw every
Goonish flick of the eyelid as hav-
ing Eternal Significance, he also
says of Goonism, “It’s away from

A VETERAN WRITER for the
pulp magazines once advised

tyros in the trade like this: In the
first line, or as near to it as pos-
sible, swipe your hero with a fist-
ful of grief.

Neither the idea nor the expres-
sion is particularly elegant. But
both have a certain bluntness of
purpose which gave the author’s
stories a special quality of wide
appeal.

Note that two things are neces-
sary: the hero, and his grief. This

same formula, transferred to TV,
has been successful in establishing
an even greater appeal. On Oct.
12 Explorations begins a three-part
study of the Hero as he is known
through the medium of the mass
communications. All three pro-
grams have Don Francks as the
Hero.

First program, called Hero on
Horseback, has the Hero talking to
a youngster (played by Rex Hagan)
about the changes that have taken
place in our concept of the west-
ern over the years.

“You see, son,” he explains, “in
the good old days it was easy to
tell who was who in a western. The
hero always wore a white hat like
mine. The villain always wore a
black hat like that guy.”

But now, westerns have grown
up into adult westerns. Which
means you just cannot tell the good
from the bad by their hats. The
whole thing is much more subtle.
You can of course, wait till the end
to see who is bad. You can tell
then by watching which one dies.

“Straightshooters always win;
lawbreakers always lose,” says the
Hero. “That’s the way westerns are
made son, even today.”

But the discerning viewer,
bubbling with intellectual curi-
osity, can tell which is good, which
bad, before the end by studying
available clues. “The rich is always
the villain ever’where,” says the
Hero. “Except in sophisticated
comedies where they marry poor
girls. . . . B’s easier to sort out the
good and the bad if you can do it
by income and property holdin’s.”

But there is an even better way,
and that’s by psychoanalyzing the
characters and their horses as the
action moves on. The Hero has a
stable childhood and healthy (if
not always good) living stamped
all over his psyche. But the villain
turns out to have a power com-

plex. “My son doesn’t understand
me, or my father didn’t,” he says,
and turns out to be not really bad,
just a crazy kid all mixed up
through sibling rivalry.

The second program (Oct. 19)
substitutes the world of the Priv-
ate Eye for the Old West. Black
and white hats never meant too
much to the Private Eye who al-
ways was pretty much of an adult.
There have of course been many
varieties of Private Eyes. Among
the earliest were the Ratiocination
Boys, epitomized b y Sherlock
Holmes, who like to sit around for
long periods thinking, discovering
the actual by eliminating the im-
possible.

On the other hand, there is the
“bust-’em-in-the-think-tank” type
of private eye who prefers actions,
as violent as possible, to thought.
The clue he likes best to chase
down is the victim’s blonde secre-
tary, and he usually lives in Cali-
fornia. Another type is the “little-
old - lady - who - finds - the - but-
ler-did-it” who crop up in English
detective stories.

And yet another is the charm-
ing, wise-cracking (“Then I set
fire to a cigarette”) detective
couple like Dashiell Hammett’s
Nick and Nora: “The face is fami-
liar,” he says, bending over the
corpse, “but I can’t recall the
pulse.”

Diverse though these different
characters seem, they all have at
least one thing in common: they
are not police, not members of
officialdom. (In fact, police usu-
ally appear as bumbling, though
perhaps good-hearted, clods.) Be-
cause the hero is an outsider, the
viewer can identify with him and
enjoy, at one and the same time,
both outwitting the law and see-
ing crime punished, because, ac-
tually, as a viewer, you too are a
bit mixed up.

The third program in the series,
The Hero at Home (Oct. 26)
shows a happy, healthy normal
family under Dad - the - Hero’s
fatherly eye and it “proves once
again that Mother knows best.”

Program organizer Robert Mc-
Cormack summarized the series

like this: “Three Heroes light-
heartedly follows the development
of electronic folklore, taken over
from the skops, and skalds, bards
and wandering minstrels, and tries,
with some slight exaggeration, to
highlight some of the special char-
acteristics that mark the heroes of
our times.”

Author of the three scripts is
Gerald Weales. This writer, on the
staff of the English Department of
the University of Pennsylvania, is
the author of many articles. Two
of his most recent, in The Atlantic
and The Reporter, for instance,
show that highly irreverent attitude
which mark these programs. His
novel, A Tale for the Bluebeard,
is about to be published in the
U.S.A.

Vincent Tovell will produce
The Three Heroes.

reality, or in a strange way it’s
allied to reality. I mean, I re-
member when we were doing a
broadcast about the government’s
efforts to rid Trafalgar Square of
starlings. You looked through the
Hansard reports of debates in the
House of Commons and they were
so hysterically funny that one had
literally only to quote them. .

.
.

Do you know what one method of
getting rid of these birds was? A
helicopter dangling an idiot with a
anti-starling spray gun, dangling
him around the ledges spraying the
starlings with the stuff. ... Of
course, the whole thing is so stupid.
You go down there and there’s so
much traffic noise you can’t even
hear the poor wretched birds.”

More than just an actor, Sellers
was responsible for producing a
film which won awards at the
Edinburgh and San Francisco film
festivals. The 11-minute long film,
called The Running, Jumping, and
Standing Still Film, opens with a
girl scrubbing a meadow with
soap and water, goes on to show a
man playing a phonograph record
by placing it on a tree stump and
running round it with a needle and
horn, then. . . . Well?

ANOUILH'S
"COLOMBE"

ON the New York stage and
this probably applies to most

of the other North American stages
there seems to be a rule that

young heroines, regardless of what
chicanery they are up to, must be
romantic and, deep, deep down,
really decent souls. Jean Anouilh
shocked Broadway (after he had
delighted Paris) with his Colombe
when he made his heroine a thor-
ough rascal, and showed that sel-
fish and wicked people do not
always get their come-uppance
that they can, in fact, have a won-
derful time being frankly bad, and
that this honesty is sometimes more
admirable than the smug virtue of
their opponents.

In playing this little trick on the
moralists and shaking the dust off
a few hypocrisies, Anouilh thought
he had made it perfectly clear that
it was all a joke by calling his
comedy Colombe. He felt sure
that everyone would realize that
the melancholy lover was Harle-
quin, mooning over Columbine as
always, and getting the usual slap-
stick kick in the pants as his re-
ward. Many of the audience and
some of the critics, not understand-
ing Anouilh, were up in arms,
reaching for phrases like “moral
degeneracy” to describe his finely-
written comedy. But the more dis-
cerning hailed it as a bracing
breeze, an honest and amusing
look at life as it really is.

CBC-TV’s Festival ’6l presents
this controversial play Monday
night in a translation from the
original French by Toronto actor-
writer Ivor Barry, who will also
play the role of Gaulois, a leading
man in the Paris theatre at the
turn of the century. Colombe will
be produced by Mario Prizek.

Prizek chose 21-year-old Kathleen
Widdoes, a young American, be-
cause he felt that only she “could

This is her first appearance on
CBC-TV, but she is not new to
Canadian theatre goers. She made
her professional debut in Canada
in a production of Luther Adler’s
A View from the Bridge, and she
appeared here again with Katherine
Cornell in Christopher Fry’s The
Firstborn. She had gone to New
York from Marshalltown, Dela-
ware, with $5O in her purse, and
was rooming in Greenwich village,
hoping for a break, when she was
called to Luther Adler’s apart-
ment to read for a role in A View
from the Bridge. It was December,
there was a blizzard raging, and
she recalls that to save taxi fare
she ran 12 blocks to pick up a
script. Adler gave her the role and
she opened Christmas night in
Montreal. During the play’s seven-
week run there she was called to
New York to read for the part of
the young princess in The First-
born, in which she made her
Broadway debut. Later she re-
peated her role with the same cast
in Tel Aviv, at the request of the
Israeli Government, and returned
to New York to appear in The
World of Susie Wong.

“People are my business,” Miss
Widdoes says, “and I find them
fascinating. The way they shake
hands or use their hands these
things can tell you a lot. I live
alone in a small flat in Greenwich

Village, but I often go for walks or
drop into a restaurant by myself,
just to watch the people around
me.”

Colombe is about some unfor-
gettable people. Essentially it is a
boy-meets-girl story with an ironic
twist, set at the turn of the cen-
tury. Colombe is a shy and inno-
cent flower girl married to Julien,
a young man who has to leave for
military service. Colombe finds
herself catapulted into the sophisti-
cated, tinsel world of the Paris
theatre as the protege of her
mother-in-law, Madame Alexandra,
the aging and temperamental ac-

tress of the day. Madame is also a
wicked old schemer who has been

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THIS WEEK ON RADIO

IT all started—six years ago—from
a “winter of discontent.” Actors

are always complaining that they
should have been cast in so-and-so’s
part —or any part but the one
they’re in—and back in 1954 I was
convinced (it was a delustion, of
-course) that I was being cast in
-nothing but small parts or dull
parts or parts that nobody could do
.anything with ... or worse still,
the kind of parts about which the
-author rushes up to you excitedly
in the studio and says: “Got a won-
derful part for you next Sunday!
One of those small but extremely
-effective parts. Needs doing just
.right—and you’re the man to do it.
I do hope you’re available.” So you
turn up at rehearsal and find your-
self with about five short speeches

To be done in Southern Indonesian
-dialect which any one of ten actors
could do with equal lack of au-
thority.

Whatever the fact was, I be-
lieved myself at that moment to be
badly treated . . . and then sud-
denly—a flash! “Why not write the
kind of program in which I can
play any part I want? Where I can
play all the parts I want!” . . . And
there you are; that’s how A Touch
of Greasepaint was born. Of course,
I had all the luck in the world. If
it was to be a program about the
Theatre, to include scenes from vari-
ous plays, I obviously couldn’t do it
myself—and that’s where the luck

■ came in. Just before my great idea,
Barry Morse had decided to move
To Toronto, and the moment I said
To him: “How would you like to
play any part you like, week after
week?” I had a partner. From then

•on in the story, the first person
singular disappears, for from that
day to this, A Touch of Grease-
paint has been a joint undertaking.

The preparation of our programs
involves a perfect division of
labour. “Let’s do a show about the
original Globe Theatre, and Shake-
speare as an actor,” says Barry, and
-away he goes to the library to find

the necessary books. (If he’s busy
with a television appearance, away
goes his wife Sydney to the
library). This is where Barry’s
famous memory comes in, for I’m
sure that every scene from every
play that he’s ever seen or read has
stayed in his mind: it saves many,
many steps down among the stacks.
After he’s found the books, there
follows a session of hunting through
them to find the references and
quotations and anecdotes that make
up the colour surrounding the
scenes were going to present, and
then one morning Barry staggers
into the studio with a pile of books
bristling with markers, and a black
exercise book full of notes.

At that point, my work begins—-
at the typewriter. I arrange all the
materials into a script, write the
comment for both of us—and do the
casting as well ... of the male
parts, that is, because we play
them all. Now this could be tricky,
but for five seasons our casting de-
partment has worked in perfect
harmony with our actors, for Barry
knows that if I appropriate Sir
Giles Overreach or Sir John Brute
this week, he’ll find himself playing
Dr. Faustus or Henry V the week
after. And when it comes to quan-
tity-well, the week we did The
Relapse we divided thirteen parts
between us! For variety, we usually
choose scenes which include a
female character, which enables us
on most programs to use a guest
actress.

For most of our first five seasons
our producer was Esse Ljungh. He

was with us right at the beginning,
and we have always been grateful
to him for much wise direction and
advice derived from many years of
work and experience in the theatre.
This season our producer is to be
Murray Edwards who, as a student
of the theatreand theatrical history,
especially in Canada, has acquired
an enormous stock of theatrical
knowledge which will be invaluable
to us. It’s Murray who has been the
active spirit in creating the theatre
exhibition which has been a feature
of the Stratford Shakespearean Fes-
tival for the past three years.

So far, in five seasons, we have
played close to 150 half - hour
shows, in which the two of us have
played something like 250 char-
acters: we have presented excerpts
from a dozen countries, covering
the theatre of ten centuries. Our
plans this year include some stories
of the Theatre Royal. Drury Lane,
some blood-curdling moments from
Sweeney Todd, the Demon Barber
of Fleet Street, scenes from The
Second Mrs. Tanqueray, and the
presentation of some avant-garde
works by Becket, lonesco and Be-
han, some of which have not yet
been presented in the commercial
theatre on this continent.

One word about our audience.
The immediate and continuing re-
sponse of listeners all over Canada
has emphasized how deeply Cana-
dians are interested in the theatre,
although until recent years no one
would have guessed it from the
scarcity of native theatrical enter-
prise. And in the case of those who
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have come from other lands to live
in Canada, theatrical memories
reach back over many years. We
did one program on the death of
Sir Henry Irving, who collapsed
and died at Bradford an hour
after speaking the closing fines of
Becket’s Into thy hands, O Lord,
into thy Hands!, and learned that
one of our listeners was there in
Bradford at the time. On another
occasion, we found we were play-
ing scenes from Maugham’s The
Land of Promise to a listener who
had witnessed the play’s opening
night in London in 1910, while a
piece about the handsome William
Terriss produced a letter from a
lady who had occupied his dress-
ing-room at the Adelphi Theatre
shortly after he had been stabbed
to death in the corridor outside.

All in all, our listeners have made
us feel that we have come about as
close as possible to creating an at-
mosphere of the theatre on the
radio—and if that is so, then our
main purpose has been fulfilled.

The Marriage of Figaro
For the first time a grand opera

will be broadcast in full on CBC
radio direct from the Canadian
Opera Company Festival in To-
ronto’s Royal Alexandra Theatre
on October 19. Mozart’s four-act
comic opera, The Marriage of
Figaro, one of three operas being
presented at the Festival, will be
heard on CBC Wednesday Night.
Walter Susskind will conduct. The
English translation of the libretto
by Lorenzo Da Ponte, based on
Beaumarchais’ controversial satire,
is by Ruth and Thomas Martin.

There will be three intermission
features. In the first James Ban-
nerman will interview Herman
Geiger-Torel, general director of
the Canadian Opera Company. The
CBC National News bulletin will
fill the second intermission. And

in the third, former opera singer
and well-known radio-TV inter-
viewer Ruby Mercer will talk to
some of the principals in the cast
and to English stage director Peter
Ebert, who is on his first visit to
Toronto.

CBC producer Carl Little, who
will be in charge of the broadcast,
plans to use three microphones in
the main stage area—two in the
wings and one on centre stage, and
one or two for the orchestra, but
he will make them as inconspicu-

ous as possible for the sake of the
theatre audience. The control room
will be at the back of the top bal-
cony in the little room where the
spotlights are located. From there
the announcer will have an unob-
tructed view of the stage.

When we interviewed Herman
Geiger-Torel during a rehearsal for
the Festival he told us that he
looked on the Wednesday night
broadcast as an important land-
mark in the growth of the Cana-
dian Opera Company a recogni-
tion of its stature in North Ameri-
can culture. “The CBC has played
a tremendous part in building up
opera tradition in this country,” he
said. “It has steadily given bread
and butter to many operatic artists
in radio and TV, and this generous
attitude has been the main incen-
tive to our company’s growth. We
owe a great debt to the CBC for
keeping so many of our fine artists
in this country, and the CBC, in
turn, has made use of the talents
of our company. This mutual co-
operation has been climaxed in the
CBC Wednesday Night broadcast.
I hope it is the first of many.”

We asked Mr. Torel what plans
he had for the Company when it

tention to them by serious and
devoted artists.

But whichever way it is, it is a
healthy sign. Without continuous
enrichment from the creative mind
no art can flourish, but a pre-
requisite for the flow of that en-
richment is some measure of public
interest and support. Our genera-
tion needs its own composers to
express its own feelings, outlook,
ideas, ideals and aspirations, just
as much as any generation of the
past, and they cannot fulfill their
mission unless we accord them a
hearing.

This may seem obvious enough,
but it has not always been appreci-
ated, and at times it has been
denied. The last decade or so of
the last century, and the first
quarter (or more) of this, were bad
periods for composers. The great
waves of 18th century classicism
and 19th century romanticism, so
astonishingly productive of geniuses
and their masterpieces, seemed to
have spent themselves, temporarily
at any rate, leaving the music-lov-
ing public bedazzled and bemused,
looking wistfully backward, and
inclined to the belief that creative
activity in music had come to an
end. The Masters had said all that
could be said, and the rest was
silence. Which being so, any at-
tempt at serious composition was
apt to be construed as an insult to
the memory of the Masters, and
resented accordingly. Even such
newer masters as Elgar and Delius
suffered a good deal from this
attitude. I am not suggesting that
this was the outlook of the leaders
of the musical world. But it was
certainly that of the musical man-

tions on her, and Colombe finds
she has all the gifts Madame has,
and can have a whale of a time by
behaving in the same way and let-
ting the scalps fall where they
may. Edouard, her husband’s
cynical and much-envied half-
brother, becomes her friend and
adviser. Julien gets wind of her
activities, and returns in righteous
indignation to accuse Colombe of
unfaithfulness. But he finds that
separation and the first giddy taste
of success have changed his gentle
bride.

“Anouilh gives us the core of the
play in the last scene,” says
Prizek. “He says, in effect, that
idealism of a violent sort is not
reconcilable with life, and that
love can only exist when we ac-
cept the bad with the good. His
plays are not philosophy in play
form, but observations (with
humour) of life as it is.”

At 49 Anouilh has had 27 years
in the theatre. He can write a play
in a month, but feels that “it’s scan-
dalous to think that I can earn my
livelihood by amusing myself as
much as I do.” He has special
affection for Colombe. “I like the
character of the actress, an extrava-
gant, painted old doll,” he says.
“I like the scene between Colombe
and her husband, which brings out
the tragic aspect of her unfaithful-
ness, following on the almost
farcical dressing-room scene where
it first becomes obvious that she
has betrayed him. I like the sur-
prise ending. I think the story is
simple, human, universal.”

In failure and success and
Anouilh has had many of both—he

in-the-street whose importance was

The classics, as is right,
retain their place in the scheme of
things; but no longer is it con-
sidered the normal course to pour
scorn on all new work, regardless
of its nature or merits, or to toler-
ate it only on special occasions, or
at private gatherings. The com-
poser, as always since composing;
began, still has to fight for recog-
nition; but at least he now has some-
chance of making himself heard
occasionally, not merely by a
coterie of specialists or personal
friends, but by the public at large.
Which is a positive gain, not only
for the composer, but for the art
itself.

and Moors. As Columbus sailed
away from Spain for the New
World his ship overtook the last
shipload of Jews leaving for sanc-
tuary in Italy. The Pope at the
time was Alexander VI, Rodrigo
Borgia, who is generally considered
rather a wicked character, but who
says Sinclair, must have had a bark
worse than his bite, for he offered
the Jews sanctuary when no one
else would take them. It was the
year before his ruthless son, Caesar
Borgia, was to become a Cardinal
at 17, and the year his 12-year-old
daughter, Lucrezia, was married
for the first time. She, too, has
been misrepresented, Sinclair points
out, with unfounded rumors of
crime and vice. Actually she was
kind and pious and a bit of a bore.

In England Henry VII had just
founded the Tudor dynasty and
brought order out of chaos. Twenty-
two-year-old King Charles VIII of
France was bitterly opposing Pope
Alexander, and as a result the
Italian Wars would be in full swing
in two years’ time. Erasmus, the
broad-minded Dutch Catholic
humanist, was 23 and already
speaking with authority. Martin
Luther, German leader of the Pro-
testant Reformation and his future
enemy, was only nine. Another
world-famous Catholic, Ignatius
Loyola, Spanish founder of the
Jesuits, was a baby, and Lorenzo
the Magnificent had just died.

Twenty-three-year-old Machia-
velli, Italian author and statesman,
had begun to play a leading role in
the Florentine Republic, where
Savonarola, a mature 40, was at-
tacking moral laxity with a burning
eloquence which helped him be-
come virtual ruler of the city two
years later, when the Medici were
exiled. The ruler of Milan, Ludo-
vico Sforza, had just hired a new
town engineer, a genius of 40
called Leonardo da Vinci. During
this period da Vinci painted his
famous fresco. The Last Supper.
Michelangelo was 17, Raphael a
lad of nine, and Botticelli, one of
the great figures in the world of
art, was in his prime at 48. The
world was soon to salute Coper-

nicus, a 19-year-old astronomer
who founded the system on which
modern astronomy is based.

And, says Sinclair, there were a
couple of men of the Renaissance,
lesser known today, who were con-
sidered among the greatest of their
time by the thinkers of the day.
One he will point out to us is Pico
della Mirandola, who died young.
In 1942 he was 29 and renowned
for his youthful brilliance and
learning. His speech on the dignity
of man is one of the noblest be-
quests of the age. He says that God
made man at the close of the Crea-
tion, to know the laws of the uni-
verse, to love its beauty, to admire
its greatness. He bound him to no
fixed place, to no prescribed form
of work, and by no iron necessity,
but gave him freedom to will and
to move.

“I have set thee,” says the Cre-
ator to Adam, “in the midst of the
world, that thou mayst the more
easily behold and see all that is
therein. I created thee a being
neither heavenly nor earthly,
neither mortal nor immortal only,
that thou mightest be free to shape
and overcome thyself. Thou mayest
sink into a beast, and be born anew
to the divine likeness. The brutes
bring from their mother’s body
what they will carry with them as
long as they live; the higher spirits
are from the beginning, or soon
after, what they will be forever. To

thee alone is given a growth and a
development depending on thine
own free will. Thou bearest in thee
the germs of a universal life.” The
old, logical notion of man had be-
come a fact.

Among the great musicians in
1492 to be heard from are Josquin
de Pres, and Heinrich Isaac, a pro-
lific composer who was just finish-
ing a stint in the services of Lor-
enzo de Medici as organist, choir-
master, and teacher to his children.

As for Columbus himself—Sin-
clair feels that he is greatly mis-
represented in the schoolbooks. To
begin with, he knew the earth was
round when he set out on his
famous journey all intelligent
people—of the time were aware of
that—but most of them had a better
estimate of the size of the world
than Columbus. If he had realized
how far the journey was, probably
he would never have undertaken it.

“Columbus is a much more com-
plicated, more subtle and interest-
ing character than is generally
known,” Sinclair tells us. “He was
a religious fanatic and a hypocrite.
You probably remember the story
of how he swindled one of his
sailors just as his ships hove in
sight of America. The sailor
claimed to have spied land first,
but Columbus took the honour
upon himself. This poor fellow was
so disgusted with Columbus’ Chris-
tian hypocrisy that he went off and
became a Mohammedan. The big
thing that delayed the departure of
the 1492 expedition was Columbus’
determination to get the title con-
ferred on him of Admiral of the
Ocean Sea. This did not mean that
he was head of the Spanish Navy,
but it did entitle him to a cut on
trade in the land he hoped to dis-
cover. His big trouble was that he
had a one-track mind. And he was
too full of grudges to be likeable.”

Sinclair tells us that when Colum-
bus set out for the West he had
considerable knowledge of the land
on the other side which he had ob-
tained from an unknown Portu-
guese pilot, but how detailed it
was is open to question. As Sin-
clair has pointed out, Columbus
was a monomaniac. When he had

arrived at the other side, he con-
sistently misrepresented what he
had found. The rest of the crew
had other ideas, and they were
nearly always right. When they
sailed around Cuba Columbus de-
cided, and nothing could shake
him, that it was the Continent of
the New World. When he hit the
mouth of the Orinoco he insisted
the land was an island, even when
his sailors pointed out that no
island could feed so large a river.
Columbus emerges from Sinclair’s
script as quite a different figure
from the schoolbook picture, but he
is all the more human and intrigu-
ing because of his faults. And be-
hind his great accomplishment Sin-
clair paints a broad canvas of Re-
naissance life that puts the dis-
covery of our continent in fresh
perspective.
