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LOUIS APPLEBAUM hosts monthly symphony
series on “Junior Magazine”

FOR the first time on CBC-TV
young viewers will be offered

a major series of hour-long music
telecasts featuring a symphony or-
chestra with many young profes-
sional musicians in its ranks, youth-
ful guest artists of high calibre, and
music old and new that is fun to
listen to.

The six-part series will be seen
on Junior Magazine Sunday after-
noons beginning October 23 (Sat-
urdays on CBWT, beginning Oc-
tober 29). The other concerts will
be presented on December 4, Janu-
ary 22, February 26, March 26 and
April 23 (six days later in each
case on CBWT).

Louis Applebaum, well - known
Canadian conductor and newly-
appointed TV consultant to the
CBC national music department,
will be host. Applebaum is just
back from New York, where he
conducted the off-Broadway pre-
miere of Tyronne Guthrie’s pro-
duction of H.M.S. Pinafore, which
he also conducted in its run at the
Stratford Festival.
This Week’s Guests

Mario Bernard! will direct the
orchestra in the first show, which
will feature a CBC youth choir
recruited especially for this show
from grades nine to 12 in high
schools in and around Toronto, and
trained by Elmer Iseler. Guest
artists will be Pierre Come, clas-
sical guitarist, of Montreal, and
the brilliant young Canadian pian-
ist Ronald Turini, a prize-winner
in the Geneva Competition and a
1960 winner of the highly competi-
tive Queen Elizabeth of Belgium
International Competition.

Turini says he first became in-
terested in music at the age of
three, when he received a record-
player as a gift and tried to pick
out the tunes he liked best on the
piano. He had an artistic heritage

to start with: his Danishrborn
mother plays the piano and gave
him his first music lessons; his
father is a commercial artist, and
his grandfather, Giovanni Turini,
is an Italian sculptor whose Gari-
baldi monument stands in New
York’s Washington Square. At 16
Ronald Turini graduated with dis-
tinction from the Quebec Provin-
cial Conservatory. He continued
his studies in New York, where the
distinguished pianist Vladimir
Horowitz was so impressed with
his talent that he accepted him as
his only pupil. At 26 he is a sea-
soned performer, having appeared
numerous times with the Montreal
Symphony, the Orchestre Nationale
de Belgique, and other well-known
orchestras, and he has toured this
country twice with the Jeunesses
Musicales du Canada. He has many
interests apart from music he’s a
keen sportsman and likes to tinker
with engines. In his Sunday ap-
pearance he will play a group of
solos and will join the orchestra
for a performance of the finale
from the Piano Concerto No. 1 in
E flat major by Liszt.

Pierre Come studied the violin
for 10 years in France, then, at 17,
switched to the guitar “so I
wouldn’t need a pianist following
me around.” A Spanish guitarist
helped him improve his technique,
and he did a lot of radio and tele-
vision work in Marseilles. Three
years ago he came to Canada,
where he was discovered in Mon-
treal by CBC talent scouts. He will
play a group of classical guitar
solos.

A highlight of the first concert
will be the premiere of The Dance,
a specially-commissioned work for
choir and orchestra by Godfrey
Ridout. The orchestra will play
the sixth movement of the suite

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“I3EOPLE say ‘Galbraith’ when
-I they want a short word for

the fallacies of the prevailing
theories of competitive capitalism,
in much the same way they use
‘Freud’ as a sort of common noun
for the hypocrisies of Sunday
School morality.”

The quotation, from an article
by Caroline Bird in Esquire, refers
of course to a giant (6‘ 8") Cana-
dian-born economist, John Kenneth
Galbraith, an academic who is also
said to be principal economic ad-
visor to the Democratic presiden-
tial candidate, John Kennedy.

Although written by an econom-
ist as contributions to economic
theory, Galbraith’s books have
been widely read: his The Affluent
Society has sold 100,000 copies.
In his first major work, American
Capitalism: The Concept of Coun-
tervailing Power, Galbraith argued
that bigness was now a fact of
American economic life. As Esquire
summarizes it: “Corporate power
generates unions to beat up the
price of labour on one side, and
chain stores to beat down prices
on the other.” These gigantic
forces, solidified into power blocs,
operate to upset the classical eco-
nomic “laws” of supply and de-
mand. The only possible role for
government is to grow equally big
and balance these blocs in the gen-
eral interests of the country.

Galbraith thus antagonized the
conservatives who saw the growth

of government as an evil to be
curbed. This is not desirable, says
Galbraith. And he antagonized
those liberals who wanted to break
the corporations and unions as
centres of power. This was not
possible, he says. Big government
was the only solution.

The Affluent Society offered
more economic heresies. Briefly,
the United States has solved the
basic problems of production in
that the vast majority of the popu-
lation is now well clothed and well
fed. Some poor remain, but greater
production of consumer goods will
not help them, as we already have
a surplus.

The absurdity of this situation is
shown by the fact that high-
powered advertising, creating arti-
ficial needs, is necessary to stimu-
late further economic growth:
longer tailfins and shinier washing
machines serve no function other
than economic growth for its own
sake.

Trouble is, argues Galbraith,
this sort of economic growth
higher consumer productivity is
bought at the expense of the pub-
lic welfare. What the Americans
should do is divert this ‘surplus”

private consumer spending into
public expenditure on schools,
playgrounds, mental hospitals,
police all of those things which
are simply not the concern of priv-
ate enterprise.

This will allow government to
grow too big? So what! he says.
This is not, in itself, to be feared.

Criticism of Galbraith’s thesis
have ranged from those whose dis-
trust of big government remains,
to those who, like C. A. R. Cros-
land of the British Labour party,
accept with Galbraith that we
should give “a higher priority to
non-economic rather than eco-
nomic values, whenever the two
conflict,” but disagree with steps
in Galbraith’s argument.

Crosland, for instance, does not
agree that to achieve this we must
“run the economy at half-cock,” or
that, as Galbraith maintains, the
price of full employment is creep-
ing inflation. But whether Crosland
is right or wrong in these criti-
cisms, he is really accepting Gal-
braith’s ethics, and rejecting his
economics.

Andrew Shonfield in the Observer
attacks Galbraith’s “implausible
assumption” that a simple transfer

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of labour will solve such problems
as the shortage of teachers, and, in
another context, Robert Fulford of
the Toronto Star suggests that pre-
vailing conditions, particularly at-
titudes of mind, may not be
favourable to greater government
spending.

In the Sunday Times, George
Schwartz attacks the notion that
all this is new (as Galbraith
iconoclastically, asserts). Schwartz
quotes: “A state cannot have more
wealth at its command than may
be employed for its general good,
a liberal expenditure in national
works being one of the surest
means of promoting national pros-
perity. . .

.” That was written by
Southey, 130 years ago!

John Kenneth Galbraith was
born in 1908 in lona Station, Ont.,
“to a Baptist Scotch family con-
genitally ag’in drink, spending,
royalty and the Tories who ran
Canada,” says Esquire. After study-
ing at the University of Toronto,
he went to the University of Cali-
fornia, won a Ph.D. with a thesis

“proving that the best size for a
California county is neither too big
nor too small,” and then went into
the expanding career of egghead
advisor to the politically and eco-
nomically great—a sort of Aristotle,
to America’s Alexanders; first the
crepe-paper King, Henry Dennison,
and then various government de-
partments in the Roosevelt Admin-
istration. A spell on the staff of
Fortune Magazine from 1942 to
1947 was followed by his re-entry
into the academic world in the
economics department at Harvard.

Whether Galbraith’s theories are
correct or not, whether new or not,
they are likely to remain influen-
tial for many years.

IN a recent statement on colour
television, J. A. Ouimet, presi-

dent of the CBC, said: “The CBC
has been keeping in close touch
with all aspects of colour TV de-
velopments in the United States in
order to be prepared to develop a
Canadian service when the proper
time arrives. The Corporation’s
engineers are keeping abreast of
the latest technical developments.
The CBC and the communications
companies have worked closely to-
gether since the inception of the
microwave network on prepara-
tions for distributing Canadian and
U.S. programs to more than 50
affiliated stations of the national
television service.

“In considering the appropriate
time for introducing colour to its
TV networks, the CBC must keep
in mind the fact that until very
recently the progress in the U.S.
has been disappointingly slow.
However, the conversion to colour
by many U.S. TV stations plus in-
creased interest and activity in the
receiver manufacturing industry
suggests that there are more reasons
for optimism than have been ap-
parent for some time. There may
not be any fast growth, but it
seems likely that there will be a
fairly steady development of the
industry over the next few years.
As receiver sales increase, manu-
facturing costs will drop and this
should give added impetus to sales.

“In considering the possibilities
of colour, the Corporation must
keep in mind that the point of sig-
nificant colour acceptance by the
U.S. public has not yet arrived, al-
though this was expected some
years ago. This is undoubtedly due,
in part, to the price of colour re-
ceivers. Prices in Canada will cer-
tainly not be any lower, and in
addition, it seems obvious that
Canadians today would hesitate
before purchasing colour receivers
for the same reasons that make the
American public cautious. These
reasons are still somewhat of an
enigma to the industry. Whatever

"CLOSE-UP U.S.A."
THE UNITED STATES, per-

haps more than any other na-
tion, exhibits a great range of
racial and regional differences, a
great variety of often contradictory
trends, attitudes and opinions
among its citizens. This gives Amer-
ican society its fascination for stu-
dents of the social sciences, and it
gives American politics its predic-
tive hazards for prophets and
pundits.

This Tuesday, on the eve of the
American presidential election,
Close-Up takes a special look at

Mike Wallace, famed as an
American TV interviewer, com-
ments on his own pre-election sur-
vey of public opinion, and from
this, makes some predictions. After
a solid but not spectacular success
on radio and TV as commentator
and panelist, Wallace began a late-
night interview show called Night
Beat on a New York station. In his
first show he interviewed New
York’s Mayor Wagner, tossing at
him questions taken from a highly
critical New York paper’s editorial.
The success of this and later
plunges into controversy led to a
similar show, The Mike Wallace
Interview on ABC. On this show
he scored high marks from critics
for his attempts to open on air such
TV-taboo subjects as politics, re-
ligion and morality; but was also
heavily criticized for alleged ruth-
less and sensational questions.

Arthur Miller, interviewed in
Ireland by Malcolm Muggeridge,
discusses what he, as a writer, feels
about America, in particular, some
of the values and characteristics of
the American people and the likely
direction of evolution of American
society. Miller, husband of actress
Marilyn Monroe, is the controver-
sial author of many socially critical
plays: Death of a Salesman and
The Crucible, for instance. In 1957,
the Senate house committee on un-
American affairs questioned him
about alleged communist activities
and indicted him for contempt
when he refused to answer some
questions. After trial and convic-
tion in a lower court, the Supreme
Court quashed both conviction
and indictment. “Not until much
later did I realize the government
had never intended to punish me
personally,” Miller claims. “My
trial was a warning to other writers
to avoid social or economic themes.”

Henry Luce, head of Time Inc.
which publishes Time magazine
(6% million readers), Life and
Fortune, tells Barry Harris his

George Gallup discusses with
Robert Hoyt his public opinion
polls and their efficiency, accuracy
and social value. Gallup got the
idea for such polls while conduct-
ing surveys of newspaper reader-
ship. His methods have been at-
tacked, both on statistical grounds,
and also on the ethical grounds
that they are subverting normal
democratic procedures, and, by
publishing pre-election trends, in
fact influence those trends. The
Gallup polls have had successes—
Dr.. Gallup successfully predicted
Roosevelt’s re-elections and also
their failures, as with the 1948
Truman victory.

First Person

"Something Special
In Half-Hour Dramas"

TWO KINDS of play best fit the
30-minute format on TV. One

is the story that creates suspense
through action. The other explores
a single situation involving two
people.

“In neither type of play on TV
can you stop to reminisce or
philosophize as you can on radio,”
argues Raymond Whitehouse, a
veteran radio drama producer,
and now executive producer of
CBC-TV’s First Person series.

Finding an ending is the tough-
est part of writing a 30-minute
script, suggests Whitehouse. “The
viewer must feel at the end that
he has seen something completed,
something accomplished,” he says.
“When you find this in a script it
lights up on your desk like a neon
sign.”

Whitehouse sees no solution to
the “script problem.” In the first
place, simply offering more money
will not result in a wave of good
scripts. The money offered by CBC

for the half hour drama is good
now, and this, combined with the
simple fact that his play will be
produced and seen across Canada,
would be sufficient stimulus for the
able young playwright.

Secondly, Whitehouse believes
the script problem will always be
with us because producers will al-
ways seek more and better plays.
Finally, in another sense, there is
no script problem: “If we put on
a play that is bad,” he says, “the
fault is ours for selecting it. This
so-called lack of good scripts can
too easily turn into just an excuse.”

Whitehouse holds strong views
on the subject, and he expresses
them forthrightly. On the limita-
tions of the subjective treatment,
used in First Person productions
(and giving the series its name) he
says, “There’s not much dramatic
value in exploring the mind of
some dumb Joe going to the super-
market like you and me. So you
tend to look for characters with a
problem, and pretty soon you wind
up in the psychiatric ward.

To offset this tendency, White-
house is seeking plays with a strong
story line. This week, for instance,
Eric Till is producing H. G. Well’s
story, The Truth About Pyecraft,
a hilarious comedy in which much
of the action takes place on the
ceiling of Pyecraft’s London flat.

The First Person technique also,
of course, has its advantages. “In
the first place you can legitimately
condense action,” says Whitehouse.
“Events occurring over a period of
years can be shown in 30 minutes.
Secondly, it offers a way of involv-
ing the viewer in the action, of
creating a sense of intimacy suit-
able to the television medium.
Thirdly, it lets the camera become
an actor, a device which should be
used sparingly, but can be most
effective. Finally, it offers a loose
and highly flexible format which
can be used indefinitely.”

The Whitehouse idea of a good
script seems to have stamped itself
on the series. Toronto Star critic
Dennis Braithwaite recently said
of the series, “First Person, under
Raymond Whitehouse, is beginning
to look like something special in
half hour dramas.”

THIS WEEK ON RADIO

THIRTY-FIVE conductors and
guest artists of top international

stature will be featured with three
leading Canadian symphony or-
chestras beginning new broadcast
seasons on CBC radio. This Sun-
day night the Montreal Symphony
Orchestra starts a weekly series in
which it will alternate, as in pre-
vious years, with the Toronto Sym-
phony Orchestra. The CBC Sym-
phony will again be heard Friday
nights.

Dr. Geoffrey Waddington, CBC
•director of music, will conduct the
first two concerts by the CBC Sym-
phony. The opening program will
he a salute to Dr. Healey Willan,
the grand old man of Canadian
•composers, who has just celebrated
his 80th birthday. The orchestra
will play two Willan compositions
that have become very popular in
the concert repertoire: Coronation
March, and Symphony No. 2.

Efrem Kurtz, recording conduc-
tor for Electrical, Music Industries,

My Russian Journey
Starting this Monday, the daily

reading on Trans-Canada Matinee
will be from My Russian Journey
by Santha Ramu Rau.

Miss Rama Rau was born in In-
dia and educated in England and
the United States. With her Ameri-
can husband and young son, she
spent several months travelling in
Russia, and her book is an entirely
personal account of their journey.
Miss Rama Rau is also known for
her widely-acclaimed dramatization
of E. M. Forster’s A Passage to
India.

My Russian Journey has been
adapted for radio by Sally Creigh-
ton and will be read by Ottawa
actress Flo Fancott.

Ltd., of England, who so brilliantly
conducted the orchestra’s cycle of
Beethoven symphonies last season,
has been invited back for eight
occasions. Kurtz and the orchestra
have great admiration for each
other. “It is not only that the or-
chestra is made up of so many fine
musicians,” he says, “but also that
their spirit is so good. Canadians
should be extremely proud of the
orchestra, and should find some
way to send it on a tour of the
United States and Europe.”

“Because Kurtz has a tremendous
background of the classics,” says
Terence Gibbs, assistant to Dr.
Waddington, “we feel we should
take advantage of his presence
here to give the orchestra the bene-
fit of it. So he will be including the
four Brahms symphonies in his pro-
gram. But we have no intention of
this being a follow-up to the Bee-
thoven cycle, because Brahms’
symphonies don’t lend themselves
so well to cyclic treatment they
don’t illustrate the development of
his musical personality as Beetho-
ven’s do. Kurtz will also conduct
the three symphonies in which
Mozart’s genius culminated so mag-
nificently, numbers 39, 40 and 41,
known as ‘the triple crown,’ and
the Canadian premiere of Sym-
phony No. 7 by Shostakovitch. The
balance of his programs will in-
clude quite a few contemporary
works, including a French-Cana-
dian and an English - Canadian
work.” Mozart’s Symphony No. 40
will also be played by the Mon-
treal Symphony in its opening
broadcast on the 23rd.

Appearing with Kurtz as soloist
in the December 9 broadcast will
be his wife, Elaine Shaffer, one of
the few (and one of the best) solo

flutists in the world, who made her
Canadian debut with the orchestra
last year. After her first rehearsal
the whole orchestra stood and
cheered. This time they are looking
forward to joining her in a per-
formance of Two Last Poems for
Flute and Orchestra written espe-
cially for her by Ernest Bloch.

Later in the season Robert Craft
will be a guest conductor in a pro-
gram featuring pianist Glenn Gould
in a performance of the Schoenberg
Concerto, which Gould had hoped
to play with the orchestra last year,
but had to postpone because of a
back injury. After the concert the
work will be recorded by Columbia
Records the first time the CBC
Symphony will have appeared
under a big commercial label.
Gould will also play the concerto
with the Montreal Symphony on
December 11. Robert Craft is one
of the world’s leading authorities
on 12-tone and contemporary music
in general, and is known in music
circles as Stravinsky’s right-hand
man. Josef Krips, conductor of the
Buffalo Philharmonic, will direct
two concerts in January, and will
also appear with the Montreal
Symphony on three occasions.

Walter Susskind, permanent con-
ductor of the Toronto Symphony
Orchestra, will be on the podium
for all the orchestra’s broadcasts,
except for the one on January 29
when Pierre Monteux, celebrated
85-year-old French-American con-
ductor, will be a special guest.
Among the interesting contem-
porary works it will present this
season are Bluebeard’s Castle, an
opera in concert form by Bela Bar-
tok, featuring two Canadians, so-
prano Ilona Kombrink and bass Jan
Rubes on March 12; and the Rich-
ard Strauss symphonic poem Thus
Spake Zarathustra on February 26.
Louise Kentner, one of England’s

top pianists, will appear on Octo-
ber 30 to play the Bloch Concerto
Symphonique. Other guests includ-
ing leading Soviet violinist Leonid
Kogan; young American pianist
Malcolm Frager, 1959 winner of
the Leventritt Award, generally
considered the most important of
the American musical competitions;
Canadian pianist Ida Krehm, whose
concert work is as well known in
Europe as on this continent; Eng-
land’s great woman pianist Myra
Hess; Germany’s Elisabeth Schwarz-
kopf, one of the world’s top so-
pranos; and violinist Isaac Stern.

The Montreal Symphony opens
its season Sunday night with a con-
cert conducted by Vladimir Golsch-
mann, Parisian-born conductor of
the St. Louis Symphony. Other
guest conductors include Zubin
Mehta, a Parsee from Bombay;
Leopold Ludwig, conductor of the
Hamburg (Germany) Opera;
Thomas Schippers, conductor of
the New York City Opera; Charles
Munch, conductor of the Boston
Symphony; Igor Markevitch, per-
manent conductor of the La-
maureux Orchestra of Paris; and
Werner Torkanowsky.

Soloists appearing with the Mon-
treal Symphony include young
French violinist Christian Ferras
this Sunday; harpist Marie losch,
the youngest musician ever to be-
come a member of the Montreal
orchestra; Wolfgang Kander, Dutch
flutist now living in Montreal;
pianist Leon Fleisher, first Ameri-
can to win the Queen Elizabeth of
Belgium International Music Com-
petition in 1952 at the age of 24;
and Jaime Laredo, 18-year-old Bo-
livian violinist who won the same
competition; violinist Isaac Stern;

"THE CRIMINAL"
A convicted murderer tells his story on

PROJECT ’6l

AN outspoken, moving argument
for a cleanup in our social

system will be heard Sunday after-
noon on CBC radio. The speaker is
probably one of the most unusual
ever heard on the air: a convicted
murderer. Once an unloved, un-
wanted punk with no family, no
future, no friends, no hope, he
knows what it is to have lived in
the death cell, to have faced the
prospect of the gallows alone at
17. Today he is a psychologist, a
social worker, a leading man in his
profession, happily married, with
a family. We will call him John
Doe, because he is as much a
product of our social system as any
of us.

He tells his story simply, vividly,
unemotionally, spilling out fact
upon fact about orphanage and
penitentiary life, about the lonely,
bitter struggle of young human
flotsam, in two of the most power-
ful programs CBC radio has ever
presented. They are the first of
eight hours Project ’6l is devoting
to a close examination of people
who influence our society because
of their personal situation or pro-
fession.

The first, called The Criminal,
is a picture of a hostile, unfeeling
society exerting influences on an
uncomprehending orphan child,
and of his inevitable social rebel-
lion. The second, The Social
Worker, is the continuing story of
The Criminal, but it is also a pic-
ture of our slowly changing social
attitudes towards penal reform and
how enlightened society can deal
realistically with salvageable mate-
rial.

John Doe is the pricipal speaker
in both programs, he will be inter-
viewed by Sidney Katz, well-
known Canadian writer and broad-
caster on social and medical topics.
Katz wrote an article based on
their conversations which appeared
in Maclean’s magazine in August,
but there were many of John Doe’s
experiences and observations which

could not be included. These, plus
his first-person account of his life
as an orphan, as a dabbler in petty
crime and murder, as a lad explor-
ing a new world of the mind with
the help of individuals and social
agencies, as a university student
and as a social worker helping other
unfortunates to re-establish them-
selves on the outside, will be heard
on Project ’6l. Many other voices
will be heard, too: convicts, dope
addicts, prostitutes, psychiatrists,
members of the John Howard
Society, university officials, and
others who helped or were helped
by John Doe. Lloyd Chester had
the difficult job of editing three
hours of fascinating conversation
down to two.

John Doe was an orphan at one.
His fondest memories are of the
Bradley house, where he lived
with foster parents for six years,
until he was nine. The ideals this
kind couple instilled in the fright-
ened, lonely little boy are, he
feels, largely responsible for his
being able to reestablish himself in
a constructive life. He tells of his
bewilderment when Mrs. Bradley
died and her husband became an
alcoholic. He tells why and how he
ran away several times, was in and
out of detention homes and orphan-
ages, describes the lessons in petty
crime he learned there, the physical
and mental tortures he endured
from the olderboys who ruled their
little empires viciously, and of the
homosexuality they practiced. Fin-
ally he tells of the bicycle theft
that landed him in prison. He was
16 when he made a plan to escape.
He gives a vivid description of his
killing a guard, how he was tried
and sentenced to hang, and of his
long watch in the death cell. His
standard was still “me first and to
hell with everybody else.” Then
his sentence was commuted to life.

He talks a lot about the eternal
wars waged between prisoners and
guards, the brutalities, the kind-

nesses, the laziness, bitterness and
sexual perversion that existed
among the men. Next he tells of
his 10-year plan to educate him-
self, how strange the outside world
was to him on his release, his four
years of night and day work to
save money for his master’s degree
in psychology. And then he tells of
his work in helping other criminals
to find their feet on the outside.

Soon John Doe will apply to the
Supreme Court for a pardon which,
if it is granted, will obliterate his
whole prison record forever, and
formally re-establish him as a first-
class Canadian citizen.

the reasons, colour cannot develop
without viewers.

“The introduction of colour into
Canada on any basis will unavoid-
ably involve the CBC in large ex-
penditures. Those who make the
relatively large investment in colour
receivers will expect the CBC to
provide them with colour programs.
In order to fulfill its obligation as
a national service, the CBC must
provide not only U.S. programs
but Canadian colour programs to
its coast-to-coast network audiences.

“An equally important responsi-
bility for the CBC, if its service is
to be truly national, will be the
provision of colour programming
for the French network which, un-
like its English-language counter-
part, would not have access to
ready-made U.S. colour programs.

“Although colour TV is ex-
pensive, Canadians will expect this
service from the CBC when colour
starts here. To provide such a serv-
ice the Corporation will require
additional public funds.

“On the present level of financ-
ing the CBC does not have the
money to go into colour. The cor-
poration has to devote all its re-
sources and energies to the de-
velopment of black and white tele-
vision in order to meet the public
demand for an extension of national
TV service to all parts of Canada.

“The CBC would like to provide
a national service in colour when
all factors make the time appro-
priate, not only because of in-
creased enjoyment for the Canadian
viewer, but for the sake of the gen-
eral buoyant effect on the elec-
tronics industry and the resulting
effect on the Canadian economy.”

Autumn Nocturn
JOHN REEVES introduces his
own work, to he presented this
week on CBC Wednesday Night

SOME readers may be unfamiliar
with the ecclesiastical usage of

the word “nocturn”: it denotes one
of the divisions, usually three, of
the office of matins. The canonical
hour of matins (as distinct from
the Anglican morning service) is
properly a midnight office, though
it is sometimes delayed until day-
break and is frequently recited by
anticipation during the afternoon
or evening. However, in using the
word “nocturn” in my title, I mean
to suggest the nocturnal connota-
tion: parts of the poem evoke an
evening atmosphere; the remainder
is a nightscape.

Autumn Nocturn is intended for
reading in the ordinary way, pri-
vately, or for broadcasting. As a
broadcast it would be combined
with music, as indicated in the text,
so that the listener may be afforded
some relief from the sheer quantity
of the words, the sort of relief
which a reader can enjoy simply
by laying the book aside for a
while. The music would be partly
instrumental and partly vocal. The
instrumental music would accom-
pany the speaking of the prologue
and the epilogue, would provide
brief transitions before each of the
nine spoken poems which make up
the three main sections of the text,
and would conclude each main sec-
tion in the form of an extended
musical movement; the vocal music
would be settings for unaccom-
panied soprano of each of the three
lyric poems which announce the
three main sections.

The dedication of this poem to
Gerard Manley Hopkins is, I be-
lieve, apt and will not, I hope,
seem impertinent. It is not merely
a token of admiration, nor merely a
recognition of the debt owed to
him by so many modern poets be-
sides myself. Beyond that, it is in-
tended to draw the reader’s or the
listener’s attention to a central
aspect of the text, which is that my
subject-matter is largely the same
as that which chiefly occupied
Hopkins, namely Grace, and in

certain appropriate passages (the
prologue, the epilogue, and the first
poem of Part 111, which is directly
addressed to Hopkins) I have not
been ashamed to underline this fact
by borrowing freely from his style.

There is not, I think, anything
intrinsically obscure in this text
which stands in need of explana-
tion. There is, however, one in-
direct allusion to a historical fact
which may not readily leap to
mind; This comes in the passage
addressed to Hopkins, in which I
allude obliquely to his long literary

silence. When he became a Jesuit
he burnt all his verse and, as he
put it, “resolved to write no more,
as not belonging to my profession,
unless by the wish of my superiors.”
It is thanks to the wish of his
superiors that he began to write
again, seven years later, and the
whole corpus of work which has
made him famous belongs to the
subsequent and last years of his
short life. He died in 1889 and
was, in my view, the greatest poet
the English language has produced
since John Donne.

from Handel’s Water Music, ar-
ranged by Hamilton Harty; and
Concertante Musik, opus 10, by
contemporary German composer
Boris Blacher. It will be joined by
the choir for three selections from
Folk Songs of the Four Seasons,
one of Vaughan Williams’ lesser-
known works.

In the December 4 program
host Louis Applebaum will also
conduct the orchestra, and guests
will include Teresa Stratas, the
young Canadian soprano who made
a whirlwind rise to fame last year
and now sings with the Metropoli-
tan Opera Company; and Erica
Goodman, 12-year-old harpist and
daughter of Hyman Goodman, first
violinist and concertmaster of the
Toronto Symphony Orchestra. Miss
Goodman will play an excerpt
from Canadian composer Harry
Somers’ Suite for Harp and Orches-
tra. The January 22 program will
feature Donald Bell, young bass-
baritone who is returning to Can-
ada from the Wagner Festival in
Bayreuth, where he has been get-
ting rave reviews. Other guests
will be announced later.

Louis Applebaum is greatly en-
thusiastic about this series which,
he thinks, is “one of the most sig-
nificant things that has ever hap-
pened in music and television in
Canada.” He hastens to point out
that it is “definitely NOT educa-
tional, NOT preachy. We won’t
play down to our young audience.
In fact, we’ll be dishing up a lot
of new works for them, concen-
trating on modem music, because
we feel we can communicate more
directly to teenagers through it
than through the 17th and 18th-
century music in the usual concert
repertoire. Of course everybody
can enjoy these programs—they’re
not just for young people. They’ll
offer fun and sparkle—a pleasurable
experience for both performers and
audience, we hope. A few off-beat
surprises, too. There’s a strong
possibility that we’ll be doing
Gerald Mcßoing Being by Gail
Kubik, who wrote the music for
the original movie cartoon and
then made a concert suite out of it
for narrator and orchestra.”
