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Prairie Newsroom Marks 20th Anniversary

In 20 years, the world has passed through some of the most momentous
periods of history. In those two decades, the Prairie Newsroom in Winnipeg
and the national network of newsrooms have kept Canadians informed of

the triumphs and disasters that have highlighted man’s rapid progress

TWENTY YEARS ago the world
was trembling. Hitler’s armies
reigned supreme in western Eu-
rope, German and Italian forces
were well on the way to conquer-
ing North Africa and the Japanese
were making ominous noises in the
Pacific.

In Canada more and more men
were being trained for the coming
battles in Europe and Canadian
industry was entering an advanced
stage of war production. Canadian

airmen and seamen were already
in the thick of combat and the war
became a very personal thing to
millions of Canadians. There was
a growing need for news and more
news, and radio came into its own
as an information medium.

The demand resulted in the
CBC setting up its own news serv-
ice on January 1, 1941. It started
off in a small way with about two
dozen men and women turning out
three or four main news bulletins a

day from each of five geographical
regions. The National News Bul-
letin heard from coast to coast
each evening became an institution
in almost every Canadian home.
As the war grew in intensity CBC
correspondents went overseas and
the newsrooms at home turned out
more and more to satisfy the news
appetite.

In the later war years events
were moving so swiftly that the
assassination of Benito Mussolini
rated only third place in the
National news bulletin. It was a
sign of the times that a man who
had made headlines all over the
world for two decades had his
death reported in newspapers and
on radio newscasts in an almost
incidental manner.

The war ended, and the world
settled into the uneasy condition
which still exists in 1961, but the
interest in news developed during
the years of conflict did not de-
crease. Radio newscasts became
more numerous. Then television
arrived on the scene, the first pro-
gram on the air in Canada being
CBC Newsmagazine.

As television developed across
the country new TV newsrooms
came into being or radio news-
rooms were expanded to handle
the extra load. New techniques
were born and ways were found to
speed the delivery of film to news-
rooms far from the centre of opera-
tions in Toronto. Regional news-
rooms evolved into the local
reporting field while in the other
direction CBC newsmen were
established in such places as Lon-
don, Paris, Washington and the
United Nations.

In these few years the CBC
news service has grown into one
of the biggest in the world. Today
there are 200 men and women scat-
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tered across the country and over-
seas, producing 120 radio and 25
television newscasts daily—in both
English and French. In fact, CBC
news is heard in English, French
and 14 other languages over five
national networks and the CBC
International Service. The service
receives about 2,000,000 words of
news every week from the world
news agencies, in addition to the
material from its own people in
the national, regional and overseas
CBC newsrooms.

The Prairie newsroom was estab-
lished in Winnipeg 20 years ago
to provide CBC news to the three
Prairie Provinces. It started mod-
estly with four people producing
three main radio bulletins a day.
The total staff now is 16, and the
production amounts to about 20
radio newscasts and two main
television news programs a day.

One reason for the steady
growth of the news service has
been the policy of the CBC to treat
news in the nature of a public
trust. Simply stated, the policy is
to give the news honestly, to stand
for no outside interference, and if
wrong, to admit and correct our
errors. While the news was not
without its critics, especially in
the early days when there was
deep suspicion and charges of gov-
ernment control, adherence to this
straightforward- policy, has over
the years won wide public accept-
ance.

Perhaps one of the most inter-
esting developments has been the
move toward more reporting by
CBC news editors. At one time we
relied almost exclusively on the
news agencies. The news was
received by teletype in our various
newsrooms, was rewritten into
good radio style by our editors and
then broadcast.

But since the advent of television
the need has arisen for reporting
local events in depth. Now, CBC
newsmen in the prairie newsroom
cover regular beats such as the
Winnipeg City Hall and the legis-
lature. As many as 10 or 12 local
news events appear on film every
day on CBWT.

When the CBC opens its new
television station in Edmonton

The Nature of Things
The only weekly science series on

General of Canada.

Where History Was Made. Today-
Chateau of the Governors. We take
viewers to one of the oldest houses in
Canada—the Chateau de Hamezay,
built in 1705. Since Claude de Ram-
ezay, for whom it was built, was
Governor of Montreal for many years,
the Chateau became the meeting place
for all the leading citizens of the
town and for such important visitors
as the Governor and the Intendant of
New France. In 1763, the British took
over the Chateau as their head-
quarters. In 1775 when the colonies
declared war on Britain the rebels
captured Montreal and used the
Chateau as their headquarters for a
period of six months. In 1776, the Army
of Congress moved south and the
Chateau again became the head-
quarters for such British governors as
Lord Sydenham, Lord Metcalfe, and
Lord Elgin. This program will trace
the history of the Chateau.

Churchill in America

A ONE-MAN
ENGLISH-SPEAKING UNION

THE JAUNTY John Bull figure of
Sir Winston Churchill is so fami-
liar that often the North American
aspects of his life and career are
neglected.

Churchill, however, summed up
his feeling about himself in rela-
tion to this continent when he said
to Adlai Stevenson during a lunch-
eon at Chequers July 29, 1953:

“My mother was American and
my ancestors were officers in Wash-
ington’s army. So I am myself an
English-speaking union.”

Actually, Churchill made a score
of trips to North America between
1895 and 1959 and many of his

famous speeches and some humor-
ous incidents occurred during those
visits.

Some memorable moments in
Churchill’s trips to North America
will be recaptured in a one-hour
radio program, Churchill in Am-
erica, to be heard on the CBC
Trans-Canada network Sunday,
January 1.

The program was researched and
written by Robin Woods, super-
visor of CBC programs archives,
and produced by Murray Edwards.
In gathering the material, Woods
came across many items which had
not been published or broadcast
previously.

Included in the recordings, says
Woods, are many of Churchill’s
own American and Canadian ad-
dresses; the speeches and tributes
of his friends and colleagues—
Franklin Roosevelt, President
Eisenhower, Harry S. Truman,
Bernard Baruch, Mackenzie King
and Louis St. Laurent. Several will
be used in the program.

Some material from the BBC
archives and some specially re-

corded interviews also are included
in Churchill in America.

During his probing, Woods un-
covered several humorous inci-
dents involving Churchill in his
visits and tours of North America.

For example, Churchill went on
strike in Toronto while on a lec-
ture tour in 1900. Lecturing about
the Boer War, he received head-
line treatment in the Toronto
papers when it was rumoured that
he would not continue his lectures
unless his fees were doubled. It was
said that he was receiving $250 for
a lecture which drew 5,000 To-
rontonians who paid between 75
cents and $1.50 to hear him. Ap-
parently a more equitable arrange-
ment was made because he finished
his Canadian tour.

The reason for the tour was to
help finance his career in politics,
or as Woods writes in the script;

“In 1895 Churchill came to
America a poor man in search of
fame. He returned in 1900 a fam-
ous man in search of money.”

Another incident occurred in
1941 when Churchill visited the
White House in Washington on
official business. During his stay,
Churchill and President Roosevelt
became accustomed to wandering
in and out of each other’s rooms.
On one occasion when Roosevelt
wheeled himself into his visitor’s
room, he was surprised to find
Churchill standing stark naked.

Upon excusing himself, Roose-
velt received this answer; “It’s
quite all right. The prime minister
of Great Britain has nothing- to
hide from the president of the
United States.”

While addressing the American
Congress in 1941, Churchill drew

a great ovation with the following
statement: “If my father had been
American—my mother British—in-
stead of the other way around, 1
might have got here on my own.”

Some excerpts from famous
speeches made by Churchill in
North America:

“When I warned (the French)
that Britain would fight on alone
whatever they did, their generals
told their prime minister and his
divided cabinet, ‘ln three weeks
England will have her neck wrung
like a chicken.’ Some chicken;
some neck.” (Canadian Senate and
House of Commons, Ottawa, De-
cember, 1941.)

“I feel on both sides of the At-
lantic. ... In my mother’s birth
city of Rochester, I hold a latch-
key to American hearts.” (Roches-
ter, N.Y., June, 1942.)

“From Stettin, in the Baltic, to
Trieste, in the Adriatic, an iron
curtain has descended across the
continent. , . .” (Fulton, Missouri,
March, 1946.)

“The two world wars of the ter-
rible twentieth century have turned
the economic balance of power
from the old world to the new. It
is certain that Europe could not
have survived without the moral
and the material help which has
flowed across the ocean from Can-
ada and the United States.” (Ot-
tawa, January, 1952.)

Types of English
The CBC’s department of Broad-

cast Language suggests that the fol-
lowing types of cultivated English
can be distinguished: Southern Eng-
lish (standard English or public school,
most used by educated people); stan-
dard English of Scotland; Northern
English; Eastern American; Southern
American; Western (or general) Amer-
ican, resembling Northern English,
and common in Canada; standard
English spoken by educated Irishmen.
Certain peculiarly Australian and
South African pronunciations are also
mentioned.

later this year the emphasis again
will be on local news in newscasts
prepared by the Edmonton news-
room. National and International
news, of course, will continue to
be emphasized in the National
News bulletin each evening from
Toronto.

Faster transmission of fi'm has
helped to increase the importance
of television news. By using the
CBC’s microwave network facilities
the news service is able to bring
viewers from coast to coast same
day coverage of major news events.

For example, just recently the
disastrous collision of two airliners
over New York City was graphic-
ally covered on film and seen all
over Canada just a few hours after
it happened. A few years ago we
would have had to wait two or
maybe three days before we could
show such film in such places as
Winnipeg or Vancouver.

Still we have not run out of
challenges. Radio must still fight
the clock every day, using its flexi-
bility to get out the news with all
speed consistent with accuracy, to
spread further its contacts across
Canada and the world for eyewit-
nessing reporting.

Television is still working on
further speeding film coverage by
microwave, closed circuit, slow
scan or cable-film process, or by
judicious use of video-tape.

It’s very difficult to predict what
the next two decades will bring.
Perhaps cross-ocean live television
will be a matter of routine, with
live press conferences' by Mr.
Khrushchev (or his successor)
brought to viewers instantaneously
all over the world. Or maybe a
royal wedding in the Middle East,
or an important religious function
in Rome will be brought into
Canadian homes as easily as we
now see the exploits of the local
football team.

The possibilities are limitless.
But there’s one thing the listener
and viewer will always be sure of
—the CBC news service will be at
the forefront of better and faster
methods of reporting world and
local news.

IF THERE is a Canadian edition
of Walt Whitman, it is probably
Bruce Hutchison. In half-a-dozen
books, numerous magazine articles
and as a newspaper editor he has
been a perceptive, enthusiastic
champion of the Canadian scene,
explaining Canada’s history and
people to us and the rest of the
world for three or four decades.

His critics dismiss him as “that
professional Canadian.” But he has
certainly managed more than any
other Canadian, to give us a sense
of our own identity. He knows us
through and through. But most of
us are pretty much in the dark
about him.

Though he is a warm, friendly
man when you track him down, he
has the reputation of being a very
private sort of person, even a re-
cluse. Recently Project ’6l went
exploring in the world of Bruce
Hutchison and picked up some
fascinating glimpses of the many
facets of this extraordinary man

The program is based on an
interview producer Jed Adams had
with Hutchison last summer.

When he was in Vancouver on
another assignment, Adams sud-
denly decided he would like to
meet Hutchison, so he rang him
in Victoria and Hutchison said
come on over. They talked for
nearly an hour in a Victoria radio
studio and Adams discovered that
Hutchison is not nearly as privately
isolated as he is made out to be.
Early in December, Vancouver
broadcaster Jack Webster visited
Hutchison for further information.

Then Peter Stursberg interviewed
four people who know Hutchison
well: Grant Dexter, Editor emer-
itus of the Winnipeg Free Press
and a lifelong colleague; John

Stevenson, formerly Ottawa corre-
spondent for the London Times;
Michael Barkway, Ottawa bureau
chief for the Toronto Star; John
Pickersgill, Liberal M.P. for Bona-
venture, Twillingsgate, Newfound-
land, and a former Cabinet Min-
ister who was closely associated
with Hutchison during the W. L.
Mackenzie King regime.

Discussing Hutchison’s anti-
USA feeling, Barkway described it
as “a very characteristic view with
an underlying dislike overlaid by
a deliberate determination to be
polite and good neighbours. Few
Canadians express it so well as
he.”

Dexter feels that Hutchison’s
chief virtue is “his clarity of mind.
It is like a searchlight. His second
virtue is that he judges public
action by his own private stand-
ards.”

About the other side of the coin,
Hutchison’s faults, Dexter noted
that “he doesn’t verify his refer-
ences and he strains too much for
the dramatic.”

What will history have to say of
him? Barkway is saddened by a

feeling that history will be unable
to capture Hutchison’s vitality and
enthusiasm. “I fear a vision of a
dessicated Hutchison, and there is
nobody less dessicated.”

And what does Hutchison have
to say about what history will
think of him?

Nothing.
Says Adams: “Bruce is unusual

insofar as he comments on the
Canadian scene so knowledgeably
from his lonely outpost in Victoria,
and because over the years he has
developed such valuable sources of
information that his pipeline rarely
runs dry, and rare is the end result
far from the facts.

“In this Project ’6l hour he will
talk about the press and its re-
sponsibilities, politics as he knows
it, books and himself. We will
likely round off the program with
readings from his writings on the
Canadian scene and character,”
which include such Longmans,
Green and Company books as
Canada: Tomorrows Giant, The
Struggle for the Border, The Un-
known Country—Canada and Her
People, The Incredible Canadian,
The Fraser and Canada’s Lonely
Neighbour.

Narrator and writer on the show
is Douglas Leiterman of the CBC,
a former member of the Ottawa
Press Gallery and correspondent
for the Southam newspaper chain.
As such he was in direct competi-
tion with Hutchison, whose writ-
ing appeared in the Sifton news-
paper chain in western Canada.
But Leiterman has been a lifelong
admirer and friend of Hutchison,
has visited him at his Victoria
home and at his summer cottage
on a lonely lake 20 miles north of
the city.

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IS OUR TREATMENT OF CONVICTS

“Still in the Dark Ages?”
Playwright Len Peterson, champion of the “little guy,” has well-defined
views on our treatment of convicts and ex-convicts. These views have been

expounded in such plays as “TheLong Road Back,”
seen on “ G.M. Presents” in mid-December

PLAYWRIGHT LEN PETERSON
has the knack for probing deep
into the heart of the “little guy,”
and picturing his hopes and fears
with great understanding.

In a book-lined workroom at
the back of his house, overlooking
a 450-foot-deep garden, he has
literally hundreds of case histories
of people with problems of all
types and sizes. In more than two
decades as one of Canada’s lead-
ing playwrights, he has researched
for dozens of dramas and docu-
mentaries about human relations,
some for well-known, prize-winning
radio series like In Search of Our-
selves, others for single radio and
television dramas.

Because he never discards any
of the information he collects, he
has an almost unlimited supply of
authentic pictures of the best and
the worst in Canadian life stories.
His bulging file cases are proof
that truth is much stranger and
more powerful than any fiction.

For a long time he has been
interested in the dilemma of
prisoners, both in confinement and
after release, and recently he got
an idea for a play about a youngish
man on parole after a long prison
term. The CBC liked his outline
and he went off to Kingston Peni-
tentiary to talk with prison officials
and inmates. Later he had long
discussions with rehabilitated con-
victs. They all talked freely about
the special problems and fears of
the released prisoner.

From their conversations Peter-
son evolved an imaginary man of
about 32, Jeff Rollins, a composite
of all the ex-prisoners who have

tried to win acceptance in the out-
side world. A play based on him,
called The Long Road Back, was
seen on CBC-TV’s General Motors
Presents, Sunday, December 11,
with production by Mel Breen.

Peterson is disgusted with our
society’s attitude to convicts. He
admits that it is a lot better than
it used to be, but feels that “we’re
still in the Dark Ages. Most of
the people in our prisons haven’t
much education, so in a sense our
whole system is designed to punish
the uneducated, maladjusted, and
stupid. The rest of us are clever
or well-adjusted enough to manipu-
late things so we don’t get this
punishment.

“We all have evil streaks in us,
and guilty consciences, and our
treatment of people outside the
law provides us with something to
salve our own uncertainties and
discomfort. Gives us a target out-
side ourselves, a scapegoat.”

He deplores the isolation of
prisoners in locked cells with no
contact with the opposite sex. “It’s
enough to drive a man insane—yet
he’s supposed to act completely
rationally when he gets out. I’m
all for allowing prisoners to spend
time with wives or girl friends.”

Peterson feels that prisons are
at a disadvantage in hiring people.
Because they pay low wages they
cannot attract specially - trained
staff. “This,” he says, “is poor
economics because prison employ-
ees, no matter of what rank, have
some contact with prisoners, and
can in a sense influence them. And
with a helpful influence constantly
close at hand, a prisoner’s chances

of happy rehabilitation are infi-
nitely better.”

We asked Peterson whether it
was any easier for a writer to make
a living in Canada than it was, say,
10 years ago. “A little in some
fields,” he said. “TV has made a
big difference, but there is less
market for short magazine stories.
There is some slight hope in the
theatre, but it is still not possible
to make any real living out of it,
except at great sacrifice. The sale
of novels has increased slightly,
but it’s still an uncertain trade.”

He tells us he gets “the impres-
sion that everyone in TV is a little
restless with what they are pro-
ducing—actors, directors, writers—-
so there’s an atmosphere of ques-
tion and self-criticism. It’s a good
sign. I hope it will result in an
improvement of television fare.”

Gala de la chanson Canadienne:
Through the combined efforts of radio,
television and the International Serv-
ice of the CBC, Canada will partici-
pate in January in an international
song writing contest limited to French-
speaking countries. Canadians will
enter along with contestants from
France, Belgium and Switzerland.
The Canadian phase of the contest
will start in January 1961, on radio.
It will consist of ten broadcasts to be
followed by a special performance on
the French network on the day after
the gala broadcast organized by the
television services of Switzerland,
Belgium and France. The grand prize
is $2,000. In Canada, prizes of $1,200,
$BOO, $5OO, $3OO, $2OO and $lOO will
be given to six successful song writers.

Representatives of Bulgaria and
Poland on UNESCO bursaries will
spend two months at CBC Montreal
studying French dramatic scripts and
public affairs broadcasting.

MAT’S BROCCOLI RING FROM OUR MAILBAG
Cook 2 packages of frozen or

fresh broccoli. Requires about 10
minutes cooking in boiling salted
water. Chop broccoli.

Beat 3 eggs and add V 2 cup soft
bread crumbs, 1 tbsp. grated onion,
salt, pepper, monosodium gluta-
mate and nutmeg to taste. Place in
buttered ring mold. Place into pan
of water. Bake at 350 degrees from
30 to 35 minutes or until set. Serve
with Hollandaise Sauce.

HOLLANDAISE SAUCE
V 2 cup butter
1 tbsp. lemon juice
2 to 3 egg yolks
V 2 cup boiling water

Cream butter and egg yolks.
Add lemon juice. Pour in boiling
water and cook over hot water for
about 5 minutes. This must be
made just before serving time.

STUFFED TOMATOES
Have one ripe but firm tomato

for each guest. Cut off about Vi of
the top and scoop out insides leav-
ing a wall about ¥2 inch thick. Mix
equal amount of cracker crumbs
and scooped out tomato, V 2 tsp.
minced onion, Vi tsp. crushed gar-
lic, sauteed mushrooms, salt and
pepper to taste. Stuff tomatoes. Set
into baking dish and top with but-
ter. Bake uncovered in a 375-de-
gree oven from 30 to 35 minutes.
