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Why 'm A Vegetarian

This Saskatoon schoolteacher explains why he will not eat

meat, and why he is raising his three children in the same

dietary tradition, with, he believes, benefits to their over-all

state of health.

THERE’S A FRIEND of mine in
Saskatoon who persists, of all
things, in offering me chicken din-
ners — with all the trimmings, of
course — and once, he was rash
enough to promise me the biggest
steak in town. Each time I've
smiled weakly and thanked heaven
he was the sort of chap who was
all talk and no do. Why? Because
I'm a vegetarian.

“You're a what?”

“Im a vegetarian.”

“You mean you don’t eat meat?”
“No, I don’t eat meat.”

“How about fish?”

“No, I don’t eat fish.”

“Well, surely you eat chicken?”
“No, I don’t eat chicken either.”

“Good Lord, what on earth do
you live on? Grass?

Here there usually comes a titter
and the suggestion I should live
down a rabbit hole. But since
nearly everyone is convinced I'm a
crank who subsists on potatoes and
boiled cabbage—a creature to be
glanced at in pity and then forgot-
ten—I let the comment go and pick
up another carrot.

However, there’s a lot more to
being a vegetarian than taking
wisecracks from beefy, bone-crack-
ing, marrow-sucking, ham-and-eggs-
for-breakfast he-men. After all,
what about Bernard Shaw? Any
man who could quite seriously set
about trying to take apostrophe
commas out of English grammar,
or attempt to persuade the Univer-
sities of Oxford and Cambridge that
we should adopt a phonetic alpha-
bet, must have had something a
pork-chop-chewer lacks.

No doubt someone’ll chip in here
and tell me Shaw’s doctors put him
on liver extract to cure his anaemia.
I know it! But look what happened.
Three unstageable plays in a row.

Then he went back to grated celery
and sauteed lettuce leaves and pro-
duced a masterpiece. In this world,
results speak for themselves.

But wait a moment. If I continue
being facetious you’ll think I'm not
sincere about vegetarianism. Noth-
ing could be further from the truth.
And certainly, when 1 first adopted
a fleshless diet, I joined an illus-
trious company. Many famous in-
deed, many great men have advo-
cated abstinence from flesh, fish or
fowl.

For example? Well, there was the
Lord Buddha, of course. And if that
name offends in a Christian com-
munity, so did St. John Chrysostom
and Clement of Alexandria. So did
the Greeks, Plato, Pythagoras, Plut-
arch and Diogenes, the Roman
giants Ovid and Seneca, Origen,
the early mystic, the English poets
Milton, Pope and Shelley, the
needle-minded Voltaire and the
idealistic Tolstoy.

So, too, did Sir Isaac Newton,
who paved the way for modern
astrophysics; that militant Metho-
dist, John Wesley; and the gentle,
peace-loving M a h a tma Ghandi.
Quite a collection of talent, don’t
you think? Could all of them have
been wrong in their ideas?

Yet what were the precepts these
vastly different persons held in
common? In the past, of course,
they were mainly ethical. In fact, it
was ethical considerations which
first drew me to the idea of doing
without meat as a means of sus-
tenance. Not that I didn’t enjoy
the taste of a steak dripping with
blood and onion juice, or a tender
chicken stuffed with chestnuts and
just asking to be melted in the
mouth. I did! I've drooled as much
as anyone over such savory de-
lights. But, like Albert Schweitzer,
I began to realize a “reverence for
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life.” I began to think of life as
sacred.

Now, I don’t just mean human
life. I mean all life. In other words,
since I'm unable to create a living
creature that breathes and moves
and has beauty of form and being,
what earthly right have I to de-
stroy one? Isn’t there enough bru-
tality and suffering in the world
without my adding to the total? I
want to enjoy life, without fear of
exploitation, without fear of un-
necessary pain, without fear of a
sudden, cruel death. What normal
human being- doesn’t? Then why
shouldn’t we extend that hope to
animals?

But maybe you think this ethical
approach is high-falutin’ nonsense.
Perhaps you want me to prove the
point with science. Well, here are
the facts.

The blood, flesh and fat of dead
animals contain millions of dead
and millions of live bacteria. Some
of these are produced as the car-
cass begins to decompose . .
which it does almost immediately
following death. But others were
already present, from such animal
diseases as contagious abortion,
swine fever, foot and mouth dis-
ease, tuberculosis and cancer
tumours. So the spare ribs you had
for dinner were government tested
and free of disease, were they? Can
you be sure? Can you be quite,
quite sure?

In any case, what do you get
from meat? Mainly protein, isn’t
itP? And since a pound of lima beans
contains more protein than a pound
of beef, giving that as a reason
hardly holds water, does it?

Moreover, you and I have 30 feet
of small intestine, specially de-
signed for slow digestion. The truly
carnivorous animals have very short
bowels, so that all the toxic wastes
from putrefying flesh can be elimin-
ated quickly. In us, they hang
around causing trouble.

You see, flesh is an end-product
and breaks down by decomposition,
whereas fruits, nuts and vegetables
are digested by processes of fer-
mentation. Now, if you overload
yourself with foods which produce

CANADA’S FIRST working TV set was built long before the average
person had thought it could ever be possible to transmit pictures.
Operating on a mechanical principle, it was invented by a young tech-

nician, Alphonse Ouimet, who today has risen to become president of
the CBC.

Mr. Ouimet’s television set, along with the gold microphone used by
King George VI during the 1939 Royal Tour, an early wire tape recorder
weighing half a ton, a gramaphone, vintage 1908, and many other pieces
from the history of broadcasting, will be on display in Winnipeg Feb.
6 to 11. To help publicize the CBC’s travelling “Broadcast Museum,”
several radio and television shows will originate from Beaver Hall on
the fourth floor of the Hudson’s Bay Company store, where the display
will be set up.

CBC WINNIPEG'S Lincoln television mobile unit was loaned to the
National Broadcasting Corporation to assist in their international tele-
vision coverage of the inauguration of President John F. Kennedy. The
unit, a complete control room for operation of one television camera, is
incorporated in a 23-foot-long Lincoln automobile. It is the only one of
its kind in Canada, and one of four on this continent. John Gibson,
CBWT’s Supervisor of Technical Operations, accompanied the vehicle
to Washington. The unit now has returned home, and will be on display
in connection with the Broadcast Museum when it is in Winnipeg.

ONE OF THE PROGRAMS to be presented on the floor of the Broad-
cast Museum will be “Nice and Easy,” featuring the- Bob McMullin
orchestra, Georges LaFleche and popular radio, television and night
club performer Denyse Ange. Many will remember Denyse’s appearance
on the St. Patrick’s Day program of the Ed Sullivan Show last spring.

ALTHOUGH MOST CBC drama production is handled in Toronto,
Winnipeg will make a contribution to the network Wednesday, Feb. 8
of a delightful comedy suspense story, “Steak for the Heiress.” The play
has been adapted from the famous mystery story “Puzzle for Poppy,” by
Patrick Quinton.

Possibly one of the most technically complex dramas produced in
this city, the production was complicated by a rambunctious but lovable
member of the cast: Kiltie, a whopping St. Bernard. The sets by Peter
Kaczmarek will be a tour de force of design: the limited confines of CBC
Studio 41 must be able to contain all 11 changes of scenery. Despite the
difficulties, the play operates on an average-sized budget.

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Half-Hour Holiday in Puerto Rico

“Q for Quest” takes us to the Festival Casals in Puerto Rico,

following the footsteps of celebrated Canadian contralto

Maureen Forrester. Filmed by the National Film Board, the
half-hour program will be presented Tuesday, February 7

WHEN SPANISH ’cellist Pablo
Casals, 84, visited his mother’s
homeland, Puerto Rico, a few
years ago, he fell in love with the
island, and stayed. Later he fell
in love with a beautiful young
Puerto Rican ’cellist, and married
her. Now he is so much a part of
the country, and has inspired its
musical life so greatly, that Puerto
Ricans are wondering how they
got along before their adopted son
came to live among them.

To honour this brilliant old mas-
ter, the Puerto Rican government
instituted the Festival Casals five
years ago, which annually draws
renowned artists from all over the
world for three weeks of music.

Among them at the Festival last
summer was distinguished Cana-
dian contralto Maureen Forrester,
described by a leading critic as
“Canada’s most precious natural
resource since gold was discovered
in the Klondike.” She flew down
with her husband (violinist-con-
ductor Eugene Kash), her three
small children and a nurse.

With them went a four-man
crew from the National Film
Board, and a ton of equipment, to
make a record of Miss Forrester’s
Festival appearances, as well as of
the family’s visits with Casals, trips
to the beach, jaunts around the
island, and many aspects of the
Festival which visitors don’t usu-
ally see. They brought home a
delightfully human, informal half-
hour film which Q for Quest pre-
sents Tuesday night on CBC-TV.
Production is by Roman Kroiter,
whose two-part study of Glenn
Gould was a CBC-TV highlight
last year.

Most of the Festival concerts are
held in the university on the edge
of San Juan. In her appearances

Miss Forrester sang Brahms Alto
Rhapsody with Casals conducting,
and Salve Regina by Scarlatti,
with Alexander Schneider conduct-
ing. This was only the second
known performance of Salve Re-
gina in the last 200 years. It was
lost for a long time and discovered
just recently.

Problems of filming Miss For-
rester’s part in the concerts were
complicated by a battery of 13

microphones cluttering up the
stage, for the performances were
televised, broadcast on radio, and
recorded by a New York company,
as well as filmed by the NFB.
Three NFB movie cameras were
used for simultaneous filming of
the activities on stage and back-
stage, and the audience reaction.
To get Miss Forrester's impres-
sions of the trip and the Festival
Casals we put through a long-
distance call to her at her home in
Montreal on January 19. The
operator told us she was not at
home. She had just had a baby.

As she had sung at a concert a
couple of days before, had re-

He Enabled the Blind to Read

Through a lifetime of heartbreak and sacrifice, Louis Braille
pioneered the system of reading for the blind that now bears
his name. His life story will be portrayed in the play, The

Touch of Light, on G.M.

IN AN AGE of hero-worship, it is
rather strange that hardly anyone
seems to know much about Louis
Braille. Of course we have all heard
of the ingenious method of reading
and writing for the blind which
bears his name, but what of the
man himself, and his dramatic
struggle to open the world of learn-
ing to the sightless back in the early
1800’s?

He doesn’t even rate a listing of
his own in the Encyclopedia Britan-
nica. Yet in the exciting, tragic,
frustrating and romantic events of
his short life in France are all the
ingredients of a spellbinding story.
It will be told in a drama on Gen-
eral Motors Presents Sunday night
on CBC-TV, to mark the opening
of White Cane Week.

Stars are Stuart Hutchison as
Braille, and Donald Eccles as
Defau.

Adapted by the series’ chief story
editor, Leslie McFarlane, from a

play by William Kendall Clarke,
and titled The Touch of Light, it
was videotaped last month. Produc-
tion is by Paul Almond, who says
“it was a moving and enlightening
experience for everyone associated
with the production. Like most
people, we all started out thinking
of the blind as different. We ended
up believing that sighted people
are often more blind than the
sightless.”

That was the conclusion that
Louis Braille came to, as well.

It is only in the last 30 years or
so that the Braille system has come
into use all over the world. Ironic-
ally, it was the sort of instrument
that cost Braille his sight, an awl,
that he used to bring a touch of
light to blind people. His family
had been harness-makers for over
200 years. When he was three he
went into his father’s workshop to
play one day, grabbed an awl and
tried to imitate his father’s sure

turned from a European tour on
December 30, and was scheduled
for a New York Town Hall recital
on February 1, we found this hard
to believe.

hand on a piece of leather. The
awl slipped and gouged his eye
badly, blinding him. Shortly after-
wards the sight in his other eye .
went, too.

When he was 10 he won a schol-
arship to the School for Blind Chil-
dren in Paris, where he carried off
first prize in every subject in his
first year. Eventually he joined the
staff as a teacher in return for his
food, lodging and a mere pittance
of salary, and also played the organ
at St. Nicholas’ Church for six
francs a month.

The school was a wretched place,
cramped, poorly equipped, where
the sickness and death rate were
high. From the time he went there,
he devoted himself to finding a
simple, sure way for the blind to
read and write.

“The most wretched child in
Paris, if he has even the sight of
one eye, knows more than any of
the blind,” he said. “The answer to
our problem lies in books, and until
we can learn to read and write -
easily and quickly, were con-
demned to ignorance.”

After much painstaking trial and
error he evolved a method for rep-
resenting the letters of the alphabet
and punctuation marks with com-
binations of tiny raised dots made
by pressing an awl into a sheet of
paper. It was simple, easy, cheap,
and it could be used in any
language. His blind pupils took
to it as a gift from heaven, but
the head of the school opposed it
violently. To make it available to
the sightless all over the world re-
quired the approval and assistance
of influential sighted people. Braille
spent 28 years trying to get it.

The Touch of Light is a moving
account of his efforts, of his ro-
mance with a beautiful girl who
encouraged him, and of the tragedy
of his last few years.

It took his countrymen a century
to get around to honouring him. In
1952 his body was moved from the
graveyard in his native village of

Henri’’
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Why Do You Like Music?

THE PSYCHOLOGY of music is
the subject of Helmut Blume’s
latest Music to See series, begin-
ning this week on CBC-TV’s Ex-
plorations.

“Why do we like music?” asks
Blume, an associate professor of
music at McGill University and a
frequent contributor to CBC radio
and television programs. “This is
something which sounds very
simple but is really quite compli-
cated.”

During the three-part series, his
fourth for CBC-TV which will be
seen Wednesdays, Blume will dis-
cuss and illustrate, by using several
composers works, the underlying
fundamentals of music as it affects
the composer, the performer and
the listener.

The first program deals with the
composer and how he weaves vari-
ous basic fundamentals into his
work to create a piece of music
with meaningful patterns.

“The composer doesn’t merely
embark on a stormy boatride, with-
out rudder or compass, every time

he writes a piece of music,” says
Blume. “But he does reflect the
dynamic principle of opposing
forces inherent in all motion.”

Blume illustrates this point by
telling of an experience he once
had during an Atlantic crossing by
boat.

“There was a storm, the sea was
very agitated, and the boat plunged
about very disagreeably. I didn’t
feel too well and decided to go on
deck for some fresh air. What I saw
while looking at the heaving seas
was marvelous.

“Huge waves rising seemingly
from nowhere, gathering tremend-
ous strength and purpose, rolling
past with a fantastic determination,
being resisted by other waves of
equal force and purpose. Then, two
or three or more of them clashing
magnificently and merging with
each other, subsiding and being re-
born again somewhere else and

" starting off on a new path with the

same determination.
“This awe-inspiring drama was
taking place simultaneously on

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several levels as it were, with
smaller waves within the huge ones
doing the same thing, though in
different directions, as the big fel-
lows in a tremendous symphony of
tension and abatement.

“It was perhaps the most musi-
cal experience I ever had. In fact, I
think I learned to understand music
better as a result of it. For the
whole point of this seemingly
chaotic and senseless drama was
that it did have order and sense
and purpose: namely, the logic and
purpose of any interplay of dynamic
forces.

“It seems to me that music,
more than any other art or human
activity, represents this exciting in-
terplay, between ‘questioning and
resting.” The composer is intuitively
aware and tries to recreate it on all
levels. And if he is any good, his
music, whether slow, or fast and
furious, will reflect this process of
rising and falling, of breathing, of
conflict and contrast, of being, and
dying, and being reborn.”

Composers, says Blume, consider
themselves first and foremost
artisans and craftsmen. But when
listening to music, a person is not
concerned with the technical data,
which is absorbed unconsciously.

“We are concerned only with the
emotional associations which the
music arouses in us, with the ideas
the composer seems to communi-
cate to us.”

Throughout the three programs
Blume will illustrate his explana-
tions by playing piano selections by
such composers as Haydn, Bach,
Chopin, Beethoven and Brahms.

The series is produced by Daryl
Duke, who also produced Blume’s
last two TV series.

Budd Knapp Returns to Canada

After two years in England, and various absences that have
taken him to Hollywood, actor Budd Knapp has returned to
Canadian radio and television

A NAME THAT rings familiar to
thousands of Canadian radio listen-
ers has returned to the roster of
CBC actors. After an absence of
two years. Budd Knapp is back in
Canada and is making his home in
Montreal. He was expected to take
an important role in “The School
Friend,” a production this week on
CBC Wednesday Night.

Knapp recently returned to Can-
ada from England where he has
been working for the past two years
in radio, television, films, and on
the stage.

It is typical of Knapp that
although certain highlights of his
stay in England stand out vividly
in his memory, other assignments
which a less seasoned performer
would have considered “plums”
have fallen into that limbo to
which a truly professional actor’s
routine chores are relegated.

He is, therefore, somewhat
startled when occasionally he finds
his own rugged face staring at him
from his picture tube during the
course of The Four Just Men or
some other program he had for-
gotten about.

On the other hand, he says he
will never forget such things as his
associations with people like Dame
Sybil Thorndike, with whom he
played a featured role in a tele-
vision performance of A Matter of
Age. “She is quite unbelievable,”
says Knapp. “At 76 she talks about
her next trip to Africa with the
enthusiasm of a woman of 30. And
her demonstration of a ‘method’
actor at work simply removes
method acting from the face of the
earth.”

“In England they rehearse a
television play about twice as long

as in Canada or the States,” Knapp
explained, “so for three weeks
Dame Sybil presided over us, tell-
ing anecdotes about plays she was
in so long ago that she had for-
gotten the titles. But she did re-
member that in one of them she
played a queen, and that her train
was carried by two ‘darling little
boys’ called Larry Olivier and
Carol Reid!”

One thing that surprised Knapp
a little in England was the atmos-
phere of “civilized competence”

that pervaded commercial tele-
vision as much as it did the BBC.
“Professionally, England must be
the most pleasant place in the
world. This air of unhurried effi-
ciency may not always be entirely
justified, but it is very agreeable.
The concern in England is with
the job itself, not just its commer-
cial result.”

One of Knapp’s last big roles in
England was in a feature film,
Never Take Sweets from a Stran-
ger, which has not yet been re-
leased in Canada. Although he
has never seen any of the Holly-
wood films in which he has ap-
peared (he wasn't interested), he

Fuchs’ letter is intercepted by
Gestapo underlings, and he is sen-
tenced to death. When the letter
does reach Goering he orders
Fuchs pronounced insane in order
to save his life.

The last part of the play takes
place after the war, when Fuchs’
daughter and the boy he protected
are married and hoping to go to
America. They cannot, however,
obtain an American visa for the
girl’s father, now old and helpless,
to accompany them because he is
still branded as insane.

less reading and writing when he
was 15. Obviously an hour-long
drama couldn’t begin to cover all
the years between then and his
death at 43 and the posthumous
acceptance of the Braille system.
“So,” says Paul Almond, “we made
use of poetic license and had Braille
originate his method at a later age.”

McFarlane was so anxious to
make his portrait of Braille live up
to the quality of the man that even
when rehearsals were underway he
was re-writing scenes and changing
them around until he felt his words
and situations had the right dra-
matic impact.

“I think what we were trying to
convey,” he says, “can be summed
up in the remark of one of Braille’s
prize pupils after his death, when
she said: ‘He will need no monu-
ment. It is engraved wherever the
fingertips of the blind seek knowl-

edge’.
One of the best scenes in the
play was deliberately left un-
scripted so the actors could ad lib
it—the one where Braille shows his
students his new system of writing
with dots. Both Almond and Mc-
Farlane feel that the spontaneity of
the actors’ remarks heightens the
emotion of the scene considerably.

Almond is high in his praise for
the assistance and advice given him
and the cast by the Canadian Na-
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tional Institute for the Blind. He
and leading members of the cast
made several visits to C.N.LB.
headquarters in Toronto and to the
School for the Blind in Brantford,
to learn how blind people cope
with their work and studies, their
attitudes to life, plans for the
future, and how they use their
other senses to make up for the one
they have lost.

Almond says: “We discovered
that in most cases you really can’t
tell that blind people have lost their
sight, except when they’re walking
on strange ground. We noticed that
they are much stiller than sighted

people, more ‘aware’.

Music figures prominently in the
play because Braille also worked
out a system for writing musical
scores with dots. For scenes of Miss
Maxwell at the piano the music

does intend to see this one. “Usu-
ally one is rather shocked and
depressed on seeing one’s self,” he
explains, “but I saw the ‘rushes’
of this film and was actually
pleased with them.”

Never Take Sweets from a Stran-
ger is set in eastern Canada, and is
based on a series of crimes that did
occur in Toronto a few years ago.
No matter where he goes, Knapp
never loses touch with things
Canadian. In England he appeared
in a stage play, The Gimmick, with
Bernard and Barbara Braden, took
part in a TV play, The Last Tycoon,
produced by Ted Kotcheff, form-
erly of CBC Toronto (who was
recently awarded a prize as the
best producer in England), and
played in a West End production
of Roger the Sixth with a former
CBC sound technician from To-
ronto. When he went to Hollywood
in 1951 his link with Canada was
producer Fletcher Markle, a Van-
couver-born CBC radio drama
pioneer.

Budd Knapp enjoyed his year
and a half in Hollywood. The
people with whom he appeared in
films and on television — Frank
Sinatra (in Johnny Concho), Tom

“almost without exception hard-
working, conscientious, nice guys.
I can only think of one bum, and
he wasn’t really big.” He prefers
the “civilized competence” of Eng-
land, however, to the “atmosphere
of speed and efficiency” that is
typical of Hollywood—“the feeling
that you are working at producing
a ‘commodity’ rather than working

in ‘theatre’.

Why, then, did Knapp leave
England to return to Canada?
There were two reasons, one pro-
saic and the other quite poetic: In
the first place, actors’ fees have
not kept pace with living costs in
England. In the second place
Knapp found himself “longing for
some good old Canadian bush,
with pre-Cambrian lakes and Tom
Thomson pines.”

“The rural environment in Eng-
{and is lovely, but so much of it
seems to be a backdrop from Con- -
stable.” (By way of explanation—
when one’s hobby is bird-watching,
the “rural environment” of the
country where one is living be-
comes quite important.)

Why did Knapp decide to settle
in Montreal, rather than Toronto,
when he returned to Canada? It
was, after all, in Toronto that he
became established as one of Can-
ada’s leading radio actors, and
most of his future radio and tele-
vision work will still be in Toronto.
In short, is not the idea of Budd
Knapp living in Montreal rather
like the idea of, say, Gratien
Gélinas living in Toronto?

“Well,” says Knapp, “Montreal
is stimulating. It combines the old
world and the new. It has style,
it's bawdy and sophisticated, it
has wonderful food, wine from
France at 90 cents a bottle, and
it’s the focus of the exciting con-
tradiction of two cultures.

“I lived in Toronto for years,
and I have in that city warm asso-
ciations and many friends, but it
wasn’t until I went back there that
I realized fully that I was back in
urban Canada. Montreal has some-
thing in common with London;
Toronto has something in common
with Los Angeles.”

Knapp is excited by the con-
tinuing development ‘of live theatre
in Canada, for he admits that the
stage excites him more than radio
or television. Even in the pre-tele-

large amounts of toxic waste, the
eliminatory organs such as the kid-
neys simply can’t cope with the
strain. What happens? Well, who
doesn’t know the answer to that
one in the days following Christ-
mas? And if you multiply those
headaches, those stomach upsets,
that colic, that biliousness, that
diarthoea by years and years of
slow toxic poisoning, you'll have
another reason why I'm a vege-
tarian.

Oh, and by the way . . . have
vou heard of the Hunza tribe?
They live in a remote valley in
Kashmir and are completely vege-
tarian in their diet. Their claim to
fame is somewhat unusual nowa-
days—they’re entirely free from the
scourge of cancer. Do the toxic irri-
tants from a meat diet cause
tumours? Some research scientists
think it’s highly possible. 1 don’t
know, but it’s quite a thought, isn’t
it?

And, after all, protein is merely
one of our needs, one we can easily
get without chewing up dead
bodies. All the others, the carbo-
hydrates, the fats, the vitamins and
the minerals are found in most
abundance in the vegetable king-
dom. Was it mere size you were
after? What about the elephant?
Was it strength? What about the
rhino or the gorilla? Was it endur-
ance and staying power? What
about the antelope or the ox?
They're vegetarians all and couldn’t
tell a wiener from a frank.

Yet in a world of rapidly increas-
ing population there’s a much more
urgent point to consider. If we bal-
ance out the number of people
against the land capable of produc-
ing food, we find that each person
would receive roughly one acre. A
meat-eater requires two. Does that
seem quite fair? It doesn’t to me.
In fact, he’s obviously taking more
than his share, while countless mil-
lions starve. On the other hand, the
vegetarian needs only three-quar-
ters of an acre. Need I say more . ..
except, perhaps, in all humility to
suggest how easily we could solve

the world’s food problems. And
more than anything a full belly
means a contented mind. Wouldn’t
this also be one way in which we
could help eradicate the justifiable

bitterness of the underprivileged
multitudes of the world?

You may think that it’s prac-
tically impossible to live in 2 meaty
society and yet net eat meat. It’s
true there are times when awkward
moments occur. There was the
occasion in New Zealand when a
new friend, who hadn’t heard we
were vegetarians, sent us a whole
leg of lamb as a gesture of wel-
come. It was very embarrassing—
particularly as it was so kind—and I
remember we didn’t get out of the
predicament too graciously. But
generally speaking people are quite
willing to accept our pecularities.
They think we're witless and ter-
ribly deprived, of course, but
thoughtfully provide mountains of
macaroni cheese—which we detest—
and load the festive board with
strange, pseudo-vegetarian concoc-
tions lifted anxiously from women’s
magazines published for the demi-
monde.

We do eat eggs and cheese, of
course, and with these, brown rice,

lentils and nuts, we make a large
variety of savoury dishes. There is,
though, a group which calls itself
the Vegan Society . . . these people
eliminate all forms of animal prod-
uce and make a remarkably healthy
diet without meat, fish, poultry,
eggs, cheese, butter or milk.
Strictly speaking, however, vege-
tarians exclude only those foods
which require the killing of animals
for their obtaining.

Perhaps, though, you think it’s
dangerous to health to do without
meat? I'm not really a good ex-
ample to quote, because I was 19
before I stopped eating it, but I'm
pretty proud of my children.
They’re being brought up as vege-
tarians and have never had meat.
How do they look? Well, my boy’s
11, is a little over five feet tall and
weighs 85 pounds. One girl is eight,
is 4 3%” tall and weighs 63
pounds, the other girl is nearly
three, is 3’ 3” and weighs 36
pounds. They’re intelligent, wide-
awake and healthy, have appetites
which are ruinous to the family
budget and so much energy it
makes me tired just to watch them.
Poor, deprived, undernourished
orphans of the storm, you think?
Why don’t you call in and see
them sometime?

So why am I a vegetarian? Be-
cause I think it’s ethically wrong
to breed animals simply to exploit
their helplessness. Because the
human body is unfitted for a car-
nivorous diet. Because the slaughter
of animals tends to produce callous-
ness in those who do the slaughter-
ing. Because the proper nutrition of
humanity can be achieved far more
easily by the use of fruits, vege-
tables, cereals and nuts. Because
the economics of world agriculture
points to its absolute necessity; and
because vegetarians have a proven
higher standard of health and are
less prone to disease than meat
eaters. Are those enough reasons?
I believe so.
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GLAZED TONGUE

1 beef tongue, 4 to 5 Ib.

Cold water

2 cloves

2 allspice

Salt

1 onion

Wash tongue well. Place in deep
kettle and cover with cold water.
Simmer 3 to 3% hours or until
fork tender. Cool slightly. Trim
off bone and gristle. With paring
knife, peel off skin. Slice into fairly
long strips and glaze.
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GLAZE

In frying pan, melt 1 cup cur-
rant jelly. Add 2 tbsp. prepared
mustard, 1 tbsp. lemon juice and
1 tbsp. slivered orange rind. Stir
until smooth. Add tongue slices
one at a time coating both sides
with glaze. Cover and heat thor-
oughly. Arrange down centre of
platter. Serve with glazed sweets,
peas and hash brown potatoes.
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GOURMET SAUCE
FOR TONGUE

Y% jar currant jelly

% cup water

1 tbsp. butter

3 cloves

Juice of % lemon

Y% cup port or madeira wine

Melt jelly in water. Add but-
ter and lemon juice. Beat thor-
oughly. When ready to serve, add
wine.
