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FOR A DRAMATIST who pro-
fesses his writing habits to be “all
bad,” M. Charles Cohen is one of
the most successful freelance TV
and radio writers in Canada today.
Three weeks away from his desk
may spark an all-night session over
such scripts as The Equalizer.

Born in Winnipeg and a gradu-
ate of University of Manitoba and
University of Toronto, in Social
Studies, Cohen went to Montreal
from Toronto in 1955 as Super-
visor of Adult Education at the
YMHA, after eighteen months of
“odd-jobbing” in England from
1952 to 1953. There he met his
wife, Dian, a fellow-Winnipegger,
who is now a university lecturer
and broadcaster. But it was not
until 1956 that Cohen decided to
give up his job as a social worker
and make a living from his type-
writer full-time.

Bad Habits Make Good Scripts
A native of Winnipeg, M. Charles Cohen has become
one of the nations most successful freelance TV and
radio writers. It all started when he broke away from

the security of his job as a social worker
“Such a decision can’t be taken

lightly. I had saved up enough
money to support my wife and
myself for a year, and then I began
turning half-hour radio and TV
scripts out at a furious rate. I was
lucky. The CBC started accepting
them.”

Since then the 35-year-old writer
has gone from strength to strength.
From his original half-hour TV
drama Pastoral on On Camera in
1955, Cohen has written some 130
radio, TV and film productions. His
radio and TV scripts have been
seen in Sweden, Eire, Australia,
Italy, Japan and his most recent
hour-long comedy The Big Deal
( G.M. Presents, January 22, 1961)
was recently sold to Granada Tele-
vision in England. Already this year

Canadian Harpist's
Carnegie Hall Debut

WHEN 18-year-old Canadian
harpist Lise Nadeau made her
Carnegie Hall debut in February,
the critics predicted a brilliant
future for her. The concert was
recorded, and part of it will be
presented this week on CBC
Wednesday Night.

At the age of 12 Miss Nadeau
was one of thfe most brilliant stu-
dents in her class at the Quebec
Conservatoire. Not long after, she
became the first feminine member
of the Quebec Symphony Orchestra
under the direction of Wilfrid
Pelletier.

In 1958 she went to New York
to study at the famous Manhattan
School of Music, where she now
combines study with teaching. Her
fellow professors include such dis-
tinguished men as Marcel Grand-
jany (who considers her talent
remarkable), and Carlos Salzedo
(who describes her as one of the
most outstanding harpists of the
younger generation.

Living with her in New York are
her mother and her three younger
sisters. Her sisters are also music
students, and she hopes to form a
quartet with them. She has received
grants from the Canada Council
and the Province of Quebec, and
in 1959 she won first prize in an
international harp contest in Tel-
Aviv, Israel.

She is booked for numerous con-
cert engagements in the United
States and she plans to make a
concert tour of Europe soon.

Bessie Braddock, will tell why she gets angry, on Venture,

made as distinctive a contribution
to the life of Parliament as any
private member of her day.” He
describes her as “a woman of wrath
who has chosen to vent her wrath
in politics. She likes to seize on
certain specific examples of injus-
tice, bureaucratic muddleheaded-
ness or plain governmental stupid-
ity and then raise Cain about them
until something happens. And it’s

really surprising how often some-
thing does happen.”

“Tve said some shocking things
in public,” she told Miss Chisholm,
“but I’ve always made sure they’ve
been true, and as a consequence
whenever I say anything, however
bad or outrageous it may seem,
everybody knows I’ve verified it,
and it’s got to be attended to.”

“Bessie Braddock,” says Elspeth
Chisholm, “doesn’t mind what
people say about her as long as it’s
true. When the Labour govem-

BUSTLING, PRACTICAL, Bessie
Braddock has spent several decades
fighting to help the ordinary Brit-
isher get a square deal. The news-
papers have a heyday with Bessie’s
activities, because nothing seems
to phase her. She’ll tackle just
about anyone or anything in the
cause of justice. Her direct tactics
and pungent remarks have made
her one of the most controversial
figures in British politics. Since
1930 she has been stirring things
up on behalf of the underprivileged
as a member of the Liverpool City
Council, and, since 1945, as Labour
Member of Parliament for Liver-
pool’s Exchange District.

Last Fall, when Toronto free-
lance writer and broadcaster El-
speth Chisholm was in England,
she recorded interviews with Bessie
Braddock in the House of Com-
mons and in her busy Liverpool
office, and talked to some of Mrs.
Braddock’s friends and co-workers,
her husband, and people who flock
to her for advice and help. From
their remarks Miss Chisholm put
together a revealing picture of this
remarkable little pocket battleship.

merit was in power, she was falsely
accused of dancing a jig on the
floor of the House of Commons,
and of sitting in Churchill’s chair.
She took action and won her suit.”

Miss Chisholm says “Bessie and
Churchill have exchanged harsh
words through the years, culminat-
ing in her refusal to sign his 80th
birthday presentation book, one of
a few abstaining members of the
House of Commons. She tells about
this on the program. She has led
unemployment marches, along with
her trade-union-official mother and
her husband, Jack Braddock, who
was also an early worker in the
labour movement. She describes
the time they clashed with the
authorities on the famous Bloody
Sunday in Liverpool. Bessie didn’t
get hurt because, she says, she
could run so fast. She was a mem-
ber of the Communist Party in the
early days when it was compatible
with membership in the British
Labour Party. But she got out be-
fore the day of that common front
was officially over, because she
wouldn’t take conflicting instruc-
tions from Communist head-
quarters.”

Elizabeth M. Braddock was bom
61 years ago into a middle-class
family that had been fighters for
years. She says, “the first time I
went out after I was bom was to
a socialist meeting at which my
mother was speaking. She said she
knew I was going to be a rebel
because I wouldn’t keep still! So
I was born to it.”

A friend of 53 years, who lived
with Bessie’s family as a girl, says:
“I’ve never known anyone to sacri-
fice like she has to get things put
right for people. She fears nothing
and nobody, and if she says she’ll
get something for somebody, she’ll
do it. I don’t remember her sitting
down to read a book or studying.
But she’s blessed with a wonderful
memory. And as for debating I
wouldn’t like to be in a debate with
her. She always seems to get the
right point. Her mother was the
same a marvellous orator. And

another thing. It wouldn’t matter
what scraps Bessie’s been in or
what trouble she’s had she can
go to bed and sleep like a top.”

After the First World War
Bessie Braddock was one of the
first women in Britain to discard
her corsets, and she has plumped
steadily for women’s rights ever
since. “But I’m not a feminist,”
she insists. “I think I’m as good
as any man in my particular way.
I say women in politics have to be
better than men because they’ve
got to compete for selection with
men. And although it’s better than
it used to be, there is still preju-
dice against women in public life.

“We’ve only got 25 women
members in the House of Com-
mons, out of 650, and it’s quite
insufficient. I think there’s a job
women can do. I’ve always found
that they get the most difficult
jobs to do. I’d like to see the time
when we are able to have 150 or
200 women in the House of Com-
mons and on local government. In
local government particularly I
think there’s scope for women, be-
cause it’s purely a big house-keep-
ing arrangement, and women know
how to spend money, how to ad-
just it.”

Bessie Braddock is no intellec-
tual. She’s a woman of action
rather than ideas. People in trouble
with everything from law to in-
laws have been coming to her for
help for many years, and getting it
with no dilly-dallying or false
assurances. If you were to call
Bessie sentimental she would snort
indignantly. She says “You can’t
deal with a lot of sentiment you
deal with the problem.” But she
has great compassion for people
who are ill, friendless or down
on their luck. She makes short
shrift of excuses. She can see
through a phoney in seconds, and
she can bulldoze the most reluctant
people into doing things her way,
and pronto.

In Liverpool, if anyone wants
help or advice, they go to see
Bessie Braddock. All her letter-

series: we do not exclude straight
theatre, such as Electro. ; but on the
whole we aim at dramatized read-
ings rather than thoroughgoing
plays.

This week’s program has a foot
in the two camps of theatre and
theatrical history. It’s called Theme
and Variations, and sets out to
examine an aspect of Greek drama
which seems never to have been
given the full critical or scholarly
attention it deserves: the re-work-
ing of Greek themes by later
dramatists. This began with the
Romans who in their turn, chiefly
through Seneca, had a great and
partly-Greek influence on Renais-
sance drama. A large number of
modem plays betray the same
parentage, famous examples be-
ing Anouilh’s Antigone, Eliot’s The
Family Reunion, and Sartre’s The
Flies. In our script a few scenes
from the Greek plays will be per-
formed, in English translations of
varying date and flavour, and then
the same scenes will be played
again as they appear when re-
worked by later dramatists from
Roman,days to our own. The com-
mentary linking the scenes is by
Henry Comor, who assembled the
script, and the scenes themselves
will be acted by the Toronto Drama
Quartet—whose members are, as in
past seasons, Diana Maddox, Ruth
Springford, John Drainie, and
Mavor Moore.

Other literary documentaries in
the series are Articulation of the
Image, a study by George Whalley
of the long and constant maturing

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Further Renown for CBC Symphony
Fresh from its performance at the Inter-American Music Fes-
tival in Washington, D.C., the CBC Symphony is to give another
important concert, at the Canadian Conference of the Arts in

Toronto. It will be recorded for broadcast Friday, May 12
In close to 450 broadcasts since it
was formed in 1952, the orchestra
has made a point of playing less
familiar works, in addition to some
of the standard repertoire, has per-
formed dozens of new pieces by
Canadian and foreign composers,
and has given scores of new artists
a chance to perform with a full-
scale orchestra before a nation-
wide audience. In less than nine
years it has become one of the Con-
tinent’s outstanding orchestras, and
this without the benefit of a
permanent conductor. Visiting con-
ductors from all over the world
have expressed high praise for its° r

, r, ~unusual versatility and flexibility.
Sir Malcolm Sargent once des-
cribed it as “one of the four great
orchestras of the Americas.” Many

of the delegates to the Canadian
Conference of the Arts are looking
forward to the pleasure of seeing
as well as hearing this fine group
perform.

The CBC Symphony has just
returned from the Inter-American
Music Festival in Washington,
where it was one of five orchestras
invited to take part. This honor
was shared by the Dallas Sym-
phony, the Washington National
Symphony, the Rochester Sym-
phony, and the National Orchestra
of Mexico. It was the CBC Sym-
phony’s first performance outside
Canada, but not its first appear-
ance away from its home base in
Toronto. Last August the closing
event at the International Confer-
ence of Composers at Stratford was
a concert by the CBC Symphony,
which was broadcast from the
Festival Theatre. In the audience

ONE OF THE main attractions at
the Canadian Conference of the
Arts being held in Toronto’s
O Keefe Centre from May 4 to 6
will be a concert of Canadian
works by the CBC Symphony
Orchestra, conducted by Dr. Geof-
frey Waddington, CBC director of
music. It will be recorded for broad-
cast Friday night, May 12, on CBC
radio.

The program will include the
world premiere of Divertimento for
Bassoon by John Weinzweig, who
teaches composition and orches-
tration at the Royal Conservatory
of Music of Toronto. Nicholas Kil-
burn, first bassoonist with the CBC
Symphony, will be the soloist. Also
on the program will be Symphony
No. 4 by Barbara Pentland of Van-
couver, which was commissioned
by the Winnipeg Symphony Orch-
estra in 1959 on a Canada Council
Grant, and was first performed in
Winnipeg a year ago; and Lyric for
Orchestra by Harry Somers, which
was commissioned by the Kous-
sevitzky Foundation and first per-
formed recently by the National
Orchestra of Mexico at the Inter-
American Music Festival in Wash-
ington, D.C. Somers has spent the
last few months studying in France
on a Canada Council fellowship.

The Canadian Conference of the
Arts, which is attracting some 250
widely-known leaders in the seven
arts, was called to consider the
status of culture and the artist in
Canada, and to see what can be
done to improve it. There will be
panel discussions on visual, literary,
and music arts, led by renowned
international authorities in various
fields; poetry readings, concerts,
and displays of publications and
visual arts.

The CBC Symphony Orchestra
is the only full-sized symphony
orchestra in North America sup-
ported entirely by a radio network.

Espionage
An espionage drama titled “La

maison de la 92e rue” (House on
92nd Street) will be seen on Wednes-
day, May 10th at 11:00.

throughout the United States, Can-
ada and Europe and has been guest
soloist with many of the world’s
great orchestras, will be the per-
former for the May 16 program.

Italian ’cellist Antonio Janigro
will be the artist for the program
on May 23. Janigro, who was born
in Milan in 1918 and made his
musical debut 16 years later, will
play his own arrangement of
Bach’s Largo as well as other
works. Besides being soloist with
many great orchestras, Janigro is
also conductor of I Solisti di Zag-
reb, a chamber orchestra which has
won fame throughout North
America and Europe.

Greek soprano Arda Mandikian,
who has appeared at festivals in
Edinburgh, Aldeburgh, Venice,
Athens, Paris, Holland, Berlin,
Florence and Stratford, Ont., and
in operas around the world, will
present 21 Centuries of Greek Song
in her appearance on Distinguished
Artists, May 30. Miss Mandikian
has drawn critical raves wherever
she has appeared.

Two Western Canada pianists
will combine their talents in the
June 6 program. Barbara Pent-
land, who is probably better known
as a composer of music rather than
as a performer, and Vancouver
pianist Bobert Rogers will perform
a program of music for duo pian-
ists.

of the poet W. B. Yeats; and
Jargon, an attack by Alan King on
one of the worst verbal vices of
our time. Social documentary is
well represented this year: John
Drainie has adapted E. S. Turner’s
The Shocking History of Advertis-
ing-, Mavor Moore has furnished
two studies, of The Rise and Fall
of Witchcraft, and of Cranks fn
Religion and Science; James Ban-
nerman has assembled an anthology
of Invective and Repartee and has
written a short critical history of
Snobbery; Diana Maddox has put
together a portrait gallery of Four
Eccentrics; Tommy Tweed has ex-
cavated Tales of the Rails, some
light-hearted episodes in the his-
tory of Canadian railways; and
Lyon Todd has edited A Life of
the Poor, drawn from Henry May-
hew’s interviews with London
paupers a hundred years ago,
Clarence Darrow’s cross-examina-
tions of impoverished Pennsylvania
miners in the ’nineties, and con-
temporary Canadian case-histories.

Another script, which verges on
the documentary because it is a
reading from a genuine social docu-
ment, rejoices in the title of The
Canadian Home, Farm, and Busi-
ness Cyclopedia. The original book
was published in 1883 and is a
mine of entertainment, chiefly in
the passages which deal with eti-
quette. It has been prepared for
radio by Philip Stratford and its
air is not so much earnestly docu-
mentary or historical, as ambling—-
a browse in a favourite book.

The rest of the series can be
lumped together under the rather
vague heading of literature, a
notion which is suggested by the
eminence of some of the original
authors. Walter de la Mare has been
drawn upon for his novel The Re-
turn, an account of supernatural
possession in an Edwardian setting;
E. M. Forster for his short story The
Machine Stops, a meditation, as

he calls it, upon the collapse of a
machine - run civilization of the
future; Oscar Wilde for his well-
known ghost story, The Canterville
Ghost; and P. G. Wodehouse for
two tales from the equally famous
Jeeves canon; Rebecca West for
her short story There is No Con-
versation, a weird graph of the
human failure to communicate;
and C. S. Lewis for his religious
allegory, Perelandra, a re-working
of the myth of the temptation of
Eve in the setting of the planet
Venus. One other religious script
completes our list: the length of
the program will be extended to
90 minutes on one of the Saturdays
in the later part of the summer, to
accommodate A Fourteenth Cen-
tury Life of Christ, which is based
completely on works written in
that period and modernized as
little as possible. The main docu-
ment is The Pepysian Gospel Har-
mony (so-called because the manu-
script belonged at one time to
Samuel Pepys), which weaves the
four gospels into one cohesive and
continuous narrative. This is inter-
polated with poems, prayers and
sermons of the time, and with short
passages of plainchant.

That, then, is a brief account of
what we hope to bring you this
season. We hope that you will find
it varied and entertaining and that
at least some of it will cater to
your own special and individual
tastes.

and Weslie Wheat-field (Halifax,
March 9), with Beautiful Deep,
and Fine from Vancouver, coming
up in the next few months.

“Whatever I write, I give to my
wife and watch her expression
while she reads it. She has a very
sensitive face, and I can tell just
how good it is. She’s a whole TV
audience right in my own home.”

The subjects and themes that he
chooses are not consciously Cana-
dian, though from his social work
he has come to “a deeper under-
standing of Canadians and their
motives for doing things.”

It is the small man with the
small problems who interests him,
and he treats him with an indul-
gent whimsy and a kindly irony, as
in The Great Lake Erie Float, a
play about a struggling artist who
jumps on the band-wagon of the
marathon craze, determining to
float across Lake Erie and paint as
he drifts along.

The script he is proudest of is
the one that created the most stir:
Hostage, produced by Harvey Hart

in November ’5B on Folio, which
set off a flurry of letters to the
Canadian papers because of
Cohen’s alleged attack on British
constitutional authority in Cyprus
during that country’s political up-
heaval. He recalls laughingly the
number of threatening phone calls
he received.

“The only other time I have been
‘put to the stocks’ for anything I
have written was during my under-
graduate days when I had a movie
column in the Manitoban, our un-
dergraduate newspaper. I was
barred from every movie - house
across the province.”

At present Cohen has just com-
pleted a 90-minute adaptation of
Brian Moore’s novel The Luck of
Ginger Coffey for Festival ’6l on

June 19, to be produced by Harvey
Hart.

“It is a brilliantly constructed
novel. Very readable. The more I
worked on it the more I liked it.”

The story concerns an Irishman
who comes to Montreal to live, his

difficulty finding a job and adapt-
ing to the new way of life. Cohen’s
own experiences in England were
not dissimilar to those of Ginger
Coffey.

“We take it for granted that if
we speak the same language as
another country, we can understand
them. This isn’t the case. That’s
one of the things Ginger Coffey
can’t understand.”

Cohen has recently turned to
prose since broadcast writing de-
mands that the writer be “honest
within a narrower framework.
There is no place on television for
the violently controversial. The
theatre and the novel can be out-
spoken, but TV writers have to
accept the fact that certain ideas
can’t be used.” Cohen is now work-
ing on a novel, provisionally titled.
Today I am a Man.

“TV writing,” he says, “is good
training for a writer. It’s a lonely,
insecure way of life, but the field
is wide open.”

HOT CHICKEN
SOUFFLE SANDWICH

8 slices bread
3 tbsp. butter or margarine
Vz tsp. sage
Cream butter and sage. Spread

on bread. Lay 4 slices of bread
into bottom of 9" x 9" Pyrex pan.
Make filling.

FILLING:
1Vz cups diced chicken

Vs cup diced celery
2 tbsp. diced green pepper
3 chopped green onions
Vs tsp garlic salt
2 tbsp. salad dressing
Salt and pepper to taste
Mix in order given and spread

on bread in pan. Cover with re-
maining bread, buttered side up.

SAUCE:
1 tbsp. margarine or butter
1 tbsp. flour
1 Vz cups skim milk
1 tsp. dehydrated chicken

consomme
Vz tsp. marjoram
3 eggs
Salt and pepper to taste
Melt butter. Blend in flour,

gradually adding milk, consomme
and marjoram. Cook until consist-
ency of cream soup. Cool. Beat
eggs, add to creamed mixture and
pour over sandwiches. Bake 1 hour
at 325 degrees or until custard is
set. Decorate with bacon curl and
serve with freshly - cooked aspara-
gus.
