At U. of Manitoba

UNDERSCORING CBC twenty-
fifth anniversary celebrations Win-
nipeg musicians will perform three
public concerts on the University
of Manitoba Campus. Music from
the University recitals will be re-
corded and heard later on a total
of five programs broadcast by CBC
Radio.

On Saturday, November 4 com-
mencing at 2:30 p.m., the first
concert will originate in room 231
of the Isbister Building. Three com-
plete radio programs will be pro-
duced with short intermissions
dividing them. “Recital in Minia-
ture” for broadcast November 6
will feature violinist Marta Hidy,
accompanied by Snjolaug Sigurd-
son at the piano. Tenor Peter Kos-
lowsky and pianist Winnifred Sim
will perform a song cycle for the
November 7 “Song Album” pro-
gram. “Prairie Chamber Music”
for November 9 will complete the
broadcast-concert with the Dirk
Keetbaas Players—a wind quintet.
Following the concert an art exhi-
bition opens in the University
library adjacent to the Isbister
Building.

As part of the University’s Festi-
val of the Arts program the Cory-
don String Trio will perform in the
Agricultural Auditorium on Fri-
day, November 10.

television, films, nightclubs and
recordings after several abortive
attempts to hit the bigtime. “I don’t
know if I want to be a movie actor
or a night club performer,” he says.
He does know that he wants to
develop his dancing and his acting
abilities. “I don’t want to study
acting any further, because I
studied for two years and found
out it’s not a craft, like engineer-
ing. The feeling in acting must
come from within. You develop
acting talent by working and get-
ting experience.”

Gorshin is the showbusiness pio-
neer of his family. He got his first
whiff of greasepaint when he was
cast in a Pittsburgh high school
play. A short time later, after see-
ing the movie. The Jolson Story, he
started imitating A 1 Jolson, and did
it so convincingly that he was in-
vited to entertain at club parties.
After high school graduation he
enrolled in an engineering course
and two years later was drafted
into the Army, and posted to Chel-
veston, England. There he won the
European All-U.S. Air Force Tal-
ent Contest, was assigned to Spe-
cial Services, and began entertain-
ing at U.S.O. shows and service
clubs through Europe.

“About a year before I was dis-
charged,” he says, “a civilian who’d
been watching my act closely at
the U.S.O. show in Munich, came
backstage to see me. He introduced
himself as Maurice Bergman, a
European representative of Univer-
sal-International Pictures.”

Bergman suggested that Gorshin
should talk to Alec Alexander, a
New York film agent. As soon as
Frank returned to the States he
did, and Alexander found him a
part in The Proud and the Profane
at Paramount. Gorshin was still in
the army, but he wangled a short
leave to fly to the Virgin Islands
for filming.

When the film was finally edited,
Gorshin appeared in only one scene

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Danny Kaye:

Philosopher of Good Humour
and Goodwill

MANY A TRUE word is spoken in
gesticulation and song. With this
in mind, those watching The
Danny Kaye Show this Monday
night on the CBC television net-
work will get an insight of the
philosophy of Danny Kaye.

In his hour-long program, only
the second he has done for tele-
vision other than the special which
featured his activities for the
United Nations Children’s Fund,
Kaye will dwell upon a belief he
holds about people and their pro-
fessions. The method which Kaye
uses to get his point across will be
typical of the man the public
knows; it will be funny. He will
introduce us to ourselves in a series
of skits, including one entitled I
Am and Is, in which he stresses
that whatever opinion others may
have of a person, the most impor-
tant thing is what he thinks of
himself.

This entertainer “I’m neither
comic nor funny-man, alone; I feel I
should be summed up as an enter-
tainer”—has many times expressed
his thoughts about people being
what they are. And it is an ex-
tremely serious subject, as are most
aspects of Kaye’s private life.

“I believe people become what
they have to become, not what they
want to become,” he has said many
times. “It’s something within them,
the way they have to express them-
selves. A good car-greaser can be

just as important as a good doctor
or a good comedian. Profession
doesn’t matter. An important figure
is only as important as he is to
himself.”

If Kaye were to be asked how
he became an entertainer, he would
reply with a question: “How did
you become what you are?”

“I’ve been asked the question
many times,” the 48-year-old native
of Brooklytl, N.Y., says. “And I
always ask the person the same
thing. People express themselves in
different ways. For instance, ask
five different people to describe the
same incident and you will get five
different viewpoints. One may see
only the funny side, another may
see it philosophically, a third may
consider it a tragedy, a fourth will
look upon it matter-of-factly and a
fifth may be completely confused
by it.”

“I’d like to think that I’m the
kind of human being people think
I am. For that matter, all of us like
to think we’re greater than we
really are and endowed with more
virtues than we possess. But eventu-
ally we realize we have all of the
human frailties and faults every-
one else is heir to. One basic fact
confronts everybody; there comes
a point when you have to face your-
self and stop pretending to yourself
what you are.”

Of all groups Kaye entertains—-
and that includes everyone, from
servicemen in foreign camps to the

Royal Family he enjoys perform-
ing for children most. Three years
ago, shortly after completing five
trips abroad inspecting and enter-
taining UNICEF medical and nu-
tritional stations, Kaye said that at
that point of his life only one thing
was sure—“Whatever I do, a major
portion of the work will be for the
kids of all nations.”

“Adults can learn so much more
from children than children from
adults,” he says. “I like children
but I don’t like every single one of
the thousands I meet; that would
be a phony thing to say and there’s
one certain thing about children—-
they can spot a phony a mile away.”

Children are the common de-
nominator of mankind and their
welfare is the common concern of
all of us, according to Kaye.

“When I was on the UNICEF
trips, there was no communication
between the children and me in
the sense that an adult under-
stands it,” Kaye told a reporter.
“But somehow we made it, if only
by smiling, shaking hands, rubbing
noses and making friendly sounds.
If you can somehow teach kids of
all nations and colours and creeds
to realize that people of all
nationalities, colours and creeds
are working in their hearts toward
a common goal, it will help them
grow up and become mature, func-
tioning, useful citizens of this
world.”

with Thelma Ritter. This discour-
aged him somewhat and on his dis-
charge from the army, he decided
that an acting career wasn’t worth
the struggle. He took jobs here and
there—with a telephone company
and the postal service—was laid off
frequently, and when he was
around $4OO in debt, made up his
mind to hit out for California and
make one more attempt to break
into showbusiness.

First he tried TV, with happy
results. He was cast as a tough guy
(nobody at this point realized how
funny he could be) in such series
as Wire Service, Frontier Doctor,
General Electric Theatre, The Silent
Service and Navy Log. Later he
played heavies—and occasionally a
comic—in grade “B” films. And he
paid off his debts.

In 1958, when travelling through
Oklahoma on the way back to the
west from an east coast visit, he
fell asleep at the wheel of his car.
It careened off the road and
smashed to pieces. Gorshin, uncon-
scious for four days, then spent
seven months recovering from a
fractured skull. He had to turn
down film jobs and other profitable
work in television.

Once again he made a fresh “start
—but with better roles this time-
in TV shows such as Climax and
Alfred Hitchcock Presents, and in
the 20th Century-Fox production
of Warlock where he played Rich-
ard Widmark’s younger brother. He
still did impressions, occasionally,
but only at private parties. Then
he auditioned for Steve Allen and
was signed to give some of his im-
personations on Allen’s big variety
program on television in March,
1959. Overnight he became known
coast to coast and was offered all

THE REGULAR SEASON in Canadian football is rapidly drawing to
a close and this week, the final game of the Western Conference schedule
winds it up completely when the B.C. Lions host the Calgary Stampeders,

on November 5. This will mark the first time a
Western Conference game has been played on a
Sunday and no doubt it will be viewed with consider-
able interest by the rest of the Western clubs.

With final figures still to be released, I may be
jumping the gun when I say that attendance in gen-
eral throughout the West is down; perhaps not a
great deal but down nevertheless. At the time of this
writing, the Saskatchewan Roughriders may be the
only team in the Western Conference that will show
an increase in attendance over 1960 and they are
well ahead. This, of course, means that the Riders
will be back in 1962, which will no doubt sadden

their detractors but gladden the hearts of their fans across the country,
of which there are many. In any case, all teams will likely be taking a
long hard look at the possibilities of Sunday football as a means of fat-
tening up the gate.

• National Football League action will again be on the bill of fare
for Sunday, with the telecasting of the Green Bay Packers’ game with
the Baltimore Colts. The Packers, still out in front of the NFL’s western
Division, are in danger of being hurt badly through the possible loss of
halfback Paul Homung, to Uncle Sam’s armed forces. Last season he set a
new scoring record for the National Football League, when he racked up
a total of 176 points.

tionary change in social and ethical
patterns. On both personal and
collective levels we are filled with
mass feelings of insecurity and
doubt. Old rules sometimes seem
not to apply, and life whirls on at
too fast a rate for forming reliable
new ones. Yardsticks become obso-
lete overnight. As our society

grows more scientific and compli-
cated, more and more conformity
and less individual freedom are
demanded of us.

As humanists like Sir C. P. Snow
and Dr. J. Bronowski constantly
warn us, we have allowed our in-
tellectual and moral capacity for
dealing with the profound dilem-
mas of human relationships to slide
away behind our advances in
science and other aspects of mod-
ern civilization. One of the reasons
is that scientists, theologians, psy-
chiatrists, economists, politicians
and sociologists are so busy fighting
for man’s survival with their own
special weapons that they have all
but forgotten their common de-
fence: moral values. And when
they do remember, they often find
that they are unable to communi-
cate because they speak a jargon
unintelligible to each other.

But the language of Conscience
is really quite basic, once the jar-
gon underbrush is cleared out, and
it is imperative that man learn to
speak and understand it if he is to
survive the unprecedented threats
to his civilization.

On Sunday afternoon CBC radio’s
Project ’62 presents the first of four
important programs examining the
current condition of the human
Conscience in layman’s terms at
the individual level, in community
action, government politics, inter-
national affairs, business life, pro-
fessional practice, the labour move-
ment, communications, law, science,
cultural fields, voluntary group ac-

tivities, the family and at other
levels.

The first program is called The
Conscience of a Man Albert
Camus. Camus, the French author
who died last year at 46 in a car-
crash, hated self-righteousness and
the fact mat he was often referred
to as a moral force. He wrestled
long and hard with nihilism—-be-
lieved that “there is more to admire
than to despise in man,” but he
can’t be accused of facile optimism.

Camus first became known as a
novelist vaguely associated with
France’s literature of despair, but
after the Second World War he

developed into Europe’s foremost
critic of ideologies rooted in hope-
lessness, which treat man as the
slave of history, the state, or class
struggle. “I’ve had enough of
people who die for an idea,” he
wrote. “What interests me is to
live and die because of what one
loves.”

The first program includes com-
ment on Camus and his ideas by
Mme. Odile de Lalain, an Algerian-
born writer well-known in France,
who worked as secretary to Camus
for a few months. She describes
him as able to talk to anyone, “a
young prince with wonderful, viva-
cious and intelligent eyes,” who
was ready to take over his king-
dom. Another participant is Leon-
ard Cohen, a Canadian writer who
says his whole life was changed
by Camus. “Camus,” he says, “tries
to lead the reader to that peak just
before the leap of faith, where one
refuses to make the leap of faith,
yet refuses to return to melancholy
and despair.”

In the second program, The Con-
science of Man (Nov. 12), leading
thinkers will be asked for their
opinions about what Western man
calls Conscience in a world faced
by a moral and ethical crisis. Does
the end justify the means in mod-
ern life? Conscience will be con-
sidered in the light of nuclear war
and all its implications. They will
be asked whether the West, to pro-
tect its very existence, must adopt
the totalitarian and barbaric tactics
of opposing forces, and whether
using them would mean losing the
battle before it begins. And they
will look at the meaning of con-
science in the light of the Eich-
mann trial, with its implications of
collective guilt, not only of the
German people, but of those who,
in some instances, refused sanc-
tuary to the Jews when they were
fleeing a country they had con-
sidered their homeland for many
generations, and which suddenly
was ruled by a madman and his
dream of a superior race.

Speakers on this program will be
asked for their opinions about how
importantly they regard Conscience
in the functioning of the individual
and society, and how it has been

changed by developments i n
science, politics, economics, culture
and moral and social philosophy.

In exploring these questions, re-
porters Eleanor Fischer, John
David Hamilton, and Colin D. Ed-
wards talked to biologist Sir Julian
Huxley, historian Arnold Toynbee,
educationistRobert Hutchins, negro
leader Martin Luther King, and
many others, including psychiatrists,
astronomers, penal reformers and
theologians.

In the Nov. 19 program, The
Conscience of a 'Nation Canada,
some leading Canadian thinkers
are asked what they think Canada’s
role in the present-day world should
be. Do they want their country to
be a neutral power, a leader in
Western defence, an overgrown
child tied to American apron strings,
a cold, vigorous exponent of
peaceful co-existence, or a drifting
opportunist state? A panel of three
or four outstanding Canadians will
be asked to comment on the fact
that, at the end of September,
Canadian wheat supplies in storage
or in transit totalled 414,000,000
bushels, while more than a third
of the world’s population is under-
nourished. They will give their
opinions on Canadian immigration
policy, defence spending, the gov-
ernment’s attitude t o nuclear
weapons, and how the individual
can influence his country’s role in
a disturbed world.

The fourth program considers
The Conscience of Wisdom on
Nov. 26. Some of the philosophers
and theologians interviewed main-
tain that our society must be ad-
justed to fit the unchangeable
values developed throughout the
centuries, while some of the scien-
tists claim that many of these
values have been so altered that
they are inapplicable to our society,
and that we need a new set.

Father Martin D’Arcy believes
that “Conscience has a reference
to man outside himself. We can’t
just throw it off and say T don’t
believe in it, it’s just an excitement

of my own imagination.’ The more
we listen to it the greater demands
it makes of us—not frightening de-
mands but demands in terms of
excellence. A full stage of Con-
science involves a philosophy of
life.” He imagines how one human-
being, living in a primitive society,
gradually begins to question him-
self about the purpose of his exist-
ence, what he is doing, and why
he is doing things, and that slight
touch of rebellion is the beginning
of Conscience; he realizes that he
is responsible for his actions, his
life, his freedom.

Father D’Arcy, as well as Span-
ish philosopher Don Salvador de
Madariaga, believes that only the
family can give the necessary
foundation for modern society.
Barbara Castle, vigorous left-wing
socialist and British labour M.P.,
and Sir Julian Huxley consider the
family structure outdated and un-
successful.

The program asks; Can our
legacy of wisdom be made to help
us adjust to the revolutionary
changes within our complex West-
ern society, and in the many non-
committed countries? Can it be-
come a bulwark against the vio-
lently antagonistic block that is
threatening the individual liberty
and freedom advocated, and in
many instances, maintained, by
the West?

These, and many other historical
events serve as the base for the series
Kanawio. The story is told, not after
the text books of the White man, but

from anecdotes brought down from
father to son and told again today
in the Iroquois reserves.

The author has obtained for his
series, the co-operation of experts on
Iroquois life and legends, among them
Jean Juneau, who has strong ties with
the Iroquois reserve of Oka and has
dedicated his life to the study of
the Iroquois.

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Citizens’ Forum:
NATIONAL DEBATE, something
new in television programming,
will be offered CBC audiences
when Citizens’ Forum begins its
19th broadcast season on Sunday,
November 5, on CBC-TV, and on
Thursday, November 9, on CBC
radio.

For the first time both CBC-TV
cameras and microphones will be
set up at public meetings across
Canada on a regular basis to record
debates on five topics of major
national concern. In each debate
two well-informed speakers will be
given seven minutes each to dis-
cuss their subject. There will be a
three-minute rebuttal, time for a
couple of questions from the audi-
ence, and then the chairman will
round up the debate. Immediately
another half-hour program will be
video-taped and recorded in which
the chairman will give a resume of
the debate and then members of
the audience will be invited to
question the speakers. This second
half-hour will then be presented the
following week on both TV and
radio, allowing for a longer debate,
a fuller exploration of the week’s
question, and greater audience
participation than was possible in
other Citizens’ Forum series.

Program organizer Christina Mc-
Dougall says that all political
parties will be represented among
the 10 main speakers, and because
the topics selected are of vital con-
cern to both federal and provincial
governments, leaders from both
fields are being asked to participate.
The series will be presented in co-
operation with the Canadian Asso-
ciation for Adult Education, with
which the CBC has had a long and
successful collaboration. The
C.A.A.E. is preparing study pamph-
lets outlining different points of
view about each week’s topic, with
general background information.
All five may be had by sending
$l.OO to Citizens’ Forum, 113 St.
George Street, Toronto 5.

Miss McDougall says that before
each broadcast a few people who
have indicated their intention to

attend the debate will be invited
to join study groups to read the
study pamphlet, discuss the topic
among themselves, and then attend
the broadcast well-informed on the
various aspects of the question.

The first program on November
5 (TV), November 9 (radio),
titled Unemployment the Long
View, will originate in Winnipeg.
The speakers will be Duff Roblin,
Premier of Manitoba, and Walter
Gordon, of Woods, Gordon and
Co., with William Waines, vice-
president of the University of
Manitoba, as chairman.

The second debate, in Dart-
mouth, N.S., on November 19 and
26, takes a look at The Health
Plan Canada Needs. Speakers will
be David Lewis, vice-president of
the New Democratic Party, who
believes in socialized medicine,
and Dr. J. A. McMillan, of the
Canadian Medical Association in
Prince Edward Island, who feels
that a private medical plan can be
worked out satisfactorily with the
Canadian people.

The third debate, from Quebec
City on December 3 and 10, con-
siders whether or not Business
Needs More Government Partici-
pation. Speakers will be announced
later. Trade Unions in Politics To-
day will be discussed in the fourth
debate, at a public meeting in Ot-
tawa—TV, December 17, radio,
December 24. The speakers will be
T. C. Douglas, federal leader of
the New Democratic Party, and J.
W. Pickersgill, M.P. for Bonavista-
Twillingate.

The fifth debate, from Van-
couver on December 31 and Janu-
ary 7, will consider Federal and
Provincial Control of Canada’s De-
velopment.
