Some things about the CBC are
hard to understand. For instance, why
does a part of the Central Standard
Time zone receive telecasts at one
hour, and the rest of the zone, tele-
casts two hours later? Festival is
broadcast from Winnipeg and Brandon
at 8:30 Monday, and Yorkton, with
(rebroadcasting) channels in Mani-
toba, telecasts it at 10:30 p.m. Re-
cently you gave us “Carmen,” but
as my wife and I are over 70, we
could not stay awake any longer than
11:30, and so lost the remainder of a
very fine program. ... W.F.C.,
Swan River, Man.

J. Frank Willis dealt with a similar
question Dec. 28 on “In Reply,”
when a listener asked why Saskatch-
ewan stations received their programs
from the Calgary delay centre, rather
than directly from Winnipeg. Fie
replied, in part:

“A direct Winnipeg feed would
alter the whole network programming
structure; every Saskatchewan station
would have to agree to a new pattern
of network local periods, and the local
time that might be gained in the late
evening would be far less valuable
in terms of audience and revenue than
the early evening time which would
be lost. In any case, this sort of major
change is not something that the CBC
can just decide on and impose on its
affiliates; neither is it something that
a single station can decide to do and
expect the CBC to go along with. .. .

From the single stations point of view
as well as the CBC’s, it really isn’t
surprising that scheduling and distri-
bution often have to be decided on a
firmly practical basis.”

Gripping Drama
THERE ARE ONLY two on-
camera characters in this Wednes-
day’s Playdate television drama and
only one small set: a jail cell. But
there is nothing static about John
Glennon’s script or about Ronald
Weyman’s production,

The Big Wheel is a gripping,
moving drama exposing two men’s
personalities with humour, fast, ex-
citing action, and pathos. It tells
of a meek-mannered editor of an
astrology magazine, Gilbert Mac-
Donald (played by Eric Christ-
mas), who finds himself sharing a
cell with a fast-talking, knife-toting
criminal, Edward Everett Cam-
bridge, (played by Bruno Gerussi).

When the play opens, MacDon-
ald has no idea of how he got
there, or why he’s locked up. By
the time he does find out, he and
Cambridge have revealed some of
the ugliness of life behind bars,
and on the “outside.”

Off-camera remarks of guards
and other prisoners will be spoken
by Don Francks, Sean McCann,
David French and James Beggs.

Author John Glennon is a 31-
year-old American actor-writer who
has appeared in, among other
things, the road production of G.
B. Shaw’s Saint Joan, Tyrone Guth-
rie’s production of Six Characters in
Search of an Author, and several
CBC-TV dramas. His play The
Movie Star was seen on CBC-TV
several seasons ago.

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Martin Luther King
Spokesman For Integration

“IF WE AS A people had as much religion in our
hearts as we have in our legs and feet, we could
change the world. . . . God grant that we wage the
struggle with dignity and discipline.” That is the
prayer of the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr., a
32-year-old, short, stocky, calmly reasoning civil
rights leader who heads the anti-segregation struggle
in the southern United States. His biggest weapon:
passive resistance, which, he believes, “provides an
answer to the long-debated question of gradualism
versus immediacy. ... If America is to remain a
first-class nation, it cannot have a second - class
citizenship.”

CBC radio’s Project *62 studies King’s eventful
career and his philosophy on Sunday afternoon in a
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feature called Martin Luther King. King will be
heard reminiscing about his childhood in the deep
South, where he was bom to a Baptist minister and
his wife, a former schoolteacher, and about events
in his career that led to the development of his non-
violent-resistance approach to segregation and dis-
crimination problems. Several others involved in the
same struggle will cast sidelights on his role as a
civil rights leader, his methods of helping his people’s
fight for freedom and recognition, and his person-
ality.

The program has been prepared by Eleanor
Fischer, who travelled extensively through the South,
recording interviews and observations. Miss Fischer
is a young non-practising New York lawyer who
devotes her time to preparing radio documentaries
and profiles, several of which have been included in
the Project series. Two of her profiles are scheduled
for later in the season: on the city of Atlanta, and
on novelist Henry Miller. She is one of the few
people Miller has allowed to interview him.

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WiLL Qapan 'dominate (foLjjlnj?

GENE SARAZEN, an American golfer who has won
more than his weight in trophies, medals and cash
during 41 years of tournament play, says that within
20 years Japan will dominate world golf.

Sarazen made his prediction after completing a
70,000-mile trip around the world in five months
during the filming of a new and unique golf series
in which some of the game’s top professionals play
on 11 of the world’s most famous courses.

Wonderful World of Golf, which began on the
CBC television network January 6, is seen each
Saturday afternoon. Each week a top American pro
competes against one of the best players associated
with the course at which the match is held.

“No longer are the Americans and British the only
great players of the game,” says Sarazen, who won
the United States Open Championship twice, the
U.S. Professional Golfers’ Association Championship
three times, the Masters Tournament, the British
Open and the Australian Open during his more
active career. “The Australians, Canadians, French,
South Americans, to name a few, are giving the
established pros of the U.S. and Britain a rough
time in international tournaments. But no country is
undergoing such a golfing boom as is Japan.

“In Tokyo alone there are 3,000 driving ranges;
on roofs, in basements, outdoors, in fact any place
there is to spare, there is a driving range. It’s not
uncommon to see a Japanese woman running down
the street with a sandwich in one hand and a club
in the other, on her way to practise a little during
lunch hour.

“In 1936 when I was in Japan, golf was strictly a
rich man’s game but now it is enjoyed by the middle
class. Howeyer, it’s still an expensive game, espe-
cially if you join a club. For instance, it costs a mil-
lion yen (about $2,800 American) to join a Japanese
club.

“The Japanese are great ones for learning from
books. They study the techniques of American
authors of golf books and they even go so far as to
copy our style of golfing clothes. And the courses in
Japan are among the greatest in the world. They are
kept in excellent shape and are tough to conquer.”

The match filmed in Japan will be seen January
27. Played at Tokyo’s Kasumigaseki Country Club,

it features American Bob Rosburg and Torakichr
(Pete) Nakamura, one of Japan’s top professionals
and winner of the Japan Open four times.

This week on Wonderful World of Golf, Sarazen
becomes one of the competitors as he meets veteran
Henry Cotton of England at the Old Course at St.
Andrews in County Fife, Scotland.

The camera work and commentating by Sarazen
during the series is designed to emphasize the men-
tal rather than the physical side of the game. The
“why” of key shots becomes more important than
the “how.” Each program in the series is also partly
a travelogue, with a few minutes devoted to places
of interest in the vicinity of the course where the
match is played. For instance, in the January 13
program, filmed at Banff Springs, Alberta, in which
Jack Burke, Jr., of the U.S. played Canada’s Stan
Leonard, Burke told Sarazen that the scenery
bothered him during the match because he found
himself looking around between shots.

Other matches in the series are: Gene Littler vs.
Byron Nelson at Pine Valley, New Jersey; Ken Ven-
turi vs. Ugo Grappasoni at Olgiata, Rome; Gary
Player vs. Peter Thomson at the Royal Melbourne,
Australia; Mike Souchak vs. Roberto de Vicenzo at
the Jockey Club, Buenos Aires; Jay Hebert vs. Flory
Van Donck at St. Cloud, Paris; Ted Kroll vs. Ching
Chen-Po at the Royal Hong Kong; and Billy Casper
vs. Mario Gonzales at Gavea, Rio de Janeiro.

'Discovery' reviews

The Spanish Civil War
THE SPANISH CIVIL WAR, one of the first major
battles between 20th-century ideologies but only an
hors d’oeuvre for the Second World War, is the
subject during the next three weeks of CBC tele-
vision’s Discovery series, seen Sunday afternoons.

The war started July 17, 1936, when Francisco
Franco and his forces attempted to take over the
shaky Republic. In the next three years, 600,000
lives were lost in the conflict as Germany and Italy
sent aid to the Franco side while Russia helped the
Republic.

“At no time in the history of Europe or even per-
haps the world has so passionate a hatred of religion
and all its works been shown,” writes British historian
Hugh Thomas in his book The Spanish Civil War.
“The Spanish working class attacked churchmen be-
cause they thought them hypocrites and because
they seemed to give a false spiritual front to middle-
class society or upper-class tyranny.”

The Discovery series traces the turbulent history
of Spain from the 19th century through to the con-
clusion of the Civil War in a trilogy produced by
Alex Pratt in CBC Vancouver studios. George Wood-
cock is writer and interviewer for the three programs,
all of which are narrated by Tom Robinson,

This week’s program, subtitled Background, ex-
amines the era from the 19th century to the Catalan
Statute of 1932 which gave limited autonomy to the
northeastern province of Spain. It traces the emer-
gence of General Primo de Rivera as dictator from
September 13, 1923, to the end of his regime in
January, 1930, and it also examines the Second
Spanish Republic, which came into being April 14,
1931, following municipal elections and the ending
of rule by monarch Alfonso XIII. Hugh Thomas,
special guest for the program, discusses the reasons
for the failure of Rivera’s dictatorship and also why
the king lost the support of the country.

The January 28 program. Conflict, deals with the
troubled history of the Second Spanish Republic and
the first weeks of the Civil War.

The final program, Resolution, tells the story of
the Civil War from August, 1936, to its conclusion
in March, 1939, and explores the significance of the
war to Spain today.

Will We Solve
The World Food Problem?
ONE OF HISTORY’S most perplexing situations
exists now: many countries in the world have a
surplus of food while other nations are on the verge
of starvation. On the surface it would appear that a
simple solution to the problem could be worked out
but in reality it has been one of the most difficult
tasks before the United Nations.

There are more than three billion people living
on this earth. In the last 150 years the world popu-
lation has doubled, but statisticians inform us that
in just 40 years, that figure will double again. Food
production, despite phenomenal increases in some
nations, is increasing by only one per cent each year,
on the average, while the population increase is 1.6
per cent. Unless there can be some form of distribu-

tion of the surplus food from the “have” to the
“have-not” countries, the situation will grow pro-
gressively worse.

When various nations sit down to try to arrive at
a suitable formula for alleviating the food condition,
they are immediately faced with a raft of problems:
Can food aid, in some circumstances, reduce the in-
centive to improvement of domestic production in
the receiving country? If the countries with surplus
food sell their agricultural products to the under-
developed nations, they take dollars which are
needed for industrial development. What will be the
reaction if a supplying country suddenly has no
surplus? Can regular commercial trade be protected
from being undermined by non-commercial sales?
Are there objections by underdeveloped nations to
the obligations involved in accepting such assistance?
Does encouraging food aid reduce other kinds? Are

WILL WE SOLVE THE WORLD
FOOD PROBLEM?

the costs to the surplus-producing nation excessive?
What is the best way to use surplus food?

Prior to last year, two plans for a world food bank
were rejected by the United Nations Food and Agri-
culture Organization for various reasons, but mainly
because safeguards could not be found that would
prevent the release of surplus foods from interfering
with normal world trade channels.

Now, however, there appears to be a good start
towards a world food policy aimed at making the
best use of surplus foods in helping world needs.
And Canada has played a prominent role in the
establishment of this “World Food Program,” which
appears to be on the verge of adoption by the U.N.
General Assembly.

The plan, which will be experimental in nature,
will be jointly undertaken on a three-year basis by
the FAO and the UN, aided by other UN agencies.
It will seek to provide food in emergency or disaster
situations and to counteract chronic malnutrition,
particularly among pre-school and school children.
The countries receiving the food will be those who

would not otherwise be able to afford commercial
agricultural trade.

Contributions to the program will be made on a
voluntary basis with the aim of $100,000,000 in the
form of appropriate commodities, acceptable serv-
ices and cash the cash component being at least
one-third of the total contributions. To provide
guidance on policy, administration and operations,
an intergovernmental committee of 20 nations which
are members of FAO or the UN will be elected, half
by the FAO council and half by the UN.

The United States has already offered to make
available $4O million in commodities to the fund and
Canada has offered $5 million in commodities and
cash. Denmark r has also offered $2 million in food
and cash while other countries have shown a wil-
lingness to join but have not specified the size of
their contributions.

Just what this World Food Program is, how it is
being organized and what problems it has to over-
come is the subject of a special 45-minute National
Farm Radio Forum this Monday at 8:30 p.m. on the
CBC Trans-Canada radio network.

Entitled Food For Peace, the program is produced
by Larry Gosnell of the CBC farms and fisheries
department.

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Igor Stravinsky: 70 Years a Composer
IGOR STRAVINSKY, a 5'4", bird-like, highly
charged man nearing his 80th birthday, has been
composing for more than 70 years. He’s been called
“traitor,” “reactionary,” “courageous explorer,” and
other devastating and flattering names, about none of
which he apparently gives a hoot.

In 1958 he was elected Outstanding Musical
Figure of Our Time by a group of 400 musical
organizations around the world. Told of the title,
which he had been bearing unofficially for some
time, he replied tartly: “I’m flattered, of course, but
I am inured equally to awards and bad reviews.”

He considers music as a rite. “I hold that music is
given us to create order, to carry us from the
anarchical, individual condition to a regular condi-
tion ... I am on a perfectly sure road. There is
nothing to discuss or to criticize. One does not
criticize anyone who is functioning. A nose is not
manufactured—it just exists. So it is with my art.”

Recently this controversial, confident man flew
into Toronto from his Hollywood home with his wife,
his biographer and musical assistant, American con-
ductor Robert Craft, and a portable medicine cab-
inet with which the composer always travels.

The occasion: to prepare three CBC programs,
two for radio and one for TV. This Sunday at 6 p.m.
Craft conducts the CBC Symphony Orchestra in an
all-Stravinsky program including the Firebird Suite
and Symphony of Psalms (featuring the Festival
Singers).

During their six days in Toronto, Stravinsky and
Craft videotaped a special TV program to com-
memorate Stravinsky’s 80th birthday next June. It

will be seen in the Festival series that month. Per-
formed by the CBC Symphony and the Festival
Singers, the program will include portions of L’His-
toire du Soldat in an informal rehearsal format,
and the complete Symphony of Psalms, both con-
ducted by the composer, as well as a group of
Russian songs featuring the soprano and contralto
sections of the Festival Singers, orchestral excerpts
from the ballet Petrouchka, and other Stravinsky
works. Another portion of the 90-minute program
will be videotaped in March, when choreographer
George Balanchine and four leading dancers of the
New York City Ballet will present excerpts from
Stravinsky ballets. A radio documentary, to be heard
on CBC Wednesday night in June, will present
Stravinsky and Craft talking about the composer’s
works, with recorded musical illustrations.

While the CBC is celebrating Stravinsky’s birth-
day in Canada, the composer will be celebrating it
with his wife and Robert Craft at music festivals in
Moscow and his native Leningrad. Stravinsky is a
U.S. citizen, and hasn’t been in Russia since shortly
before the First World War.

He is not a graduate of any conservatory, and
since he found his metier in the world of music,
after giving up the study of law, has refused to be
bound by tradition.

He was born to a cultured upper middle-class
family in 1882. His father was a distinguished bass-
baritone at the Imperial Opera House in St. Peters-
burg. Young Igor began to compose when he was
nine. “I was playing a scale on the piano,” he

An excellent drama by August
Strindberg: “La danse de mort,” is
presented on the French Network on

Thursday January 25th at 9:00 p.m.
on “Teletheatre.”

“La Danse de mort” begins as an
innocent wedding reel and culminates
after 25 years of a miserable life, in a
cruel family squabble. The action
takes place in an abandoned prison,
where for a quarter of a century, an
elderly Captain and his wife have
lived in total isolation. Their moral
as well as physical isolation has
deepened to the abyssmal point. What
used to be a “cold” war of continued
silence and superficial flurries be-
comes an implacable and deadly com-
bat of nerves, with both antagonists
trying to annihilate the will of the
other.

On the eve of their 25th wedding
anniversary, during the usual bout
of accusations and counter-accus-
ations, a third person arrives, Alice’s
cousin Kurt, who earlier had married
them.

He is the unwilling witness of the
couple’s final all-out assult on each i
other.

“La Danse de mort” was written in
1900, and like most of Strindberg’s
works, is something of an autobio-
graphy. The Swedish playwright, who
was thrice divorced, is “seen” partly
as Kurt, the forgotten husband and
father, and as Edgar, the solitary,
evil-minded and senile captain
thrown onto the threshold of death by
his wife, but who comes back vic-
torious. Alice, like Strindberg’s first
wife, is a former actress who accuses
her husband of having turned her
away from a brilliant career to a life
of misery and desolation.

In the words of critic Eugene
O’Neill, August Strindberg remains,
after a good number of years, a
master playwright, perhaps the great-
est still in the modern theatrical field.

recalls. “I thought, if somebody invented the scale,

I can change something in the scale and invent
something else—and I invented.”

In 1907 he had the good luck to meet Rimsky-
Korsakoff, with whom he studied until the older
composer’s death a year later. Stravinsky’s ballet
The Firebird (1910)., a vivid essay in the exotic, and
one of his most popular works, commissioned for
Diaghilev’s Ballet Russe, has been called “the
apotheosis of Rimsky-Korsakoff,” but it is also com-
pletely original Stravinsky.

The far-sighted gained an inkling of what was
to come from Stravinsky’s pen when, in 1911, his
friend Diaghilev produced Stravinsky’s Petrouchka
in Paris. It was a melancholy sort of Punch and Judy
show for dancers, its dissonance foreshadowing the
wild, sensual music of Rite of Spring, which followed
two years later. The Paris premiere of Rite of Spring,
conducted by Pierre Monteux, choreographed and
danced by the great Nijinsky, was a riotous affair.
The music seemed so barbarically free to the shocked
audience that they erupted violently and nearly tore
the house down. Stravinsky ignored the clamour and
calmly walked out of the theatre. Now the work is

in the standard orchestral repertoire all over the
world.

During the First World War Stravinsky moved
to Switzerland, and after the war to France. There
he did an about-face, and his composing style
gradually evolved from the savagery of Rite of
Spring to an 18th-century neo-classicism, as evi-
denced in his 1920 ballad Pulcinella, based on music
by Pergolesi. Some of his most brilliant music was
composed in this style, including Symphony of
Psalms.

This, of course, threw the critics for a loop again
—they had expected more barbarism. They have
learned that Stravinsky does not do the expected.
Following on his neo-classical period he moved into
the ultra-romantic mood of the 19th century. At the
start of the Second World War he settled in the
United States, where he raised eyebrows again with
his jazz work, Ebony Concerto, written for Woody
Herman’s band.

Obviously he enjoys shaking up stick-in-the-muds.
“The trouble with music appreciation in general is
that people are taught to have too much respect for
music; they should be taught to love it, instead,” he
says. Suddenly, in 1956, he began composing in the
12-tone style, which he had carefully avoided pre-
viously—and refuses to explain himself. “Who says
it’s 12-tone?” he demands. “In a few years people
will not care whether it’s 12, 16, 24 or any other
number. They will understand.”

SWEET & SOUR HAM
2Vs cups slivered cooked ham
Vs cup chopped green pepper
Vs cup sliced celery
2 tbsp. cooking oil
1 Vs tbsp. corn starch
% cup water
Vs cup canned pineapple juice

tbsp. vinegar
2 tbsp. brown sugar
1 Vs tsp. prepared mustard
Vs cup pineapple tidbits
Brown ham, green pepper and celery

in hot oil. Mix corn starch, water,
juice, vinegar, sugar and mustard-
add to ham and cook until sauce is
thick and transparent. Add pineapple
tidbits. Heat. Make a ring of cooked
rice and pour in ham pineapple mix-
ture; garnish with parsley. Makes 4
servings.

HAM ’N SAUCE
Cooked ham (leftover)
1 cup applesauce
Vs cup chopped, raisins
Vs cup hroton sugar
Vs tsp. cinnamon

Jean Marshall:

Singer^
AS STRANGE as it may seem, the tall, dark-haired singing star of CBC-
TV’s Reflections, soprano Jean Marshall, has had no formal voice training.
“Jean has a natural singing voice,” says producer Robert Alban, “which
she has trained herself.” And violinist Francis Chaplin feels that “Jean
was born with what the rest of us work hard to achieve.”

Reflections, a half-hour of light classical music from Halifax, re-
turned to the CBC-TV network January 7, and will be seen each Sunday
afternoon.

Jean studied piano for two years as a child in her home town of
Yarmouth, N.S., but as far back as she can remember, she has always
been singing; first as a child performer on the local radio station, then
in the church choir, operettas and minstrels.

She attended the Yarmouth County Academy and graduated with a
business course. At this time she started singing with the local dance
band led by Furber Marshall, whom she later married.

Her first encounter with CBC was in 1957 when she appeared on
CBC Radio’s Caravan. This program spotlighted the town of Digby,
N.S., where she was living at that time. The following year Jean audi-
tioned for CBC Talent Festival.

Having won the regional finals of this network program, which
starred Denny Vaughan, she went to Toronto to appear in the finals. In
spite of her not winning the grand prize, she feels that this was the
turning point in her singing career.

What resulted was numerous appearances on network radio pro-
grams—Lazy Afternoon, Tempo, Strings ’n Things. She also starred on a
local television show, and made frequent appearances as guest soloist
on Reflections when it was telecast on the Maritime television network.
In the spring of 1960 she became a regular soloist on Reflections.
