CBC Symphony
Continues

Contemporary Music
The CBC Symphony’s Festival of

Contemporary Music continues this
Sunday on CBC radio at 6 p.m.
with a performance of Suite from
Thyl Claes by 66-year-old Russian-
born composer Vladimir Vogel,
whose works are rarely heard on
this continent. Walter Susskind will
conduct. The program also includes
the Overture, The Magic Flute by
Mozart, and Concerto for Harpsi-
chord by Frank Martin, with Greta
Kraus as soloist. Vogel went to
Germany in 1918 to escape Soviet
oppression, and later moved to
Switzerland, where he now lives,
to avoid Nazi tyranny. His oratorio,
Thyl Claes, is dedicated to resist-
ance movements anywhere and in
any time. Its principal character is
the Germanic folk-hero, Till Eulen-
spiegel—not the clown of Richard
Strauss, but the historical figure of
Charles De Coster’s story, whose
family were victims of the Spanish
Inquisition, and who later took part
in the liberation of his own coun-
try. Vogel’s three-part Suite is from
the first portion of the oratorio.

On Our Cover . . .

"Fighting Words"
on Television,
Returning to Radio

Nathan Cohen, Toronto news-
paper columnist, referees the
panel show Fighting Words on

Monday as it makes another of
its presently irregular appear-
ances on CBC-TV. But the pro-
gram will be on each Monday
evening starting March 5; and
Fighting Words returns to CBC
Radio next week, Wednesday,
February 7, at 9:45 am.

PRAIRIE FOLK, like residents of any area, we guess, are proud of their
native-sons-who-make-good. One of those native sons is W. O. Mitchell,
rural Alberta’s noted playwright. Jake and The Kid, his CBC radio series,
was greeted with approval throughout Canada, but on the prairies it
gained an audience of devoted listeners such as few radio programs have
known. When Jake and the folk of “Crocus” moved to television last
summer, the most enthusiastic acclaim once more came from the west.

Now, while radio listeners once more are chuckling with Mitchell,
this time in a new series entitled Foothills Fables (Sundays at 12:30
p.m.), CBC-TV has announced a return to the TV screen of another
Mitchell satire on small-town life, “The Black Bonspiel of Willie Mc-
Crimmon.” John Drainie, “Jake” in the earlier radio series, plays the
title role in the comedy about an inveterate curler who makes a bargain
with the devil. CBC produced it first on radio in 1950, and then on tele-
vision’s Folio in 1955. The play will appear this time in the Playdate
series. Watch for announcement of the date.

SONG ALBUM Monday at 6:45 p.m. presents a program of Hebrew,
Israeli and Yiddish folk songs, some newly-written, others better-estab-
lished, sung by folksinger Miriam
Breitman. In reality, says Miss
Breitman, most Jewish folk music
is relatively new, in that much of
it has been composed since the
state of Israel came into existence
after World War 11.

Ben Horch, producer of Song
Album, says that contemporary
Jewish folk music goes “beyond
the bounds of mere national aes-
thetic experience: the linear aspects
of it (its melody) continue to sub-
scribe to those qualities generally
summed up by the term ‘oriental,’
whereas vertical aspects (harmony)
conform to purely western con-
cepts.” He thinks that the art of
the “sweet singer of Israel” may yet
“reconcile the music of the east
with that of the west.”

Since her last CBC television and radio appearances, Miss Breitman
has made her first successful venture into the recording field, with a com-
plete new recording of Jewish folksongs, some of them to be heard “live”
on Monday’s program.

MANITOBA’S fascinating past is revealed on a regular segment each
Monday on CBWT’s Ladies First. Hart Bowsfield, provincial archivist
since 1952, talks about such topics as the early churches and forts in the
province, towns that arose and disappeared during the pioneer era, and
battles that were fought on the plains and on the rivers.

Many in the radio and television audience will recognize Mr.
Bowsfield from his earlier appearances on such programs as Critically
Speaking, Points West, Stop, Look and Listen and Eye to Eye, to name
a few. He has contributed articles about Manitoba to leading encyclo-
pedia.

Miriam Breitman
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The World of the BLIND
BLIND PEOPLE can do without self-pity, says Roy
Haws of Toronto, blind for the last 24 years, married
to a woman who lost her sight when she was two
years old.

“A blind person will gain absolutely nothing if
he feels sorry for himself,” says Mr. Haws. “I per-
sonally don’t like to ‘see’ blind beggars, mainly be-
cause most of these people are just too lazy to keep
themselves. They don’t have much respect and beg-
ging doesn’t offer much in return. Another important
fact is that blind beggars often give sighted people
the wrong impression of the blind in general.’

With the exception of a daily dose of insulin
which is administered to Mr. Haws, who is a dia-
betic, the Haws do everything for themselves. Once
every three months, however, a maid visits the
Haws’ residence to clean the places Mrs. Haws may
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have missed and also to wash the floors. The reason
Mr. Haws needs a nurse to administer the insulin is
because neither he nor his wife can measure the
dosage.

This Sunday at 5:00 p.m. CBC Radio’s Project
’62 offers a revealing and sensitive look into the
world of the blind through an interview with Mr.
and Mrs. Haws by Bill McNeil. The program, en-
titled The Bright Darkness, will be heard on the
Trans-Canada network. It is written and produced
by McNeil and Jack Vance.

Although she never remembers seeing anything,
Mrs. Haws has her own impressions of what various
things look like. “People have described sunsets to
me many times,” she says. “But I’ve pretty well had
to form my own opinion of a sunrise because there
aren’t too many people around at that time of day.
Other things, which sighted people take for granted

Air?

WHEREVER THERE’S air, there’s pollution. Pollu-
tion is deep—a mile deep—and it’s spread in its
greatest density around the floor of the ocean of air
we call our atmosphere. How much damage this
pollution is doing isn’t really known but there are
indications that it is a definite menace to human
health as well as smelling bad, making a mess and
interfering with our enjoyment of the atmosphere.

Most of the conclusions reached about air pollu-
tion are based on association. For example, there
have been statistics showing that among people born
and raised in England who have moved to Aus-
tralia (which has relatively “clean” air) the death
rate is higher than among those born in Australia.
Also, in 1952 during four days in which a lung-
searing pall of dirty grey air hung over London,
4,000 people died and most doctors and scientists
said that the pollution contributed significantly to
the death toll.

The term “pollutant” is applied to anything not
naturally found in the atmosphere. There are vari-
ous types of “man-made” pollutions, such as the
smoke and fumes from household heating systems
and vehicular traffic; commercial sources like dry-
cleaning plants; and industrial sources such as fac-
tories. In the last three or four years another pol-
lutant has been added: radioactivity, and this has
been drawing much of the investigation of air pol-
lution.

In North America there are various agencies con-
ducting research into air pollution, often termed
smog. For instance, in Ontario there is an agency
called the Air Pollution Control Branch of the
Ontario Department of Health. It is an advisory
group which aids industry and municipalities by
lending equipment to take air samples and advising
on ways to improve the air cleaning process.

“As far as air pollution’s effect on health is con-
cerned, it’s like the early medical days when doctors
didn’t have much information on such things as
microbes,” says W. B. Drowley, engineer with the
Air Pollution Control Branch. “The whole area of air
pollution is still in its infancy but there is plenty of
research going on to find out what pollution does to
us. There have been cases documented whereby
certain wind velocities and industrial setups have
been established as the source.”

This Wednesday on CBC television’s Explorations,
a National Film Board production, The First Mile
Up, examines the entire question of air pollution and
the importance of controls in the face of expanding
industries and continued growth of cities. David
Bairstow wrote and directed the production.

Canada: Land of Winter
WINTER CAN be many things. To a small child it
means sleigh-riding and snowmen; to a motorist it
means hazardous driving conditions; to others it is
a time of beauty, when lifeless forms are changed to
the picturesque by a blanket of snow; and to still
others it is the lifeless time of the year, the time
which passes slowly and drearily.

Like it or not, winter is a part of the Canadian
way of life; the only way to escape it is by moving
south, a manoeuvre which thousands practise each
year. For the millions who remain in Canada during
the winter months, however, it costs millions of dol-
lars to combat the savage fury of winter. It is esti-
mated that we spend more than $5O million each
winter to sand, salt and plow the streets of the many
cities and towns, and the roads and highways. It

But while the cost of fighting winter reaches
astronomical figures each year, the money spent in
recreation during the winter months also reaches
considerable proportions. Skiing, skating, curling,
hockey, tobogganing and other activities make this
time of year worth waiting for for many.

—such as rain, snow, pictures and colours—are also
described by Mrs. Haws.

The daily life of a blind person doesn’t vary much
from that of a sighted person, according to Mrs.
Haws. For instance, she has regular days for the
jobs around the house. “On Mondays I do the wash,
that is if it is a fine day; Tuesday is usually reserved
for ironing; Wednesdays I spend at the hobby shop
where I enjoy pottery and other interesting hobbies.”

Mrs. Haws says one of the most important things
for a blind person is memory. This is especially im-
portant in the preparation of meals. “I have to re-
member where I put things, but for certain com-
modities, such as spices, I label the containers in
braille. Of course, smell also helps in cooking but if
I have a cold, there’s litde cooking done.”

While a majority of blind people use canes, Mrs.
Haws doesn’t. She says it isn’t because of embar-
rassment but because she seldom goes out alone.

McNeil noticed that Mrs. Haws’ clothes were in
extremely good taste and that colors matched.

“I go shopping with someone I trust and who I
know has good taste,” she replied. “I try to choose

someone who has much the same taste as myself
and this usually works out. It’s a little more difficult,
however, when it comes to buying hats. Picking out
my clothes each day isn’t really difficult, because
you get used to different materials. And again,
memory plays an important part in dressing because
I rely on it to find the clothes I want.”

Because there is a similarity in men’s suits and
shirts, Mr. Haws’ clothes are all marked.

Weather plays an important part in the life of a
blind person. For instance, when it’s raining, puddles
offer some trouble. On the other hand, a wind can
be beneficial to a blind person.

“A wind from a certain direction helps keep a
blind person from getting confused,” says Mr. Haws.
“And when we are near an intersection, we can tell
because often the wind acts as a warning when it
suddenly blows full force near an intersection where
there are no buildings.”

One of the most important senses a blind person
can cultivate—“everyone has it but a sighted person
doesn’t really have to use it to much advantage”—is
the sense of solidity, says Mrs. Haws. “This is the
instinct which tells us where walls are, or trees, or
lamp posts. It saves us from having to grope along a
wall with our hands. But it’s a rather difficult thing
to explain. You just sense that an object is nearby.”

Her grandfather was a Russian
operatic singer, and her father a
flautist, and graduate of the Petrograd
Conservatoire. Her early days were
spent listening to her father and elder
sisters play, and often there would be
tears of disappointment at being
unable to take part.

When she reached the age of four,
Zara was given her first instrument,
a viola converted into a ’cello; but the
child found the ’cello no stranger.
Her early lessons were rapid strides
to perfection, and her effortless talent
a thing to wonder at.

At the age of five, Zara Nelsova
gave her first public performance to
an audience of 4,000. This proved a
decisive event in her life, for so un-
forgettable was her performance that

He’s Up// 400 Novels
THE WORLD’S most prolific living novelist—4oo
books is an outwardly placid, inwardly restless,
pipe-smoking little Belgian of 59, with courtly man-
ners and a rich voice, who started as a pastry cook
and now can roll out a mystery novel in 11 days.

His whodunits are invariably short, crisp, a pana-
cea for the most jaded taste. He writes an average
of five or six a year. They work inside him slowly
the way a virus might.

His wife is the first to recognize the symptoms:
he wanders aimlessly around the house, shuffles
morosely through papers, turns the TV set on and
off, ignores everyone, including the dog.

“My wife calls in the doctor to have me checked
over. If he says it’s just a novel, she knows I’ll be
all right again in a couple of weeks.”

They cancel engagements and clear the house for
action. His soundproof study in the chateau he and
his Canadian wife bought near Lausanne a few years
ago is lined with books on law and medicine, sub-
jects upon which he is expert; telephone books from
all over the world, from which he draws his char-
acters’ names; maps of towns where he sets his
novels; and his own novels in 28 languages. He gave
up reading anyone else’s years ago—bad novels make
him feel conceited, good ones depress him. On his
wall is a big calendar on which he crosses off, as it
passes, each of the 11 working days he allots each
novel.

His routine is strict. He does little planning before
plunging into a new novel. “Unconsciously,” he
says, “I probably always have two or three themes

in my mind—not novels, not ideas about novels. I
never even think that they might serve for a novel.
Two or three days before I start writing a novel I
consciously take up one of those ideas. But even
before that I find some atmosphere. Little by little
a small world will come into my mind, with a few
characters; these will be taken partly from people I
have known and partly from pure imagination. And
then the idea I had before will come and stick
around them . . . The beginning will be always the
same; it is almost a geometric problem: I have such
a man, such a woman, in such surroundings. What
can happen to them to oblige them to go their limit?
It will be sometimes a very simple incident, any-
thing which will change their lives.”

He writes a chapter a day in longhand, usually in
the afternoon, types it the next morning. If an
interruption breaks his routine, such as a 48-hour
bout with the ’flu, he discards all he has written and
starts a new novel. At the end of each chapter he
has no idea what his characters will be up to next.
As he delves deeper and deeper into his principal
character’s personality, he becomes that character,
acting out the role to himself as he goes along, com-
pletely absorbed in it. Once, writing about a brute,
he slapped his wife’s face over some trilling dis-
agreement-then came to suddenly, horrified at him-
self.

Occasionally, to maintain the strict privacy he
demands during his 11-day marathon, he moves to

He gives the ring to Brunnhilde
and they bid fareweß.

Act I. Hall of the Glbichungs on the
Rhine. Hagen, Guneser and Gutrune are
present when Siegfried arrives. Hagen
brews a potion to destroy memory,
which is given to Siegfried. He now has
no recollection of Brunnhilde and woos
Gutrune. He drinks blood brotherhood
with Gunther and joins him In the ad-
venture to win Brunnhilde.

Change of scene. The rock of Brunn-
hilde. Wotan wishes to return the ring
to the Rhine maidens but Brunnhilde
retains it as Siegfried’s love token. Sieg-
fried appears in the form of Gunther
by the magic of the helmet. After a
struggle he takes the ring from her
hand and forces her to do his bidding.

Act 11. On the banks of the Rhine
before the hall of the Glbichungs. Night.
Alberlch demands that Hagen keep the
ring from the Rhine maidens. At the
approach of day, Siegfried announces
the arrival of Gunther and Brunnhilde.
Hagen summons the Glbichungs to re-
ceive the bridal pair. Brunnhilde sees
Siegfried united with Gutrune and
accuses him of having betrayed her.
Bitterly, she unites In a plot with Hagen
and Gunther to kill Siegfried.

Act 111. A forest and valley on the
Rhine. The Rhine maidens vainly plead
with Siegfried for the ring. Hagen
arrives with Gunther and his followers.
Hagen gives Siegfried a drink that will
restore his memory. Siegfried relates
his deeds and tells of hearing the Forest
Bird. Siegfried is stabbed in the back
by Hagen’s spear and his last moments
are filled with thoughts of Brunnhilde.
His companions lay him upon a shield
and with solemn death music bring him
to Gutrune.

Change of scene. Hall of the Gibi-
chungs. With cries of anguish, Gutrune
rushes to the body of Siegfried and
hears from Gunther that Hagen has
slain her husband. Hagen now demands
the ring. Gunther refuses to give it to
him and is killed by Hagen. WhenHagen
attempts to take the ring the hand of
the corpse Is raised threateningly. Sieg-
fried’s body is lain upon the funeral
pyre and Brunnhilde applies the torch
after having taken the ring from his
finger. As the flames rise she mounts
her horse and ascends the burning pyre.
The Rhine rises above the flames, the
Rhine daughters grasp the ring, and
when Hagen tries to obtain it they drag
the son of Alberlch down to the depths
of the river. A great light appears in
the distance—it is the burning of Wal-
halla and the end of the gods.

“On tKe Road

A Glimpse of tlie Beatniks
WHAT’S A BEATNIK? Right from the horse’s
mouth, Jack Kerouac, perhaps not the first of the
Beat but nevertheless their prophet-hero, an intense-
brooding rebel of nearly 40, comes the confident
statement that “Beats are intellectual—quiet, very
Christlike. They are hip without being slick, they
are intelligent without being corny, they know all
about Pound without being pretentious or talking
too much about it. . . . Being beat goes back to my
ancestors, to the rebellious, the hungry, the weird,
and the mad. To Laurel and Hardy, to Popeye, to
Wimpy looking wild-eyed over hamburgers, the size
of which they make no more; to Lament Cranston,
the Shadow with his mad heh-heh-heh knowing
laugh. . . .” The Beat, he shows, devotes himself to
cultivating the only worthy thing left in this cock-
eyed world: bis own ego. “It’s a sick scene,” he
admits, “but anyway, I’m gettin’ my kicks.”

CBC-TV’s Quest offers a glimpse of the grey
world of the Beatniks, and of Kerouac himself, on
Sunday night, in Norman Klenman’s dramatization
of an excerpt from Kerouac’s autobiographical novel,
On the Road, known as the Beatnik Bible. It stars
Bruno Gerussi and Philippine - bom actress Pilar
Seurat, with production by Daryl Duke.

Kerouac, this cool cat who digs the world of the
footloose, the disenchanted, the hungry-eyed, the
libido-loving with a style both eruptive and mean-
dering, like the Beats themselves, was bom Jean
Kerouac in Lowell, Massachusetts, on March 22,
1922, to a job printer and his wife, a girl of French-
Canadian stock. As a boy, Kerouac’s main interest
was football, in which he was noted for his speed. At
the Horace Mann School in New York, where he
prepared for college, he won an academic and
athletic scholarship to Columbia University in 1940.
At college he played freshman football and made
the varsity team the next year, but left college be-

cause, his coach said, “Kerouac is tired.” The truth
was that the wanderbug had bitten him. Badly.

He headed for Virginia, “to become a big poet.”
When nobody down South appeared to recognize
his genius he enlisted in the United States Navy,
but was given a psychiatric discharge two months
later. He tried his hand at a variety of labouring
jobs, then served with the Merchant Marine, and a
year after he had pulled out of Columbia, he was
back again. But not for long.

Within weeks, he gave up studying, rented an
apartment near the campus, and made it the head-
quarters for a group of young rebels, among them
Alan Ginsberg, who was to become the poet laureate
of the Beat generation.

Kerouac soon tired of New York, and from 1943
to 1950 lived a nomadic life, on and off the road
through the States and Mexico, and at sea, as
merchant sailor, forest fire-watcher, and dozens of
other jobs, periodically drifting back to his mother’s
home in Lowell to work on a book about his boy-
hood—The Town and the City, published in 1950.
It was well received and carried a photo on its
jacket of the author wearing a suit ironically close
to the grey-flannel uniform of the Beats’ enemy, the
Square.

“I was his benefactor all his life,” his mother has
said. “He always lives with me, outside of when he
travels. But when he did travel, there was always
money for him. I used to send it any time he needed
it, for food, clothes. I was working in a factory, I
was making good money. You know, he’s really a
nice boy.”

He tried marriage, unsuccessfully. “Yeah,” he
says, “I had two wives. Twenty-two years old, I got
married, and I got married again at 28. Each time

the audience recognized in this child
a rare thing, a bom ’cellist.

In 1928 Zara Nelsova left with her
family for London, England. At her
first public recital in London, the
critical audience was startled at her
unusual gifts: both with the nobility
of her interpretations, and the natural
execution of her instrument.

a hotel, where he can take his typewriter and table
into the bathroom and lock the world out. He keeps
himself going with coffee which he brews himself,
or soft - drinks, smokes a pipe incessantly, and
fingers a monogramed, solid-gold ball which his wife
had Cartier’s design for him—he says he thinks better
when his fingers are busy.

When the novel is done, Simenon lays it aside for
a few days, then spends three days cutting out the
underbrush—mostly adjectives—to the spare style he
likes. He can’t be bothered retyping the manuscript,
so he has it photostatted and shipped off to his
publisher—and probably never looks at the book
again. Then he calls the doctor to check that his
blood pressure, which rises as he writes, is back
to normal. It nearly always is. He hopes to continue
turning out five or six novels a year for as long as
his health will stand it.

A drama, “One Way Out,” based on one of
Simenon’s hundreds of novels, is presented on CBC
Wednesday Night at 8:30 p.m. on radio. Adaptation
is by lan Thorne.

In most of his mystery novels the central character
is Maigret, a burly, compassionate detective who
can also be ruthless. Simenon created him at a time
when the French police were in disrepute, and
ironically he called him Maigret—meagre—rather in
the way he might call a tall man “Shortie.” Maigret
did so much to picture the police in a more sympa-
thetic light that they presented Simenon with a

medallion—a form of warrant given only to certain
ranks in the Surete—inscribed “Inspector M. 00000.”

He has sold close to 60 books to the movies, at the
rate of two or three a year. In spite of his frugal
beginnings, his present fortune leaves him quite
unexcited, as it does his mother, who has never
become reconciled to his giving up a promising
career in pastry. “Why don’t you ever write a book
about nice people and good Catholics?” she asks,
“instead of all these criminals.”

Surprisingly, Simenon never repeats himself. “I
try to do with the novel what is generally done with
poetry,” he says. “I try to go beyond the real, the
explainable ideas, to explore man, to give some
message that does not exist practically.”

One of the most frequent themes in his books is
escape physical or psychological flight from the
world or from oneself, or rising or falling from one’s
origins. In each case he shows that escape is impos-
sible. He knows from personal experience. He’s been
around the world looking for himself several times,
has lived in, 27 different places for intervals from a
few weeks to five years, in circumstances varying
from squalor to splendor. “I am at home everywhere
and nowhere,” he says. “I am never a stranger and
I never quite belong . . . Writing is not a profession
but a vocation of unhappiness. I don’t think an
artist can ever be happy.”

He’s been writing and getting paid for it since his
mid-teens, and after 400 books some critics feel it’s
time he gave his public a big novel with 20 or 30
characters in it. “They do not understand,” he says.
“I will never write a big novel. My big novel is the
mosaic of all my small novels.”—June Graham.

the marriage lasted about six months. . . . She (the
first) was nice. But the second one, I didn’t like
her. ... I married her because she was beautiful.”

Immediately his first novel was out of the type-
writer, he started a new one. He decided that the
laborious job of rewriting, polishing, painful editing,
was not for him. “Whatever you try to delete from
a manuscript, that’s what’s most interesting to a doc-
tor.” When he feels a novel coming on he buys 20-
foot rolls of art paper, pastes the ends together, and
types non-stop on one continuous roll—“about 10 feet
in a good day”—until the whole novel is out of his
system.

He took three years to write The Town and the
City. He wrote On the Road in three weeks. Seg-
ments of it were published in the Paris Review and
New World Writing, but the complete novel didn’t
appear until 1957.

It’s a picaresque, biting report of the adventures
of Sal Paradise (Kerouac), his Beat pals and their
amoral girl-friends, on the road and at various stops
along the way, as they breathlessly discuss them-
selves and try to resign from the world. What road?
“Holyboy road, madman road, rainbow road . . . it’s
anywhere road for anybody, anyhow,” where the
carnal self can be celebrated with Whitemanesque
delight. As one critic observed, Kerouac seems to say
smugly: “Oh my God, it happened to me: every

sacred, formless irrelevance is out of my own loving
memory of myself.”

The novel, a playback of his own tape-recorded
experience, sold 20,000 copies in the hard cover,
500,000 in the soft, and was one of the most contro-
versial books of recent years. Some critics described
Kerouac’s talent as extraordinary and refreshing.
Others said his writing was bad and silly, and com-
pared him with “a sensitive eyeball that sweeps and
perceives but is not connected with a brain. Six
months after hailing On the Road as a major novel,
The New York Times omitted it from its list of
novels worth reading.

If it did nothing else, On the Road helped to turn
a cult into a national movement. The Subterraneans,
The Dharma Bums, and Doctor Sax, other Kerouac
novels, helped too, and he is reported to have further
works on the boil or in manuscript form. “I’m only
a jolly story writer and have nothing to do with
politics or schemes and my only plan is • the old
Chinese way of the Tao: ‘Avoid the authorities’.”

Kerouac is best when he’s not trying to write cool,
wild poetry, when he forgets Kerouac and offers
instead a vigorous slice of life outside himself, free
from dreary, introspective discussions in which he
confuses freedom with irresponsibility, a search for
faith with self-indulgence. Even at his most irritat-
ing, when he spits at urban life, “the midtown sillies’
world”—but offers no real alternative, he is rarely
boring.

MAT GAUER’S BORSCHT
4 or 5 cups soup stock made from

ham bone, spare ribs or beef
4or 5 beets—cut Julienne style
2 or 3 medium chopped onions
Vz cup uncooked rice
2 tbsp. vinegar
1 tbsp. sugar
1 cup salad cream
1 tsp. celery salt (if desired)

Salt and pepper
Soup Stock

1 ham bone
1 large chopped onion
1 bay leaf
1 tbsp. salt
Celery tops, if desired
Prepare soup stock from ham bone

by adding 4 or 5 cups of water, de-
pending on size of bone. Add 1 large
chopped onion, bay leaf, celery tops
and 1 tbsp. salt. Let simmer about 2
hours, or 25 minutes in pressure
cooker. Drain in colander, then add
beets, chopped onions, rice, salt and
pepper. Simmer until rice and vege-
tables are tender, then add celery salt,
vinegar and sugar. Simmer again for
a few minutes. Put cream into a bowl
and add a ladle of hot soup blending
it well—then add to hot soup. Do not
boil after cream has been added.

Pickled Beets
3 cups beets
% cup sugar
% cup vinegar
IVz tbsp. brown sugar
Vz tsp. salt
% tsp. cinnamon (or cinnamon stick)
Vz tsp. cloves or 2 fresh cloves
Combine all ingredients and bring

to boil. Cook together for 2 to 3 min-
