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UNTIL Richard Chamberlain was
cast for the title role in the hour-
long Doctor Kildare drama series,
the youthful actor had never been
in a hospital as a patient and only
once as a visitor.

He realized that a lot of home-
work was necessary if he were to
act convincingly in the weekly
series, and jumped at the oppor-
tunity to tour the Los Angeles
County Hospital with Dr. George
Andros, an interne and the original
technical consultant for the show.

The series is seen Saturday nights
on the CBC-TV network.
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Kildare 77 Had
A Lot to Learn about Hospitals

A native of California, Chamber-
lain portrays Dr. Kildare who has
a great admiration for Dr. Leonard
Gillespie, senior doctor in internal
medicine, under whom he aspires
to have a residency. Dr. Gillespie
is played by Canadian-born actor
Raymond Massey. Others appear-
ing in the series include Eddie
Ryder as Doctor Agurski and Jud
Taylor as Doctor Gerson.

Chamberlain’s tour of the hos-
pital, dressed in one of the green
gowns that doctors wear, included
a visit to surgery where he watched
an ulcer operation, an appendec-

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tomy and the stitching of a knife
wound.

“Surgery on the stomach ulcer
was already in progress when I got
th e r e,” explained Chamberlain,
“and I was allowed to stand just
beyond the patient’s head.

“During the operation the sur-
geon and his staff kept up a run-
ning line of chatter—it seems to
keep them relaxed about similar
operations and the surgeons who
performed them.

“How these doctors can carry on,
hunched over in surgery, I don’t
know. After four hours, my back
ached, my feet hurt and my eyes
felt like fireballs. But I can’t wait
to go back again.”

The Dr. Kildare series doesn’t go
into too much detail on the surgical
side of hospital life, but rather, un-
veils the emotional problems of the
people with whom doctors come in
contact.

Episodes follow a pattern estab-
lished by the popular motion pic-
ture series of the same which
starred Lionel Barrymore and Lew
Ayers. Themes, of course, are some-
what less complex because of the
limited time.

Chamberlain is no stranger to
television. He has appeared in such
television series as Gunsmoke, Al-
fred Hitchcock Presents, Thriller,
The Deputy and Mr. Lucky. He
has also had feature movie roles in
Secret of the Purple Reef and
Thunder of the Drums.

Hugh Hefner, who at 36 is head of a magazine empire built up in
less than a decade, presents a marked change-of-pace for interviewer
Cavanagh. Hefner is founder and moving force behind Playboy and
Show Business Illustrated, two of the continent’s most sophisticated and
successful publications. Called a living promotion stunt, “the most con-
spicuous playboy of the middle-western world,” the youthful millionaire
lives on Chicago’s exclusive North State Street.

Cavanagh’s more frequent inter-
viewees, on his “Assignment-Can-
ada” series, have been grass-roots
Canadians in the everyday occupa-
tions throughout the nation’s cities
and towns—opposites in personality
and environment to the slick young
American, but in no way less inter-
esting.

Cavanagh’s daily reports on As-
signment have been suspended for
the time being because of difficult
travelling during the winter months.
But little else has impeded him
during his tireless trek, which had
amounted to 13,000 miles of driv-
ing between Newfoundland and
Manitoba, where he stopped over
late in November.

Journeying in a panel truck
equipped with bed and cooking
facilities, he has poked his nose—-
and microphone—into little-known
corners of this vast country, with his purpose quite simply to tell Cana-
dians more about their homeland. “My trip,” says Cavanagh, “is probably
one of the most extensive research jobs undertaken by the CBC.”
Material he is collecting will be edited for use also in a special Dominion
Day program this year on Venture, on the Trans-Canada Network.

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The Nature of Things:

What Makes Up the Earth’s Interior?
DR. J. TUZO WILSON of the University of Toronto
compares the interior of the earth to a soft-boiled
egg: this planet has a fluid core like the yolk; a solid
mantle like the white; and a brittle crust like the
shell. It is probable, although not proven yet, that
the earth is a heat engine and that the crust, with
its continents and seas, mountain ranges and ocean
trenches, has been formed from the upper part of
the mantle.

It is an unusual fact that despite man’s probing of
space and attempts at learning more of other planets,
he knows little about the interior of his own planet.
In recent years, however, the development of our
knowledge about the centre of the earth has been
accelerated, especially as a result of the co-ordinated
world-wide research efforts conducted during the
International Geophysical Year from 1957 to 1959.

At Helsinki in July, 1960, the executive commit-
tee of the International Union of Geodesy and Geo-
physics, which had been a major promoter of the
IGY, endorsed a broad program of research on “the
upper mantle and its influence on the development
of the earth’s crust.” This would involve investiga-
tions of the outer 1,000 kms (625 miles) of the
earth, the source of the world’s natural resources.

This Thursday evening on CBC television The
Nature of Things examines the Upper Mantle Pro-
ject. Host Lister Sinclair and guests, Professor Wil-
son and Dr. R. J. Uffen, professor of geophysics at the
University of Western Ontario, discuss in layman’s
terms the major features and objectives of the Upper
Mantle Project. The program is written by Colin
Edwards and produced by Jim Murray. David
Walker is program organizer.

Among the subjects included in the research pro-
gram, which is to last three years and which began
January 1 of this year, are: deep drilling; develop-
ment of deep sea seismographs for the exploration
of the upper mantle under the oceans; special studies
of deep focus earthquakes; magnetic and gravimetric
studies; studies of tectonic and magmatic develop-
ment of the crust; theoretical studies of phase
changes, thermal conditions, equations of state; and
high pressure laboratory studies of the behaviour
of rocks.

Scientists of a dozen nations, including Canada,
the United States and Russia, plan complementary
projects and will pool information during the three
years of the Upper Mantle Project. The Canadian
parts of the program are vital because in this coun-
try there are more interesting, accessible and easy-
to-study geological formations of types which pro-
vide clues about the interior of the earth than any-
where else in the world.

Co-ordinator of the Canadian projects is Dr. W.
E. van Steenburgh, director-general of scientific
services of the federal department of mines and
technical surveys. He is assisted by Dr. D. C. Rose
of the National Research Council and Dr. Uffen.
Canadian contributions will cost about $3,000,000

Cartoonist Turns Playwright
JULES FEIFFER, a mild mannered, introspective
New York cartoonist with a high forehead, a quizzi-
cal expression, and a sly humour that bites sharply,
outrageously, in unexpected places, has several bril-
liantly satirical books of cartoons to his credit. And
his first play will have its North American premiere
on CBC-TV’s Quest, Sunday night, with production
by Mario Prizek.

Titled Crawling Arnold, it was written for the
1961 Spoleto (Italy) Festival of Two Worlds. Like
his cartoons, it reflects his views on the sickness of
20th-century civilization as revealed in its attitudes
to segregation, nuclear weapons, fallout shelters, etc.
The situation and Feiffer’s dialogue are hilarious, of
course, but there’s a sting in nearly every laugh.

The cast includes Peter Mews as the unconven-
tional Crawling Arnold; Corinne Conley as Miss

Sympathy, a so-
cial worker; Jane
Ma 11 ell and
Murray Mathe-
son as Arnold’s
unusual parents,
Mr. and Mrs.

and the dozens of separate and associated schemes
will be conducted by universities throughout the
country and by the federal government.

The Canadian projects consist of two classes:
attempts to study samples of the mantle itself, either
by drilling in places where rocks directly from the
mantle have broken through the earth’s crust, or by
drilling in places where the crust is thin or shat-
tered, and indirect attempts to measure properties
of the mantle by studying occurrences at and to the
surface.

Detailed and economically valuable information is
expected to come from drilling where there are large
ultrabasic intrusions—where huge cracks in the crust
occurred millions of years ago and enormous quan-
tities of rock from the mantle gushed up in liquid
form and solidified. There are two types of ultra-
basic rocks: those that occur as relatively small
bodies of constant composition which are commonly
found in ancient mountain belts and are called
“alpine;” and those intruded in continental areas,
which are usually larger and are marked by a dis-
tinct layering, brought about by differentiation

(while molten, the material separated into heavier
and lighter components, resulting in layers of dif-
ferent composition).

Studies of the alpine-type ultrabasic intrusions to
be made include those of Bay of Islands complex,
Newfoundland; Mt. Albert, Gasp6, Quebec; and
Tulameen, B.C. Work on the layered type is to be
done at the Muskox Intrusion in the Coppermine
area of the Northwest Territories, considered the
world’s best-exposed body of its type, and ideal for
a complete and systematic study. In order to proyide
adequate suites of rocks for laboratory study, deep
diamond-drill holes are proposed at various places
across Canada, generally where seismic stations are
to be established (at approximately 500-mile inter-
vals across the country to help scientists learn about
the physical properties of the earth’s interior from
the study of earthquake waves).

Various instruments and measuring devices will
be used throughout the Upper Mantle Project to
gather such information as the heat flow from within
the earth, gravity, the electrical conductivity of the
earth and to study the distribution of isotopes, the
problems of the wandering of the magnetic poles
and the drift of continents.

dramatic to be entirely successful as
an opera. It seems that this criticism
is unjust. There is little “action” to be
sure, but the music maintains the
dramatic tension throughout. The
librettist, Balazs, has turned the Blue-
beard story into something of a psy-
chological-symbolistic drama that ad-
mits various interpretations. The en-
tire action consists of Judith’s insist-
ing upon opening in his presence the
seven doors of Bluebeard’s darkened
castle. The blood motif is strong. In
the first room, the torture chamber,
the walls drip blood; in the second,
the armoury, the weapons are blood-
covered; the third room, the treasury,
discloses quantities of blood-bathed
jewels; the opening of the fourth re-

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“Road to the Yukon:”

Characters
and Tales

of the Klondike

THE STOBY of the Alaska Highway and the people
who make their homes along it is the subject of a
new CBC radio series, Road to the Yukon, to be
heard Wednesdays at 6:45 p.m. on the Trans-Canada
network, beginning this week.

Commentator Bill Herbert and technician Elmer
Winton, both of CBC Vancouver, travelled 1,266
miles from Dawson Creek, 8.C., to Dawson City,
Yukon Territory. Along the way they stopped and
talked to the people who live year-round on the
26-foot-wide communications artery into the north.
They talked with school teachers, newspapermen,
miners, oldtimers, innkeepers, fanners, truckers,
priests, oil drillers, bush pilots, nurses, a self-styled
“northern hillbilly” and an old prospector who struck
it rich on a 30-year-old claim.

Many of the characters and yams emanating from
the hectic days of the Klondike gold rush are re-
counted, some by those who were part of that gold
rush and others who have had stories and accounts
passed down to them. For instance, Mike Winage,
who went to the Yukon in 1900, tells about the inter-
nationally known bard of the north, Robert W.
Service, most famous for his The Shooting of Dan
McGrew. Winage, known in those days as Black
Mike, made a strike but lost it all through gambling
and women. He says that Service was much better
as a poet than as a poker player.

Another character to be heard in the series is 80-
year-old Tom Brooks, a prospector from Carcross,
who writes poetry in much the same style as did
Service even though Brooks says he’s never read a
single line of Service’s poetry. An excerpt from
Brooks’ A Frontier Dive goes: “Just dance hall dames
with phony names, so the folks at home wouldn’t
know; so often with strife and the flash of a knife,
or the roar of a .45; they were happy enough though
a life was snuffed as they worked in a frontier dive.”

Mike Nolan, a big-game hunter at Marsh Lake,
near Whitehorse, recounts the story of a bear which
threw a rock back at him. “I was running very fast
and I heard the whistle,” says Nolan. “I looked at
the bear and I could see this rock coming at me
but I couldn’t dodge it. It hit me on the calf and I
was lame for two weeks.”

Bearded Irwin Armstrong of Guelph is another
person to be heard. He works in the woods with
Indians and classes himself as a Scots hillbilly
“because I write songs about Indians.” On the pro-
gram, he sings BSSsie, Charlie, Queen of the Wild
Frontier with such lines as “Bessie wants a cow-
puncher tall and slim to keep all the cattle in the
best of trim; help her milk the cows, tend the gar-
den, too; and late in the evening they have a little
brew.”

Michael Rabin
7/Greatest Violin Talent in Three Decades77

MICHAEL RABIN, 25-year-old U.S. violinist, has
been described since he was 15 as one of the world’s
most brilliant musicians, with “a technical facility
which would be prodigious in a man three times his
age.” He will be featured on CBC Wednesday Night
this week at 8:30, in a Celebrity Recital broadcast
from Queen’s University, Kingston. Mitchell Andrews
will be his accompanist.

On February 11, Rabin will be seen in The
Virtuoso, a youth concert in the music series on

CBC-TV. He will appear with pianist Michel Dus-
sault, the CBC Youth Choir conducted by Lloyd
Bradshaw, the CBC Symphony Orchestra conducted
by Mario Bernardi, and host Louis Applebaum.

Rabin comes from a musical family. His father has
been a violinist with the New York Philharmonic
Orchestra for more than 35 years and his mother was
for many years on the piano faculty of the Juilliard
School of Music.

Act I. Lieut. Pinkerton, U.S.N., and
Butterfly, a Japanese girl, are about to
enter into a Japanese marriage. The
American consul. Sharpless, begs Pink-
erton to forego his plan because the
girl believes the marriage to be binding.
The lieutenant laughs at him and the
joyful bride appears with her friends.
To show her trust in Pinkerton she has
renounced the faith of her ancestors so
that she can never return to her own
people. The marriage contract is signed
and the guests drink a toast to the
young couple. The Bonze, a religious
fanatic and uncle of Butterfly, comes in
and utters imprecations against her for
renouncing her faith. He induces her
relatives to abandon her. Pinkerton, an-
noyed, hurries off the angry guests.
With loving words he consoles the weep-
ing bride and the two happily enter
into their dwelling.

Act 11. Part I. Three years later. Pink-
erton is absent in America, having
promised to return, “When the robins
nest again.” Suzuki, Butterfly’s faithful
servant, rightly suspects that this means
never, but is upbraided for want of
faith by her trusting mistress. Butterfly
is the mother of a fair-haired child.
Pinkerton has instructed Sharpless in a
letter to tell Butterfly that he has an
American wife. Seeing her wonderful
faith, the consul cannot bear to destroy
it and departs sadly. The guns salute
the newly arrived man-of-war, the
Abraham Lincoln, Pinkerton’s ship. But-
terfly and Suzuki deck the house with
flowers and array themselves and the
child in gala dress. All three peer
through the shozi to watch for Pinker-
ton’s coming. As the night passes Suzuki
and the child fall asleep, but Butterfly,
alert and sleepless, never stirs.

Part 11. At dawn Butterfly is still
watching. Suzuki awakens and brings
the baby to her. She persuades Butter-
fly to rest. Pinkerton and Sharpless
arrive and tell Suzuki the sad truth, but
the lieutenant is deeply moved and can-
not remain. Sharpless tells Suzuki that
Mrs. Pinkerton will care for the child
if Butterfly will give him up. Butterfly
appears, expecting to see Pinkerton, but
is confronted instead by his wife. She
receives the truth with pathetic calm-
ness, politely congratulates the new
wife, and asks her to tell her husband
that in half an hour he may have the
child, and that she herself will find
peace. Then, having bowed her visitors
out, she is left alone to her sorrowful
fate. At the appointed time Pinkerton
and Sharpless return to find Butterfly
dead by her own hand after having
bidden farewell to her child.

his cartoons usually satisfy him on the first try. For
a pen he uses a pared stick of the variety restaurants
supply with coffee “to go.”

He was bom 32 years ago in a comer of the
Bronx that “didn’t even have the dignity to be a
slum.” His father was variously a dental technician,
a salesman, and held other white-collar jobs; his
mother was a fashion designer. Feiffer says his
growing-up was plagued with fmstrations, and
“echoes of my childhood keep creeping into my
work. I’m sneaky—l hide behind my pictures.” When
he graduated from high school in 1946 he learned
that he lacked half a credit to enter college, couldn’t
face the idea of going back to school, and found a
job as assistant to a cartoonist.

During the Korean War the American army drafted
him. He spent two years “abroad”—“in New Jersey-
boy, it was rough.” After his discharge with the rank
of private he became an animator for Terrytoons.
The only outlet he could find for his highly indi-
vidual cartoons was in the Village Voice, a bright
but impecunious Greenwich Village weekly which
couldn’t afford to pay him or any of its other con-
tributors. But that publicity paved the way for the
publication of his first book. A collection of his car-
toons appeared in 1958 under the title of Sick, Sick,

Sick, a guide to non-confident living. The modest
first run quickly turned into a gallop, and the book
became a best-seller. Feiffer was soon paying more
in income tax than he had earned the previous year,
and enjoying a place among the exalted ranks of
Thurber, Steinberg and Mort Sahl.

His second book, Passionella and Other Stories
(1959) consisted of four long cartoon strips. Soon
after their appearance several leading American
newspapers in the United States and Britain began
carrying his racy, sharp work, among them The Ob-
server of London. His contract, an unusual one for
a cartoonist, insists that not one word in his captions
can be changed.

Some of his best cartoons are more stinging or
poignant than funny, though he can’t help being
humorous, even at his most bitter. One of his car-
toon sequences from Sick, Sick, Sick, shows a toga
clad figure reclining in dark glasses on a psychia-
trist’s couch. “After all, I was raised away from
home,” blurts the patient. “How was I to know this
guy was my father? I mean, all right, so I killed
him. But I didn’t know he was my father. And then
I meet this dame. How could I know who she was?
Is it my fault I like them mature? All right ... so I
marry her. But did I know she was my mother? It’s
not like I was sick or something . . . 0.K., I’ll come
back next week. I’ll bring my daughter. . . . You can
talk to her. Boy, has she got problems!”

GREATEST VIOLIN TALENT
IN THREE DECADES

When he was three Michael astonished his parents
by identifying the exact notes of steam whistles and
automobile horns. He began piano lessons at five.
Two years later, when the Rabins were visiting a
doctor friend who played the violin as a hobby,
Michael and the doctor’s young son went rummag-
ing in a cupboard and pulled out a half-size violin.
Intrigued by the miniature instrument, Michael
asked the doctor if he could have it, and got permis-
sion to keep it. His father patched it up and gave
Michael lessons. After four months, the elder Rabin
realized he had a prodigy on his hands, and arranged
for the boy to study with Ivan Galamian, who was
on the Juilliard and Curtis faculties. At eight,
Michael began putting in between four and eight
hours of practice a day—couldn’t be dragged away
from the violin.

When he made his Carnegie Hall debut in 1950
at 15, playing a Guamerius de Jesu (1734) instru-
ment lent to him from the famous Rudolph Wur-
litzer collection, Dimitri Mitropoulos described him
as “a violin genius, equipped with all that is neces-
sary to be a great artist,” and director George Szell

of the Cleveland Orchestra declared that “Michael
Rabin is the greatest violin talent that has come to
my attention during the past three decades.” “His
technique,” reported Time magazine after his debut,
“was effortless, his tones strong and clean, his style
and phrasing in the brilliant manner of Heifetz and
Isaac Stem.”

By 21 he was a globe-trotting veteran of concerts,
radio, TV and recordings—many of which became
best-sellers. He has appeared with nearly every
major orchestra in North America and Europe. He
has made five extensive tours of Europe, two trips
to Israel, and has played in Australia and New Zeal-
and. He averages about 12 orchestral appearances
in North America each season, in addition to a heavy
recital schedule. In 1958 he was one of a handful of
young musicians chosen by the Ford Foundation to
commission a new work for his instrument from a
deserving composer. Rabin selected Paul Creston,
and gave the first performance of Creston’s Con-
certo No. 2 late in 1960.

Rabin is a shy, modest, soft-spoken young man
who still lives with his parents on Manhattan’s
Riverside Drive. He drives a sports car, likes to tinker
with hi-fi, collects coins and stamps, and enjoys
cooking, reading—he’s presently on what he calls “a
philosophy kick”—and attending the theatre, par-
ticularly to see musical comedies.

veals a blood-soaked flower garden;
the fifth door opens into the vast
domains of Bluebeard, over which the
clouds are bleeding. The opening of
each door has admitted more and
more light into the castle. Bluebeard
pleads with Judith not to open the
two last doors. She insists, however,
and the sixth reveals a lake of tears.
As the last door is opened, the first
three wives of Bluebeard file silently
past and disappear again, richly
clothed and bedecked with jewels.
Bluebeard, deeply moved, sings that
he has not forgotten them; the first
came to him in the morning, the
second at noon, the third at dusk. He
crowns Judith, who came at night,
and she disappears to join the others.
Darkness now becomes total, as Blue-
beard says; “Now it is night, always,
for ever.”

Whether this early work is con-
sidered to be an opera, or a scenic
oratorio or whatever else one might
choose to call it, it contains many
splendid passages. Despite the un-
mistakable influence of French im-
pressionist style, it is clearly the work
of Bartok.

The fact that it is a one-act opera
militates against frequent performance

CAKE

3 eggs
% cup sugar
V 2 tsp. vanilla
Vs tsp. salt
% cup sifted flour
Beat eggs until thick and lemon

coloured (5 min.) then add sugar
and beat again. Add vanilla—fold
in flour and salt. Put in 8" x 8"
greased and floured pan. Bake at
350 degrees—4o to 45 mins.

FILLING
14 oz. can apricots or 2 cans

pureed apricots (baby food)
11 oz. can mandarin oranges
1 lb. can pineapple tidbits
1 carton whipping cream
Drain the syrup from apricots

and puree the fruit (not necessary
with baby food). Cut the cake into
2 layers across and spread with
half of the puree. Reassemble the
cake and cut into 2" x 1" pieces.
Place in the bottom of a large
serving bowl. Pour the syrup from
the drained oranges over the cake.
Spread remaining puree over the
cake. Then drain pineapple and
put a layer of pineapple and orange
sections over puree. Save some

pieces for garnish. Next make the
custard.
CUSTARD

1% cups milk
3 tbsp. cornstarch
Pinch of salt
2 tbsp. sugar
3 eggs
1 cup crushed macaroons
Combine cornstarch with 2 tbsp.

of milk. Put remainder of milk in
saucepan and heat. Add cornstarch,
sugar and salt and cook until thick.
Remove from stove and gradually
add 3 beaten eggs. Beat mixture
well. Transfer to top of double
boiler and simmer for 10 minutes.
Then add macaroons and beat until
they are dissolved. Pour over cake
mixture and let set in refrigerator
about 2 hours. Whip cream and
add 1 tbsp. icing sugar and % tsp.
vanilla. Spread over trifle and dec-
orate with remaining fruit and a
few maraschino cherries. Serves 10
to 12 people.
