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For More Drama
• I would love to write after every

wonderful performance of Festival,
Playdate, and Quest, but as this is
impractical I would just like to say
thank you for bringing life to other-
wise dull evenings of TV watching.

The CBC is to be commended on
its choice of plays, operas, etc., used,
and I would like to know why we
cannot have more. Is the cost, time, or
shortage of directors responsible?
Miss M.H., Saskatoon.

Many reasons exist for the CBC not
programming more drama on tele-
vision. Among them are limited
budgets, lack of suitable talent, and
a desire to maintain program balance.

With Festival, Playdate and Quest,
supplemented by such filmed serials as
Perry Mason, The Defenders, Bonanza,
Doctor Kildare and those shown
locally by various stations, there is a
considerable amount of drama on tele-
vision—albeit, not all geared to the
same taste.

But if it were practical, the CBC
would consider adding more drama to
the present television fare. Good drama
is expensive to produce, however, and
more money would have to be found
in already slim budgets; other types
of programs wotdd have to become less
evident in the weekly schedule, there-
by arousing the disapproval of people
who care more for, say, mtisical variety
or comedy.

Our third reason: There is a short-
age of qualified personnel to produce
good television drama. Those skilled
actors and directors currently working
in Canada are kept very busy, and a
greater emphasis on drama in our pro-
duction schedule might be frustrated
by a lack of good talent. The CBC
aims for quality in its drama, and
present limitations indicate that pro-
duction of more drama would lead to
a lessening of the overall competence
of what is done.

Regarding opera, it should be rec-
ognized that not much professional-
calibre opera is produced in Canada at
present. The CBC feels it presents a
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fair representation of the talent avail-
able to it, considering the limitations
of, once more, budget.

Likes the “Old Faces”
• I am one who does not entirely

agree with N.S.R. of Stettler (Mail-
bag, Jan. 27). I should hate to see all
the old faces disappear from TV. We
have had a number of new faces this
year on CBC-TV, and I am not sure
they are really an improvement on
some we lost, such as Ernie Ford,
Dinah Shore and Wally Koster.

. . . (CBC) most certainly is trying
to give variety, and I do not feel that
anyone should expect exact programs
of his choice for every minute of the
day.

. . . Over the years one grows to
like some of the performers and to
think of them as friends. We are inter-
ested in them as people and feel
keenly if some misfortune or tragedy
comes to them.

... I would suggest to N.S.R. that
if he does not like a particular TV
program, he should turn on CBC
Radio. Listed in place of some of the
TV programs he dislikes are the New
York Philharmonic, Speaking Person-
ally, Nations Business and Citizens’
Forum.

. . . This is a long letter, but I am
like M.J.B. of Edmonton, who says if
she wrote every day, after each Ma-
tinee program, it would still not be
enough. I could write a dozen letters
a day. ... I must mention some of
the new Edmonton programs: Eye to
Eye, Project 13, Ladies First and the
very clever show. First Nighter. They
are all excellent.

I cannot express my appreciation
of the CBC. It is wonderful entertain-
ment-makes us laugh and tries to
make us think. . . .—Mrs. J.W., Ed-
monton.

• (N.S.R. of Stettler) would like
to abolish all the programs that we
think are tops. I don’t see how anyone
could tire of Don Messer, Country
Hoedown, Danny Thomas and Juliette.

PROBABLY you have forgotten just how you acquired the all-important
skill of reading. It wasn’t easy for you, if you were the average pupil-
educators consider it the toughest learning problem.

Insight into how children are taught to read in Winnipeg schools is
to be given in a series of three programs on CBWT entitled “The Reading
Program. The first program, Thursday, March 1 from 6:30 to 7:00 p.m.,
demonstrates how Grade One students are introduced to this new skill.

Parents have many questions about how their children are taught to
read, such as; “Should children start reading before they enter school?”;
“Why teach a sight vocabulary?”; “What about teaching phonics?” If you
have asked such questions yourself, this program is planned for you.

To provide the answers, the cameras, quite logically, take us to the
classroom, to see typical primary teachers putting the reading lessons
across. The first program shows a teacher preparing a class for reading,
bringing them to a state of readiness in which they can attack the problem
of learning to read with maximum hope for success. Another teacher
demonstrates a lesson on “sight word,” or recognizing words by their
appearance, and then the more advanced lessons of letter sounds and
the beginning of phonics. Subsequent programs deal with reading in
Grades Two and Three.

Janet Fisher, an idealistic teacher
who prefers to resign her position
rather than condone cheating in the
classroom—an activity which she
regards as a reflection of the lax
standards of the world outside the
school. Parents, shocked and indig-
nant at her charge, organize pro-
tests, and petition the school prin-
cipal for action.

In the film, a meeting of parents
and teachers called by the princi-
pal illustrates the true role of the
Home and School Association —to
provide the middle ground where
differences may be resolved and a
clearer understanding reached of
the mutual responsibility of parents
and teachers. As the principal re-
marks at the meeting: “We are all
teachers . . . Every parent controls
to some extent the things that chil-
dren learn and believe ... If
parents and teachers get together
to talk, there is no problem con-
cerning children’s schooling that
cannot be overcome.”

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Bousille
and the

Just
Gratien Gelinas’ play about human
“Sim and Saintliness” is brought to

television by “Festival”

IN A SOPHISTICATED world, the innocents are
gobbled in one gulp. That’s what Gratien Gelinas,
the most versatile and honoured man in French-
Canadian theatre, illustrates in his comedy drama,
Bousille and the Just. CBC-TV’s Festival presents it
Monday, with Gelinas in the title role. Production is
by Mario Prizek.

The play made its debut at Gelinas’ Comedie
Canadienne in Montreal in 1959, and ran for 146
performances. It was presented there in English last
year, and again in English at the Vancouver Inter-
national Festival last summer. Early this year it had
a week’s run at Toronto’s Royal Alexandra Theatre,
and it has just completed a run in Winnipeg.

Bousille is a nickname meaning a clodhopper or
a bungler, but Gelinas’ bungler is not so much a fool
as a simple-minded, aging orphan with a deep sense
of honesty and a passionate belief in the good in
others. The Just are the self-righteous, the tough,
brutally practical whose crude selfishness conflicts
sharply with Bousille’s innocence.

The story, wildly comic and strutting one moment,
and delicately moving the next, takes place in a
third-rate Montreal hotel at which the Gravel family
has arrived from St. Tite to await the trial for mur-
der of the youngest son, who has been arrested after
the death of a friend in a restaurant brawl. Slow-
witted Bousille, who has been bullied by his relatives
into being a sort of watchdog for this spoiled irre-
sponsible son, is the sole witness of the fatal fight.
The family is convinced of the son’s innocence, and
are optimistic about the outcome of the trial until it
is discovered that Bousille intends to give some
damning evidence in court. Then there follows a
moral struggle between what Bousille believes is bis

duty and what the brothers of the accused decide
he must do.

Gelinas pulls no punches in what he has to say
about human motivations, religious fanaticism or the
ties that hold a lower-middle-class, industrious, small-
town French-Canadian family together. He shows
that its members are'basically not bad people, only
weak. The richly eloquent characters Gelinas has
invented have been compared with those in Hogarth’s
prints—they combine the same qualities of bubbling
merriment and pathos.

Reviewing the premiere df Bousille and the Just
in Montreal, Mavor Moore said “The play is written
and performed in the style of American realism. But
where else in North America does one find the
fabulous mixture of sin and saintliness, sanity and
satire that is Montreal? Not in New York, and cer-
tainly not in Toronto are you likely to find a play
which juxtaposes bathroom and deathroom, corsets
and theology, mockery and piety, with such hilarious
and at the same time deadly detonations. For among
these just and proper citizens, sin, the toilet, old age
and liquor (‘Le Sport National’) are taken for
granted, along with the comedy and the tragedy
they produce.” The end of the play is shocking but
almost inevitable.

Starred with Gelinas are Charmion King as Am ore,
the shrewish, hypocritical daughter of the family;
Larry Mann as her amiably vulgar husband. Phil;
and James Doohan as the insensitive elder son, Henri.
Also in the cast are Jill Foster as Noella, Henri’s
gentle, brooding wife; Cosette Lee as the distraught,
saint-beseeching matriarch; Robert Christie as the
lawyer; Victoria Mitchell as Colette, and Jonathan
White as a young seminary student.

Toronto in the 51st annual Canadian Figure Skating
Championships and also for berths on the 17-mem-
ber team which will represent this country at the
world championships at Prague, March 14 to 17.

This Sunday on the CBC television network,
World of Sport will present an hour-long videotaped
program of the highlights of the Canadian champion-
ships. Fred Sgambati will describe the free-skating
portion of the men’s and women’s singles events and
the final round of the pairs and dance competition.
The top three competitors in each event will be seen.

Rubenstein was the first famous figure skater on
the North American continent. After visiting Europe
in the early 1870’s, he returned to Canada and,
along with some friends whom he taught to figure
skate, formed the Amateur Skating Association of
Canada, a forerunner of the Canadian Figure Skat-
ing Association and the first group of its kind in
North America.

Rubenstein won a local championship when he
was 17 and the next year he won the Canadian title,
scoring 45 of a possible 48 points. While retaining

that championship for several years he also won the
U.S. amateur championship in 1885, 1888 and 1889
and then became world champion in 1890. The
championship in those days, however, wasn’t recog-
nized officially as a world event, since few countries
outside Europe competed. The official world cham-
pionships began in 1896 for men, 1906 for women
and 1908for the pairs titles.

Since then Barbara Ann Scott, who won the
women’s singles in 1948 and 1949 as well as the
Olympic title in 1948, and the pairs teams of Frances
Dafoe and Norris Bowden, in 1954, 1955, and 1956,
and Barbara Wagner and Bob Paul, in 1957, 1958,
1959 and the 1960 Olympics, have been world cham-

pions, representing this country.—Ron Andrews.

it creates as well as the advantages
and heart-warming experiences it
brings.

“Quebec-U.S.A.” is not a thesis on
the cultural relations and exchanges
of two great countries, nor a news
report on a phenomenon of the tourist
trade. It is a living documentary that
bypasses American and French Cana-
dian myths to present a very human
and very complex chain of reactions.

The visitors may be a Negro couple,
unaccustomed to the French language,
piloted through the historic city by
a college student with a heavy accent;
a group of students who have come to
Canada to complete, or major in, a
particular field of study. The “in-

GiemOUß TRAP?
“WHEN I LOOK at some of the long, lean, carbon
copies of bone and hair you see around these days,
I wonder where all the soft, cuddly, individualistic
women have gone.”

That’s one man’s opinion, and he’s an Academy
Award-winning Hollywood director who works with
some of the most glamorous women in the world.
Like a lot of other people in North America, he’s
worried about women on this continent who are
caught in a glamour trap, trying to look like a
beauty queen, a Hollywood star or a president’s
wife, trying to make a silk purse out of a sow’s ear
and getting frustrated and unhappy in the process.

American and Canadian women are hell-bent on
the trail of a dream; the illusion that beauty or
glamour is all-important to modern living, to happi-
ness, success, fulfillment. Advertising and their own
vanity have deceived them into believing that sub-
stituting the manufactured and the artificial for the
basic qualities of wisdom and femininity will make
all their hopes materialize. Meanwhile the pockets of
glamour enterpreneurs grow gloriously jingly.

On February 25 and March 4 and 11 at 5 p.m.
CBC radio’s Project ’62 presents a series of programs
which probe the phenomenon of the glamour trap
and explain why and how the laws of fashion are
reducing the ranks of individualistic women. Scripts
for the three programs were written by Hilda Morti-
mer, Vancouver reporter and TV personality. To-
ronto freelance reporter Lloyd Chester collaborated
with her in preparing this Sunday’s program on The
Glamour Trap.

In Vancouver, Hollywood, New York and Toronto
they talked to a variety of distinguished people who
are alarmed about the psychological and physical
effects the all-out race for glamour is having on
women. Among those they talked to are fashion
designer Oleg Cassini, model and charm-school
director Candy Jones, hat designer Mr. John, prom-
inent New York psychiatrist Dr. Sarah Sheiner,
movie star - director Dick Powell, film producer
Charles Brackett, and best-selling author Alexander
King.

Dr. Sheiner, who has a private practice and is also
on the staff of the New York City Hospital, believes
that modern women are too gullible. “They believe
their happiness is dependent on being young and
beautiful. They’ll buy anything that anyone says
will make them that way.” She has some interesting

remarks about what makes them so gullible, and why
they should smarten up.

Alexander King puts the whole blame on co-
education. In Europe, where there is little co-
education, he points out, women don’t search fran-
tically for beauty, they just mature gracefully. But
in North America they start trying to make them-
selves over at an extremely early age, to impress the
boys in their classroom. They go to college just to
meet men, he says, marry young, quickly get bogged
down in suburbia with too-expensive homes, fur-
nishings, cars and various other responsibilities, and
by 35 or 40 the husband is a wreck trying to live
up to and pay for this dream of gracious living,
while the wife is spending all kinds of money and
time on making herself svelte because she feels it’s
good for her husband’s business.

Oleg Cassini, whom Lloyd Chester describes as a
rebel, a complete non-conformist, says the first step
in opening the glamour trap and letting women out
to be themselves, is to get rid of the 37th Avenue
dressmen in New York. The next step is to discard
the worship of youth—the one quality that cannot
be bought or replaced, but which the Madison
Avenue boys do their best to capitalize on. Cassini
blames the fashion and women’s magazines, too, for
instilling in modem woman a belief that her life
won’t be complete unless she’s drifting around in
one of his expensive creations or a gown by some
other top designer. And the cosmetics people, he
says, perpetuate the glamour dream still further by
telling women (who, he says, gobble up the infor-
mation greedily as gospel truth) that a certain shade
of red in lipsticks will make them more desirable.

King Timur,
who has been dethroned, and his slave
girl, Liu. Calaf condemns Turandot for
her cruelty, but when she appears on a
balcony, Calaf falls under her spell and
determines to solve the riddles. Boldly
he sounds the gong signalling he is to
make a trial.

Act. 11. A pavilion in the palace. Ping,
Pang and Pong pray that Princess Turan-
dot soon will be married so that an end
may come to the present unpleasant
state of affairs. A blare of trumpets
announces a new candidate. Change of
scene to a square outside the palace.
Turandot enters in glittering spendor,
and warns Calaf not to attempt the
test. He insists, however, and is success-
ful in answering the three riddles.
Turandot then begs Calaf to release her
and warns him that she will be his tor-
ment if he insists on marriage. Calaf
sportingly promises her release if she
can tell him his name by the following
day.

Act 111. Palace gardens, at night. The
people invade the garden and beg the
prince to reveal his identity. He refuses.
Liu and Timur enter, and when it is
discovered that Liu knows the stranger,
Turandot orders the executioners to tor-
ture her until she reveals his name. But
Liu stabs herself, and the crowd, awed,
withdraws.

Calaf meets Turandot alone, and asks
her to forsake her icy demeanor. But
when she learns that he is the enemy
Tatar prince, her pride is awakened
and she declares she will have him put
to death.

Day dawns and Turandot leads Calaf
before her father and declares she
knows the name. “It is ... It is .. .

Love!” she cries, and they are united
happily.

THIS YEAR the BBC’s Reith Lectures, for the first
time since their inception in 1948, have been given
by a woman, Miss Margery Perham, Fellow of Nuf-
field College, Oxford. Titled The Colonial Reckoning,
they are an assessment of the ending of British rule
in Africa and of the forces replacing it.

Miss Perham is widely known for her many im-
portant studies in the history and administration of
African territories, and for her work on practical
problems of higher education and the promotion of
research overseas. She is also well known in Africa,
for in spite of heavy teaching and advisory duties
in Britain she has travelled often and extensively
in African countries, enjoying to an unusual extent
the confidence of the rulers and the ruled, and the
friendship and respect of African political leaders.

Miss Perham’s six half-hour lectures, recorded by
the BBC, will be presented on CBC radio beginning
Monday night at 10:30, as part of the University of
the Air series. (Repeated Tuesday, March 6, in the
morning.) In her first lecture she examines the con-
cepts of anti-colonialism and anti-imperialism in the
light of the present world situation and of past his-
tory, and their relationship to the British Colonial
Empire and its dissolution.

Later in the series she discusses the nature of
African nationalism and other forces, both within

and without Africa, arising to replace colonial rule;
the difficulties facing the new leaders; the prospects
both for Africans and, in some areas, Europeans,
and Britain’s future relations with her ex-colonies.

Africa has fascinated Miss Perham since her child-
hood. “I was lucky enough soon after I left Oxford,”
she says, “to go out to British Somaliland and to
trek up to the border and across it into Ethiopia,
riding on ponies and camels and camping out at
night in a country where game still abounded. I
soon found that behind the scene of forest and
desert and of tribes who in those days still wore
their tribal dress or undress, there were absorbing
problems of government. I began by writing a novel
about the clash between the ambitions of soldiers
and administrators, but went on to more serious
occupations, lecturing at Oxford upon native policy,
the working of the Mandates system, and kindred
subjects.

“It was due to the intervention of Lord Lothian,
then Secretary of the Rhodes Trust, that I was
enabled to spend more than two years travelling
round the world getting an introduction to the prob-
lems of relations between white and coloured races
in the United States, some of the Pacific Islands,
New Zealand, and South and Central Africa. These

Candy Jones, now around 40, who was one of
New York’s leading models a few years ago, runs
her own charm school in New York where she
teaches only correct posture, how to walk well, and
how to apply simple, basic make-up. She believes
women should never be encouraged to try to appear
what they’re not. She prefers to help them make the
most of what nature gave them.

When Chester asked her how she felt about her
own age, she replied: “I look in the mirror and say:
‘Oh, oh! another wrinkle!’ But now I’ve come to the
point where I can console myself with the thought
that I’ve now got a face with a lived-in look.” That’s
the look she encourages her pupils to aim for. She
gets annoyed with mothers who bring their 15-year-
old daughters to her school with dyed hair, “thnje-
inch” make-up and false eyelashes, and who resist
her attempt to make the young girl look more
natural, with the excuse that her father or her boy-

friend prefers her artificial look and want the charm
school to make her more so.

“When we went to Hollywood,” says Chester, “we
felt we were entering the mecca of artificial beauty,
the place where the glamour image is created. But
Dick Powell and Charles Brackett insist that Holly-
wood has very little to do with the glamour trap.
‘Sure, we have beautiful women here and we let the
make-up department make them more glamorous,’
they say. ‘And if the public is so enamoured of
Garbo or Munroe that they want to copy them, 0.K.,
that’s their affair.’ They think the cosmetics manu-
facturers and Madison Avenue sales talk are winding
women around their fingers, but that Hollywood is
as innocent as a lamb. Powell says; ‘At least we
don’t make Marilyn Monroe movies and then capi-
talize on gullible female fans by turning out Munroe
lipstick and undies for them’.”

Brackett is nostalgic for the good old days, and
the sooner women get back to looking more like
themselves, the better he’!! like them. “All you see
now are carbon copies,” he says. “Thousands and
thousands of Elizabeth Taylors.”

Of course it isn’t only modern women who have
been trapped by the dictates of style into looking as
if they had been stamped out by a machine. They’ve
been falling into the fashion pit ever since Biblical
times. And who says Neanderthal woman didn’t try
to drape her locks more coyly than the female in
the next cave, to impress the romeo who prowled
nearby. Grandmother defied medical opinion with
her wasp-waist corset just as modern woman does
with her needle-point shoe.

Medical opinion has never carried much weight
against the world of fashion creators, and neither
have the admonitions of the clergy (as Isaiah dis-
covered), except in societies where women’s freedom
in general has traditionally been curtailed. Nor have
public riots against brilliantly coloured costumes and
extravagant jewelry held back the course of fashion
for long. Like ol’ man river, it just keeps rolling
along, and no woman under 90 and over nine is
going to tote a single sand-bag to the levee when
the waters of fashion threaten to run wild. Why is
this? What and who actually determine the style and
hue that women demand to wear each season?

Hilda Mortimer got answers from some of the
world’s leading couturiers, including Elsa Schiap-
arelli, who dressed the great Garbo in her sweaters
and trench-coats; Jacques Heim, director of the
Chambre-Syndicale of the Paris Haute Couture;
Sybil Connolly, the designer who put Ireland on the
fashion map; Ginette Spanier, the brilliant directrice
of the House of Balmain; Norman Hartnell, designer
to the British Royal Family; Ruben Torres, young

genius of the House of Nina Ricci; and Cissy Zol-
towska, the famed Paris jewelry designer.

On March 4 the rulers of fashion have their say.
The March 11 program concerns their loyal subjects.
It offers a study of the reasons women submit to the
dictates of fashion, and how they do it.— June Graham.

travels ended up with more prolonged study, in
Nigeria and later in East Africa. A Rockefeller
Travelling Fellowship enabled me to study in the
Anglo-Egyptian Sudan. I was also fortunate enough
to make friends with Lord Lugard, and to work
closely with this great pioneer and administrator
of Africa, who commissioned me to write his biog-
raphy. During and after the Second World War, I
was a member of the Inter-University Council for
Higher Education Overseas and of the University
Council of Makerere in Uganda. In this capacity I
paid visits to the five university colleges of British
Africa, and also paid two interesting comparative
visits to the West Indies.

“I had better confess at once that during all these
years of travel and study, though I was very often
critical of what seemed to me mistakes in Britain’s
policy or in administration on the spot, I had a
general sense of watching an over-all beneficient
undertaking, of which Britain could be proud. And
though I was well aware that some Africans had
reasonable complaints and fears, I was taken by
surprise by the very widespread and sweeping
attack upon colonialism which has accompanied the
emancipation of the great majority of the dependent
peoples.”

WALNUT TORTE
(Seen on Ladies First, February 6)

6 egg whites
2 cups icing sugar
Vi teaspoon cream of tartar
IVz cups fine soda cracker crumbs
2 cups ground walnuts or pecans
2 teaspoons baking powder
1 tablespoon almond extract
Mix cracker crumbs, walnuts

and baking powder in bowl. In
another bowl, beat egg whites until
they hold a stiff peak. Gradually
add sugar, beating well after each
addition. Then beat in extract. Fold
in nut-cracker mixture.

Put in 8" layer pans that have
been greased and lined with wax
paper. Bake at 350 for 40 minutes.
Cool on rack for 5 minutes. Re-
move from pans and fill with whip-
ped cream. This torte should be
filled several hours before serving.
