The Devil’s Instrument
• I am one of those “terrible”

Hutterites and I watched The Devil’s
Instrument on Festival. (Monday,
November 5, CBC-TV). What would
prompt you people to put on such a
play? It wasn’t even entertaining, let
alone informative.

I am fairly certain that you are
aware that the public will think we
are a bunch of fanatic bigots and you
deliberately cast the characters so
crude as to be vulgar. ... I was
brought up to believe it is bad man-
ners to put other people in a bad
light. I think you owe the Hutterites
a sincere apology. We too are human
beings.—K.S.H., Grosse Isle, Man.
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The CBC had no intention of
offending any religious sect or group.
The Devil’s Instrument was pre-
sented as written by the author, W. O.
Mitchell in 1948. The important thing
to keep in mind is that we are deal-
ing with a dramatic presentation as
seen through the eyes of the author,
not with a documentary on the sub-
ject.

The play was most certainly fic-
tional drama but was based on ex-
periences encountered by Mitchell as
an advertising salesman and school
teacher in Alberta during the 1940’5.
During this period he had many
opportunities to meet and observe
Hutterites in several communities. In
one of them he heard the story of a
young man, said to have been one of
the few Hutterites ever to have broken
away from the serene communal life.

The Devil’s Instrument was not
intended to portray any group of
people in a bad light.

Repairing The Fence
• One way in which the CBC

could repair one of its audience re-
lations fences would be to immedi-
ately sef. about broadcasting its very
significant radio program In Reply
at a time when its established audi-
ence can enjoy it. In changing its
time of broadcast, the following will
have to be kept in mind:

(1) It must be at a time when it
does not conflict with Close-Up or
another fine documentary program,
and,

(2) It must be re-broadcast during
a daytime period. Reason for this is
that many thousands of tax-paying
CBC radio listeners reside in areas
like southern Alberta where daytime
is the only time that CBC Radio can
be heard at all. This condition is
brought about by inadequate trans-
mitter facilities.

I have heard the excuse that there
is no room for this significant pro-
gram, and do not want to hear it
again. Room is made for “wailers and
shouters” introduced to us as “singers
or vocalists.” Some of this time should
again be used for such programs as
In Reply. Also, room must be found
for Court Of Opinion. This one is
conspicuous for its absence.

A HIGHLY successful innovation last winter, a television short course
for farmers, will be repeated in January on CBWT Winnipeg, CKX-TV
Brandon and CKOS-TV Yorkton.

Under the title of This Business
of Farming, the course last year
presented, over a period of five
days, information on beef produc-
tion, field crops and farmstead
planning. Surveys indicated that a
large proportion of the farm popu-
lation receiving the three TV sta-
tions made use of the telecasts.
This has led the CBC, in co-opera-
tion with the Manitoba Depart-
ment of Agriculture and the Uni-
versity of Manitoba, to present a
similar course next January 15-17,
10:30 to 12:00 each morning.

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Le Corbusier:

Master of the Noblest Art
A kindly, 75-year-old Swiss architect has created some of the most
notable buildings of the modern world. The Lively Arts Tuesday
visits a monastery at Lyons, France, which embodies the best work

,T _ 7of Le Corbusier
EVERYONE finds delight in the
shapes of the great primary forms
—cubes, cones, spheres, cylinders
and pyramids—and in the beauty
revealed when light touches them
to advantage. What is reducible to
these basic shapes is good archi-
lecture, and what is not thus re-
ducible is bad; this has long been
maintained by Le Corbusier, prob-
ably the world’s most controversial
and brilliant living architect, and
one of the most influential of all

time, a crotchety, lovable old man
of 75 whom nearly everybody
affectionately calls “Corbu.”

He insists that architecture has
nothing to do with styles. Styles,
he says, are to architecture as a
feather is on a woman’s head
sometimes pretty, though not al-
ways, and never anything more,
Architecture has graver ends, he
maintains. Under hi s spiritual
touch, paintings—for he is an all-
round artist become architecture

and architecture turns into sculp-
ture> 50 that the body of the build-
'n® is bhe expression of the thiee
major arts in one.

When a young French architect
was joining the exodus from Paris
early in the Second World War, he
stuffed a book by Le Corbusier into
his knapsack with a few other
precious possessions. “It was a
torch I carried,” he said later,
While most of the open-minded
hail Corbu’s ideas as the freshest
breeze in the architectural world
for centuries, and carry his torch
wherever new art flourishes, others
“lost in the sterile backwaters of
their foliage, their pilasters and

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their lead roofs,” see only puzzling
ugliness in Corbusier designs. To
them he suggests a long look for
inspiration at North American
grain elevators and factories, “the
magnificent first fruits of the new
age.”

Only architecture of passion can
live and last, he points out. Passion
can create drama out of inert stone
or cement—as he showed dramatic-
ally two years ago, when the ex-
traordinary Dominican monastery
and church of Sainte Marie de la
Tourette was opened in a secluded
valley at Eveux-sur-Abresle, about
15 miles from Lyons in France. A
massive concrete structure of clean,
tranquil lines suggesting deep
strength, it links the temporal and
the spiritual with brilliant use of
light, colour, texture and elemental
shapes. And what might have been
coldly severe in less original hands
has become a warm, inspirational
mecca for study and contemplation.
It is already being described as
“one of the famous ruins of the
40th century.”

When Michael Foytenyi of the
CBC saw photographs of the mon-
astery in a Paris magazine, he was
so impressed that he approached
Vincent Tovell, producer-organizer
of CBC-TV’s The Lively Arts, with
the idea of going to La Tourette to
prepare a film on the monastery,
church and chapel. Tovell told him
to go ahead if the monastery would
agree to admit a camera crew.

At once Foytenyi airmailed a re-
quest in English to the monastery.
After five weeks he had almost
given up hope of a reply when one
arrived by sea mail, written in
French, regretting that “We can’t
afford to let you come —if we
granted all requests for visitors, the
monastery would turn into a rail-
road station. I wanted terribly to
make the film,” says Foytenyi, “so
I sat down and composed a letter
in French—my French is better than
my English because I finished my
education at the Sorbonne out-
lining the high cultural reputation
of the CBC, its position as a crown
corporation, and pointing out that
this film would not be a commer-
cial one but a semi-religious pre-
sentation. I spent two days and

well into the nights polishing my
letter.

“The monastery replied immedi-
ately by air, a very friendly letter.
We rushed our plans through, and
I arrived at La Tourette at the be-
ginning of August. The Prior told
me then that the ‘discretion he
sensed in my second letter con-
vinced him that the CBC would do
the monastery justice. Later a sort
of public relations monk, Father
Le Capitaine, confirmed that my
“discretion” was the key to the
invitation to La Tourette.

“I had two cameramen with me,
a German and a Canadian who
works out of London. It was inter-
esting to note the effect the mon-
astery and chapel have on people.
The Canadian found it a disturbing
place on the first day. For one
thing, its rooms aren’t square, as
we’re used to seeing them, but
round. However, he quickly grew
used to the buildings and loved
them. The German was puzzled for
about three days and then the
magic atmosphere there got
through to him. We could feel Le
Corbusier’s spirit all around us.”

Produced, directed and edited
by Foytenyi, the film will be seen
on The Lively Arts on Tuesday
evening, December 4, with com-
mentary by Robert Fulford.

“Mostly,” says Foytenyi, “we
associate a monastery with Gothic

darkness, such as the 900-year-old
Benedictine monastery in Hungary
where I was once a novice. But
La Tourette is penetrated with
light. The monks are delighted
with it. They say its ultra-modern
atmosphere helps prepare them for
the modern surroundings they’ll
have to work in when they go out
into the world after their seven
years of study there.”

There is no fine finish, either in
monastery, church or chapel. The
flat roof of the monastery is a green
terrace. Le Corbusier told the
monks not to plant it with flowers
or shrubs, but to let the sun, rain
and seed-carrying wind take care
of it. The result is a beautifully
natural place of wild flowers and
weeds. All around the roof is a six-
foot - high wall so the monks will
see nothing but the heavens on
their walks there, and hear only
the songs of birds. A sign over the
entrance to the monastery reads:
“Built for prayer, study, silence.”

When Le Corbusier got the com-
mission to design the buildings, the
monks did not specify anything,
just said, “Please build us a habita-
tion for 100 monks. We need cells,
classrooms, a refectory and a
church.” They left the architect
completely free to decide what
they should have. The habitation
of man forms three sides of a

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FIFTEEN YEARS
of CBCWednesday Night

ON DECEMBER 3, 1947, the first
CBC Wednesday Night was intro-
duced to radio listeners by Arthur
L. Phelps. His talk was followed
by the broadcast of a new musical
comedy “The Gallant Greenhorn.”

On December 5, 1962, “Wed-
nesday Night” celebrates fifteen
years of (it is hoped) quality
broadcasting with a recital by
Glenn Gould, a production from
Montreal by Rupert Caplan of
Eugene O’Neill’s last full-length
play “A Touch of the Poet,” and
an entertainment about the series
itself, “Wednesday’s Child,” writ-
ten by the poet, James Reaney with
music composed by John Beck-
with. The anniversary program
will be introduced (as has been
the case for more than a dozen
years) by James Bannerman.

In December, 1947, the BBC’s
distinguished “Third Programme”
was a little more than a year old.
Radio was a powerful voice. The
war had caused many Canadians
to become aware of national prob-
lems and possibilities in the arts
and communications, and CBC
Radio flourished in this atmosphere
of new awareness.

But within a few years television
changed many of the established
patterns of radio broadcasting, and
in its 15-year history the Wednes-
day Night series has changed too.
Some kinds of drama have been
abandoned, since they can be done
more effectively in the visual
medium. For various reasons it is
impossible any longer to broadcast
major operas. Wednesday Night
has joined the Project series in new
explorations of the radio docu-
mentary. It has not all been a loss.
The series has always had a minor-
ity audience; some part at least of
that audience has remained faith-
ful in this age of television.

Wednesday Night was designed
to be a showcase, and from the

first it cast a wide net. It has
broadcast contemporary and classi-
cal music—opera, oratorios, sym-
phony concerts, recitals. It has in-
cluded original radio drama, and
adaptations from the classics and
the modern repertoire. There have
been talks, readings, and docu-
mentaries. It has presented jazz,
musical comedies, and satirical
revues. These are some of the pro-
grams broadcast during the past
15 years.

Expanding or Contracting
Market For Canadian Farmers 1

■

A DISCUSSION of the significance of the European Common Market
for Canadian farmers will be presented on CBC Radio’s National Farm
Forum on Monday night, December 3, at 9:00 p.m.

The Common Market area is the largest importer of farm products
in the world. Between 1952 and 1959 Canadian farm exports to the six
Common Market countries—Holland, Belgium, Luxembourg, West Ger-
many, Italy and France—averaged about $l6O millions annually, roughly
a sixth of Canadian farm exports. Of all Canadian exports to the EEC
nations, farm products accounted for 40 per cent. Last year exports of
wheat alone to the EEC rose by $6B millions, making it Canada’s
largest market for wheat and flour that year.

The EEC countries have decided on a farm policy which insists
that if any EEC country wants to import a farm product from outside
the EEC, such as wheat, fodder, coarse grains, sugar and dairy items, a
charge may be levied equal to the difference between the world price
for the product and the price level for the product in effect in the
importing country. Member nations are progressively adjusting their
tariff rates, and by 1967 a common levy is expected to be in effect in
all EEC countries. A tariff will also apply to horticultural products and
tobacco. Quotas will be used if the commodity is over-supplied in the
EEC, and if EEC farmers are encouraged to expand their output, this
could be a hard blow to outside countries.

If Britain joins the Common Market, as she has asked to do, can
she retain the right to the Commonwealth ties, including the low tariff
rates which she has extended to such nations as Canada? The Farm
Forum program will consider this from many aspects. The loss of Com-
monwealth preference—lower tariffs on products Canada sells to Britain
than on products from non-Commonwealth countries—could be extremely
serious for some Canadian produce exporters. All Canadian farm exports
(except tobacco) go into Britain duty-free, but duty is applied to the
same products from non-Commonwealth countries. No duties are applied
to wheat.

A, T. Lambert, president of the Toronto-Dominion Bank, points out,
“Canada has the choice of two attitudes: a negative reaction of dismay
involving opposition to Britain’s entry and the unquestioning assumption
that we cannot hope to compete; or the more positive approach of
exploiting the opportunities the new arrangements offer us in terms of
enlarged and more prosperous markets.”

As the EEC becomes more prosperous and industrialized, farmers
are moving into the cities where incomes are better, and so quantities of
high quality hard wheat, of which Canada is the chief supplier, are
needed, and it is possible that sales of this wheat to the EEC might
increase.

Last year the Canadian Federation of Agriculture stated: “The
emergence of this market . . . the possibility of Britain’s entry into it,
'creates grave dangers to some of our export markets for agricultural
products. A policy of increased European agricultural protection and
self-sufficiency, in a common market which (Please turn to page 9)

the only right answer to these problems lies in fully
acknowledging the rightness of the Common Market
concept and bending our energies, through consul-
tation, agreement and enlightened trade policy, to-
ward turning to our benefit the trade potential which
should be opened up by an economically united,
prosperous and expanding Europe. We feel that this
further development of the Common Market should
result in a more dynamic world economy and ex-
panding markets. We are inclined to believe that as
far as Canada is concerned her basic attitude should
be one of support for this new move to widen the
Common Market group.”

Who’ll Win?
It was pretty early to demand

Grey Cup predictions as we went
to press, with the winners of the
semi-finals not yet decided. But
we asked some of the prairies’
CBC sportscasters for their opin-
ions of the outcome, and here are
their answers:

“Despite Winnipeg’s loss to Cal-
gary (in the initial semi-final play-
off game) I’ll still take the
Bombers to win the West and de-
feat Hamilton in the Grey Cup
Final,” said Ken Reeves of Regina.

Glenn Bjarnason of CBC Ed-
monton was very modest about his
opinion: “I’m trying not to let
sentiment rule my head. After all,
my prediction record for the sea-
son of 1962 is unblemished I
haven’t picked one right yet. Origi-
nally, I called Winnipeg Blue
Bombers to take care of Calgary
Stampeders in two straight. That
obviously put the kiss of death on
the Bombers, who lost the first
game in Calgary. (Actually, they
could have won, despite the
anaemic offensive showing.) So, to
be consistent, I still call the
Bombers to win in the West.
(Which should, if my record re-
mains unblemished, put Calgary
in the Grey Cup final for the first
time in 13 years.)

“So, after careful consideration,
I predict that Hamilton will meet
Winnipeg in the Grey Cup final,
and Hamilton will win it. Maybe
Hamilton will beat Calgary.”

Bob Moir of Winnipeg, writer
of the sports column in this issue,
sidestepped any forecasts of the
outcome, as did Edmonton’s Ernie
Afaganis. And for fear of being
put on the spot, Winnipegger Don
Wittman packed his bags and
headed for Australia before he
could be asked for a prediction.
Incidentally, he’s covering the
British Empire and Commonwealth
Games while there.

Both games were relatively low-
scoring affairs, with Glenn Dobbs’
fabulous punting providing the
thrills in one and the running of
Ron Stewart and pass-catching of
Jim Letcavits saving the other.

This list does not include, for
example, programs by the CBC
Symphony, the Canadian String
Quartet, and the Mendelssohn
Choir; the satirical revues The
Worst of 62 and Say, Uncle; short
story and poetry readings; the oc-
casional series based on the jour-
nals and letters of famous writers.
It does not include any of the
many BBC programs made avail-
able to CBC Wednesday Night by
the BBC’s Transcription Service.
Nor does it include dramatic

adaptations ranging from Shake-
speare and Moliere to Georges
Simenon and Harold Pinter.

In the past 18 months a num-
ber of books have been published
which have a direct or indirect
connection with the CBC Wednes-
day Night series. Ryerson Press
has published John Coulter’s Riel
and James Reaney’s Twelve Let-
ters to a Small Town, a poetic
biography of his home town, Strat-
ford, Ontario, commissioned for
Wednesday Night. Oxford Univer-
sity Press has published A Beach
of Strangers by John Reeves, the
original radio play that won for
the CBC the distinguished Italia
Prize. McClelland & Stewart has
published Ten for Wednesday
Night, a collection of stories by
Canadian writers first broadcast in
the series. The Macmillan Com-
pany of Canada has published
George Whalley’s The Legend of
John Hornhy, a story first explored
by Mr. Whalley in the documen-
tary Death in the Barren Ground
on CBC Wednesday Night in 1954.

Glenn Gould has recently said
of the program: “I well remember
my first appearance on CBC Wed-
nesday Night. I was 18 and rather
thrilled to be taking part in what
was then and, in my opinion, is

still the most imaginative and suc-
cessfully planned radio series in
North America. I played on that
occasion a Bach partita, the one
in G Major, No. 5, and it seems to
me somehow appropriate to con-
tribute to the happy occasion of
the Wednesday Night’s 15th anni-
versary a companion piece the
partita No. 4 in D Major.”

In 1954, Rupert Caplan ar-
ranged and produced a full eve-
ning in tribute to Eugene O’Neill.
It was narrated by Brooks Atkin-
son, until his recent retirement the
drama critic of the New York
Times. Mr. Atkinson later wrote an
editorial for the Times in which
he attributed the renaissance of
O’Neill’s plays in part to the CBC’s
memorial broadcast. O’Neill’s wi-
dow inscribed a copy of the first
edition of A Touch of the Poet to
Rupert Caplan in the following
words: “For Rupert Caplan, with
my respect, my gratitude and deep
thanks for what you have done for
O’Neill and for me. Your friend,
Carlotta Monterey O’Neill.” The
15th anniversary production by
Rupert Caplan of A Touch of the
Poet is of an adaptation for radio
by Len Peterson with an original
musical score by Neil Cbotem.

Symbol of the People
A NEW PLAY for radio by Brian Swarbrick, entitled
A Symbol of the People will be presented on CBC
Stage Sunday, December 2, at 8:00 p.m. Production
will be by Esse W. Ljungh, with music composed
and conducted by Morris Surdin.

Swarbrick is a graduate of what might be called
the post-war school of journalism. He cut his teeth
on a Canadian Press rewrite desk in 1946, when he
was 17. The following year he joined the CBC news-
room in Toronto, and in 1950 went to Korea with
the Canadian Army Intelligence Corps. Demobilized
there three years later, he served for a year as editor
of the trade paper Tavern before becoming a public
relations officer with a Toronto advertising agency.
He freelanced for a while, contributing articles to
national magazines. In 1956 he joined CBC Radio’s
Assignment staff as chief writer, where his ability to
turn out bright, concise copy in a hurry was an
advantage.

Now he is freelancing again. He has written for a
variety of radio programs, including documentary
series and CBC Stage. He wrote and prepared much
of the interview material for a program marking the
15th anniversary of the end of the Second World
War, and prepared another program on Bertrand
Russell for the philosopher’s 88th birthday. Last
spring he made his debut as a TV playwright, when
Playdate presented his None of Us Is Perfect, a

comedy about a couple of Halifax tugboat operators
who try to bring off the perfect bank robbery. Origi-
nally he had written the drama for CBC Stage which
presented it last season under the title Nothing Can
Go Wrong.

Swarbrick’s latest work, A Symbol of the People,
concerns the human element in civic politics. The
protagonists are Arkwright, an aging mayor in poor
health who will neither give up his reins of office nor
face up to the slum conditions under his nose, and
Phil Gordon, a reporter whose girl friend was killed
by a thug who was a product of those conditions.

For Gordon, the puzzling thing about Arkwright
is that although he is not a wise or a great man, and
is often a blind and a weak one, the people keep
right on voting for him, adoring him, shouting his
praises at public gatherings and not all of these men
and women are stupid. With undisputed evidence of
Arkwright’s civic neglect at his fingertips, Gordon
sets out to expose it before the coming election.
“Oh yes,” admits Gordon to those who worship the
mayor, “Arkwright is one who can turn up with a
can of beans for a starving family when the spirit
moves him, but there’s a certain lack of taste in
offering a basket of groceries with one hand, and
signalling a news photographer with the other.”

As Gordon peels back the layers of Arkwright’s
civil neglect, the mayor doesn’t appear any more
admirable, but Gordon’s own approach to life and
to civic progress receive a much-needed shaking up.

A Man Called Ukridge
P. G. WODEHOUSE is credited with introducing
to English literature as many world-famous charac-
ters as perhaps any novelist of the past 300 years;
Jeeves, Bertie Wooster, The Earl of Emsworth, Aunt
Agatha, Psmith, and Ukridge, to mention but a
few, are characters who will probably never quite
die. They have become names that symbolize a
type; some, practically, the generic title for a type.

Of these caricatures, for that is what they can
best be called, Stanley Featherstonehaugh Ukridge
is the complete epitome of the penniless, lovably
unprincipled, always enthusiastic, never quite sub-
merged scion of a wealthy family, who graduates
from an expensive public school with a galaxy of
more or less successful friends, to make his own way
in a world which he regards as his oyster.

Ukridge was bom resourceful, but with a crippl-
ing inability to stomach or be stomached by his
nearest and dearest. The formidable Aunt Julia,
one of the most formidable of all Wodehouse’s for-
midable aunts, made several attempts to mould him

nearer to her heart’s desire, but her nephew Stanley
was not malleable. Fortunately, he was never far
from the verge of making a colossal fortune, in his
own estimation, so that the rebuffs administered to
him by an unappreciative world, and a disillusioned
aunt, never quite got him down. To his closest
friend, the long-suffering Corky (Corcoran) his
ebullience, his unfailing and overwhelming self con-
fidence, and his incredible persuasiveness brought
nothing but embarrassment, and unwilling involve-
ment in the most scaly adventures, to use a Wode-
house adjective.

Some years ago, the CBC broadcast a series of
adventures of Ukridge, and the repeated nostalgic
allusions by listeners to this very popular series has
inspired a repeat of the dose.

Under the title A Man Called Ukridge, six of
Ukridge’s incredible adventures are being pre-
sented on CBC Radio’s Late Night Theatre, at 10:30
p.m., Fridays. First episode was heard November
23. The series is adapted by Roy Brinson, who also
plays the title role, with Peter Haworth as the long
suffering Corky.

square. The fourth side, entirely
separate from the main building, is
the habitation of God.

The monks’ cells form a honey-
comb above the soaring communal
rooms. Each cell is equipped with
a bed, table, desk and telephone,
and has a covered balcony. The
outside walls of glass allow the
cells to be flooded with light. Their
ceilings are fairly low—a man can
touch them with his upstretched
hand—because, says Le Corbusier,
there is no need for excess space
when only one man in prayer and
meditation needs to be accommo-
dated. But the roofs of classrooms
and other communal rooms rise
high. Their outside walls are com-
pletely of glass, adorned with ver-
tical bars arranged irregularly.
“When you leave the habitation of
man and go to the habitation of
God,” says Foytenyi, “the roofs
soar higher still, and direct light-
ing disappears. In the monks’ pri-
vate chapel three enormous light
cannons and narrow window slits
let in a soft twilight full of gentle-
ness and mystery.” The cannon

linings are painted vivid shades of
red, yellow or blue, as are sections
of the rough interior walls, giving
a stained-glass-window effect and
bathing the concrete with cheerful-
ness and drama. Colour is used
economically but with great effect
through the whole monastery, even
water pipes or electric conduits
being touched with strong red,
blue or yellow. There is no clutter
in the chapel, just a simple seren-
ity. One of the strangest sights at
La Tourette is the boxy bell-tower
tacked on like a wing to the pyra-
mid-like steeple.

When Le Corbusier designs a
structure, he considers everything
in and around the building, the
size, shape and movement of its
inhabitants, “every detail of house-
hold furnishing, the street as well
as the house and the wider world
beyond.” He invented the modu-
lor, a measure reconciling foot and
meter believes there should be
unity in any area which could be
covered in an hour’s walk, which is
a basic module. Beyond that, the
average person is too tired to
notice or care about design inte-
gration, he says.

“Before I went to La Tourette,”
says Foytenyi, “I wrote to Le Cor-

busier asking to see him. He didn’t
answer. Later, when I called at his
Paris atelier, he wasn’t in, but one
of his assistants told me the reason
Le Corbusier hadn’t replied was
that he had been working in Japan
for some weeks. The assistant sug-
gested I return in the morning to
talk to Corbu, but I was leaving
by plane that afternoon, so I wrote
again from Canada, and this time
got a reply. I asked him if he
would permit me to film an inter-
view with him about La Tourette.
He said he was so busy that he
hadn’t even had time to go down
to see the monastery since it was
finished two years ago, and had
had only one half-hour glimpse of
his famous chapel at Ronchamps,
though thousands of others had
trekked there from all over the
world. He complained that radio,
TV, the press and film-makers pes-
tered hi m constantly, editors
thinking nothing of asking him to
dash off 15,000 words for them on
short notice. He regretted that
time would not permit a TV inter-
view for the CBC. But he finished
in his own handwriting: ‘Without
ill feeling and with good humour,
Le Corbusier.’ It was like a smile
erasing a frown.”

2 eggs
1 cup milk
1 cup flour
1 cup corn meal
% cup sugar
Vi teaspoon salt
4 teaspoons baking powder
3 tablespoons oil or sausage

Partially saute 114 pounds of

sausage meat and drain well.
To make corn bread: Beat eggs

slightly, add one cup milk, sugar,
salt, mixture of flour, com meal
and baking powder. Add oil. Mix
until blended.

LAST YEAR a family gathered
for a reunion in Bathurst, N.B.
Shortly after the “hellos” were said,
they burst into song lively Irish
songs.

This was the first occasion the
entire family had been together
for 35 years. But, as much as
these brothers and sisters noticed
changes in each other, there was
one member of the group who
couldn’t be mistaken. He visited
each of them in their homes once
a week.

The strong tenor voice in this
family group was that of Charlie
Chamberlain, featured vocalist on
Don Messer’s Jubilee, seen Mon-
days on the CBC-TV network.

Charlie was brought up with
music. His mother, Mrs. Elizabeth
Chamberlain, was well known in
their home town of Bathurst as a
vocalist, organist and pianist.

urge to sing. “He didn’t let the
lack of musical accompaniment
deter him—two sticks and a tin
pan and he was ready to go. When
he burst into song at play, passers-
by stopped to listen and comment
at the richness of his childish
voice.”

As a young lad, Charlie went
to work in New Brunswick lumber
camps. In the evenings, he’d keep
the other men entertained with his
singing and guitar playing. One
day in the early ’3os, Charlie was
entertaining on a train. A Saint
John businessman was so im-
pressed with his Irish songs and
lumber camp tunes that he ar-
ranged a meeting between Charlie
and Don Messer. And that’s how
his professional singing career
started.

Don put Charlie on his New
Brunswick Breakdown show, which
originated from Saint John and
was heard on the eastern network
of the Canadian Radio Commis-
sion, a forerunner of the CBC.
Charlie soon became known as the
Singing Lumberjack.

Among the many humorous in-
cidents that Charlie remembers
from his early days as a radio en-
tertainer was his first and only
singing lesson. He was persuaded
to take singing lessons and, as
Charlie recalls: “I was a lanky
young lumberjack just out of the
woods and in the city for the first
time. The teacher asked me to sing
for her, but she kept stopping me
to tell me how to hold my mouth,
when to breathe, and all that kind
of thing. When she told me I had
to do all these things just to sing,
I never went back.”

Charlie and his wife, Lydia
(whom he calls Ti Belle, French
for “little beauty”) celebrated
their 30th wedding anniversary in
November. They have six grown-
up children and four grand-
children.
