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Bing Croshy Special
Wednesday on CBC-TV

THE “OLD GROANER” makes
one of his comparatively rare tele-
vision appearances this week, in a

one-occasion special. The Bing
Crosby Show will be presented on
CBC-TV on Wednesday, Novem-
ber 6.

Among the special guests who
join Bing on the show are Buddy
Ebsen, who plays Jed Clampett in
The Beverly Hillbillies (seen on
CBC-TV Saturday nights), vocalist
Catherina Valente, pianist - com-
poser Andre Previn, and The
Young Americans Choir, a choral
group comprising boys and girls,
aged 15 to 20, representing high
schools and colleges in Los
Angeles.

One of the all-time greats of
showbusiness, Der Bingle has
starred in more than 50 motion
pictures, had one of the most
popular of radio shows in the
days of big-time radio, and sales
of his recordings run into astro-
nomical figures. Like some other
giants of the entertainment world,
he has made his way cautiously in
the field of television, limiting him-
self to a few specials each year.
Even though a millionaire magnate
of a dozen different enterprises,
Crosby is too relaxed and easy-
going to go looking for the strains
and exhausting problems of a
weekly television show.
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THE FARM TELEVISION short course This Business of Farming,
initiated in Manitoba two years ago, will become a regional show this
winter. The departments of agriculture of Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Alberta and the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation will co-operate in
producing the 1964 version.

This Business of Farming will be telecast by fourteen television

' stations on the CBC prairie network Monday, January 6 to Friday,

January 10, 1964, from 10:30 to 11:30 a.m. Course content will include
soils, forage crop management, and beef cattle production. The fifth and
final day of the course is being produced as a provincial show. On this
day. the Alberta department will feature “Farm and Home Management,”
Saskatchewan viewers will see how to reorganize and improve the
farmstead, while Manitoba’s program is about career guidance.

The television course is planned to appeal to all rural viewers in
the prairies. Farmers, provincial agriculture specialists, university staff
members, Canada Department of Agriculture experts and others will
pool their talents to present the latest in information and trends.

According to officials of the three prairie agriculture departments, the
medium of television has provided a means of reaching more people
and extending their educational programs. Audience research in 1962
proved that over 50 per cent of Manitoba farm operators watched the
show, with an average total audience each day of from 19,000 to 23,000
adults. Course officials expect a third of a million viewers in 1964.

THE NEW FALL SCHEDULE now is fully in effect on CBC Radio, and
listeners will notice that some of their favourite programs are heard on
different days. Among the programs changing days are: The Max Fer-
guson Review, now Saturdays at 9:30 p.m. on CBW and CBK, 8:30
p.m. on CBX; Song Recital, Mondays at 7:45 p.m.; Recital in Miniature,
Wednesdays at 7:35 p.m.; Winnipeg Pops Concert, Wednesdays, 9:30
p.m.; Prairie Talks, Thursdays, 7:45 p.m.; and Chamber Music, Fridays,
9:30 p.m. Many new programs appear in the schedule as well, so listeners
are urged to pay close attention to the radio station listings in this issue.

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FesTIvAL goes melodic Wednesday, November 6, with an
hour of the romantic music of old Vienna

“BY THE LAW of averages,” wrote an enthusiastic London critic, “Elisabeth Schwartzkopf should not
sing well, for she is too beautiful. She should not be beautiful, for she is too intelligent. But the law
of averages does not operate for her.”

There is nothing average about this blonde, statuesque German soprano who has thrilled audi-
ences all over the world with her warm, exhilerating interpretations of opera, lieder, oratorio and oper-
etta. Critics are always running out of adjectives to describe her formidable talent and charming,
down-to-earth personality.

CBC-TV viewers will have a chance to enjoy both on Wednesday night, November 6, when
Festival presents the first of a series of -hour-long concerts to be telecast approximately once a month
this season.

Titled Viennese Night, the first concert will feature Miss Schwartzkopf in romantic music of old
Vienna. Willi Boskovsky, concert master of the Vienna Philharmonic, will direct the CBC L’heure
du Concert orchestra in the manner of Strauss, playing the violin as he conducts. Production is by
Pierre Mercure in the Montreal studios.

“A performance is shaped like dough into a loaf of bread,” Miss Schwartzkopf insists with typi-
cal practicality. “Thus, familiarity with all ingredients helps bake the end product. . . . When I hear
a piece of music for the first time I must cry. I must be gripped or else I leave it alone. I do not try to
communicate with the audience. I forget the audience or at least try to. This is when I get results. A
song is a union between composer and performer. I must be convinced no one else is listening. I must
sing for myself and merely allow an audience to overhear.

“Audiences differ, but not as much as one would think. There are wonderful ones, sometimes, in
small cities. I've never had an entirely unresponsive one. I expect an audience to listen quietly. What
a wonderful sensation when you do not hear even a breath! Not long a]g10, some place, I stopped sing-

ing because of incessant noise. ‘I can hear you talking,” I told them. T hope you can hear me’.”

Miss Schwartzkopf has a mind of her own and a spirited, determined way of handling tricky situa-
tions, but her friendly, un-primadonna-like personality, which sparkles just as attractively off-stage as
on, has made her a favourite with orchestras, conductors, and stage (Please turn to page 31)

“L THINK the program holds a great deal of interest
for everyone, even those who may feel that they
.have ‘graduated above Christianity’ intellectually.”
.1 . The words are those of the Rev. Brian Freeland,
CBC’s assistant supervisor of religious programs, and
she was speaking of the radio series Christian Fron-
tiers. The weekly series returns to the radio network
‘effective October 30, and will be heard this season
‘at a new time: 8:30 p.m. local time on Wednesday
nights.
" The aim of the program would seem to bear out
‘Rev. Freeland’s opinion, for it sets out “to explore
significant trends in Christian thought and life, and
probe the frontiers of religious belief.” It is designed
'not only for the conscientious, practicing Christian,
but for those who may be searching for some deeper
meaning to life and have not yet found it. The pro-
-grams are intended to stimulate thought and pro-
voke discussion.

The first edition of the new series, to be broad-
cast Wednesday, October 30, will include a report

on the deliberations of the second Vatican Ecumeni-
cal Council, one month after its second session got
under way. The second program, on November 6,
will consist of an interview with William String-
fellow, a young American lawyer who is known to
hold some radical beliefs about Christianity. In the
third program, November 13, entitled The Moral
Aspects of Terminated Pregnancy, broadcaster
Marjorie McEnaney presents legal, medical and
theological opinions and facts about abortion.

The two succeeding programs feature interviews
recorded by broadcaster Bill McNeil during his
recent trip overseas.

The first program is heard November 5.

LAST YEAR CBC Radio’s Citizens’
Forum experimented with a series
of open line programs in which
listeners were invited to ’'phone
their opinions on a given topic to
their local CBC affiliated station.
The calls were recorded and for-
warded to the CBC in Toronto,
where they were culled and
grouped. The most interesting
opinions were played on the air in
a later broadcast of Citizens’
Forum.

So enthusiastic was listener and
station response to these open line
programs that this season all the
Citizens’ Forum broadcasts are
being planned around this tech-
nique, with 24 affiliated stations
taking part. Open Lines to all parts
of Canada, including many smaller
centres normally not heard from
on the network, and, occasionally,
centres overseas, will be presented
weekly on Tuesday nights, begin-
ning November 5 at 9 local time.

November 2 -8

Program organizer Christina
McDougall, of the CBC public
affairs department, hopes to “tap
ideas from people not usually
reached by our programs. We've
chosen subjects involving the ordi-
nary citizen and about which he
feels strongly. The differences and
similarities in outlook existing in
various regions should emerge
through these candid expressions
of feeling, and we hope that the
season as a whole will reflect the
current thinking of Canadians who
are not experts or even necessarily
leaders in their community, but
who are interested in what is going
on in their country and abroad.”

Three sets of opinions collected
by three different stations on one
general or social topic will be used
in each program. Local announcers
are invited to ask their listeners to
call their station with opinions on
the question of the week, which,
in the first program, will be: Is

credit buying bad for the family?
Taking part will be CHWK, Chil-
liwack; CFAC, Calgary; and CFPL,
London.

The November 12 topic will be:
Is a truly happy marriage possible
between persons of different faiths?
Participating stations will be,
CFGP, Grande Prairie; CFCH,!
North Bay; and CJQC, Quebec
City. The November 19 topic is:
Why do we discriminate between
people of different colours?

The first three programs will be
presented from the CBC’s Halifax
studios, where a host on each pro-
gram, chosen for his or her ability
to pick out the important points in
listeners’ opinions in the week’s
subject, will link trends of thought.
brought forward by various speak-

ers and draw conclusions from
them.

THE VERSATILITY of Joseph
Schull, one of the country’s best-
known playwrights, will be evident
on Monday night, November 4,
when CBC-TV’s Playdate presents
his latest drama, Willow Circle.
For many members of the CBC
audience, Schull’s name is synony-
mous with stirring plays with an
historical or sea setting, or both.
But, as he has proved many times,
he can apply the same intuitive,
observant, imaginative touch to
the little episodes in contemporary
life with sustained excitement that
grips the audience from the start,
as he revealingly lays bare the
souls of a handful of men and
women.

That's the case in Willow Circle,
set in a modern, prosperous city
suburb of streets set with rows of
six- or seven-room fishbowls in
which every stick of furniture,
mortgage payment, and cross word
or caress is public knowledge with-

in minutes. On the surface the area
throbs with cheerful activity, hi-fi
music, gay calls across back fences,
the hum of lawn-mowers and
washing machines, the slam of an
oven door as a cake comes out,
the quick quarrels and quicker
reconciliations of children, the
shrill voices of the gossiping morn-
ing coffee clique in somebody’s
kitchen. Underneath, sometimes
very close to the surface, the dry
rot of boredom works busily, turn-
ing love into dissatisfaction and
dissatisfaction into hatred.

In Schull's powerful little vig-
nette, the protagonists are Anne
and Charley, played by Charmion
King and William Needles, and
Myra and Paul, played by Jill Fos-
ter and Gordon Pinsent, all nudg-
ing 40 and frightened by the swift
slipping-away of youth. Suddenly,
one late afternoon, they find their
lives disintegrating around them. ’

Others in the cast are Patricia
Farmer, John Mackin, and Eleanor
Beeeroft. As an unfaithful wife,
Miss King plays a role in sharp
contrast to the one she appears in
on Playdate on November 18,
when she plays the understanding
wife of a psychiatrist in The Fight
for Martin Wheeler, opposite
American actor Frank Overton.

ONE OF THE most interesting
and rewarding mining operations
being conducted on an interna-
tional scale these days is under the
aegis of the New York Pro Musica
Ensemble, whose repertoire covers
the five centuries from 1200 to
1700. Since 1952 it has been dig-
ging around most successfully in
Continental libraries, archives of
European monasteries, and church
collections in Spain, France, Eng-
land and Germany, and has un-
earthed many delightful scores by
Renaissance and pre-Renaissance
composers. In interpreting them,
the Ensemble has given some fasci-
nating musical reflections of by-
gone ages, which have been en-
joyed all over the world through
concerts and recordings.

The Ensemble includes about a
dozen performers — singers, instru-
mentalists and some who both sing
and play. Their instruments in-
clude standard types and some
specially revived to interpret old
music.

It takes the Ensemble about a
year to prepare a program, mainly
because early manuscript scores
provide little or no indication of

BEING FUNNY — for a living —
in this fast-paced age has more
than its share of ups and downs,
mourns British comedian Tony
Hancock.

Kerr and Kenneth Williams.

is that they are just too successful.
They possess such advantages as
farmers that they are able to out-
produce and out-sell their neigh-
bours. Since they keep to them-
selves, are largely self-sufficient
and have much more to sell than
they need to buy, they are difficult
people to trade with. Their colonies,
little “islands” in the centre of rural
communities, break up the normal
social structure and interfere with
co-operative community planning.

The problem is not a new one
for the Hutterites. During their 400
years of existence they have had to
move across Europe, then to the
United States and finally to Can-
ada, to find a locale that would be
amenable to them. Followers of
Jacob Hutter, a 16th century Pro-
testant reformer, they practice a
severely simple, strictly religious
communal way of life. No indivi-
dual owns property, but all are
guaranteed total security. Families
live in sparsely-furnished apart-
ments, and the women take turns
in preparing meals which are
served in community dining halls.

When the Hutterites came to
North America in 1875, they num-
bered about 400. Today there are
over 10,000 members of the sect,
and most of them are concentrated
in the Prairies, where thev have
aroused resentment among their
neighbours not only for their aloof-
ness but for their refusal to take
an active part in shouldering the
responsibilities of citizenship. As
pacifists, Hutterites were exempted
from military service in both World
Wars, and their extra manpower
enabled them to thrive and expand
their land holdings when other
farmers were short-handed; they
do not vote, and they educate their
children in their own schools; they
pay no income taxes, because in
their communal way of life they
eam no taxable income, and as a
religious group they are exempt
from corporation taxes. And they
continue to grow in numbers, due
to one of the highest birth rates in
the world.

The Hutterite way of life would
seem unendurably drab and strict
to most people in 1963, yet in fact
they are enjoying the old-fashioned
simple life that seems so highly
prized by modern man — prized,
that is, when he doesn’t actually
have to live it. Brought up in the
confines of the community, the
Hutterite pities his “less fortunate”
neighbours. “If standards of living
are judged by wholesome food,
comfortable living quarters, church
activity and satisfied conscience,”
they say, “then ours are as high
as anyone’s. But if standards are
determined by cars, television,
radios and fancy furniture, then
we admit ours are lower.”

On Monday, November 4, CBC-
TV’s Explorations will present a
half-hour film study of the Hutter-
ites, prepared by the National Film
Board.

crews as well as her thousands of
concert-going admirers. She has
even been known to roll up her
sleeves and help shift furniture
around a stage when the movers
didn’t turn up to do the job.

This sensible way of handling
things has kept her career from
faltering on several occasions. She
was born in 1915 of Silesian
parents. Their plans to have her
voice trained were shattered in
1933 when the Nazis came to
power and dismissed her father, a
Social Democrat, from his post as
a high school teacher. Miss
Schwartzkopf promptly found a

singing job in a choir to pay for -

her lessons. At 17 she began study-
ing in Berlin with the famous
lieder singer and concert artist,
Lula Mysz-Gmeiner, a mezzo, who
insisted that her young pupil
should also be trained as a mezzo.
Fortunately, after 2% years, the
mistake was discovered by another
teacher, before too much damage
had been done, and Miss Schwartz-
kopf wasted no time on regrets —
just studied harder than ever.

In 1938 she spent six months in
England at Leicester, studying
music and English on a League of
Nations scholarship. On her return
to Berlin she was engaged by the
Berlin Municipal Opera, and sang
her first role on only 36 hours’
notice, as a Flower Maiden in
Parsifal. Soon she was singing small
roles four or five times a week, for
about $5 each. She supplemented
her income by singing for early
experiments in tape recording and
occasionally appearing on radio
and television.

By 1941 her roles were more
important. She had been advised
to study lieder, too, and Karl
Bohm, then director of the Vienna
State Opera, invited her to sing
there as a guest performer. She
moved to Vienna, and spent all her
spare time preparing for her first
lieder recital, which drew such
enthusiastic reviews that she was
made a permanent member of the
State Opera. She had sung only
three roles when she contracted

TB, and for 18 months wasn’t
allowed to sing a note. But she
could study, and she put her free
time to such good account that
when she returned to her profes-
sion, she was able to add more
roles to her repertoire, until the
war closed the State Opera.

After the war she was the star
of the company and a popular con-
cert and recording artist. When the
company visited Covent Garden for
a big international opera season
she enjoyed such personal triumph
that she was engaged to join the
young Covent Garden Opera Com-
pany. She returned there for sev-
eral seasons to sing a variety of
successful parts, including title
roles in a new production of
Madama Butterfly and in Manon.
Meanwhile, she had been invited
to perform at La Scala, where she
soon became the idol of Milan
opera-goers and sang virtually all
the standard repertoire. In Venice
she sang the female lead in the
premiére of Stravinsky’s opera The
Rake’s Progress. She opened the
first postwar Beyreuth Festival,
and after making her first North
American appearance in New
York’s Town Hall in 19583, over-
night became a most sought-after
singer all over the continent. Since
then she has been in great demand
throughout the world, for opera,
concert and festival engagements.

Her artistic perfection, while
seeming effortless, is the result of
concentrated, unremitting labour.
“One studies constantly, studies
anew, looks with new eyes,” she
says. “It is amazing how much
newness one finds in a piece of
music as one gets older. Perform-
ing music is a creative experience,
and so when one gets older the
creative act of recreating music is
altered by the addition of one’s
own human experience.”

In spite of her stern artistic
discipline and devotion to her
career, Miss Schwartzkopf is a
home-loving woman, who will fly
to England (her husband is Walter
Legge, British recording impres-
sario) even for just a few hours in
her own home between engage-
ments. She loves to cook, garden,
and dawdle through the shops
whenever her busy schedule allows.

Some 20 choirs appeared in the
series last year and at the con-
clusion it was revealed to have
been something of a documentary
of the musical interests and tastes
of a large music laity actively busy
making music.

Two of the choirs that appeared
in the series last year were later
accepted for broadcast overseas by
the CBC International Service.
They were the Mennonite Chil-
dren’s Choir and La Chorale des
Intrepides. The latter also were
requested to perform for the CBC'’s

French network. Another choir,
the Walter Bohonis Ukrainian Male
Voice Choir, made a number of
broadcasts on a private radio sta-
tion.

In the eight ethnic choirs that
appeared in the series last year,
the majority of the singers were
second, third and even fourth gen-
eration Canadians. They presented
a determination to explore and to
re-assess the musical culture of
their forefathers. Two of these
choirs are setting up archives of
their national choral literature
with the idea of providing it in
English translations.

Choirs to be heard on the series
this year are generally auditioned
at a rehearsal or by tape approxi-
mately five or six weeks before
their appearance can be confirmed.
Acceptance is based on such things
as singing with good diction and a
sense for the musical shape of a
phrase.

Those already scheduled, to-
gether with those that have been
heard, promise to make the series
even more diverse in musical in-
terest than in the past year. Viewed
from the present, the series prom-
ises to be something of everything
to everyone—seriousness of musical
purpose for some, plain fun for
others, and perhaps even a measure
of pride in merely recognizing that
what is going on at whatever musi-
cal level is a truly indigenous
image of amateur choral singing to
be found nowhere else in Canada.

AUSTRIAN BOILED BEEF

4 lbs. beef brisket or chuck

2 tsp. salt

6 pepper corns

1 bouquet parsley with roots

2 carrots

2 stocks celery

1 leek

2 onions

Put beef into kettle, add water
to cover. Add salt, pepper corns,
all vegetables except carrots. (Add
carrots one hour before finished
boiling.)

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Phuysics on School Telecasts

Doctors Ivey and Hume present a series
for high school students Tuesday
mornings on CBC Television

LAST SEASON, CBC-TV’s National School Telecasts presented a series
of four programs called The Ideas of Physics, prepared and introduced
by Professors Patterson Hume and Donald Ivey, of the University of
Toronto.

The series dealt with the fundamentals of physics and was so suc-
cessful that Doctors Hume and Ivey were asked to present five pro-
grams for the current season which began Tuesday, October 15, at
10:00 a.m. on the CBC-TV network.

Since the first series had dealt with broad, fundamental themes,
they felt that the second should be more specific. General principles
always originate from specific cases and they felt that useful information
about the nature of physics could be presented by dealing with a limited
area of some of the major subdivisions of physics.

The first program, The Language of Physics, served to introduce
the series and also made clear the role of mathematics in the study of
physics. The examples were from the field of mechanics.

The second, A Prize for the Lowest (October 22), used examples of
heat or thermodynamics, introducing the subtle problem of choosing a
scale for temperature and also presenting reasons for research at low
temperatures.

The October 29 program, entitled Instant Electricity, was to deal
specifically with the scientific basis and technological advantage of direct
conversion from heat to electricity.

The fourth program, The Way the Ball Bounces (November 5)
extends the students’ background in the field of properties of matter by
describing and explaining the peculiar physical behaviour of high
polymers.

New Atoms for Old, the final program in this series, deals with the
field of nuclear physics and introduces the table of isotopes, which is
to the nuclear physicist what the periodic table is to the chemist.
