A NEW MUSICAL GROUP assembled to play some very old music
makes its debut Tuesday on CBC Radio’s Prairie Chamber Music (10:05
p.m.). The Christine Mather Consort of Ancient Instruments performs
a varied program of Middle Ages and Renaissance compositions, much
of which will be unfamiliar to the audience because it is written for
instruments no longer in common use.

The instruments used by the group are replicas of those for which
the compositions were written, constructed by skilled craftsmen who
have researched extensively into the specifications of the original instru-
ments. Winnipeg bassoonist Christine Mather, who lends her name to
the group, describes it as follows:

The consort has been formed, on the lines of the Pro Musica Antiqua
of New York, to play music of the 1200-1700 period, in particular the
Middle Ages and Renaissance, which embraces a vast literature of
music largely unknown to modern audiences. We will play this music
on instruments sounding as nearly as possible like those of the age in
which it was written.

Accurate reproductions are made of many musical instruments from
medieval times onwards, among them the Krummhorn, an instrument not
unlike the bagpipe chanter, with a rather nasal, humming tone. Krumm-
horns first appeared about 1500; they were made in several sizes and
were very popular as consort instruments in the 16th and 17th centuries—
Henry VIII had several sets of them.

The familiar recorders are, like the Krummhorns, important consort
instruments. The name “recorder” appears first (Please turn to page 25)
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A MAN AND A dolphin meeting
poolside to discuss politics, phil-
osophy, or bringing up junior? . . .

Not as far-fetched as it sounds. The
smartest creature in the world,
aside from man, is the dolphin, and
recent extensive scientific research
has revealed that this ingenious
sea-going mammal may have a
recognizable and highly compli-
cated language, and that man may
be able to communicate verbally
with it in the not-too-distant future.

Dr. John C. Lilly, a Florida
neurophysicist who has spent eight

years studying and trying to con-
verse with bottle-nosed dolphins,
has found that they have bigger
brains than humans, as complicated
a cerebral cortex (the powerhouse
of the higher mental functions),
can imitate man's spoken com-
ments in a sort of Donald Duck
voice, even adopting subtle inflec-
tions, such as a Southern drawl.
They learn the tactics and rules of
water polo quickly, and, with only
one demonstration, can memorize
the workings of a complicated ap-
paratus, and operate it, at least 12

times faster than chimpanzees and
even faster than some humans.

Dolphins talk to each other in
sharp whistles, slow clicks, and
complex bursts of quacks, squawks
and blats, mostly in higher fre-
quencies than man can hear clearly.
Their speech organs are at the top
of their heads, under their blow-
holes. Among dolphin phrases Dr.
Lilly has learned is their Mayday
distress signal, and their attention
call, or here-I-am recognition word.
He has recorded many of their
sounds and fed them into a com-
puter to sift them for a pattern.

While dolphins have learned to
imitate human words, usually they
can’t understand the right word in
the right situation. Dr. Lilly feels
confident that this will be over-
come. Because dolphins talk to
each other they might be interested
in learning a second language. The
next step would be teaching them
inflections to convey meaning, fol-
lowed by conversations in English,
and possibly even discussion of
abstract ideas. Even if this takes
20 years, Dr. Lilly intends to per-
sist. “They may be a group with
whom we can learn basic tech-
niques of communicating with
really alien intelligent life forms,”
he says. The dolphin operates in an
environment perhaps as strange to
humans as that of Mars, so the
tiniest clue to the way it thinks

A special program Tuesday,
November 26, studies some
of the organizations that are
carrying out protests against
nuclear war.

BAN-THE-BOMB demonstrators march from Alder-
maston to London; a couple of thousand Japanese
students scuffle with police during an anti-nuclear
protest rally; a Canadian scientist solicits funds to
establish peace research institutes; groups of nor-
mally law-abiding-people are carried off by police
for indulging in “civil disobedience.” These are all
manifestations of the same basic idea: that nuclear
war is insane and must be abolished.

A study of some of the organizations involved in
anti-nuclear activities, and the views of some of the
major spokesmen for the cause, will be presented
this week on The Peacemakers, the first of CBC
Television’s Document public affairs specials of this
season. The program, to be seen Tuesday, November
26, at 9:30 p.m., is the seventh in the Document
series of actuality reports on subjects of vital public
concern. Document will telecast six one-hour spe-
cials this season, on a variety of topics. The Peace-
makers was written, produced and directed by Allan
King, photographed by Richard Leiterman, and
edited by William Brayne. Executive producer of
the series is Douglas Leiterman.

Host and interviewer of this week’s program is
John Freeman, the distinguished editor of London’s
Flew Statesman, perhaps known best to television
audiences through his widely acclaimed work as

interviewer on the BBC television series. Face to
Face.

The Peacemakers begins with this assumption;
The nuclear systems of the West poise the destructive
equivalent of seven tons of TNT for every man,
woman and child on this planet. The Soviets have
roughly equal power forces. The threat posed by
these vast nuclear capacities is the dominant issue
of our times.

“We all want peace,” says director Allan King.
“But most people see no logical escape from the
Cold War—the philosophy that our security is de-
pendent on a military system strong enough to deter
any aggressor. Most public debate is confined within
this logic. But for minority, the ‘peacemakers,’ this
logic is unacceptable. On moral grounds they say it
is wrong to kill, that violence begets violence, that
those who live by the sword will perish by the
sword. On practical grounds they say that a security
system of mutual suicide is no security at all.”

The peace movements offer a bewildering variety
of alternatives. The Document program attempts a
fresh evaluation of what they have to offer, as East
and West take their first tentative steps to limit the
arms race.

The movement splits sharply into two schools:

How are Things
With HENRY MANCINI?
NOT LONG AGO Henry Mancini, a quiet, rather diffident man of 39, met a former schoolmate who
slapped him on the back and burbled: “Hank Mancini, you old son-of-a-gun! What are you doing
these days?” Chuckling inwardly, Mancini mumbled that he was eating regularly. He didn’t mention
that he is the composer who popularized jazz as TV background music, who since 1958, has received
24 Academy Award nominations in movie, TV and recording fields and has won 12 of them for such
melodies as Moon River, the score for Breakfast at Tiffany's, and Mr. Lucky, and has become one of
Hollywood’s most inventive composers.

His music is sophisticated, with a fresh, amusing mood and manner, it’s highly personalized, and
it’s unorthodox. In recent films he has experimented with an autoharp; an electric calliope; a Japanese
samisen, an instrument with a shrill quavering note foreign to Western ears; a piano deliberately tuned
off-key; an amplified harmonica; a bass flute; a hoe-down fiddle; and imported African instruments,
setting the mood colourfully, heightening suspense, speeding the action, and sometimes even putting
over an actual part of the story musically.

Mancini and his music will be featured Thursday night, November 28th, at 9:30 p.m., when
CBC-TV’s Parade presents The Mancini Touch.

He’s the son of a steelworker who used to play flute in his lunch-hour. Henry also learned flute
and piano, and studied at the Juilliard School. After U.S. wartime service he joined the Glenn Miller-
Tex Beneke Orchestra as pianist arranger, and met his wife, Ginny, who sang with the band. He con-
tinued to study composition and in 1953 moved into the music department of Universal-International
Studios. During the next six years he composed and arranged for over 100 films, including The Glenn
Miller Story.

Emerging from a barbershop one day he bumped into producer-director Blake Edwards, who
impulsively asked him to write for a new TV show, Peter Gunn. Mancini’s use of the jazz idiom on TV
was an instant success, won him several awards, and triggered a long series of best-selling Mancini
albums. Then motion pictures won him back, and, he says, “it was like taking off the lead shoes.”
Happy as a clam in his old stamping ground, Mancini has recently composed the music for Pink
Panther and Charade.

CANADA IN 1963—a land of plenty, eyed enviously
by other countries for its high standard of living;
where “everyone” can afford a car, spacious living
quarters, good food; where no one need go hungry
or homeless; where even the shiftless and lazy are
looked after by welfare organizations.

That could be one picture of Canada today. But
there is another Canada, one that many of us might
not recognize were we to see it.

Maurice Gorman is an unemployed iron miner
who lives with his wife and 10 children on Bell
Island, Newfoundland. When the mine in which he
worked was abandoned, his income dropped from
about $6O a week to $94 a month of welfare money.
He wants to work, but no work is available to him.

Tom Paynter has a farm near Sussex, N.8., a
farm he inherited from his father, He works hard,
but the land is poor and unproductive, and his net
income from a year’s work is about $6OO, little re-
ward for a man who has spent most of his 55 years
at hard labor.

George Armstrong is a 31 - year - old resident of
Brantford, Ont. On his salary of $56 a week he is
trying to support his wife and six children and dig
his way out of a huge mound of accumulated debt.
He admits the debt is his own fault; he couldn’t resist
the lure of buy-now-pay-later plans. But when the
constant pressure of overdue payments began to
threaten their marriage, the Armstrongs went to a
counsellor for help. Now a social worker handles
their money, and someday far off in the future
they may be free of debt.

Harry Halverson is a fiercely independent West-
erner who farms near Broadview, Sask. He and his
wife live a near-pioneer existence, with no electricity,
no running water, and few of the comforts usually
taken for granted in 20th-century North American
life. Superficially, Halverson seems well off, for he
has 480 acres of land, a car, a tractor and some
farm equipment. But much of the land is useless
until it can be cleared and developed, the worn-out
car, tractor and implements keep breaking down,
and he even has to cart water in barrels from a dis-
tant spring,—a chore that takes up an hour every
day. He needs capital to turn his farm into a pro-
ductive unit, but he can never manage to scrape that
capital together.

Harry Rayner, his wife and eight children live
in a public housing development in Vancouver.
He’s an unskilled laborer who has been out of work,
off and on, for nine of the past 18 years. The family
has received aid from many public and private wel-
fare groups through the years. Right now, Rayner
feels fairly secure,—he has a job that pays $256 a
month, and you wouldn’t find a happier, more lov-
ing family anywhere. But with no trade or other
skills, he will almost certainly be the first one let
out if and when times get a little harder.

These five families will appear this week in a
filmed report on CBC-TV’s Horizon (Sunday, Nov-
ember 24), entitled Another Canada. Written by
Richard Nielsen, it was directed by George Ronald,
who also conducted the interviews for the program.

in 1358, though instruments of the
flageolet type were used long be-
fore then. Recorders are made in
many sizes, from the huge great
bass to the tiny shrill sopranino;
we will make use of most of them.

The viols have their origins in
the 15th century Spanish guitar,
the vihuela, a bowed version of
which became the viol of 1500-
1800. They retained many char-
acteristics of the guitar, the six
strings tuned in fourths and a third,
the frets round the neck, and the
flat back, unlike their louder more
brilliant cousins of the violinfamily,
which derive from the medieval
fiddle family, and never had frets.
The viols were firmly established
by the end of the 15th century, and
came to be made in several sizes:
all were played held downwards
between the knees like the ’cello,
hence the name viola da gamba,
or ‘leg viol,” which is applicable
to all sizes of viol so played. The
underhand bow-grip produces a
softer tone than is possible with
the overhand grip of the violin
family. In the picture you see Dr.
Peggie Sampson’s very beautiful
and much ornamented bass viol, as
well as a small descant viol.

The spinet is a small, simple
harpsichord with strings plucked
by leather plectra, instead of struck
by hammers as in the pianoforte. It
dates from the early 16th century,
although primitive versions of this
instrument are known to have been
used before then. It has only one
stop, a very useful one imitating
the sound of the lute.

At present, then, the consort con-
sists of singer, recorders, viols,
Krummhorn, and occasional percus-
sion, to which will be added soon
another Krummhorn, a tenor viol,
and a dulcian. It is hoped to in-
crease the number of players and
singers as the occasion demands,
and ultimately to use other instru-
ments such as the regal, sackbut,
psaltery, and medieval fiddle.

THE VIBRANT, elementary col-
ours and homespun texture of
Mahler’s Songs of a Wayfarer seem
made for contralto Maureen For-
rester’s warm personality and rich,
strong voice, as many critics have
remarked. Her musical expression
is so ideally suited to the intimacy
and deep emotion of most lieder
that she is recognized internation-
ally as one of the world’s foremost
interpreters.

She will sing the Mahler cycle
and two Beethoven songs when she
appears with the CBC Symphony
Orchestra on November 24 at 2:30
p.m, local time, in CBC Radio’s
Sunday Concert.

The orchestra will be directed
by her husband, Canadian violinist-
conductor Eugene Kash, recently
named academic administrator and
general manager of the National
Youth Orchestra, with headquarters
in Toronto, where the Kashes
moved from New York with their
four children last month. For the
past two seasons Kash has con-
ducted the Youth Concerts of the
Fairfield County Symphony, Con-
necticut.

Miss Forrester recorded this con-
cert on the wing. Hers is one of the

busiest schedules of any concert
and opera singer—she gives some
90 performances a year all over
the world, and has such zest for
life and good health that she re-
turns from each arduous tour as
blooming as when she started, and
is usually full of regrets that she
wasn’t able to work in more ap-
pearances during her absence.
Singing is such a joyful part of her
life that she considers it as much
recreation as work. She is spending
most of this month in Italy, singing
at La Scala, Milan, and in other
major Italian cities. She was there
on tour in June, and since then has
sung in Toronto, Germany, Austria,
Puerto Rico, the Festival of the
Arts in Tatamagouche, N.S., Kan-
sas, Minnesota, and many other
places.

Songs of a Wayfarer, inspired
by a hectic, ill-starred love affair
in Mahler’s early 20s with a so-
prano at the Cassell Opera, where
he was conductor, describes with
moving imagery the emotions of a
rejected lover wandering alone
through the world, and allows the
accompaniment greater importance
and opulence than is usually the
case with lieder. Mahler wrote the
text himself. He is obviously the
one described as “driven forth by
the blue eyes of his love” who finds
consolation in the glory and warmth
of nature.

A master lyricist, Mahler had the
gift for grasping an emotion, how-
ever subtle, and making it live
vividly in a setting for the voice.
Because he was so busy making a
living, he hadn’t the necessary
leisure time to write as many sym-
phonies as he wanted to, so he
took advantage of brief interludes
in his schedule to dash off sym-
phonic fragments shaped into songs
with lush orchestral frames. Songs
of a Wayfarer, published 80 years
ago, was the first of several Mahler
cycles that rank among the musical
elect.

The Endless Echo
Now on CBC Radio
JEAN-ROBERT REMILLARD, a
Quebec farmer and one of the
country’s most distinguished young
playwrights, was introduced to his
first English-speaking audience last
March, when CBC-TV’s Festival
series presented his universal tale
of love and hate, The Endless
Echo, in a translation by Montreal
writer Alvin Goodman. Since then
Goodman has adapted the play for
radio, and it will be heard on CBC
Sunday Night, November 24, at
8:05 local time.

The Endless Echo is a modern
version of the Eurydice legend, set
on a contemporary French-Gana-
dian farm in Quebec, and seen
through the eyes of a group of un-
sophisticated rural people in whom
dormant passions are aroused by
an unusual visitor from Europe.
Hercules Giguere, on whose farm
the story takes place, is an earthy
man, a frequenter of the local
tavern, who, since his beloved wife
died, has apathetically turned over
the upbringing of his four pretty
young daughters to his sister-in-
law, Artemis, an ardent Puritan
with a deep fear and hatred of
men, who has managed to instill

this same feeling in the eldest
daughter, Eurydice.

The second daughter, Bibiane, is
too sensual to accept her aunt’s
philosophy, and longs to escape
from the strict confines of her
home. Already showing signs of
siding with Bibiane is another
daughter, Helene, but the fourth
daughter, Ephigenia, is still too
young to feel rebellious.

The mood of the little isolated
family changes abruptly and finally
gets out of control when Hercules
brings home a new hired man, a
perceptive, artistic Rumanian
named Orfa Romanescu.

So vividly real is Remillard’s por-
trait of a family locked in a bitter
conflict of love and hate, that fol-
lowing the play’s premiere on the
CBC’s French TV network, farmers
in widely separated areas of Que-
bec wrote to say “you took that
story right out of our community.”

Remillard’s swift success as a
playwright dates from the produc-
tion of his first TV drama seven
years ago. He says he’d prefer
writing for the theatre than for TV
“because the theatre is less thank-
less . . . running after producers
becomes irksome. It becomes hu-
miliating. As the father of a family,
I expect my work to pay a bit.
Thus, I work for TV.”

MENTION JAPANESE music, and
most people will immediately think
of quaint, sing - song melodies
played on a variety of weird and
wonderful instruments, plucked or
strummed by kimono-clad, almond-
eyed maidens.

Traditional Japanese music co-
exists with Western music in pres-
ent-day Japan, and there is very
little overlapping of the two types.
The old music of the country, some
of it dating from the seventh cen-
tury, is closely linked with its par-
ticular function in Japanese life,
and is rarely heard apart from its
various religious, ceremonial, dra-
matic or festive occasions. Euro-
pean and American music, or works
of that type by Japanese composers,
do not compete for attention with
the traditional music of Japan.
Thus the Western emphasis on
change, development and “prog-
ress” has had little or no effect on
the very old and elaborately organ-
ized classical music, which is care-
fully preserved by thousands of
active practitioners of the art.

Some examples of contemporary
Japanese music will be presented
on CBC Sunday Night, November
24 at 11:05 p.m., on transcriptions
obtained through CBC Interna-
tional Service. The program will
include Canzione da Sonare, for
piano and percussion, by Shin-ichi
Matsushita; a violin concerto by
Michio Mamiya; and two works by
Tohru Takemitsu Requiem for
Strings, and Sky, Horse, Death,
the latter being musique concrete.

limiting. I’ve never considered my-
self a folk-singer in the accepted
sense. What I always wanted was
to achieve the highest possible skill
as a singer and still retain some
ethnic quality. Though I’ve done a
lot of Yiddish songs, I don’t sing
them the way my grandmother
sang them. I feel I have to bring
to them a more universal flavour.”

Kurt Weill was a tiny tadpole of
a man with big eyes behind thick
glasses and not much hair, who
wrote his first opera at 13, and at
18 was an opera conductor in his
native Germany. After a three-year
fling at writing esoteric music,
Weill began to concentrate on com-
posing for the theatre, on bridging
the gap between grand opera and
the singspiel, and within a few
years was one of the most talked-
about figures in European music,
largely on the basis of his Three-
Penny Opera. In 1933 Hitler
branded him a Kultur Bolshevist
and he left the Third Reich, mov-
ing to the U.S. two years later,
where he soon had one musical hit
after another, mainly because of
his uncanny ability to assimilate the
American viewpoint and to handle
all the forms of musical theatre
with the freedom, artistry and
sound common sense of a good
architect. He insisted that he
despised posterity, but since he
died in 1950 at 50, posterity has
shown no signs of neglecting his
vivid, brash, sentimental and un-
conventional contributions to musi-
cal theatre.

those for whom war is totally wrong and who be-
lieve they must bear witness to this truth; those who
believe the only hope is constant pressure for those
small steps that may prove acceptable politically.

“It is a conflict between moral beliefs and prag-
matic possibility,” says King. “Whether we accept
either view or reject both, the peace movement does
have something to say to us. It has been called ‘the
aura of saints, the stigma of fools.’ This may or may
not be true. But the guilty fact remains that, while
we all want peace, few of us do much about it.”

The Peacemakers includes interviews with Bert-
rand Russell, perhaps the most-publicized leader of
any peace group; Canon L. John Collins, the Church
of England clergyman who is chairman of the
Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament; Norman
Cousins, editor of the Saturday Review; Dr. Sey-
mour Melman, professor at Columbia University and
author of The Peace Race and A Strategy for Ameri-
can Security; Dr. Paul Goodman, psychologist and
writer; Dr. Norman Alcock, former nuclear physicist
and founder of the Canadian Peace Research Insti-
tute; Dr. Donald Soper, well-known British clergy-
man and evangelist; and Herman Kahn, the brilliant
U.S. military strategist and author of Thinking About
the Unthinkable and other books on nuclear arma-
ments and strategy.

The program will also include excerpts from The
Brig, an off-Broadway revue with a bitterly satirical
anti-war basis, which features actors Julian Beck
and Judith Molina.

While various peace movements have been insti-
tuted in many different parts of the world, it is per-
haps in Britain that they have been most active and
received the most widespread recognition. Large
amounts of press coverage have been given to those
who march, or sit, under the now-familiar emblem
of peace—a combination of the semaphore signals
for “N” and “D”—which was devised by the Cam-
paign for Nuclear Disarmament. The CND, which
organized the annual marches to and from Alder-
maston to London, advocates legal means to per-
suade the public of the rightness of disarmament.
The closely-related Committee of 100 put its empha-
sis on civil disobedience and highly publicized jail
sentences in making its point. The newly-created
Bertrand Russell Peace Foundation aims at develop-
ing a “community of discussion” through radio,
press, films and other media, and to investigate the
causes and eliminate the risks of war.

No movements of equivalent size or influence have
made their appearance in the United States, but
this, according to Norman Cousins, “does not mean
that the American people are disinterested in peace
questions, or uninvolved; but they are involved in
ways consistent with the total pattern of life in
America. Generally speaking, we don’t have mass
movements on any subject.”

A man who cannot tell a lie provokes merriment

A MUSICAL VERSION of Moliere’s comedy masterpiece, Le Misan-
thrope, in an English translation by Miles Malleson, will be presented
on CBC-TV’s Festival on Wednesday, November 27, under the title,
The Slave of Truth. The adaptation, music and lyrics are by Stanley
Daniels, young Toronto composer-lyricist and frequent contributor to

the annual Toronto revue, Spring Thaw. Production is by Norman
Campbell.

Making their first appearances in singing roles on television will be
Toby Robins as the young, provokingly lovely and witty Celimene, who
receives the polite world of courtiers in her salon, but can’t quite dis-
guise the thinness of her varnish; James Douglas as Alceste, an insistently
sincere young man in love with Celimene, a man who can’t endure the
affectations of court and who tells the blunt truth always, often with
calamitous results; Leo Ciceri as his friend Philiute; and with Michael
Learned, Marigold Charlesworth, Norman Welsh, Joseph Shaw and Leo
Leyden in other roles.

Alceste alternates between jealousy of the courtiers surrounding his
lady, and impatience with her for putting up with them. Finally he
insists that she abandon the world of fashion. She refuses. He thinks this
calls for drastic action. So brilliant is Moliere’s characterization of Alceste
that the laughter he evokes carries with it a dash of admiration.
