Grey Cup Fever
SINCE 1948, when the invaders
came out of the West to conquer
staid old Toronto with their high
spirits, broncos, chuckwagons,
fiddlers and flapjacks, Grey Cup
Day has been building in popular-
ity and interest until it now ranks
as Canada’s foremost, if unofficial,
festival.

That Grey Cup Day in 1948 was
lively enough before the big game
began, as the Western contingent
went about dispensing open-
hearted Western friendship to all
and sundry; but when the under-
dog Calgary Stampeders defeated
the favoured Ottawa Rough Riders
12 to 7, downtown Toronto turned
into one big glorious Stampede.
Horses were ridden into hotel lob-
bies to drink from fountains, there
were traffic jams and square danc-
ing in the streets, and Stetson-
hatted Westerners were every-
where. Some say Toronto has never
been the same since. More im-
portant for the rest of Canada,
the 1948 festivities marked the be-
ginning of nation-wide popularity
for professional football in Canada.
In succeeding years, with the
added impetus provided by na-
tional broadcasts of the game.
Grey Cup Day has become the
closest thing Canada has to the
Munich Oktoberfest or the New
Orleans Mardi Gras. It’s a time
when uninhibited fun takes the
place of the phlegmatic sanity that
usually marks the Canadian char-
acter.

The man who started all this 54
years ago, Earl Grey, a tweedy,
sports-minded Governor - General,
would be surprised at all the fuss.
When he donated the Cup in 1909,
it was intended to be symbolic of
the national championship in ama-
teur rugby, and in the early years
only Eastern colleges and clubs
competed.

In the first contest, the Univer-
sity of Toronto romped over the
Toronto Parkdale club by a score
of 26-6 to carry home the $5O

UNDER THE headline “Canada’s Weak Foreign
Aid Program,” an editorial appeared a few months
ago in the Ottawa Citizen, and was quoted in the
journal of the Canadian Association for Adult Educa-
tion. It read, in part, as follows: “External Affairs
Minister Martin has stated that the whole question
of economic aid to underdeveloped countries is
under intensive review within the government. It is
to be hoped that this study results in early action to
bolster this country’s aid program. For evidence is
mounting that Canada is not pulling its weight in
this field.” The editorial continued by quoting a
report which indicated that “only Denmark was
more parsimonious than Canada in the amount of
assistance given to the poorer countries last year.”

The subject of Canada’s contributions to overseas
development has been discussed not only in news-
papers but at several conferences arranged by vari-
ous organizations during the past year. Each new
discussion has shed light on some new aspect of the
topic, and each has also tended to emphasize older,

basic questions: What is foreign aid? How much and
what kind should Canada supply, and to whom?
What is being done now, and what should be done
in the future? What success have past efforts
achieved?

Some opinions on Canada’s role in foreign aid,
and on the whole subject of overseas economic de-
velopment, will be presented on three programs of
The Sixties, to be seen on CBC Television Sundays,
December 1, 8 and 15, at 5 p.m. Prepared by Chris-
tina Newman, a writer on current affairs (and wife
of Peter Newman, Ottawa editor of Macleans maga-
zine), the programs will be produced by Cameron
Graham. Program organizer for the series is Chris-
tina McDougall, and Frank McGee is regular host
of The Sixties.

The telecasts will deal with concepts of foreign
aid by using films, narration, and interviews with
people who hold strong views on the subject, both
for and against.

10 SECONDS SUo&k the IdJosild
The development of the atomic bomb is chronicled

in a special program Friday on CBC-TV

AUGUST 6, 1945: a sunny day in Hiroshima. Washing begins to flutter
on lines, workers and school children bustle off to begin a new day,
relatively unworried about the war, for this Japanese city has never been
a military target. Enemy planes pass harmlessly overhead, and when a
B-29 bomber buzzes through the cloudless sky, those below take for
granted it will go away. If they raise their eyes to watch the tiny black
speck they quickly forget it in contemplating the glorious day that is
to be the last for many of them.

The B-29 buzzes off. It is just a weather plane. But it radios a
deadly signal to a second plane; The weather over Hiroshima is good.
Skies clear. Within seconds the second plane streaks towards Hiroshima.
In its belly is a little pear-shaped bomb, its casing as smooth and shiny
as a mirror.

In 58 minutes the first atomic bomb will fall on Hiroshima. Within
10 seconds the city will be ashes. A giant, mushroom-shaped cloud seeth-
ing with lethal radiation will spew into the sky the horrific symbol of a
new age, and the future of man will be changed forever.

The authoritative, power-packed story of the dramatic events lead-
ing to The Ten Seconds That Shook the World will be told in an hour-
long “special” to be seen on CBC-TV Friday night, December 6, at 8:30
p.m. If was prepared by independent American producer David L.
Wolper. Using documentary film never before shown publicly, gathered
from Germany, Italy, the Soviet Union, France, Japan and the U.S., the
program offers a definitive story of the scientific adventure, moral con-
flicts, and twists of fate involving a handful of men who changed the
course of history.

It is 1939 when the account begins. Scientists all over the world are
racing towards one goal: splitting the atom and releasing fantastic stores
of energy which could destroy man—or be his servant. Enrico Fermi,
who had fled to the U.S. from Fascist Italy, repeats at Columbia Uni-
versity an experiment he had done earlier, but now using new informa-
tion smuggled out from abroad, and correcting an earlier mistake.

MANY DRAMA CRITICS consider British playwright Arnold Wesker the most promis-
ing and clearest contemporary social dramatist. His Chips With Everything is a recent
Broadway success. Perhaps his best play. Roots (one of a trilogy performed in London’s
famous Royal Court Theatre in 1959), ends with a beginning, striking the hopeful note
that rings through all his writing.

The plot involves the Bryants, a family of Norfolk farm labourers whose dull lives
are upset by the arrival back from London of Beatie, their younger daughter, who has
fallen in love with Ronnie, a London boy with “advanced” ideas. He has shown her a
world outside the tastelessly simple, narrow, quarrelsome life she has grown up in.

Beatie tries to make her startled family understand Ronnie’s idea that words are a
bridge between human minds. She doesn’t really understand what she’s talking about.
She just likes the sound of herself as a mouthpiece for Ronnie. It’s all Greek to the
Bryants, who are content with a miniscule vocabulary and the less thinking called for,
the better. Imagine the suggestion that there are finer things in life than what the wire-
less offers. By the end of the play Beatie hasn’t really broken through to her family, but
she has started to think for herself. She’ll never be an intellectual, but she’s beginning to
to be a person. (Please turn to page 35)

THOMAS RADDALL is that rarity of rarities: a
Canadian novelist who earns his living by writing
about Canada and Canadians. Almost every story
he has completed since turning to full-time writing
25 years ago has been set in his native province of
Nova Scotia. No exception is his 1956 novel, The
Wings of Night, which this week begins an eight-
week run in dramatized form on CBC-TV’s The
Serial, seen Thursdays at 8:30 p.m.

‘Best Original Teleplay’
On Playdate Monday
DAVID MERCER, a rather seri-
ous, bearded Yorkshireman in his
mid-thirties, who says he is “pig-
sick of naturalism” in the theatre,
has been exploring the wider world
of unreality with humorous percep-
tion that has won him swift suc-
cess. The son of an engine-driver,
he served in the British Navy dur-
ing the Second World War, studied
art in Newcastle for four years, and
wrote several novels which came
to nothing. “Then,” he recalls, “I
saw A Taste of Honey and thought,
well, if Shelagh Delaney wrote that
because she thought she could do
better than Rattigan, I could write
something better than her play.”

He wrote four plays in 1962,

The
play, which won this year’s “best
original teleplay” award by the

Queen Speaks
At Cable Opening
THOUSANDS OF FEET below
the surface of the Atlantic and
Pacific lies a slim thread of metal,
linking Britain, Canada, Australia
and New Zealand in a continuous
communications chain. Through the
weird blackness of never-ending
night at ocean bottom, a world that
man as yet knows little about,
voices, pictures, broadcasts and
teletype messages flash with elec-
tronic speed across the world.

This is the Commonwealth cable,
the result of a co-operative under-
taking among Commonwealth
nations, and the largest tele-com-
munications project in history. Its
second stage, linking Canada with
Australia by way of Hawaii, Fiji,
and New Zealand, will be opened
on December 2. The CBC will mark
the occasion with special broad-
casts on the radio and television
networks.

The cable project was initiated
at the Commonwealth Trade-and
Economic Conference in 1958.
Short-wave radio circuits were be-
coming overcrowded and the suc-
cess of the world’s first submarine
telephone cable, completed in 1956
between Europe and North
America, had shown that cable was
the best way to expand overseas
communications channels. Stage
one was completed in 1961 with
the laying of the CANTAT cable
between Canada and the United
Kingdom. Stage two, the trans-
pacific link known as COMPAC, is
joined to CANTAT through the
trans-Canada microwave system to
provide a telephone service span-
ning half the globe. In later stages
it will be extended into Southeast
Asia.

The broadcast of the opening
ceremonies, to be carried by broad-
casting organizations in all four
countries, will be heard in Canada
at 5:00 p.m. CST, 4:00 p.m. MST.
It will begin with the official in-
auguration of the service by Her
Majesty the Queen, and will in-
clude conversations among the
prime ministers of the four Com-
monwealth nations involved in the
historic communications project.

travels to Washington to persuade
the U.S. Navy to build one, but
the Admirals can’t understand his
broken English and the fact that
he is a Nobel Prize-winner leaves
them unimpressed. Then Dr. Al-
bert Einstein writes on Fermi’s
behalf to the President, who
promises action. But the Govern-
ment doesn’t do much for two
years, aside from allocating $40,000
to Columbia for research.

May 5, 1940, William L. Lau-
rence, science editor of the New
York Times, writes a headline story
detailing German research in
atomic energy. It is ignored. The
day before Pearl Harbour, Decem-
ber 6, 1941, Roosevelt finally
orders a full-scale atomic project.
A year later, on the floor of a
squash court under the west stands
of Stagg Field at Chicago Univers-
ity, where a pile built with six tons
of uranium has been constructed,
the complex monitoring instruments
tell project scientists that some-
thing unusual is happening. The
pile is operating. Human beings
are producing power the same way
energy is produced in the stars.
The scientist in charge races to
’phone Roosevelt. “The Italian
navigator has landed!” he shouts
exultantly.

The project proceeds speedily in
the highest secrecy, with two bil-
lion dollars worth of the most bril-
liant engineering in the history of
science. Three separate, secret
cities are built to accommodate it.
Wives do not know what their hus-
bands are working on. Many scien-
tists understand only their own
small part, unaware of the project’s
size and scope.

And then, at 8:15 on a perfect
summer morning in Hiroshima,
Japanese people on their way to
work watch a parachute dropping
gently from an American plane
which they assume is in trouble.
Seconds later the hopes and dreams
of thousands of them are ashes, and
through the billowing smoke the
maimed survivors scream an ago-
nized salute to a new era.

How Many Marriages
Are Rea liy Happy?
A LOT OF ATTENTION is paid
these days to “unsuccessful” mar-
riages. People view with alarm the
high incidence of divorce, marriage
counsellors are kept busy trying to
patch up tragically crumbling mar-,
riages, advice-to-the-lovelorn col-
umnists write millions of words of
consolation or castigation to those
who seek their help.

But what about those vast num-
bers of people who are partners in
seemingly successful, happy mar-
riages? Because they don’t receive
the probing scrutiny of sociologists,
these unions are generally pre-
sumed to be rich, satisfying rela-
tionships, But to one experienced
observer of the scene, the number
of truly happy, important relation-
ships in marriage is much smaller
than most of us may imagine.

The dissenting opinion comes
from Dr. John F. Cuber, an Ohio
State University sociologist and
former marriage counsellor who has
recently completed a three-year
study of “successful” marriage re-
lationships. He conducted his re-
search among 437 upper-middle-
class men and women between the
ages of 35 and 55, all of whom
had been married for at least 10
years, were not receiving aid from
counsellors or psychiatrists, and
were contemplating neither divorce
nor separation.

From his findings among this
group, plus his experience in social
work and study over the past 25
years, Dr. Cuber has drawn a
startling and depressing picture of
the relationships in marriage. After
conducting hundreds of lengthy
and intimate interviews, he is con-
vinced that only a comparative
handful of people enjoy warm,
meaningful relationships in mar-
riage. The majority of husbands
and wives, in his view, live in a
grey half-world of abrasive con-
flict, apathy, or disillusioned dull-
ness, from which affection, vitality
and true love are missing.

Dr. Cuber’s findings and opinions
will be presented on two programs
of the Project ’64 series on CBC
Radio on Sundays, December 1
and 8 at 5:00 p.m. Prepared by
Sidney Katz of Maclean’s magazine
and produced by Jack Vance, the
programs reflect Dr. Cuber’s con-
clusions in their title: The Mask
of Marriage.

Eighteen months ago Miss Hagen
was a finalist in the violin division
of the Tchaikovsky International
Music Competition in Moscow,
and she has won every other music
competition she has ever entered,
including, in New York, the 1955
Leventritt Award, which had not
been won by a violinist for nine
years, and the Naumberg Award,
in a field of 130 contestants; the
T. Eaton Award of $l,OOO in To-
ronto; the Carl Flesch and Harriet
Cohen Award in London; the
Pathe Marconi Prize in Paris; and
she was nominated “the outstand-
ing woman musician in the British
Commonwealth” in 1952.

She began her musical career at
the age of three with piano lessons,
and at the Alberta Music Festival
a year later won her first award
for singing, the prize being violin
lessons, which she began at seven.
Her maternal great-grandfather had
been a violin-maker in Aberdeen,
and an uncle on her father’s side
was a “natural-born fiddler.” Miss
Hagen gave her first recital at
eight, and a year later won a
double scholarship in violin and
piano at the Chicago Conservatory.
Later she studied at the Royal
Conservatory of Music of Toronto,
with Geza de Kresz, and then in
New York with Ivan Galamian and
at the Juilliard School.

piece of silverware in triumph.
Today, Canada’s professional clubs
spend millions every year in their
attempts to emulate U of T’s early
example. No other sports event in
Canada generates the widespread
interest and excitement of the Grey
Cup, nor attracts so large a follow-
ing. The annual pageantry and
revelry that surround the actual
playing of the game rivals any in
the world.

Spurred on by the promise of a
monumental party, fans travel long
distances to be in on the celebra-
tions, held this year in Vancouver.
The invasion of fun-seekers results
in a rush of fresh business for res-
taurants, stores, hotels and other
places catering to the public, and
the bonanza created by the visit-
ing firemen has been estimated in
the millions of dollars in extra
business. There are planned and
impromptu parades, dinners,
luncheons, breakfasts and recep-
tions tendered by various organiza-
tions, and high-spirited fun and
games throughout the entire week-
end. With luck, the energetic cele-
brant may even remember to go
to the stadium for the game.

Which brings us to the raison
d’etre of the whole magnificent
blow-out: the game itself. The
Grey Cup became a truly national
contest in 1935, when the West
won the Cup for the first time.
The 1948 win was the fourth for
the Westerners, but it wasn’t until
1954 that they really began to roll.
That year Edmonton Eskimos de-
feated the heavily-favoured Mon-
treal Alouettes by one point, and
went on to retain the championship
for the two succeeding years. Ham-
ilton snatched back victory for the
East in ’57, but Winnipeg Blue
Bombers took the Cup back west
again in ’5B and ’59. Ottawa stem-
med the tide briefly in 1960, but
Winnipeg poured back in ’6l and
’62 to uphold the honour of the
West. At press time it is impos-
sible to know which teams will
meet in this year’s clash, but it
will be either Regina Roughriders
or B.C. Lions against either Ot-

tawa Rough Riders or Hamilton
Tiger-Cats. Empire Stadium will
be the spot where East meets
West, and the twain will meet, no
doubt, with a resounding crash.

Based on past Grey Cup games,
the unusual will be the norm for
the contest. The tradition of oddi-
ties started with the very first
game back in 1909, when Park-
dale substitutes puffed cigarettes
furiously as they warmed the
bench (“Rather a peculiar training
stunt,” was the opinion of a con-
temporary writer). Recent depart-
ures from regulation behaviour
include the moment in the 1957
game in Toronto when Bibbles
Bawel was tripped by a spectator
as he sped down the sidelines to an
almost-certain touchdown. In ’6O
Ottawa Rough Riders were de-
clared winners over Edmonton
Eskimos even though the game
wasn’t completed. In the final
minute of play some youngsters ran
off with the ball and thousands of
fans crowded onto the field, forc-
ing the calling of the game with 41
seconds still on the clock.

Last year, in perhaps the weird-
est Grey Cup game of all, fog
descended o n Toronto’s CNE
Stadium so thickly that players,
officials, candy butchers and tele-
vision cameramen were falling
over each other in blind confusion.
After 50 minutes and 31 second of
ghostly play, in which quarter-
backs and ends materialized out
of the gloom like latter-day Flying
Dutchmen, and just as quickly
disappeared back into limbo, the
game was called part way through
•the final quarter. The next day,
in an anti-climactic contest lasting
just nine minutes, 29 seconds,
Winnipeg retained its margin of
28-27 over Hamilton.

CBC Radio and Television net-
works will carry complete cover-
age of this year’s game and its
attendant celebrations and cere-
monies.

Television coverage begins at
11:00 am. CST, 10:00 am. MST,
with the telecast of the Grey Cup
Parade from Vancouver. The
Parade will contain more than 100
entries, including 30 bands, 30

Wesker has a splendid ear for
common, vulgar speech, which he
handles with admirable restraint.
His characters “swear and rumble
and snap and grunt just like all
those human beings who glory in
being plain people.”

Wednesday night, December 4,
at 9:30 p.m., CBC-TV’s Festival
presents a performance of Roots,
adapted by Henry Comor and pro-
duced by Harvey Hart.

WHEN A MEMBER of a sym-
phony orchestra who has been eat-
ing regularly and depending on a
pay cheque at the end of the
month for many years suddenly
starts freelancing internationally, it
takes courage, exceptional talent,
a winning personality, and lucky
breaks to succeed in the stiff com-
petition of the concert world.
Doubtless many who have taken
the plunge and found themselves
beyond their depth and rather
hungry have wished they could
slink back to the anonymous se-
curity of the orchestra.

But since he left the first ’cellist
desk of the New York Philhar-
monic in 1951, Leonard Rose has
topped one success with another,
and more than lived up to Dmitri
Mitropoulos’s assessment as “the
superlative ’cellist of today. He is
the finest I have ever worked with,
possessing all the qualities that
make a great artist.”

delphia as a pupil of Felix Sal-
mond. In the fall of 1938, when
Rose had graduated from the In-
stitute, Arturo Toscanini appointed
him assistant first ’cellist with the
NBC Symphony.

The next summer, at 21, Rose
joined the Cleveland Orchestra as
first ’cellist—one of the youngest
first-desk men in any major Ameri-
can symphony orchestra. Although
he had left the NBC Orchestra,
Toscanini asked him to accompany
the orchestra on its South Ameri-
can tour, which he did. After four
seasons with the Cleveland Orches-
tra, during which he made 14 ap-
pearances as soloist, and headed
the ’cello department at the Cleve-
land Institute on the side, Rose
joined the New York Philharmonic
at first ’cellist in 1943, and held
that position for eight years.

When he embarked on a solo
career he received a number of
fine tributes from conductors he
had worked with, among them Dr.
Bruno Walter, who said: “Leonard
Rose’s profound musicianship,
technical perfection, his emotional
warmth and the rare beauty of his
tone have been a joy for me in all
the years of our musical associa-
tion. The cause of the ’cello’s
musical literature can be in no bet-
ter hands than his.”

PREPARATION OF
EGGPLANT

City Boy Gordie Tapp
Lover of Farming and Horses
GORDIE TAPP, attable emcee of CBC-TV's
Country Hoedown, loves farms, farming, and horses,
which seems fitting, although Tapp is a city boy.

Born in London, Ont., 40 years ago, Gordie Tapp bounced into
show business at the age of five in a school harmonica band. During his
high school days he sang and played at school dances and concerts.

In 1947, he became a disc jockey at a Niagara Falls radio station.
A stint at a station in Guelph followed and then he moved to CHML in
Hamilton, Ont., where he developed his comic talents. From night club
work in the area he developed Cousin Clem and another favourite,
Gaylord.

When the CBC began auditions for Country Hoedown they asked
Tapp to act as master of ceremonies. Gordie was an instant success and
is now in his eighth year with the Friday night program.

With the established success of his weekly TV show, an amiable
half-hour of fiddles and foot-tapping harmony and added income from
stage appearances, Tapp found himself in a position to fulfill some
dreams. He bought his first horse and since then the emcee, singer,
dancer, writer, musician and businessman has bought and sold more than
12 horses.

Gordie recently purchased a 35-acre farm in Burlington, with a large
farmhouse and stables. He’s currently carefully remodelling the farm
house so that the rustic look of the place is kept.

In the stables, Gordie has a total of seven horses including his prize-
winning thoroughbred hunter, French Flash, and two Arabians.

French Flash is Gordie’s favourite mount. He purchased the horse
in 1962 and shortly after entered him at the Hamilton-Wentworth fair.
The horse took first and second prizes in the walk, trot and canter entries.
The Arabian horses were recently acquired by Gordie from George Ross,
owner of the Lost River Ranch in Alberta, the largest ranch in Canada-
-283,000 acres.

To exercise the animals, Gordie rides daily in good weather and two
or three times a week during the winter. His riding attire, unlike Cousin
Clem’s floppy hat and overalls, consists of a cavalry-twilled jacket and
jodhpurs tucked into gleaming knee-high boots.

All of Gordie’s four children
are good riders, and his eldest
daughter, Barbara, 14, has become
an avid jumper, winning several
ribbons in southern Ontario horse
shows. Tapp’s wife, Helen, is the
only non-rider in the family.

Gordie says his ultimate goal in
the horse business is breeding
thoroughbreds.

1 eggplant
2 tomatoes (chopped and

drained)
1 onion (chopped)
1 clove garlic (pressed)
Vi cup olive oil
1 tsp. sugar
2 tbsp. vinegar

Parboil eggplant; cut in half-

inch slices and put under weight
to remove moisture. Saute beef in
2 tbsp. butter and add potato, car-
rot and onions. When cool beat in
egg. Wipe slices of eggplant, dip
in flour and brown on both sides.
Butter baking dish and sprinkle
with bread crumbs. Put in slices of
eggplant alternately with beef mix-
ture ending with eggplant. Top
with sliced tomatoes and over this
pour V 2 tin of tomato soup mixed
with 1 cup consomme. Bake un-
covered for % of an hour at 350°.
Remove from oven and sprinkle
with parmesan cheese.
