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Recalls the Great
Operatic. Prima Donnas

JOAN SUTHERLAND has been
hailed as the greatest prima donna
of our time, a worthy successor to
a tradition that includes such
names as Jenny Lind, Nellie Melba,
Emma Albani, Adelina Patti and
others. In the last decade the tall,
statuesque Australian soprano has
won acclaim in the world’s opera
houses, on the concert and recital
stage, in recordings and broadcasts
in many parts of the world. But
with all the fame and accolades
that have come her way she has
remained the down-to-earth person
she was before the world dis-
covered her, a simple woman with
a great voice, a flair for the dra-
matic, and an all-encompassing de-
votion to her art.

In an unique program on CBC-
TV's Festival (Wednesday, Decem-
ber 11, 9:30 p.m.) Joan Sutherland,
the prima donna assoluta of today,
pays tribute to some of her great
predecessors, evoking memories of
prima donnas of the past by talk-
ing about them informally and
singing excerpts from their most
famous operatic roles. Richard
Bonynge, Miss Sutherland’s hus-
band, coach and mentor, the man
who has been chiefly responsible
for her rapid rise to musical emi-
nence, will conduct the CBC Sym-
phony Orchestra in the program,
and a young American tenor, Rich-
ard Conrad, will appear as assisting
artist, joining Miss Sutherland in
two duets. Some of the numbers
will be performed in costume and
with sets, as they would be in the
opera house, with staging by Irving
Guttman and sets by Murray Lau-
fer. The script is by Ronald Ham-
bleton and production is by Franz
Kraemer. Reflecting the unusual
nature of the program is its title:
A Primer on Prima Donnas — An
Evening with Joan Sutherland.

It is in the operas of the Italian
bel canto tradition that Miss
Sutherland has scored her greatest
successes — roles that call for the
florid, stratospheric vocal style

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WILLIAM G. RICHARDSON, CBC director of engineering and tech-
nical services, retires at the end of this year. Succeeding Mr. Richardson
will be J. E. Hayes, now chief engineer at CBC Engineering Head-
quarters in Montreal. '

R. D. Cahoon, CBC prairies regional engineer at Winnipeg, will
replace Mr. Hayes.

Mr. Richardson, a veteran of Canadian broadcasting, has been
director of engineering and technical services since July, 1962. He has
been the Corporation’s senior engineering officer since April, 1953,
during the period of television’s greatest growth in Canada, from the
time it consisted of only two stations through to the development of
the coast-to-coast network.

A B.Sc. degree graduate of Queen’s University in 1926, Mr. Rich-
ardson has been connected with the CBC and its predecessor, the Cana-
dian Radio Broadcasting Commission, since 1935. In 1955, he was
elected a Fellow of the Institute of Radio Engineers “for his contribu-
tions to the art of broadcasting, both sound and television, in Canada.”

Mr. Haves, CBC chief engineer since 1953, joined the CBC in 1936
after receiving a B.Sc. degree in electrical engineering from Queen’s
University in 1935. In 1945 he became assistant transmission and
development engineer and, in the preparatory vears prior to the start of
CBC Television, he visited the United States, England and France to
study the technical installations for television in those countries.

In 1951 Mr. Hayves was appointed assistant to the chief engineer
and; later the same year, assistant to the director general of engineering.

Mr. Cahoon’s experience in vadio and television engineering has
been of the widest variety since his graduation from the University of
Toronto in 1934. He joined the CRBC in 1935 as studio construction
engineer and a vear later was special operations engineer at Montreal
CBC Engineering Headquarters.

In 1939 Mr. Cahoon went to Watrous, Sask., to take charge of the
50,000-watt regional radio transmitter there. Two years later he was
returned to Montreal as radio facilities engineer. In 1948, Mr. Cahoon
returned to Winnipeg to become
prairies regional engineer and to
supervise the CBW and CBX in-
stallations.

Two vears ago, in 1961, Mr.
Cahoon vepresented the CBC at
the British Commonwealth Con-
ference on Broadcasting at New
Delhi, India. Earlier that year he
went to Ghana as an adviser on
establishment of a television system
in that country.

This year he was chosen to co-
ordinate the technical agenda and
papers for the engineering commit-
tee of the 1963 Commonwealth
Broadcasting Conference when it
met in Canada in May and June.

He is a Fellow of the Institute
of Radio Engineers and a member
of the Association of Professional
Engineers of Manitoba.

playwright on the international
stage in recent years—four of his
major plays have been staged fre-
quently in Canada and the U.S.,
and a minor play, Arturo Ui, is
currently being performed in New
York with Christopher Plummer in
the title role.

These writers represent a great
variety of literary styles. Mann’s
early work was traditional in many
ways, but he grew into a major
exponent of the European experi-
mental novel. Kafka was an inno-
vator from the start. The night-
mare atmosphere of some of his
work and his use of the grotesque
have a surrealistic flavour. Rilke’s
early beginnings show a kinship

Lucy and the Military Academy. Lucy
becomes involved in an obstacle course

with the movement of art for art’s
sake which spread across Europe
near the end of the 19th century,
but he outgrew those attitudes, and
the daring imagery of his mature
work has exerted a significant in-
fluence on English poetry since the
’30s. Brecht not only contributed
great plays but also a theory of the
stage and of acting which the
theatre is feeling with increasing
effect.

Thomas Mann, born in 1875,
and awarded the Nobel Prize for
Literature in 1929, wrote a best-
seller when he was 25: his novel
Buddenbrooks. In his first talk, Dr.
Eichner will try to account for this
novel’s popularity, show how it re-
flects one of Mann’s central themes:
the problem of the artist who feels
he is an “outsider” and who suffers
from a bad conscience, and how
Mann dealt with this problem at
various stages of his career.

“When the Nazis came to power
in Germany,” says Dr. Eichner,
“Mann was driven into exile. For
years he mulled over the question
of how his own country, which he
never ceased to love, could have
become a party to the pernicious
doctrines and criminal practices of
National Socialism. Part of his
answer is in his most unconven-
tional novel, Doctor Faustus. In my
December 8 lecture I'll show how
Mann simultaneously recounts in
this novel the story of the 16th-
century magician, Faustus, of Nazi
Germany, of modern music, and of
the philosopher Nietsche, whom he

Verdi's well-known opera is the first of the

Metropolitan Opera series to be heard on CBC Radio

starting December 7 at 2:00 p.m.

THE METROPOLITAN OPERA
opened its 79th season in mid-
October with a daring new produc-
tion of Giuseppe Verdi’s most pop-
ular work, Aida, complete with
what some startled first-nighters
described as “hootchy - kootchy”
dancers. On December 7 the same
production will begin the Met’s
32nd year of Saturday afternoon
broadcasts direct from the stage of
the venerable 80-year-old opera
house in New York. The 20 broad-
casts will be heard on CBC Radio,
beginning at 2:00 p.m.

The opening performance stars
American soprano Leontyne Price
in the title role, with Georg Solti
conducting. The cast includes Rita
Gorr, Carlo Bergonzi, Mario Sereni
and Cesare Siepi.

Besides the exciting new produc-
tion of Aida, Met broadcast high-
lights this season include the North
American premiére (February 8)
of The Last Savage, a new opera
by Gian-Carlo Menotti, staged by
the composer and conducted by
Thomas Schippers; new produc-

.

tions of Verdi's Falstaff (March
21), conducted by Leonard Bern-
stein, making his Met début, and
of Massenet's Manon (December
21); and a performance of Verdi’s
Requiem (March 28), never before
heard in this series. Fritz Reiner,
veteran of many Met performances,
returns after a 10-year absence to
conduct the December 10 broad-
cast of Goetterdaemmerung.

Radio listeners will be able to
“see” the dramatically new presen-
tation of Aida, including the strik-
ingly modern dances, through the
eyes of Milton Cross, who has de-
scribed Metropolitan Opera per-
formances on the air for 32 years,
without missing one. This year his
commentary will include story-
lines of the operas.

The regular intermission features,
which play an important part in
each broadcast, will be heard again.
Opera News on the Air, in the Act
I intermission since the 1945-46
season, presents authoritative musi-
cal personalities discussing oper-
atic subjects from both musical

and dramatic standpoints, clarifying
their remarks with piano and vocal
illustrations. The popular Opera
Quiz, beginning its 24th year in
the Act Il intermission, offers home
opera “experts” a chance to try to
stump a panel of opera specialists,
with Quiz-master Edward Downes,
critic, lecturer, author and musical
historian. Listeners are invited to
submit questions, with or without
answers, to Texaco Opera Quiz,
135 East 42nd Street, New York
17, N.Y. Gift packages are sent to
those whose questions are used.
Downes points out that the purpose
of the quiz is not just to challenge
the experts, but to provoke discus-
sion on any operatic subject that
can add to listeners’ appreciation
of opera.

Operas with four acts allow for
a third intermission feature, Bio-
graphies in Music, in which Francis
Robinson, a senior executive with
the Metropolitan Opera Associa-
tion, recalls lives and careers of
great operatic artists of the past,
with recorded illustrations.

Vincent Tovell says, “These chan-
sonniers will offer a wide range of
material, styles and moods: folksy,
satirical, nostalgic, or with a slick,
downtown flavour, with full or-
chestra conducted by Lucio Ago-
stini, or with guitar accompani-
ment. Even when their songs are
topical they have a universal ap-
peal. For most of the performers,
this program marks their first invi-
tation to perform in Canada outside
Quebec.

Lucille Dumont
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Golf by the CHAMPIONS

AN EVEN DOZEN of Canada’s top golf pros
gathered at Alberta’s beautiful Jasper Park Lodge
golf course for six days last August to participate
in the filming of the 11 hour-long shows that make
up the second season of CBC Championship Golf.
The series, beginning Saturday, December 7, at
2:00 p.m., will be seen weekly as part of CBC-TV’s
World of Sport.

One of the largest CBC-TV film units ever as-
sembled was on hand for the filming, and the com-
plicated project had to be carried out with the
precision of a military operation. Producer Ty Lem-
berg first went to Jasper in late June to scout the
terrain and lay initial plans. When he retumed in
mid-August he was accompanied by sportscaster
Steve Douglas and a 13-man film unit, comprising
four camera crews plus sound-recorders and light-
ing technicians. The precise planning was essential
because of the tight schedule planned: Eleven
games had to be filmed in six days.

Using motor-driven golf carts fitted with camera
platforms, the crews spent their week at Jasper
“playing leapfrog” with the golfers—filming tee-off
shots, then racing ahead of the players to set up
for the next sequence, This made things easier for
the players, who didn’t have to endure long waits
between shots, but it made things hectic for the
cameramen, who had the added problem of trying
to be as quiet and unobtrusive as possible.

The skill and experience of the crews paid off.
After filming 201 holes of golf, travelling more than
420 miles around the course and shooting some
75,000 feet of film, the job was completed on
schedule.

CBC Championship Golf is an elimination tourna-
ment, with the first four programs featuring games
between four sets of three players each. The next
four shows are two-man games among the eight low
scorers. Four winners of these games move on to
the two games of the semi-finals, and in the 11th
game of the series the two finalists decide the cham-
pionship in a one-game playoff.

Producer Kraemer recently re-
turned to Toronto from Vancouver,
where he witnessed Miss Suther-
land’s superb performance in a
Vancouver Opera Association pro-
duction of Bellini’'s Norma. He
comments that she is “not what one
usually thinks of as a prima donna”
and that the fabled vanity of the
typical opera star is almost entirely
absent from her personality. The
soprano herself has described her
life as “singularly unglamorous. It
is a rigid and cloistered existence.”

Aside from other considerations,
the lack of time would militate
against any temptations for luxuri-
living in Miss Sutherland’s
case. After the Vancouver opera
appearance she was bound for
Philadelphia, to sing Violetta in La
Traviata, in which role she will

"make her long-awaited first ap-

pearance at New York's Metro-
politan Opera in the new year. The
Festival program was videotaped
during her visit to Toronto in late
November, during which she gave
a concert at Massey Hall.

THE OLD-TIME “medicine man’s”
approach was crude and primitive,
but its psychology was sound.

On Music Programs

WHEN THE VIOLONCELLO
evolved from the bass viol and took
its place as tenor member of the
violin family, it offered less scope
than a violin for displaying bow-
ing skill, but it brought a bitter-
sweet quality to string music that
Handel, Bach and a few other
composers were quick to appreciate
and employ in its widest range.
Unfortunately many composers
have not exploited the ’'cello’s mel-
low voice as extensively as they
have that of other stringed instru-
ments. Though limited, its concert
repertoire is an interesting one,
especially in the hands of virtuosi
such as three who will be heard on
CBC Radio this week.

On Thursday night, December
12, at 11:00 local time, the cele-
brated Russian ’cellist Matislav
Rostropovitch will make the first of
two appearances in the Symphony
Hall series. On this occasion he will
be soloist with the Toronto Sym-
phony Orchestra, conducted by
Walter Susskind.

A former professor at the Mos-
cow Conservatory, the 36-year-old
‘cellist is also a pianist and com-
poser of note. On his extensive
North American and European
tours he has been described as the
peer of modern ’cellists and the
uncontested successor to Pablo
Casals. Later this season Rostro-
povitch appears on CBC-TV’s Fes-

tival in a special program by Rus-
sian artists.

On CBC Sunday Night, Decem-
ber 8, at 11:30 local time, there
will be a recital by Montreal ’cel-
lists Lotte Brott and Walter
Joachim, with harpsichodist Kelsey
Jones.

Originally the ’cello was a man’s
instrument, but thanks to a small
mechanical invention, the tailpin
used to support the ’cello on the
floor, its popularity spread to
women musicians. Among these,
Lotte Brott is outstanding. German-
born, she studied in Switzerland
with such famous ’cellists as
Emanuel Feuermann, and, after
coming to Canada in 1939, Zara
Nelsova. Mrs. Brott has played
with the Montreal Symphony,
McGill Chamber Orchestra, and
its predecessor, the McGill String
Quartet, for 22 years, and appears
often as recitalist on stage, radio
and television.

Walter Joachim, also German-
born, studied on scholarship at the
State Academy in Cologne, and for
four years occupied the first chair
in the cello section of the Cologne
Chamber Orchestra. While he was
on a world tour with the Quartetto
d’Ttalia, the Second World War
broke out. Joachim spent 10 years
in Shanghai as teacher to the
master class for ’cellists at the Na-
tional Conservatory. Since settling
in Canada in 1952 he has per-
formed many times on CBC Radio
and Television and in leading con-
cert halls.

December 7 - 18

New Interest
In Pre-Bach Music

THE LAST DECADE has seen a
strong resurgence of popular in-
terest in the music of the pre-Bach
period. The reasons for this re-
newal of interest are obscure. Per-
haps some music-lovers, sated with
19th-century Romanticism and
wary of contemporary composi-
tion, are discovering new and re-
freshing musical experiences in the
brilliant works of Medieval and
Renaissance epochs. Credit must
go to the efforts of such groups as
the Dolmetsch family and the New
York Pro Musica in bringing early
music out of the limbo into which
it had vanished, but whatever the
reasons, interest has now been ex-
tended through concerts, broad-
casts and recordings, to include a
much wider public for ancient
music than existed a generation
ago.

The music of Medieval and
Renaissance periods shows con-
tinuous development and covers a
wide range of styles, a fact which
seems surprising only because little
attention has been given to the
period. When one considers that
the span between, say, Pope Greg-
ory’s codification of plainsong
chants (about 595) and the Eliza-
bethan madrigalists, is more than
1,000 years, one can understand
what a wealth of musical material
is available, though still largely
neglected. And while musical de-
velopment in earlier ages was slow,

it was not by any means non-

existent.

The hazy indifference to early
music can result in glaring anach-
ronisms. Minnesingers and meister-
singers, for instance, are sometimes
lumped together as contemporaries,
whereas in fact they were sepa-
rated (in time as well as in style)
by as wide a gulf as exists between
Schubert lieder and the latest
popular songs. Instruments, too,
were much more diverse in earlier
times than they are today. The
14th-century composer Machaut
mentions having heard 30 different
kinds of instruments at one time;
the modern symphony orchestra
may contain 20 (though many
more of each kind).

In an hour-long program on
CBC Sunday Night this week (De-
cember 8, 9:00 p.m.), a glimpse
into the life and times of  the
period from Charlemagne to Queen
Elizabeth the First — that is, from
about 800 to 1600 — will be pro-
vided through music and poetry
of the age. Taking part will be
the Montreal Consort of Viols,
directed by Otto Joachim; Le Petit
Ensemble Vocal, directed by
George Little; contralto Sally Hay-
den; and actor Powys Thomas,
who will read narration and poems
relating to the period. The music
will range from Gregorian chant
through early forms of polyphony
to the so-called Golden Age of the
late Renaissance.

DECEMBER 10 — Human Rights
Day, and the CBC marks the occa-
sion with a special radio program
in the first half of the regular
Trans-Canada Matinée format, on
Tuesday, December 10, at 2:03
p.m. (2:33 p.m. on CBX), replac-
ing Matinee Quiz, and titled Can
We Cast the First Stone?

Written by freelance writer and
broadcaster Jim McLean, the 30-
minute program investigates the
incidence of racial discrimination
against Negroes in Canada. Pro-
duced by Bob Nichols, the pro-
gram quickly establishes that dis-
crimination does exist, among all
levels of society, but for the most
part, it asserts itself either camou-
flaged or inverted—*“camouflaged”
in as much as many people are
aware of their own resentments but
are attempting to overcome them,
or “inverted” in that many persons
try too hard to show an embarrass-
ing friendliness to Negroes which
still emphasizes the basic difference
between the Negro and his white
brethren.

Among those giving opinions on
the question are Toronto Baptist
minister A. S. Markham, who has
one of the largest Negro congrega-
tions in Canada; Montreal news-
paperman Alvin Johnson, himself
active in anti-discrimination cam-
paigns; Frank Crockett, editor, and
president of the Alberta Association
for the Advancement of Coloured
Peoples; and Dalhousie University
professor Guy Henson.

McLean discovered that many
Negroes have ceased to care about
bettering themselves in Canada,
where many have discovered that
even a university degree fits them
for nothing more intellectually stim-
ulating than being a porter.

“Some have told me that they
feel the situation in the States or
in South Africa is almost prefer-
able to that in Canada—at least in
those places the Negro knows
where he stands. There it’s open
warfare. Here it's more of a cold
war,” McLean noted.

Claude Léveillé is a 31-year-
old Montrealer who made his début
at 22 in a concert at the University
of Montreal, where he studied
political economy and sociology.
The audience’s wild enthusiasm
precipitated him into a profes-
sional career in Montreal cabarets
almost overnight. Later he became
an actor, ~disk-jockey and script-
writer in TV and Radio. When
Edith Piaf heard him perform she
was so impressed by his song-writ-
ing ability that she arranged for
him to write exclusively for her in
Paris, where he composed Vieux
Piano, Boulevard du Crime, and
many other songs which she re-
corded with success. When illness
forced Mlle. Piaf to take a long
rest Léveillé moved to New York,
where he wrote the score for a
musical comedy with lyricist Gladys
Shelley and Anita Loos.

Even Miss Loos finds his music
difficult to describe. “It is vibrant,
strong, and in no way reminiscent
of any other composer,” she says.
“His songs burst instantly into
melodies without preamble. They
will haunt you for a long, long
time.”

Gilles Vigneault, who hails from
Natashquan, a village on the St.
Lawrence off Anticosti Island, is
something of a paradox. He’s a
graduate of Laval University,
writes poetry and edits a poetry
magazine, but his music and lyrics
are coloured by the unsophisticated
countryside and country dialects of
Quebec. He has written 100 songs
and two books and says there are
lots more to come.

Novelist Hugh MacLennan calls
Claude Gauthier “a singer of rare
style, talent and emotional force.
He makes no attempt to tell us who
his people are. Instead, he makes
us feel who they are. Here is
French folk music, not quaint but
authentically modern, re-emerging
out of a long deep-freeze in a

stern, cold, but marvelously beau-
tiful province now discovering the
adventure of expressing its own
experience, its own deeply-felt
emotions.”

Lucille Dumont is a charming
Montrealer who has been captivat-
ing audiences since she made her
radio début as a teenager in 1935,
Her warmly-expressive style has
been a regular attraction in radio,
TV and cabarets ever since—Que-
bec critics consider her one of the
finest interpreters of the new songs
of French Canada.

Felix Leclerc has long been ad-
mired in Quebec for his sensitive
expression of his people’s spirit in
songs, which he’s been writing
since 1932, Thirteen years ago he
took them to Paris for the first time
and was an instant success. He
sang them in France, Spain, Italy,
Switzerland, Algeria, Israel — and
became a legend. Then he returned
to a farm in Vaudreuil, and there
the CBC-TV cameras visit him as
he sings and talks about Quebec’s
“song explosion.” He’s a gentle,
sincere, hard-working idealist who
prefers to live close to the land he
loves, to travel around his prov-
ince singing to ordinary men and
women about themselves and their
dreams. “We go now into matur-
ity,” he says of his people today.
“We express what we really see,
what we really are.”

loved and admired but whom he
held partly responsible for Ger-
many’s lapse into barbarism.” Dr.
Eichner illustrates how, in Mann’s
view, these themes support each
other and help us understand
modern history.

Many admirers of Franz Kafka
find his novels and short stories
depressing. While his books are
somewhat obscure in the sense that
no two critics seem to agree in
their interpretation of them, he
ranks among the leading handful
of prose writers of the century. Dr.
Eichner will explain this paradox
in his January 1 talk (the series
will not be heard on Christmas
Day), showing that Kafka is one of
the great innovators in modern
prose fiction, and offering an inter-
pretation of his work wide enough
to accommodate many critics’ in-
terpretations.

Rainer Maria Rilke has been
studied more extensively outside
Germany than any German lyric
poet since Goethe. On January 8
Dr. Eichner discusses Rilke’s fasci-
nating, unusual personality, shows
how Rilke’s failures and difficulties
as a person are linked with his
poetic achievements, reads and in-
terprets some of the best poetry of
his middle period. On January 15
Dr. Eichner surveys Rilke’s Duino
Elegies, and a cycle of 55 sonnets,
shows how they attempt to provide
an answer to problems in Rilke’s
own life, and discusses the formal
mastery that makes them the poet’s
crowning achievement.

In the January 22 lecture Dr.
Eichner discusses The Thieepenny
Opera as an example of Brecht’s
dramatic prowess and assigns it a
place in Brecht’s development as a
writer. Eichner shows how Brecht’s
political extremism led to his formu-

lating an exciting, influential theory
of the stage and of acting, but also
made him misapply his talents for a
while.

On January 29 Dr. Eichner ana-
lyzes Brecht’'s Mother Courage and
The Life of Galileo to show how
they reflect the playwright’s theory
of the “epic theatre,” indicates some
of Brecht’s major virtues as a dram-
atist, and tells of his return to East
Germany after the Second World
War and of his peculiar position
under Communist dictatorship.

. Dr. Eichner was born in Vienna,
studied at the University of Lon-
don, where he also taught, and has
been on the Queen’s faculty since
1950. His published works include
a study of Thomas Mann in Ger-
man, and he is co-editor of the criti-
cal edition of Friedrich Schlegels

works.
