These programs are deliberately
scheduled at a late hour, so that young
children are not apt to he watching.
It is felt that mystery drama, like
other, more pleasant, types of enter-
tainment, plays a valid role in the
balanced programming the CBC is
attempting to present, although it is
recognized that such entertainment
does not suit the tastes of certain in-
dividuals.
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Intehtel visits Iran to record the
story of how the Shah is bringing about
his own revolution, to boost his ancient
country into the 20th century. The special
program is seen Wednesday, January 15 at 9:30 p.m.

EACH SUMMER the Shah of Iran
and his family leave the heat of
Teheran, their capital, for the
cooler breezes of the Caspian Sea.
They have a modest white villa,
set in a pleasant garden, in a quiet
tree-lined town by the sea. Two
soldiers stand guard at the gates.
It seems an ideal and peaceful set-
ting for the holiday of a king and
his family.

But, in fact, the villa is always
empty; the two soldiers preserve
nothing but the illusion that the
Shah is in residence. He and his
family live half a mile away, in a
small house built on steel girders
standing in the sea, at the end of
a long jetty wide enough for only
one car. The Shah’s bodyguards
patrol the jetty, other soldiers
watch constantly from look-out
posts, while still more troops circle
the house in fast motor boats.

These elaborate security precau-
tions could merely point up the
fact that the Shah, like many Other-
Middle East kings, must always be
alert to the danger of assassination.
One of the things that makes the
Shah of Iran different and unique
is the nature of his enemies.

In the ' West, the 44-year-old
Shah Mohammed Reza Pahlevi is
perhaps best known as something

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of a playboy king. He is wealthy
and handsome, has had two spec-
tacular divorces and three wives;
he is a jet pilot and an avid sports-
man. But the Shah is also some-
thing totally new in the modern
world—a king who has become a
revolutionary. He has taken on the
immense task of transforming his
country into a progressive, indus-
trial nation.

The story of the Shah’s attempt
to bring Iran into the 20th century
will be told this week in a special
program on CBC Television. Iran-,
the King’s Revolution, to be seen
Wednesday, January 15 at 9:30
p.m., is another in the series of
documentaries produced for the In-

ternational Television Federation—
Intertel.

The Shah has launched a pro-
gram of social reform that could
dramatically change the lives of the
22 million people over whom he
rules. Ironically, it is precisely the
kind of program that, elsewhere in
the Middle East, has come about
after a king has been deposed by
a revolutionary coup. Thus, the
Shah is deeply aware that the suc-
cess of his gigantic task depends
above all on his own survival. In
these circumstances the bizarre de-
ception of his decoy villa on the
Caspian becomes meaningful, even
essential,' For if the Shah were

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IN 1853, Giuseppe Verdi dared to use a libretto
which put psychological problems into the do-
main of lyric opera, to make his heroine a beau-
tiful courtesan dying of consumption, to have richly
dressed socialites and demi-mondes fraternizing on
the stage, and to cloak the whole production in
gloriously sentimental, highly dramatic music, in-
cluding many ear-pleasing melodies. It was a dismal
flop at its debut in Venice, and was denounced for its
“foul and hideous horrors” by theatre-goers who
preferred librettos dealing with the grandeur of
monarchs, political struggles and the pomp of ritual
and ceremony. Realism and personal tragedy on the
opera stage seemed to them quite indecent. Besides
which, Verdi’s characters were undeniably bourgeois!

But La Traviata has since become one of the three
most popular operas in the world, a bittersweet story
of a Magdalene redeemed by a great love. The
Metropolitan Opera Company presented it in its
first season 80 years ago, and has repeated it con-
sistently. Famed Australian-born soprano Joan Suther-
land will sing the title role in her first Violetta per-
formance at the Met in the broadcast on Saturday
afternoon, January 11, at 2:00 p.m. Her most famous
role to date is Lucia di Lammermoor, which she
will sing in Moscow in June, in a new production at
the Bolshoi Opera being designed especially for her.

Adapted from the younger Alexandre Dumas’
famous novel. The Lady of the Camellias, La Tra-
viata tells the story of a young woman so deeply in
love that she sacrifices her own happiness for the
man she loves. Violetta Valery, one of the loveliest
and most talented of the Parisian demi-monde, meets
Alfredo Germont, falls deeply in love, and realizes
the shallowness of her life until then.

Violetta and Alfredo retire to the country and live
there blissfully for three months, until he learns that
she is selling her jewels to maintain their establish-
ment. He goes to Paris to raise funds and during his
absence his father persuades Violetta to renounce
him—if she doesn’t, then Alfredo’s sister will not be
able to make a good marriage because of the scan-
dal. Violetta makes the sacrifice, and tells her lover,
in a note, that she has left him because of the
wealthy Baron Douphol. Alfredo vows revenge and
follows her to Paris. Later, at a party given by one
of her friends, he turns up and wins heavily at cards.
He throws his winnings at Violetta’s feet, declaring
that he has now paid her in full, and is reproached
by his father for his insulting behaviour.

Violetta has been suffering from consumption,
aggravated by her return to Paris. Finally she is left
alone, impoverished and dying, attended only by her
maid. Alfredo’s father relents and confesses to his
son that it was he who influenced Violetta to reject
her lover. Alfredo rushes to her side. He asks her to
marry him, but she is too weak to do more than bid
him a final adieu, and dies in his arms.

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North American Premiere

A one-act opera by
Richard Rodney Bennett

CBC Sunday Night January 12, 8:05 p.m.
THE NORTH AMERICAN premiere of The Ledge, a one-act opera and the largest
work to date of 27-year-old British composer Richard Rodney Bennett, will be given
on CBC Sunday Night, January 12, on radio at 8:05 p.m. It will be performed by
tenor Robert Peters, soprano Gloria Richard, and baritone Claude Letoumeau, with
a Montreal chamber orchestra conducted by Otto Wemer-Mueller.

Commissioned for presentation at Sadlers Wells two years ago, the opera is built
around a dramatic situation rather than a plot. It’s the story of a man who is about
to throw himself from the top storey of a high city building; an older clerk who was
saved from the same situation 10 years before; and the would-be suicide’s wife, whose
ability to evoke laughter in despair prevents a disaster.

After the opera’s debut, The Observer noted that “The Ledge is an extraordinarily
accomplished score for a composer still in his early twenties. It shows that Mr. Ben-
nett already has more dramatic poise and operatic savoir-faire than most English
composers acquire in a lifetime. In particular, his use of a small chamber orchestra
reveals an ear for colour that is both precise and imaginative.”

British critic Nicholas Maw believes that Bennett “possesses one of the most ex-
traordinary talents that have arrived on the scene since the young Britten startled the
world 30 years ago.”

Bennett was born to a musical family: his father a well-known author of books
for children and on education and drama, his mother a pupil of Holst and a talented
pianist and composer, who strongly influenced her son’s musical taste. He has been
composing since he was six, and by his mid-teens had written an impressive list of seri-
ous works, including a fluid, assured venture into serial technique.

In 1953 he went to the Royal Academy of Music on a scholarship to study with
Lennox Barclay and later with Howard Ferguson, and while there had many of his
works performed at Aldeburgh, Darmstadt, and other music centres. In 1957 he went
to Paris for two years to study with Pierre Boulez on a French Government scholar-
ship and a Royal Academy grant. Now he makes his home in London.

Since 1955 he has earned his living by writing scores for such films as Indiscreet,
Only Two Can Play, The Mark and Blind Date, for which he created an elegant, so-
phisticated modern jazz piece not unworthy of Johnny Dankworth, whom he admires
tremendously. Bennett is also a talented jazz pianist and accompanist. His present
ambition is to write a full-length opera.

IRAN: THE KING’S
REVOLUTION

killed Iran might well erupt into
the bloody revolution which be is
trying to bring about peacefully.

Iran is one of the oldest coun-
tries in the world. Some 2,500
years ago it was the land of the
Persians, a great imperial power
which spanned from Europe to
Asia. It was the second oldest civ-
ilization, rich in trade, in arms and
in a sophisticated culture. Then, in
the passing of history, the empire
decayed, the leaders were cor-
rupted, the land was invaded and
despoiled and Persia became
merely another backward Middle
Eastern kingdom. The final link
with a splendid past was broken
when ancient Persia was re-named
Iran.

Although the Shah’s dynasty is
short—his father seized the Peacock
Throne in 1925—he feels that he is
the inheritor of a proud royal tra-
dition. And he has learned the one
inescapable lesson of Iran’s history,
that the country has prospered and
advanced only under strong and
enlightened kings.

In A King’s Revolution, the Shah
is interviewed, and one of his state-
ments reveals how he came to
emulate the example of the early
Persian rulers. “When I was a
young boy in Switzerland, making
my studies,” he says, “I was think-
ing to myself that if, one day, I
had a say in the affairs of my coun-
try, I would try my best to raise
the standards of living of my
people, and of our society, to the
level of the modem countries of
the world.”

become independent and self-reli-
ant at a fairly early age. Now, at
34, he is clinical psychologist at
the Beverley School for the Deaf
in Massachusetts, and is working
on his Ph.D. thesis.

Maclnnis first met him when
Thompson was guest speaker at
the opening of the Alexander
Graham Bell Museum in Baddeck.
Hearing Thompson’s clear, easy
speech, Maclnnis couldn’t believe
he was deaf, so he made a point of
finding out more about him in a
series of tape-recorded talks. Tech-
nicians and editors who listened
to the tapes thought Thompson
must have a very slight speech
defect, but it didn’t occur to them
that they were listening to a deaf
man who had been taught speech
through a mechanical system of
breath control, and by watching
the position of his teachers’ lips,
tongue and teeth. He is much in
demand as a guest speaker in the
U.S.

In the Project ’64 program he
reminisces about his childhood,
tells the story of his struggle to
learn to speak and how he copes
with his handicap, how others re-
act to him, and about times when
others have thoughtlessly made
him feel “different.” Also heard on
the program are Thompson’s par-
ents and some of his teachers.

THE GOAL: to place a man on
the moon, announced in 1961 by
the late President John F, Kennedy.

A vital consideration in the ten-

JULIAN BREAM, a Cockney of
30 who plays the guitar and lute
with virtuoso technique and has
been blowing the dust off Eliza-
bethan music in concert halls
around the world for a decade or
so, ended his first North American
tour with his Consort last month,
and headed for home, leaving be-
hind a recorded recital which will
be heard in CBC Radio’s Distin-
guished Artists series on Monday,
January 13, at 9:30 p.m.

Bream’s father was a jazz guitar-
ist. Bream says “My god was then,
and is now, the jazz guitarist
Django Reinhardt. He died in ’53.
I never met him, but knew all his
records. Such rhythm and spon-
taneity! I started guitar when I was
10 and had two lessons with Andres
Segovia when I was 14. I admire
the old man very much.

“I’ve had no schooling. I was
evacuated twice from London dur-
ing the war, which interrupted my
schooling, and then I quit alto-
gether when I was 14. I’ve loved
the lute since I was a kid and had
been playing it for some years be-
fore switching from guitar. Thomas
Goff, the harpsichord maker,
offered to make me a lute when I
met him. I was 17 then, and it was
to be my first. We found a 16th-
century lute in the Victoria and
Albert Museum and had it X-rayed
to figure out the complicated con-
glomeration of struts and ribs in-
side. We ■ couldn’t very well tear
museum property to pieces. He
made a beautiful copy, and we use
it in the Consort,”

logical, common-sense themes that
are of interest to Christian and
non-Christians alike.

Dr. Pilkington tackles the prob-
lems presented by apparent dis-
crepancies between Darwinian evo-
lution and Biblical teaching in his
first talk, on January 15.

how a scientist has looked fear-
lessly at his Christian beliefs and
drawn encouragement, rather than
doubt, from even the most-startling
discoveries of modem science.”

There is no doubt that Dr. Pil-
kington is familiar with these
“startling discoveries.” After study
at Freiburg University in Germany
and at Magdalen College, Cam-
bridge, he obtained his Ph.D. in
science at Cambridge in 1942, and
from 1937 to 1945 he worked as a
research associate at that univer-
sity.

Between the time German Panzer divisions penetrated Poland in
1939, and the fiery fall of their own Third Reich in 1945, there were
five attempts to assassinate Adolf Hitler.

These attacks are outlined in a two-part documentary. The Plots
Against Hitler, marking the return of The Twentieth Century series on
CBC Television, Sunday, January 5 and 12, at 4:30 p.m.

Host for the series is Walter Cronkite, who introduces film on the
court trials of the conspirators and the accounts of the few plotters who
managed to survive.

The first program was to cover the Munich beer hall plot to kill
Hitler in November, 1939. Interviewed were Albert Eckebrecht, Ger-
man broadcasting technician who saw the incident, and R. H. Stevens,
former British intelligence officer who was kidnapped by the Nazis and
charged with instigating the beer hall plot.

The 1943 plot to plant a bomb aboard Hitler’s plane, an attempt
eight days later to assassinate Hitler at the Berlin arsenal and the inci-
dent of November, 1943, when a man was to kill both himself and the
Nazi leader, also were covered. The man who volunteered for the latter
assignment, Axel von dem Bussche, was interviewed.

The second portion of the plots against Hitler on January 12, de-
tails the famous July 1944 attempt to kill Hitler at his headquarters in
Rastenburg, East Prussia (now Ketrzyn), Poland. The man selected to
plant the bomb which killed four men but spared Hitler, was Count Klaus
von Stauffenberg.

The story of the Count’s long-time resistance, his hatred for the
German dictator and what he had done to Germany, is told by his
widow, Countess von Stauffenberg, and Axel von dem Bussche, an
associate of von Stauffenberg.

There are also scenes of the trials and of Ploetzensee Prison (now
a memorial), where many alleged conspirators were executed.
