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“I will keep writing about this until you people
see fit to print it. The biggest problem the
Canadian record industry has got to face is that
our sights are too low. We seem to think that if
a record is comparable to other Canadian relea-
ses, it should automatically become a hit in
Canada. Not so. We are not the ones to decide.
It's the people who buy the records. What every-
one seems to be forgetting is this. Radio sta-
tions (especially 24 hour Top 40 outlets) are in
a competitive situation with shorter playlists
than a lot of people realize. Every record on
that playlist is there for a purpose. it's either
a hit, or definately will be. It's wonderful to be
in a smaller market with no competition and a
chance to be able to play some records just for
the sake of exposure, but when it’s your ‘bread
and butter' you have to be damn sure. Com-
petition is the key word. Let’s raise our sights.
You're not only in competition with other Can-
adian records, you're in the running with the
best they have to offer from Los Angeles, New
York, Nashville, England, etc. You are com-
peting with the best in the world. If Canadian
records are going to break that international
barrier, the majority are going to have to be a
lo! better. So come on, there's plenty of guys
fike me who are prepared to help you make it."

The American
sound became big because the Americans be-
lieved in themselves, likewise the British ex-
plosion. The Canadian music industry is only
asking for the chance to compete. There is no
necessity to fanfare a Canadian production.
Tight playlists afford an opportunity to the un-
known American and British artist, why then
can’t the same opportunity exist for the Can-
adian artist? Many stations should ask them-
selves what records are they playing that have
not been manipulated onto their charts by a
far greater power. Who knows exactly why these
hits ever get played in the first place.)

The six foot two sound of John Pozer is becom-
ing an ever increasing threat to the city of
QOttawa. From his post at CJET in Smiths Falls,
John has virtual command of the Ottawa Valley
His freelance “‘hippy"’ show makes the 4to 7 PM
time slot a daily habit of thousands of his new
fans in the Smiths Fatls area. But now that his
whereabouts are known by his faithful ones from
QOttawa, it's just the natural thing to do, to tune
in the “*Great John''. Many of his old sponsors
from his successful Ottawa days at CJOH-TV,
where hehosted “‘Saturday Date’" for over three

years, are now buying time on his show. Before
moving to Ottawa, John spent almost three years
with CKGM in Montreal. This was at a time
when CKGMreally rocked and actually command-
ed the Montreal scene. So from all this experi-

ence it's only natural that John Pozer can draw
wherever he goes. John celebrates his birthday
the same time as Paul Anka, July 30. The year
was 1941 (now you know how old he is). He
made his first radio bit at the age of 13 and
this all took place in the Eastern Townships.
At [5he made his television debut and this was
in the Northern United States. His radio and
TV fame came about through his natural liking
of people. As a matter of fact he was once the
cubmaster for 36 boys. He knows what the

younger generation likes in the way of music
and he makes sure that's just what they get. A
big man (he wears size 13 shoes) deserves a
big audience and that's what our RADIO PER-
SONALITY OF THE WEEK has...JOHN POZER.

Glenn Gould took part in a CBC broadcast for
the first time in January of 1950 and discovered
at that time, he was quoted as saying, “in the
privacy, and the solitude and, if all Freudians
will stand clear, the womb-like security of the
studio, it was possible to make music in a more
direct more personal manner than any concert
hall would ever permit. For me, the microphone
has never been that hostile, clinical, inspira-
tion-sapping analyst.”"
