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THE visitor to Tokyo, if he
walks eastward through

the neon -lighted jungle of the
kGinza, comes suddenly upon the
large and unbeautiful facade
of the Kabuki-za. This, the
Kabuki theatre, is Tokyo's
Covent Garden, or La Scala or
Bolshoi Theatre or what you
will. Time official guide book
notes with pride that it was
reconstructed in 1950 at a cost
of 281 million yen; "a splendid
example", it says, "of modern
Japanese architecture." The
visitor, whom we may suppose
to be innocent of Japanese

;history and dramatic conven-
tions, buys a ticket and steps
into an auditorium capable of
holding 2,600 people, but he has
no time to notice that, because
in crossing the foyer he has
stepped backwards through
two or three centuries. Outside,
on the streets, are the milling

*crowds of office workers, shop
girls and students, all in Euro
pean clothes, with only a sprink-
ling of shopping housewives from
the provinces in Kimonos. In
the theatre not only the
costumes, but the language, the
music and the dancing, the very
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The Kabuki Theatre

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gestures in the mime, have re-
mained virtually unchanged
since the Kabuki form reached
the peak of its leelnical achieve-
ment towards the end of the
18th' century. And the themes
of the plays in the Kabuki'
theatre today are the same
legends, part heroic part fan-
tastic, which engaged (Chika-
matsu, who died in 1724) and
have the same scale of values.
the same insistence on the gra-
dations of feudal obligations
and loyalty.

Yet the Kabuki is not the
classical dramatic form in Japan.
Thanks largely to Arthur Waley,
every schoolboy knows that the
purest form of Japanese drama,
the crystallisation, as it were,
of the aristocratic spirit, is to be

found in the Noh plays, a form
which was introduced in the 14th
century, reached its full matu-
rity in the 15th, and has been
preserved unchanged to the
present day. The Kabuki is a
debased or "popular" form of the
Noh tradition. The word "Noh"
means accomplishment. "Kabuki"
on the other hand means to lose
one's balance or to be playful.
The resemblances between the
Noh and the Attie theatres are
obvious. Both derived from
ritual dancing and used a poetic
text, music and dancing in com-
bination. The use of a chorus
to explain the progress of the
action, and of masks as symbols
or abstractions of the emotions
associated with particular
characters, were common to
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both. And were concerned with
themes of moral and political
significance derived from the
familiar national myths. But
whereas the whole of Athens
took a holiday for a dramatic
festival, the Noh was kept
strictly a preserve of the nobility,
the dairnyo; (400 years later it
was still an esoteric art, and
Bernard Shaw, when he visited
Tokyo, is said to have com-
mitted the terrible solecism of
falling asleep clu -ing a Noh
performance). The Kabuki
drama, however, w Lh its greater
emphasis on visu 1 splendour,
both in costume a-I decor, and
on movement, is i 1r from sop-
orific. It began as a common
people's reaction against the Noh
drama, them adapted the Noh
forms to the popular taste of the
seventeenth century, and ended
by developing as rigid a forma-
lism as Noh itself.

ADULATION OF WOMEN

A well -established tradition
has it that Kabuki was founded
by a beautiful dancing girl, 0
Kuni, who sometime in the last
years of the 16th century, or
perhaps early in the 17th, left
a Shinto Shrine with her lover
Nagoya Sanzaburo, and came
to the capital city of Kyoto
singing religious songs and danc-
ing sacred dances. The pair

stage in a dry
river bed in Kyoto, where 0
Kuni performed farces written
for her by Sanzaburo, and these
farces were based on the Kyogen
or comic interludes which were
played between the acts of a
Noh performance. The citizens
of Kyoto flocked to see 0 Kuni,
and soon there were rival per-
formers in Kyoto, Edo and
Osaka. For the first thirty
years or so of the existence of
the Kabuki, it was performed
exclusively by women, and
there are said to have been
many brilliant actresses enter-
taining the people of the major
cities of the time. But this
public adulation of women, so
much at variance with the tra-
ditional Japanese conception of
the relative positions of men
and women in Society, did not
last long. There were corn -
plaints about the laxity of the
actresses' morals, and in 1629
the appearance of women on the
stage was forbidden by law, a
law which continued to be in
force till the middle of the
19th century. So that to this
day there are no actresses in the
Kabuki theatre, and some actors,
called Onnagata specialise in
women's roles. and it is said
that they are so skilled at this
art that Geishas go to the
Kabuki theatre to learn de-
portment from them.

This, the 
Kabuki theatre, is T ok yo ’s 
Covent Garden, or La Scala or 
Bolshoi ■ Theatre or w hat you  
will. The official guide book  
notes with pride that it was 
reconstructed in 1950 at a cost 
of 281 m illion  yen ; “ a splendid 
example” , it says, “ o f m odern

1 Japanese architecture.”  The 
visitor, w hom  w e m ay suppose 
to be innocent o f Japanese 
history and dram atic conven ­
tions, buys a ticket and steps 
into an auditorium capable of 
holding 2,600 people, but he has 
no time to notice that, because 
in  crossing the foyer he has 
stepped backw ards through 
tw o or three centuries. Outside, 
on  the streets, are the m illing 

►crowds o f office w orkers, shop 
girls and students, all in E u ro­
pean clothes, w ith on ly  a sprink­
ling of shopping housewives from  
the provinces in Kim onos. In 
the theatre not on ly  the 
costumes, but the language, the 
music and the dancing, the very

gestures in the m im e, have re ­
m ained virtually  unchanged 
since the K abuki form  reached 
the peak o f its technical ach ieve­
ment tow ards the end o f the 
18th' century. A nd the them es 
o f the plays in the K abuki 
theatre today are the same 
legends, part heroic part fa n ­
tastic, w hich  engaged (C h ika- 
matsu, w h o died  in 1724) and 
have the same scale o f values, 
the same insistence on the gra­
dations o f  feudal obligations 
and loyalty.

Y et the K abuki is not the 
classical dram atic form  in Japan. 
Thanks largely to Arthur W aley, 
every  schoolboy know s that the 
purest form  o f Japanese drama, 
the crystallisation, as it w ere, 
o f  the aristocratic spirit, is to be

found in the N oh plays, a form  
w hich  was introduced in the 14th 
century, reached its fu ll m atu­
rity  in the 15th, and has been 
preserved unchanged to the 
present day. The K abuki is a 
debased or “ popular”  form  o f the 
Noh tradition. The w ord “N oh” 
means accom plishm ent. “ K abuki” 
on the other hand means to lose 
one’s balance or to be playful. 
The resem blances betw een the 
Noh and the Attic' theatres are 
obvious. Both derived from  
ritual dancing and used a poetic 
text, music and dancing in com ­
bination. The use o f  a chorus 
to explain  the progress o f the 
action, and o f masks as sym bols 
or abstractions of the em otions 
associated With particular 
characters, w ere com m on to
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both. And were concerned w ith  
themes o f m oral and political 
significance derived from  the 
fam iliar national myths. But 
w hereas the w hole o f Athens 
took a holiday for a dram atic 
festival, the Noh was kept 
strictly a preserve of the nobility, 
the daim yo; (400 years later it 
was still an esoteric art, and 
Bernard Shaw, w hen he visited 
Tokyo, is said to have com ­
m itted the terrible solecism  o f  
falling asleep during a Noh 
p erform an ce). The K abuki 
dram a, how ever, w ith  its greater 
emphasis on visu 1 splendour, 
both in costum e and decor, and 
on m ovem ent, is fa r  from  sop­
orific. It began as a com m on 
peop le ’s reaction against the N oh 
dram a, then adapted the N oh 
form s to the popular taste o f  the 
seventeenth century, and ended 
b y  developing as rigid a form a­
lism as N oh itself.

A D U LATIO N  OF W OM EN

A  w ell-established tradition 
has it that K abuki was founded  
by a beautifu l dancing girl, O 
Kuni, w ho som etim e in the last 
years o f  the 16th century, or 
perhaps early  in the 17th, le ft 
a Shinto Shrine w ith her lover 
N agoya Sanzaburo, and cam e 
to the capital city  o f K yoto  
singing religious songs and danc­
ing sacred dances. The pair 
then set up a stage in a d ry  
river bed in K yoto, where O 
K uni perform ed farces w ritten 
for  her by Sanzaburo, and these 
farces w ere based on the K yogen  
or com ic interludes w hich w ere 
played betw een the acts o f a 
Noh perform ance. The citizens 
o f K yoto flocked  to see O Kuni, 
and soon there w ere rival per­
form ers in K yoto, Edo and 
Osaka. For the first th irty 
years or so o f  the existence o f  
the K abuki, it was perform ed 
exclu sively  by w om en, and 
there are said to have been 
m any brilliant actresses enter­
taining the people o f the m ajor 
cities o f the time. But this 
public adulation o f w om en, so 
m uch at variance with the tra­
ditional Japanese conception of 
the relative positions o f  m en 
and wom en in Society, did not 
last long. There w ere com ­
plaints about the laxity o f  the 
actresses’ morals, and in 1629 
the appearance o f w om en on the 
stage was forbidden  by  law , a 
law  w hich continued to be in 
force  till the m iddle o f  the 
19th century. So that to this 
day there are no actresses in the 
K abuki theatre, and som e actors, 
called Onnagata specialise in 
w om en ’s roles, and It is said 
that they are so skilled at this 
art that Geishas go to the 
K abuki theatre to learn de ­
portm ent from  them.

That is not to say that the 
Kabuki is a realistic theatre. In

brie, of' whom the chronicler
states that she loved flowers
and the moon and that a snowy
evening or a maple scene
inspired her to poetry, did not
it seems, lay much store by
dramatic conventions. The scope
01 the plays was enlarged to
include incidents in the lives of
common people as well as the
legendary heroes and slayers of
demons. There was more music
than in the Noll plays, and the
movements of the players were
less rigidly formalised.

powder on his face like an
actor Or would it prove

entertaining, if an actor, on
the grounds that real re-
tainers do not make up their
faces, were to appear on the
stage and perform, with his
beard growing wild and head
shaven ? That is what I mean
by the slender margin between
the real and the unreal. Enter-
tainment lies between the
two.

SENSATIONAL EFFECTS
Symbolism and formalism won

the day, but only after a curious
compromise. Whereas the
manner of acting in the Kabuki
theatre was stylised and con-
ventionalised, elaborately natur-
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alistic scenery was introduced.
In the Noh theatre the back-
grodnd consists at most of a few
symbolic objects like a painted
pine -tree, and the atmosphere
is austere. The Kabuki stage
shows the search for novel, even
sensational effects. There is
usually an elaborately painted
back -drop; real furniture and
other properties are used; and
there is the velvet horse which
can kick and rear and plunge.

of Kabuki plays. In the first,
the domestic play or sewa-
mono the dramatist will deal
with the life of common men,
"some natural sorrow, loss or
pain". The Jidoi-mono or his-
torical play concerns the heroes
of legend and history, magni-
ficent victory, magnificent death.
It is to this category that the
presentation of the most famous
of all Kabuki plays belongs,
"The Tale of the Forty Seven
Ronin", the Tale which comes
closest to being a national
classic, known to every child in
Japan. A debased form of the
lidai-mono is the Aragoto or
spectre -play, a kind of Grand
Guignol with super -human
heroes, weeping ghosts and the
like, giving much scope for
grotesque make up. rhetoric and
fantastic action. The third
variety, the Shosagoto is the
most characteristic form of
Kabuki drama, being mostly
adaptations of Noh plays and
comic interludes. Plot and
dialogue are simple, and the
play relies mainly on the ela-
borate dances and the sym-
bolism of the movements.

But, if I may hazard a per-
sonal opinion (which, since I
do not know the language, is
even more unreliable than
critical opinions in the arts
usually are), the Kabuki drama
is more important for its tech-
nical innovations in the past
than for any profundity of
dramatic content, or any pre-
sent vitality or hope of future
development. For it is not in
the mainstream of the tradi-
tion of Japanese classicism, a
tradition that embraces the
allusive obliqueness of the short.
lyric or haiku, the charm and
elegance of the court -novels
like "The Tale of the Genji" and
the wood -cuts and colour prints
of the Ukivoe School and the
unbending austerity of the Noh
drama. On the other hand,
the Kabuki drama is also not
spontaneous like an Indian
"Tatra". Lying half way between
symbolism and realism, between
classical restraint and romantic
abandon, the Kabuki seems to
rrie to be something less than
one of the great theatres of the
World.

o f K abuki plays. In the first, 
the dom estic play or sew a- 
m ono the dramatist w ill deal 
with the life  of com m on men, 
“ som e natural sorrow, loss or 
pain” . The Jidoi-m ono  or his­
torical play concerns the heroes 
of legend and history, m agni­
ficent v ictory , magnificent death. 
It is to  this category that the 
presentation of the most fam ous 
o f all K abuki plays belongs, 
“ The Tale o f the Forty Seven 
Ronin” , the Tale w hich com es 
closest to being a national 
classic, know n to every  child in 
Japan. A  debased form  o f the 
Jidai-m ono  is ‘ he Aragoto or 
siectre -p lay , a kind o f  Grand 
Guignol with super-hum an 
heroes, weeping ghosts and the 
like, giving much scope for 
grotesque m ake up, rhetoric and 
fantastic action. The third 
variety, the Shosagoto is the 
m ost characteristic form  of 
K abuki dram a, being mostly 
adaptations o f Noh plays and 
com ic interludes. P lot and 
dialogue are simple, and the 
play relies m ainly on the ela­
borate dances and the sym ­
bolism  o f the m ovem ents.

\

But, if I may hazard a per­
sonal opinion (w hich , since I 
do not know  the language, is 
even  m ore unreliable than 
critical opinions in the arts 
usually a re ), the K abuki dram a 
is m ore im portant fo r  its tech­
nical innovations in the past 
than for  any profundity o f 
dram atic content, or any pre­
sent vitality  or hope of future 
developm ent. For it is not in 
the mainstream o f the tradi­
tion o f Japanese classicism, a 
tradition that em braces the 
allusive obliqueness o f the short, 
ly ric  or haiku, the charm  and 
elegance o f  the court-n ovels 
like ‘ ‘The Tale o f the G en ji”  and 
the w ood -cu ts and colour prints 
o f the U kivoe  S chool and the 
unbending austerity o f  the Noh 
drama. On the other hand, 
the K abuki dram a is also not 
spontaneous . like an Indian 
“ Jatra” . L ying  half w ay betw een 
sym bolism  and realism, betw een 
classical restraint and rom antic 
abandon, the K abuki seems to 
trie to be  som ething less than 
one o f the great theatres o f the 
W orld.
