taxied up to the Arrivals’ bmldmg, they were amazed. John summed up their feelings when
he said, ““They should all be given the M.B.E."

SPARE A THOUGHT this month for the Beatles® song-writing twosome, John and Paul.
They have got to write a whole new batch of numbers, including their next single, before the
end of the month. On the plane coming back from America, they were talking about it and
Paul said, “We have nothing up our sleeves at the moment, the cuphoard is definitely bare,”
But they h_ave never let us down vet and I know that they won't this time either.

BRIAN'S PLAN to film the Beatles® performance at the Shea Stadium in America was
a great success and 1 hope that you will be able to see the finished result Very soom. Some of
the sounds were not quite right and the boys will have to dub on their voices in the bits where
the screaming prevented their vocal from being recorded.

IT LOOKS as though they won't be ahle to start work on their new film until next
April, becapse Dick Lester will be busy working on other films until then. 1 can tell you that
the Beatles seem to be set on doing ““A Talent For Loving®* but, although all of the others have
seen the finished shooting-script, funnily enough, only John has read the original book,

SORRY I COULDN'T let you know about the tour the boyvs will be making towards the
end of this year, but thev didn’t want any details to be released until early September. I am
sure that 1 don't have to tell Beatle people who live near the cities of Glasgow, Neweastle,
Liverpool, Manchester, Sheffield, Birmingham, and London, to keep their eves peeled so
they'll be in time to get the best seats as soon as the tickets go on sale,

IT"S JOHN'S BIRTHDAY on October 9th and I know that all of you will want to join
me in wishing him many happy returns on that day.

Beatles and the thousands of
photos of them that have appeared in
magazines and newspapers all over the
world, | still don't think that many
people realize what Paul is really like.
Anyone who knows him well would say
that he hasn't changed very much
from the young Paul that his father
describes.

“Michael and Paul did everything
together, especially anything that they
were told specifically not to do.
As children, they were inseparable.
Wherever one went so did the other.
| remember that amongst their friends
they were known as the ‘Nurk Twins',
but | never did find out why. | believe
that John and Paul used the same name
for one of their first playing dates.

“Paul was 18 months older than
Michael so naturally, he was the leader.
| remember that he always seemed to
know exactly what he wanted and
usually knew how to get it. He didn't
moan or nag in anyway, but persuaded
us in the nicest possible manner. |
think he was a born diplomat.

“He also had the fascinating ability
of being able to do twe things at once.
In the evenings, he would sit at the table
doing his homework and watching tele-
vision at the same time. How he
managed it, | don't know, but the
extraordinary thing was, that after-
wards, he usually knew more about the
programme than | did. And he got his
homework correct as well. He seemed
to have the sort of mind that could
easily grasp things that used to take a
lot of concentration from other boys.

“Although Paul was a typical teara-
away, ragamuffin, he was very close to
Mike. | always remember one incident
when they were caught stealing apples,
which Michael has already mentioned in
another magazine. Paul, Mike and an-
otherboy went scrumping fremafarm in
Speke. They were only 12 and 10 at the
time, and they called the place, Chinese

Farm, although | didn't know why.
Apparently, they were just about to
climb the trees when the farmer ap-
peared. They all ran away, but Paul
got stuck and Mike went back to help.
The first | knew about it was when the
farmer rang me up and told me that my
two sons were locked up in his barn. |
went along to the farm to see him and
he was very reasonable about it, s0 we
decided to scare the boys a bit before
we let them off. We stood outside the
barn door and said things like; ‘Do
you think they will get a long sentence’,
or *Shall we just spank them now and
not tell the police” When we thought
they had enough, we opened the barn
door to let them out enly to find we'd
been completely wasting our time. The
two boys trotted out and greeted me
with ‘Hello Dad, about time you got
here'. | was really amazed that both
of them seemed so completely uncon-
cerned by the whole proceedings.

“When | talked to them afterwards,
| found that because they didn't actually
steal any apples, they considered that
they had done nothing wrong and there-
fore were not worried. | did the usual
thing and sent them straight to bed
without any supper,althoughat the time
I didn’t think it would do the slightest
good. | believe that a few years later,
they did realize that they had done
wrong."






Iris, a girl who knew him when he was
in his teens says, "l met him at the
Cavern, about six years ago., He was
not really a boy-friend because | could
only see him one night of the week,
when we used to go to the pictures or
the Empire, because he was working
all the rest of the time. | always re-
member that he used to write me notes
and sign them ‘Pool McCooby’.

“He was always doing impressions of
other people and whenever anyone
used to stare at him he'd just stand
there and grin right back. Once
he took me to see the pianist Joe
Henderson at the Empire Theatre, in
Liverpool. The act was called *Sing Along
with Joe', but the only person who sang
loudly was Paul, and he really did sing
away at the top of his voice. He was never
serious. Always joking. | remember one
time when we had a row. It ended
with a decision not to go out with each
other any more. But the next night he
came round with a gaudily wrapped
present. Of course, we were friends
again immediately. That is, until |
opened the parcel and saw a pound of
cheese for next week's sandwiches. But
he was so likeable that | couldn’t help
forgiving him.

“My house was always open to him
and his friends and | remember that
one night Paul brought Cilla Black
round and we sat up playing word games
until dawn started to break.

“He was always drawing silly pictures
and giving odd names to things. He
wsed to call me ‘Harris,” but he never
did tell me why.”

And Beatles Book writer Billy
Shepherd recalls one incident which
shows how down-to-earth Paul remains
despite his tremendous success: “lt
was during the filming of ‘A Hard
Day's Might'. Paul had just been mobbed
by hundreds of screaming fans and had
only been able to escape through the
efforts of several policemen. As he
entered the door of the building which
was acting as the production head-
quarters he turned and waved to the
crowd. Then he loocked at me, gave a
typical Paul grin and said: ‘I'm not
really big-headed you know.""
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AMERICAN TOUR
REPORT by Frederick James

t’s almost a month since The Beatles and | touched down at London Airport
after their third American concert tour. | don't know how they're feeling
right now but | de know that I'm still winding down after the most thrilling
and spectacular Beatles’ tour on record. Visiting ten cities they played to
well over 300,000 Beatle People at sixteen terrific concerts.

Here's my day-by-day diary of the whole trip, transcribed specially for
THE BEATLES MONTHLY BOOK from tapes made on the spot at every

stage of this historic third U.S. tour.

FRIDAY AUGUST 13

8.00 p.m. and we've justarrived at Kennedy Inters
national Alrpert outside MNew York City. Big
battery of press, radic and T.V, people here, but the
boys are disappoineed because the authericies landed
our aircraft in a remote area of the field rwe miles
from the terminal building, where hundreds of fans
gathered te welcome the foursome.

e left the Beatles in the middle of a get-away-from-it-all holiday
during the last two weeks of September 1963, with John in
Paris, Paul and Ringo in Athens and George getting a first
glimpse of America, seeing his sister who lived near St. Louis. But
they all came back to an October, just two years ago, which was

crammed full of incidents.

They returned loaded down with photo-
graphs. Paul flashed “stills'" of the Acro-
polis; Ringe said he didn't like the Greek
food much, specially the onions and the
garlic; George spent part of his time seeing
Broadway shows, including a back-stage
visit to meet up with Anthony Newley, who
was in “Stop The World—Il Want To Get
Off"'—and John had more than 20 rolls of
cine film taken in Paris ... "last time | was
there I'd had to hitch-hike and couldn’t
afford anything much™.

First Palladium

The first big bit of news on the pro-
fessional side was the confirmation
of their appearance on the mass-
audience “Sunday Night At the London
Palladium™ T.Y. show. Only one thing
worried them: whether the T.V. sound
l}nys would ger a good balance, Said John:
“We've come to learn a lot more nowadays
about how important sound is, and how
difficult it is to get techniclans to under-
stand exactly what we're trying to get across.
Frankly, we've watched seme pop shows on
E-"”E-' and haven't been very impressed,
Let’'s just keep our ﬂngcrs crossed thae it'll
be all rlght for us .

It wasn't QUITE rlgh: as it happens, It

was estimated that about half the population
of Britain tuned in to see the boys—and in
terms of visual appeal and impact the mulci-
millions weren't let down. But the boys
had friends and advisers who told them
afterwards that the sound had not been
particularly good. A lot of the power of
the guitars was lost in the transmission and
Ringo seemed a bit remote from the others.
It was a technical criticism, however—the
critics in the daily papers lapped up the
bays' work.

And it was John again, afterwards, wheo
said: “The atmosphere in the theatre was
terrific. And as we wandered about back-
stage we could hear the fans letting rip
cutside, It was a moment te remember."”

Ve were chere, backstage, sharing the
nervy feelings with John, Paul, Ringe,
George ... and Brian Epstein. There were
photagraphers lurking round every corner;
Palladium dancing girls lining up for auto-
graphs; non-stop panics for the police who
ringed the theatre, But let George Cooper
fill in a few backstage details here. George
is the stage-doorman at the Palladium, a
man who has secn all the stars, knows them
all, Is immensely popular with them all,
A man with a photographic memory where
show business is concerned.

He said, as the furore died down: “'The
most Incredible reception | remember
since the war here was for Johnnie Ray. It
was like a siege, but he tended to aggravate
it by going up on the Palladium roof after
his opening night and singing a couple of
songs to the thousands of fans crammed into



Argyll Street. But these boys have topped
the lot. I've never heard so much noise
from fans before, They've been trying
every ruse in the book to get backstage to
see the Beatles, but It's more than my job
is worth to encourage them. All | can tell
you is that seven girls have come up and
claimed to be Paul McCartney's sister ,.."

The getaway from the theatre was highly
planned. Everybody edged towards the
stage door and waited for the Beatles to go
out first . . . otherwise it was almost impossi-
ble to get through the crowds, While we
waited, there was fast action going on at the
front of the theatre, by the main doors.

Meil Aspinall had arranged for a car to be
waiting just a few yards from the main
doors. And the pelice had obliged by
sealing off the whole road. The boys
stumbled delightedly out of the front,
through the foyer ... and gaped. There
was no car immediately in sight. John, who
wasn't wearing his glasses, said: | thought
we'd had it—a couple of look-outs among
the fans yelled that we were on the way and
they broke through the cordon. We made
a run for ic. At one stage, we tried to get
into a police car, but the cops weren't
having that! We kept on running and, after
what seemed 3 marathon chase, we found
our original car. OFf we went, with a police
motor-cycle escort.”

Off they went, in fact, to a lavish late-
night party, hosted by Brian Epstein—and
to which varicus Beatle relations were
invited. Meanwhile, the whole country
chatted about the boys' impact. The se-
called Liverpool Sound had been brought
home to many, many people who previously
didn’t care much about the boys.

A Year of Triumph

This was, really, the end of the first

year. The boys had “She Loves You™
top of the single charts—and on the
million-selling mark. “Please Please Me”
was the top L.P. and had already sold
250,000. They held second and third places
in the E.P. chart. And an interesting point
was noticed—they'd had four singles re-
leased and every ‘A’ and ‘B’ side title had
included either “you' or “me".

The Palladium TV'er was only the first
excitement of the meonth. The boys also
had to cope with a little irritating criticism
from their home town of Liverpool. The
weekly pop newspaper “Merseybeat™ in-
cluded some letters from Liverpudlian
Beatlemaniacs complaining that the boys
weren't spendln§ enough time in the City.
Theme of one letter: “They've forgoten
all about us mow that they've found the
big-time. It's not fair because we were the
ones who gave them encouragement and
help early on™,

This caused a long discussion ameng the
boys at one hotel after a ene-nighter date.
They sipped a mixture of whisky and lemo-
nade and looked genuinely worried about
these complaints, Said Paul; “Please tell
the fans that we haven't fargotten them at
all. 'We think they're great and we still get
back to Liverpool whenever we can. But
it's the same for everyone in this business.
If you get a bit of success, you've got to
travel further and further away. We can't
helpit...”

The explanation worked. The fans DID
understand.

If the Gevernment had officially prescribed
October 1963, as Beatles” Month it would
have been only fair. Just four days before
the Palladium T.V. show, B.B.C. T.V.
audiences had seen a documentary film
called “The Mersey Beat”—it had gone out
in London and the Morth. It was an im-
promptu sort of show, with all che boys
being interviewed and allowed to talk about
whatever they liked. It was a triumphant
suyccess, again, with the critics and demand
was 5o great it was repeated over the whole
country on MNovember 13. The crowd
scenas, the hysteria, the wistful wit of
Ringo—everything was included. especially
some [azzily-photographed shots of the
boys in action,

lc went so well, especially the talking bits,
that it clinched talks on the boys deing a
major feature film—though cthis wasn't
confirmed officially until the end of Octaber,
