FAMESPAUL Mec-
CARTNEY is so
often regarded as the

Elder Statesman of the
Beatles—but the [act is
that he didnt sce the light
of day until June 18, 1942,
and is the youngest of the
batch. Left-handed bass
guitarist, prolific song-
writer, enthusiastic conver-
sationalist . . . lists his
favourite off-stage hobbies
as writing things and bird-
watching.

Faul is brisk, business-like,
alert. He looks taller than the
athers but is actually precisely
the same height 2% John Len-
non  and  Geoerge  Harrison.
Weighs in at 11 stone 4 lb—an
athletic sort of frame, topped
by dark brown hair, The eyes,
alwavs on the move (from bird-
walching!), are hazel in
colour, deeply intense.

Their Manager

BRIAN EPSTEIN

AVYE you ever wondered what it
H must feel like to be the manager
of a chart-topping dise star?
Imagine the Palladiom people
telephoning you to talk terms and the
record companies sending out their talent
scouts to see what other goodies you've

got amongst your pop stock !

A fair number of astute and influential music
business moguls have found themselves in_that
gnvied positton but only one man in Great
Britain knows what it feels like 10 have his artists
occupying net just the top one but the top
THREE positions in the hit parade at the same
fime, He i3 28-years-old Brian Epstein, director
of MNems Enterprises, the Liverpool concern,
which controls and guides the professional lives
of The Beatles, The Fourmosi, Gerry and The
Pacemakers, Billy X, Kramer, The Dakotas, The
Big Three and Tommy Quickly,

Al the earliest stages of his adult career Brian
Epstein was more concerned with dining suites
and wardrobes than with dise sessions and one-
night stands. He had gone into his [amily’s
extensive furniture business on the outskirs of
Liverpool, Failing to sce himself as a long-term
enthusiast in this particwlar line Brian made a
timely switch to something entirely difTerent.
For twelve months he attended the Royal
Academy of Dramatic Art in London. At the
end of this pericd he found he didn’t want to
become a professional actor and returncd fo
Liverpool, He took with him a faultless speak-
g voice with a quality of diction which
could do justice to even the most fripghtening
passages of Shakespeare.

8o far as the management/direction of artists
was concerned it all started happening for
Brian in 1961, At this time hc was running
several of Liverpool's largest record-retailing
stores and whenever customers asked for specific
out-of-stock records Brian would make @ point
of satisfying their requirements. In 1961 people
were beginning to ask him for records by a
local group called The Beatles. Fascinated by
the growps name and obvious reputation Brian
took himself underground to Liverpools famous
subterrancan basement of beat, The Cavern,
where The Beatles were giving forth with knock-
out performances of things like " Twist And
Shout,” * Love Me Do ™ and © Long Tall Sally.”

Several confabs later Brian had signed the
fabulous foursome to an  exclusive coniract,
For almast a year Brian watched his discoverics
consolidate their position as the Norh West's
favourite beat boys. He spent hours and days
giving advice and encouragement which ran the
grooming gamul from clothes and hair styles to

cliosee of anstruments and  venwes. Geaduoally
The Beatles moved from small clubs 1o large
ballrooms and from large ballrooms 1o Juxury
theatres,

By the muddle of 1962 Brian was convinoed
that the time was ripe for a trip 1o London and
i series of interviews with some of the country’™s
leading recording managers,

Clutching a precious leather bag laden with
Bentle-lited recording tapes Brian planed 1o the
capital. ~ Evenually I was able to play my
set of topes 1o Georpe Martin at E.M.L
That meeting and Georpe's favourable reaction
ta everything he heard on the tapes led 1o the
refease of The Beatles' first Parlophone single
three months later in Oclober.”

That Brian has a keen car for chart-1yp:
sounds is obvious from the cnormous success
being enjoved by his star-spangled roster of
recording artists. Although it has left him with
very little leisure time, Brian has continued to
keep in closest contact with each grouwp. He
spends his time planing and training around the
LK. in a serics of cross-country sprin15 50 that
he ¢an  attend concerts. recording  sessions,
ielevision programmes and radio shows which
involve Nems chart giants.

Brian is calm, ceol and confident by nature
but ke still gets a tremendous kick oot of hear-
ing that any one of his arlisgts has entered or
re-entered the Top Twenty with a new releasc.
He talks gquietly, thinks briskly, dresses immacu-
lately, plans brillinntly and works diligently.
Hiz relationship with the members of his groups
is a close and unusuvally trouble-free one for
his lorthright business acumen is fempered by
an acute personal understanding of their likes
and dislikes. They, in turn respect the wisdom
of his decisions and the value of his counsel
wpan all matlers connected directly or indirectly
with their busy new lives as part of Britain’s
cnterfainment scene,

Ever since the fArst week of April 1963 the
Mumber One spot on the hit parade has been
held by groups which are managed by Brian
Epstein, In April it was Gerry And The Pace-
makers (¢ How Do You Do 07" in May it
was The Beatles {* From Me To You 7), i June
it was Rilly J. Kramer (" Do You Want Te
Know A Secret ) followed by Gerry And The
Pacemakers who are still at the pop peak with
“f Like It™ as this page poes to press in the
middle of July. Throughout the Jater portion of
this period The Beatles gave Drian a double
honowr by taking their * Please, Pleare Me”
album to the top of the LP charls. Brian wues
now the manager of Nems Enterprises groups
which bended the best-sellers in both the single
and long-play departments! TONY BARROW.

He follows
a number of absorbing pastimes and he lists
some of them in this order of merit :— (1)
music (2] painting (3) laughing (4} swimming in
warm water {5) eating (6] drinking good wincs.
The varied types of recorded music he prefers
1o hear for pleasure range from Andre Previn's
“Like Blue ™ to Ravels ™ Daphnis and Chloe ™
and from album material by Matt Mooro to
scls of tracks by The Beatles.

In the first six months of 1963 George Martin
produced a total of six records (five singles and
one L1} with Brian Epstein's Liverpool groups.
