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BEHIND THE HEADLINES
FREDERICK [AMES digs out some background facts inspired by the

news-making stories from The Beatles’ December tour.

N“m"? could doubt that THE BEATLES®
December concert tour of the UK. was
one of the most action-packed of their career.
Eight thousand pounds had to be returned by
the management of the Cardiff Capitol after
all seats for their two shows had been
allocated, Scores of policemen linked arms
right across the front of the stalls at Hammer-
smith where mearly 7,000 Beatle People
packed the vast Odeon during the evening.
The crowds, the screams, the enthusiasm of
the fans and the details of the actual per-
formances have passed into pop history via
HEWS Feports.

YOU MUST HAVE READ ABOUT THE
SMASHING OF GEORGE'S GUITAR. IT
WaAS FASTEMED TO THE BOOT OF THE
GROUP'S AUSTIN PRINCESS AND IT
FELL OFF DURING THE DRIYE TO
SCOTLAMD., ACOORDING TO A DIS-
APPOIMNTED GEORGE, AT  LEAST
FOURTEEM LORRIES MUST HAVE RUMN
OVER THE GUITAR BEFORE THE BOYS
LOCATED ALL THE BATTERED BITS AT
THE SIDE OF THE MOTORWAY.

Luckily this wasn't one of the instruments
George needed on stage. He'd been using it 1o
rehearse.  Before setting out for Scotland all
the boys ot together in the West End basement
flat occupied by Meil and Mal, Here they put
in nearly eight hours of act-polishing practice
on the new numbers for the tour,

Instruments used during this session were
strapped together on the back of the Princess.
Mal had already left London by van with the
rest of the eguipment. His load included seven
guitars—two each for John and Paul plus three
for George.

The last time a Beatle lost a guitar was two
vears age when the boys put on their first
Christmas Show at Finsbury Park. John and
George had purchased a pair of Gibson Jumbos
towards the end of 1962, They were very prowd
afl these having saved up theie money for the
H.P. deposits with much determination. The
Jumbos were the first two spares bought by the

boys, Otherwise they were using stufl bought
in Germany for £400 or £60.

By the time of the Finsbury Park show the
total collection of Beatle guitars had grown,
but John and George were using their Gibson
Jumbos in the dressing room and they werne
there as  stand-by  replacements  if  strings
snapped during a performance.

Recalls John: “George and 1 often ook a
Jumbo home with vus 50 nobody noticed until
the end of the season that one was missing. A
wieek or two alterwards [ asked Mal where he'd
put my Jumbp. It was only then that we
peilised he guitar had been pinched at Finsbury
Park. ™o, I never got it back."

Way back in the Cavern days the boys were
used to this type of trouble. Amps and hghts
blew wp quite recularly and the cause was
wsually the excessive amount of condensalion
on the walls and ceiling abowve the stage. 5o
much damp drpped down that  clectrical
problems became an accepted  occupational
hazard of Cavern sessions!

According to Meil, equipment break-downs
happened less frequenmtly once The Beatles
started to play the major theatre and cinema
circuits. The last major disaster he <an re-
member happened in Brighton one Sunday
during the summer of 83, “Mal hadn’t joined
us then,” savs MNeil. I was responsible for
sefting up the equipment on stage. Everything
wits repdy-——swilched omn, tested and working.
The bovs used 1o open with a very fast Little
Richard number at that time. I think it was
‘Oh My Soul'. Anyway, George had a big
guitar intro on the number, After a few
seconds EVERYTHIMNG went dead. It was
pointless to think of continuing 30 1 got the
stage people to close the curtains right away,

,Agminut.: later all seemed to be well, the
curlains were opened lor a second time and
Gearge went into his hefty intro.

“Then, for a second time, everything just
went dead,” recalls Meil. "It was ridiculous,
We thought we were all going potty, This time
John ran into the wings muttering something
shout the whaole lot blowing up at any
mvoament

The cause was traced o the drummer with
one of the show's other groups, Mol 10 The
Beatles” amps or leads or speakers!  This
drummer was shifting his kit around behind the
scenes and he'd dumped a heavy bass drum on
the mains supply point.  The Ffact that he broke
circuit just after The Beatles started to play
was pure coincidence,

THE TWO COMCERTS AT THE LIVER-
POOL EMPIRE MUST HAVE BROUGHT
BACK MANY MEMORIES FOR JOHNM,
PAUL, GEORGE AND RINGO.

[ was at thiz theatre, on Sunday, 28 October
1962, that The Beatles made their ficst major
concert appearance. They came on after The
Breakaways as Ttem 3 in the first half of the
programme.  Afler doing just four numbers—
including "Love Me Do and “P.S. I Love
You'—they staved on stage to accompany
Craig Douglas, The rest of the bill included
Sounds Incorporated, Kenny Lynch and Jet
Harris with Little Richard closing the show,

Al the Empire on Sunday, 5 Decembser 1965,
they plaved o two capacity houscs just as they
had done owver three years earlier. Again the
audience included friends and relatives from
various parts of Merseyside. The audience also
included two littde girls who managed to meet
The Beatles backstage to discuss their Save-
The-Cavern campaign.

A thousand shows—a thousand stories, But (o
the bovs the most important performance i3
always the one they're just about to do. And
this Autumn Tour was no exception to the
rule.

“] Want To Hold Your Hand” undisputedly in top spot in the Hit
Parade, “With The Beatles” and *“Please, Please Me" in first and
second places in the LPs, and “Twist And Shout”, “The Beatles Hits"
and “The Beatles No. 1" in first, second and third spots in the EP

Department.
Stateside Interest

H ow is that for blanket coverage of a

nation’s hit parade! True, the
American scene had not yet capitulated but
the signs of fast-growing enthusiasm ‘cross
the Atlantic were becoming evident. But, in
Britain, there were umptesn other argiscs
trying desperately hard to clamber on the
jet=powered Beatle band-wagaon.

The ¥ernon Girls had a record out called
“Wa Vant The Beatles”. An American star
narmed Bill Cliften, a Blue Grass singer, came
out with a song called "Beatle Crazy",
released here on Decca records. It was an
authentic talking-blues, but the subject
maceer was miles away from the sort of stuff
he'd been singing in the Deep Scuth back
home,

Mr. Cliftan, who sported a ten-gallon hat,
like so many others—was proved dead
wrong in supposing that a song about the
Beatles was a natural passport to our Hit
Farade. The fans, and there were millions,
were only Incerasted in the Boys themselves.

mixing with the Boys backstage at venues all
over the country. But anything and every-
thing about the boys was a possible selling-
point. And there were so many demands
upon their time by journalists and photo-
graphers that sometimes the Boys would
recaliate with typical Beatle comebacks. One
cauldn't blame them for the occasional out-
bursts of bad temper . . .thr:g fele they were
living perpetually in a goldfish bowl. Even
when they were eating, they were stared at,

On January %, lohn Lennon was talking
about how difficult it was for a British group
to completely dominate the markec in the
States, He was happy that "l Want to Held
Your Hand"” was moving gently up the
American charts, but he felt it was some sort
of “Sympathy with Britain™ move. Before the
end of the manth, hawever, he was positively
knocked out te learn that the record had got
to number one, was Capicol’s hottest-ever
single, and that ten thousand copies a day
were selling in Maw Yeork alone.

For the Boys, who admired the American
scene a lot, it was a particularly proud
oment,

In Britain, the Boys held number one spot
for six weeks, then gave way to Dave Clark’s
“Glad All Over™. Of course, this led to a

reat rivalry between North and South. The
Ejﬂrth via The Beatles and Gerry and the
F"acemaker!. and 5o on, had had a leng run of
charc-topping success, aver since Brian Poole
had made che summit wich “Do You Love
Me?" Dave Clark, in fact, was still a beginner
in the business and the Boys in the group
were working as semi-professionals.



On January 12, the Beatles topped the bill
in “Sunday Might ac The London Palladium®
for the second time, following on their box-
office-breaking Xmas show at the Astoria,
Finsbury Park, in Morth London. They had
three weeks 1o go befare chey went ta the
States, following up a filmed appearance,
which went out an the Jack Paar show on
MNEBC-TY. But before they visited the States,
there was the little matter of storming
Faris.

We talked co a Farisian journalisc some
days before the Beatles were due there and
he waxed most excicedly about the whole
scene, He said the strects were plastered
with pictures of the Boys, that a French TV
company had sent over a team to Britain to
cover the Boy's activities and that various
companies had already patented Beoatle wigs
for sale in France,

Ignored Their Publicity

he Boys themselves pointed out

that everything was being greatly
exaggerated. |t was Ceorge who told us:
“These things happen, these huge headlines
are written . . . but ic's almeost impossible to
believe that it really is us. Somebody once
wrote that you are ‘Dead’ once you start
believing all the things that are wricten about
you . . . once you believe your own publicity.
All | can hope is that we can remain sane
while everyone ¢lse seems te be going mad™,

Ringe merely obsarved: “Surely you're not
suggesting that we're MOT mad™.

nteresting thing on the home frant was
that journalists were trying to figure out
who would replace the Beatles at the cop.
This, remember, was two years ago. People
are, we suppose, still wondering who is
ever going to overtake the Beatles.

Rennle, of the Ronettes (who had a hit
with “Be My Baby™) said ac this time chat
she was sure the Beatles would be a massive
success in the States.

“Loada rubbish,’" said the nermally demure
Ronnie. “You pget these square critics
moaning abaut music which appeals to the
young people. They don't know what they're
talking about™.

And we alse talked to another star...a
star comedian. He was Ken Dodd, whe
surely now needs no intreduction! He, too,
has topped the charts. Sald Ken: “When |

e
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found out | was deing pantomime in Liver-
pocl, | knew | had to pick out at leasc one
Beatle to do a lictle impersonation. | picked
Ringoe, got myself tight trousers and a wig
and included it in the show., Fantastic
reception! Fantastic!! But then Liverpeol lads
have got to stick together, haven't they!™.
Paris, then, was expectant. 5o was
America . . . and January carried on, in 1964
as if It didn't care! The publicity really got
under way in America, but one ching worried
the Boys. There were a lot of quates in the
American  papers where LUL5. teenagers
swore their allegiance to Elvis Prasley. Paul
sald he liked Elvis but wasn't sure he was
producing really good records. Anyway, he
felt thae it was nice to be mentioned in the
same santence as the original reck “n’ roller.
The Paris trip, which starced on a Tuesday,
was really something else. VWe went over to
join the Boys, watched them submerged
under a sea of fans, then rushed to the plush
hotel George V in the middle of Paris, Burt
Lancaster was staying at the hotel but wery
few people cared, he passed unrecognised.
There were arguments galore with the

management as photographers  jostled
through the swing doors for a shot of the
Baoys.

At the Olympia Theatre, it was madness.
There was Trinl Lopez, Sylvie Vartan, Johnny
Hallyday. Said Paul: ""Funny thing is that we're
doing numbers like 'Roll Over Beethoven' and
'‘Long Tall Sally', scuff we did years afa in
Gerrmany. Yet in Britain, nobody was all that
interesced in them. Mow it seems 1o be
coming back in a big way—and we're glad
about that, Mumbers like “Sweer Little
Sixteen', that's easy for us. Sometimes we
reckon we could play them if we were sleep-
walking".

In Beatles Book, we've already dealt at
lengeh wicth the Parisian trip. Looking back
now, it seems like a dream sequence. If you
happened to even know ene of the Beatles,
you were regarded as being socially “in™.
“What are they REALLY like!”"—that was
