The verdict by
the record reviewers wasn't a unanimous “we like it*. In fact one or two critics thought that
the mew album wasn't up to the boys’ usual standard, Just how wrong they were has been
proved by the incredible rush of artists into the recording studios anxious o get their cover
version of one of the **Rubber Soul’® songs ont as quickly as possible. In actual fact T believe
thai not all versions have been released due to the large number which have been offered to the
record companies, ]

ALL THIS IS BECAUSE, right from the start the boys have refused point blank to
release anything on disc, which is not up to their very high standards, Before the Beatles
appeared on the scene, it was common practice for top stars to posh out albums which only
had one or two really top-quality songs on them, The rest would be just “‘reasonable’ L.P.
material. Becanse J. P. G, and R. insist on “nothing but the best”, buying one of ther
albums is just the same as getting seven separate singles!!

TWO YEARS AGO

o those incredible Beatles returned from the States, paused on the
gangway of their stratocruiser at London Airport, let the sounds

of a tumultuous welcome soak 1n their ears

and Paul nudged John

and said quietly: “Despite all that welcome in the States, this is the

reception that really matters.”

Same Sentiments

This, remember, was March, [9§d—
two years ago. And the sentiments
of the Beatles ever since have not
changed, Mo cheers sound better 1o them
cham the cheers of their ocwn British Tans,

They came back to a racher chilly Bricain.
ready to start work on their first major
movie, A Hard Day's Might™ ... anly
it didn't have a ticle when chey firse
walked ento the set. We ralked, an the
opening day. to producer Walter Shenson,
wha still looked a bit bemused ac che
clowning, gagging attitudes of the Boys,
A millisn words have boeen wricten about
this movie—and it was a world bhox-office
cmash a5 pop historians weill always note—
but Shensan’s quotes ac chis time bear
repeticion because of the stark cruch of
them,

He tald us: “It's going to be a colourful
film, but that poses no preblems because
I've never met four more colourful boys. |
feel black-and-white is the right medium
because, in some curious way, the Beatles
themselves are black-and-whice characters.
And even at this carly stage I've a prediction,
Ringo Scarr may be rather the backroam
bay af the four on their stage appearances,
but I'm sure he's going to make tremendous
impact in che film."

Dead right all the way. And the filming
started with the Beatles cravelling on a

FFour horassed Weatles falking o the pro-
duger at Fepdy Steady Gy in March 1964,
J They had jost arrivedd ot 1he TV, stodon ey
dashing saeross Loadoa from thee filor stwadios.,

train for eleven hours a day, setting out for
the West country from Londen, Paul,
putting on a worried expression for the
benefit of the cameraman, said: "'l only
hope it's a corrider crain!™ It was, of course,
And the food arrangements were fine, too.
& rypical lunch menu, on che move, would
be raast pork, tomate soup, sweot, stacks of
biscwits and cheese.

It was hard work, though. Scenes were
shot and re-shot, hour after hour. One of
the most experienced members of the cast
was Wilfred Brambell, alias Steptoe Senlor,
who carlier had some interesting things to
say about the Beatles. He told us: “Filming
it a difficule medium becawse che repatition
of scenes means you can easily lose con-
cencration, To be honest, | was worried
about how semeone like mysell would fic
in with these Beatles—I| liked their music
but | was no experc and | felt the whole
thing could casily become a fiasco, Instead.
they positively amazed me with their cool
and professional approach. Of course chey
were mervous. 1hey felt, | think, rather shy
in frent of the cameras . . ."

ahy? Well, George told us: "Working o
a big audience is fine because you can gauge
a parformance—you can hear the rewar-i..
Playing to a handful of technicians You ger
the feeling you're making a mug of yourself,
| felt sometimes | wouldn't mind if somebody
booad us, just so we could hear someching.”

Cne merning. on the same train, Jehn
turnad up with a broader grin than usual.
Raason was that he'd just had some advance
copies of his first book: “John Lenncn In
His Own Write™, The other Beatles, of
course, had already read the contents, but




Gearge said how impressive ic was to see all
the drawings and stories there in che same
bound covers.

And as writers posed the eternal question
“How Long Can The Beatles Last!’, the
Boyvs were getting extremely enthusiastic
about the single due out on March 20—
“Can't Buy Me Love", backed with “Tou
Can't Do That"',

Taop side, of course, was a vocal vehicle
for Paul—he and John had written the song
at late-night sessions in Paris during lan-
uwary. The “B" side was one of the items
recorded there in French studios, under
the ever-present control of George Martin.
George Harrison hoped that people would
realise he was playing ewelve-string guitar for
the first time on record for the flip side. It
was, incidencally, a guitar he'd bean given
while in America and he explained how he
falt a twelve-string gave extra depth to a
graup sound,

First Day, Gold Disc

Hearing figures of sales from America,

one wondered if anything could halt
the flow of Beatle-sterics. In one chart
there they had top four positions in the
singles’ chart: “She Loves You'', "l Wane To
Hald Your Hand™, "Pleaze Please Me™ and
“Twist and Shout™. And the album “Meet
The Beatles™ had auditved sales figures of
3,600,000 copies, already well on the way to
becoming the biggest-selling LP of all time.
In America, incidencally, Capitel were coping
with advance orders of 1,600,000 on “Can’c
Buy Me Love"—and announced they were
gaing to claim a Gold Disc an the very firse
date of official release. Again, this had
never hzppened before, not even to Elvis
Freslay.

Bur just ome nagging doubt hit che
Beatles. Did all this American idolatry mean
that they could lose a bit of popularity with
the Bricish fans? Did, in facr, world-wide
acclaim tend to damage their status with che
fans whe originally discovered the Boys?

The answer came in an advance -;:-r'-:l?ler for
the single of nearly a millien in the week
before release. Disc-jockeys, handed advance
copies, generally liked the record but didn't
think it was the Boys' best. Pete Murray
went so far as to say the Boys were obviously
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very unselfish because they gave their best
songs to other people, like Peter and
zordon.

So “Can't Buy Me Love' passed into pop
histary, It'd been recorded on George's
215t birthday and he put it down to being
the most memorable birthday he'd ever
had.

It was in the middle of March that news
came through that lack Good, dynamic
telly-producer whe had gone to find further
fame in the States, was going to produce a
one-heur spectacular featuring the Beatles.
It was due to starc in April and would be
nationally networked.

The Beatles, realising that being in film
scudios all day every day was depriving the
fans of “contact”, insisted on making tele-
vision appearances—they got a few hours off
during March far "Ready Steady Goo and
later far “Top Of The Paps™,

Incidentally, in March, "&4, the Beatles
heard that they were to undertake, in
August, the biggest tour of ene-nighters and
concerts yer devised for British encer-
tainers in the States. “Seems they must
have liked us after all”, grunted Jlohn.
Only kidding, of course. And a2 “'black-
market’” dise soughe after in Britain by fans
at chis time was a German charc-copper—
the Beatles singing "1 ¥Want To Hald Your
Hand” in German. The accents were
dubious; the beat was marvellous!

On the film set, somecbody asked the
Beatles if it was true they couldn’t read
muslc, Told it was, the person involved said
that he found ic hard to believe, And |usc
fer a mament John got quite niggled. 5aid
he: “There are taa many blokes going round
saying chat there's no musicianship about
being in a beat group. I've studied lots of
groups and | believe they are very musicianly.
Mostly It's the clever-clever arty guys who
knock the beat, but | 2an cell "em simply to
shut up and keep cheir opinions ta them-
s¢lves. Being able to read music doesn't
mean anything at all.”

And one other note for the rumour-
mongers. As far back as March, "é4, Paul was
denying {on the set of "Ready, Sready Go™')
all stories that he was married te Jane Asher.
But mere of chat next manth ... and more
of our special behind-the-scenes remini-
scenes of life with the Bearles.
