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LAST MONTH we reported that the Beatles might well go to America to record their
new single, Although they still want to do some recordings on the other side of the Atlantic,
they decided that it would be best to stick to the studio they know best—E.M.Ls Mo, 2 in St.
John's Wood, London—while they are working on their all-important new single and LF. They
did transfer on some days to the smaller No. 3 studio to enable other groups and artists to
use Mo, 2

WHAT'S THE NEW SINGLE LIKE? Well, the boys certainly aren’t giving the title
away before the release date, but they promised that, once again, it would be something
different from anything they had done before. “*New Sounds® seems to be the boys® golden
rule in the recording studio, and they've never let us down yet, have they? Personally, 1'm
willing to bet that their newie will quickly become the *“song of the Summer’’—something
they started in 1963 with **From Me To You™. I have actually heard several of the new songs
in a half-finished form and believe me they're different, original and fab! fab! fab!

MOST OF THE PICS in this issue were taken only a couple of weeks ago and all Paal
fans will very guickly spot that missing corner of one of his front teeth, which was—very
fortunately—the only result of that nasty accident he had a few weeks back.

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TWO YEARS AGO

Cilla Black, old-time buddy of the Beatles, was doing her familiar
exhuberant sounding-off bit: “l think John and Paul are the best
song-writers in the world.” Well, that was in May, 1964, two years
ago—and top stars have been saying that ever since. But Cilla,
who'd hit the top spot with “Anyone Who Had A Heart"”, was spec-
ially excited because her follow-up was a tailor-made “You're My

World", by John and Paul.

ELLA 5INGS A BEATLE TUMNE

Tha Beatle influence, as summer was

a-coming in, seemed endless. There
wis 3 funny old scene, early May, when
George Martin, their recording manager,
told lohn and Paul that he'd just been daing
& session in London with Ella Ficzgerald,
who'd been a world “name’’ for umpteen
pears, “Sing anything good!™ queried Paul,
“0h, nothing much™, said George, "Just a
little thing called “Can't Buy Me Love'.”

The composers were clearly impressed.
Paul pretended to whack George Martin
round the ear for not telling chem earlier
about che session, “We'd like to have been
there", said John. But they did hear the
recerd and thought Ella was in superlative
maod on it. YWe talked o Ella, who said:
"Paul and Jehn are perhaps even better as
writers than you think. This song has
almost a blues sequence in it. The words are
good, butr the jazz sequence is a gas—and
that’s not even counting the beat."

¥What an impressive start to a manth.
Important point, as publisher Dick James
pointed out, was that the boys were ob-
viously writing “'standards", not just pop
songs. They'd treated “Can't Buy Me Love™
in their own distincrive style, Ella has swung
it in her jazz way—and it had also stood up
well to the test of being played word-less

25 a piano solo, with a lush and lavish
orchestral backing,

Maostly May, 1964, was taken up with the
boys on holiday. But it was impossible to
keep them cut of the news, for the world's
press was hunting them down, Reporters
even from American papers rang up Mems'
head office in London demanding to know
where the boys could be contacted, Real-
ising that some rest and privacy was essential
for the Beatles, the invariable reply was:
"“NO comment”,

It s& happens that we knew where the boys
were going, but It had o be kept quiet,
But if the Beatles were out of the country,
there were plenty of things happening, The
massive television show, “Around The
Beatles", for instance, which went on in the
first week of May. A knock-out productian,
by Jack Good. There were the boys trying
desperately hard to quete lines from
"Midsummer Might"s Dream™ . . . Paul, John,
Ringo and George respectively (if not
respectfully) tackling the parts of Pyramus,
Thisbe, Lion and Moonshine.

Things went wrong, somewhat pre-
dictably. There was one number in which the
boys mimed to their own record. As the
camera moved in clese on lohn, prior to
his harmonica section, John suddenly re-
membered he'd forgotten his instrument.
He frantically searched through his packets,

However, the production gor excellenc
reviews from the critics, attracted a massive
audience and certainly churned up some
original ideas on how to present the un-
predictable foursome.

And on other fronts, the look-ahead news
abour the Beatles continued to roar into
newspaper offices. Biggest, perhaps, was
that the boys were to be given a ticker-tape
welcome when they arrived in 5an Fran-
cisco in mid-August., . ., this was something
usually reserved only for heads of state,
And It was also announced from the States
that there would be no American premiere
of the boys' movie, “A Hard Day's Might",
Something wrong! Mot at all—they just
cauldn’t find any one single place where it
should open. Instead chey gave it a blankec-
coverage opaning in no less than 300 Ameri-
can cinemas all on the same night! Again,
this was covering brand-=new ground—no
pop attraction had ever been accorded such
an hanaur,

We spent one evening with the Beatles
just before they left on haeliday and ix
developed Into a rare old record-playing
session. Often asked what thelr tasces in
music were in the “'old"” days, we'll try and
help now. Moscly, they dug American col-
oured musie—some of thelr selected artiscs
wera unknown then, but have come 1o the
fare in recent menths. James Brown and
“Please Pleage Please™, for instance, was
always being played by lohn Lennon, who
was most Impressed by James' argan-playing,
though he also dug che yelled and screamed
vocal bits.

JOHM'S NEW INSTRUMENT

nd John was talking about a new

instrument just coming on the
market—a guitar-organ. ‘“When it's
ready, I'd like to kick ideas around on it",
he said... to the delight of the manu-
facturers. It's an instrument that you can
play as an organ, or as a guitar, or as both

together—both guitar and organ scunds
ceming cut of the same crdinary amplifier.
lohn kept on saying: "lt's important o
keep on looking for new ideas . ..”

But back to the artists most-played on
Beatle record-players at this time, two years
ago. The Tams were popular, so was Jimmy
Mo Griff, Major Lance—with " Mankey Time™,
Marvin Gaye and “Can | Get A Witness",
lames Ray, Dionne Warwick and Mary
Wells. Paul reckoned he hated the com-
pasers of “World Without Love™ but was
convinced that Peter and Gordon had done
a marvellous job on it . . . song was, of course,
a Jehn-Paul collaboration. Interesting point
was that all the boys spoke highly of Tommy
Quickly, then on the stands with a version
of Tommy Roe's song “'You Might As Well
Ferget Him"., They rated Tom, but this is
ane case where Beatle predicting went up
the proverbial spout! Young Mr. Quickly
struggled hard chrough several releases
but just couldn't make the grade. His lack
of success baffled lots of people, not least
Brian Epstein who had said Temmy could
be the new CIiff Richard or Adam Faith,

Interesting thing was that, in America,
where the Beatles were licerally saturating
the charts right through May, thelr first-ever
British release, “Love Me Do", crashed into
top spot ... though it had had only moderate
success in Britain, It led to theories about
re-issuing it in Britain, but the boys wers
dead ser agalnst ic, “There's no point
bringing up anything we did before", said
John in an adamant growl. “YWe go forwards,
not backwards,”

For the record, the Beacles in the Ameri-
can singles’ chart stood at Mumber 1, “Love
Me Do™; 4, "Know A Secret”; 13, "Do You
Love Me'; 20, “P.5. | Love Yeou"; 24, "Can't
Buy Me Love"; 44, "Twist And Shouc”;
59, "Thank You Girl".

Brian Epstein's big problem was sorting
out what dates to accept for the Beatles and
which ones to reject. Seemed the whole
world was after them, but he insisted they
showed themselves good and proper to their

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British fans. 50 we had advance news of a big
natlonal tour due to start in Bradford in
QOctober, It was to be their first in approxi-
mately a year, but then the film had taken up
a lot of time—and so had recording encugh
material for the world market.

There was, during this part of 1964, a bit
of a row because of the release of yet another
disc from the wery early days of Beatle
dl‘\'ﬂlﬂlpﬂll‘nt—ahdln on F-“nl}dnr This time
it was of John singing solo on “Ain't She
Sweet', a rr'a;clnal:-l'r' winging-swinging ver-
sion of the old jazz classic. Lhtrnlrtp te it
proved one thing: Beatle styles had changed
enormously. There was no hint of the
Mersey Magic about it—just a clanging,
straightforward sorc of group sound. Flip
was “If You Love Me Baby™, billed as by the
Beatles WITH Tony Sheridan, but in fact
Tony sang all the way through and you had
to be pretty sharp to pick out any Beatle
characteristics about it anywhere. John
and George were the sharpest eritics of chis
release, but they realised there wasn't much
they could do about it

Yve received copies of an interview Ed
Sullivan gave in the States in which he literally
raved on about having the Beatles on his
show. ""We all like them, even the tech-
nicians, bacause they are so well-mannered”
said  this legendary hgurﬁ of American
television, He also said they'd given the best
and most powerful shot in the arm that show
business anywhere in the world had under-
gone in at |east fifceen years. He didn't-say
what the previous biggest was, but he had
certainly included the Elvis Presley era, which
was a fair encugh compliment on its own.

The Beatles, then, continued to hog the
headlines even when they were out of the
country—even when they were split up
inte two holiday-making groups. Ve spent
a lot of time answering query-letters about
the boys, for the best-selling paperback
was doing

The four returned, late May, I'?rr_'-rn a tan-
gathering holiday—and were pitched right
ingo some even more satisfying carcer devel-
opments.
