Every Beatles tour starts off with well
organised precision. “The party will fly
to Munich from London on Thursday
June z23rd via BEA flight number BE 502
departing London Airport at 11.05 a.m."
wae read our instructions. But anyone
who's been on a Beatles tour before—

and the Beatles Book staffi have been
there most times—knows better. Every
Beatle person in the particular country
they're touring wants to meet and talk
to the boys—who wouldn’t. But there is
alwavs a big posse of police and guards
equally determined to protect their
charges.

Afiter a ninsty minuge fop our Comet touched
down at Munich Airport and was immediaeely
surrounded by a big erowd of aircrew, groundsmen
nnd photographers.

The bays emerged from the ']'.-|u.r.|l.' Lo a hattery
of clicking cameras, shouted questions and hurried
grecrings froun their press officer. Tony Barrow, who
had acoved in Geemany before them o prepare
for their visit.

When everyene started to cbese in, Tony deaded
it was tme o g0, and whisked the boys and Brian
Epsarein inte a white Mercedes which toak them o
the Bavertscher Hof Hotel in Munich, where
severial hundred lans lad garhesed,

Before anyone realised what was happening the
Beatles were inside and sately mstalled in ther hith
flaor suite,

MNEW L.P. TITLE

The bovs had a bic of 2 problem on their hands
when we jomed them in their ooms—they had o
do 2 bit of guick thinking, and come up with a
owcd title for their new L.P.

After lisiening 1o the wacks on Greorge's tape
regorder, we all swopped suggesticns and came up
with names like "“Magic Civcle™, “Four Sides To
The Circle", “Beatles On Safaei™ and “After
Geography” (a2 Ringo pun on “Aftecmarh' i—baar
=hll ooy Iuck,

T'hen it was time for the press conference. Every-
one made for the lift, which was designed o take
ten peopls, Fifteen coammed in, the door closed
and the whols thing jammed berween floors for
tefl muinutes, whilst those downstaics waited and
'.'-'-::q_n-:ljmd and everyone in the lift wondered and
waited.,

The lift was repaired, the Beatles were freed
and the press conference began. Photographs were
fellowed by guestions, elkewed by more photo-
gruphs, and then o presentation of a wophy by
Brave magnzine, the organisers of the 1our. Every-
ane happy, the bove rerorned o their suite o
pracuise. After all, they were going on stage the
following day o peclorm numbers they hadn't
played together For six months,

The evening wis spent guietly with just o gquick
dip im the hotel swimming pool.

The boys were up and around mid-day on Friday,
as they snll weeen't happy with their act. We lefi
them s the alternoan o practise and made our way
te the Chircus Krone wheee they would make two
IPPSACANGES,

Cliff Bennetr and the Rebel Bousers opened the
show, followed by Germany™s Rottles and then
Peter and Gardon.

Zema hour approached with the boys locking
immuculate in their new boole green saits with
silk collars, underncath which they wore lime
and wellow steiped crepon shirss with large collacs
and o Cee

They dashed on stage 1o a tereific ovation and
immediately launched inme “Rock 'n Roll Music®
followed by “She's A Woman™,

The boys had obviously decided thar they were
goantg Lo give their audience the old favousites they
all knewy, The rest of the act went as follows: *If
I Meeded Someone™, “Day Tropper™, “Baby's In
Back”, *I Feel Fine", “‘l:"u:-;l:.:rcla:,"', "l Wanna
Be Your Man™, “Nowhere Man", “Paperback
Whiner™ and “I'm Down™,

FANTASTIC

There was no doubt abour it the Beatles were
ay fnntastic ps ever, and cheir second performance
WS AN even grearer sucoess—it was one of the most
exciting shows ['ve ever seen the bovs give, and
they weee all very happy nnd olared when they
rerarned 1o ther hatel o ik the night away.

After o very Inte night everyone stumbled into
the garage under the Bayerischer Hol the Tollowing
momming where a flecr of seven white Mercedes
awnited to ke us e the station where we would
hEl:lHI'l.'] the rrain 1w Hamburg, stopping en roure at
28ECI,

The boys emerged through the garage door
Iooking surprisingly awnke with the exception of
Joha wha tripped over the step—which made him
all the more unsacinhle,

The police motorcade which cscorted vs was
quate unnecessary ot this uncarthly hour of the







morning, because there was only 3 handiul of
onlookers at the station.

The special rain which carried the Beatles and
their entourage was the same one az wied by che
Queen lase year. The Beatles, together with Brian
Epstein (who just about made the train), Tony
Barrow, their press officer, ™eil, Mal and AIf had
their own suite of rooms whiclh consisted of a large
dining-room, & lounge, and four bedrooms and
bathroorme,

CORN FLAKES

Breakfast was served about ten o'clock and
consiated of frait juice, cornflakes (o Beatles
favourite), bacon and eggs, rolls and ea and coffes,
Alter breaklast the boys retired o their COMpATT-
ments o catch some sleep which was intermupred
by lunch half wmyr th:u:-uE, and then back o sleep
ngain Gl about three o'cleck when they came
through we the other comparctments e chae to
everyone and lave a few photographs taken, Paul
was wearlng a beige suit with a cream shirt and g
red, yellow and brown st tie plus his vellow-
tinted specs, Ringo was sped in black slacks
mnd polo-necked swearer with a3 browm suede
jacket. wore o self-striped mareon welwveat
jacker and John was geared in his Londen Airport
departure ensemble—red and white striped trousers
with @ white jecket,

The train pulled into Essen arcund four thiery,
and ag we stepped off the tradn there was aboue o
dozen policemen panicking whilst trving m hold
back abour half-a-dezen people on the platform—
which was laughable. Further down the platform
were three men dressed as barbers in white smocks
and bald-topped wigs carsying giant=sized combs.
As we mounted the staies 1t was obvious that the
police had underestmated the crowd outside, for
suddenly their was o big swoop and cvervone started
running including the Beatles—John thoupho it
would be better to run the ather way in the direc-
tion of the tain, bur as the rest of uws were being
hurled inpe cars, ALf grabbed John and threw bim
in on wp of everyone else,

SLOW DRIYVE

Again it was the white Mercedes plus police
motorcade which ook us on a very slow drive o
the Crrugehalle in Essen, The rexson for driving
at a tuneral march pace, was so thot we'd areive
after the audience had gone to their s=ars,

There were two dressing-rooms set aside for
the Beatls—one was for the bovs o change im,
the other was wsed for lounging in.

Ezsen proved to be the wildest concert—John
was working the aadience inme a frenzy by g:r,rring
down on his kness and shouting “Meine Kinde
with arms cutsorerched, But the higpest ovation of
all was when Paul asnounced Ringo—the croawd
went absolutely potry.

The soene back-s1age ot the Cireus Krone in
A Munich as the Beatles waited to go on stage,
':q- surrounded by city police and reporters,
What a crush?®

Afiter the firsr show everyone had o meal in the
dressing reom and at the same tdme stared in
wonderment at the crowd ouside. Five thousand
strong wouldn't move, they kepe chanting ““we
want the Beatles*'.

It was now time for their press conference,
which followed the same pattern ns the previous
one, with the exception that the questions asked
Were even more inane,

Before going on stage John, George and Paul
put in another practice for “Paperback Writer™—
Paul was still very fur from satisfied. The difficulry
being that on record they sing a four-part harmony,
yet on stage they can only manage three, and the
mere fact that John's veioe was cracking up, didn’t
help matters,

After the second show, which was even wilder
than the firsr, we waited for the crowd ta disperse
before leaving the theatre to po back to the smtion
where the train had been watting.

It was about twelve thiry when we arrived at the
atanon, A very late dinner was served abour ope
o'clock and everyone was in excellent spirits,
cxcept poor old John whose cheoar was getting
worss, 30 his evening was spent deinking lemon
teas and taking lozenges, Evervone else sat round
the table playing cards and trying to think up
L.I titleg=—agzin] Thiz sme Poul fancied the
word Y'pendulum™.

STATION WELCOME

The night had passed so quickly that before
vou could say ‘Beatles’ we had arrived in Hamburg
—at six o'clock in the moming, The boys were
very surprised to see so many people at the stagion,
cspecially, Betting, a friend from the old days, But
the boys barely had time 1o say hello before we were
whisked off in a fleer of black Mercedes which ook
us to the beauriful Schlos Hotel in Tremsbuttel,
which iz abour thirty miles outside Hamburg.

As soon as we arrived gt the Schioss everyone
just flogped into bed and slept w abaut one thirty,
g0 @ to give plenty of tme 1o be repdy o leave
by quarter-to-thres. Bven by two o'clock the
crowd ounside the hotel had grown frem a merce
thirty o abour twe hundred, and so they showldn®t
be disappointed the boys stepped oul onto the
balcoay, leoking very fresh and wide awake,

Backstage at the Merck Halle in Hamburg it
was just like 8 reunion. Betting was there, and o
was an ¢ld giclfrdend of Paul’s mamed Caria.
Gibson Fempe accved with his girlfriend Asteid,
whe was once the giclfriend of S Suelife—she
was greeted by all four Bearles with great warmth
and affection. Bert Kasmpfert popped in with his
wife, and as he entered the room John sang the
opening line of “Swangers In The Night™,

Af you can imagine, Hambucg held an exims
samething for both the Beatles and the people who
came o see them, and as wsual they went dowm
fantastically with just that extra someching.

After rwo wvery exhausting shows and a press
conference it was back o the hotel for & quier
evening with just a couple of feiends and not as
everyone had anticipated an evening at the Star
Club—for reasons which I think are quite obrious.

And w0 the Beatles® return to Germany ended,
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THEIR FIRST VISIT {»

TO HAMBURG

I remember those days
in Hamburg, in the sum-
mer of 1960, when the
Beatles were making
their first-ever impact
on the Germans. And
meeting up with them
for the second time in
Hamburg’s Top Ten
Club., My band, the
Jets, were rehearsing
on the stage one after-
noon when the five boys,
still appearing at the
Indra Club, came in to

hear us.

I couldnt help noticing
that they listened very care-
lully toe Tony Sheridan, our
lead singer, who specialised
in blues material. Then the
bovs came over to the stand
and asked us (o come with
them to the Brtish Salors”
Socicty for a meal.

A Beatle can now wear
the mosl expensive clothes
in the world without worry-
ing about his bank-balance.
Butl then they looked very
odd. They wore Afrika
Corps caps, with tiny while
swaslikas painted on the
Fcuk- They thought it was
unny and I suppose it was
in a way. But | had a strong
fecling that walking along
the street in those caps might

“lead o a lvnching or some-

thing, =0 Tony Sheridan and

I politely said we'd meet
them some other time, The
joke was actvally on Tony
and mysell. We happened to
be wearing American Navy
Sweaters  with  the  letrers
DDR on them—the letters
stood for Destrover Radar.

CHASED

As we walked down the
Reeperbahn and turned past
the Herbert Strasse, a crowd,
thinking DDE  stood for
Deutsche  Democratic Re-
public (the Communist Sec-
tor of Germany)chased us for
about a mile round thedocks!

The Beatles, Tony and
mysell have pretty happy
memaries about the visit of
that Radar Destroyer to
Hamburg. We often used to
g aboard the USS Fisk for
food and were smoking Pall
Malls and Lucky Sirikes for
about two months—ciggies,
as the Heatics called them
even  then—were smugeled
ashore for us by the Ameri-
can sailors,

[ alzo remember how the
Beatles wisited the Britizh
Sailors’ Society. There was
a manager there called Mr,
Hawk and he used to feed
them wup on cornflakes (of
course!'} and pints of milk,
And certainly the two British
groups there, that's the Beatl-
les and my Jets, got on very
well together.

Paul McCartney was my

T
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particular buddy. Every ev-
ening, when wed finished
working, Liane {one of the
Hamburg barmaids) used to
pick us up in her tliny
Volkswagen and take us to
her flat for coffee and a
record session. Paul and 1
used to play Elvis and
Everly records while Liane
prepared a supper of Deut-
sche Beefsteak (alias ham-
burgers) and coffee. By the
way, when [ say she picked
us up in the evening . . . well,
it was really four o'clock in
the morning.

Fete Best, of course, was
the Beatles” drummer then,
He was a quict, good-natur-
ed guy and very obliging
when it came to helping out
at the Top Ten.

When the Jets' stint at the
Top Ten came to an end,
after one of the most tinng
spells of our short career,
the Beatles auditioned io
take our place. T can just
imagine what John would
say il anvene asked them o
do one nowadays!

But that audition was
rather good. Paul did a
Little Richard typc of act
and the boys sang some
lovely close-harmony num-
bers. Meedless to say, they
passed with flying colowrs,
They started the wery next
day ...

RIGHT ON TIME

lt was a recorded programme, They

do two shows of “JBJ" every other
Saturday—one goes out live, then they
change the audience and the second one
is filmed for the following week. Anyway,
we were there at the White City Studios,
hanging on for Ringe, who turned up in
plenty of time ... in a chauffeur-driven
Jaguar, The only actual Beatle support he
got was from George Harrisan, who was on
the “other' panel as a soloist—he turned
up. full of beans, in his then spanking new
E-Type Jaguar,

Gearge’s bit went off smoothly, Super-
smocthly. But poor old Ringe was, on his
own admission, a bag of nerves. He told us:
“We'd much rather be all together on this
sort of show, Trouble is that mine was a
fairly late booking so nothing could be dane
about it. We sort of bring cut the best in
each gther ., ."

He sipped at incessant glasses of milk,
:u:lmitl:edP that his cummy was playing up a
bic. He waore a new blue-check jackst, said
he wished he could have some shredded
wheat to help sectle his grumbling stomach
and went on: “I'm not worried about whar
records they'll play. I'm O.K. on judging
records—just as long as | dom’t get too
carried away and get too outspoken.” He
was obviously the king of cthe carlier pro-
gramme when all four Beatles had been on
the panel—a special show from Liverpaal,

It was true that Ringo still fele the juniar

partner, even two years ago. But he did
exceptionally well on the panel, especially
in exchanging quips with that master of the
ad-libbed gag Ray Martine. For the record:
the other panelists were Judy Cornwall and
Katie Boyle. And one record Ringe waxed
enthusiastic about was his stable-mate,
Cilla Black’s version of "'It's For You",

Ringe was introduced by David Jacobs
as “A pentleman known in the trade as
Ringo Starr". He got a huge welcoming rear.
Ringo looked shy. But he certainly lived up,
nerves and all, to the reputation f;r comedy
he’d won in “A Hard Day's MNight", which
then was busting box-office records all aver
the warld.

A year later, Ringe had last all qualms
about leaving the others to appear on his
own. And now pecple have completely
forgotten that he was the last to join, the
new boy, the junior parcner. Bearing in mind
the essential “togetherness'” that marks the
Beatles” whole career, perhaps it's Ringo's
achievements that have been the most
difficult,

During the summer of 1964, George was
moving inte a new £20,000 house in Surrey.
Five bedraoms, a mass of cultivated lawn
that turned George white when he was
reminded that all lawns need cutting—and
he recovered his normal colour only when
talking about how he was doing all the
furnisEing himself. And realising that he
could now buy exactly what he liked, when
he liked.

A 30-minute film was shown on BBC-TV

during August, 'é4—"Follow The Beatles".
The boys saw it again quite recently and got
a lot of extra laughs out of the things that
went on. Changes in the way they now
behave, in the way they react to interview
questions well, they appreciated the
subtleties. And it's just as obvious, the
tremendous growth in confidence and in
the individual personalicies of cach one, to
those of ws who've spent so much time
mixing and chatting to the boys backstage
at all their triumphs,

FIRST HOUSE OWMERS

Their assurance in handling money is

also something else. Two years ago,
only John and George actuwally owned
houses. Paul and Ringo rented separate
{but plush) flats in Londan, At that time, it
suited them well. Mow, of course, thay all
realise the value of investment, af buying
into bricks and mortar, of letting money
work . . .

As Beatle bank-balances have swollen
through the years, we recall chatting to
Paul as far back as 1963; August sunshine
warming us as Mr. McCartney went through
a lengthy picture-posing session for phote-
graphers, The Beatles then had hic the big-
time, made a fair amount of money, but he
was thinking carefully before buying a cine-
camera.

But just twe years ago, that's 1964 again,
the Beatles embarked on their mew taur of
America ... flying in to a ticker-tape wel-
gome in 5an Franciseo.VWorth recalling that
it was stated that Messrs. Dean Marcin and
Frank Sinatra tried to get tickets for their
Hollywood Bowl concert but had to be
turned down, Hard to believe, but appa-
rently true,

Faul teld us: "Seeing new places is great.
There's zlways something interesting to do,
But we all, deep down, get anxious about
home after ten days or so.” That trip of
1964 was to last five weeks . _ _ their longest
time away yer. And only a few days age,
before the boys sped off again half-way
round the world, Paul was saying the same

thing: "It's nice meeting people in different
countries but there's this cosy feeling at
heme and we still miss it a lot.”

Generally speaking, the Beatles have
always tried to leave a hit record behind
them when off on overseas” tours. In 1944,
they had “Hard Day's Might”, plus the
sensationally successful “Long Tall Sally”
EP, but this pattern has continued right up
to the present time. ""We owe it to the fans
who started it all off', explained John.
“Sometimes we think we understand why
they get a bit fed-up if we always seem to be
rushing off somewhere, but really chers isn'c
much we can do about it,"

But back to that phenomenal American
trip of August-September, 1964, They were
to have stayed at the Fairmount Hotel in
5an Franciseo but the booking was cancelled
. .. the management panicked at the thought
of having the place torn to pieces by fans.
They maoved to the Hilton. It was picketed
by thousands of fans yelling for the heroes
.. . and one anti-Beatle person who carried
a banner: "Beatle worship is idolacey. The
Bible says ‘Children Keep Yourself from
Idols”.” And in the Hilton a woman was
shot and killed by a burglar—yet the murder
went unnoticed for several hours because a
chambermaid, who heard screams, chought it
was all part of the Beatle reception.

Even in the hatels, police had an elaborate
walkie-talkie system laid on to get the bays
in and out without too much physical vio-
lence. And the top American stars ware all
trying to establish contace wich the British
group, Specially Pat Boone, who was marke-
ting a series of painted portraits of each
individual Beatle.

There was more, much more, as the
Beatles barnstormed on. Including a summit
meeting between the legendary manager
Brian Epstein and the legendary manager
Colonel Tem Parker, who had guided Elvis
Presley through years of top stardom. But
all chac spills over inte September, two years
ago. As the next edition of “Beatles Book'
is in September ... well, why not join us
again then?

The Nippon Budo Kan,
scene of the five shows by
The Beatles in Tokyo, is one
of the most beautiful-locking
halls the boys have ever
played in, And backstagethey
had all the space they wanted
o tune up and practice—
plus a huge, cxpensively
furnished dressing room,
where Japanese girls served
a welcome if never-cnding
series of cups of tea before
cach performance!

Towards the end of our
stay at the Tokyo Hilton,

John and I took off carly in
the maorning on an unofficial
shepping spree, avoiding the
usual police escort bit, which
would have just drawn atten-
ticn to evervthing, Mean-
while, Paul also slipped out
in gnother car accompanied
by Mal to drive round the
city and look at some of the
sights,

Otherwizge the boys had to
limit their gift-buying to the
extent that instead of looking
round shops a group of
representatives were invited
to bring up o the Hilton's
Presidential Suite an assort-
ment of things which John,
Paul, George and Ringo
were interested in buying.
They looked at all sorts of
things including photo-
graphic equipment, tradi-
tional =silk  kimoneos  and
“happi coats™, sets ol square,
round and diamond-shaped
sun shades and painting sets
desizned for Japanese brush
painting,

WORK OF ART

One night when there was
nothing any of us could
understand om TV, the
Beatles decided to put their
painting set to work, Each
one started in one corner of
a huge sheet of paper and
worked towards the centre,
building four elaborately
coloured designs into one
vast painting. The finished
product was presented (o the
president of the Japan fan
club branch before we left

gear with them on the tour.
In Germany their new dark
green suits made a debut in
Munich, In Tokyo the
second set—grey suils with
very thin orange stripes—
should have been worn for
the first of the Budo Kan
shows, But, at the last
minute, the trousers needed
alteration 50 the debut of
these outfits was postponed
until the second day.

That stopover in Mew
Delhi on the way back from
Manila to London was in-
tended to be secret! The
first 1o think of the idea was
Creorge—naturally, As soon
as he heard that our fight
from Manila wasz due to re-
fuel at Mew Delhi he was all
for making a one- or two-day
break there. Eventually every
one  else including DBrian
Epstein zrew 5o keen on the
idca that the whole tour
party was booked into the
Intercontinental  Hotel  in
Delhi for two nights.

Obviously, apart from
sightsceing, Creorge’s main
mterest  was  looking  at
Indian  instruments, MAs 1
have said, the whole 1dea
was to keep the visit private,
but the news of owr pro-
pozed stopover leaked to
such an cxtent that more
than & hundred phologra-
phers and TV people were
waiting at New Delhi Air-
port and most of them
seemed to Tallow us around
for the two days we were in
India.
