IF YOU WANT TO KNOW the answers to lots of the things that have been happening
to the boys recently, then you must turn to this month’s “Beatles Talk™, because in it, John,
Paul, George and Ringo discuss some of the most controversial things that have been talked

I THOUGHT THE NINTH BEATLES BOOK COMPETITION was going to be
difficult to judge, but I'd no idea just how many entries we would have and just how good they
would be. As we said in the rules of the competition, in Beatles Book No. 41 originality was
going to count for a lot, and 1 think vou will agree with me, when you see the winning entries
on Pages 12 and 13, that they are quite exceptional.

%:ur many months the rumours
flashed around the estate agents.
“He’s looking in Chelsea, in Bel-
gravia, in Camden Town". Finally
the news leaked out that Paul had
bought a Georgian residence in
5t. John’s Wood.

Fer those who don’t know Britain's
Capital, 5t. John's Wood is not a heavily-
treed estate, but a very exclusive residential
area, a couple of miles north of Piccadilly
Lircus,

The road is one of those odd avenues,
which, alchough it’s right smack in the heart
of things, you don’t realise is there until
somebady points it out. It is anly five or ten
minutes from the Beatles Book offices as |
found when | drove over to visit Paul.

A brief push on the bell, and the soft Irish
voice of Paul's housekeeper, Mr. Kelly,
asked for my name. A minute later | was
shaking hands with Paul Mac himself.
“Come In and have a warm by the fire," he
said, and led the way into the large drawing-
room at the rear of the house.

Although Paul has had the whele place
completely redone, he made sure that it was
restored in the same style as it was originally
built, even to preserving the carved cornice
around the edges of the ceiling. My first
impression wis of flewered, rather Victorian-

type wallpaper, huge rtiers of shelves
opposite the fireplace, a real coke fire burn-
ing in a small, old-fashioned grate, and,
alengside the fire, an old, black, lacquered
coal-box plus loads of antiquey-type things
all around the room.

How much do you think Paul spent on
actually furnishing the room? £5000{
£10,0007 Well, you're wrong! He told me
that he picked up most of the stuff for just
a few pounds, He pops into various auction
rooms—especially a particular one in
Brompton Road—and when he sees some-
thing he likes, he asks them to bid for him.
The wery ornate metal clock on the
mantelpiece only cost £7: the massive three-
piece suite, which he has had recovered in
green velvet, cost £20: the old mahogany
antique table enly £10.

ANTIQUE COLLECTOR

Paul mowved around the room restlessly,
chatting about various pieces and where he
had picked them up, He has obviously
developed into quite a collector; but he only
buys stuff that he likes, and doesn't seem to
care whether it’s worth anything or not.
MNext door to the drawing-room s the
kitchen, which leads directly into the
dining room. It'd be a pleasure, I'm sure, for
any girl to cook in the kitchen of a Beatle
house (what am | saying?), even if she
weren't a fan, because they are always so
beautifully designed, modern and up-to-date
and with all the lacest aquipment. Mot that
it was fully stocked when | saw it. Paul
opened one of the cupboards and disclosed
a salt cellar, a bottle of salad oil and a pot of
marmalade,

W'e walked into the dining room. Mothing
lavish, just a table, chairs and an enormous
clack, set into one wall, which Paul had
bought, *| Just liked it, so | boughr it", and
an unframed painting of Highland cattle over
the firaplace.

It is a three-storied house, and the main
staircase spirals up through che centre,
Every room has got thick, luxurious, wall-
to-wall carpeting, and the mahogany rall,
which you cling on to as you climb the stairs,
is highly polished. The first floor just consists
of two massive bedreoms, cach with its cwn
bathroom and a lou. The frant bedroom,
which is Paul's, has a double bed and a leng,
long pelished-pine, bullt-in dressing-table,
which stretehes all the way down one side
of the room. It must be over twenty feet
long. Underneath are loads and loads of

Paul’s bathroom consists of a
washstand, sunken bath and shower, all
completely tiled in blue and white, The guest
bedroom is smaller, again- containing a
double bed, with lots of black and purple
araund. The guest bathroom is similar to
Paul's, but tiled with a red and white pactern,
with coloured towels draped over the rails,

On the top floor is Paul’s music roam.
One wall is completely ficted out with
shelves to hold tape-recaorders, loudspeakers,
LF's, singles, and Paul's other musical odds
and ends. In the middle of the room sits a
Minipiano. Paul got three of his friends to
paint it with a fantastic pop-art design,
which contains every colour of the rainbow.
Paul sat dewn at the pianc and played the
theme music frem the new Hayley Mills film,
“The Family Way". Facing him was a piece of
metal sculpture called Sole. It looks like a
giant letter H, about five feet high, mounted
on a metal base, The top of each wpright
ends with what locks like a motorcycle
engine, and the open valves, two to each
engine, stare at Paul like four eyes. But he
and Solo abvicusly pet an very well together.
In a small cupboard nearby were some of
Paul's instruments, a Tubon, a Rickenbacker
and a lapanese Kote. Leaning against che
wall, en Paul’s right as he plays the piang,
is a massive, six-foot high, triple portrait of
a girl with red hair, Mo prizes far puessing
who!

Paul's house has been beautifully designed
to fill his every need and | am sure that his
music room will give birth to many great
tunes.

There's hardly time for Paul to forget a tuna
if he wanted to record it straight away,
because his house is enly a short Mini-
Cooper drive away from E.M.I"s Studics,

Buc it is one place cthat Paul wants to keep
private. A place he can retire to away from
the tremendous pressures of the cutside
world.

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TWO YEARS AGO

t took something very special to keep the Beatles out of the head-

lines back in February 1965 . . . and the special something was the

split-trousers furore over P. J. Proby, who got himself banned
from appearing in a string of cinemas and theatres. But the Beatles,
on their way back from holidays, were still in the charts with “l Feel
Fine” and had two of the top four LP's, “Beatles For Sale” and “A Hard
Day's Night”, one and four respectively.

RINGO MARRIES

M Proby, however, slipped back at the

news of Ringo’s wedding. This well-
kept secret was carried through at speed,
then Ringo and Maureen nipped off to a
honeymoon, based in a house at 2 Princes
Crescent, Dover. Which address immedi-
ately attracted photographers as bees to a
honey-pot. Even the other Beatles, notably
lohn Lennon, didn't know Ringo was
Flanning that shert sharp walk up the aisle
in & register office!

Jahn told us: “l can’t understand good old
Ringo trying to keep it a secret. Believe it
ar not, | didn't tell him | was married when
ne first joined the group. | wanted to keep
it quiet, to protect Cyn from becoming too
involved in the publicity. 1 didn't know
then whether he was the right bloke to
trust! Funny ching is that it leaked out in
aur accountant’s office when he asked me if
| 'had any dependents and [ said: ‘Oh yes,
a wife!" The wedding scene is obviously
difficulc for any of us if it isn't handled
properly.”

Ringo's WAS properly handled. Most of
the wedding photographs were taken the
night before, There was no wedding break-
fast—everybody simply belted off immedi-
itely afterwards.

But John was able to assure Ringe that
though he might just lose a few fans, he'd
gain a2 lor mare.

For the record: Ringe had met Maureen
about three weeks after he joined the

Beatles—during one of their Cavern appear-
ances. In September, 1964, he'd thought
seriously about marriage, then put off the
serious thoughts for a while as the Beatles
charged all over the world. On to lanuary,
1963, and the actual propesal, in the Ad-Lib
Club in Lenden, about three o'clock in the
morning. Ringe admitted he didn't know
what he would have said if Maureen had
turned him dewn!

Of course, countless journalists tried to
expound on what the marriage would mean
to Beatle success. This was two years ago,
remember, and many writers said it would
inevitably mean the end, the break-up, of
the greup. Rubbish, of course. As is most of
the chat and controversy centring round
the boys right now. As soon as you hit the
big-time, the rumour-mongers move in.
They can't wait to hear seme story, so they
make up their own ideas and create alarm
and despondency all the way dewn the line.

We had a look through seme of John's
fan-mail through the years and specifically
around the time it came to light that he was
married. Most of the Lennen supporters
simply added best wishes to his wife and son.
Then it all carried on as if he were still single,
Two years age, then, it was tweo “gone™ and
twe to go but both George and Paul kept
wery cagey about their own prospects.

This February under review brought the
usual run of imporced stars from America
and perfermers from different fields added
their praises over the Beatles,

Tommy Roe arrived, teo, along wich his

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a few days before the boys lefc there was no
title for the film. The working title was
simply “Beatles Two" and producer Walter
Shensan was heping for a last-minute flash of
inspiration from one of the boys.
