So, for all those whe like to get every fact correet, Mal and Neil
have written a complete report of the Beatles® trip in this issue,

party made sure that they only took £30 with them, otherwise they'd be breaking the currency
regulations which forbid you to take more than £50 abroad. Exeryone that is except Paul.
No, he didn’t break the law and fiy out with hundreds of pounds stuck in his wallet; in fact, he
forget about money completely and arrived in Athens with only £10. Hardly enough to pay
for a boating holiday in the Greek islands, But everyone helped him ouf. and so it didn"t matter
in the end.

THERE WERE MANY WAYS in which the Beatles could reply to all the eritics who
said that their record sales were slipping, but none better than the answer they produced
during July, when both their **Sgt. Pepper™ album and “All You Need is Love™ single were
joint top of the charts. So next time a Beatles' single dovsn’t make Ne. 1., Beatle people can
point out to the critics that it docsn't really matter becanse, sooncr or later, they Il be back
with another world beater,

THIS MONTH WE NOTCH UP our half-century. The Beatles Book is fifty issues old!
I can remember very well that when I got down to putting together the very first Beatles Book,
back in May 1963, 1 felt that it would run for many years, because 1 was absolutely certain
that the Beatles had such tremendous talents that they would be still world beaters for a long
fime to come. Right now, [ can’t see any reason to change that prediction. I still believe that
the Beatles have a tremendous lot to do and will remain leaders of the music world.

VANY READERS have written in asking why 1 haven't done an article on John's
home, The answer was very simple: we didn't have any good pictures of his house because
the Beatles Book photographer had never done a session there, Semething always seemed to
pop up to prevent it. T say ‘was’ because John invited us down the other week to shoot at every-
thing and anything. Julian decided to join in a lot of the pictures and one of John and Junior
is on the cover of this issue. The special article on John's home will start next month.

Before 1 tell you something about the

story we ought to clear up a couple of

points, First of all DONT go to see this
film expecting to find John in the lead role.
Johm's part—as Privaee Gripweed of the
Third Troop of the Fourth Musketeers—is
not o large one. [t s small vet important.
And DON'T expeet “How 1 Won The War
to be an all-laughter picture. There are
loads of laugh lines, lots of  hilaricus
sequences, BUT your smules may turn to
tears in the more serious sequences, Basic-
ally this is an anti-war film and to make its
message all the more profound you'll see a
fair amount of spilled blood, Some scenes
showing the death of Fourth Musketeer
saldiers are quite grucsome. You'll walch
men stabbed throueh the stomach  with
bayenets, blown to picees by shells, damaged
beyond repair by bombs and bullets. But
balanced against the tragedy vou'll get an
ample helping of humour—from slapstick
farce to pungent satire with subtle jokes
set aut alongside physical clowning.

COLOUR

The main role in this Eastmancaler
production,  divected by Richard Lester
who worked with The Beatles on “Help!™
and A Hard Day’s Might”, gocs 1o actor
Michael Crawlord who plays a British army

b

officer numed Licutenant Ernest Goodbody,
Goodbody  leads his platoon through o
serics of Second World War battles and
special missions sel in the Western Dwesert,
Dunkirk, Dheppe. Alamein and Arnhem.

Imtearated with cach ol the battle sequen-
ces are actunl newsreel shots which wenrg
filmed 25 years ago. These sequences are
shown not in (ull calours but a series of
deep colour tints—green 1o identify the
Dunkirk fighting. pink for the Dieppe
shots, orange [or the Alamem campaign
and Blue for Arnhem, You can imagine the
curiously powerful impact of these scenes
with the whole screen bathed in & blue or
pink.

True to the dreadful Facts of war at least
sne memher ol Goodbody's platoon s
Lilled in each of these actions. But when a
min dies his place is taken by a new faceless
soldier whose skin and clothing is tinted
from head to foot in the colour used to
identify the hattle which has just taken place.
Are these green and blue people meant Lo be
the ghosis of those who have died or are
they wnknown new soldicrs sent in
replacements? We're never given an answer.

IEI.'-. MW Vi will have realised that this
is no ordinary comedy film and no con-
veptional war picture. By the ingenious use
of cameras, colour and brilliant directing
technigques the whole production puts over
the futility of fighting. the nonsense of war

Apart from John's Private Gripweed
vou'll meet amongst the other Fourth

Musketeers troop members Clapper, Doo-
ley, Drogue and Transom. Clapper is
played by Roy Kinnear, At first vou'll meet
them while they’re doing their basic military
raining—square-hashing on a  parade
ground, learning their rifle dreill. There are
rictous moments as you sec them nego-
tiating a tricky obstacle course which
includes leaping over walls and dangling
from high-slung ropes above ponds of
muddy water.

Later, in the Morth African desert, you'll
see John learning to drive a truck and a sort
of tank. His driving lessons take place
prior to a “vital assignment” given to
Lieutenant Goodbody's squad—to infiltrate
cnemy limes, press on far bevond the battle-
front and establish a cricket field (ves, a
CRICKET FIELD!) for inspection by a
senior officer of the British Army. The
mission 15 successful despite Private Grip-
weed’s blunder in letting the platoon's
precious water supply (stored in the giant
roller used to iran out the cricket pitch!)
leak away into the sand.

It would not be lair of me Lo tell you
more abaut the actual story, You must see
for yourself how the war 15 won and by
whom. But I will tell vou that this is to be
one of the most powerful and moving
pictures you've ever seen, It will leave vou
with hosts of memories—happy and sad-
and it will be an experience vou'll never

regret.
FILMED LAST YEAR

"How | Won The War™ was filmed
during the autumn of 1966, Indeed John
left Tor the first shooting location in Ger-
many within hours of The Beatles” return
from their summer concert tour of America,
From Germany the production unit moved
to Almeria, a remote spot on the coast of
Spain where John and Cynthia set up their
temporary home with litfle Julian in the
spacious and beautiful old mansion where
John celebrated his 26th  birthday last
October,

From director Richard Lester: “When |
read the first outline of the story 1 kept
thinking of John for this character. | found
that Charles Wood—the man who gave me
the first treatments of the story 1o look at—
was thinkmg the same way although we
hadn't discussed the casting. 5o we wrole
the part specially for John. As an actor
John has a natural instinct for comedy and
his timing is excellent.”

And from John: 1 did the ilm because
1 believed in it. There never has been a war
filmm which showed war as it really 15, A man

fighting in a battle doesn™t see the whole
thing, He never mects the enemy until the
day a man comes round the corner and
sticks a bavonet in him and he can’t quite
believe it is happening.

The final words are from Richard Lester:
“Although | knew John as well as 1 knew
the other Bzatles [ only got to know him
well during the preduction of this new
picture, 1 was tremendously impressed by
John. More than by anyone clse [ have ever
met. Particularly by his ability to cut
through all the outside layers and get to the
heart of people and matters. Many times
when [ was setting up a sceng John would
say something like “But ook . . . that's
daft ... it should be like this’ or “Aren’t
we supposed to be doing so-and-s0 in this
scene’, Well, I'd stop and think about it
and realise John was right. This is not
something he has learned—it's mstinctive.
He tries to be supremely honest, not only
with the people he meets but, above all,
with himsell.” ENDE

Cn the Monday George
and Paul decided io have a
quiet  dav. They staved
behind and plaved guitars
while the rest of the party
went into  thz shopping
centre, John wanted o buy
the local equivalent of a
guitar, A huge crowd of fans
and sightseeing  tourists
gathered round the instru-
ment shop we tramped into.
To our surprise the shop was
stocked with a wide range
of modern eleciric equip-
ment—Yox amplifiers and
the lot! *It's just like going
into Sound City in London™
observed John as we looked
around, But he found the
instrument he wanted in the
store’s antigue department!

CUNNING RINGO

Ringo devised a cunning
way of by-passing the
crowds. He'd  wait  until
John and the rest of us went
into on¢ shop, then he'd
sneak quietly away into the
one next door while the
crowds  pathersd  round
John. His scheme came un-
stuck when he spent a bt
too long choosing a pair of
sandals.  Forty  photo-
graphers  and  umpteen
Amercans descended upon
him (*5ay, isn’t that crazy?
We travel all the way from
Chicago and find Ringo
Starr 1 a Greek shoe
shop!™),

All the shopkeepers of
Athens expect vou to argue
about the price of every-
thing, The bovs got pretty
zood at this bartering game

and managed to pick up a
load of bargains rom the
tiny rows of antique shops
in the old part of the city.
But whether we wanted to
buy or not the shopkeepers
urged us in very broken
English (o “just come im and
look around so we can tell
people Beatles was here!”

All the time we were in
Greece we had wonderful
food. One cwvening  we
stopped for dinner in a
small village and sat down at
tibles under the trees in the
square. Paul, Ringo and Jane
decided to test the local cooks
by asking for an English meal
Just for a change. They had
one of the best egg and chip
meals they'd ever tasted—
garnished (like every Greek
dish} with tomatoes in olive
ail and lashings of cheese.
The rest of us had delicious
kebabs—skewered chunks of
lamb beautifully cooked.

All the while quiet Greek
music was pouring out of a
little loudspeaker in the tree
above our tables. Suddenly
they changed the rtecord
AND PUT ON “A HARD
DAY'S NIGHT" BY THE
BEATLES., The owner of
the cafe stood at the top of
the steps beaming brightly
and we all had a good
laugh before signing some
autographs and heading for
home !

GREEK FLUTES

On Tuesday we set sail
in the gleaming white motor
yacht Arvi. It had 24 berths
and, apart from the captain,
a crew of seven including a
chel and two stewards, The
captain had purchased a
brand new red ensign to fly
on his mast to show he had
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a party of Englishmen on
board. That cwvening we
gathered up on deck Lo watch
the sun setting owver the
islands. What a pity Ringo
and MNeil missed that! Tt was
a fantastic sight. Still, the
rest of us took many pictures
and  our movic  cameras
whirled away like mad.

At two o'clock in the
morning we anchored under
a full moon. Beside us was a
mighty rock with the Temple
of Mepiune on top of it
The pillars were outlined in
the moonlight—another un-
forgettable sight.

The days that followed
were all swimming and lazi-
ness and beautiful sunshine.

HINDU CHANTS

After sunset each night

we'd gather together on the
top deck and sing until two
or three. George plaved his
ukelele, John gol oot his
Greek guitar and we'd sing
strange Hindu chants owver
and over again for hours on
end!
- We came home to London
m two relays. George and
Pattie wanted to go a little
carly—to pack again and
leave for Californin—so
Mal flew home with them
on the following Sunday.
Then on Monday Paul, Jane,
Tohn, Cwn, Julian, Paula
and Alexis headed for
London, Alexis just about
had time to pack a fresh set
of clothes in time to leave
for Los Angeles on the
Tuesday with George, Pattie
and Neil!

There's no room here Lo
tell you abowt the Harrison
holiday in Hollywood so
that will have to wait till
next month.

juhn Lennon has always had pretty fixed ideas on what a star owes to other
people. Just a couple of years ago, in September of 1965, he had been with the
other Beatles to meet Elvis Presley at the EP mansion in Bel Air. An historic
occasion, and one which had a big effect on John.

Afterwards, John said: “When you get to
the position of being a star, you owe a lot
to the fans and to the people who pay you
your money. This means that you turn up
on time for shows and you work as hard as
you possibly can. You treat each show as
important as the last one, whether icis for a
TY audience of millions or a theatre audience
of a few thousand,

“And when it comes to records, you
put every bit of effort and enthusiasm into
each one. We all owe it to people to keep
the standards high. But | feel chat when I'm
through with wark, then my life simply has
to be my own. | don't owe twency-four
hours of every day. My family should be
protected because they are part of the
other me, not the one who gets up there
on stage.”’

HOME LIFE

And this is still Jehn's fervent belief, He
appreciates that there must be a lot of
interese in his home life but he doesn't
encourage it. He was saying recently that
the meeting wich Elvis had a lot to do with
that. He admired the quiet family life that
El still had, despite having been a world
star for a good five years longer than the
Beatles. He had worked for his privacy and
he held on to it despite everything.

Jlahn also talked about the difference
between the public life of a solo singer as
compared with a group. He told Elvis that
the Beatles were lucky In having four
people up there taking control of the
barrage of hysteria. He owned up: “If | was

| would just break up," Well, since then Jahn
has been to a lot of places on his own—and
he has made his film debut as an individual,
Bur he still hasn't in:-m: on stage to put on a

VYERY AWARE

But this doesn't stop them appreciating
the problems of other people in the big-time
show-business. They are all as aware of the
difficulties as of the rewards of remaining
up there in the glare of about ten millien
spotlights.

Qddly enough, though, Elvis..."a real
star’' in the opinion of George Harrison . . .
doesn’t get regular hic records nowadays.
While the Beatles bask, at the time of
writing, In the luxury of a number one
single and a number one LP, Elvis has
become rather patchy in terms of success.
Of course, filming is his number one priority
these days but geing back twe years ago
an interesting point came out in that
meeting between the two giant attractions,
El was asking Paul and John just how many
hits chey'd written so far, and saying that
he wished he had more time to pursue his
writing. lohn suddenly broke off and asked
Elvis why it was that he didn't go back to
his old-style record-making—the wild rock
n” roll which made Presley an incernational
attraction. El wasn't too sure how to answer
this ac first. But funnily enough he has since
come out with wild rockers and they have
proved every bit as successful as his ballads.

Se lots of side issues came our of that
show-business summit meeting. I'll always
remember Ringo saying of Elvis: “Fantastic.




He was just like one of us. Mone of the old
Hollywood show-off thing.”

Incidentally in that September of 1965,
“Help' was just starting to move down the
charts. A real eye-opening experience is
to play that old track over and then compare
it with someching like "All You Meed |s
Love”. That gives you an idea of how
diferent the Beatle sounds are from record
ta record. And how they have developed.

There was a big protest scene gaing two
years ago. Songs with arguments against
war, like “Universal Soldier™, "Eve of
Jestruction™ and so on were all the rage
in the chares. Of course, the Beatles don't
actually protest ... but the word “love”
figures In alot of their song titles, Paul has
always been strong on this—as he said
recently: We hope to get people thinking
maore about love, rather than hate. This is
a time In history when what is needed
Is love, not violence."'

Some people accuse the Beatles of merely
paying lip service to this, but that’s not
true. Through the years, they have con-
centrated on getting across the mcs:a%a
that leve is fine—and not something to hide
under a blanket of bravade.

BEATLES DOUBLE

But encugh of that. Back in September
1965, the Beatles were chalking up some
mere incredible popularicy  pell results.
This time, it was the Melody Maker poll—
a paper with a readership that has a strong
jazz-musical backbone, though also re-
flecting pop tastes of the moment. 3o in
came the Beatles to run awa% with the
group department at both British and
World levels. The Americans they pipped
handsomely in ctheWorld Section were the
Everlys, the Beach Boys, the lordanalres,
Supremes,

Jehn Lennon was fourth in the British
singer section; George Harrison was secand
favourite musician. Their vocal record
“Ticket To Ride" topped that department
but "l Feel Fime' was alse listed. John
Lennon was third top male TV artist—and
seventh in the world singer section. George

Harrison was fourch in the world musician
racing . . .and in the world listing for
vocal records the boys came secend wich
“Ticket To Ride' to ... yep, Elvis Presley
cropped up again with “Crying In The
Chapel", which happened to be one Presley
disc that the boys didn't rate very highly.
However in this last seetion, the Beatlas
again were the anly group or artist to have
twa records (V'] Feel Fine™ was the other)
inthe top ten.

RINGO HITS TOP 100

But what amused Ringe most of all was
that his vocal on “Act Maturally” actually
made the American top hundred.

Actually It was a fiezing little celebration
prasent for Ringa, seeing his name up thers
in the charts. Because in mid-Seprember,
the 13th to be exacr, he became the ex-
tremely proud father of a baby boy. Yes,
Zak made his first appearance in fronc of
the werld at Queen Charlotre's Hospital.

Maureen Starr was rushed inte Hospital
early in the morning and Ringo went with
her, net getting back home until 11 pom.
that day. He phoned his parents in Liverpaal,
grabbed some shut-cye and then raced back
to the hespital early the next day. History
repeated itself last menth when Ringe's new
baby was born,

Mast of the month, the boys were on
holiday . .. recovering frem their hectic
American tour and preparing some ideas
for the autumn tour which had been lined
up for them. There had been theories that
the boys were not keen on touring, but as
George explained: "We llke getting out
toe the fans but we are doing fewer Chings
now because we think pecple have secn
mare than enough of us in the past couple
of years.”

George alse said with great candour:
“Wharever you play you're bound to upset
someone, It's when you see the situation
from the management side that you realise
you really can't win'”

Howewver there were quite a few chings
the boys COULD win during that particular
autumn. But more about those next month.
