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The way the Beatles are able to gauge the mood of the record buying public is quite
incredible. They seem to be able to sense the sort of muosic that everyone is going to want to
listen to months ahead. Perhaps, as many writers have said, they set the trends, But, no sooner
do they seem to promote one form of music completely, then they change everything with
the verv next release.

“Lady Madonna'® is a classic example of perfect Beatle timing. 1t°s no secret that the
song is mainly Paol’s creation and he obviously sensed that the mood was changing and that
the record buyers wanted something tougher, simpler and wilder. He’s certainly given it them!
But the great thing about the new Beatles® single is that it is not just a rehash of the old rock
style. The sound is very original and Beatleistic. And no doubt hundreds of groups will be
trying to develop it for their own use over the next few months!

I loved Ringo’s reason for returning from his meditating visit to Rishikesh, **We missed
the children® it shows the way Ringo has developed over the past five years, In 1962, he was
very conscious of the fact that he was the *new boy™—and hadn’t shared the tough times in
Hamburg and Liverpool with the others, He joined when they were just starting fo faste
success and felt that he shouldn’t push his own views as they weren't as imporiant as John's,
Panl’s and George's. Now, Ringo is very much a law unto himself and his recent actions have

roved it
’ T can’t wait to hear the next Beatles® L.P. What will it be like? The mind boggles. Will
they go very Eastern and try and incorporate Indian sounds inte all the backings of their new
songs? Or, will they revert to the earlier, wilder type of Beatle song. Personally, 1 belicve
that they will come up once again with their usual marvellous cross-section of Beatle tunes no
matter what incredible new ideas they think up for its title or cover—it will still be the same
Beatles® magic inside.

There are more pics than ever before in this issue of the Beatles’ Book. Our photographer
was there at all the “*Lady Madonna’ sessions and 1 have tried to include as many different
shots of the boys actually working on their new single as possible, We always do our best not
to disturh the Beatles® concentration while they are working, so our cameraman has to dive
under microphones and shoot from behind amplifiers to get close to the boys when their minds
are completely occupied with their music.

T am afraid we're going to have to increase the price of the Beatles Book to 2/6
starting with the May isspe. The price rise has been made necessary by the recent increases
in printing and paper. The cost of subseriptions, however, will remain unchanged at £1-4s. for

Ringa. in 1963, was something of an

enigma. And he did very little to
change this initial impression during
the early Beatles rise to success,

When plans were announced for the boys® first
majar film, “A Hard Days Might”, everyone assumed
that it would be either Paul ar John who weuld
shine forth best frem the cinema sgreen, John was
already wall known for his witty answers and erazy
ancics v almest every situation. How could he fail
te make an impact on the big soreen, And Paul was
regarded by every photographer, who had managed
1o shoot off 2 roll of film at che bays, 2z the most
photagenic pop sar of the decade. Mo matter how
he looked in the flesh, he always came up beaurilully
on film—surely, he would be the cutstanding face
im any film,

But, te eweryone's surprise and delight it was
Ringe whe emerged from chose frantic weeks of
shooting as a screen personality.

CAPABILITIES

The odd thing is that Ringe newer shows his
capabilities off screen. He wsually assumes a fairly
dead-pan expression whilse those cool, buc kindly,
blue eyes look at you under arched brows as he
thinks cut his answers to your questions. He has
always had a very dry sense of humour and his
"mistake sentences” have produced many of the
Beatles” best song titles and sayings. “'A Hard Days
Might™ was supposed to have been eoined by Ringo
although, of course, as many Beatle prople wrote in
Lo point out at the tme, John did use the expression
in his firse book,

“Help?” was in a way built around Ringa's acting
abilizy, ek Lesver gave him plenty vo do beciuse he
decided thar Ringe was most capable of carrying the
acting role.

It's enly fair ta John, Paul and Gesrge te paint aut
that they have always had maore to do than Ringo.
Oaee his drum tracks have been recorded for an
particular song [unless he's deing the vocal, whic
isn't very often] he has time to spare. Also, as he
dossn’t write any of the Beatle songs, chis, again,
leaves him free to de ather things, while John, Paul
and George are hard ar work.

"Recently, of course, he has taken on a major rele in
“Candy™, which will ke released wichin the aecr
fow manths, and alse made a rather revolutionary
appearance on the Cilla Black Show, Revolutionary
when you remember that the Beatles have pot appea-
red on the colevision sereen in any real way whaticn
ever for ower twe years. | mean, of course, live.
They've done regular filmed appearances coinciding
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with new relexses on “Top OF The Pops™ and other
rusle shows and Gearge and Jahn ealked to David
Froso absut meditation on his lace night show, bur
rone of the boys have made a proper Appearance
and done a complete acr, fet alone a varlety aet for
a lang time.

Any big star who does step out like Ringo has deng
takes a tromendous risk. if he makes 3 mess af it he
can damage his whale career, &nd, when one chinks
of top recording stars whe want 1o opt out of even
the Top Ten race, it must have taken a lot of guts for
Ringo to have accepted Cilla’s invitafion,

But, as we all know, he succeeded completely. He
obviously was completely unafraid and his wery
engzaging and I'I'Iuer'u:"I:‘:nI persomalicy came chrough to
you the whole time he was an che soreen,

It's odd when you look ac the long list of names who
scapped inte the limelight ar che same time as the
Beatles in 196Z/3. Who would have thoughe oug of
all those new faces, that the most successful girl,
and one of the few who would really got oo che tepin
five years, would have been thac livtle girl wich the
ugly-protcy face, Cilla Black. And remembering the
carly appearances of the Beatles, ic's equally surpris-
ing that Rings, the ugly-handieme Beatle, should
emerge as the one most likely to be seen on aure
televizion and film sceeens in the future,

As with 2
certain pop record called “The Ballad Of
The Green Berets”, which was a sizeable
hit by one Sgt. Barry Sadler, an American
serviceman, just two years ago this month.
All four Beatles were asked for their opinion
aof this material about the Yietnam war. ..
and all said I was “terrible”.

Which surprised some people. And
angered others. Paul said It was a dreadful
record. Ringo said he hoped it would blow
up in flames. lohn regarded it as being
blatant American propaganda. And George
s2id he couldn't understand the pecple who
had bought It and made it a number one
in America.

BEATLES GIVE OPINIONS

%o some of the knockers started in knock-
Ing again. “The Beatles should keep out of
this controversy,” they said. “Anyway who
are THEY to judge?’ Which is ridiculous.
The boys had been specifically asked for
their opinions. As four intelligent blokes,
it would have been silly for them to say:
“We don't know™ or, alternatively, claim
that they couldn't think of ANYTHING ta
Sy, v

This was the month when 2 pop
magazine ran a special version of a general
election. They asked readers to vote for a

2

Pop Prime Minister... and their readers
actually voted for an American, Scott
Walker. But running him very close at
the time was John Lennon. lohn was
flattered because it sort of put him one-up,
in a friendly way, over the other Beatles but
he made It clear that generally speaking
politics was not for him.

“There 15 so much lying and half-truth
about palitics,” he said. "'I've been spending
some of my time off reading books by Aldous
Huxley and | can only say that | never rea-
lised before just what a weird and bad
warld politics really is.”

But what was occupying Jehn's mind
mast In this April-showery month two
years ago was getting some new numbers
on disc. They all spent two clear days in the
EMI studios after Easter, looking out for the
right song to use as a follow-up single to
"We canE\"n"curk It Qut" and "Day Tripper”,
which had been in the top spot for four
weeks, John and Paul had been busy on their
writing ... and estimated that they had
fifteen different songs as "'possibles” for the
new single,

While the boys recorded, Brian Epstein
was busy fixing another trip to the States—
and ene of the dates was the Celiseum at
Memphis, Tennessee, the home-town of
Elvis Presley. This got the guessers going. ..
what were the chances of the boys meeting
up with Elvis?—would Elvis go along
to see them perform?—would the Beatles
record in his studios there? Early in the
April under review, Brian Epstein actually
went to the States to look over the studios
and this was at the special request of the




boys. But he returned to say: "There are
problems about recording there and it looks
as if they can’t be avercome by August when
the boys make the journey."

But he came back with news that delighted
the Beatles. He said: “There are dozens of
top-line jazz musicians in America who are
literally falling over themselves to record
Beatle songs. It's fine when people like
Andy Williams, and top ballad singers do
this ... but | know it brings great satis-
faction to the boys to know that top-line
Jazzmen find their melodies so good.”

Dick James, Beatles' publisher, also came
up with some interesting information. He
explained that while the Beatles story really
started in Hamburg, the Germans had been
rather slow to pick up Beatle material for
recording. "'But now,” he said, “thelr cam-
pesers are finding it betcer to use English
lyrics rather than German, in terms of
world sales, so the performers there are
rushing to bring out their own versions of
Beatle songs.”

If anything turned up, April two years
320, to cause a problem rather chan atriumph
it was only that peor John was getting very
fed up with all the day-trippers who spent
weekends at his lavish home at Weybridge.
- He explained to us how some people were
virtually camping out in the grounds, ..
how they brought along packets of sand-
wiches and primus stoves and made it look
maore |like a fairground than a private resi-
dence.

LONGER RECORDING SESSIONS

But weekends were the only days John
was likely to be in residence. The plannad
two days of recordings stretched into two
weeks and then another week was added,
The material was available but Beatle re-
tording techniques were getting more and
more complicated with each session, John
recalled: “'Back in the days of ‘Love Me Do’
and so on, it was all pretty straightforward,
We just did what the technicians and George
Martin told us—and we managed to get a
disc finished in no time. But now we've all
got our own ideas on what should be added
te the sound and it can take two days to get
one slde right.”

Qutside the EMI studios, at all hours of
the day and night, stood the loyal fans. Some

girls travelled twenty minutes by bus, there
and back, from school . .. 1o SPEND twenty
minuces at lunch-time in the hope of seeing
a Beatle going in or out,

Also busy In the studios for the first time
in April 19686 was Paul's brother, Mike.
Though it's only recently that the Scaffold
have hit the chart scene, through their
"Thank U Very Much", they actually
started recording two years ago.

YINNERS' CONCERT

But back to the fabulous four themselves.
Technically you could say they'd spent the
month In hiding, because of the panics of
recording. In fact, they made their first
public appearance of the year at the end of
April at the Poll-winners concerc at
Wembley Pool. And this was a sensation,
judged fram every point of view,

They stood there, bathed in a spotlight
and dressed in jet black, and John opened
the proceedings by $In?|ng "l Feel Fine"
with enormous spirit, all the while wearing
a garish pair of brown sun-glasses. They
were peppered by sweets—Ringo neatly
caught one and slipped it into his mouth,
That hrmr%]ht a crescendo of screams, They
did "Mewhere Man", “Daytripper”, “If |
Meeded Semeone”, "I'm Down". A tre-
mendous climax to a tremendous perfor-
mance,

As they rushed off-stage through a tunnel,
the boys mopped at sweat-wet foreheads
and said: "“There's nothing like going on in
frant of a really big audience. It's like a little
break coming after all those weeks locked
away in the studios." And Paul said: "We'd
have gone on all night, honest!™

This was when they teld us that the next
single had been fixed as “Paperback Writer",
backed with “Rain". This was when they
told us, to the disappointrent of millions,
that there was now no chance at all of getting
their third movie on the preoduction sche-
dule during 1966,

OF course that movie has not yet materia-
lised. But a lot of in-persen things did
happen during the May of 1985. We'll tie
them up with things as they are today—in
next menth's magazine. Make it a hard,
firm date.

The Apple™.

Terry Doran is just one of
many ¢lose friends involved
in the netwerk of Apple
companles. With Apple Films
there is Tony Bramwell, at
the Appla shap you'll find
Pete Shottom. And at the
offices of Apple Corps, the
headquarters of the entire
operation, are Peter Brown,
Alistalr Taylor, Neil Aspinall
and Mal Evans, all Liverpool
falk who have been con-
nected in one way oranother
with the Beatles” progress
since earliest days.

Why APPLE in the first
place? That was Paul's sugges-
tien because he felt it was

On the
contrary It is designed to
use the talents of clever men
and wamen who have flairs
for doing particular things.
That's why The Beatles de-
cided they'd like to let The
Fool have a hand In the
designing of the Apple shop.
Then there's electronic
genius Alex Mardas who
is already preparing exciting
inventions for Apple Elec-
tronics to produce.

MAMNY SLICES

How many slices of Apple
are already operational?
Apart from the Apple shop
and Apple's music publishing
company, there are Apple
Films, Apple Retailing, Apple
Wholesale and Apple Re-
cords. Derek Taylor and Mal
Evans are both invelved
with Apple Records for
which Gearge Harrisen pro-
duced several recording
studio sessions before he
went off to India. Apple
Records will be specially
interesting to pop people
because it is to be 3 pro-
