“ Golden Trumpet ™ star, Eddic Calvert.

Fddie Is quoted as saying of Lowvis Armsirong: *1 think
be's w bousy trumpeter. He might be o good cniertainer, bui he
can'l compare as @ player with people like Harry James, Ziggy
Flman and Bix Beiderhecke.”

We woold like to think that Calvert had nofl made such a
statement, for the criticisrs of ooe's [ellow enteriainers, parthou-
barly when the sphores of operation are oot dissimilar, i
ill-adyised. Yet it appears that the Britikh trumpeter passed some
opinion on Armstrong as he left London for Jobannesburg.

One canpot help bat recall that Armstrong's personal
success has gose on mich loager than Calveris enlire career,
and he does nol appear to have done loa badly during his
musical lifetime. And be is far from finlshed.

For many, the liking for and admirtion of Armstrong has
anly been creaied through his recordings In comparison with
his dise sales, few followers have really seen him in person.
Thus they have come to accept him as their favourite trumpet
star without any of the visual entertaining advantages which
Calveri suggesis are his omly asseis.

Any atiempl (o belittle Louls Armstrong can do little damage
and, even if he knows Calvert's work intimately, we do mod think
that Louls woold make any atiempi lo retaliate. He is always
guarded in his comments, backed up mainly by long experience.

We know thai Eddie Calveri can be outspoken at times, bt
we feel that he has oflendsd ihe tremendous following ihai Louis
Armsirong has deservedly commanded for so long.
